Cable rates to climb next month

Novi cable television subceribers will pay
another $18 per year for the full basic service,
beginning Feb. 1.

Along with the $1.50 per month rate hike
recently announced by MetroVision of Oakland
County, prices for several additional services
will see either increases or decreases.

Inflation, cost increases for programming and
asystemwide standardization of rates were cited
by Tom Bjorkiund, MetroVisfon's vice-presidert
and regional manager, as reasons for the mark-
up.
pMost cable customers subscribe to Tier Iil,
which offers all but the premium cable channels.
That bill wilt now be $18.45 each month.

Tier Ill cable service was first offered in Noviin
1983 at $7.25 per month. Last year's monthly

increase was $1.45, while the 1990 hike was
$1.50. Overall, the base price has Increased by
better than 150 percent.

But Bjorklund said this percentage doesn’t
reflect the fact that the premium, or pay chan-
nels, have not gone up significantly.

Taking care of 1991's
unfinished business

Consider this question: If the Novi
police calch you violating the law, how
fong do you think they! give you to cor-
rect the problem, to bring things into
compliance?

Well. sornetimes the answer is go-
ing to depend on the situadon. If, for in-
stance, Novi police caich you driving
your car with a headlight out or a noisy
mufller, youll probably get a couple of
weeks to make the repalrs. After that,
you'll pay a fine. The Novi police did hand
out a lot of wamnings {o drivers over Mi-
chigan’s relatively new seatbelt law, Bul
Iate last year. the depariment an-
neunced that in the future drivers who
fail to buckle up will be ticketed, And il
you get caught once driving over the
speed limit orrolling through a stop sign,
you might just walk away with a warn-
ing. But if officers catch you a second
time, theytl ticket you. '

Most of the time, however, il you get
caught In a more scrious act you knew or
should have known was illegal, chances
are pretly darned good you are going to
gotojail or will be cited the very first time

. no warming, no chance to change
your ways.

With that in mind, we would like to
point oul that it has been more Lhan a
year since the Novi News first took issue
with the Nevi police department’s “News
Media Relations Policy.” It began in Sep-
tember of 1990, when we complained
verbally to then-police chief Lee BeGole,
saying the policy appeared to run
counter to the Michigan Freedom of In-
formation Act in a number of areas. On
January 14, 1891, the Nouvi News sent a
seven-page letter to the department cit-
ing 10 sections of the policy we belleved
violated. the FOL

We certainly never heard any dis-
agreement with the points we raised in
that letter. In fact, Novi attorney David
Fried said much later he thought we
were “right onthe money” with our critic-
isms of the policy. Assistant City Mana-
ger Craig Klaver prornised prompt review
of the policy. And Novi's new police chief,
Doug Shaeffer, apparently fell our con-
cerns were significant enough to trash
the old policy shortly after coming to
work here last August,

All three promised the city would
come up with a new policy, one which
will indeed comply with the state FOI
Act. But so far, we have seen nothing. No
policy; not even a draft of a policy.

When asked about the policy,
Shaefler contends it is stuck somewhere
between his department and its attor-
ney. He has not offered an explanation of
what the sticking point is. He has sug-
gested there is disagreement over how
the new policy should read, but he has
not yet explained what that disagree-
ment is.

Of higher concern to us is the fact
that the police department does not ap-
pear to have significantly altered its
week-to-weck operation inregards to the
releasing of information to the media or
the public. We get more reports than we
used to, thal's true. But the reports we
receive still appear to account for only a
fraction of the total number generated by
the department. Worse, it appears that
the reports regularly released to the
press and public are only those which in-
volve the mosi minor of incidents —
MDOPs, car break-ins and false alarms.
The press and public rarely see reports
which involve arrests. Whenwe do learn
of anarrest by Novi police, it is most often
through some other source — the courts
or a phone tip.

Back when we first took our argu-
ment with the police department policy
public, last July, we tracked for a time
the number of reports being generated
by the Novi department . . . as best we
could.

For example, for two weeks in July
we found that incident numbers were as-
signed for 550 reports one week and 820
the next, For those weeks, the police de-

ent publicly released 24 reporis
and 27 reportsrespectively . . .less than
five percent of the total.

At the time, Shaefler argued that
his officers donot actually write a report
for each number assigned. The numbers
are given to an officer at the time he or

she arrives al Lthe scene of a complaini or
call. The report is only written when
needed, Shaeffer said, such as when
there is likely to be an arrest or some
legal action taken, or when a homeowner
wili have to {lle a report with his ar her in-
surance campariy.

Since then, the department has
started to release more reports —
roughly double what #t was back inJuly,
although in recent weeks the number
seems to have dropped ofl again to a
trickle.

So, the number of reports released
compared to the total of incidents which
were assigned numbers scems ex-
tremely low.

