Schmid's influence grows

For a freshman OaklaiMl County 
con1ml8sloner, Novi's Kay Schmld 
is already will-positioned to inilu-
ence policy. 

She was Just appointed vice-
chair of the board of conunisslon-
ers' Republican caucus, a key Job. 
Nineteen of the 27 commissioners 
are card-cairylng membiers of the 
G O P , meaning the caucus Invar­
iably blazes the trail for the board 
majority. 

Sclunid was also tapped this 
month to take over as a board rep­
resentative to the Southeast Michi­
gan Council of Governments (SEM-
COG). Disgruntled overSEMCOG'a 
Regional Development Initiative 
(RDI), the board ousted their past 
reps, including Marilyn Gosling, R-
Bloomfleld Hills, a leader of the 
committee which drafted the con­
troversial study. 

There's some talk In Oakland 
County that we will pick up our 
marbles and go home Ifyou (SEM-
COG) won't listen. But thai's not a 

board decision," Schmld said. 
She Was elected in 1991 to speak 

for District 24, which encompasses 
Novl, Novl Township, a portion of 
Nortiiville within Oakland County, 
Lyon Township and South Lyon. 
But that may chailge next year. 
Based on population increases tal­
lied in the 1990 census, the board 
Republicans support a plan to cut 
back to 25 from 27 commissioners' 
and redistilct the county. E a c h 
commissioner would then repre­
sent 42,000 people, rather than 
38.000. 

The lines would also be re-drawn 
to group cities with cities and town­
ships with townships. Schmid's 
district would drop Lyon Township 
and Sou th Lyon and pick up Walled 
I^ke. 

The redlstricting plan was drawn 
up by the county treasurer, prose­
cutor and clerk — all Republicans, 
along with representatives &tni1 
each party. The Democrats have 
not been thrilled with the pDspec t 
arguing that they will klse seats, 
SduiUd said. 

T h e Republicans have a four-to-

one majority on that," she ex­
plained. "They (Democrats) don't 
particularity like lt. They also don't 
like the elimination of two commis­
sioners. We feel its a cost saving 
thing." 

If approved by the Michigan 
Court of Appeals, the plan could go 
into effect with the next election. 

Schmld could be put into a se11sl-
ilVe posItloij if she adds Walled I.ake 
to her constituency. Both cities — 
and Wlxom — have told OaJdand 
County they would like to be home 
to tl1e new 52-1 district court. 

The county Is asking developers 
to submit plans for the new court­
house by Jan. 23. Fifty bidding 
packages have been submitted. 

A state statute calls for the court­
house to be placed In the commun­
ity with the largest population, and 
Novi definitely qualifies. 

'It's really a tough situation," she 
said.

The New Year Is off to an un­
happy start for the Holland family. 

Novfs first fire of 1992 on Jan . 15 
— sparked by a faulty wood-
burning stove — destroyed the 
Eight Mile f^oad farmhouse they 
were renUng, as well as all their 
possessions, 

While none of the eight family 
members were injured, this was 
another slap of hardluck. Tile 
fathei-, Donald Holland, Is currently 
unemployed and the low-Income 
falnily were already being assisted 
by Civic Concern of Northviile. 

Now, the .American Red Cross 
and the Northvllle school district 
are also helping the Hollands 
through this tougli Ume. The family 
has no insurance. 

"We Just lost evelything we had. 
The Red Cross and the firefighters 

said evelything was destroyed. We 
lost it and there was notiling we 
could do," said mother Maxlne Hol­
land, whose three children attend 
Northvllle schools. 

Also living in the home were Hol­
land's mother, a brother, a sister 
and her husband, Donald. 

Sister Janet Roberts, 16, a stu­
dent at Northvllle High School, was 
awakened by smoke, Holland said, 
and rallied the others. 

The fire, apparently caused by a 
defective flu pipe in a heating stove, 
broke out at about 12:30 a.m. 

Flames lept up the wall of the liv­
ing room, where the stove was lo­
cated, climbing into the second 
stoly of the house and out the roof j 
through the atUc. 

An estimated $80,000 In damage 
was done. Novl Fire Chief Arthur 
Lenaghan said. .About 35 percent of 
the older farmhouse was destroyed.

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Board buys out Strain's contract

Novl H l ^ School's former band director was 
paid $25,000 and given the opportunity to re­
ceive retirement benefits. Including a $25,000 a 
year salaiy. as part of a n agreement requiring 
him to resign from hls position. 

Craig Strain's resignation was approved J a n . 
9 by the school b o ^ . Strain had been sus­
pended with pay fix)m his position as band direc­
tor since Octoberwhen a student accused him of 
sexual j11isconduct. 

Strain and the school district reached a settle­
ment prior to the Jan . 9 meeting. Terms of the 
agreement were released to the Novl News 
Thursday followlnga request under the Freedom 
of Infoimatlon Act, 

Boarc'. President Stephen Hitchcock ex­
plained the school district approved a settlement 
to bring "finality" to Strain's case. If the district 
had fired Strain, then the band program would 
"be up In the air" for as long as three years during 
the appeal pitjcess, Hitchcock said. 

The settlement Included a provision prohibit­
ing Strain from bringing future legal action 
agalfist the school district.

If the district had fired Strain, the former band 
director could have appealed the board's deci­
sion to the teachers' tenure review board. Legal 
fees during such an appeal pircess would have 
cost more than the $25,000 the school district 
gave Strain, Hitchcock said. 

The agreement, printed In a document called a 
"Memorandum of Understanding." said the 

school district was to pay Strain 825,000 prior io 
Dec. 31. 

The school district also agreed to continue 
paying Strain's $54,870 salary through Jan. 17. 
The agreement prohibits Sti:aln from coming 
onto school district property. 

Strain has until April 30 to apply for early re­
tirement benefits under the Michigan Public 
Schools Retirement Act. Benefits \^1 include 
health, dental and vision Insurance, and ap­
proximately $25,000 a year (based on Strain's 
salary and a formula supplied by Hill) for the rest 
of Strain's life. 

Department of Education ofilcial Laurie Hill 
said school district employees are eligible for 
early retirement benefits when they have 30 
years of service in public schools. 

Strain is 50 years old and has worked in M i ­
chigan public schools for nearly 27 year^. Pur­
chasing thire years of school district service 
would cost a 50 year old over $30,000, Hill said. 

The cost per year is based on an employee's 
wages and age. Hill said. 

The settlement may have allayed some of 
Strain's financial concerns, but he still faces

Assault alleged in Dr. Death case 
Were grand Jury Witnesses assaulted or not 

when called to arisWer questions about the role of 
Dr. Jack Kevorkian and the latest physlclan-
asslsted suicides? 

That's the underlylilg question In Llie latest 
flare-up in the dispute between the lawyer for tlle 
so-called 'Doctor Death" and Oakland County 
pitjsecu tor's onice. 

Kevorkian's attomey Geoffrey N, Fleger claims 
two Witnesses Who support the physician's advo­
cacy of phys lcan-ass l s ted suicides Were 
'slammed" or "pinned' against the Wall during a 
visit to the offices of Oakland PiTosecutor Richard 
Thompson. 

The two Were also placed under arrest. Fleger 
sald. When they wanted to leave the prosecutor's 
office. 

Not so, said Assistant Prosecutor Larry Bunt-
Lng. head ofthe grand Juiy looking Into the Oct. 23 
deatlis of Sheny A. MUler and Marjorie Wantz. 
Miller and Wantz died In the presence ofKevorkian 
and others at Bald Eagle l^ccreaUon Area hi Oak­
land Township. 

