A 29-year-old Hartland woman 
was arrested outside Twelve Oaks 
Mall Jan. 25 after the woman al­
legedly s lapped, k i c k e d a n d 
threatened to kill two Novl police 
ofllcers.

Novl officers Kenneth Meier and 
Louis Blgllardl responded to a cal l 
to assist security officers at the 

mall, who were trying to keep the 
apparently intoxicated woman 
fh)m driving away. 

Police said the woman, a Hud­
son's employee, had arrived for 
work and was told by supervisors to 
go home. 

When police came to the scene, 
she was sitting in the driver's seat of 
her vehicle with the engine run-
i1ing. Meier said he attempted to 
talk to the woman, but she cursed 
at him and told him to leave her 
alone. He said she refused to Iden­
tify herself arid said there was no 

reason lor them to stop her. 
The woman then reportedly 

pushed open her car door, forcing it 
open against Meier. Meier said he 
put his hand on top of the car door, 
preventing her fro1n closing it, so 
she slapped his hand off the door' 
and continued shouting at them to 
leave her alone. 

The woman was arrested at that 
point for resisting and otetructing 
police ofllcers and assault and bat­
tery to a police officer.

The Engler administration plans 
to sell bonds rather than raise fuel 
taxes to meet the state's share of road 
construcUon costs In the next six 
years. 

"Now Is a vefy good time for bond­
ing. Interest rates arc at an all-time 
low." said Patrick M . Nowak. director 
of the Michigan Department of 
Ttamportatlon. 

NoWak toU a home-town audience 
in the Farmlngton Republican Club 
Thursday that his admlnlstraUon 
had saved a total of $150 million In 
cost from a $1.2 billion budget. 

"We're going to plug the leaks be­
fore we turn on the faucet," he said. 
"But It doesn't mean we'll never have 
an Increase In fuel revenue." 

Gov. John Engler disappointed 
mariy Oakland and outstate officials 
In his Jan . 2 l state-of-the-state ad­
dress when he said "now Is not the 
time" to raise fuel taxes. Michigan's 

tax was raised to 15 cents i n 1983. 
Engler left iula11swcrcd how the 

state wUJ meet Its 20 percent match of 
$3. l billion In new federal revenue 
over six years from a 5-cents exten­
sion of the fuel tax. State revenues 
have been flat and even declining for 
several years due to fuel efficiency. 

Nowak. a fonner Oakland County 
col1unlssloner and deputy county ex­
ecutive, declined to be spedflc about 
a bond Issue, pron1lsing Engler him­
self would unveil the plan 'In the next 
few weeks." 

Nowak promised a total state-local 
construction program next year of 
$490 million. "After that we'll see a 20 
percent increase. The goVemor is de­
termined to match eVeiy dollar," 
Nowak said. 

Unlike past generations when M i ­
chigan got back 85 cents of eve1y $ 1 
In fuel taxes It sent to Washl11gton. 
now the state will get 90 cents and 
probably more, thanks to bipartisan 
work by Its congressional d e l a t i o n , 
he said. 

Some "leaks" Nowak said he has 
plugged: 
• Oneflfth of all management posi­
tions. Previously, WDCfl had one 
supervisor for cveiy two workers. "A 
span of control should be much 
broader," he said, using an Industiy 
atiaiogy. 
I New management systems for 
pavement and bridges. 
• New computer systems. "When I 
got to I^anslilg. I aslttd my computer 
some questions, and It gave me obso­
lete Information." 
• $1 million in savingS through 
more efficient salt delivery. "We went 
around the trucking regulations." 
• $20 million In I1ew revenues by 
catching truckers who were evading 
taxes. 
• Work on the Haggerty Connector 
is being held up "environmental 
and political problems. I can't do 
much about the political problems." 
The federal Envlroilmental Protec­
tion Agency rejected a state plan to 
take a wetland In the Haggerty corri­

dor In exchange for enhancing St. 
John's Marsh on Lake St. Clafr. 
"We're stlll ncgotlaUng." 
• Privatizing grass mowing at $20 
an acre Instead of using state work­
ers at $50 an acre. "It doesn't sound 
like much, but we have 50.000 acres. 
That's a savings of $1 million. I could 
tell you some real horror stories on 
nlalntenance." 

