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State may cut
last threads
of school aid

Novi Community Schools could
become a renegade district, free
from the constraints of state-
mandated education reforms, If a
proposal by Gov. John Engler
makes Its way [nto the law books.

Engler proposed last week to end
state funding to school retirement
and soclal securily funds. Novi
schoeols already recelves no per-
pupll funding. Sacial security pay-
ments and the retirement fund are
the final two programs Lhe state
funds for Novi schools. With the de-
mise of state funding of the two
programs, the state would have no
purse strings to de around Novi
schiools.

School board Trustee Raymond
Byers wondered why the district
would need lo comply with state
mandates {fi{ was recelving no stale
roney.

“You're not giving us one dime.”
Byers sald.

Board Vice President Robert
Schram agreed, saying he had al-
ways wanted Novi o be a private
district,

“If that happens, I'm with Ray,"
Schram said.

“We're going to be a private dis-
trict, and we can tell the state to
shove It.”

Currently, the state lunds less

e ‘than & percent of school district op- -

erations. Retirement funds and so-
clal security payments made by the
state In the name of the school dis-
trict do not show up in district re-
venue figures, sald Superintendent
William Barr.

Englers plan, which would re-
suit in a $1 millien loss to the dis-
trict, has a bright side for local edu-
cators that goes beyond freedom

The governor's plan calls for phas-
ing out tax base sharing and the
“recaplure” of funds for programs
like transportation and special
education,

Nov!i will lose close to a half mil-
lion dollars this year through tax
base sharing, a new plan that re-
quires property-wealthy districts io
share some of their commercial and
industrial taxes. The district also
loses a similar amount to “recap-
ture” of socia] securty payments
and other categorical aid.

Assisiant Superintendent for the
Oakland County Intermediate
School District Richard Simenson
told the school board at its Thurs-
day meeting the district would seea
netloss of $1 milllon under Engler's
new plan. Covering the retirement
benelits and soclal security pay-
ments of school district employees

million, Simonson sald. But ending
recapture and tax base sharing
would save the district about $1
million.

“The bottom line s a $] million
loss for Novl," Simonson said.

Novi schools seek
renewal of 13 mills

Novi schools will ask voters to approve a 13-mill, three-year tax renewal

tomormow, Feb, 11.

The 13 mills, which expired on Dec. 31, represent over one-third of
33.04 mills authorized for Novi schools.

Tothe taxpayer, one mill represents $1 oneach $1,000 of stale equalized
valuation of property. The 13 mills up for renewal would cost taxpayers $13
on each $1.000 of thelr property's assessed value If the district levies the

full amount.

Novi schools typically levies slightly more than 11 of the 13 allowable
miils that are up for renewal, Barr sald.

But because of a tax freeze that went intoeffect Jan. 1, the district prob-
ably has the option of levying more of the voter-approved mills this year,
Barr said. Although the lawis unclear, the Headlee Amendment most lkely
will not restrict the number of allowable mills the district can levy this year,

Barr said.

Barr said he Is not ready to guess how many of mills the Novi scheol dis-

trict will need next year,

Heoltzman may also sign up the pup
with the Kalmazoo-headquartered
United Kennel Club (UKC}, which
categorizes the same breed as the
American Pit Bull Terrier.

Developers interested in bullding the new
52-1 district court clearly read the lips of the
Oakland County official overseeing the project.

Of 13 proposals for distrct courthouses
tumed In by the .Jan. 31 deadline, 11 were for
Novi-based facilities, including several bids for
sites along Grand River Avenue, One application
per city was submitted by developers Interested
In bullding in Walled Lake and Wixom.

But others aren't so sure Nowi is the Ideal loca-
tion for the facility.

A 20-year-old state law calls for a district
courthouse {o be placed In the most populous
community, in this case the less-than-centrally-
located Novi,

“The statute Just seems too clear to me, as the
law reads today. It would be economically un-
sound to do anything other than putting it into
Novi,” sald Jack Hays, Oakland County’s Direc-

B As Gov. John Engler tries to down-
size state government, the Michigan
Supreme Court is asking for a major
increase in the judiciary. But the re-
commendations for new judgeships do
not include one for 52-1 District Court
in Walled Lake. The story is on page
3A.

What seems clear to Hays appears to be get-
tng cloudier and cloudier. A move is afoot by
State Rep. Barbara Dobb, R-Commerce Town-
ship, lo introduce legislation which would give
the county the discretion {o place a courthouse
anywhere within a district. Dobb's constituency
includes Walled Lake.

