The Dallas-based development
firm's local retail showplece, Navi
Town Cenler, reverled lo the Aelna
insurance Company on Jan. 2, al-
ter Trammell Crow defaulted on lts
mortgage.

Three Trammell Crow office com-
plexes — Lake Potnte Ofllce Center,
Novi Business Park and Garden Of
fice Park — also went back to
another lender at that time.

Trammell Crow had been the
second largest taxpayer in Novi,
shelling out annually about
$320,000.

“They'll drop way down.” Dave
Hieber, ol the Novi assessor's oflice.

In 1990, the firm owned 14 prop-
ertles here valued at about $62
million.

Crow failed lo meel payments on
a $24.426 milllon mortgage held by
Connecticut Generai Life Insuraiice
Company on the ofllce complexes
north of Grand River between Mea-
dowbrook and Novi roads.

Crow conlinues lo manage the
oflice complexes and still owns two
vacan! parcels on Grand River. one
on Novi Road and four between
Crescent Boulevard and the [ree-
- way. Someof the siles are largeted

restaurants. S

Failure toset up a sexual harass-
ment policy can be legally danger-
ous to businesses operalions In the
1990s, attorney Carole Chlamp
sald.

Chiamp, a former member of the
Michigan Civil Rights Commission
and past president of the Michlgan
Bar Assoclation, will be on hand to
discuss the ramifications of sexual
harassment for businesses at a
Wednesday Chamber of Commerce
roundtable discusslon,

Local businesses are welcome to
altend the discussion, which is
sponsored by the chamber's Small
1 Business Committee, but reserva-
tions are requlred.

Chiamp Is a partner [n the De-
troit law firm Chiamp & Asso-
clates, and she has frequently spo-
ken to classes at the Detroit College
of Law and Wayne State University
about sexual harassment.

She said a 1991 Michigan Court
of Appeals case re-examined the
{ssue of sexual harassment when a

wornan brought sult against her
employer. For the first time in Mi-
chigan, the court used a standard
of unacceptable behavior based on
the “reascnable woman" and not
that of a “reasonable person,*
The difference, according to the
court, is that sexual overtures In
the workplace prevent women from
being treated as equals because of
women's “historical vulnerabllity in

-the work force.”

Sexual harassment places wo-
men in the role of sexual abjects
rather than that of credible work-
ers, the court decided.

Senator monitors circuit judge

Not everyone at the Feb. 11 sentencing of Ken-
neth Loveday was there 1o hear what Judge
Francis X. O'Brien had lo say about the case.

Some were there to hear how he sald |t.

State Sen. Robert Geake, R-Northville, sent
two aides to the Feb. 5 date first scheduled for
Loveday's sentencing to menitor the judge’s per-
formance. O'Brien's behavier during Loveday's
irfal was the subject of a column in the Jan. 13
Novi News, a column hat may have caught the
senator's eye.

“The conduct of the judge is what caught his
attention,” said Geake's top administrative alde
Bill Sullivan, whe monitored the hearing along
with legislative aide BIll Kordenbrock.

p.m. toread a number of letiers sent to the court
on the victims® behall urging that Loveday be gi-
ven the maximum sentence, and he did nol re-
turn to court.

Defendant has a history of scams

Franklin Purther, whois charged
with embezzling over 847,000 in
credit card cashwithdrawals from a
former Novi company, has a past
that Includes time spent In jall for
embezzling milllons ofdollars in the
early- and mid-1980s.

In addition, police sald he cur-
rently faces other embezzlement
charges that bring the total up to
$70,000.

Purther’s scheduled Feb. 13 pre-
trial hearing before Oakland
County Circuit Court Judge John

O'Brienwas delayed last week alter
Purther's attormey withdrew from
the case for unknown reasons. A
new date has not yel been set,

In July, 1985, Purther was sen-
tenced to 4-10 years In prison for
embezzling thousands' of dollars
[rom aSouthlleld couple. According
toaJuly 18, 1985 article in The De-
troft News, Purther told then-
Oakland Clrcuft Judge Frederick
Zimm that he was “sorry forwhat he
did™ and that he planned to make
restitution.

