Twelve years afler a Baron gas
station closed onNoviRoad, the wa-
ter in eight nelghboring wells is be-
ing tested this week for
contamination.

County Health Department was
scheduled to take water samples
from the wells. Testlng will be done
for benzene, foluene. ethyl benzene
and xylenes (BTEX], chemical com-
ponents of gasoline which are clas-
sified as carcinogens.

Recent rumors that the water in
neighboring residences was unsalfe
led Austin Street resident and land-
lord James Korte to request the
analysis. Results are expected
within two (o three weeks.

“Idon't think anything is going to
be found. There s no difference in
smell, there is nodilference in taste.

Santa’s Secret Shop, sponsared by
the Wyandotle-based Fun Services,
comes to Novi Woods each year
through the PTO, she sald. Winning
posters from the previous year’s con-
test are hung on the school walls to
adveryse the shop, which provides
inexpensive presents that students
can buy [or thelr parents during the
holidays.

Goodman, 9, says he wants to be
an artist and a basketball player.

John Goodman, Jeremy's father,
said Jeremy has been drawing since
preschool. He likes to draw comics,
and the third grader won a state
drawing competition when he was in
kindergarten.

The Wilsons relused comrment on
the case, but their altorney blasted
the complainant, township police
and the counly proseculor's oflice.

“He's a reltgious zealol who travels
around the state Lrying to goad (local)
officials.” sald Cart Rubin, of South-
fleld. “Most communlities simply 1g-
nore him; | can't tell you why North-
ville has chosen to listen to him.

“The Wayne County Proseculor
has brought [charges up In] a num-
berof these casesand lost every one,”
Rubin added. “These materials [have
been) proven by law Lo be canstitu-
ltonally protected.”

Rubin sald he soon would flle a
motlon to dismliss the case.

Asslstant Wayne County Prosecu-
tor Raymond Walsh Is handling pro-
secullon of the case. He was unavail-
able for comment Tuesday,

Township police Chiefl Chip Snider
said his department was “obligated”
to investigate the Inlfal complaint
and fle a report with the prosecutor's
office,

“We're obligaled tosubmit it to the
prascculor for review,” he sall. "In
this case, the prosecutor sald there
was enough lo bring charges.”

Father investigated for abuse

Police arrested a Novi man Feb. 13
after his wife alleged that he was
abusing her and their three children.

In addition to the abuse she de-
scribed on Feb. 13, she sald her hus-
band has previously forced their
children to watch pomographic
movies,

Further, she said her husband
would sometimes come home at 2
a.m. and force the children io get out
of bed and stand at attention until he
told them they could stop.

The woman told police Feb. 13 that
her husband attempted lo strangle

her, and that he was physically abus-
[ng her oldest son.

Possible charges from the Incident
have notyet been decided by Novi po-
lice and the suspect reportedly has
not yet been arraigned. The identity
of the husband is being withheld by
police until charges are filed.

The suspect allegedly told police
that he and his wife were arguing, but
that he did not hit hererthechildren.
Police sald he was arrested because
marks on the woman's neck and
statements by the children were con-
sistent with the charges she was
making.

Alter the man was arrested, the
woman reportedly told police that her

husband was intoxicated when he
came home that evening, and that he
was yelling at her and telling the
children that she was a bad mother.

The woman told police that she
tried to avold an argument by golng
upstairs with her oldest son, but that
her husband repeatedly insulted and
assaulted her and the son untll she
called police.

Among the varlous offenses the
woman relaled to police included
charges that the man hit her son, at-
tempted to strangle her, and sald he
was going to kill her.

He also allegedly told the two
younger children to punch, kick and
hit their brother and to pull his hatr.

Police said he gave the younger
daughter a plastic tube used for
scuba diving and told her specifically
to hit her brother with il

The woman allegedly told police
that her husband repeatedly in-
sulted both of his sons and her, using
profanities and describing various
obscenities.

She reportedly said that when her
husband found out she had called
the police, he told her that they
wouldn't do anything to him because
he {s a taxpayer and pays their sala-
rles. She sald he also claimed that
they couldn't keep him for long, and
when he got oul he would "get even®
with her.

