Ma Bell will split 
area code in Novi

Novi residents may liave to let 
their fingers do a little extra Walldng 
to reacli their neighbors on the 
other side of the city, if Michigan 
Bell's proposed reallgment of tele­
phone area codes goes Into place in 
early 1994. 

Novi would he one offour metro 
area communities (ilvided by the 
new system. I?esldents who live 
Within the -Northville" telephone 
exchanges — 344. 347, 348 and 
349 — would retain the 313 area 
code. 

But phone customers who are 
now in the Walled Lake exchange 
district — 624, 669 and 960 — 
Would have a new. as yet undeter­
mined, area code. 

The split Will not result in a rate 
increase for local calls. Marcia 
Buhl , Bell public relations director 
said Friday. 

Population groWth and new te-
chology such as fax nlachines, cel­
lular phones and paging devices 
have been gobbling up available 

phone numljers Within the 313 
area. B u h l explained. One ex­
change prefix such as 349 can only 
handle up to 10,000 customer tele­
phone numtiers. 

Oaldand. Wayne, Macomb. S l . 
Clair. Sanilac. Genesee. Lapeer. St 
Clair. Oakland . Macomb, Washte-
naW, Wayne and Monroe Would be 
divided primarily north and south 
along Eight Mile Road by the 
change. 

But because the boundaty line 
foUoWs exchange districts, much of 
Novi north of Eight Mile Would re­
main In the 313 area. In Uvonia, a 
fragment of the community south of 
Eight Mile Road Which Is Witliln the 
Farmlngton exchange Would hie re­
grouped with the new area code. 

Along wi lh Novl and Livonia. Ihe 
other communities to Ije cut in two 
are Wixom and St. Clair Shores. 

Changing the codes along ex­
change district boundaries is de­
signed to reduce customer confu­
sion, as most people know which 
exchange district they live in . Buhl 
said.

Anita Hill inspired student's charge

The accusor i n a criminal sexual conduct case 
against Novl High School's fonner band director 
told a district courtjudge the charges brought by 
Anita Hil l against Supreme Court Justice Clar­
ence Thomas prompted her to speak oul . 

Sixteenth District Court Judge Robert Br/e-
zinski last week released a transcript of Craig 
Strain's preliminary examination Feb. 11 Which 
Was dosed to the public at the request ofWayne 
County Prosecutor AndreW Telek. 

Strain stands accused ofsecond degree crimi­
nal sexual conduct, a felony punishable by 15 
years in prison. 

Only Strain, the alleged Victim and her pa­
rents were present at 5ie exam. 

The g r i , who was one of Strain's students at 
the time of the incident, said she told a high 
school teacher about the incident in October of 
1991. The teacher reported the case lo the De­
partment of Social Services. She said she first 
told her parents about the Incident after the Hill 
conference during Thomas' appointment hear­
ings to the Supreme Court. 

B Even as the Novl News was pre­
paring to file motion In district 
court to get a trartscript of ttie 
closed preliminary examination of 
former Novl Hlgt\ School band 
director Craig Strain, Judge Rotjert 
Baezlnsid reversed tils decision 
and agreed to open ttie file of the 
hearing he had earlier ordered 
closed. The transcript was com­
pleted and released Wednesday. 
The story Is on page 3A. 

Hill charged the now Supreme Court Justi(:e 
with sexually harassing her when she worked for 
him In the l970s. 

The girt said herconfession to her parents Was 
brought about by watching Hill on television. 

"I felt that something had to be done before it 
happened to someone else." she said in court. 

The girl told the court she went to Strain's L i -

voi1ia home after a football game at Walled l>ake 
Western In September of 1989. A 15-year-old at 
the time, she had performed in the pep band, 
wliich was under Strain's direction. 

Strain drove the girl home from ihe gaine. 
"I was being driven home, and . . . 1 asked if 1 

could see his baby grand piano." she said. a(> 
cording to the transcript. "I Was oflered lo see it." 

The girl said Strain played the piano. Which 
was in his basemenl, as she sal oil a couch and 
listened. 

'And then he stopped playing and came over 
and sat next to me, and the television was on," 
she said. 

'.And then he started kissing mc, and then he 
leaned over and Was on top of me. and . . . ihen 
we Were on the floor. 

"He Was kissing me and imllaUng a sexual act 
oil my leg." 

The giri said she and Strain had their clothes 
on during the encounter. She also said Strain 
touched her breasts. 

