Strain stands mute
in his arraignment

Strain reslgned from his position
as band dlrector and teacher at
Novi High School after a student ac-
cused him of sexual misconduct.

Power lines
to be buried,
council says

A serles of electrical blackouts
has Novioficials looking for ways to
encourage — or require — Detrojt

The City Councll and Planning
Commission in a joint rneeting
Wednesday directed the city attor-
ney to investigate whether Novi
could legislate the burial of lines
along roadways.

Current ordinances enable the
city to call for underground power
lines as part of the site plans for new
subdivisions.

State awards Novi Expo road grant

The future contrdbution of the Motorsports
Museum and Hall of Fame to Novl tourism took
the city to the finish line ina 1991 round of state
grants, winning a half a million dollar "trophy”
for road improvements.

The money will rebuild Fonda Drive, a small
street running west from Novi Road to the Novi
Expo Center, into a four-lane extenslon of Cres-
cent Boulevard.

TAs the next step in the city’s plans for a ring
road to circumvent the Grand River Avenue/
Novi Road Intersection, the $489,255 Michlgan
Transportation Economic Development Fund
grant will turn into concrete another piece of the
dream of a downtown Novi.

The state transportation commission deter-
mined that while the Novi Expo Center Is a com-

Even at a peak
period, that intersection will be operating,” he
said.

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Simplified contract includes $106,000 salary

Emmett Lippe officially comes on board as the Novi
Comriunity School District's superintendent July 1 with
a $106,000 annual salary.

The Novi Board of Education approved on Thursday a
three-year contract with Lippe, who currently (s finishing
a superintendency with the Williamston School District.

Lippe was hired afier former Superintendent Robert
Plwko lell to lead an Llinots school district last Jurne.
Lippe was selected from a fleld of B7 candidates,

Lippe’s $106,000 salary sounds higher than Piwko's
salary at first glance. Piwko retired last June with a
$96,500 reported sala.y.

But Piwko had a much more financially detalled con-
tract, sald board President Stephen Hitchcock.

Lippe will recelve none of the annulities or car allow-
ances that Piwko had accumulated through 11 years of
contract negotlations in Novi schools, -

“We wanled to simplify the contract,” Hitcheock satd.

Lippe can put some of his $106,000 salary in a tax-
deferred annulty plan, but the annuity payments will be
included in his base salary, Hitchcock satd.

The school board advertised for a new superintendent
last yearoffering a pay rate starting in the $90,000 range.

“We knew we weren't golng tobe able lo hire anyone for
$90,000," Hitchcock sald. “We were setting a floor.”

The contract binds Lippe to the Novi school district
through the 1994-95 school year, but his $108,000 sal-
ary can be Increased after June, 30, 1993, with schoo)
board approval,

Under the contract, Lippe Is required to “attend and
participale In a reasonable amount of school district
functions or other civic activities having relation to the
school districts interest within the Novi community.”

Lippe's attendance at school district meetings and ac-
Uvitles Is included In his salary and he will recelve no ad-
dittonal pay.

The contract prohibits Lippe from writing, lecturing or
working as a consultant for more than 25 hours during
his first two years with the district. After twoyears, Lippe
can use vacation time or time outside of his regular work
hours to participate in outside activitles.

*We wanted to make sure {Lippe) immersed himself In
the commurty,” Hitcheock sald.

The contract lists four professional organizations that
Lippe may join at the expense of the school district, Lippe

Both Johnston and Andrews told
police that they had been having elec-
trical prablems {n the mobile home
during the previous days. They said
that, beginning iwo days earlfer, they
had lost half of their electrical power
and could not restore it,

They sald a representative from
Detroit Edison checked the power up
to the meter and found everything to
be in order. They then called an elec-
trician, they said, who told them that
one of the wires In the outside electri-
cal box was “disconnected and
burmed at the end.”

They told police that when the
electrictan hooked the wire back up,
full power was restored.

A firefighter suflered an eye injury
from cetling material while fighting
the blaze, and was treated and re-

Wed still prefer true
user fee’ for pickup

Bravo. Last Monday, the Novi City
Council decided 1o seek the approval of
voters for the funding mechanism for its
new consolidated trash and recycling
services. The question will appear on the
ballot in November.

