SO-
MOCO vice-president Gary Golls-
chalk said Friday.

What it does have will be shared
with almost all of the homeowners
in the western 20 acres of Echo Val-
ley, who have signed oil and gas
leases with SOMOCO, Those who
haven't joined up yet will get
another offer from SOMOCO in1 the
mail scon. Gollschalk said.

The reserve Is believed lo sit
under 65 homes in the subdivision
and under land to the west.

The 24-hour drilling and the in-
stallation of casing and the well-
head were completed March 14, not
withoul disturbing some residents

Following two recent fuel spills,
the Novi Fire Department has told a
Grand River Avenue truck rental
company {o construct secondary
contalnment around its outdoor
storage tanks.

Fire Chiefl Arthur Lenaghan said
Thursday that Suburban Rent-It
was Issued a violation after 25 gal-
lons escaped into water-filled
drainage ditches along the road on
March 14 and another 10 gallons
oozed out March 18, Rainy weather
onMarch 15helped spread the fuel.

The fire department {lltered the
product from the groundwater with
absorbent materjals and called in
the state Department of Natural Re-
sources (DNR}. The fluid appeared
to be a mbxure of kerosene and
diese] fuel, Lenaghan said.

“As far as we can lell, it's coming
from Suburban Rent-1t," the fire
chief satd,

“They have been put on netice
that we want action taken.

DNR environmental quality
analyst Tim Jaski, who was called
to the sile both times, sald he is pre-
paring a letter requesting both sec-
ondary containment and a written

Firm sanctioned
for two fuel spilis

plan from the company detailing an
emergency procedure for controll-
ing future spills.

The tanks are smalt and contain
under 500 gallons of fuel, Jaski
said.

"They need to have them under
better control than they have right
now,™ he said.

“They weren't leaking. The tanks
were okay. It was more Iikely a spill-
ing from the dispensing hose.
They're just sitting in the yard and
— bingo — anything that spills
quickly washes away.”

Jaski sald he doubts if the DNR’
will seek legal enforcement against
the company.

“It depends a lol on the com-
pany's response. They've been
cooperative so far.” he said,

The dralnage ditch is located
along Grand River Avenue between
Clark and Lanny's streels,

The fre departinent will re-
inspec! the site within two weeks,
The absorbent malerial contami-
nated with the flulds was bagged
and left for disposal by the com-
pany, Lenaghan said.

Jaski was called lo the scene by
the city because slate and federal
laws prohibit discharge of pollut-
ants Into the groundwater.

Compromise reached
on wetlands proposal

Local governments would have
limited powers to control building on
wetlands under a bill before the Mi-
chigan Senate.

“No one's completely happy,” said
Sen. David Honigman, R-West
Bloomfield. who won high praise
from mos! interest groups lor engl-
neering a compromise.

Developers are entliled lo
same declsion fon building permits)
on an expeditlous basis,” said the
chair ol the Senate Local Govenment
Committee,

The panel last week gave the bill
5-0approval after two hours ol public
commenls. Among the yes votes was
Ceorge Z. Harl, D-Dearbormn,

Environmentalists were the only
unhappy ones, bul even they prom-
ised not to seek amendments on the
Senate floor.

“Given Lhe starting point, this is
the least destruclive bill possible,”
sald David Dempsey of Clean Water
Action and a former adviser to ex
Gov. James Blanchard.

The “starting poinl” was Senate
Bill 522 which would have prohibited
ail local wetlands regulations. Spon-
sored by Sen. Paul Warlner. R-
Parlage, and backed by real estate
and development inlerests, il cleared
another commiltee and was close to
Senate passage when Hondgman had
it sent Lo his committee for revision.

Bill would halt adults buying liquor for minors

Adults who buy booze for teen partles face mandatory
$200 fines undera bill approved 99-1 by the state House

of Represenlatives.

Chlel excitement was a Republican-sponsored
amendment 1o require a $500 fine, which passed 58-40.
Lawmakers later reduced the amount to $200.

