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City may
mandate
sidewalks

Proposed changes in the Novi
sidewalk ordinance were demon-
strated to the Planning Commils-
sion Wednesday in a video showing
cluster prajects and site condomi-
nlums lacking paved walicways.

Following the video presenta-
tion, the changes sailed threugh
the commission with a unanimous
recommendation that the City
Councl! adopt the plan. Additlonal
changes in the ordinance may lie
ahead.

“The purpose is to make It clear
that some developments must have
sidewalks where it wasn't expressly
provided before,” said assistant city
attorney Dennis Watson.

The new ordinance language ex-
pressly requilres 5-loot wide sidew-
)} alks along both sides of all pubic
and privale roads for residential
unit developments, two-famlly resi-
dentlal developments and cluster
developments,
Commissioner Ernest Aruflo
said the ordinance change is a di-
rect result of a joint commission
and Clty Council meeting where
both grotips agreed they want o see
walkways within city
developments.
Future ordinance revisions will
look at sidewalks in larger
subdivisions.

At the joint meeting, commis-
sioners and council members dis-
cussed requiring sidewalks in sub-
divisions with large lots, - . -
Council Member Nancy Cassis
sald at the Feb. 26 meeting that a
lack of sidewalks has come torepre-
sent a country atmosphere to sub-
urban dwellers. But Cassis added
that safety, and changing needs
might promp! a need for sidewalks
in farger subdivisions.

Plannirig Commissioner Judith
Johnson said at the February meet-
ing that ne magic number exists on
lot size where pedestrians in the
streel suddenly become safe be-
cause the lots are larger. Johnsen
sald sidewalks are a safety issue,
adding that many communities are
realizing that the move away from
sidewalks was a mistake,

Cassis sald some options should
be available for residents who do
not want sidewalks, but those
sidewalk-bare homes should be
found only In areas with lot sizes
over one acre.
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At the same meetng Council
Member Carol Mason argued that
Orchard Ridge and Connemera
subdivisions do not have sidewalks
or ditches. Those subdivisions have
a country atmosphere, Mason said.

City Manager Edward Kriewall
sald at the February meeting that
some residents of Connemara,
Echo Valley and Meadowbrook
Lake subdivisions appreciated the
lack of sidewalks.

Testing on Nowi's newest ofl well
showed that more ofl than gas Is
trapped In a fossil coral reef be-
neath the ground near Echo Valley
Estales subdivision.

Southemn Michigan Ol Company
(SOMQCO) vice president Gary
Gottschalk sald Friday that state
department of natural resources
tests show that the well will pro-
duce about 250 barrels of Texas tea
— or better yet, Novl Nehi — per
day.

“There's a imited amount of gas,
right about 100,000 cubic feet of
gas. It's primarily an of] reservoir,”
he said,

“It will produce for several years,
More than five. More than likely less
than 15."

Eighteen months to two years of
production will enable the company
to predict more accurately how long
the well is likely to be operational,
Gottschalk sald earlier.

Gas prices are at an industry low
butollisinthe $19 per barrel range,
he said.

Late this spring or early this
summer, a pipeline will be laid
along Detroit Edfson easemenis to
take the oil from the Ten Mile Road
site to SOMOCO's production facll-
Ity at Eleven Mile and Wixom roads.
It will take about three weeks to in-
stall the pipeline, Gottschalk said.

Nowvl at present has no police of-
ficers trained to deal with a
hostage-taking criminal, a barri-
caded gunman or with terrorists,
Police Chief Douglas Shaeffer said,

Shaeffer has submitted a
$53,000 funding request to the city
council to pay for a five- or six-
member special response team. He
is also working with police depart-
ments in Wixom, Walled Lake and
South Lyon to see if they'd be inter-
ested in chipping in funds and offic-
ers to create a reglonal response
team.

The proposal Is under evaluation
as part of the fiscal year 1992-1993
budget.

“The reality is you don't know
when you'll need this,” he sald. “It
could be a father taking a child hos-
tage. A police officer could interrupt
an armed robbery in progress and
the gunman could use a hostage to
escape. Tha! can happen in any
comrmunity.

