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As community

The biggest changes at Novi High
School in recent years have been
provoked by changing cammunity
values, a school distriet consullant
said.

In the final analysis, some parts
of the high school are bursting at
the seams, while others have be-
come ohsolete, consultants John
Childs and Glen Gerard told the
school board at its April 23 meeting.

As the makeup of the community
boasts mare prolessionals, parents
and other Noviresidents are expect-
Ing graduates to go on to college,
they say.

The resull has been a change in
the way Novi High School is used as
a teaching facility,

Childs and Gerard told the
school beard at its April 23 meeling
that math. sclence and soclal stu-
dies enrcllments are on the rise. In
1992, 83 percent of Novi High
School graduatesare expected lo go
to callege.

Childs Consulling Associales
Inc. was hired by the school district
last year to study facilities needs at
the high school.

Gerard said changes in the ma-
keup of the community has im-
pacted what students plan to do
with their education.

Drug bust
could lead
to plaza
selizure

A co-owner af the Roman Plaza
shaopping ceriter has been charged
with masterminding a multi-
million dollar drug ring which
brought at least 30,000 pounds of
marfjuana into Michigan since
1983.

Wes! Bloomfleld resident Ken-
neth Christunas, along with live of
his brothers and six other men, was
arraigned by a federal grand jury in
Detroft on Aprii 13, The elght -count
Indictment on marfjuana distribu-
tion was sealed by court order until
April 21.

This is the largest marijuana op-
eration ever investigated in Detroit,
a federal Drug Enforcement Agency
([DEA) spokesman said Friday.

Christunas’ share of Roman
Plaza at Novi Road and Grand River
Avenue, as well as seven additional
suburban shopping centers and
other properties, could be seized by
the federal government i he is
convicled.

“There is no evidence lo show
that the other (Roman Plaza) part-
ners were involved in the drug deal-
ings,” the DEA offlcial said.

The estimated $5 million value of
the real estate would probably be
substantially less than any eam-
Ings Christuinas might have made
{rom the drug eperations, the offical
added. '

Northville seeks hiked millage

¥ As voters try to decide how they will
cast their baliots in tomorrow's elec-

ernNovi that lies in the Northville School District
will be asked to approve a 2.78-mill increase
along with a renewal request to pay school oper-
ating costs. .

The 12-percent increase, which would gen-
erate a total budgeted $25.3 million in tax re-
venues, was proposed in March when the district
realized a renewal of the current tax levy would
not cover its projected expenses. Without the in-
crease, district officlals say they would have to
cut $1.2 million in existing programs.

The single ballot proposal will askvoterstoap-
prove a 22.63-mill renewal request coupled with
the 2.78 mill increase, yielding a total 25.41 -mill
request.

School officials say 1.78 mills or $25.7 million
of the tax money will be used to cover the dis-
trict's base budget which includes a 5.85-per-
cent wage increase for leachers, a 2-percent sal-
ary increment. and a 10-percent jump in benefit
costs,

The balance of the tax revenue, $773,060 [or
the remaining one mill) will be used to continue

on-going programs the district started three
years ago. Included in those programs are line
items for stafl development, currculum en-
hancement, and plans for restructing the high
scheol academic program. Among other instruc-
tional materials ke computer hardware and
software for classroom use, a portion of this mo-
ney will be used to upgrade district buses and to
pay the salaries of a the new stafT needed to pre-
pare Thomnton Creek Elementary for opening in
the fall of 1993.

The millage request has come under [ire from
a Northville eitizens group which alleges the dis-
{rict is hiding behind stale school financing
problems as justification for annual and supple-
mental lax hikes.

But district officials contend three initiatives
at the state level — tax-base sharing, ald recap-
turing, and removal of retirement payments —
have pul a tremendous strain on the district’s
budget.

Northvilie stands tolose a combined $1.5 mil-
lion from those “three veiled threats,” should the
state follow through on all of them, Superinten-
dent Leonard Rezmierski said.