If this does represent the real pro-
ductivity ol the Novi police department —
less than one report per oflicer per week
and only an occasional arrest — we have
to question the justification for having a
50-plus officer department in Novi. What
are the olflcers doing with their other 38
working hours each week? One must
conclude that either productivity is very
low or we just aren’t seeing all the
reports.

Now folks, our seeing the reports is

not merely a matter of prurient interest.
Wedon't want toview them just asamat-

- ter of curlosity. We believe it is important

that Novi residents get an accounting of
the actions taken by their city govern-
ment, The police department represents
one of the largest portions of the city's
annual budget, and we think it is in the
public interest to account {or the actions
the police department takes, The more
serious the crime being investigated, the
more serious the charges leveled against
a suspect, the higher the public interest
Is in knowing about i,

We would also point out that a po-
lice department, which is assignedtothe
job of enforcing the law, ought to itself
follow the law. Theidea that Novi police,
who make sure Novi residents comply
with the law, mighi themselves be flout-
ing the state FOI law 1s . .. well ., .
downright repugnant.

Quite frankly, it is not all that im-
portant to us that the Novi police depart-
ment create a new media relations pol-
fcy. It would be nice to have, and we
would encourage it. But it isn‘t
necessary.

What we do insist upon, however, is
that the police department follows the
lawitself, and that includes the state FOI
act.

The Novi News begins an effort with
this edition to force a resolution of the
issue. The paper's staff will be seeking an
accounting of all the incidents re-
sponded to by the department, of all the
reports generated by the department. To
get that accounting, the stafl here will

. make liberal use of the FOI document re-

quest procedure, On Friday, the paper
flled FOI requests 1o obtain 232 unac-
counted for reports, The police depart-
ment has five days to produce the re-
ports or to explain why it won't release
the information.

- To keep the Novi public apprised of
our efforts, the paper will regularly carry
a new feature. To be called “Report
Watch” and to accompany the regular
“Police News" column, on page 3 in to-
day's paper, we will detail how many in-
cident report numbers were assigned in
the past week as compared to the num-
ber of reports that were released publ-
icly. We will also document how many
FOI letters were filed with the depart-
ment, and how many were responded to,
Whatever newsworthy information we
obtain through these ¢lforts will be pub-
lished either in the police blotters col-
umn or in separate news stories.

Qur efforts wili continue until it is
clear to us that the Novi police depart-
ment is operating in compliance with the
state Freedom of Information Act.

“We ofler restaurant quaiity food that's all fresh fro-
zen,” sald Bruce Allen, assistant manager at the slore,
“We buy our products from the same companies that
supply all the restaurants [n the area, We have over 300
ftems available.”

The customers that rely on Chef's Secret are a diverse
bunch.

No, we don't do a baked potato. We use Basmati rice,
orzo, polenta, risoitoand garlic mashed skin on pota-
toes. All have been very well acepted.

Basmati is an aromatic or scenied rice that has its
erigins in India and Pakistan. When cooked the grains
elongate rather than plump and remain fluffy, not
sticky. The flavor is nuity and distinctive. Basmati is
often aged to improve its flavor and should be washed
before using. We are producing Basmati-like rice in

the United States.
American aromatic rice includes brown or white

Texmatl, pecan rice (a brown rice strain with a taste of
pecan nuts) and Wehani, a brownish red strain ol
Basmati grown in California.

Italian rice, or risotto, is very sturdy and much
more “squarish” than other rice varieties. Typically ri-
sotto is stirred during cooking to help release the large
arnount of starch present, This starch creates a bind-
ing sauce around the white pearl-like kemels which
retain a firm core. Also known as arborio, it is excel-
lent for absorbing sauces without becoming soft.

We mix risotto with shiitakes, artichokes and to-
matoes for a wonderful combination. Often this is
lunch. Rich and satifying, Orzo is rice-shaped pasta.
When cooked it is about twice the size of a grain of rice.
It is excellent with sauces and in soup. Oflate we have
been using brown rice for pancakes with Oriental-
style dishes. Brown rice is white rice befor the bran
and germ are removed. These nutrious layerslend an
earthy flavor and require longer cooking. Brown rice
tends to tum mushy with overcooking so pay careful
attention.

Another unusual grain is Quinoa. The Quinoa
plant, native (o South America, is now being culli-

vated n the U.S. and China. It is being billed as a
“supergrain.” Quinoa has a grassy flavor and is used
as a substitute for rice.

Couscous is pasta made from Durumwhat ansisa
specialty of Morocco. To prepare, simpley soak in hot
water. Couscous is anice accompaniment to stews as
its natural blandness takes the flavors of the mealit is
served with,

Bulghur is a type of cracked wheat with a deep gold
colorand nutty flavor. Bulghur expands and becomes
tender when simply soaked in water. It is a basis for
tabbouleh, a Middle Eastern salad with parsley, le-
mon, lomatoes and mint.

All of the above starches are available at local
markets. It is important to read directions before
cooking. Make a New Year's Resolution — Experiment
with new accompaniments. Flexibility and creativity
are part of the art of cooking.