"Nobody was touched." Bunting said. "Nobody 
Was placed under arrest." 

The disputed confrontation occurred alxiut lO 
a.m. at the prosecutor's office on Elizabeth Lake 

Road where the two women had been subpoenaed 
to iestify before the grand Jury. Kevorkian ap­
peared, but again declined to testify without first 
being gfanled Immunity. 

At a press conference in Flegef's Southfield of­
fice four hours afier the confrontation, the attor­
ney and the two witnesses gave their account of 
the altercation. 

"Several large men who work for Richard 
Thompson shoved me against a wall and arrested 
me," Nelson said. 

"I was assaulted today by Proseciltor I^chard 
Thompson's staff," said Welsh. "I Was terrified and 
intimidated . . ." 

Fleger said he is "shocked, saddened and out­
raged by the vicious and unprovoked assaults." 
He said he holds Thompson personally responsi­
ble, although he Was not present at the time. 

Fleger said he filed a complaint With the sherifTs 
ofllce and called on the prosecutor to,lake swiff 
dlsciplinaiy action against the peopk Who man­
handled his clients. 

Fleger and the two Witllesses said as many as 
10 "burly" assistant prosecutors or police ofilcers 
were involved in the Incident, although Just one or 
two actually touched his clients. The only person 
they could Identify was Bunting. 

Fieger said he thinks the confrontation 
occurred because the Women wanted him to rep­
resent thein — and be present — When they ap­
peared before thegrandjuiy. Both Women agreed. 

Bunting, Whfie denying anybody was man­
handled or arrested, agrees there was "a lot of 
commotion. 

"But the cause was Fieger," he said. "He wasout 
of control . . . shouting and yelling." 

Bunting said an order signed by Richard D. 
Kuhn, presiding Judge of the Oakland Circuit 
CoLirl. prohibits Fleger's continuing to represent 
the two Women. 

"We tried to lell the Women they had to get 
another lawyer." Bunting said, "and Fleger went 
crazy." 

A sf>okesman for Oakland County Sheriff J o h n 
F. Nichols acknowledged Fleger and the Women 
contacted the department.

Tlie legislature itself Was unable 
lo agree on new districts hy the Jan. 
15 deadline, as required by the M i ­
chigan Supreme Court. 

"It's still real early," said Rep. Wi l ­
lis Bullard. R-Highland, Whose dls-
ti1ct includes Novl and Is the GOP 
point mail on the House reapportion­
ment panel. 

"Our (Republican) technical ex­
perts tliink we have a plan that meets 
the courl's ciltelia better. We could 
have come up with a politically geny-
innndered pl.'in to help us take con­
trol. B u l it would be rejected by the 
court." 

The Court of Appeals panel has 
until Feb. 15 to make a recommenda­

tion to the Supreme Court. It may 
choose one ofthe parties' plans, pick 
another plan or draw up its own plan. 

Hood is a sitting Court of Appeals 
judge; Leslnski is a former lieutenant 
governor and retired clilef Judge of 

.• the Cciljrt of .Appeals; and Peteboii l i ' 
a former h o m i e m Michigan circuit 
judge. 

"Our plan came up with six Repu­
blicans in each others" districts (none 
locally),- Bullard said. 

Rep. Lyn Bankes. R-Livonia, 
agreed the G O P plan is mathematl-
cally hietter. T h e Democrats Wrote 
incumbent-protection plans. The Re­
publicans wrote computer plans." 
she said. 

She said Republicans Georglna 
Goss of NorthVllle and Barhiara Dobb 
of West Bloomfield seemed safe 
under either plan. 

Bailkes said she would have a 
more difficult Ume under her own 
party's plan because it tllrew her Into 
the same district as a Democrat from 
Redford. 

Bullard said population growth in 
Westem Oaldand means "I llave to 
lose sometlilng." Under the G O P 

plan, he Would lose tliree northern 
townshiips (Groveland, Holly and 
Rose), retain the Milford area and 
pick up the city of Walled Lake. 

TWO maVerlcK lawmakers — Sen. 
J o l m Kelly, D-Grosse Polnte, and 
Ecp. T o m Power, R^vehe City — 
tossed their own Jjlahfe into the 
hopper. 

R e p . M a x i n e B e r m a n , D -
Soutliileld, cliair of the House panel 
on legislative redlstricUng. said she 
expects more plans to he presented 
hiy such groups as Common Cause or 
minorities. 

The numberofstale legislators Will 
remain the same: 38 senators and 
l 10 representatives. But population 
slilfls are expected to cost Detroit one 
ofits five Senate seats and fouror five 
House seats. 

Bullard said northeastern Oak­
land County is expected to gain one 
House seat. 

"I haven't seen the whole Republi­
can plan, and I'm In the dark on the 
Senate plan." Bullard said. 

Republicans hold a 20- 18 majority 
in the Senate; Demcx;rats liave a 
61-49 edge in the House. 

Lawmakers llave two more weeks 
before they have to release new con­
gressional districting maps. Those 
will be more controversial Isecause 
Michigan loses two U.S. House seats 
— from 18 to 16. 

The parties are Jockeying for posl-
tlotl. Democrats, Who hold an 11-6 
edge in the Michigan delegation, are 
resigned to losing one of their mem-
tiers. Democrats tlilnk one Republi­
can seat should go. too. Republicans 
think Democrats should take both 
losses. 

The Qnal decision likely will be 
made by a tliree-member U.S. Court 
of Appeals panel headed by James 
Ryan, former Judge of the Redford 
District Court, Wayne Circuit Court 
and Michigan Supreme Court.

Corporate ofllcials at McDonald's 
say a sliift manager's acUon last Week 
banning Northvllle High School stu­
dents from the restaurant at Eight 
Mile and Haggerty roads was the pro­
duct of a manager speaking without 
the authority or power to enforce a 
policy that was non-existent In cor­
porate handbooks. 

Jim Taybor, flrst assistant slilfl 
manager at the Eight/Haggerty 
store, without corporate approval, 
last Saturday told NorthVllle High 
school senior Brandon Cuadra, he 
and lils schoolmates Were not al­
lowed to eat the meals they had or­
dered In the restaurant's dining 
room. Further, he added, no North­
Vllle students Woiild be allowed to eat 
there until the culprits In recent van­
dalism and theft incidents, thought 
to be Northvllle students. Were iden­
tified. According to Taybor, a men's 
restroom was vandalized, and a pic­
ture hanging In the lobby near the 
south side entrance was stolen. 

Cuadra. Who was wearing a North­
vllle leiter Jacket, Was given his focxl 
In a paper bag and told tliat he and 
his friends would have to eat il else­
where until the matter was cleared 
up. Afterwards, Cua(ira asked to 
speak with the store manager and 
Taybor reiterated what the clerk had 
told him earlier. Tlie students left and 
went across the parking lot lo Taco 
Bell. 

"It was a no-Wln situation. He [Tay­
bor) wasn't going to change it, and 
the woman beliind the coimter told 
me Ifl stayed and ale. she Was going 
to call the police," Cuadra said 
Tuesday. 

At Taco Bell, a popular hangout for 
Northvllle stu(lents. Cuadra said, he 
lilet other students from the school 
and together they returned to 
McDonald's. 

' l got kind of mad. The only reason 
they kneW we were from Northvllle 
Was because two ofus liad our North­
vllle letter Jackets on. I just don't 
tlilnk We should all be pu1ilshed for 
What a speclftc group of kids do," he 
said. 

"fm not eating there anymore and 
giving them my business. Tm telling 
all my friends to do that too," Cuadra 
said. "More ofour school eats at Taco 
Bell tlian McDonald's anyway and 
they don't have aiiy problems." 