In answer to audience questions. 
Nowak said: 
• Amtrak, the federal rail company. 
Is planning a depot in Detroit's New 
Center area. "With Amtrak over­
nighting Its trains in Pontlac, there's 
a goqd possibility of commuter ser­
vice, i was surprised to find Amtrak 
expects to be breaking a profit by the 
turn of the centuiy." 

Besides 9.550 miles of Interstate 
highways and state t runkl lnes . 
Nowak's department Is responsible 
for the International, Mack inac 
Straits and Blue Water bridges, air­
port finance and many abandoned 
railroad lines.

*IVe had people who want to do a 
UtUe bit (of adult day care) l n their 
home or actually hope to build new 
construclton and have an adult day 
care center," he said. 

"The people Fm talking to about It 
say It would be Veiy mudh akin to a 
child day care center.

Whitehall Is the only adult day 
care center In Novl he Is aware of, 
Csapo says. 

He has suggested that the city 
council and pfenning commission 
address the issue in their next Joint 
meeting. 

"As baby boomers get older, more 
and more we're going to see elderly 
adults who can't necessarily take 
care of themselves and require 
supervision. TVadltlonally, there are 
a lot of services provided for children 
with the Increase of the two-lncome 
family, But there's not a lot available 
for elderly parents," he added. 

WhltehaU charges $4 an hour, 
with a minimum c h a 1 ^ of $16. This 
includes meals, supervision and in-
house activities.

In the case of Novl Realtor and re­
sident Monica Stroh, the adult day 
care center Is a god-send. Her hus­
band, Rnank, 69, has Alzheimer's dis­
ease and she takes hlm to WhltehaU 
three days a week. He enjoys comliig 
home each evening, Stroh said. 

"This releases her so she can do 
things," Eckert said. "She's veiy ac­
tive. This helps her get a break once 
In awhUe. She's a saint, actuaUy." 

Stroh, who belongs to three Alz­
heimer's disease support groups, 
said adult day care Is more afford­
able, compared to the $3,000 per 
month a nursing home might charge 
for a full-time resident. 

' M a n y people could be Impover­
ished by that.

The Michigan Department of TYai1sportaUon 
(MDCXn met with Novi arvd Commerce Township 
offlclals last week for some heavy-duty negotia­
tions over M-5 wetlands m i U ^ t i o n . 

It's possible a city-owned property may be 
found for tile Wetlands replacement, rather than 
the original plan to compensate in St. Clair County 
for 46 acres of marshlands lost here. Lany Alber. 
supervisor of the evaluation and rnitigatlon unit of 
MDCTrs environmental division said Thursday. 

M D O T has an application pending before the 
state department of natural resources (DNR) 
which calls for building 16 new acres of wetlands 
in Novi and Improving 29 acres near Algonac. 

High laiid costs In Novi made buying property 
here unfeasible, MDOT officials have maintained, 
while the proposal to do the Work on state owned 
lands in St. Clair would cost a relatively low 

$750,000. But it's possible now that new wetlands 
could be dug out on city-owned land, Alber said, 
thereby cutting costs for mitigation. 

"There are some Ihlrlgs in Novi tllat weVe been 
checking out but Wc aren't ready to go public yet. 
We also looklrlg at alternate sites In Commerce 
Township," Alber said. 

"What's being looked at is a cooperative effort 
with us and the city. There would be dollars put up 
by us and dollars put up by the city. 

He declined to give details, refering further 
quesUons to City Manager Edward Kriewall. 
Kriewall was unavailable for comment by press-
time, 

Influential In the possible change of heart, .Alber 
agreed, was a Novi City Council resolution in 
Noveinlser requesting that local mitigation be ac­
complished If at all possible. 

In addition, a recent threat to M-5 has been a 
draft resoluUon proposed by City Council Mem­
bers Joseph Toth and Robert Schmld to retract 

Novl's support of the road. 
"It bolls down to one vray or another We have to 

consider all the communities. There's an obliga­
tion there to resf)ect their wishes on the project. 
We're not Big Brother In Lansing." Alber said. 