And the police chiefs of Milford, Wolverine
Lake, White Lake, Walled Lake and Wixom sent a

collective letter of prolest Lo the county, saying
that lraveling to Novi with thelr cases would eat
up too much stall time and transportalon
dollars.

“Pm getting calls from all over the place,” Hays
sald.

In a presentation Feb. 3 at a joint Walled
Lake/Novi city council meeting, a spokesperson
for Walled Lake’s Downtown Development Au-
thority made it clear they'd like to keep the court-
house there,

“There are all kinds of things going on behind
the scenes that are making a nightmare of this,
as far as I'm concerned,” County Commissioner,
Kay Schmid, R-Novi, said Friday.

“There's a concentraled effort on the part of
some to change all this and put it back into the
political arena. 1 don’t think this should be a po-
litical dectsion. It should be based on the state

statute.”

Kenneth Loveday's sentencing
for negligent homicide in the deaths
of two joggers last June was post-
poned to tomerrow, Feb. 11,

His sentencing had been sche-
duled for Feb, 5but was delayed af-
ter Qaldand County Circult Court
Judge Francis X. O'Brien recessed
to read letters sent to the court on
the victims' behalf.

The letters, including one from
the Northville Action Council urg-
ing “an-appropriate sentence that
lets [Loveday) know his actions are
unacceptable,” were among about
20 recetved regarding the case.

Loveday was convicted Jan. 9 of

negligent homicide in the June 5
deaths of Yusuf Hanania and Albert
Abdelnour on E(ght Mile Road just
east of Beck Road. His westbound
Jeep Wrangler struck the two jog-
gers alter swerving off the road tow-
ard them.

He had faced the more severe
charge of tnvoluntary manslaugh-
ter with a motor vehicle, a felony
punishable by up to 15 years in
prison. The maximum charge for
negligent homiclde, a misdemea-
nor, is two years.

A probation supervisor's report
recommends sentencing Loveday
to the State Prison of Southern Mi-
chigan for 16 to 24 months, the
maximum advised by state sen-
tencing guldelines. The report cltes

or heavy sentence

Loveday's prior misdemeanor con-
victions for disorderly conduct,
trespassing, and possession of
marijuana, aswell as the fact thata
marijjuana cigarette was found in
the Jeep's ashtray alter the
Incident.

Jeep passenger Michael Gibson
testifled during the trial that he and
Loveday smoked a marijuana ci-
garelte just pror to the cellision.

Loveday's delense atlomeys,
Jerry and Ronald D'Avanzo, wrote
in their own sentencing memeoran-
dum that the incident occured
when Loveday's Jeep “veered off
Eight Mile Road to avoid oncoming
traffic.” The allomeys asked the
court o take Into consideration the
fact that the road narrows {o two

lanes just prior to the point where
Loveday's Jeep struck the joggers,
and that the narrow shoulder
where the men were jogging was not
designed for that use,

The joggers' family members,
who expressed outrage when Love-
day was found guilty of the lesser
charge Jan. 9, are seeking two con-
secutive two-year sentences.

Laveday spent nearly six months
in Oakland County Jail before be-
Ing released on bond Dec. 23, and
would Ukely be credited with the
time served.

Hananla, a Novi resident and
vice president al Singh Develop-
ment Co., was 38 years old.

New judges?eeded
In state, court says

As Gov. John Engler tries to down-
slze state governiment, the Michigan
Supreme Courl is asking for a major
increase In the judiclary.

Courl administrater Marilyn K.
Hall told legislators the stale needs a
62.5-percent Increase jn the
24-judge Court of Appeals — 15 new
Judges. Nine would be added this
election, six more {n 1994,

Hall also asked for three new cir-
cult Judgeships by next year, One
would go to Oakland County, which
added two Judges last year. The
others would go to northern Lower
Peninsula counties,

She asks six new distict judges —
one each for the Plymouth-Canton-
Northville area, the Farmington area,
Clarkston, Ypsilanti Township and
two outstate districts.

Four cities with declining case-
loads would “sunset” district judges
— Pentlac, Lansing, Muskegon and
Flint. The posts wouldn't be abol-
ished unti! a vacancy occurs by
either retirement or resignation, she
sald.

Englersaid his 1993 budget wouid
have no Increase for the judiciary.

The culprit appears to be what
President Bush calls “America's love
affair with the lawsuit.”

“The decade of the '80s,” sald
Hall'sreport, “wasa period of acceler-
ated caseload growth for Michigan
trial courts with reported new flllngs
increasing by over 70 percent. Be-
tween 1984 and 1990, new filings in-
creased by 43 percent. or over one
million additional filings per year."

The biggest case explosion
occurred In the Court of Appeals,
which Michigan didn't have until
1964. Founded with nine judges, il
has tripled In size.