Purther had previously been
sentenced lo three years in prison
for embezzling and selling unregis-

tered securities. That case Involved
approximately $2 million.

Purther, 59, who was an accoun-
tant and general manager for Mr.
Bracke!, is now accused of using a
company credit card to oblaln over
£47,000 in cash withdrawals from
the Manufacturer's Bank on Hag-
gerty Road.

He also allegedly embezzled
§23.000 in other funds from the
company for a total of $70,000, said
Novi Detective Jack Grubb, who is
currently investigaling the cash
withdrawals that took place in Novi.

According te Novi Police, Purther
abtained the company credil card

in April. 1989, He used the card, }
which had the company owner's {
name on It for personal use begin- |
ning In September, 1989 and con-
tinued through June, 1991. Mr. |
Bracke! moved [rom Novi lo Far-
mington Hills in March, 1991
Purther was reportedly glven the
card for one-lime use at a company
functlon, but he did net retum it.
The owner of Mr. Bracket repor-
teclly lold police that he was una-
ware untll last June that Purther
was continuing to use the card be-
cause the bllls were being spread
outlnsuchaway that hedid not no-
tce the extent of the charges.

Abortion waiting
period proposed

A parllamentary ruling by Sen.
David Honigman has set the stage for
a state law requiring a one-day walt-
ing period for an abortion.

The bill alse requires doctors 1o
give pallents pholos of fetuses and a
long Ust of possible side-effects of
abortions.

Senatars passed the bill, which
one opponent denounced as "Big
Brother™ legislation.

Here's how Honlgman. a freshman
senalor from western Qakland
County, played a key role:

The Senalte last May passed a one-
day walting period bill 22-12 and
sent {t to the House. But pro-cholce
committee chair Michael Bennane,
D-Detrolt, reflused to take it up.

Mecanwhile, the House passed HB
4280, amendments to the health
care licensingcode. in a Senate com-
mittee, Right o Life supporters,
headed by Sen. Jack Welborn, R-
Kalamazoo, tacked on the abortion-
delay language as an amendment.

Honigman was presiding officer in
the recent Senate Committee-of-the-
Whole session when Sen. Jack
Faxon, D-Farmington Hills, whose
district Includes Novi, challenged the
amendment as being “not germane.”

Countered Welborn: "It regulated
doctors when It came to the Senate,
and it stll regulates doctors.”

Honigman, dipping into Mason's
Rules of Order, ruled against Faxon,
called the amendment germane, and
was upheldby the [ull Senate, 23-11,
in an unrecorded vote.

The Senate gave HB 4280 final ap-
proval and sent it back to the House
for concurrence in the abortion-delay
amendment. This week, the bill will
go directly to the House lloor instead
of Bennane's comunitlee.

Chances are strong the House will
pass it, although neither chamber
could muster the lwo-thirds mafority
{o give the blll immedlale elfect, Gov.
John Engler is expected lo sign il

The Senate vote was 24-10,

Honigman voted yes while Faxon
voted no.

Her fellow commissioners to support
a molion she made in December,
pledging $500,000 from Oakland
Counly lo malnlain SMART, the Sub-
drban Mobllity Authority for Reg-
ibnal Transportation.

+ That molion was referred to com-
fpittee. Krause sald she will try to
muster supporl [or the move next
deck when it comes before the
dounty's planning and building
gomrnitice.

' The money is symbolic. sald
Krause. She wants the county to take

Don't fix a law when
itisn’t really broken

We see the [olks back In Washing-
ton and up in Lansing fall into this trap
more frequently. When a problem arises,
they seem (o think the answer lies in
passing more laws, Forgel the questions
about whether existing law already ad-
dresses Lthe problem or whether the ex-
isting law is being enforced, lawmakers
at the state and federal levels often seem
to feel more legislation is the answer.