County board may clip own wings

Now that the horse Is gone, Oak-
land County Commissioners are
locking the bam.

Alter overspending the travel
budget by nearly $30,000 last year,
cornmissioners decided 1o take up
the issue of limiting or culting ex-
penses lor out-of-town meetings.

Commissjoners spent $83,030 for
travel In 1991, according to the
county budget department, or
$29,678 more than the $49,702 allo-
cated. Commissioners went io places
like Hawail, Sail Lake City, Phoenix,
Atlanta, Chicago, Washinglon, D.C.
and Traverse City.

Just two commissloners — Do-
nald Bishop, R-Rochester Hills, and
James Ferrens, D-Pontiac -~ did not
take any out-of-town trips in 1991,
Records reflect they spent no money
for travel.

But their frequent flylng col-
leagues more than took up any slack,
making this board one of the most
well-traveled in history —desplte fre-
quent calls for austerity and beil-
tightening.

The most traveled commissioner,
according to county records, is
Hubert Price, D-Pontiac. Price spent
almost $6,000. Spending more than
$4.,000 for travel were Ruel McPher-
son. D-Hazel Park; Thomas A. Law,

R-West Bloomlield; Roy Rewold, R-
Cakland Township; and Dennis
Aaron, D-Oak Park.

“We're going to take a look at our
trave! poilcy,” Commissioner Larry
Crake, R-Waterford, said Friday. The
newly elected chairman of the Board
ol Commissioners, Crake called a
meeting of the board's Oversight
Commlttee for Wednesday to discuss
travel policies.

The toplc will also be discussed
Tuesday at a GOP caucus and could
come upat Thursday's meeting of the
entlre board.

One thing Crake would lke his col-
leagues to consider is closer adher-
ence to the board's old travel “guide-
line.” That rule-of-thumb stipulated
that each commisstoner could spend
up to $1,600 for travel without prior
approval by the board chalrman.
Anything over that, however, needed
the chairman's OK.

Overspending the travel budget is
nothing new for commissioners. Last
year, lor example, commissioners
spent $53,352 traveling, or $5,727
more than the $47,625 budgeted.

It the previous year, they spent
$6,037 more than the $51,938 ear-
marked for out of town trips.

But with the 1991 travel budget
nearly $30.000 out of whack, Crake

decided to talk about the problem.
When commissioners exhaust the
$1,600 in travel allowances they are
entitled to, "I will approve no further
expenditure,” Crake sald in a memo
dated Jan. 30,

But that could be a penny-wise
and pound-foolish approach, said a
number of commissioners, who de-
fend spending as much as necessary
for travel, even in a budget crunch.

“We have several commissioners
who serve on various steering com-
mittees,” saild former board chair-
man Roy Rewold. who this month
stepped down as a county cominis-
sioner. "And they're expected to at-
tend meetings."

He was referting to steering com-
mittees for the National Assoclation
of Counties and the Michigan Assocl-
ation of Counties. Bothorganizations
examine government {ssues and for-
mulate positions that are sometimes
incorparated into legistation enacted
in Washington or Lansing,

By having commissloners on

those committees, Rewold said, Oak-
land benefits in two ways — input
inlo pending legislation and frst-
hand information about what other
communities are doing about com-
meon problems.

This Is parttcularly helpful, Re-
wold sald, when commissioners are
trying to deal with issues such as
solld waste management or mass
{ransportation.

Comumissloner Law, who went to
Hawali, Salt Lake City, Washington,
D.C., and Traverse City, sald each of
his trips were approved before he
went, “And every dollar is justified.

“I'm a member of the NACO steer-
Ing committee on transportation,” he
sald, "If the county doesn’t think
thal’'s a good Investment, I won't go.”

Commissioner Lawrence R Per-
nick, D-Southfleld, went to Atlanta
as amember of the NACO Task Force
on AIDS. “1 think It's very important
to find cut what's happening in oiher
areas ... how other communitles
are addressing similar problems.”