Assistant ftosecutor Andrew Telek asked if 
she gave Strain permission to touch her.

Legislators to move 
to keep tlieir districts

A redlstricting plan unveiled 
Thursday leaves Novl's House of 
Representatives seat vacant, but 
puts the area's current representa­
tive i n competition for his seat. 

A Mlcl i lgan Supreme Court-
appointed panel ofjudges drew neW 
district lines. The plan has not heen 
approVed by the high coiut and will 
not go into effect until 1993. but al­
ready some local state legislators 
are shuffling to keep their Jobs. 

States must draw new district 
lines eVeiy 10 years when census 
figures are calculated to show shift­
ing population counts. Michigan's 
total of 1 10 House districts and 38 
Senate districts does not change. 

The Michigan Supreme Court, 
wl i ich rejected separate plans de­
signed by Democrats and Republi­
cans, must approve the proposed 
new lines. 

Novi loses its legislator in the M i ­

chigan House ofRepresentatives by 
the new plan, but Rep. Willis Bu l -
lard. R-Hlghland. said it is "veiy. 
Very likely" he Will relocate so he can 
fill the Vacant seat in the newly-
formed district. 

NoVl shares House District 38 
with LyonTownsliip. Milford ToWn­
shlp, part of the City ofNorthvllie. 
South Lyon. Walled Lake and 
Wixom. 

Bullard said over 80 percent of 
Novfs new house district has been 
represented by Bullard i n the past. 
If Bullard decides to move, his new 
constituents Would include Wixom 
and Walled Lake residents. 

The district Bullard represents 
under the new plan is shared With 
Rep.

She hopes the Supreme Court or the 
Ijegislalure will slightly alter district 
lines to move her home into the unre­
presented House District 19.

Goss said Friday that Republicans 
arc opUmistic aboul the new plan, 
bu l both political parlies are facing 
dlnlculties in some areas as a result 
of the proposed lines. 

Republicans had control of the 
stale Senate under the old plan, but 
Democrats inainlalned an II-vole 
majority in the House.

supplies costs, Qulnn said. 
Three council inembers — Tim 

Pope. Nancy Cassis and Hugh Craw­
ford — agreed wilh Taxpayers United 
that the recycling fee could be con­
strued as a tax. Their bid for placing 
the question on the March presiden­
tial primary ballot Was shol doWn by 
the council In November. 

Pope said he's glad the matter Is 
coming to a (;oun(:il vole again. 

"This happens to be a highly tech­
nical question but We shouldn't get 
lost In the fa(;t that 11 happens to be a 
technical question. If local govern­
ment decides they're going lo turn 
this inlo a inandatory user fee. What 
t;ould be next?." he said. 

One of tht' beileflls of holding an 
election, he said, would be public 
education on re(y(:ling which Would 
surround the campaign. The city's 
voluntary re(;ycling cenier has been 
plagued With "contaminated" or im­
properly cleaned loads of plastics 
and glass. 

"As We saw with our voluntaiy re­
cycling, even those who are the most 
motivialed lo partk;lpate in recycling 
may not understand the process of 
recycling." Pope added. 

Originally, mandatory recycling 
was expected lo hie on line here by 
July 1. Fannlnglon and Fannlngton 
Hills, fellow inembers ofthe Resource 
Recoveiy anfl Recycling Authority of 
Southwest Oakland Couniy, began 
their recycling in Ju ly 1991 with user 
fees of $66 and S54 respecUve1y. 

Anderson said Taxpayers United 
has considered bul not yet filed law-
suits against the Farmlngtons, but 
under the Headlee Amendment still 
has until Ju ly to do so. It is "highly 
likely" the organization Will take 
these cities to court, he added. 

The group has alreacly protested 
mandatoiy recycling fees in Far­
mington, Farmington Hills, Wixom, 
Bloomfield Tovmship. Oxford, Lans­
ing, Harper Woods. To date, only 
Shelby ToWnshlp has opted to put 
the question to the voters.

"I said no," she responded, adding that she let 
him touch her because he was her band teacher. 

Under cross examination, the girl said Strain 
had kissed her in school i n 1989.

The glri said she denied the kissing had oc-
ciired when questioned by school admlrlistra-
tlon, a school lawyer and her parents.

Strain received $25,000 and retired on J an . 9 
as pari of a settlement with Novi Community 
Schools. 

On the advice ofhls attorney, Slraln declined 
to cominent. 