That's great. Not only should voters
have the opportunity to view and review
the proposal, the council's decision
should eliminate any possibility that the
program could end up delayed or de-
railed by a court fight. Now the only deci-
sions left are how and how much should
be charged to residents for the services.
As we editorfalized in this space last
week, we'd rather the decislon came
from the public than from the council or
the courts,

As positive as that decision was,
one aspect of it was bothersome. And
that is that the council appears to be
moving further from a user fee system
and more towards a tax. That means
homeowners will pay for the service
based on the value of their home and
land, which bears little or no relation-
ship to the amount of trash that house-
hold will actually produce. So, we'd
rather council was shifting in the oppo-
site direction, toward a user fee system
inwhich the heaviest users of the system
would pay the heaviest price to support
it.

Let us explain. Originaily, the cost
of the trash and recycling pick-up prog-
ram was to be assessed to homeowners
through a “user fee” which operated
more like a "tax.” That is, each homeow-
ner would have been charged a flat $34
fee for the trash and recyclables hauling

- service.

- Because the fee was to be charged
to every homeowner, regardless of
whether they actually used the system,
some saw it as a tax in user-fee ¢lothing,
Armong them was Taxpayers United, the
Farmington Hills property tax advocacy
group which sponsored the Headlee
Amendment tacked on to the Michigan
Constitution in 1978. The organization
threatened to sue Novi if voters did not
get a chance to vote on what it believed
was really a tax increase.

Since it's going to be on the ballot,
some council members are talking about
assessing the charges as a millage rate,
Jjust like any other property tax. In Mon-
day's meeting, discussion of the ideare-
sulted in suggestions the rate should be
capped at a maximum of 3 mills by the
baliot language. But that decision has
yet to be made.

Now, 3 mills would produce an an-
nual tax bill of $225 for the owner of an
average $150,000 house in Novi. And
that's a pretty far cry from the $34 origl-
nally discussed.

Still, in our mind, that move is in
the wrong direction. Rather than chang-
ing it from a “user fee” that acts like a

Grnent

“tax” into a “tax” that acts like “tax,” we'd
like to see it transformed into a “user fee”
that looks and acts like a “user fee.”

There are two distinct advantages
o the user-fee approach. For one, a true
user-fee system would assess the cost of
the program proportonately to those
who use the system, so that the house-
haold which produces liltle trash would
pay less and the residence which tums
out large amounts of garbage would pay
more.

It only seems fair to us that those
who use the system most should pay the
largest share of the cost of supporting
the system.

For another, a strict user-fee sys-
tem would provide an incentive to Novi
residents to reduce their trash output. If
they could actually save money by trim-
ming back on the number of bags they
set at the curb each week, they might be
motivated to find ways to do just that.

And of course there are ways, Look-
ing for methods to reuse old housewares,
rather than just throwing out the old and
buying new, is one way. Keeping in mind
packaging materials — which just end
up in the trash anyway — as they make
their purchasing decisions is another,

Ideally, if the system is set up prop- -

erly, residents would get billed — say,
monthly — for exactly how much trash
and recyclables they set out for pickup.
The argument against this will likely be
that it would require afair amount of ad-
ministration to keep track of all those
trash bills house by house.

There may be less labor-intensive
alternatives, For example, homeowners
might prepay for thelr pickup services,
based on an estimate of howmuch theyll
be putting out weekly. A homeowner who
thinks hell need to put out four bags per
week gets a marker he can put on his
trash can to tell the collector that is how
many bags he has paid for and how
many he is allowed, If he finds a way to
cut output, next month he can pay for
only three. Or if he needs more, he can
add as well.

There may be other possible sys-
tems for a user-fee structure. But one
thing is certain, the amount of trash a
homeowner creates, and therefore the
degree to which he uses the system and
for which he should support the system,
bears no relationship to the monetary-
value of his land or home. And it
shouldn't be assessed that way.