“We have a major, major problem with teen parties.”
said Rep. Donald Van Single, R-Grant. “The problem is
the person of age who buys the booze and brings it lo the

party.”
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The bill goes back to the Senate for concurrence in sev-
eral House amendments but could wind up In a conler-
ence commitlee,

Opponents argued that the minimum mandaltory fine
was too stiif.

[ have a problem with a $500 minimum if someone
who's 22 gives a beer to someone who's 20," sald Rep.
Perry Bullard, D-Ann Arbor, “But there are cases where a

$500 fine makes sense.
Rep. David Jaye, R-Utlea, called the fine “reasonable.

He (Bullard) probably wants a fine like the $5 pot {mari-
juana smoking} (ne in the city of Ann Arbor.”
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The bill doesn't apply to licensed beverage dealers,
wha are subject to Liquer Control Commission penaltles
for selling to minors.

The House Increased the maximum fine lor illegal pos-
session of alcohol to $100 from $25but didn't establisha
minimum fine,

One major difference is that the House removed Lhe
Senate’s mandatory 90-day driver's license suspension
for underage drinkers. The District Judges Assoclalion
opposes llfting of drivers’ licenses for offenses thal have
nothing to do with driving or misuses of the license.

Here is how area lawmalers voted on the $500 Ine

amendment:

Voting yes were Republicans Willls Bullard of High-
land and Georgina Goss of Northville.

Voting no were Democrats Clark Harder of Owosso
and Kirk Profit of Ypsilantl. Not voting was Sue Munseli,
R-Howell, who is paying her own way to Germany lo
study vocational educatlon,

The bill Is part of a package sponsored by Sen. James
Barcla, D-Bay Clity.

Supporting it were law enforcement agencies, Mothers
Against Drunk Driving, and retail organizations who
complained they bore the brunt of law enforcement.

As We See It

View of money depends
on just who’s making it

“People sure act funny when they grab
hold of some money,
Don’t they baby. Yea, they do.
People sure do squeal when they grab
that dollar bill,
Don't they baby. Yea, they do . ..

Acurious thing, money. Whether it
is good or bad often seems Lo depend on
exactly who is making ii,

If we are the ones making the mo-
ney, we tend Lo see that asgood . . . very
good. No doubl, when you are making
money. you see it pretly much the same
way.

Have you ever known someone (o
turn down a pay raise? kave you ever
known someone to reject a cash prize,
lotlery winnings or an unexpected inher-
itance? Have you ever heard of someone
not taking money just because they
didn't really earn it? Let’s just say il's
pretty rare.

But il it is somebody else that
stands 1o make a buck, well that would
seem 1o be a whole 'nother matter. Nol
only is that not as good, many seem Lo
take the view that the prospect of other
people making money is downright bad.
Perhaps it is human nature, bul when
someone else stands (o make the buck,
we humans seem to have a capacily Lo
ascribe to them all manner of evil, nelari-
ous intent. Al that point, saying some-
one has a profit motive becomes almost
an accusation.

"+ Keep this in mind-as the Novi City

Council continues its debate over prop-
osed revisions to the city sign ordinance.
When four proposed changes to Lhe sign
law cleared the Novi Planining Commis-
ston, {0 be sent on Lo the council for re-
view and approval, ordinance review
committee member Eric Schaefer con-
tended that none of the four changes
were designed to help businesses, only
customers,

The Novi Chamber of Commerce
had propased several changes to the or-
dinance, contending the problem was
that drive-by customers ofien have a
hard time finding the store or business
they are looking for because of Novi's re-
strictive sign rules. And the Chamber's
proposed changes were geared toward
making it easier for those customers o
spot their destination.

That's great. We've already en-
dorsed that concept on this page. And
we're glad 1o see the planning commis-
sion agreed o the four changes.

Butl what is getting a liitle bother-
some is the view — unstated but appa-
rently present in the debate nonetheless
—that it would be a bad thing to pass an
amendment to the ordinance based on
the idea it would help Novi businesses.