Police radio plan bucks budget

InApril 1991, the Novi City Coun-
cil loosened the purse strings for
phase one of a three year plan to beel
up pelice and fire communications.

During this auslere budget year,
councii members musl decide if they
will stay the course and approve an
additional $140,000 expenditure.
Phase two of the plan would concen.
trate on the communications system
of the city and the fire department, as
well as the police department.

Atabudget meeting April 1, Police
Chief Douglas Shaefler sald his de-
partment was in the process ol com-
pleting the $367.000 phase one,
which includes a new communica-
tlons center, three new communica-
tlons consoles, replacement of all

fleet mobile radios and a back-up
generator for the radio lower.

The city is currently negotiating
with Oakland Counly, which planste
build its own communications tower
on city land on Eleven Mile Road. The
wo governments may work together
on this operation.

This would eliminate a $25,000
costincluded in the proposed budget
for a climale-conirolled radio shack
for Nowi,

Now under consideralion, phase
two calls include a $35,000 replace-
ment of the police department's
hand-held radios.

“They are absolutely tee-totally
unrellable. They are iterally falling
apart. we keep band-aiding them
together.” Shaeffer said.

Communications manager

Joseph Burcheit in a memo to the
¢ity council sald that the current ra-
dios are below Industry slandards
and jeopardize officer safety.
Burchell Is also asking for
$20.000 to place police patrol vehicle
radios on the Michigan Emergency
Police Systems, which permits
agency-lo-agency communications.
Shaeller sald that during the 1-96
tanker fire, when neighboring pollce
departments were called in, Nov's of-
llcers couldn't directly communicate
with other Jurisdictions at the scene.

A $65.000 upgrade of the fire de-
partment's dispatch system, which
includes emergency medical ser-
vices, is suggested. The fire depart-
ment s curently on one frequency
which during heavy storms becomnes
s0 Jammed with radlo traffic that

“But, we are encouraged by an in-
crease in the number of minorities
willing to move into a majority area.
and the majority willing to welcome
and look at an integrated community
as a better way to Hve”

These pro-Integration moves have
been made in the communities of
Novi, Birmingham. Bloomfield Hills,
Farmington Hills, Lathrup Village,
Oak Park. Rochester Hills, Royal
Oak. Southfield, Troy and Weslt
Bloomfield.

When Quentin and Gwen Keenan
and their S-year-old son decided to
meve from Detroit to a northemn sub-
urb, they sought the services of the
cenler.

"We purchased a home in Far-
minglon Hills near 14 Mile and Drake
Roads and we are moving in June,”
Keenan said. “The Center for Open
Housing put us in louch with other
minority families who made a suc-
cessful transition. We found thelr
comments and suggestions helpful
— picked up some tips on their Hving
experience.”

Gwen also worries about her son's
adjustment toan increased workload
at the Farmington Hills schools.

We are dellghted o learn about
the extracurricular activittes and
sports programs that Fammington
Schools offer.”

Twenty-five of Oakland County's
61 municipalities have said they sup-
port the Center for Open Housing's
mission statemen!. However, most of
thal support s not financial, al-
though Nowi has. The agency is work-
ing to Increase its [Inanclal support
from the communites.

Barbara Talley. director of the
non-profit agency and former South-
fleld City Councll member, said the
bulk of the agency's non-profit
budgel comes from the city of South.
field, the founding member,

Southfleld has provided the
agency with $200,000 over a
2% -year period. While the city is ex-
pected 1o conlinue Iis contracts this
year, conlributions for next year are
under cebalte.

The center's proposed budget for
1992 totals $129,973. That includes
anestimaled 6,000 in support from
other Oakland communities,
$12.000 frem the county, $7,000
from fund-ralsing projects, (a rhythm
and biues concert held last October)
and $10,500 in grants.

Birmingham and Farmington
Hills have purchased $500 corporate
memberships,

Selling 50 new memberships be-
fore June is a goal of the agency's
membership commiltee,

“We have [unding pending from
four foundatlons,” Talley sald. “IU's
an ongoing profect to gain contracts
[rom other sources.”