In addition to cuts In state ald and recaptur-
ing, the district anticipates 125-140 new stu-
dents next fall. That growth also warrants the
need for additional money and stall to matntain
student-lo-teacher class ratios, school officlals
say.

The 2.78-mill figure surfaced as a recommen-
dation from the district's strategic planning com-
mittee last March. The committee, which is made
up of citizens and business people, said the 2.78
figure was the baseline for the break even point.

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District stands
to lose million
under state bill

While per-pupil spending in the
Novi schoal dislrict is expecled to top
the $6,000 mark this year, the dis-
wrict faces over 81 milllon in stale aid
losses.

A school aid bill reported oul of a
Michigan State Senate appropria-
tlons subcommittee April 21 would
cost the district $1 million in retire-
ment benefits paid tedistrict staffers,
Superintendent William Barr told the
school board at ils April 23 imeeting,

The legislation was sluck in an
education committee Thursday, Barr
said, “which indicates, maybe. a
great deal of unrest.”

In the past, the stale has paid re-
tirement benefits for all school em-
ployees, Under the new plan, dis-
tricts which are considered properly
wealthy by the stale funding formula
woutld be required lo pay for Lhefr
own retiremenl benefits,

Novi fits into that calegory be-
cause the district falls out of the state
funding formula. The leglslation
would cost the districl nearty $1 mil-
lion in the 1992-93 school year.

The loss of stale-funded retire-
ment benelits is the second major
blow to Novi schools in recent years.
The district was lorced {o begin pay-
ing the maljority of districl staflers’
social security benefits In 1930,

Novi schools wil! pay close 10 $1.3
million in social security payments lo
employees in the 1992-93 school
year. The Ogure is considered a loss
in revenue by district calculations
because social security payments
until recently were made by the state.

Since that time, the stale has paid
less and less of the local districts’ so-
clal security paymenls.

By the 1993-94 school year, the
district will be sell-sulllcient in lts
payment of retirement and social
securily benefits for districl employ-
ees, Barr said.

The slate plan losses one small
bone to school districts like Novl. The
district will be reimbursed for speclal
education programs, yielding a
$300,000 bonus to Nowi.

Police get new lead |
in Dunbarton rape

An April 16 Novi News article on a
reported abduction and sexual as-
sault In the Dunbarton Pines subdi-
vision prompted a local father to In-
form police about anather incident
involving suspects that maich the
same description.

The father told police that around
2:30 p.m. Aprll 5. hs B-year-old
daughter was walking home from a
friend's house near the corner of
Heatherbrae and Brookforest when a
shiny red car with three male passen-
gers pulled Into a driveway, letling
the front passenger oul.

According to the police report, the
passenger looked at the girl, then
called to the others in the car and
they pulled back up so he could get
back In the car.

The gir! reportedly told her father
that the car pulled back cut onto
Heatherbrae and followed her very
slowly as she walked along the street,
until she became frightened and ran
the rest of the way home.

The father told police he and his
daughter went to look for the car, but
did not find it. He sald he did not call
police because, although his

daughter was [rightened by the inci-
dent. "nothing actually happened.”

The original incident involved a
13-year-old girl who reported that
three males, all approximately 17
years old, grabbed herand pulled her
into a shiny red car while she was
walking her dog on Roundview ar-
ound the evening of March 19.

In this case, the victim teld police
that the car passed her. then backed
up to her and the rear seat passenger
grabbed her and pulled her into the
car. She said that, while the driver
and front-seat passenger sat in the
car, the rear-seat passenger pulled
off her clothing and sexually as-
saulted her, then pushed her out of
the car.

Although police are not sure
whether the two incidents are linked,
the back seat passenger in both
cases was described as having acne
scars or a “pockmarked” face.

Further description of the suspect
by the 13-year-old victim includes
that he has a medium bufld, brown
hair, small eyes, acne scars and a
very deep volce.

Before voters head to the polls in the
Northville School District millage election
tomorrow, a look at the surrounding infor-
mation will provide some indication of how
the tax dollars are spent and what the pro-
posal means in individual cases.