IVllke Doonan, the Se11ior Area 
Supervisor who oversees the McDo­
nald's restaurants in the regional 
area which encompasses the Novl lo­
cation, sald Thursday the First Assis­
tant manager Who refused dining-
room plivlleges to Cuadra last Satur­
day, spoke out of turn and without 
corporate approval In Imposing the 
ban on NorthVllle High students. 

"We don't have a policy ofll ial na­
ture. This store was previously 
owned by a grou p ofprlvate franchise 
investors. The corporation now owns 
that store, and we don't have a policy 
like that. The manager was an em­
ployee ofthe former owners," Doonan 
said. 

Corporate officials from McDo­

nald's public relations ,ind nlai-lict-
ing departjnellts have said Uie shill 
manager J i m Taybor, who told 
Cuadla and his frlellds last Saturd>^y 
NorthVllle students were beliig 
blamed for the recent vand;illsm 
problems and theft report, has ba'n 
reprimanded for enforcing a policy 
tliat is not a corporate intiative. 

"Our policy is to treat all custom 
ers fairly. We treat incidents on a oile-
to-one basis," said Daliny Howell, 
Marketing Manager for McDonald's 
Southeastern Michigan operations. 
"He frayt)or) was ou t of line and it v/as 
not his responsibility to do what he 
did. We don't ban aiiybody fiosll the 
restaurant." 

Doonan said, "If We have problems 
tliat can't be solved by asldng the per­
son to leave the store, we call the po­
lice. We llave a good worldng relatioll-
slilp With the police." 

Doonan said that despite Taybor 
accusation that the vandals were 
Northvllle students, he couldll ' l point 
a finger a l anybody because he 
wasn't there to witness to the inci­
dents In question. 

"I can't attribute that. I can't attii-
bute anything unless they art-
caught. I Wasn't there so I don't know 
Who did It," Doonan said about the 
recent disappearance ofthe picture. 

"Our policy Is If somebody is bel­
ligerent or If someone is vandalizing 
property, We request thenl to leave. If 
they don't, we call the police," Doo­
nan said, 

Peggy Cuadra, Brandon's mother 
who was outraged by the incident, 
said Thursday the district and the 
entire Northvllle student body de­
serve an apology irom McDonald's for 
the treatment her son and his filends 
received from McDonald's stalT last 
Saturday night. 

"I think the Northvllle students in 
general deserve an apology. They 
(McDonald's officials) painted them 
all With the same brush. And lumped 
them all together with those who are 
doing the vandalizing," Cuadra said. 

Howell said Filday morning, 'The 
issue has been brought to the mana­
gers' attention at that store alid dis-
cussed in detail. We are working at 
addressing that issue (an apologi,')." 

Doonan said as soon as he got 
wind ofthe news, he contactecl Pcgg}' 
Cuadra at home Tuesday night. Reg­
ional corporate officials were lied up 
in meetings in the early part ol" the 
Week which accounted for the de­
layed response to Cuadra's com­
plaints and Inquiries about the inci ­
dent to regional corporate officials 
Tuesday, Doonan said. Store mana­
ger Joe Stelnman was bnavallfible ibr 
comment on 'thefi'^sue Tuesday be­
cause of the Inclelnent weather con­
ditions, Doonari said. 

"No one knew about It until late 
Tuesday and as soon as I heai^d ofit I 
called the Cuadras and explained our 
policies — at 9 o'clock Tuesday night 
— l called her, you can quote ine oil 
that," Doonan said. 

McDonald's offlcials say the mat­
ter will be explored further and unUl 
it is resolved students wlll be allowed 
to eat In the dining room v/lthout 
prejudice.

Novl Police are investigatlnga local 
man'ij discovety of a red can With 
wires running ou t of it attached to the 
gas meter of his home on Upland 
Hills.: 

But they are certain the device Is 
iio cause for alarm. 

According to police reports, the 
man discovered the unidentified con-
Iraptipn around 11:30 a.m. Satur­
day. Jan . 11. Police said he removed 

the can before they arrived. 

Police confiscated the can and 
took It back to the police department. 
Upon investigation they discovered 
that the can's clear plastic lid had a 
hole punched through the center. 
Three wires -— one black, one White 
and one red—led Into the can and at­
tached to a small circuit board con­
t a i n i n g s e v e r a l d i o d e s a n d 
transistors. 

.Although the item caused the 
homeowner enough concern to call 

police. Det. Lt. Tom Hess said the de­
vice was "basically nothing." 

"It's Just a n old can With wfr̂ es 
sticking out of it." he said, expkilnlng 
lhat the circuit board Was an old ra­
dio part. 

"I think perhaps it may have been 
kids and a praiik." 

Novl Police Chief Doug Shaefifer 
agreed. 

"We used to do thfrigs like that all 
the time When we Were kids." he said. 
T h e guy Would see It and go, "Oh, my 
God! Ifs a bomb!" 

Hess said there Was "no bomb 
composition or anythfrig there. It 
didn't even look like a bomb." 

The homeowner also discovered 
that the hose from his sump pump 
was bent backward toward his 
house. The sump pump hose was lo­
cated directly next to the gas meter. 

The man told police he had no Idea 
Who Would have done this to his 
home, and that he had no prdjlems 
With neighbors, friends or co­
workers. 

Novi recyclables being landfilled

J u l y -f- has been held back by a chal­
lenge from Taxpayers United over the 
proposed recycling fees. 

"If these items are going to a land­
fill, then the residents of Novl are 
Wasting tfrne and energy transport­
ing Items to the recycll11g center. 
They could easily dispose of them at 
home If they are gofrig to end up fri a 
landfill anyway," Novl Meadows Re­
cycling Committee members Roiy 
Pheififer. Sara Elfrfrig. Ben Cunnfrig-
ham and PaulTyll wrote to Qulrin on 
Dec. 14. 

"My mom said she heard a rumor 
from one of her friends and that 
friend heard a rumor that there We­
ren't enough places to recycle stuff. 
We wanted to know If it Was true or 
not." said 11-year-old Phelffer, the 
founder of the school committee. 

' M y mom recycles cvc1ythlng so 
she told be evciythfrig about It." 

Wbile tiierc are buyers for recycl­
ables, due to a current glut on tlie 
market, they can afford to be plchy. 
accoitllng to Industiy experts. Loads 
Which do not meet standards can be 
hand-sorted, but this Is costly and 
time-consuming. Companies fre-
quently out-and-out reject these 
shipments. 

Plastics such as containers for 
mi lk b u n d i y detergent and personal 
hygiene pniducts are collected ln 
Novl. Guidelines call for the bottles to 
be riljised and the caps removed. Of­
ten, liot only are these requirements 
not ibet, non-recyclable plasUcs 
such vinyl house sldfrig are added 
to the coIlectKHi. 

Clear, gtten and amber glass are 
also Accepted. The problem here is 
that users do not separate the glass 
Ijy color and use the bfri as a general 
dumiJster for Items such as plate 

glass, crocke1y and mfrrors. The 
glass containers are often Inadequ­
ately cleaned when t h ^ are dropped 
off. 

J i m McNally, vice president of 
Midway Cullett fri Defrtilt, which 
picks up Novi's glass, agrees tliat un­
supervised municipal recycling cen­
ters do generate contamfriated loads. 

When the glass Is not sorted by 
color or If Inappropriate material Is 
mixed fri. It must be hand-sorted. So 
far, none of Novi's glass has been out-
and-out rejected, McNally said. 

"If It gets to be too much, either the 
load is rejected to a landfill or some­
one else," he said. 