He added that the DNR Is seeking a response 
from MDOT to quesUons about the St. Clair mlU-
gatlon plan raised at a public hearing In Decem­
ber. The D N R with strong influence to be Wielded 
by the federal Environmental Protection Agency, 
Is expected to reach a decison In Majrh on a con­
struction permit and wetlands mitigation permit 
for the project. 

Alber said he expects to receive the DNR ques­
tions soon. 

Nov! has already suggested a list of sites for pos­
sible Wetlands mitigation. 

In addition, the city Is now negotiating a purch­
ase of additional land, to be used for a park on the 
west side of Novi.

But In this case, they are the 
Wishes that accompany the biounllful 
feast to celebrate Chinese New Year, 
fixed by lunar movement on Feb. 4 In 
the Year of the Monkey. 4690. 

The Clilnesc lunar year has a 
month of 29 or 30 days. The lS th of 
the iilonth Was always a full moon. 
TweNe months totaled 357 days, 
making It somewhat less exact than 
the solar calendar. Accordingly, leap 
years Were glVen an extra month to 
compensate. The western calendar 
has been used In China only since 
1910. 

According to the Chinese Zodiac, 
each successlVe year Is named after 
one of 12 animals. In this order: rat. 
ox tiger, rabbit, dragon, snake, 
horse, sheep (or goat), monkey, roos­
ter, dog txiar (or pig). The Chinese 
bclicVe that the year a jx rson Is Ixim 
Influences personality. 

Feb. 4 ushers in the year of the 
monkey, Chinese aslrolosr describes 
people bom under this sign as 
achicVers, With cleverness, intelli­
gence and even genius. According to 
ShenYu, proprlelorofNeW Peking re­
staurant in Garden Clty, "Chinese 
people regard the monkey as smart. 
In this year, people should follow the 
monkey's lead and develop Ingenious 
Ideas to make money." 

The celebration feast exemplllles 
' .the rich heritage of Chinese cuisine, 

with nuances of preparation and 
taste based on a creative blending of 
religion, custom and mythology. 

The Chinese regard eating as a 
spiritual event, anfi the creation of a 
feast nothing less than a work of art. 
At no time of year is this art practiced 

. ;inore perfectfy than during the lunar 
new year celebration, a customary 
time of renewal when the Chinese 
"reafilrm the importance of family, tie 

.up loose ends and begin new 
projects." 

.All inembers of the family, old and 
young, are seated at the table to par-
take of the sumptuous reunion feast 
made up of all the delicacies the fam­
ily purse can afford. 

Ordinary dishes are often re­
named with lavish new names meant 
to bestow blessings of luck, long life 
and prosperity. 

Delicate names are often used in 
•naming food, and this tradition Is 
complemented by the symbolic 
meanings of Individual ingredients. 

Mushrooms mean opportunity 
and happiness. Eggs symbolize Ufe 
and the numerous seeds of the pome­
granate, maiiy children. Chicken is 
the symbol of rebirth, shrimp Is Joy 
and Qsh means abundance and 
plenty. Onions and heacis of lettuce 
are produce bilrsUng forth &x>m the 
earth and portray new beginnings. 

Tangerines wish good luck, their 
succulent Juice symbolic of con­
tinued sweetness In life. Tsingerlnes, 
complete with leaves intact, are hid­
den i n the beds of children, wishing 
them, "the sweetest Issue ofllfe," ac­
cording to mythology, the sweetest of 
blessings a11d the best of good luck. 

Food preparation also carries 
meaning. Meat, flsh and poultiy are 
crafted Into balls to symbolize har-

The origins of Chinese feasts stem 
from the 12th Centuiy B.C. , with 
banquet guidelines evolving from 
feasts of the fourth centuiy A.D. 

A typical royall banquet menu dur­
ing the 18th Centuiy Ml11g Dynasty 
commonly featured 26 courses, in­
cluding rarifled summer spantw, 
braised s i lver scales and deer 
smothered i n five spices. Dishes car­
ried such tempU11g names as Float-
I11g Bud In the Lake, Petals on a 
Moonlit Pond and Heavenly Fair. 