Hall argues that the Michigan
Court of Appeals has a far bigger
caseload than the average of other
states — 547 fllin r judge pre-
dicted for this year%gtgasjlg t’olP the
national median.

“Michigan would need 80 Court of
Appeals judges for 1991 in order to
match the national median,” her re-
port said.

Lawyers denounce a large block of .
appeals as "b.s.” — automatic appe-
als, guaranteed by the state constitu-
tion, by convicls saying their sen-
tences were too harsh or the tria!

faulty.

Acanvictorhis lawyer is entitled to
write a 35-page briel to which a pro-
secutor must respond.

The appeals court kisses off many
convicls' appeals with one-page
opindons saying, "We disagree.” But it
still takes a panel of three jJudges and
their staffs to review each. noone
has suggested this constifutional
right be re-examined.

Hall put the annual cost per appel-
late Judge at $380,000 a year plus a
ohe-time first-year cost of $82,200,
The state pays the entire cost of the
Court of Appeals,

“The average annual operating
cost per new (irlal) judge was
$170,000,° the court administrator
sald, although the amount varies.
Sometimes counties or district judge
units must add facllities.

Toadd a judge next Jan. 1, the Le-
@islature must acl “tnmediately,”
Hall told lawmakers. “The deadline
{or fling for the primary is May 12.”

Outside of Detroit and Wayne
County courts, local unlls pay part of
the cost of each judge and must agree
tocreate a jJudgeship. “(Ljocal resolu-
tions of approval must be fled with
Lhe state court administrator by April
14" said a footnole.

“In the past, there have been sev-
eral instances in which the local
funding body did not approve the fiil-
ingof a legisltively established judge-
ship by the statutory deadline.”

The Supreme Court's recommen-
dation is backed by more than num-
bers of case filings.

Hall said case trend lines, num-
bers of time-consuming criminal jury
trials, travel time between court-
houses and alternative solutions also
were considered.

But why did council
close the meeting?

Members Nancy Cassis and Carol
Mason say they believe the Nowvi City
Council’s pair of closed-door meetings to
discuss the Northstar Management
company's proposed courthouse land
deal violated the state Open Meetings
Act.

City attorney David Fried and
council member Tim Pope are these days
coming around to pretty much the same
position,

Bul Novi Mayor Matt Quinn and
City Manager Ed Kriewall say they stil!
believe the meetings qualifled for an "ex-
ecutive session” under the law, The law
does allow for closed meetings when the
city is looking to acquire property. And
although Northstar was looking tobuy or
lease property from the city, the possibil-
ity existed that the city might have de-
cided to go out and buy land 1o lease to
Northstar, Because of that possibility,
Kriewall and Quinn argue, the meeting
fell under the exemption.

What is missing from the argument
is a clear indication of exactly why the
city shoutd have gone into closed session
lo discuss the deal. Being allowed to go
into executive session doesn't necessar-
ily mean council shouldgo into executive
session.

It is fairly easy to understand why
the developer, Northstar Management
and Consulting of Charlevolx, wanted to
take the matter up behind closed doors,
Northstar was proposing to lease from
the cily a six-acre _
land on Eleven Mile Road at a price ol $1
per year to construct a $3 million build-
ing to house the 52-1 District Court for
the county, At the end of that time per-
fod, Northstar would have turned the

property back over to the city,

Had the firm discussed its plans
publicly, it might have brought out com-
petitors who might have oflered stmilar
schemes — perhaps at a hetter price,

But why would the city agree to go
along with it?

Following the meetings, Mason
pointed out a 1978 state attorney gen-
eral's decision which would appear to
cast doubt on the legality of the closed
sesslons. Back then, Atiomey General
Frank Kelley cut a difference between
meetings to discuss government sales of
}and and those in which land acquisition
was discussed, Buying land would ex-
empt the municipality from the OMA, he
said.

able to determine the best strategy for

obtaining the highest possible price,” the
attorney general determined.

“On the other hand, no such policy
consideration need be the concern of the
public body when it is offering publicly-
owned property for sale. Insuch cases, it
is advantageous to the public interest to
disclose all information concerning the
proposed sale so that olher prospective
purchasers may have an opportunity to
present additional offers.”

When allis said and done, we doubt
there really were any strong reasons for
the city to go into closed session. ., . ex-
cept that the developer asked for it. And
absent a strong impe{us for making the
process public, the city simply went
along,

It seems to us, this issue strikes
right to the heart of what has often been
referred to as a “communications prob-
lem™ within the city and its administra-
tion, The city frequently seems to lack
that impetus. And it often appears that

_ thereis not somuch a desireon thepart
of the city towithhold information, but a
~ lack of an eagerness to explain the city's

proposals and actions to the public.