Now we see it happening herein the
City of Novi. Pending belore City Coun-
cil's Ordinance Review Committee is a
proposal 1o ban pil bulls. Il passed. it ap-
parently would make ownership of
American pit bull terriers illegal within
the city limits.

‘The issue was raised when resi-
dents of Bernstadt Streel complained
about aneighbor who owned 17 dogs. . .
two adult pit bull dogs and 15 half-breed
pit bull puppies. The residents of Berns-
tadi, understandably, say they feel
threatened when they pass near their
neighbor's fenced yard and the dogs
charge at them through the fence. They
say they believe the dogs could jump the
fence to gel to them or their children.

What we find odd about the call for
a pit bull ban is that the owner of these
dogs was already arresied in January
and charged with a violation of a city or-
dinance. That ordinance already bars
thekeeping of dangerous animals within
the cily. And the charge against the
owner is now pending in courl.

The ordinance also prohibits dog
owners [rom letling their animals run
loose and bars the keeping of more than
three dogs at a single residence, al-

though puppies under 6'months old are -

-exempt.
We could understand the city's ef-
forts Lo come up with a new law if the ex-

~ isting one failed Lo resolve the problem. If

the court wouldn't enforce the ordinance
or i the city somehow was unable to
force the owner to get rid of his animals
or keep them under conirol, we could
undersiand why the council would want
to go back and take another look il

But the case has not yet been resol-
ved, so it isn't clear why council mem-
bers feel there is a need for furiher ordi-
nance wriling.

As You See It

Even more baflling is the [acl that
Novi's exisling ordinance appearstobe a
better, more legally sound and more leg-
ally defensible than which is being prop-
osed. Cerlainly, dog lovers {or shall we
say pil bull lovers) are objecting to ihe
jdea of a “breed-specific ban.” And
they've pointed out that similar types of
laws in other communities have not been
terribly successful. Out of state, such
laws have been overtumed by the courts.
In this staie, such laws are already being
challenged.

Regardless ol the legality, the exist-
ing dangerous animal ordinance seems
to bemore lo the polnt. Clearly not all pit
bulls are dangerous. And just as clearly,
not all vicious dogs are pit bulls,

Nor does a "breed specific ban™ deal
with the trickier issues of what to do ab-
oul exolic pets, when residents decide to
take in wolves or panthers or pythons. A
“dangerous animal” ordinance could be
brought to bear in any of these cases.

So here in Novi it again appears to
be more a matter of enforcement. Offi-
cials in the clty do Indeed appear to be

is one of whether city officlals are trained
to handle the types of complaints they
are now recelving, City police officers
and ordinance enforcement personnel
are nol Lrained to handle dangerous ani-
mals. And we question whether Lhe city
has the equipment or facilities to deal
with them properly.

Perhaps the city should be thinking
about hiring an animal control officer
and properly equipping him or her {o
deal with the city’s animal complaints.
That's the issue we think cily council
should be looking into.

vironmentallsts wanted to further
tighten standards. The locals don't
want their autherily usurped.”

A compromise, he said, may be to
allow local ordinances “wilh state
oversight of scientific scundness,
and to make sure they're not incon-
sistent with slate law,” he said.

Smith scheduled a committee
meeting lor 1 p.m. Tuesday, Feb. 18,
in the frst-Noor auditorium of the
Famum Bullding in Lansing.

Some ordinances require posted
wamings on buildings where pest-
cides have heen used. Committee
witnesses sald people are literally
poisoned by being near some
pesticides.

Smith said the bill would not pro-

vide [or posting standards. “Thal's
being covered by administrative
rules. JCAR (Joint Commitiee or Ad-
ministrative Rules) will go over the
wording,” he sald. JCAR has the
power loreject adminisirative rules il
dislikes,

The pesticide industry won two
federal court rulings against the Vil-
lage of Millord's ordinance, but in
mid-1991 the U.S. Supreme Court
upheld it. So Smith introduced Se-
nate Bill 338 to prohibit local pesti-
cide ordinances.