Brzezinskl closed the preliminary 
examination based on a motion from 
Wayne County Assistant Prosecutor 
Andrew Telek. Defense attorney 
chard Beemer did not object. Only 
Strain, the victim, her parents and 
the attorneys were allowed to remain 
in the cour t room d u r i n g the 

proceedings.

Engler addresses education funding issues

Courts will lake over the school 
funding problem unless Michigan 
achieves per-student equity. Gov. 
John Engler warns. 

"We've seen that happen in a num-
: ber of states, and that's the worst 
: possible outcome for education," En-
• gler said in a recent wide-ranging in-
- terview with the Novi News. 

In his second year In ofllce, Engler 
• said he's willing to abandon tax base 
; sharing, a law tied up in the courts, 
;but insists school funding needs lo 
-focus on per-pupll equity. 
. So he's advocating what he calls a 
"fair trade": 
•9 Eliminate lax base sharing, under 
-which suburban school districts 
share ha l f the growth in their 
commercial-industrial tax base. 
• Let the slate pump lhe Social Sec­
urity and retirement payments il 
makes on behalf of school districls 
into the slale aid formula. 

Engler also would phase oul sev­
eral special purpose grants. And he 
would eliminate "recapturing" — the 
process by which the stale lakes 
back categorical aid to richer school 
districls. 

The governor said he has rejected 
the idea of ending all categorical aid. 
Some, such as special educaiion. are 
required by federal law. Others are 
required by the Headlee Amendment, 
which says the slale must pay for any 
programs il mandates from la:al 
government. 

Here are the questions and 
answers: 

News: Some out-of-formula school 
districts are saying that if the slale 
cuts Social Security and retirement, 
they may as well be "private." The 
slate will have no lever to require the 
local district lo do anything. 

Engler: They recognize there are 
two sources of funds for schools to­
day — local and slate — and they're 
both raised by taxes. 

Because of the way we lax property 
locally, there are tremendous dispar­
ities between dlsUicts. If one district 
has greater wealth than another — 
side by side — they could be raising 
dramatically different amounts of 
money, even if the taxpayers are pay­
ing the same number of mills. 

We've raised the question, how 
should the slale use state funds? 
Should we recognize you have these 
inequities at the loca evel and com­
pensate for it? Or should we ignore it? 

The time has coine that If taxpay­
ers are making the same local elfort, 
we should have the saine opportunily 
for every child in school. We've 
changed the foclis lo the child rather 
lhan on conlplicated formulas. 

News: Rep. Bill Keith. D-Garden 
City, chair of lhe House Educaiion 
Cominitlee. says in so many words 
that he wants to eliminate (alegori-
(;als and put the money into general 
stale aid, 

Engler: We've stopped short of re­
commending that. There are certain 
calegoricals that. l)e(:ause of federal 
requirements or the stale's responsi-

bilties under the Headlee Amend­
ment, the slale finds itselfcommilled 
to. 

'i\vo are spe(:ial edu(:alion and 
transportation. In special ed. al­
though we exceed lhe minimuin re­
quirements of federal law, il's clearly 
something where the slale hasaspe-
clal obligaUon. I accept that. The 
same with trailsportatlon. 

News: Generally, it sounds like 
you want to beef up general school 
aid and gel rid of special items. 

Engler: Absolutely. One of the cri­
ticisms — a fair criticism by local dis­
tricts — Is that the state, by over­
emphasizing calegoricals, has hand­
cuffed the districts and prevented 
them from solving the educational 
problems that are most urgent. 

School districls have been saying 
they want more freedom lo limovate. 
They Want to be able to do What they 
know how — lo leach kids Without 
the state telling them you have to fil 
these rather tight definitions. 

Thai's Why We elect school boards. 
I mean. If it's only to negoUale con­
tracts with teacher's unions, then 
we're completely failing in what we're 
seeking In education. 

We have a law tha t students, in ab­
oul three years, in order lo gel a dip­
loma endorsed by the slate, would 
have to meet minimum slate stan­
dards. We ought lo give the districls 
maximum nexiblllty. 

There's considerable concern over 
lax-base shar ing because that 
reached oul al the local districts' 

local revenue and said, "You'll have to 
share some of the local revenue." 
That wasn't in my budget, as I prop­
osed i l . but i l came forth from the Le­
gislature, and I signed it amid much 
criticism and concern. 

As we Ifxiked a l the Issue, it was 
clearlhat there was a different way to 
approach i l . and we ought lo focus on 
how we spend slale dollars and let 
lhe local districls keep the money 
they raise locally. 