Talk to Michigan Bell

It's bad enough that you can't fit all
of Novi in one telephone bock, now Mi-
chigan Bell {s talking about crealing a
new area code which would also split up
the city.
If put into eflect as proposed in
1994, the plan would force residents in
northern Novl to dial an area code to get

; in touch with residents and businesses

in southern Novi, and vice versa. An ex-
ample of how bad it would be is that resi-
dents of the Walled Lake areawould have
to use an area code to call Twelve Oaks
mall. Elsewhere in the city, even subdivi-
slons would be split by area code.
We can appreciate why Bell is con-
sidering this. The growth of telecommu-
nications devices — car phones, faxes,
pagers — {s gobbling up available phone
numbers. And Bell will be out of new

nurmbers to assign by 1994.
Bell wants to split the old 313 area

code following exdsting exchange bound-
aries. Northville exchanges in Novi
would stay with Wayne County in the
313 areacode, Walled Lake exchanges in
Novi would go with the rest of Oakland
County into a new code.

The phone company points out the
change won't raise rates, it will only
mean you'll have to dial more numbers.

But when you combine this with
the age-old complaint that Novi 1s split
into two different telephone directories,
you can see the move would indeed be a
frustration here.

And we have to believe some kind of
accommodation can be made to unify
the City of Novi within a single dialing
district and directory.

Bell is taking input on the change.
Call 1-800-831-8989 and let them know
that this would have a detrimental effect
orn our community.

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Local officials get their shot at school aid

Local school officials and the
public will have their first shot at Gov. John Engler's
school ald proposal Tuesday before a state Senate panel,
and the Interests of the Novi Community School District
will be represented.

The $3.5 billlon spending plan has Engler's finger-
prints all over It: ending categorical alds like Sactal Sec-
urity and a specfal Detrolt program, Increasing the gen-
eral ald pot, adding money for “schools of cholce.”

The hearing will begin at 1:30 p.m. In Room 301 of the
Capltol. Sen. Dan DeGrow, R-Port Huron, set a second
hearing for early April and plans to have the bill before the
full Senate later in April.

Novi Community Schools may be represented directly
by Superintendent Wiltiam Barr. But Barr sald on Friday
that {f he carinot make the session, the district witt be rep-
resented by the Michigan Out-of-Formula District

DeGrow chalrs the K-12 appropriations subcommit-
tee that handles school ald. Other members are Jack
Faxo}r:. D-Farmington Hills, and John Schwarz, R-BatUe
Creek.

The blll, which senators studied for the first time Tues-
day, impacts all districts, even those which get nothing
from the stale ald formula.

Bill would expand job

Educators and business should provide vastly
expanded job training to prepare high school stu-
dents for the world of werk — “a seamless transi-
tion from high school to further education or the
world of work."”

The proposal comes from state Rep. Willlam
Keith of Garden City and the top State Capitol
Democrat, House Speaker Lewis Dodak of Birch
Run. Keith led Dodak's Blue Ribbon Commission
on Career-Technical Education, which submitted
its recommendations recently.

They advo-
cate preparing every student — girls, too — for the
world of work, a change that will require “redefin-
ing the purpose of education.”

Keith, a trade school graduate, is a former
school board president and 19-year legislator.

"introducing another curb cut on
Haggerty does not meet my stan-
dards,” Gllberg sald,

“It's up to the commission to ¢n-
sure harmony and proper function,
and all I see Is disfunction.”

Commissioner Emest Aruffo sald
the final decision should be up to the
City Council.

. The bill, which generated more
and more opposition as it wound
through legislative corridors, allows
teachers, other school personnel and

contractors to use necessary force to
maintain order in classrooms, buses
and school functions.

Among area representatives vot-
ing yes were Clark Harder, D-
Owosso: Georglna Goss, R-
Northville: and Barbara Dabb, R-
West Bloomfleld. None of the
no-votes came from area representa-
tives. Wiilis Bullard, R-Highland, had
an excused absence, and Susan
Munsell, R-Howell, did not vote.

Plentiful Peppers

Exotic varieties hit mainstream

Peppers are hot.