Novi City Council viewed the prop-
osed sign revisions last week and ac-
cepted two, but sent the other two back
{or more work by the ordinance review
committee. The two amendments ac-
cepted would increase the maxdmum
size of a business sign from 30 square
feet to 40 square feet and would allow

major tenants in office buildings — those
who lease 50 percent of the office space
in buildings of three stlories or more — o
put an identifying sign on the outside of
the building.

Sent back were rule changes that
would have allowed businesses which
front on the freeway (o have signs that
[ace the freeway, and to allow for direc-
tional signs 1o be posted within shopping
centers and industrial parks. Council
wanted more work on the directional
signs portion of the proposal, after il was
pointed out that real estate salepeople in
Novi have o get ZBA approval 1o post di-
rectional signs in subdivisions when
they hold open houses.

Still, the primary reason given for
sending these the other proposal back
was thal 2 few council members were
concerned that relaxng the sign rules
might produce in Novi the same “clut-
tered” appearance some other commun-
ities have along the inlerstate.

One has towonder just how aesthe-
tic the freeway is now that we should be
wortied about cluttering it up?

Ini all seriousness, we can appreci-
ate the concern of somé council mem-
bers and some residents that Novinot be
overrun with commercial signs. But we
doubt these changes would have that ef-
fect. Limitations on size and number
ought toaddress theconcern by avoiding
the creation ol clutler.

Still, one can detect a concern with
the question of who benefits from the
changes, I it's customers and drivers,
then “fine,” seems to be the reaction of
some, If it'’s the businesses, some seem
toconclude, that reason is automalically
bad.

Whal needs Lo be recognized, in
this debate and in general, iIs that a
healthy local business communily is in
the best interest of the Novi community
as a whole. It isnot in the best (nterest of
the community {0 suppress business
here, nor to make such restriclive rules
that business has a hard time operating
at a profit.

Only residents who work at Jucra-
tive jobs can produce the kind of attrac-
tive subdivisions and neighborhoods we
have here in Novi. It ought to make sense
also that only lucrative businesses can
produce attractive commercial areas.
And it seems tousthose are precisely the
kind Novi wants.

In fact, doesn’t it seem downright
hypocritical for a city, tn which so many
commute to businesses out of lown o
get to high paying jobs, to appear so sel
against theidea of working with busines-
ses here and helping themn o make a bit
of profit.

Planners submit
their equipment,
facility requests

Novi cily department heads hope
to fund parks, audio / video equlp-
ment, sidewalks and soccer flelds
through acapital improvements plan
thatwill go before the council tenight.

Also on the list are automaltlc wea-
pons and a flring range for the police
department, a new vollng system,
and a drive-through window for the
city treasurer's depariment,

The Novi Planning Commisslon re-
commended approval of the plan at
its March 18 meeting.

A Capltal Improvement Program
(CIP} is required by state law for any
municipality with a planning com-
misslon. Capilal improvments sug-
gested by Novi department heads are
listed in the plan.

A commitiee of Council Members
Nancy Cassis and Hugh Crawlord,
Planning Commissioners Edward
Kramer and Eric Schaeler and De-
partmenl of Public Service Director
Anthony Nowicki worked on the re-
port, which addresses possible capl-
tal improvements.

Capital improvements are defined
as expenditures over $5,000 on “real
property” with a life expectancy of at
least five years or expenditures over
$20.000 on “persanal property” with
a life expeclancy of at least 10 years.

Funding for such projects could
come from the general fund, which is
limited thisyear, according to the re-
port. Funding could also come from
grants, bonds, the private seclor or
from Speclal Assessment Districts,

Stafl planner Mike Csapo sald. al-
though the items lUsted in the reports
are considered necessary by depart-
ment heads, the cily budget may not
be able to accommodale everything,

CIP commitlee members put park
land acquisition at the top of their list
of important capital improvements.
The proposed cost is $600.000
spread oul over [ive years. The
1992-83 budgeted amount would be
$120.000 under the cammiite’s plan.