The agency has five stafl members
and numerous volunteers who clip
homeand apartment classilleds from
newspapers, un the computers, an-
swer phones and serve as sources of
support [or others who contemplate
pro-iniegrative moves.

The center has not dealt with
maintaining racial balance in specific
neighborhoods, expanding regional
housing choices is ils priority, ac-
cording to Talley.

“Normally it's impossible to beat these incum-
bents.” sald Honlgman, who plans a grass-roots
campalgn. “A study shows 99 percent are re-
elected, that any congressman is more likely to die
in office than be beaten by a challenger. But thisis
an opportunity I'm excited about.”

However, Honigman said if there ever was a
good Ume [or challengers to upset incumbents,
this Is probably the year because the public has
soured on Washington's peliticians and the job
they're dolng.

“Congress seems to be gridlocked, involved in a
lot of petty bickering and nothing gets accom-
plished,” Honigman said. "There's thirst for
change in the electorate this year. Hopefully I'll be
part of a large new class in Congress.”

The reapportionment of congressional districts
is required by the U.S. Consttution every 10
years, alter census results are completed.

“It's good policy.” Honigman said about the re-
quirement, “It's so every district has the same
number of people i il, so people are represented
equally.”

percent or more.
& Have a property tax burden of 65 mills or more
or levy a clty income tax.

8 Have a housing stockin which 45 percent of the
units were built before 1950.

8 Suffered a population loss of 9 percent or more
from 1970 to 1990.

A city council could designate a zone up to 10
percent of its area. That area should be cne that
has seen nonew construction and little rehabdlita-
tion in recent years. Property taxes would be cut
by half or more on the buildings. New construction
and rehabilitations would be eligible for a 12-year
tax break.

Michigan has set up a business enterprise zone
In Benton Harbor, but the Cisky bill would apply to
housing, too.

Nationally, the movement is championed by
Jack Kemp, secretary of Housing and Urban
Development.

“What bothers me,” said Sen. Gil DiNello, D-
Clinton Township, “is that these are the citles that
are always in trouble. There's no incentive to do
anything on their own.”

Wolfram said the Cisky bill was just the medi-
cine 1o cure that aflment. "We have lots of legisla-
tion to raise property taxes. This is the only one to
lower them,” said the former UM-Dearbom eco-
nomics professor. “This can get housing built this

spring.

Said Honigman: “The only thing that sticks in
my craw is that the city is designating the spots
(enterprise zones). It could pick spots where the
leaders gel votes or campaign contributions.
There could be lots of politics.”

Wolfram said there would be no tax Incentive (f
the city council played politics. City revenues
would be enhanced only by new development or
rehabs In areas that have seen no activity.

Wolfram sald Detreit has Issued only one new
residential bullding permit in three years while
Northville Township, in the same period, issued
1,500.

Benton Harbor businessman Bob Jackson
wanted to see zones larger than 10 percent of a
city's area.

In a city with 30 percent unemployment where
no private house or apartment has been built
since 1974, "How do we pick?" he asked. "We will
need more (help). but we do need this.”

Joseph Parker, of the Way-Met Housing Re-
source Center Inc., sald his group plans towork in
downriver communities, will use the Cisky bill,
but would prefer tozone 20 or 30 percentof acity’s
area.

Pal McEvoy, of the Michigan Tewnships Associ-
atlon, asked the bill be expanded to cover town-
ships, saying the deflnition would apply only to
Brownstown Township In southern Wayne
Counly. Honigman had the bill amended to In-
clude villages and townships.

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As We See it

Tools, training should
be the top priorities

Novi's new Police Chief Doug Shael-
fer appeared belore City Council last
week in a special budget work session to
present his spending requests for the
coming year and, well, the heft of his re-
quests may have taken some by
surprise.

In a city which approved additional
millage not all that long ago to beef up its
police and fire services, it is Indeed sur-
prising to hear what needs Lo be spent at
this point to bring the department up to
date.

Still, we can appreciate where
Shaeffer is coming from. As new blood in
the police department management, the
new chief is sure to spot shortcomings
and weaknesses not recognized by the
previous administration. It's only na-
tural; it was bound Lo happen.