The school district proposes to levy 25.41
mills this year, a 2.78-mill increase on top
of the 22.63-mill rate levied last year. This
is the total proposed local property tax for
school operations; other school taxes come
from the county and from a separate local
millage to pay off the district’'s bonded
indebtedness.

At the proposed tax rate the district
would receive $25,318,848 in property tax
revenues to cover its anticipated
$26,526,672 in expenditures. The differ-
ence will be made up by non-millage rev-
enues totalling $1,210,000, which are gen- -
erated from state aid, tuition, interest divi-
dends and rent paid to the district, and
money the district gets from Wayne County
to operate its special education program at
Old Village and Bryant schools.

One mill is $1 of tax per $1,000 of
assessed property value.

How the 2.78 mills will be spent

A millis $1 in tax for each $1,000 of assessed property value (SEV)

Whal does it say about a commun-
ity when the director of the planning de-
partment claims he hastorely on renting
acity-owned home for $200 permonthin
order to live in town, that he can't afford
tobuy aplace of his own when he is mak-
Ing an annual salary of $43,000?

It says quile a bit actually — about
thecity and about the way it is being run.

It was supposed to be a temporary
arrangement when Jim Wahl, director of
planning and community development,
moved into the house on Walled Lake in
1989. The city had purchased the home
at the southern end of East Lake Drive
for $40,000 because it wanted to couple
that land with the parcel on which a
proposed hotel/marina project, known
as The Landing, was to be built. Accord-
ing to City Manager Ed Kriewall, the
house might still eventually be reno-
vated into a public beach house should a
boat dock eventually be constructed
there.

Atthetime, it may have been a good
deal for both sides. According 1o Kriew-
all, the city couldn’t keep the building in-
sured unless il was occupied, so Wahl's
renital of the place did have some benefit.
Kriewall also contends that the city has
paid Wahl a lower salary as a resull.
Wahl got a place to stay while he was
looking for another place of residence,
and at a darned good price. Now, the
house is no mansion. It's just a one-
bedroom single-story home, but it does
have al leasl one atiractive feature — it's
right on the lake, with no road running
between the house and beach like most
of the rest of the houses in the area.

Three years later, the consiruction
of The Laniding has been put on hold in-
definitely — the result of a long, drawn
oul lawsuit — and Wahl's arrangement
is taking on an air of permanence.

City council and the public should

listen closely to what it says about the
City of Novi. And we believe it says quite a
bit indeed.
B For one, it says thal the complaints
aboul the lack of affordable housing in
Novi might just have some legitimacy. At
$43,000 per year, Wahl doesn't exactly
rank among the working poor. His salary
is well over the national average wage of
$22,600 per year.

We've complained on these pages
before about the lack of affordatﬁe hous-
ing, and the complaint seems to have {al-
len on deaf ears. City officials have con-
tended there really is inexpensive hous-
ing available here. Well, if Wahl can't live
here on $43,000, maybe the city and its
planners are developing a city that really
isalittle too economically exclusive after
all.

B Il also says thal the tendency of bu-

reaucrais to lose touch with economic

reality isn't restricted to Lansing and

\:Jashington; it happens here in city hall,
00.

The fact of the matter is that you
can't get a place of your own anywhere
{or $200a month—not in a house, notin
an apariment, and we doubt you could

find an efliciency for that price these
days — unless of course you have a city
government for a benefactor.

Actually, Wahl's argument is a bit
ofared herring. There is noresidencyre-
quirement for Novi city employees, and
many do live outside the city limits.
R It says thal governments are notori-
ously bad businessmen.