"It's gettfrig to be more of a prob­
lem. More and more people are recy-
clfrigand its harder to maintain effec­
tive communications. It only takes a 
couple of people In there tliat don't 
care, tliat have that 'oh, they'll clean 
It up' kind of atUtude." 

Nov! provides a 500-gallon con-
tafriment tank forused motor oil. But 
the entire contents must often be 
fr-eated as hazardous waste due to 
the dumping of gas, antl-freeze, pafrit 
and pafrit thinners frito the tank. 

This Is a particularly costly prob­
lem, Chcyne said. 

In one ilistance, someone dropped 
off a half-docEen 55-gallon drums of 
an urlknown fluid at the center. The 
contents had to analyzed by a labor-
atoiy and the firm which collects tlie 
city's used motor oil had to work with 
the federal Environmental Protection 
Agency to dispose of the drums. 

Itcost theclty$2,000ultfrnately to 
dispose—Via a hazardous waste fa­
cility —of What turned out to be a n oil 
and water mixture. 

The dty never found out who left 
them this gift. Cheyne said: "Believe 
me, I would have loved to have a 
name and address on those barrels. 

They Would have ate the costs, not 
us." 

A two-yard trash container pro­
vided as a place for recyclers to dis­
pose of bags a n d other non-
recyclable containers they use to tote 
thefr recyclables has been 'contfriu-
aUy misused," Nowlckl's memo said. 

The bfri lias frnproperly become a 
repository for household waste, con­
struction materials, compostables, 
auto parts, tires, batteries and ha-
2ardous wastes. 

It's not that the city has not tried to 
educate the public on the proper use 
of the recycling center. On-site In­
structional signs "mysteriously" dis­
appear as soon as they are fri place, 
Nowlckl reported. New ones are now 
befrig made. Cable television broad-
casts also cover correct recycUng 
procedure.  

Ron Caramagno, of Waste Man­
agement Inc., which collects paper, 
pbistlcs and metals from Novl, says 
that anywhere from 40 to 60 percent 
of the "recyclables" picked up at an 
unmanned municipal center may 
end up fri the ground. 

In December, a paper mill refused 
a 40-foot truck of newspapers Waste 
Management had collected because 
the load Was contafried the taboo 
glossy Inserts and magazines. The 
material was landfilled. 

Rejection Is expensh^e. For exam­
ple. Waste Management can sell ten 
tons of glass for $30 per ton. If the 
glass is mixed and is rejected, the 
cost to landfill it is $300, effectives a 
$600 loss. The l1igher disposal costs 
are then passed on to the city. 

Caramango said the most effective 
recycling centers are staffed. If a 
community lacks the filnds to do 
tJiat, he recommends statlonfrig em­
ployees at the center for several 
weekends to fristruct recyclers — 
w h o a r e g e n e r a l l y r e p e a t 
"customers." 

"To recycle takes a little bit of work 
to do," Caramango said. "Ifyou make 
tlie effort to do tlils and go to the cen­
ter, you should take the extra steps to 
do It properly. 

"When jrou liave people there Who 
are watching and helping, it's 100 
percent better." 

A w o r d t o t h e w i s e : NOVI Fire chief A r t h u r Lenaghan remfrids 
homeowners to make sure their fi lmaces, fireplaces and heating stoves 
are well-nlalntafrled a n d are in proper worldng order, flow that winter 
has come In with a vengeneance. 

Also, check smoke detectors and funlance filters, he advised. A n d 
keep those fireplaces well-cleaned. 

"People are us ing more fireplaces and things like tllat. They just 
need to be careful," Lenaghan said.

Creative solutions to 
improve recycling 

what a dlsappoRItment. Perhaps 
as much as 60 percent Of the material j; 
turned in to the NoVl Recycling Center • 
ends up in a landilll anyway. 

Not only is the material itself (which 
is recyclable and could of course b e 
saved) being wasted, so is the time, effort 
and good intention of a lot Of NOVI resi­
dents concerned enough about the enVl-
ronment to put recycUng frito practice. 

A n d it is happerdng all because ofa 
few people who are being sloppy about 
the way they recycle, and a few others 
who are downright abusing the service. 

Anlong the problems caused by 
sloppy recyclers, despite the fact they 
may mean well, is the contamination Of 
loads of materials. Users fail to separate 
lids from recyclable containers or do not 
rinse out the containers before deposit­
ing tllem at the center. Some forget to se­
parate out the glossy Inserts from news­
papers before bundl ing them up . 

.Abusers have actually dumped 
constlTJCtlon materials and auto parts at 
the center, l n one notorious case, a do­
zen 55-gaUon drums with an urllcnown 
fluid were left at the center. It cost the 
city $2,000 to haVe the liquid analyzed 
and disposed of. 

The problems are bad enough that 
Tony Nowicki, Director of F»ublic Ser­
vices, i s asldng that NoVi's recycling 
committee, which first set up the center, 
be reconvened to-evaluate its eflectlve-
ness., Ron CaraiiTi^g^Q^,.,pf, Waste Man­
agement Inc., has suggested the city sta­
tion employees at tlie center for seVeral 
weekends i n order to educate regular us­
ers on how to better utilize the center. 

We'd suggest that the city take a 
lesson from other nearby communities 
which have experienced similar types of 
problems, and have come up with a 
number of creative solutions. 

Fred Morln . Director of Public Ser-
Vlces i n Milford Village, said his com­
munity experienced similar problems 
with its recycling center when it r an the 
center as a 24-hour, 7-day immanned 
program. But i n the year and half since 
that community l imited access to the fa­
cility and reduced its hours, Mllford has 
not had a single rejected load. 

The key is that the center is 
manned at nearly all times it is open, 
That allows the center workers to edu­
cate recyclers on the proper use of the 
center, and to turn away improper ma­
terials before they get frito the bins. E d u ­
cation is indeed an important ingredient 
for a successful program, Mor in said. 
A n d not l i ing provides an educaUon like 
a n instructor, or in tJils case, a recycling 
center worker. 

The idea of stall ing a recycUng cen-

E n v i r o n m e n t 

ter may sound expensive. But i n Milford. 
and in many other commlInlUes, the 
centers are staffed with Vo lunteers . 

On the weekend, local environmen­
tal actlVlsts watch over the center i n M i l ­
ford. We would haVe to belieVe there are 
enough people interested In the environ­
ment in Novi that this could be accom­
plished here, too. 

Dur ing the weekdays, when V o l u n ­
teers are generally less aVallable. M o r i n 
said Milford has made use ofthe General 
Motors Job BaIlk, a program through 
which la id off auto employees are al­
lowed to work for nlunldpali t les and 
non-profit organizations fri order to keep 
their G M benefits wlii le they are on u n ­
employment compensation. .Another op­
tion here i s to make use of those Indivi­
duals sentenced by tlie local courts to do 
community service for their crimes. 
Some are sentenced to 20 or 30 hours of 
community service, wliile others get 
hundreds of hours. Mor in said that M i l ­
ford makes use of both programs, and 
while it does not cost the community a 
cent, the workers are almost always 
conscientious. 

Withoi i t .a 4oulD^,, Npvl's recycling 
center could be operated i n a better fash­
ion, to l imit the degree of contamination 
in the recyclable materials. But ifthe city 
draws on the lessons learned by other 
communities, we don't t l i lnk it necessar­
ily has to be a n expensive one. h i fact, it 
would appear that improvements could 
be made w i t l i no additional cost at al l . 