Today, Chinese banquets such as 
the one honoring the new year are 
much simpler, TTtie 16 appetizers of 
yesteiyear are down to half a dozen 
now, followed by even fewer entrees 
that are likely stir-fried. At least one 
appetizer is cold, and often one will be 
vegetarian i n traditional Buddhist 
atonement. 

Entrees are followed by several 
heavy dishes, braised or red-cooked 
Pekl11g duck, steamed chicken, or 
suckling pig served In a heavy sauce. 
A n elaborate soup nearly always ac­

companies the meal, as does wine 
and grain spirits. The meal con­
cludes with tea and dessert, once es­
chewed as inappropriate. 

Soy sauce is used In virtually eve1y 
dish the Chinese prepare, with the 
exception of sweets, and it frcquentty 
appears as a condiment at the table. 
The product, the residue of fer­
mented soy beans, can be traced 
back many centuries where It was de­
veloped to add flavor to a mostly 
bland diet of rice and vegetables. 

In addition to a salty depth of fla­
vor, soy sauce contributes a little pro­
tein (about 7 percent) and some 
"friendly" bacteria (like those in yo­
gurt) to aid dlgesUon. 

To make soy sauce, the manufac­
turer mixes ground, roasted beans 
with roasted grain, usually wheat. 
This is allowed to ferment for a while 
before being augmented with brine, 
yeast and a lactobaclllus starter. The 
mash may be fermented for a year or 
two before be ing s trained and 
bottled. 

There are two varieties of soy 
sauce available. The light soy Is most 

familiar to Westerners, who are used 
to seeing It as a condiment at restaur­
ants. D a A soy has been blended with 
mohsses for a thicker texture and 
darker color. 

Not a l l soy sauces o n the American 
market are true fermented products. 
The La Choy brand, for example. Is 
made by the process of lydroUzatlon. 
Purists object to the use of the ersatz 

soy sauces, but they're useful for 
those allergic to fermented foods. 

Japanese (or shoyu) soy sauce is 
comparable to a l l ^ t Chinese soy, 
but the flavor Is somewhat different 
due to a higher proportion of wheat In 
the blend. They are Interchailgeable, 
and you may And the difference In 
taste appealing. The K l k k o m a n 
brand, made i n Wisconsin. Is the 

most widely distributed shoyu here. 
Tamari soy sauce often sells for 

high prices i n health food stores, If 
authentic. It Is a dark soy made with­
out wheat. There seems little objec­
tive reason to biiy It unless you have 
an aversion to wheat.

In­
troduced In 1906, couki produce uilllmlted 
amounts of the coffee. He was forced to sell 
the patent and the purchaser began to mass 
produce the machines in 1910. 

In 1935 the first automatic machine was 
introduced. One of today's most popular 
brands, the Gaggia, was ftst made i n 1945. 
Modem machines aUow more control of 
temperature and reduce the risk of burning. 

A most Important component of espresso 
is the bean. Dark roasts are preferred. Fresh­
ness to Imperative. There are mariy levels of 
' roas t ' FuO a t y . R r n c h and Italian are the 
best The most desired beans are thoiie that 

are ground Immediately after roasting and 
used at that moment to make coffee. With all 
of the little co§ee shops sprouting up It Is re­
latively c a ^ to find fixsh roasted beans. 

Beans should be stored In airtight con­
tainers out of direct light and heat. Brewed 
coffee should be avaUable for tasting. If In 
doubt about the beans ask to sample one. 
Flnesh beans are brittle and break apart when 
bitten Into. Stak beanis are rubbery. 

There are numerous types of exprcsso 
beans, and mixing and matching is permiss-
able. Costa Rican. Colombian. Guatemalan 
and Keilyan are some examples. The latter 
two shouM be limited to 15 to 20 percent of 
the total blend because of their full flavor. 
Prepackaged beans In an airtight bag and 
ground to order are acceptaUe. Freshness 
means better flavor.