- Perhaps the outcome of the North-
star proposal will serve an example of
why the city should be more open, more
forthcoming in the future,

City council ultimately turned the
plan down in a 4-3 vote. But the plan re-
ally was not a bad one, Indeed, it might
have been a good deal for city taxpayers.

One has to wonder whether objec-
tions to the process, to the closed meet-
ings themselves, contributed to that ne-
gativevote. One hastowonder whethera
more open process might have created
more public interest, and thereby gener-
ated more council interest. And one has
to wonder whether open meetings might
have just brought out a competitor will-
ing to offer a more attractive package.

In the future, we would hope the
council would work harder to keep the
process more open, to keep meetings
public until there is a clear need togo be-
hind closed doors. We'd hope the council
would seek to keep the public informed
on the issues it is considering.

Ultimately, it is the public — tax-
payers and voters — whose business the
council is doing.

State should suit gag orders

Lynn Orr, reporter and edi-
tor nearby from 1976 to 1981,
was a tenaclous firebrand who
constantly inspired her older
and taller colleagues.

She covered a case where
Ms. Teacher, passed over lor
promotion, sued a Redford
school district for gender bias.
Embarrassed, the board
p settled out of court for asum—
Tim on condition that Ms. Teacher

not reveal the amount.
Richard Orr thought — correctly —

that the amount should be
pubiic because the school district (a) squandered human
talent and (b) paid for it with tax dollars.

But the sly devils on the school board never wrote a
check direcily toMs. Teacher. They lumped her settlement
in the fees they paid their lawyer, and the lawyer paid off
Ms. Teacher.

Two Jackson County prisoners, beaten in their cells by
other prisoners, charged jatlors were negligent. One asked
damages of $50,000 to $100,000: the other, six figures.

The county paid up but demanded an agreemenl that
neither side reveal the amount, covering up official
ineptitude.

The Jadkson Cltizen-Patriot blistered the county and
opined the deal may have been tllegal because no law al-
lows such confldential ments.

Enter state Rep. Michael Griffin, D-Jackson. His House
Bill 5436 says: “An agreement to seitle a clalm or lawsuit
against this state or a local unit of government that prohi-
bits disclosure of the agreement or any terms of the agree-
ment is against public policy and is void.”

Strong words. It's now before the House Judiciary
Committee.

I'would go a step further and ban secret settiements by
publicly traded corporations, too.

That would be fine with Stanford C. Stoddard, the Bir-

financier who was offered a settlement in five
suits against Michigan Natlonal Corp. in retumn for a gag

order.

Nuts, said Stoddard. Goed for him. Stock in Michigan
National is widely held.

Stoddard's publicist noted that a stockholder has filed
sultinU.8. District Cour against Michigan National forits
“failure to notify shareholders about extensive litigation
and the potential large liability {$57 mitllion) to the corpo-
ration and its directors.”

Corporate secrecy over suits in public courts has been
growing since 1986, according lo Texas attorney Bob Gib-
bins, president of the Assoctation of Tral Lawyers of
America.

Gibbins' article, “Secrecy versus Safety,” appeared in
December’s American Bar Association Journal He cites
federal court gag orders that did speclfic damage to the
public Interest:

@ Stern v. Dow Corning — a breast implant case where
Stern won a jury verdict. A gag order “prohibited plaintiff's
attorneys and expert witnesses from telling government
regulators or anyone else what the discovery documents
showed about safety tests.” Even a medical school profes-
sor was gagged. -

B Grundberg v. Upjchn Co. — a Halcion case. Plaintiff
had killed her mother while under the influence of the
sleeping medication. The gag order “leaves an unknown
number of patients and doctors wondering what caused
side effects.”

H Davis V. McNeilab Inc. — "A scientist who herself suf-
fered a potentially fatal allergic reaction to a painkiller —
later withdrawn from the market — discovers that other
victims were similarly affected several years earlier but
were sworn to secrecy.” The gag orders “even prohibited
discussion of adverse reactions in scientific journals.”

Gibblns said Texas. Florida. North Carolinaand Oregon
have moved. either by court rule or Jegislation. to limit gag
orders.

Michigan should be a leader. And thanks, Lynn Orr, for
the idea.

Congressman Car] D. Pursel] has
said he will seek re-election in the
second congressional district, which
would include Novi under both the
Republican and Democratic appor-
tionment plans now under consider-
ation by the courts.

“Although we are awaillng final
court action on redistricting, it ap-
pears highly likely the second district
will include my hometown Plymouth
area and a large par of Oalkland
County,” Pursell said.