Farmers also appose what they
call a patchwork of local ordinances
because farms frequently cross gov-
emmental boundaries.

Michigan have their own pesticlde
controls, generally designed to pro-
tect residenis against exposure (o
toxic chemicals. On the st are Mil-
ford, West Bloomfield Township and
the city of Livonia.

The Michigan Munlcipal League
and Michigan Townships Associa-
tlon are quick to defend them against
state pre-emption, Similar laws have
been proposed in gun control, zoning

Video firm raided
for pornography

Store’s customer lists also
confiscated by Northville PD

The owners of a Northville video
stare are expected to surrender to
township police Tuesday on war-
rants charging them with violating
stale obscenity statutes.

Carl Wilson, 50, of Brighton, and
his daughter, Laura Witson, 26, of
Northville, are scheduled to be ar-
ralgned at 35th District Court Tues-
day on multiple second-degre¢- ob-
scenity charges.

Townshlp police last week rajded
Northville Video, 43197 Seven Mile,
and selzed a computer, computer
flles, boxes of glossy materfals al-
leged to be obscene, and the jackets
from four allegedly obscene
vidoetapes.

Both the Wilsons and their corpo-
ration face four counts each of
second-degree obscenity, If the
selzed material is deemed obscene,
Lhe defendants could be guilty If the
court delermines they knew the
“character and content” of the mater-
jals and allempted to possess and
distribute the items, said lownship
palice Det. Michael Wildt,

The charges are misdemeanors
and include penalties of up to a year
In prisen and a $5,000 fine. said po-
lice Capl. Philip Presneli.

During a month-long investiga-
lion, undercover police rented four
tapes and sent coples Lo the prosecu-
lor's offlce. Police raided the business
Feb. 1! and seized the materials
without [ncident.

The raid and seizure were author-
ized by the Wayne County Prosecu-
tor's Office and slem from a com-
plaint by a Detroit man who Ideng-
fled himsell as the president of the
Michigan Coalition on Pornography,

a small group the unidentifled man
sajd "Investigates™ area video stores.

Police and prosecutors charge that
Northville Video stocked and distri-
buled videos such as Taboo, Taboo
IV, Anal Angels, and Anal Alley,
which they allege violate stale ob-
scenlty standards.

Carl Wllson delerred comment on
the case tohisaltomey, Gregory Lord
of Southfield.

Lord on Friday refused to com-
ment “at this time" but did say the
Wilsons would surrender on
Tuesday.

“We Indicaled {lo police) we would
voluniarily preduce the persons
named in the warrants,” he sald.

Police did nat selze the four al-
legedly obscene video tapes, and
Northville Video may still rent the
tapes, the township's Wildt sald.

“We can't (nfringe on thelr right lo
distribute them,” he said, “They're
not yet found to be in violation.”

Police launched an Investigation
into Northville Video afler a Detroit
man complalned that the store was
featuring obscene videolapes. An
undercover lownship police oflicer
then rented the allegedly obscene
tapes, and eventually provided co-
pies of the 1apes 1o the county prose-
cutor's office.

Prosecutors on Monday gave po
lice the go-ahead Lo raid the slore, al-
ler determining thal tapes inferring
incest and other explicit sexual siu-
ations may violate stale obscenily
statules.

In addillon to the allegedly ob-
scene tape Jackels and glossy mater-
fals, police confiscaled the company
computer and lists indlcaling the
names of those who have rented the
four videotapes and other potentially
pornographic malerials.

Disney finds
goldmine with
Silverado label

After 10 years In the wine business, the Dis-
ney family Is no longer prospecting in the Napa
Valley. They have struck paydirt.

Although fantasy permeates other Disney
projects worldwide, Silverado Vineyards, the
Disney famlly winery, has been quietly and
consistently producing some of California’s great
wines,

In the mid-1970s, Walt Disney’s widow Lil-
Han Disney, in partnership with her daughter
and son-in-law, Diane and Ron Miller, pur-
chased vineyards In Napa Valley and grew
grapes that Napa's finest vintners converted to
award-winning wines.