I'm prepared to support the imme­
diate repeal of lax-base sharing in re­
turn for pulUng up the slate's ability 
lo redirect some of the retirement 
funds. So It's a quid pro quo, bul il 's a 
fair trade: The local districts are free 
to do what they Want wilh their dol­
lars, and the slale is free lo budget 
how you wish. 

When the average expenditure is 
under $4,000 per student and one 
that is spending $7,000 is pleading 
poverty, one has to wonder where the 
money's going-

News: Keith says 30 percent of dis­
tricls are oul-of-fonnula: if we put 
more money into the formula and 
less inlo calegoricals, we could have 
90 percent in formula. Is that in line 
wiih your thinking? 

Engler: Well, that would be helpful 
lo the schools, certainly. You would 
have a school aid formula dispensing 
dollars designed lo give parity for 
equal effort. That's what's dilllcult lo 
justify today: When somebody's tax­
ing themselves al 36 inills for sc:hool 
operations, and the i1erson across 

the road pays 36 mills and gels twice 
as much revenue. Thai's lhe inherent 
unfairness. 

That's where soine stales have got -
len themselves in trouble with litiga­
tion. One of my goals is not lo have 
Michigan schools taken over by the 
courts. We've seen that happen in a 
number of stales, aild that's the 
w o r s l p o s s i b l e o i i l c o i n e for 
educaiion. 

News: Kentucky? 
Engler: Kentucky: Texas has had 

two or thlree plans turned down by 
the slale supreme court, there are 
challenges i n other slates, they're ex­
pensive and veiy counterproductive. 
I would prefer lo act now and blunt 
the threat of that happening. 

News: You've got certain legisla­
tors who actually want a lawsutl. 

Engler: (Nods.l 
News: Do you support the Michi­

gan Model (for comprehensive health 
educatioill? 

Engler: 1 don't oppose i l - I meail. 
it's an option available for schools. I 
support lis being an option. 1 don't 
support its being illandaled. I've not 
studied specific (romponenls in detail 
be(:ause that's a decision that's made 
locally. They don't have to use any of 
it. They may use all of 11 ff they wish. 

The concern I've had that emerged 
quite by accident: The previous ad­
ministration used substantial dol­
lars of drug monies lo pay for the Mi­
chigan Model, which has aspects of 
dnig education, yet i l is not focused 
on drugs: il 's inuch. nluch braider 
lhan that.

Whelller or not you agree that a 
mandatory recycling fee is a property tax 
— and this seems lO be an issue that 
could keep legal minds employed for the 
next few years — il makes good sense for 
the Novi City Council to put the matter 
before the voters. 

The Farmlngton Hills-based Tax­
payers United, led by Richard Headlee. 
argues that a mandatory fee on a home­
owner for a service which may or may nol 
be used, violates the Headlee Amend­
ment's proscription against new taxes 
wllhout voter approval. If the city opls for 
the $34 fee. non-payment could result in 
a lien on your home. 

City Attorney David Fried, as well 
as lawyers for the Resource Recovery 
and Recycling Authority, contend that 
the fee is a rate on service authorized 
under the state Waste Management and 
Resource Recovery Finance Act of 1978. 

While we are leaning in Tax-payer's 
United direction, it seems belter all ar­
ound for Novi if the issue is resolved by 
the people, rather lhan a court. 

With landfill space overOowing, few 
dispute that curbside recycling is a 
pressing necessity. The original plan was 
to have NoVl single-family homeowners 
placing their glass bottles, cans, plastics 
and newspapers in a special container 
by July l . 

If the Voters don't agree. Ihe prog-

E n v i r o n m e n t 

ram will be curtailed here, If voters do 
agree in August, it will lake another 90 
days for Duncan Disposal lo gel the 
program working. A delay, but not a ter­
ribly long one. 

Leave the issue to the courts and it 
could be years before a decision is 
handed down. 

We take Taxpayers United's threat 
lo sue Novi if there isn't an election seri­
ously. The group has a track record for 
pursuing lawsuits. Legal battles cost big 
bucks. To hold the election, the price 
would be minimal. 

More lhan dollars, there's a princi­
ple at stake here. How many other 
charges may be passed on as rales? 

Admittedly, there's a risk that Novl 
voters won't pay for recycling — and we 
hope it's a small one. Bul far belter lo let 
Novl voters decide where their money will 
be used then leave the choice up to a 
judge in Pontiac or ultimately Lansing. 