But then, you already lmew that if
you're a fan of the firey chili and pun-
gent Jalapeno varietfes.

What we're talking about are pep-
pers of all varietles, and we're talking
about het, as in trendy,

Once considered exotic, red bell
peppers are now as plentiful in most
grocery stores and supermarkets as
their green brothers. The yellow,
purple, orange and brown varieties,
once only found In out-of-the-way
gourmet grocerles, can be found at
Kroger and Mefjer. They even go on
special occasfonally.

But before you go stocking your
crisper with this shiny vegetable, It
might help to know your pepper
nomenclature,

Indeed the word pepper itsell is
confusing, Sweet peppers — also
known as bell peppers — are botanl-
cally related to chilis, but vary in their
usage.

Sweet peppers can be the center-
plece of a dish, as In stuffed peppers.
Drying a sweet red pepperand grind-
ing It up glves you fresh paprka,

Chilles, on the other hand, are
prized for their hot, spicy qualities.
The potent ground cayenne pepper is
made from dried, ground chilles.

A friend of ours once sald, “If you
wantyour guests to thinkyours is the
best salad they've ever eaten, dice up
some red bell pepper in it.”

In truth, there's nothing quite so
magical about red peppers. They're
simply matured green peppers. They
are left on the vine longer, and in the
process of tuming bright, fire-engine

red, they acquire a sweeter, milder
taste,

All the other colors have been

grown for their color only, and have
no appreciable taste difference. The
possible exception here is the golden
variety, which is supposed to be the
sweetest of all,

Since we eat with our eyes,
though, most stores command a pre-
miurn for the colored peppers — two,
three, evenfour times as muchas the
green varlety.

Chill peppers are another story,
though.

“Chill peppers differ in flavor and
spiciness, depending on type," says
Sylva Treltman, home economist
with the Oakland County Coopera-
tive Extension Service. “The more
mature the chill, the hotter it is. Ifyou
don't want ones that are really hot,
pick ones that aren't as developed.”

Treitmanadds that all peppers are
rich in Vitamin C. Red peppers are a
good source of Vitamin A as well.

All peppers are also low in caloles,
A whole green or yellow bell pepper
has Just 35 calorles, while a large red
bell pepper has about 50. The long,
thin, green chill peppers pack about
21 calories aplece, while it would take
about four little Jalapenos to equal
that number.

Treitman advises shopping for
peppers carefully.

“Baslcally, they should he bright
and glassy and flrm and well-
shaped,” she says. “There should be
no soft spots, gashes orvisible decay,
If peppers are spoiled, they will show
black, gray or soft indications.

“Also, get one that is heavy for its
size rather than light for the same

size, With more flesh it will be
meatier,

“You should aveid anything that
looks shriveled up.”

Peppers also freeze well, according
to Treitman.

“They're one of the few vegetables
you can freeze without blanching,”
she says. “You can cut them up and
put them in the freezer and theyll do
fine.”

The popularity of Southwestern
and Tex-Mex styles of cocking have
also Introduced us to the option of
roasted peppers. This technique, oft-
used by gourmet chefs, is easily imi-
lated at home for a chic snack, and
works with all varieties and colors of
pepper. Chef Mary Brady of North-
ville uses it in dishes at her restaur-
ant, Diamond Jim Brady's.

"At the restaurant, we roast any
peppers that we're not golng cook any
further,” she says. “We have a geat
cheese appetizer that uses roasted
peppers.

“The reason you're roasting the
peppers s to take off the skin, You
couldn't peel a pepper unless you
roasted it. It intensifies the flavor,
and some carmelizing occurs.”

The best way to roast peppers,
Chel Brady advises, {s to put the
whole peppers under a broiler.

Another pointer when roasting
and peeling peppers; as you take off
the skin, do so on a dish orina bowl
soas tocollect the juice that runs off.
It makesa sweet and tasty ingredient
for marinades (see recipes, page 2B).

Avold hydroge-
nated fats and olls like palm and coconut
ofls, which can ralse blood cholesterol levels,
Instead, use monounsturated olls like olive
and canola, or polyunsaturated dlls lke
corn, sunflower, safllower.