No. 2 on the commiutee's lst is
funding for audio / video equipment
for the councll chambers. The ex-
pected cost Is 831,000 1o be funding
through the 1992-93 general fund
budget.

The committee’s third priority is
funding for sidewalks and safety

| paths. They recommend $746.506 .
‘i -spread out over six years for the

project.
Commilssioner Emest Aruffo said
he hopes additional money is spent

toclear city-owned sidewalks of snow
in the winter,

"It mighi help some people say.
‘gosh, this year we can walk on the
sidewalks,' = Arullo said.

Fourth on the committee’s list of
capilal impravemenis is $50,000 in
[unding for Power I'ark soccer felds.
The commlitee reports show the mo-
ney coming out of the 1992-93 gen-
eral fund budget.

Other proposed expendilures in-
clude a $15,000 drive-lhrough win-
dow for the clty clerk, a $ 105,600 vot-
ing system, police and [ire depart-
menl improvemenls totaling more
than $1 million. road improvements
topping $16 million and bullding
improvements.

In all, the committee report recom-
mends $29,700,608 in capita] im-
provements over the next six years.

The police department! subrnittal
lor new weapons would allow Novi of-
ficers 1a move Irom revolvers 1o seml-
automatic handguns. The depart-
menl asked [or $62.445 out of Lhe
1992-93 budgel 1o equip oflicers with
seml-automalic handguns and re-
lated equipment and lo form an
equipped Speclal Response Team lor
actlon during special slluations like
hostage crises and drug raids.

Afiring range requested by the po-
lice departmenl would cost $135,500

out of the 1994-95 budget. But the
department’s report said the local fir-
ingrange could Increase Noviofficers'
tlme on Lhe range and save money in
overlime and tralning sesslons.

The department currently uses a
range at the Farmington Hills Police
Depariment for training. Police offi-

clals estimate $22,500 to $23,800
could be saved in overtime and train-
ing sesslon cosls with an in-house
range.

The CIP committee also asked the
councll lo consider “speclal needs”
projects that the budget may or may
nol be able to accommodate.

“The idea is to give priorities to
council, which can decide on dollar
amounts for each,” explained com-
missioner Krarner.

Included In the spectal needs sec-
tion of the committee report is fund-
ing lor road improvements, a Town
Cenler parking deck, a new fire sta-
tion and wall partitions for the com-
munlty center,

The. council- meets tonight at 8
p.tn. In the 'Civic Center's Council
Chambers. The Capltal Improve-
menls Program will be on the agenda
with the city's budget. '

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There’s more
to Ireland than
just green beer

Who invented the green beer served on St.
Patrick’s Day? Not the Irish. There are only two
Irish beers {and they are not green) readily
available across the Uniled States. They are
Harp Lager and Guiness Stout.

Harp Lager Is amber-golden in color with in-
tense barley aromas. It's a medium-weight brew
that's fully flavored with a solid finish. Guiness
Slout is a very dark, very malty tastng ale.
Both the flavor and color come from the
addition of roasted barley to the brew. Its ap-
peal is the refreshing, slightly bitter finish.

The term whiskey is Gaelic In origin and
there’s no doubt thatl the Irish make some of
the most distinctive. There Is a common mis-
conception that Irish whiskey is a potato whi-
skey. The Insh do refer to moonshine as
poteen, but this word refers to the small, easily
dismanued pot still, nol potatoes. _

Similar to Scotch whisky. Irish whiskey is
distilled from a fermented mash of grains such
as malted and unmalied barley, comn, rye,
wheat and cats. By lrish law. it must be aged
for a minlmum of five years in previously used
cooperage (such as sherry casks}.

However, It is usually aged for seven or eight
years and up to 12 years or 15 years for the
heavier distillates requiring extended time to
achieve roundness, and the essential
smoothness.

Prestige Irish whiskeys are pol still single
malts with a small amount of single grain whi-
skey added {o enhance the malt character.
They are distilled three times as compared to
the double distillation used to make Scotch
whisky.