And frankly, many of Shaeflier's re-
quests sounded quite reasonable, and
quite important. It would be nice if the
city could give the department all of it.

But the council asked Shaeffer lo
take his list back and prioritize it — a
wise decision, As worthwhile as many of
the projects and programs are, some
may have to waitl for the sake of the

budget.

Among those items that should
walt was Shaefler's request for two more
officers, which frankly was one of the
more surprising requests in thelist. With
more than 50 police officers in the de-
partment now, covering a city popula-
tion of 33,000, Novi already has an
officer-to-resident ratio in excess of one
-per thousand. That is consldered in

iimany.-eommunities.to be the.ideal, In
“fact; thafly comiinites th this area

struggle to maintain half that ratio, or
one officer per 2,000 population.

By the way, previous police chief
Lee BeGole had just completed his ex-
pansion of police department stafling be-
fore he retired. He argued then that while
it was important for the department to
keep growing as the population here
grows, he didn't think new officers would
be needed for several years.

More important than additional
staffing right now is to make sure the
current staff has the tools and training it
needs to do the job. And several of Shael-
fer's proposals struck right to the heart
of that matier.

One, which we would rank as the
top priority, is the completion of the po-
lice department computer system. The
city already has sunk $50,000 into it and
another $36,000 may be needed this
year. Information gathering and retrieval
make up the majority of police officers’
work these days, so the computer sys-
tem is crucial. As Shaefler put it, “The
{dea of running and shooting and fight-
ing and charging and spitting in the alley
is an exceptional situation.” In other
words, Starsky and Hutch they aint.

But by definition, exceptional situ-
ations do arise In police work, and thatis
why we would place Shaeffer’s proposa}
to replace the department's service re-
volvers with semi-automatic weapons as
the second-most important item on the

list.

- clip-loaded weapons.

Governmen

Running a close third is his prop-
osal for equipment and training for a
special response team to handle barri-
caded gunman incidents and hostage si-
luations. But such incidents are rela-
tivelyrare, atleast when compared tothe
number of incidents in which an indivi-
dual officer on the street is going to have
to rely on his or her own side arm, Sowe
belleve it more important each indivi-
dual officer have the good basic
equipment.

Now, the changeover to semi-
automatic weapons has produced a lof of
needless controversy in many other
communities. Despite what the term
may bring to mind, these are not assault
rifles, Uzs or submachine guns. We are
not talking about firepower capable of
spraying down criminals in a hail of lead,
a la the G-Men of the 1920s.

These are simply one-shot-per-
pull-of-the-trigger handguns. The main
advantage is they need to be reloaded
less often. The semi-automatics Shaeffer
has in mind for the department carry 18
rounds compared to the service re-
volver's six. And should there be a need
to reload, the new guns are much faster

- Right now, an officer who has tore-
load in the field must first shake out the
empties and then load six new bullels
cartridge by cartridge. Imagine trying (o
accomplish that while somebody is

shooting at you.

Training on the new weapon is im-
portant. It haslong been recognized that
officers who are well trained, and there-
fore confident of their ability to place
their shots exactly where they want
them, will use their gunsless often. They
wait longer to fire and use fewer rounds.

Novi doesnt have all that many
gunfights right now, but you never know
when one will crop up. Residents only
need to look back a year to find an inci-
dent in which the State Police exchanged
gunfire with a drug dealer on Novi's
southern border. It can happen at the
most unexpected times. Cops say traflic
stops are among the mast dangerous
things they do, because of the potential
the driver could be carrying a weapon
somewhere .in that car.

The guns aren't cheap, costing
some $114,000 to equip the entire de-
partmeni, but considering the kind of
firepower criminals are packing these
days, it would appear to be a wisc
investment.

Should it happen here, should
some perpetrator pull out a gun, the
community needs to make sure Novi
cops have the equipment and have the
training to come out on top.
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Great news! l ain on the verge
of becoming “gifted.”

Like any proud parent, Providence
Hospital wants to make sure ils med-
jcal clinies go to good homes.