Kriewall contends Wahl's arrange-
ment has “saved the city thousands of
dollars.” Well, we can'l reconstiruct the
math, At $43,000, Wahl's income pre-
cisely matches the state average earned
by cily planners, according to a survey
just completed by the Chicago-based
American Planning Associalion. We see
no savings there. And al $200 per
month, his rent falls $475 short of the
next cheapest house rental price we
could find in the area. Rather than sav-
ing the city money, it appears to have
cost the city $5,700 a year.
¥ It saysthat the city shouldri'i bein the
housing rental business in the first
ptace. It should either put the property lo
alegitimate public use or get right of it. I
itwants o hold on to the property for the
future, and wants the house occupied in
the interim for insurance purposes, it
should turn the house over to a property
management company soitcan get a fair
market price for the rental of the home.
B 1t also says the city should rethink its
policy of getting involved in land deals for
the purpose of spurring “the kind deve-
lopment it wants.”

That was the city's rationale for
selling to a developer, at the price of $1,
the parcel on which The Landing hotel/
marina project was to sit. Nice idea per-
haps but so far it has done nothing but
generate legal fees for attorneys.

That was the logic behind (he
purchase of this house, which is stil] sit-
ting unused [or any public purpose and
is becoming an embarrassmenti to the
City of Nowi.

And it was ihe reason behind the
city's land-for-zoning trade with the
Amoco Oil Company last year. Too early
to tell how that one will tum our per-
haps, but there is reason to be nervous,

When the administration suggests

that by getting actively invalved in land
deals and actually negotiating to get spe-
cific kinds of developments the city
would like to have, il soundslike a great
idea. But it just isn't working out. Two
oul of three deals gone bad so far isn't a
good record.
M Andit says that at a time when council
Is arguing over how to squeeze Its budget
by another 5 or 10 percent, we shouldn't
be hearing aboul an employee whois get-
ting an extraordinary dea! from the city
on the rental of lakefront property.

Millage merits support

While some aspects of the North-
ville Public Schools millage proposal al-
most beg for criticism, at its heart there-
quest for a significant tax hike seems
reasonable. We recommend a YES vote
at the polls tomorrow.

Voters Tuesday will decide the fate
of a2 25.41-mill request for school opera-
tions. This is 2.78 mills higher than last
year's levy for school operations — a big
jump for a single year. There are good
reasons for it. But there are also
negatives:

The district’s tired line is that the
the increase will only maintain existing
programs. Critics the increase is needed
largely for raises included in multi-year
contracts. Well, theyre bath right.
School officials don't appear to like talk-
ing aboul the raises, bul the raises are
not out of line compared o other school
districts.

Next, the decision to propose this
millage at a special election in Aprilnags
at us, Thevote might be swallowed easier
if this was part of a strategy of declining
requests, if district officials figured an
April denial would give them an oppor-
tunity to return with a lower proposal in

June. But officials speak of returning
with the same proposal in June if it fails
tomorrow. That would be a horrible
mistake.

The last point of criticism is the
lumping of a millage renewal together
with a hefty 2.78-mill increase in a single
ballot question. This has understan-
dably angered a lot of voters. People de-
serve choices, and this isn't much of one.

But in reviewing all the facets of the
proposal, the bottom line is that ihe in-
crease is justified.

The main reason to support Lhe
plan is that il is indeed a break-even
proposition. District officials have made
decent eflorts to cut expenses where they
could. Ifit does go dowr, the next thing lo
be cut would be teachers. Higher
student-teacher ratios wouldn't be the
end of the world, but district volers have
demonstrated time and time again that
they want relatively small classes.

Finally, we should consider North-
ville laxpayers’ return on investiment.
Even the most vocal millage opponents
don't seem to dispute the high quality of
education in the district.

Jerome ning this survey, and Ialmost let
it get by me without making an
impassioned plea for your vole.

True, many wines are too expenstve. What
historically was the common man's beverage,
wine has taken on value-laden terms like “pre-
mium” ~ credited to the Callfornia wine indus-
try. Once every cork-finished bottiing acquired
the name premium, the "super-premjums” be-
came the sought-after pours.

Today, there are so many super-premiums,
that the chic 1990s term is “ultra-premium.”
Are these terms a guarantee of high quality or
merely a sales gimmick? Are these loaded sales
lerins persuasive marketing devices for the
uninitiated winedrinker?