The only negative here is that the 
hours of the center would have to be re­
stricted. That might make the center less 
convenient to use for some. It's a trade 
off. but ifthe Milford experience Is a n i n ­
dicator, the result wol i ld ultimately be 
less waste and more recover/ of recycl­
able materials. 

One final point should be noted. 
The problem at Novi's Recycling Center 
was discovered by the four NoVl Mea­
dows students who make up the school's 
Recycling Committee — Rory Phelffer. 
Sara Elfring. B e n CuiRiingham and Paul 
Tyl l . 

The youngsters deserVe a lot of cre­
dit. Wlllle many of today ' s students feel 
there is htUe they c a n do to affect the 
world they liVe hi , this should serVe as an 
example t h a t everyone, i n c l u d i n g 
elementary school cl i l ldren, can make a 
contj- ibutlon to he lp better t h e i r 
community.

SEMCOG reacts 
to critics of RDI

The Southeast Mlchlgan Council 
of Governments' (SEMCOG) recent 
study of urban sprawl has taken It on 
the nose lately from suburban com­
munities, including Novi's city 
council. 

But S E M C O G offlclals said the Re­
gional Development Initiative (RDI). 
Which posits that groWth In the sub­
urbs has led to the erosion ofthe core 
cities such as Detroit and Pontiac, is 
misunderstood. 

The Oakland County Board of 
Commissioners was so disgruntled 
by the report that it 1?cently ousted 
S E M C O G representatives Marllynn 
Gosling of Bloontfleld Hills and L a ­
wrence Pen1ick of Southfield, replac­
ing them with Kay Schmld of Novl 
and J o h n Olsen of Huntington 
Woods. 

Some Novi coimcil members have 
argued lhat Detroit must help bail It­
self out — but not at the expense of 
the suburbs. 

A Jan . 8 letter circulated by S E M -
COG's executive director, John A m -
bcrgcr, while agreeing that the RDI 
language may have been "unclear" 
and that the study Was placed on the 
"fast track." seeKs to clarify the so-
called "mlsperceptions." 

Amberger wrote that the study is 
not a blueprint for action but a series 
of ideas which, if implemented, could 
change the pattern of urban spraWl. 

One common "mlsperception," ac-
cordllig to S E M C O G ofUcials, is that 
the report labels suburbanites as ra­
cists. Rather, it suggests that the his­
toric pattern of racism restricted 
black families from leaving the Inner 
clly but prompted some White fami­
lies to move out.

berger states, Is that the RDI propos­
als could erode home nile. According 
to the letter, the capacity of local gov­
ernments would be "extended," not 
"supplanted," by regional authorities 
along lhe lines of for example, the 
H u r o n C l i n t o n M e t r o p o l i t a n 
Authority. 

While S E M C O G itself Is not seek­
ing veto power over area develop­
ment, lhe report does call for a man­
datory review of projects along the 
lines of the Auburn Hills mega-mall. 

The RDI also recommends that tax 
base sharing should be considered 
and that public funds should be di­
rected to the older, core cities as a 
first priority, two proposals that have 
not sat well with some of Oakland 
County's affluent local governments. 

S E M C O G Itself, however. Amber­
ger reiterated, can only recommend 
but not hilplement the actions. 

The RDI Is currently under review 
by several S E M C O G advisory 
councils. 

Schmid's power 
growing quickly 

Board looks for Rewold's successor 
A n emotional and laudatoiy sen-

doff for Roy ReWold — Who resigned 
as coimty comllilssioner as well as 
chairman of the Oakland County 
Board — turned a tad rancorous re­
cently as Republicans aild Demo­
crats squabbled aboilt picklilg his 
successor. 

Republicans, who prevailed, want 
commissioners - - specifically G O P 
commissioners — to select Rewold's 
successor. 

Anyone Interested In the Job 
should submit a resume for consid­
eration at the next GOP caucus on 
Feb, 13, according to con1mIssIoner 
John G . Pappageorge, R-TVoy. 

Picking ReWold's successor that 
Way Will save taxpayers the expense 
of special elections, he said, a1id as­
sure a qualified replacement. 

Democrats, Who ŷê e outvoted. 
Wanted a special primary and ^nera l 
election even though the regular elec­
tions are months away. August and 
November, respectivety. 

Expenses could tie minimized, 
they said, lf the special elections Were 
coordinated with those akeady sche­
duled, like the March 17 presidential 
primaiy. 

Democrats Joined in tributes and 
the standing ovation for the outgoing 
Rewold. 63, Who Was acon1mlssloner 
for nine years and chairman of the 
board for five. Hlsdlstljictlsthe 16th, 
Which Includes O a k i ^ d and Orion 
townships as Well as Xake Angelus 
and Auburn Hills. 

ReWold submitted his leslgnatlon 
last month, saying he needed to de­

vote more time to his construction 
business In Rochester. 

Democrats agreed Rewold had 
done a good Job. "But we Want the 
people to select his successor," said 
commissioner Lillian JalTee Oaks, D-
Southfield. 

Oaks privately accused Republi­
cans of already having a successor in 
mind, and setUng up an outwardly 
objective application process as a 
charade. "They've done it before," she 
said. 

While Rewold's replacement as a 
commissioner wil l not likely be 
known until late February, his suc­
cessor lo tlie board's top leadership 
position was formally elected at the 
organizational meeting. 

He's commissioner U n y Crake of 
Waterford who was nominated for 
chainnan of the board at a Republi­
can caucus Dec. 10. Commissioner 
Ruth Johnson of Holly — also nomi-
11ated at that caucus — Was elected 
vice chairman. 

Republicans outnumber Demo­
crats on the board 19 to 8, so the GOP 
n o m i n a t i o n is tantamount to 
election. 

In partisan voting. Crake Was 
elected over Democratic Teresa 
Krause of Troy. 18 to 8. and John-^on 
defeated Democrat Rudy Serra of 
Femdale, 17 to 8. 

Johnson replaces commissioner 
Nancy McConnell of Bloomfleld Hills 
who did not seek re-election as vice 
chairman. 

"1 enjoyed my tenure," said 
McConnell. holding a bouquet of 

long-stemmed roses presented by 
her colleagues. 

"I'm really excited about this new 
alignment," said commissioner Donn 
L Wolf, R-Farmlngton HlUs. "Roy did 
an outstanding job and we'll miss 
him. But Lany Will be very good." 

Wolf characterized the rancor of 
Democrats as "typical political 
s q u a b b l i n g . . . I expected somethillg 
Uke this." 

Once the/re finished posturing. 
Wolf predicted. "Democrats wlll be 
excited about the coilllng year too. 
We've got some exciting times 
ahead." 

In his outgoing remarks, Rewold 
said he thoroughly enjoyed his years 
on the board, especially expanding 
and remodelillg the Jail and develop­
ing the $500 million solid waste prog­
ram he said will serve the county Into 
the next cenlury. 

He urged commissioners to look 
for ways to streamline the Judicial 
system and to ease Jail crowding by 
finding alternatives to Incarceration. 

"I think we can accomplish both 
Without giving up tough law and or­
der," Rewold said. 

Several times during his farewell 
address. Rewold appeared to be on 
the verge cf tears. "I am emotional," 
he said, "but I also have a cold." 

He thanked the commission staff 
for their cooperation over the years 
and, chuckling, said, "they kept me 
out of trouble . , . although 1 man­
aged to find some on my own." 

Rewold was refeiTlng to a closed 
meeting on March 17 at Which com-

mIssio11ers discussed the county's 
$500 million solid waste prograln, 
the most expensive and controversial 
public project In county hlstoly. 

That meeting generated at least 
two complaints from residents who 
claimed the gathering violated the 
Michigan Open Meeting Act and led 
to legal action by the county prosecu­
tor who agreed. 