"I lived in Oakland County and
started my famtly here. [ also repre-
sented western Oakland County asa
state senator, and the people of this
area helped elect me in my first race
for Congress.

No matter which party wins the
fight over redrawing districts for U.S.
Congress, Novi area residents are
likely to wind up In the second dis-
trict, Novi presently is represented by
William Broomfield, R-Lake Orion.

Both the Republican and Demo-
cratic parties recently submitted re-
districting plans to a three-judge
panel. The judges hope to plck one
plan, or create a newone of theirown,
by the end of March.

The second Disirict would be a
very different district than at present
— instead of stretching west from
Northville and Plymouth, it would go
north through all of western Oakland
County into Genessee County.

Under that Republican plan,
Broomfleld’s district would shift
farther to the north and east, taking
in much of eastern Oakland County
and mogt of Lapeer County.

Under the Democrats’ plan,
Pursell and Broomfleld would be
thrown into the same district, setting
up a possible face-ofl between the
two of them to represent the redrawn
2nd District.

‘The Democrats’ version of the sec-
ond inelude Novi, Northville, much of
souithwest Oakland County. The dis-
trict would stretch east to include
portions of Troy and Rochester Hills.
It would also include northwestern
Wayne County and Salem Township
in Washtenaw County.

Redistricting takes place every de-
cade, after the U.S, Census.

Bessemer, a small town in the Up-
per Peninsula, slapped a ban on the
dogs when a boy was {atally attacked
there by a pit bull terrier.

Michigan Public Act No. 426 of
1988, authorizes the destruction of
dangercus animals which attack
people. The animal may be ldlled only
after a serjous injury or the death of a
human or another dog. In the case of
adealh, the pet’s owner may face in-
voluntary manslaughter charges,
while serfous Injurles may lead to a
felony rap.

The law also calls for misdemea-
nor charges for less severe animal
bites and the tatooing. confinement
and/ar sterilization of animals found
dangerous but non-lethal by a judge.

Doran lobbiled the state to ensure
that this legislation was not direcied
toward pit bull terriers.

excess amounts of ammonla in the
body, which may result In apathy
and distnterest.

Caviar, the precious eggs of the
freshwalter sturgeon, may reinforce
the theory that wealth is an aphrodi-
slac, but chemistry may be at work
her¢, too. It 13 highly nutritfous and
boasts over 30 percent protein. Cav-
lar's place in the reproductive pro-
cess appeals to the more
phtlosophical -minded.

In fact, fish and their byproducts

comprise the single largest group of
foods that elaim ap tac effects.

In that same year, the Partnership for a Drug-Free America
was organized by the American Association of Advertising
Agencies (AAAA). Its mission: to decrease drug use in this
country by changing attitudes.

Many of the country’s top persuaders-members of the
AAAA-were enlisted by the Partnership. Some 200 ads created
for all major media have been donated by the agencies. The
messages have been run by the media on a pro bono basis at an
estimated weight of $310 million since the program began in

April 1987, Massive consumer
surveys have tracked the results.

Some highlights:

From 1987 t0 1989, children who
think “it’s easy to get hooked”rose 5
percentage points. Those who are
“scared of drugs”rose 4.

Teenagers who “don’t want to hang

around drug users” increased 6 points.
And those who think “doing cocaine
occasionally is risky” went up 4.

Most significant: Changes in
attitudes and consumption were
greatest in markets where the adver-
tising appeared the most:

Among Adults LowMedia High Media
Basic Attitudes  +5.2% +9.7%
Fear of Drugs -1.0% +3.7%
Act Against Use  -1.7% +4.5%

Two independent studies confirm
declining usage. One, from the

RO . W NN - e A

University of Michigan, found drug use among high school
seniors to be down, Marijuana usage dropped from 21.0 percent
in 1987 t0 16.7 percent in 1989. Cocaine use fell from 4.3 percent
to 2.8 percent in the same period.

The second was conducted by The National Institute of Drug
Abuse (NIDA). It found that, between 1985 and 1988, trial of
marijuana and cocaine among people 18to 25 declined ata
significant rate.

Releasing this data, NIDA's director, Dr. Charles R. Schuster,
said, “...a significant decrease in trial and occasional use of illicit
drugs is a result of major changes in social attitudes. In my
opinion, the Partnership’s messages have had a direct impact on
these attitudes and usage declines.”

At a special White House conference, Gordon S. Black, Ph.D.,
president of the firm that conducted the Partnership research,
concluded, “If these were the results of a tracking study for one
of your own advertising campaigns, I think your advertising
director would be rather pleased, to say the least.”