By 1981, encouraged by success and confi-
dent that thelr estate vineyards would yield
quality wines, they built Silverado Vineyards
winery on the east side of Napa Valley's Stlver-
ado Trall. With vineyards in the prestigious
Stags Leap District, the wines exhibit significant
consistency throughout the product line.

The winery name. easily pronounced and
suggestive of the west, originates from the
Silverado silver mine. operated on Mount St.
Helena near Calisioga in the 1870s. Robert
Louls Slevenson popularized the name Silverado
in his book The Silerado Squatters and inextrl-’
cably linked it to Napa Valley and, as such,
was the flrst writer to romanticize Napa Valley
wines.

From chardonnays boasting balanced oak
and fruit to mildly varietal sauvignon blane
with accents ol honeydew melon to velvety,
blackberry-laden cabemet sauvignon, the wines
of Sliverado Vineyards speak for themselves
without glitz, glamour or hype.

The man who has molded the Silverado style
is winemnaker Jack Stuart, a native Californian
whose first love was English literature rather
than a French oak barrel.

Stuart camed a bachelor's in English at
Stanford University, taught English in Japan
and was editing books prior to becoming a
winemaker. "In the early ‘'70s, I was working as
a__q!anuscrl pt editor for a_small publishing
“Company in San Francisés,™ he relates. °I
wasn't getting anywhere, 1 didn't enjoy the
books, and ! wasn't well paid. It was fun living
in the city, but [ wasn't golng anywhere in
publishing.

“My interest and enthusiasm for winc grew
as [ tasled and read about wine, but the event
that pushed me over the edge was a night
school wine class I took at San Francisco State
University taught by a.University of
California-Davis graduate. Suddenly, drinking
wine wasn't enough. With my wife's blessing, I
quit my job and enrolled at U.C. Davis, work-
ing each harvest at a different winery.”

In 1981, Stuart joined Silverado Vineyards as
Its first and only winemaker. Stuart modestly
proclaims that the style of Sllverado wine has
been molded around the quality fruit grown in
the Stags Leap District estate vineyards.

Making sense of the scare
Area merchants think report was flshy

Some area fish market owners and
managers are reeling over a Consumers
Union study of fish in February’s Con-
sumer Reports magazine. A few have no-
ticed a drop in business and fear some of
their customers are assuming bad things
about fish,

The article focused on the bacteria
counts of 113 samples of seven different
kinds of sealood -— salmon, flounder, sole,
catfish, swordfish, lake whitefish and
clams, bought at 40 randomly selected
stores in New York and Chicago. Con-
sumer Reports said thelr analysis showed
30 percent of the fish was “already spotled”
and “9 percent was on the verge of
spolling.”

The magazine also reported it found
harmful levels of mercury in 90 percent of
the swordfish samples It tested. Investiga-
tors found polychlorinated biphenyls, or
PCBs — potential cancer-causing and re-
productive hazards -— in 43 percent of the
sahmon tested, 25 percent of the swordfish
and 50 percent of the lake whitefish,

In canclusion, the report said there
were abuses In handling seafood, which is
largely unregulated by the federal
government.

Brad Vargo, manager of Jack's Seafood
Market in Farmington Hills, said some of
his customers were talking about the arti-
cle. Anna Georglou, owner of Anna's Fresh
Seafood Market in Redford, sald the same
thing.

“We run a very clean slore,” said Geor-
glou. “I get compliments galore. Custom-
ers say this doesn't smell like a fish store.
My employees do not touch fish without
gloves."

Vargo invited us to vislt his store, and
meet Roy Phillips, vice president of pur-
chasing for Sajasnek Fisherles, proces-
sors and packers of fish and sea foods,
based in Detroit. Salasnek supplies fish to
Jack's Sealood Market, Meljer, A&P, Kro-
ger, Farmer Jack, and lots of area
restaurants.