The road from 
We've all heard of the "road to hell." 

This is the "road from hell." 

East lake Road has become the 
issue that will nol go away for Novl City 
Council. .An effort late last year lo close 
the road to through IraiBc for an experi­
mental 90-day period — an attempt to 
see if council could convert a road now 
being used as a thoroughfare back into a 
residential street — had lo be cut short 

. When it produced a public outcry. Nol 
' only did residents of communiUes lo the 
. north, who use East Lake Road to gel lo 

1-96 and Twelve Oaks Mall, complain so 
did other residents ofNovl whose roads 
saw heavier trafflc as drivers tried to find 
alternative routes. 

One of the most controversial parts 
of that road closure was a sign making it 
Illegal to tum left fi-om westbound 13 
Mile Road on to East Lake heading nort h. 
The end of the road closure experiment 
saw that rule dropped, too. 

When the road was re-opened, 
council agreed to place three new slop 
signs along the route, as requested by re­
sidents in an attempt lo gel drivers 
speeding along the lakefront roadway to 
slow down. Most recently, council was 
asked by one East Lake resident to go 
back in and remove one of the three 
signs. It seems this resident, whose 
house sits particularly close to the road, 
found the stop sign planted just outside 
his window. And with the stop sign there, 
he had to keep his blinds drawn lo slop 
each and every driver from peering di-
rectiy into his home. 

In the meantime. Novi has agreed lo 
join in a regional study with Walled L^ke 

and several other communities. Among 
the topics lo be explored is LraCfic and the 
problems on East Lake Road. .And of 
course the Haggerty Connector, which 
may be the only ultimate solution to the 
overburdened roads in the area, is still at 
least four lo five years from completion. 

Needless to say, Novl council mem­
bers are now a bit frustrated wilh lhal 
road. Several have said they don't think 
they will be willing to look at any further 
changes lo lhal road until a final and 
complete solution to the problem is on 
the table, until the regional study wilh 
olher communities is complete, 

That seems a wise decision indeed. 
The on-again-off-again nature of the rule 
changes for dllvlng along East Lake 
Road have left (drivers vely confused in­
deed. Unless you drive that road every­
day, and have therefore already become 
accustomed to the latest version, ll is dif­
ficult just to remember what you are al­
lowed to do and nol allowed to do on that 
road. Further changes could only ex­
acerbate the problem. 

Even when the study is complete 
and a recommendation can be made on 
what should be done, the rules of that 
road will likely change again in four or 
five years as the Haggerty Connector is 
completed and East Lake is no longer 
needed to serve as the north-south 
corridor. 

ln any case, the council would in­
deed be well advised to aVoid taldng up 
the issue of that road until it is ready to 
adopt a final solution . . . one it is sure 
enough of lo be willing to let stand for a 
while so area residents can get used to it 
and make sure il is really worlcing,

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Nordic folk 
call vodka the 
'water of life' 

Nearly aU regional l:>eVerages deVeloped due 
to an abundance of a given raw material or be­
cause the bieverage paired so well With ihe reg­
ion's food. 

Scandinavian aquavit and vodkas are no ex­
ception. Vodka and aquavit are primarily asso­
ciated With northern European countries. They 
are Well-suited to the region's hearty fare. 

Aquavit , translated "Water of life." is the na­
tional hieverage of the Scandinavian countries 
and has been considered a cure for various ai l­
ments since the l 6 t h century. 

Production methods for aquavit are similar in 
Denmark (Where it is called Alcvavit). Norway 
and SWeden, although there are some varia­
tions in the proportion of the principal flavor­
ing, caraway seed. 

Danes have been producing a nearly neutrad. 
colorless spirit from both grain and potatoes for 
about 400 years. Today's Akvavi t from Aallxirg 
is typical of the ScandlnaVlan faVorite drink. 

Each potato used in its production has suffi­
cient starch for a single shot. Aalbiorg makes 
more than 10 types of potato spirits, using the 
(laVored caraway as Well as d i l l , coriander, bog 
myrtle, fennel, angelica and cinnamon. 

A t their inception. Scandinavian vodkas Were 
distilled in primitive alembics i rom any avail­
able cartwhydratcs, grains as well as potatoes. 
They prohiably had little appeal by today's re­
fined standajds. 

A l l spirits are perfectly coloriess When they 
r u n off the still. In whisky , color comes later, 
by extraction from Wooden casks during aging 
or by addition of caramel. 