Since 1608, in the small village of Bushmilis,
Ireland, the art of whiskey distilling has flour-
ished in the Old Bushmills Distillery, home of
both Black Bush and Bushmills Irish whiskeys.
While they have the same home, they are
different and appeal to different audiences.

If you are unfamiliar with elther, our recom-
mendation .is to start with. Bushmills. Drink it
neat ini'a snifier. It's lighter and gentler with
an elegant, finesseful finish. Once you've gained
some experience, try Black Bush served the
same way.

You'll notice the bigger, bolder aromas and
flavors., many of which originate in the hand-
picked sherry casks used during the aging
year. If you like cognac, armagnac or single
malt scotches, you'll take to Black Bush
immediately.

Enhance the aroma appreciation of both of
these whiskeys with a few drops of water added
to the snifter afler the whiskey has been
poured. Irish whiskeys may also be served on
the rocks.

The big difference in taste between Scotch
whisky and Irish whiskey stems from the fact
that in Scotand the barley is dried over peal.
The smoky or peaty character of Scotch whisky
is absent in Irish whiskey.

irish Mist is a blend of spicy-flavored Irish
whiskey and heather honey liqueur from Tul-
loch Mhor. In 1692, the take goes, the original
recipe was lost during an exodus of warriors.
Some Urmne later, it was discovered in Austria
and returned to Ireland.

Today, Irish Creams originating in Ireland are
very popular as afier-dinner pours. Fresh cream
is blended with whiskey and stabilized so that
it does not need refrigeration on the shellf,

Bailey's is the original Irish Cream. Afier it
was first released. il was so popular that new
creamn liqueurs were developed. They were made
with imported spirits, mixed with American
cream and bottled in the United States.

Besides Balley's, there’s Saint Brendan's, Em-
mels, Carolans and O'Darby. Qur favorite for
its excellent chocolate malt, white chocolate and
toasted coconut character is Saint Brendan's,
easily recognized in the flagon-shaped bottle.

While this column speaks only of the Ir-
ish in terms of their famous alcoholic products,
we maintain that the best celebration of St.
Patrick’s Day is one that enjoys the spirits of
the irish In moderation.

A pear a day keeps the doclor away.

Wait a minute. A pear? No fooling.

“If eaten daily, pears and other frulls
containing pectin help prevent high blood
pressure and atherosclerosis by prevent-
Ing the uptake of dietary cholesterol from
other foods.” the Encyclopedia Americana
lells us.

One medium-size pear contains only 95
calories, no cholesterol, and is virtually
fat- and sedium-free. Each pear provides
23 grams carbohydrates, 194 milligrams
potassium and 6 grams dietary fiber.

No one knows the origin of the pear, but
Greek poet Homer described the f[ruitas“A
git rom the gods.” Anclent Greeks be-
lieved pears had medicinal powers; the Ro-
mans introduced them throughout Eur-
ope. European royalty and the wealthy
grew pears — indeed. French emperor
Charlemagne ordered his subjecisioplant
pear trees in their gardens.

California, Oregon and Washington
state produce 95 percenl of the commer-
clally grown U.S. pear crap. VarieUes in-
clude the Bartleit. California’s premier
pear, and its cousin, the Red Bartlett; the
Anjou, Basc, Cormice, Nelis, Forelle and
Seckel pears.

Unlike many other [ruits, pears do not
tipen on the tree and musi be harvested

mined by testing for appropriate nalural
sugar levels.} They then are held in cold
storage to prevent ripening beflore reach-
ing the supermarket.

When choosing pears. select well-
formed frult free of cuts and bruises and
complete Lhe ripening process at home. To
do this, place pears in a loosely closed
paper bag or ripening bowl and leave at
room temperature for several days.

Check the [ruit daily: at the proper slage
of maturity, pears,will yield to gentle pres-

not always indicate when a pear is in the
best condition for eating.)

Ofice they've ripened. store pears in the
refrigeralor, where they will keep from
three to 14 days,

Pears pair beautifully with cheeses, for
appelizers as well as desserts. Some
cheeses that go particularly well with