The Southfield-based hospital
chain has chosen Northville's Main-
Centre bullding as the home ofits lat-
est clinie.

Measuring a mere 4,500 square
feel, the newest additlon to the Provi-
dence family Is scheduled to arrive
July 1. Alarger, 150.000-square-foot
sibling Is due In Novi this summer.

Assisting in the MainCentre deliv-
ery will be Nancy McLean. The admi-
nistrative director of satellite clinlcs
in Milford, South Lyon and South-
field, McLean will serve as director of
the Northville [acility as well.

McLean sald the new Northville
satellite is designed to complement
the much larger facility being butlt off
Crand River in Novi. “That ([Nowi) [a-
cility Is primarily a speclalty referral
center,” she said.

The Nowvi site will offer 24-hour
emergency medical service with a
full-service lab and “multiple physl-
ctan’s offices.” she said, Including
specialists In general surgery, inter-
nal medicine, neurology, orthoped-
ics. pedlatrics, psychiatry and sub-
stapce abuse.

“But we wanled to give access to
our system at the more local level,”
Mclean said. which is where North-
ville enters the plcture.

“(The Northville clinle is) going to
be a famtly practice center primarily.
with physiclans who have board cer-
tiflcation n family practice medicine,
and our {ntentlon is to attempl ta re-
crult an obsletriciann as well.” she
said,

The clinic represents the medical
professton’s current focus on provid-
ing medical services before acute
care is needed. "We're more into pre-
ventative mainienance In health care
right now,” Mclean sald.

“I'mreal exciled about the location
and building,” she added.

“1 think downtown Northville Is an
fdeal location. Its restaurants and
little shops already draw a tremend-
ous number of people to the down-
town area.”

The ciinie will initially host a stall
of seven. including physicians. “We
adc{ii more as Lthey're needed,” McLean
sald.

Iniual hours of operation — be-
tween 9 a.m. and 5 p.m. Monday
through Friday — will likely expand
as well.

“We'll end up doing at least one
evening and probably two, but that
will be determined by the physicians
and patent preference.” McLean
sald. "And we'll probably end up go-
ing lo a half day on Saturdays, as
business picks up.”

The new facility at 134 and 138
MainCentre will joln Providence’s ex-
fsting medical centers in Novi, South
Lyon, Mllford, Uivonia, Berkley and
Southfleld.

Decision due soon on
county incinerator plan

Oakland will likely decide the fate
of its controversial Aubum Hills in-
cineratorin mid- or late-May, accord-
ing 1o the deputy director of the
county’s solid waste program.

By then local communities are ex-
pected to have informed county offl-
cials whether or not they want Oak-
land to continue its efforts tomanage
waste, Roger Smith told county com-
missioners on March 26,

The big question, Smith sald at a
meeting of the finance committee, is
whether communities want: 1) a
complete program with the Incinera-
tor, 2) the same program without the
incinerator, and 3) no program at all,
leaving solld waste to each
community.

County officials sent letters, dated
March 1. to the county's 61 com-
munities — including Novi —asking
fora response by May 153, Smith said.
Sofar, nocommunity has respended.
although some may have atready dis-

cussed the matter.

I think most communities are
confused,” commissloner Donald W.
Jensen, R-Binningham, said follow-
ing the inance committee, "T've only
heard from one community (High-
land Township) and they wanted
more information about the costs.
But we don't have cost figures.”

Commissioner Donald E. Bishop,
R-Rochester Hills, said he is con-
cermed about public concems the in-
cinerator was a big waste of money.
“People think we are wasting dollar
after dollar after dollar,” he sald.

There is considerable uncertainty,
Smith said. But it won't be resolved
until the communities have re-
sponded and the board decides how
to proceed.

Once the decision Is made, how-
ever, the county must move with dis-
patch, Smith said. Two contracts ex-
pire June 30. and must be renego-
tated or canceled.

They are contracts for the $30 mil-
lion recycling center, also in Auburmn
Hills, and a landfill in Orion
Township.

Each has already been extended
once without penalty, he said. “If we
are forced to extended them again,
there may be penalties involved.”