Our answer 1s "yes" because with each suc-
ceeding tier of supposed quality, the price rises
significantly. A $40 chardonnay? That's ultra-
premium pricing that Is frequently not backed
by ultra-premium taste.

What has happened to an everyday wine —
the stufl we used to call jug wine? First of all
“jug” is a wine reference that makes us sound
cheap. As Americans, we don’'t want to pay a
lot. bul we don't want to appear cheap!

Today’s premium wines are yesterday's jug
wines. They are cork finished and the good
news is that there's a host of good ones avail-
able Jocally. In today's tough economic times, it’
is still possible 1o please both palate and purse.

High-quality $5 bottes of wine are few and
far between, so we're looking at palale pleasure
all under $10 in our recommendations. We've
placed the real winners as Wine Selections of
the Week.

To heighten your spirits, we're starting ofl
with two Latvian bubblies, produced like the
best French champagnes and California spark-
lers from grapes grown in the Crimes. Riga
Brut and Riga Brave (both $9) are not only
tasty sparkiing pours, but the Riga Brut still
has the old “Cobetckoe™ label. Now that the So-
viet Union Is dissolved and Latvia has regained
independence, the bottle is a collector's item!

While we champion the “buy American™ sen-
timents, we have to lay some of the blame (or
the high price of domestic wines squarely on
the shoulders of California producers and their
myopic view of wine purchasers. The majority
of North Coast wine producers have generally
ignored the segment of the market seeking
wines under $10 per bottle.

This is not true of The Monterey Vineyard.
Here sights are focused on this majority section
of winedrinkers. The Classic White and Classic
Red wines are favorful and generous for ar-
ound $6.50. The Monlerey Vineyard varietally
labeled bottlings can be purchased for around
$9 and represent true expressions of the grape
variety. .

The same can be said of Bel Arbors wines,
Fetzer Vineyard's second label. The reds in the
Bel Arbors line are the best buys. Equally
quality-price consclous are the offerings from
Fopptano Vineyards bottled under its second
label Riverside Farms.

French country wines or “Vin de Pays” are
some of the best values available. They origi-
nate principally in the region known as the
Languedoc-Rousillon and carty the following
major viticultual regions on the label —
Coteaux du Languedoc, Cotes du Roussillon,
Vin de Pays d'Oc. Corbieres and Minervois. The
1989 and 1990 botitlings from these regions are
very tasty buys.

Try the dish Mrs. Bush loved at Schoolcraft

For Schoolcralt College culinary arts
students even the most crdinary meal can
become an event.

So you can understand the magnitude
of everyone's excitement in the kitchen of
the Walerman building when frst lady
Barbara Bush paid a visit during a recent
campaign swing.

Classes were halted for the day, as
much to satisfy everyone's interest in
Bush's visit as for the security prepara-
tions that were needed.

Bul Bush's 20-minute visit was more
than just glad-handing and soliciting
votes, While at the college she helped de-
partment manager Certilled Master Che{
Jeffrey Gabriel make a salmoen dish, and
frosted a cake with pastrychelJoe Decker.

“She's very, very personable,” sald Ga-
briel. "It was very excting for the students
and faculty.”

Gabriel added that Mrs. Bush enjoys
coaking, even though the White House
staff supplies most of theirmeals when the
Bushes are at home.

So who was in the kitchen with
Barbara?

Just a half-dozen or so Secret Service
guys wired for sound, a bomb-sniffing dog,
fourtelevision news crews, a bevy of repor-
ters and photographers, a White House
advance man, state Republican staffers,
Schooleraft College administrative heads
and, oh yes. chefs, both culinary arts stu-

dents and teachers.

The first lady was breezing through Mi-
chigan, one day before the presidential
preference primary, on her way toa lune-
heon for Oakland County GOP supporters
at the Novi Hilton.

While photographers and cameramen
trampled reporters and one another, an
elegant Bush toured Schoolcraft's culin-
ary arts facility, then went to work with
Chef Gabriel. All the while a beaming Lt.
Gavernor Connje Binsleld and Michigan
first lady Michelle Engler looked on.