The humbling result was a con­
sent Judgment in which Rewold and 
other commissioners agreed to 
henceforth obey the law. 

The episode was a humorous foot­
note at Rewold's farewell, but an em­
barrassing faux pas at the Ume. 

That private meeUng was also one 
ofthe complaints cited In at least one 
of four unsuccessful recall allelnpls 
aimed at Rewold. 

In his first address as board chair­
man. Crake lauded Rewold and 
promised to continue some of his 
projects, including the solid waste 
program. 

Crake also said he would do some­
thing else Rewold had done. "I won't 
drive a county car," Crake said. "1 
don't need it and I'll diive nly own.": 

The chairman of the board nor­
mally gets a new car in addition lo lhe 
$20,964 annual salary. When the car 
Is rejected — as Crake and I^pv.'old 
did —- money allocated for it is re­
turned to the gelleral funci.

Nov! and the county may find 
themselves of somewhat different 
nllnds over solid waste disposal. 

Novl is a member of the Resource 
Recovery and Re(ycllng Authority of 
Southwest Oakland County. RRRA-
SOC is already experimenting with 
taking its solid waste to the Detroit 
Incinerator, although the voter-
approved. Oakland County solid 

./Waste -management program in­
c ludes a new Waste-to-energy 
Incinerator. 

The county stands to lose a tre­
mendous volume of combustibles ff 
RRRASOC keeps sending the trash of 
Its seven-membior conLnunlties to 
Detroit. 

"It's my hope that RRRASOC will 
join the county solid waste program. 
We're waiting now for our Incinerator 
permit. I think weVe got a tremend­
ous plan," Schmld said. 

Schmld speculates that RRRA­
S O C may have gone off on Its own be­
cause it seemed as ff the county 
Would never complete a solid waste 
plan. 

"This is our counly, this is where 
We live. We don't want to pollute It. 
We feel the Incinerator when built will 
be much betbr. The costs are going 
to go up for RRRASOC If they use the 
Detroit litclnera'or," Sc'1mld said. 

She predicts that If, as has been 
discussed, the state bars landfilling 
outside o f a county. RRRASOC may 
play ball with Oakland Counly. 

"Should that happen we feel we're 
going lo have a system: here that 
when thlIlgs don't go right, RRRA­
SOC will Join us," she said. 

Schmld and other cou nly commis­
sioners hope they will be able to redi­
rect S E M C O G ' s RDI plan. Novl, M i l ­
ford, Wlxom, West Bloomfield, Inde-
pendenCL' Township and Bloomlield 
Township officials have come out 
against portions of the urban sprawl 
study. 

Proposals In the report include tax 
base sharing, regional planning and 
the redirection of public money to 
help renovate the older, urban core 
clUes. 

Schmld has been dissecting the 
plan, paragraph by paragraph, find­
ing, she says, a series of "false con­
clusions" which cast doubt on the 
recommendations. 

The RDI posits lhat one reason 
people moved from the core city to Uie 
fringes Was racial discrimination. 
Schdnld disagrees, contending that 
the majority sought open spaces and 
a crime-free community. 

-Nobody likes it," she said. "It's like 
the basis to begin With is We're bad so 
we're going to get punished. Walt a 
minute. We're not bad. For 20 years, 
the City of Novl has had planning. 
We're Instituted ordinances to pro­
tect our enviro11ment. 

- S E M C O G used data I think that 
came from people With a vested Inter­
est.

We feel we 
should be helping the city of Detroit 
get its act together. Nothings going to 
happen In the City of Detroit as long 
asyouVe got the present admii1stra-
Uon with this kind of atUtude." 

Oak land County alone pays 
S329,147 annually to S E M C O G . Add 
In the membership fees paid by the 
county's local government and that 

figure grows to $441,897. Schmld 
said she hopes this wUl make S E M ­
C O G stand up and take notice ofthe 
county's dlssatisfacUon With the 
RDI. 

Schmld says she enjoys situations 
where she can negotiate something 
beneficial for her constituents. This 
summer, she helped the city work 
with the county to come up with a 
possible compromise to the dilemma 
Which arose When Oakland C o i i n ^ 
anhotihbfd'p'Mns to site' a '300-fool! 
communications tower here. 

Residents on Decker Road didn't 
want the radio tower near them, as 
was originally proposed. Schmid's 
husband, Robert Schmld, who sits 
on the Novi City Council, learned 
bom Assistant City Manager Craig 
Waver that it might be possible to 
place the tower near Novi's radio 
tower on city-held land. 

Schmld contacted the county, 
which Is now evaluating the city's 
proposal. 

They're t1yl11g to work together to 
help each other. That kind of thing. If 
you can facflltate that, that makes 
you feel good that you could help 
yoiu- constituents," she said. 

Schmld also serves on the board of 
comnllsslon's pla11nlng aiid buUding 
committee, as Well as the general gov­
ernment committee, a llason with the 
state, local and federal government. 

The counly commissioner's Repu-
bllcanlsm Is on display In her e l e g i t 
living room — she collects elephant 
statues. 

She's also busy gathering the herd 
together statewide.

As a two-politician family, the 
Schmids are Influential in local af­
fairs.

W e spoke With Parker while he autographed 
600 books for people attending a tasting of 
1989 Bordeaux sponsored by the Cloverleaf 
Market of Southfield at Detroit's Rattlesnake 
C l u b . 

"1 a m a product of the Ralph Nader genera­
tion and 1 never tire of the chase," Parker said. 
He states emphatlcaDy that Wine is pleasure 
and meant to be enjoyed. "If lt isn't, you're 
dr inking the Wrong Wine." 

U n U l 1984. Parker practiced corporate law in 
Monkton, M d . He followed the kive of his life to 
Europe, married her and fell ln love With 
French Wine. B y 1978. his love of wine had 
blossomed into a Wine neWsletter that he called 
"The Wine Advocate." 

"Actually, I wanted to use the French Word. 
auocaU' Parker said, "which translates as la ­
wyer or barrister. At first. I sent m y neWsletter 
free to my friends and anyone Who was lnter-
ested. When I retired from law. I made Wine 
my full-tlme occupation. 1 a m proud that I re­
main an lndepe11dent critic, paying m y own Way 
on a l l European trips and paying out of 1ny 
own pocket for 75 percent of the Wine I 
criUque." 

T h e Wlne AdVocate," With a clrculatlon over 
28.000 (Including 4.700 foreign subscribers), is 
completely subscriber-drlVen. It Is remarkable 
that Parker has been able to survive publlshlng 
an lndependent neWsletter without one shred of 
advertlslng revenue. 

It ls evident by the twlnkle ln hls eye a n d 
the pride in his Voice that Parker is pleased 
that he ls not a part of the Wlne trade, as are 
the Brit ish Masters of Wlne, Who have set Wlne 
Opinlori for.the last, 100 years. He is also 
ftappy'that he. as an "American (not British) 
has become one of the world's foremost Wine 
critics. 

Parker, a prolific author of Wine books, has 
Written six books in as many years.

Cordials those sweet, syrupy 
spirits that come In a seemingly end­
less variety —- have moved from the 
back of the liquor cabinet to a promi­
nent place in the kitchen.

What exactly are cordials? Cordials 
are spirits that are created with ex­
tracted flavors that are added to a 
base of alcohol and then sweetened. 

According to U.S. law, cordials 
must contain at least 2.5 percent su­
gar. Although cordial Is the preferred 
tenm in the United States, coixllal and 
"liqueur" have become synonymous. 