The store was immaculate, and didn't
smell fishy. A table near the entrance was
filled with helplul information about buy-
ing and cooking lish. There were lots of re-
cipes too.

“Our fish is federally Inspected,” said
Phillips. “We have a full-time inspector on
our payroll. He checks it, watches how e
handle fish, he smells it, cooks it, tastes it,
and will refect it if it's bad.”

Vargo, Phillips, Georgiou and other flsh
sellers have sald they were upset with the
article in Consumer Reports because the
conclusions were based on a small sam-
pling of markets. Fish markets In Michi-
gan were nol tested,

“I'm not argulng we have problems,”
said Phillips. "Bui we work very hard to
educate people to put out highquality fish.
This s a very competitive market. People in
the industry work very hard to have a good
quality product.”

On the positive s!de. Phillips said the ar-
ticle broughl out the need for mandatory
seafood [nspection.

“Afew people aren't doing a good Joband
they're ruining t for everyone,” said Phil-
lips. "This is a wake-up call for the retaller.
We all wan! o see regulation; we welcome
it.”

Fish markets in Michlgan are inspected
by the Michigan Department of Agricul-
ture Food Inspection Divison at least once
every four months. If violations are found,
the markets are inspected more
frequently.

The Lip-
ton “Flow Thru" bags are no longer the
norm. Now it is Oolong, Lapsang, Darjeel-
ing. Rose Pouchong —much more exciting
than the standard “breakfast blend.”

‘Tea drinking originated in China cenlu-
ries ago, but did not come to America until
the 17th century. Tea has been cultivated
there for more than 1,500 years. China
dominated tea trading until 1850, after
which other countries started tonose their
way into the market.

China still grows what are considered
the most marvelous teas in the world;

_ black, green and oslong are manufactured

commercially, along with smoked and
scented. They are best without milk, and
with a bit of lemon. Oolong 1s constdersd a
cross between a black and a green.

India is the world's largest producer
and exporterof tea. The British planted tea
asearlyas 1830. There are three main teas
that are indigenous to Indla: Assam, Dar-
jeeling and Nilgirl. Assam, the first and
largest amount of land devoted to tea-
growing, praduces strong black teas. The
medium grades are the mainstay of
blended English teas and hold up well to
milk,

Darjeeling in the foothills of the Hima-
layas, produces India's most prized teas.
Due to the high altitudes, some of these
varieties take up to 10 years to mature,

Nilgiriis the high plateau in the south of
Indla. Its leas are used exclusively for
blending.

Ceylon {Sri Lanka) is the world's third

largest producer and second largest ex-

porter of teas. Tea was first planted there
In the 1870s and became a principal cash
crop when blight wiped out the country’s
coftee crop. Early growers and merchants
set a high standard of excellence which is
stll recognized today. Ceylon teas are
“high grown,” and are strong but delicate,
with a bit of bittemess. They are good with
milk, but not so with lemon.

Tea has been grown and drunk in Ja-
pan since the Sth century. It has long
played an important role In Japanese life.
Green tea iIs principally produced and the
demand is so great that little, if any, is
exported.

Exotic teas have been produced for cen-
turies. An early example is Earl Grey, are-
cipe given to the second Ear] Grey in 1830
by a Chinese Mandarin, It §s a blend of fine
black teas covered with the oll of the Ber-
gamot orange. Ginger, mint. spices,
honey, lavender and almond are illustra-
tions of other essences.

Frult teas, suchas lemon, orange, appte
and coconut are some of my favorites, al-
though flower teas are lovely too. Rose and
jasmine can fill a room with summer.

Tisanes, or herb teas, have been used
for centuries to relieve every form of dis-
tress known to man, They can be made
form alrnost any edible plant, Elderflower
is a mild stimulant, chamomlle is a seda:
tive, orange blossom helps ulcers and
gastric problems, rosehips are a rich
source of vitamin C, cowsllp is recom:
mended for skin disorders, and the list
goes on and on. »

Those are food memories of yestery-
ear’s foods, but imes are changingas
the link between diet and health be-
come very important. Food alone
can't make you healthy but good eat-
ing habits can help and even Improve
your health. Good nutrition is not
torturé or dull!