It may be assumed that northern Europeans 
d id not practice aging £ind thereby mellowing 
their spirits in wooden barrels because the ri­
gors of the climate made it impractical. 

Eventually, improved production methods and 
strict quaUty controls allowed even northern 
Europeans to produce colorless spirits like 
Vodlca tJiat haVe a s ingular character. 

Production methods for 'vbdka differ from one 
country to another and from one producer to 
another. Basically, as in the case With whiskey, 
the grain is made into a mash, fermented and 
put through a continuous s t i l l . . 

The distillate is collected at about 190 de­
grees F . and is almost entirely free of the con­
geners that impart distinctive flavor characteris­
tics to whiskey. 

Ingestion of these congeners, or flavor ele­
ments, also happen to be the root cause of the 
headache experienced by many people, even 
those consuming at moderate levels. Dyed-in-
the-wool vodka drinJcers c la im they never 
experience headaches. This is not a myth . The 
headache claim has its basis in scientific fact. 

Abso lu t vodka from Sweden Is our personal 
favorite. It has distinctive, yet delicate aromas 
wi th substantial body and elegant, sophisticated 
f inish. Finlandia from F in land has slightly more 
biody a n d flavor than Amer ican vodkas. 

It's clean and dry. but in our opinion, lacks 
a taste dist inction. Denalca from Denmark is 
similar.

Chefs around the Midwest Will be trad­
ing In their oven mitts for ski gloves next 
Weekend at the Grand Marnier Chefs Ski 
Race at Bo)me Highlands. 

This tongue-in-cheek charity event be­
gan 18 years ago when a feW New York 
chefs got together to raise money for an in ­
jured colleague. Since then, it snowballed 
into a national event. Which this year is ex­
pected to draw 1,500 culinarians to five re-
gionals (of Which the Boyne eVent is just 
one). Top finishers adVance to a national fi­
nal ^( New Mexico's Taos Ski Valley In 
April.' 

The competition isn't limited to chefs 
either. Any professional in the hotel, re­
staurant and bar business is welcome, 
from culinaiy student up to restaurant 
owner. 

Willie NASTAR amateur skUng rules 
govern the competition, organizers throw 
in a few curves to spice thfrigs up. Skiers 
must race down the slalom course in a 
complete chefs coal, toque blanche (the 
traditional tall chefs hat) and an apron 
bearing his or her racing number. 

Competition is divided into five age 
groups for men, and three for women. 

Tom MacKinnon, owner of MacKinnon's 
restaurant in Northville, calls the Chefs 
Ski Race "a blast." 

"1 won two years in a row. then lastyear 1 
went about 20 feet and did a bunch ofbar-
rel rolls," said MacKinnon. "But even ifyou 
dorl't ski. there's things like the chefs coal 
competition." 

Yes, there are points for style on the 
slopes. A separate award Is given for the 
best decorated chefs coat. The coats may 
be festooned with feathers, lights and fur 
or whatever the creator has in mind. 
MacKinnon has won before wi ih a hand-

painted coat. 
T h i s year I've got a hot one." he said. 

"My partner is an artist, so he's painied 
one with likenesses of Bacchus and 
Venus." 

The artwork is somewhat revealing, so 
MaclOnnon has also designed wings onto 
the coat to sheild the revelling Romans. 
When the wings open, blinking strings of 
LED lights frame the portrait. 

Near the bar in his restaurant, MacKin­
non has what he jokingly refers to as the 
Chefs Ski Race Museum. Past chefs coats 
are displayed in wooden cases, and news­
paper dippings commemorate previous 
races. A page from the Guinness Book of 
World Records also appears. 

"We made the world's largest crepe one 
year i n Aspen (at the natlond finals)." said 

MacKinnon. "1 was one of fiVe guys who 
worked on II, so I Was In the Guinness 
Book of World ltecords for a year." 

Other awards include the Grand Mar­
nier Golden Egg l3eater Award for the chef 
who takes the best tumble on the slopes, 
the Battered Sauce Pot Award for "courage 
i n the face of alpine adversity," and the 
Spice if not Speed Award for the skier/chef 
who best exeinplifies the race's spirit, ca­
maraderie and enthusiasm.