The county's proposed $500 mil-
lion solid waste program, the most
expensive In Oakland history, has
been in disarray since earlier this
month when the Westinghouse
Electric Corp. unilaterally refused to
extend the $190 million contract It
had to build a 2,000-a-day waste to
energy incinerator in Auburmn Hills,

Smith said the county can get
another company to build the In
cinerator. But not before Oakland
communities advise officials how
they want the county to proceed.

Chardonnay and cabernet sauvignon are
fashionable wines; so are the wines of Bordeau-
x. Burgundy and Champagne. Rhone wines are
not fashionable in the same sense, but they are
recognized by connolsseurs as some of wine
world's best values,

Single-handedly, author Robert Parker may
have increased the fashionability of Rhone
wines in the United Stales. For several years,
he glowingly praised the wines of several Rhone
estates in his bimonihly periodical “The Wine -
Advocate.” He furthered the reputation of sever-
al Rhone producers in his book. “The Wines of
the Rhone Valley and Provence,” Slmon and
Schuster ($22.95).

Kermit Lynch, a wine retaller and importer
based in Berkeley, Calif., is responsible for
Introducing Rhone wines to an expanding num-
ber of small, artisan winemakers in California.
Lynch's book "Adventures on the Wine Route. A
Wine Buyer's Tour of France,” Farrar, Straus
and Ciroux ($19.95), gave readers an insider's
view of several of the Rhone's superior
producers.

The hotlest wines from California continue to
be Rhone-style wines made from grapes origl-
nating in the Rhone Valley such as mourvedre,
syrah, cinsault, grenache, roussanne, marsanne
and viognier.

France’s Rhone Valley runs south from Lyon
to the Mediterranean Sea and Is divided into
two distinct sub-reglons — north and south.
The principal grape variety in the north is
sytah.

Although Americans are accustomed to iden-
tifying wines by the name of the wine's princi-
pal grape varlety, red wines of the southern
Rhone are blends of several grape varieties,
grown in a warmer climate. They are softer and
more approachable when young. Northem wines
tend to be more muscular and tannle, with gre-
ater longevity. o

Leaming about thezred- wines of the southern
Rhone.requires a certain famillarity with the
place names used to Identify these wines. Cotes
du Rhone {coat dew rone), Cotes du Rhone Vil-
lages (vee-lajh), Chateauneuf-du-Pape
(shot-toe-nuff dew pop), Cotes du Ventoux (coat
dew vawn-too}, Vacqueyras (va-kay-ras}, and
Gigondas (fhe-gone-das) are wines most fre-
quently found In Michigan,

J.C. Mathes, a professor of technical writing
at the University of Michigan in Ann Arber, has
also developed a fondness for the wines of the
southexn Rhone. Rather than write about his
wine passion, he has established a small
importing company, J et R Selections Ltd., spe-
clalizing in southern Rhone wines.

Dinner gala

IU's the Northville Historical Soclety's
Progressive Dinner, an annual fund-
raising and social event that spotlights the
soclety with a unlque culinary spin.

Restassured, however, thatall 158 peo-
ple didn't show up at the same house for
the same dinner party. This year's edition
was held Saturday night at various sites
around Northville.

Beth Beson of the Historical Society
explains that though the group mustered
at Mill Race Park (at the Cady Inn, the
Church and the Yerkes Home) for appeliz-
ers, diners broke up into groups of 12 for
their main courses.

*It's a good time to mee! new [rlends
because for the dinner, il's all random,”
said Beson. “You could be dining with your
next door neighbor or a total stranger.

Dessert followed at three more homes,
where representatives from each of the
dinner homes donned a chef's hat, decor-
ated and signed by the diners.

The event was surprisingly Inexpensive
to put on. The mayority of the cost is bever-
ages, both alcoholic and non-aleoholic,
The society also complements each of the
host homes with flower arrangements to
brighten the dinner table.

Proceeds from the event go to support
the Historical Society’s renovation eflorts
at Mill Race Park. But money isn't what
drives the progressive dinner.

“Actually, the whole Idea is to make ita
social event — that raises money,” said
Beson, “It's a very nice social event.”