“lcould get tolike this,”a white-aproned
Bush sajd while she slathered the salmon
and shrimp mousse onto a base of phyllo
dough and crepes.

WIlth the chef's assistance she snapped
the flnished product into a roll.

*Wouldn't it have been terrible if it went
blooomph?” Bush asked, handing forks to
Binsfeld and Engler, who together with the
first lady nibbled on a pre-cocked sample.

“No human hands touched this foed.”

It was a one-ring circus and the down-
to-earth mother of five and grandmother of
12 was the center of it all.

Then-Vice-President George Bush and
his wife toured the community college be-
[ore the 1988 election. Their success with
an enthusiaslic crowd that day inspired
the return trip, Schoolcralt Vice President
Dr. Conway Jeflress said. Jelfress, a Novi
resident, greeted the flrst lady, along with
Schoolcraft president Dr. Richard
McDowell.

“Lasl Ume, we were anxious to make
something speclal for the vice president

and found out that all he wanted were pork
rinds and hol sauce, So he got pork rinds
and hot sauce.” Jeflress said,

This time — with the president out woo-
ing volers In illinofs — the culinary school
had more of a chance (o strut its scrump-
tlous stufl. Bush assisted in frosting a
yummy-looking vellow chiffon cake con-
cocled with hazel nuts, Frangelico and
whipped cream.

Bush - a sell-described housewile —
confessed in an interview at the Novi Hil-
{on afterward thal she rarely cooks “for
real,” just on an occaslonal Sunday night
when she and her husband dine alone in
the White House.

Bush left a wake of good feelings behind
herat the Haggerty Road college. Buiwhen
she lelt, she look Chel Gabriel's recipe lor
Lake Michigan Salmort En Croute with
her.

Cooking success comes when
you slart with a good reclpe, mea-
sure correclly and use the right
ingredients,

Be careful aboul substituling
key ingredients unless the recipe
suggesls an altemalte. We all enjoy
food, however, that also tastes
good, looks good and is good for
you. A basic understanding of
some of the key ingredients will
heip accomplish this by giving you
a perfect product every Uime.

Baking powder is a leavening
agent which makes food rise when
baked in the oven, skillet or waffle
iron. It is a combination of baking
soda, a dry acid or acid salt, and
starch or flour, When mixed and
baked with the acid ingredient it
reacts with the baking soda to pro-
duce gas bubbles that make the
batter or dough rise. Store baking
powder tightly covered in a cool,
dry cupboard, not over the stove. It
will keep for up to one and one-half
years. Test the freshness of stored
baking powder by testing a (eas-
peon in one-third cup of hot water.
It should bubble quickly.

Baking soda used alone has no
leavening power, but used in mix-

The subject has
been made to appear arcane. Certain
rules are supposed to be inviolable.
Weli, that's nonsense and the au-
thority who says so is none other
than the esteemed wine publication
The Wine Speclalor,

The folks at The Wine Spectator
have produced their “Ultimate Guide
to Buying Wine™ ($14.95, available
thorugh bookstores or wine retailers.
Copies can be ordered directly from
The Wine Spectator, 631 Van Ness
Ave,, Suile 2014, San Fransisco, CA
94101; add $3.50 for postage and
handling.)

The Wine Spectator proclalms this
book as the world's most comprehen-
sive price and ratings reference for
more than 24,000 wines from 21
countries. That part of the book will
be left to wine writers, What | found
particularly appealing and useful
was all the practical advice for any-
one who entertains.

The chapter “Choosing a Wine for
Dinner” begins, “The first thing tore-
member about matching food and
wine is to forget the rules. Forgel ab-
oul shoulds and shouldn'ts. Forget
about complicated systems [or
selecting the right wine with the foed
on the table. This ts not rocket sci-
ence. It's comrnon sense. Follow your
instinets.” Bravo.