You might think cordials got their 
name because they are served In a 
friendly, cordial atmosphere or be­
cause they put you In a cordial 
mood. Actually the word is derived 
from the Latin stem "cor," meanli1g 
heart, and the origii1al cordials were 
created for medicinal uses. One of the 
oldest known cordial recipes dates 
back to Hippocrates, about 420 B . C . 

Most American cordials are very 
sweet and are made fr'om various 
fruits, beans and herbs, ranging from 
cherry to chocolate to mint. 

The use of cordials In your kitchen 
can be as simple as a topping for Ice 
cream, flavoring for a glaze or sauce, 
or to replace an e:stract such as Van­
illa In your baking. 

For example, the next time you 
make cheesecake, add a bit of 

Bailey's Original Irish Cream or Kah­
lua Instead of vanilla to the cream 
cheese blend. Then, drizzle a bit of 
the rordlal'over each slice as you 
serve the cake. 

Cordials, With their Intense sweet­
ness, are a natural Ingredient to add 
to desserts. But don't tie afraid to try 
them in the main course, with veget­
ables, or Just to sip after dinner. 

Some matches are obvious: a bit of 
fruit cordial added to a fruit salad, 
Calvados (apple cordial) sprinkled over 
a pork and apple dish. Cordials are 
especially good for barbecues. The 
sugar in the cordial caramelizes, coat­
ing the food With a sWeet, thick glaze. 

Dishes with cordials can have dra­
matic flair, and cordials are often 
used In flambes. Flambe Is French for 
flaml11g the food With a liqueur during 
preparation or When brought to the 
table for serving. The alcohol evapo­
rates during flmlng, leaving your 
food with the subtle flavor of the llq-
uetir without the calories of alcohol. 

Never pour cordials directly from 
the bottle Into a flaming dlshl .And for 
easy lighting, alWays Warm the cordial 
in the pan first before you tiy lo light 
It. 

Have a Are extinguisher nearby. 
Just In case. A long stick match Is 
also helpful When flambelng. 

Drambuie Is the oldest and prob­
ably the most famous Whiskey-based 
cordial. The recipe for Drambuie origi­
nates from Prince Charles Edward 
Stuart. Bonnie Prince Charile. 
Drambuie — Gaelic for the "drink 
that satisfies" — has a rich flavor 
that is tangy and honey-smooth. 
Combined With a bit of honey and 

mustard. Drambuie adds extra 
"punch" lo this easy-to-prepare recipe. 

B R O C H E T T E D U O N F L A M B E 
4 garlic cloves 
1 teaspoon dried thyme 
2 tablespoons lemon Juice 
% cup plus 4 tablespoons 

Drambuie 
1 cup Dijon mustard 
2 tablespoons honey 
2 pounds lamb or chif:ken, cut Into 

1 '/j Inch cubes 
Salt and pepper 
Yields 6 servings 

In saucepan, combine garlic, thyme, 
lemon Juice and Drambuie. Cook over 
medium heat about 10 minutes until 
reduced slightly. Stir In mustard and 
honey and simmer for a few minutes. 

Sprinkle lamb/chicken With salt 
and pepper and toss with mustard 
mixture, "fhread meat on skewers and 
grill or broil 8 to 10 minutes on each 
side. 

Flambe by heating 4 tablespoons of 
Drambuie until warm. Ught Drambuie 
and pour over meat. 

Some of the best-known herbal cor­
dials contnin aniseed — dried anise 
fruit used to Jlavor licorice. Said to 
have stomach-soothing qualities, these 
cordials include the Italian-produced 
Sambuca and French Pernod. 

Many popular oyster recipes use 
aniseed-flavored cordials, including 
Oysters Rockefeller. This simplified 
variation on Oysters Rockefeller can be 
served as either an appetizer or lighl 
main dish. 

O Y S T E R S W I T H SPINACH 
A N D PERNOD 

24 oysters 
l pound fresh spinach In bulk, or 

1 package (10-ounce) fresh spinach. 
Yi cup dry white wlne 
3 tablespoons finely chopped 

shallots 
1 cup heavy cream .

Yields 4 servings 
Have oysters opened and loosened 

from their half-shells. Leave them on 
half-shells. Preheat oven to 425 de­
grees F . 

If bulk spinach Is used, break off 
and discard any tough stems and 
blemished leaves. In any case. Wash ' 
spinach Well In cold water. Bring 
enough water to boil in saucepan to 
cover spinach when it is added. 

Add spinach and cook about 1 mi­
nute. Drain and run under cold water 
to cool. Squeeze lo extract excess 
moisture. Chop spinach with a knife, 
or use a food processor. Set aside. 

Airange oysters close together in 
large baking dish In one layer. 
Sprinkle With equal amlounts of wlne. ^ 
Place In oven and bake about 5 ml- • 
nutcs. The oysters should be barely 
heated through. 

Put shallots In a skillet. Remove 
oysters from the oven and careful^ 
pour onto shallots liquid that has 
that has accumulated on half-shells 
around oysters. Cook briefly, then add 
cream. Cook down over high heat, 
stirring, to about % cup. Add spi­
nach and stir. Add Pernod and salt

Both dry a n d moist heat are applied to less 
tender, a n d thus less e]q)enstve, cuts of 
m e a t These dishes are often referred to as 
'peasant* dishes, a n d traditionally have a 
r o b u s t hearty flavor. Thqfare truly winter 
meals. 

Combination methods are most often 
used for foods considered flavorful, but 
onlyafler long cooking times. The first step 
in most cooking of this type is to sear the 
main item. This would not be the case in. 
say. a chicken pot pie. Searing serves as a 
sealer for the meat'sjuices. As the protein 

touches the hot pan. the surface Is seared, 
o r closed, preventing any ofthe wonderful 
juices with all the flavor from escaping. 

W h e n searing, alWasy have a ve1y hot 
pan , a n d use a little bit of fat. Be careful of 
the splatters of fat that Will pop out at you. 

W h e n braising, the item is then cooked 
i n a liquid medium. Braising is used for 
the cuts of more exercised portions of an 
animal , or older, mature birds and fish. 
T h e main benefit is that the less tender 
cuts become tender as the l iquid pene­
trates the tough connective tissues. A rela­
tively small amount of liquid is needed in 
relation to the size of the m a i n item. 
Stocks, vegetable Juices and wine are ex­
amples of good braising lk|uids. Mixing 
a n d matching is permlsslble. 

A b e d of vegetables, called a mirepoLx. is 
placed o n the bottom ofthe pan first. This 
provides additional flavor and moisture to 
the product Al though braising has been a 
traditional cooking method for tough cu ts. 

chefs today are using bralslng on delicate 
seafood and fish. It ls Important to reduce 
the oven temperature, cook for a shorter 
period of time a n d decrease the amount of 
Ilquld. 

Bralslng is a r11ce, loW-cakrie cooking 
technique. T h e steps to follow are simple: 
sear the meat remove from the pot, a n d 
sweat a mlrepoix of camots onions and cel-
eiy, at least A d d other vegetables as you 
see fit A d d the cooking Uquid, cover the 
p o t and place in a moderate oven until 
tender. The longer the item Will need to 
cook, the larger the cut of the vegetable 
should be. 

Tomatoes are often Included in braises 
as a natural tenderizer. Add other veget­
ables to cook with lhe meat as it nears 
readiness. Save the liquid. Strain and 
Ihlcken With arrowroot or cornstarch in a 
cold liquid, or as a healthful alternative, 
puree the mirepoLx and return to the 
liquid. 