Hectic lifestyles allow us little time
to cook, yet we're unwilling to settle
for second rate food. Consumer con-
fuslon over facts and fallacies of goed
nutrition cholces add to the food and
eating dilemma.

We need (o keep In step with the
trend toward leaner, lighter foods by
modifying what we already eat, Make
modification and adjustments {n the
types and amounts of ingredients in
recipes. Very few recipes need to be
followed exactly 1o assure a good
quality product.

Cutbackon [at ina recipe. Fat pro-
vides flavor and richness, improves
texture, tenderness and flakiness in
baked goods. Fat Is also full of calo-
ries and usually cholesterol. Try re-
ducing fat by one-fourth to one-third
in baked products.

Decrease the proportion of ofl in
homemade salad dressings. Try one-
third oif to two-thirds vinegar. Use
skim or low-fat milk instead of whole
milk or, for richness, try evaporated
skim milk. Eat fresh fruit for dessert
rather than pies and other hidden fat
concoctions,

Use two egg whiles or an egg sub-
stitute product Instead of one whole
egg. In some recipes simply decrease
the total number of eggs. Look for
margarine in which the liquid veget-
able oil is the first ingredient. To sub-
stitute lquid oil for solid fat, use ab-
out one-fourth less than the recipe
calls for.

If a recipe calls for one-fourth cup
of solid fat. use three tablespoons of
oil. For best results for a cake or ple,
use a recipe that specifically calls for
oil because liguid fats require special
mbdng procedures and a different
proportion of sugar.

Check to make certain that there
Is no darkening around the edges of
the fish or brown or yellowish discol-
oration, especlally if these areas ap-
pear dry or mushy.

Hyouare still uncertainabout how
fresh the fish is, ask to have it rinsed
under cold water and then smell it.
Fresh fish should have no fishy or
ammonia smelil.

Sheltlish should be lively. The
shells of hard clams. mussels and
oysters should be closed. or close
when their shells are tapped. The
necks of steamer clams should
twitch when their shells are tapped.
Crabs should move when touched,
and when picked up, lobster tails
should curl under thelr bodies.

When buying frozen fish. whole
fish should be clear of ice cryslals
with no discoloration. Fillets or
steaks should be solidly frozen In the

with very little ol! or use a nan-stick
spray. Using an inexpensive vegel-
able steamer can tnit the nutrient
loss as they cook with a moist steam
heat,

A kitchen scale can help with por-
tion size. It Is particularly helpful if
you're watching calories and want to
control the Intake of [alty foods.

Do not reduce sugar in
yeast breads as it acts as food for
yeast, Sugar provides llavor, volume,
Improves texture, tenderness and
browning In baked goods. However,
lowering the sugar amount will not
destroy your product. I you have de-
creased the sugar, Increase the
amount of cinnamon or vanila ina
recipe to enhance the impression of
sweetness., '

When using a non sugdr
sweetener, it {5 best to choose recipes
especlally lested for use with them.

Do not omil salt in yeast breais
because it helps control the dsingac-
tion of yeasl. Do not reduce or omit
salt in cured meals or pickled (?r
brined vegetables but, sall may be
omitled orreduced in most rec!pes.ﬁ]f
arecipe calls for one teaspoon of salt,
iry one-halfl teaspoon, Reduce l}sie
amount gradually and you'll adjust
quickly to the less sally flavor.

Choose [resh or low sodium ver-
slon of soup, broth, soy sauce,
canned vegelables and tomato pro-
ducts. Use garlic or onlon powder ini-
stead of garlic and onion salt. Rely on
herbs and spices rather than salt far
flavor. Instead of using broth dr
bouillon, use [rull juices or wine for
cooking liguld. ;