SPICY G R I L L E D C H I C K E N THIGHS 

'A cup reduced-sodium soy sauce 
'/3 cup Grand Marnier 
2 scalllons, finely chopped 
2 garlic cloves, minced 
1 tablespoon honey 
2 teaspoons oriental sesame or veg­

etable oil 
2 teaspoons grated fresh ginger or 1 

teaspoon ground ginger 
'/a teaspoon dried red pepper flakes 
8 chicken thighs 
2 teaspoons cornstarch 
2 tablespoons orange juice or waler 
Cooked rice, as accompaniment 

In a non-reactive container, combine 
the soy sauce. Grand Marnier, seal-
lions, garlic, honey, oil. ginger and red 
pepper flakes. Add chicken thighs and 
marinate, covered, foratleaslone hour, 
or up lo 24 hours, iumlng often. 

Position bl-oiler rack aboul six inches 
from heal source. Broil thighs (reserv­
ing marinade), turning often, until bone 
shows no sign of piiik when prodded 
with a knife (about 20-25 minutes).

This philosophy must pre-
Vail for this many dlfTerent personalities 
and backgrounds to coexist. 

M y crew has done an excellent job of 
keeping their cool dur ing some pretty 
sca iy times. Imagine cooldng In front o f 
very w a r m grills, broilers, stoves and 
ovens for hours, never getting a break u n ­
til it is time to clean up. 

Some nights there are five people on the 
front l ine that walk a thousand steps 
Within their one-foot area. A n d they do it 
extremely Well. Thei r pride in the food that 
is served shows. V e i y seldom does any 
ever come back. Th i s i s their goal. No food 
to be returned. 

O n busy nights they prepare more me­

als than most people wi l l make in a life­
time. Nine times out of 10 nothing is re­
placed. They care. 

Then there are the "back of the house" 
kitchen people that support the front line. 
For hour upon hour they prepare food to 
restock what is being used at what seems 
to be an unearthly pace. They are continu­
ally bringing refills to the line cooks. The 
beautiful part is that it is done ungrudg­
ingly; just part of the performance. 

A n d hats off to those that wash count­
less dishes, pots and pans — and don't let 
me forget the silverware. It's a monstrous 
job on any shift. There is a rule of thumb, 
no matter how much silverware you have 
it is never enough. O n a weekend 10.000 
pieces get washed, sorted, then washed 
again without complaint. 

The front of the house staff has a tre­
mendous part too. Only they are "on 
stage." right out in the audience. They 
must leave their troubles at the door. No­
thing can jeopardize the guest's experi­
ence. From the front door, to the bar. to the 
table, each phase must be flawless. Their 
"station" becomes their business for the 
shift. The rest of us are here to support 
them. 

A n d lets not forget our fabulous bus-
tioys. without whom life would be less 
pleasurable. None of this comes without 
continuous drive, on my part and theirs.

1 cup (4 ounces) coarsely

Line U1e bottom and sides of a 
9-by-13 baking pan With a long 
piece of aluminum foil. letUng the 
excess hang (A êr the sides. Fold 
up Ule side flaps of foil to form 
"handles." Lightly butter and flour 
the inside ofthe pan, tapping out 
excess flour. 

Sfft cocoa, baking soda and salt 
inlo a large bowl. In a medium 
saucepan, over low heat, melt but­
ter. Add '/i cup Grand Marnier 
and heal unUl simmering. Gradu­
ally whisk butter mixture in lo co­
coa lo form a paste. Whisk i n su­
gar. One al a time, whisk in eggs, 
then vanilla and zest. Whisk in 
flour, just until blended, then stir 
in nuts. 

Position rack in center of oven 
and preheat lo 350 degrees. 
Spread butter evenly in prepared 
pan and bake 25 to 30 minutes, 
just unUl tooUlplck inserted one 
inch from edge of pan comes out 
wilh a moist crumb. Do not over-
bake, lo preserve fudge texture. 
Brush or drizzle remaining Grand 
Marnier over top of warm brow­
nies. Cool completely on wire rack 
before slicing. Run a knffe around 
inside of pan. lifi up on handles to 
remove brownies from pan, then 
cut into bars. 

Getting to know beans about cocoa 
Cocoa beans are the third largest internaUonal 

cash crop, afier coffee and sugar. The United 
States doesn't grow any of these beans, bul does 
lead in the manufacturing of chocolate. Chocolate 
has Indeed become a sweet obsession, and we are 
quite willing to pay outrageous prices for chcx;o-
lale for special occasions. Easter. Christmas, Val­
entine's Day, Mother's Day and birthdays seem lo 
caU for a box of special chocolates. For a choco­
holic, anyUme is appropriate for caUng chocolate! 