The second pointis another depar-
ture: “The most important rule is to
choose a wine that you want to drink
by itsell. Despite all the hoopla about
matching wine and iood, you will
probably drink most of the wine with-
out the beneflt of food -— either before
the food is served or aiter you've fin-
ished you meal. . . Evenif the match
is not perfect. you will still have an

such as buttermilk, sour milk, mo-
lasses, or frult juice, it makes a ten-
der product. Mixtures containing
baking soda should be baked as
soon as mixed because the soda
slarts to react when it comes in
contact with the liquid. Always mix
the baking soda with the dry ingre-
dients first.

Evaporated milk is made from
hemogenized whole milk with ab-
oul 60 percent of the water re-
moved. This can be diluted withan
equal amount of water and substi-
tuted for mitk in a recipe. Evapor-
ated milk can be used right from
the can in a sauce or gravy oras a
binder Lo replace egg in a meatloaf,
a liquid in mashed potatoes, or for
dipping when breading fish,
chicken or chops.

Itdoes have a slighUy carmelized
laste because of the processing.
However. this will not aflect the
product. After opening the can. it
should be treated and stored like
fresh milk and used within three to
five days.

Chilled evaporated milk makesa
very acceptable whipped lopping.
Add about three tablespoans of le-
mon juice to a can of evaporated
milk and whip stff. For best re-

sults, chill the milk, bowl and bea-
ters thoroughly before whipping.

When a recipe refers to flour. it
generally means all-purpose wheat
flour. Otherwise the type wili be
specified, and these are not neces-
sarily interchangeable. All-
purpose flourisablend of hardand
soft wheat flours and is the most
common flour used for baking or as
a thickening agent. Instant flour is
an all-purpose flour which has
been processed to make it fine and
granular. Because of its blending
ability it is used for a thickener.
Cake flour is blended from only soft
wheats and has a softer lexture
than all purpose. In an emergency
you can subslitule one cup minus
two tablespoons sifted all-purpose
flour for one cup cake flour,

Self-rising llour is all-purpose
flour towhich leavening agents and
salt have been added in amounts
suilable for general bakdng. [t does
not make a very good yeasl pro-
duct, popovers, or egg-leavened
cake such as angel food or sponge
cakes. Self-rising can be used in
crusis where the (at in the recipe
has been reduced.

Bread {lour is sometimes avail-
able and highly desirable for bread

There is always debate over the
proper serving tlemperatures for
wine, so listen to this.

malking because it has a high prop-
ortion of gluten. This gluten glves
elasticity to dough, helps it expand
and hold to gas from the yeast.
There are many other non-wheat
flours available. They work best in
aspeciflc recipe, or follow the direc-
tions on the bag.

Molasses is a distinctively fla-
vored syrup made from sugar cane
sap. Light molasses and unsul-
phured have a golden color and
mild flavor. Use lght molasses in
recipes where a delicate color and
flavor are needed. Dark molasses is
much darker and stronger flavored
and used in recipes where pro-
nounced flavors and color are
preferred.

Molasses is not as sweet as su-
gar so use one cup molasses o re-
place three-fourths cup granulated
sugar. Reduce the ather liquidina
recipe by five tablespoons for each
cupof molasses used. Store tightly
covered at roorn temperature, After
opening, refrigerate o help prevent
moald. If crystals form, place the
bottle in hot water to melt them.

There are many tricks Lo being a
successful cook and/or baker. By
understanding the basics. the
chances of getling a perfect pro-
duct improves every time.

Other salient poinis include:
“Keep cosls in perspectlve. A few ine
wines are expensive, but far too many
well-made, reasonably priced wines
are ignored because they lack the im-
age and prestge of higher-priced
wines.

“Buy wine by Lhe case. Most relail-
ers glve you a 10 percent discounl —
or one bollle free. Assemble your
wines with rhyme and reason. Think
about your needs befare parting with
your cash.”

The reclpes in “The Wine Specla-
lor's Guide" were selected because
they include wine in the cooking, or
to make a point about pairing with a
sipping wine. This super-easy de-
ssert falls into the latter category.