Stewing is similar to braising and uses 
the same cuts of meat, but cut into bite-
sized pieces. The technique is nearly iden­
tical. With differences mainly apparent in 
Lhe origin ofthe stew. For instance, a blan-
quette is a White stew made fi-om White 
meat, veal or chicken, and is garnished 
with mushrooms a n d pearl onions. The 
sauce is thickened with egg yolks and 
heavy cream. Bouillabaisse isa Medi tena-
nean style fish stew. Fricassee is a white 
stew often boasting dumplings, a n d goul­
ash is a hungarian stew colored and sea­
soned With paprika. Ragout a french term 
for steW, literally translates as "restores 
the appetite."

School puts the art in culinary arts 
Just as an artist works wilh bnishcs alld 

paints, chefs Work with pastfy brushes and 
frosting. 

As In creaUng beauUfuI paintings, there's a lot 
of planning Involved In creaUng elegant desserts, 
appetizing platters, cfystal-clear Ice sculptures 
and Intricate vegetable carvings. 

Culinary a rta can be learned, bu t to be a true ar-
I list, you have to feel it," said Bob Kozak, executive 

chef at FelloWs Creek Golf Club in Canton 
Township. 

"It comes to you. It (lows. You'»•?• working under 
a lot of pressure In the kitchen. You don't have two 
hours to put something together. Sometimes the 
only gratification a chef gets Is seeing Ulat platter 
leave the kitchen." 

Then there are those like pastiy chef Joe De­
cker, an 111structor at Schoolcraft College, who be­
lieve culinary arts are like other arts — 10 percent 
talent and 90 percent hard Work. 

"You acquire skill on how to hold the pastry 
bag," said Decker. 

To make desserts look picture perfect every 
time, chefs use Plexiglass or cardboard templates 
to trace and traflsfer their designs. A pastry chef 
might put Plexiglass over a drawing, trace it, lei 
the chcxolate set and then place it on the desseli. 

Melted chocolate call be poured on to a baking 
sheet, chilled In a freezer and cut Into shapes or 
formed Into curls with a teaspoon or the blatle ofa 
knife held at an angle. 

But unlike other arts, culinary arts are fragile. 
There's chenlistfy Involved with artistry lo make 
sure evelything Is In sync," said Decker, "ifs im­
portant to know the funcllonalliy of the Ingre­
dients. You need to get used to how to work with 
things." 

Food has a Lmited lifespan. Ifa sauce sits too 
longltloses Itsshinlmer. VegetableswUt. and fruit 
turns brown. 

When making elegant chocolate desserts, suc-
cessdependson thepliabllltyofthechocolate.-lflt 
Is too cold and hard, It will break. If it Is too soft. It 
Will not curl up and will stick to the spoon," writes 
Helen S. Fletcher In her book Ttw New Pastnj 
Cook (William Morrow and Company. $24.95). 

Chefs spend a lot of time thinking about food 
presentation. "To make food appetizing and eye 
appealing, you consider compatibility of flavors, 
and contrast of texture, color and taste," said Jeff 
Gabriel, certiiled master chef and chief instructor 
of culinary arts at Schoolcraft. 

"The trend is toward functional garnishing. No­
thing should he on the plate if Ifs not to be eaten to 
contribute to the taste of the food. 

"Close your eyes and think abwut what would 
taste good with a certain food. Nine times ou t of 10 

C h e f ' s t ips c a n he lp 
jazz up ord inary p la tes 

Here are some tips on plate and platter ar-
nmgement from Gerald Chesser's The Art and 
Science of CidUiary Preparation (EducaUonaJ 
InsUtute of the American CuUnaiy Federation, 
S32). Cal l 1800) 624-9458 for ordering 
Information. 

Keep the food olf the rim of the plate. The well 
of the plate Is where the food Its meant lo be. If 
there Is too much food for the well of the plate, 
get a larger plate or reduce the amount of food. 

Arrange food In unity. Do not have food 
spread to all parts of the plate. The eye should 
focus on the center of the plate, not U1e edge. 

Serve sauce under or around food. Be care­
ful not to ovcrsauce. Sauce is meant to comple­
ment and enhance the flavor of food, not J1ide 
the flavor. 

Variety in platter arrangement Is as Impor­
tant as color variation. 

Garnish only when necessary. A garnish Is 
only added to a plate or platter for balance and 

must be functional. 
Simplicity is the key. In food presentation, it 

is more attractive to have a simple plate presen­
tation rather than an overworked, complex 
one. Elaborate designs often cause confusion. 

Think of flavors. To place shrimp in cream 
sauce on the same plate with sweet-and-sour 
cabbage creates a n unpleasant flavor for the 
guest. The acid In the cabbage dish curdles the 
cream in the shrimp as they meld in the mouth. 

Serve food at the correct temperature. Serve 
cold foods on chilled plates, platters and serv­
ing dishes. 

"Use the highest quality, freshest Ingre­
dients available," said Joe Decker, a pastry chef 
at Schoolcraft Community College in Uvonia. 

"Don't be afraid to experiment," said Bob Ko­
zak, executive chef at Fellows Creek Golf Club 
of Canton. 'Try cooking wilh flavored vinegars. 
Use dried apricots instead of apples in 
stuffing." 

you'll be right. Design the menu around taste." 
said Gabriel. 

There are lots of ways to present the average 
meal of meat, potato and vegetables to turn an or­
dinary dinner platter into a work of art. 

"Combine crunchy and soft food. Instead of 
three piles of food on a plate, serve the meat on a 
bed ofpasta, put the sauce under the meat instead 
of over It," said Gabriel. "Ring a platter offish wilh 
asparagus or cucumbiers instead of putting it on a 
bed of lettuce." 

Consider the shape of the Items tieing served. 
"As with color, variety is the key. A plate of meat-' 
balls, new potatoes and Brussels sprouts may 
taste good and have pleasing color, yet it is boring. 
Everyliiing Is rounfi," writes Gerald Chesser in 
T h e Art and Science of CuUilaiy Preparation," 
(Education Institute of the American Culinary 
Federation, $32). 

T l y replacing the Brussels sprouts wilh green 
beans and the new potatoes with mashed pota­
toes. You now have not only a variety ofcolors. but 
of shapes. The effect is pleasing lo the eye." 

Sometimes culinary arts aren't meant to be 
eaten, only appreciated, as is the case with ice 
sculptures. 

In the days before refrigeration, ice sculpture 
kept food cold, and made it look pretty. Dishes 
were incorporated into the design. 

Dan Hugeller, a certified master chef, teaches 
Ice carving, sausage making, and butchering at 
Schoolcrall Community College. His craft requires 
a lot of planning. 

'Chefs like to build things, put things together, 
but you can't take a chain saw and start wacklng 
away at the Ice," said Hugeller, 

"You need a knowledge of architecture, you 
have lo sketch your design and work from a 
blueprint." 

Like drawing, painting, sculpting, and writing, 
most ideas undergo numerous reVlsions. A chef 
wlll often redraw and redefine plans. 

"Simplicity and elegance are the keys," said De­
cker. "Sometimes It's better lo take away. Overly 
garnished items lose sometiiing."

A recipe 
for healthy

Snacks can be a healthful part of 
the dally diet, says Mary Helen 
Gunkler, registered dietitian and 
staff nutritionist for Total cereal. 
Eaten ln moderation, they can add 
variety to the overall diet while also 
supplying the bofly with nutrients so 
Important for good health. Gunkler 
recommends planning for snacks 
Just as you would plan for meals. 

Here's a new snack idea for indoor 
gatherings this winter. Great for fam­
ily and casual entertaining. Caramel 
Corn-Cereal Toss is a take-off on the 
traditional favorite, caramel c o m .