Several hundred years ago the Aztec and Mayan 
Indians of Central and South America discovered 
Uiey could make an exoUc beverage by crushing 
the cocoa bean and mixing the resulUng liquid 
wilh wine. They called this drink "oxocoatl" or 
"chocoIaU." mea11i11g Warin.liqiiid-. Emperpr.Mp,r\-
tczuma served cold chocolate spiUced With vanllli^, 
honey and spices at the end ofthe imeal because he 
believed It had mysUcal power. In 1847 an English 
confectioner Introduced eaUng chocolate in a solid 
form, and Uien in 1902 a Wholesale candy busi­
ness started in the United States. 

Afier the cocoa seeds have been removed from 
their pods, they're fermented, dried, roasted and 
cracked, separaUng the meat or "r1ibs." The nibs 
are ground and in the heat of this process, cocoa 
butter melts to produce chocolate liquor. The liq­
uor then recelVes an initial refining. Depending on 
the product they want to make, ff additional cocoa 
butter is extracted from the chocolate liquor, the 
solid result is ground to produce unsweetened co-
coa powder. 

If odier ingredients are added such as mllk 
powder or sugar, the chocolate is refined again. 

The flnal step for most chocolate is conching, a 
process by which huge machines with rolating 
blades slowly blend the heated chocolate liquor, 
ridding it of residual moisture and volaUle acids. 
The conching continues for 12 to 72 hours (de­
pending on the type and qualiiy of chocolate) while 
small amounts of cocoa butter and sometilnes le-
citliin are added to give chocolate its smooUi 
texture. 

Unadulterated chocolate is sold as un­
sweetened chocolate, and also called baking or 
bitter chocolate. United States standards require 
that a unsweetened chocolate contain between 50 
to 58 percent cocoa butter. The addition of sugar, 
lecithin and Va11illa (or vanillin) creates, depend­
ing on the amount of sugar added, billersweet, 
semiswect or sweet chocolate. Bittersweet choco­
late must contain at least 35 percent chocolate l iq­
uor: semlsweet and sweet can contain from 15 to 
35 percent. 

Adding dry mllk to sweetened chocolate creates 
mllk chocolate, which must contain at least 12 
percent mllk solids and 10 percent chocolate l iq­
uor. Though bittersweet, semisweel and sweet 
chocolate may be used interchangeable in recipes 
with little texlural change, mllk chocolate — be­
cause of the mllk protein — cannot, 

Liquid chocolate, developed especially for bak­
ing, is found on the supermarket shelf along side 
otherchocolate. It's unsweetened, comes In indivi­
dual one-ounce packages, and is convenient be­
cause It requires no melting. 

While chocolate is not true chocolate because it 
contains no chocolate liquor and. likewise, very 

litUe chocolate flavor. Instead, it's usually a mix­
ture of sugar, cocoa butter, milk solids, lecithin 
and vanilla. Read the label: If cocoa butter isn't 
menUoned. Uie product is co11fecUonery (or sum­
mer) coating, not white chocolate. Products 
labeled artificial chocolate or chocolate-flavored, 
are not the real U1ing and both flavor and texture 
conflnn that fact. 

Ifyou plan to make your own chocolate treats 
for a gifi. follow Uiese suggesUons. Chocolate is 
very temperamental; it bums easily and should al­
ways be melted slowly. ConstanUy scrape and sUr 
chocolate to ensure even melUng. Don't hurry U1e 
process. Take care not to let Uie water boil or allow 
steam to rise and setUe in a pan of chocolate. If 
there is a speck of water in Uie container, the cho­
colate will Ughfe'h (seize) into an unmeltabie mess. 
To salvage. sUr in one teaspoon of Vegetable shor­
tening per ounce of chocolate. Do not use butter or 
margarine. The fats contain moisture Uiat could 
also affect the chocolate. 

Candy molds are aVailable for any holiday you 
can mention. Candy making at home is an ideal 
hobby that the enUre family can do. 

Keep solid chocolate, wrapped Ughtly In a cool 
diy place, up to four months. Chocolate kept re­
frigerated will sweat when brought to room temp­
erature and may not melt properly. Higher temp­
eratures or humidity may cause a grey appear­
ance failed "bloom," but i l is harmless and Uie 
chocolate may safely be used. 

Whetheryou call chocolate "food of Uie Gods" or 
"food of love," chocolate has a place in history and 
il l our hearts and is a sweet obsession.
