WliUe NoVi Community Develop­
ment Director and tenant J im Wahl 
Is preparing to pack his bags and 
move out of his city-owned resi­
dence, the future of 1810 E. Lake 
Drive Is unclear. 

Some council membej^ say the 
property should bie sold and the 
profits diverted to parkland purch­
ases. Others Want to keep It and ul­
timately extend a public hieachfront 
along Walled Lake. 

City Manager Edward Kriewall 
Wednesday asked Novl City Coun-
cQ to consider placing $4,000 in the 
1992-1993 budget to demolish the 
building. Thursday, they nixed that 
expenditure. 

Council Member Nancy Cassis 
said she wasn't prepared to set 
aside the $4,000 for pulling down 
the house; "It's become an embar-
assment. We're saying we want to 
demolish it and bury the evidence." 

Cassis and Council Members 
Carol Mason and T im Pope say the 

house should be sold, leaving the 
future owner with the option of re­
storing or tearing it down. 

"1 don't think the city should be 
in the business of owning land like 
this," Pope said. 

Among the Ideas being kicked ar­
ound Is letting the the Oakland 
County Sherlil's department use 
the site for their lake patrol. Mason 
suggested using the house as a po­
lice substation. 

Wahl, who has paid $200 a 
month to rent the home, said he Is 
moving out within 90 days. His te­
nure there has been the subject of 
controversy recenUy. 

The two-room residence may not 
be up to city code and would need 
so much work that It can not be re- I 
nted out to a non-city employee. 
Mayor Matthew Quinn said.

Deciding "What's in" and "wliat's out" for 
1992-93 Isn't just the domain of West Coast 
trendsetters. 

Novl City Council had a crack at it Thursday, 
as the new $12.044 million budget began to take 
Its nnal shape. What's In above all else ls $70,000 
for a one-year payment on park land. This would 
supplement a $220,000 dovm-payment prop­
osed for an as yet undisclosed site. 

What's on its way out Is the $37,000which the 
city administration has been Instructed to tear 
from its budget by Monday — anywhere it 
chooses. 

A public hearing on the budget, originally 
scheduled for tonight, has been pushed back to 
May 18.

O n May 5, Uie city's 1x)nd attorneys adVlsed 

Uie councU that a drop in Its fund balance down 
to nine, eight or seven percent could lead in a re-
ducUon In Ule city's exceUent bond raUng tiy New 
York agencies Moody's and Standard and Poor's. 

The rating agencies prefer to see a munclpality 
keep 12 to 15 percent of its annual revenue in re­
serve. If Novi's drops down, the city could be pen-
aUzed by a .25 percent increase in tiond interest 
payments. 

The city soon expects lo sell more bonds for 
the voter-approved $18.8 million road improve­
ment program. 

Council Membier Nancy Cassis earUer asked 
the administration to remove 5 to 10 percent 
from each department budget to enhance the 
fund balance. While Uils wasn't adopted. Cassis 
says she is saUsfied that her campaign led to a 
greater reducUon in spending. 

If the city keeps a 10 percent fund balance. 
Uiat would be $1.1 mUlion. The admlnlstraUon 
had recommended that the city drop down to a 
$750,000 fund lialance to Juggle Uie budget. 

But monies left unspent or removed last week 
by Uie-councU frfJm-Uie 1991-92 budget freed up 

$519,000. Of Uils. $250,000 was earmarked for 
Uie fund balance, keeping it at about $1 mUUon. 

A move by Council Member Joseph ToUi to 
sweep away aU city expenditures on conferences, 
workshops, memberships, magazines, books 
and studies was not supported Thursday, al­
though some council members said Uiey Would 
Uke to see a Umlted reducUon in Uiese areas. 

Mason suggested Uiat city employees pay for 
their own conferences. 

"1 have a real problem with the councU tiylng 
to do new programs at the expense of the employ­
ees.

- Now knowing Why Voters rejected 
Ule Northville School District's last 
millage proposal, school ofllcials are 
expected tonight to write a second 
proposal for U1e June 8 elecUon — a 
proposal they hope voters Will pass. 

'. Voters who called In to sound off to 
bcjard members and district ofllcials 
Thursday rJght said a lack of Infor­
maUon and rolling the renewal and 
2.78-mi11 Increase Into a single Issue 
were two of U1e main reasons Uiey 
voted down Uie recent mlllage prop­
osal. The Northville School DlsUlct 
Includes portions of souUiem Novi. 

"They (the voters) really Wanted to 
see It as a split vote WlUi Uie renewal 
and Increase spilt," sald Board M e m ­
ber Carol Rahimi. who answered ab­
out 10 calls from Voters wlUi Varying 
responses. "They are Just saying no 
new taxes." 

The results of the phone survey, 
coupled wlU1 more Uian 240 written 
responses, should now serve as U1e 
foundaUon for the district's second 
mlllage proposal, which goes before 
Uie school board for approval to­
night. The board meets at 7:30 p.m. 
at Old VUlage School. 405 W. Main. 

The majority ofthe 145 voters Who 
called In to the two-hour telephone 
session said they wanted lo see a split 
request, wilh a smaller increase, If 
any at all. Most believed Uie tax re­
quest Was voted down because It was 
not a spilt Issue and because the In­
crease was too high and not well-
documented. 

Board members fielded calls from 
supporters and non-supporters who 
speculated on why the 25.4 l -mill re­
quest Was defeated by more than a 
3-1 margin on April 28. While on Uie 
line they also sought callers' opinions 
on how to resUrlcture Uie millage 
proposal for the June 8 ballot. 

In general callers werej ust venUng 
their frustraUons, said Board Mem­
ber Joseph Dunkerley, but in actual­
ity had Very lltUe concrete input to of­
fer about the second proposal. 

Seeing a split vote with some kind 
of choice for a one-year period Were 
lop-ranklngresponses for the J ime 8 
ballot. Showing evidence that the dls-
Ulct was cutUng back and detalllng 
cxacUy what would be cut were also 
popular voter requests. 

Top-heavy admlnlsU^Uve costs 
and employee raises also put board 
members on Uie defensive Uylng to 
squelch erroneous InformaUon U1at 
surfaced in a Detroit News article and 
in ClUzens for a Better NorthvUle 
anU-mllkige filers. 

DIsUlct admlnisU"ators and per­
sonnel were also on hand to ansWer 
Uie overflow of calls holding on lines 
for Uie six board mcmbei^. Board 
Member Glenna Davis had a prior 
commiUnent. 

"We were hearing a lot of mlscon-
cepUons and a lot about mislnforma-
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Uon about Uie facts and figures," said 
Superintendent Leonard Rezmlerski. 

Board members and disUlct ofll­
cials said whfle Uie majority ofcallers 
opposed any millage Increase, each 
said Uiey had a wide range of reac-
Uons. Some Voters, a large percen­
tage of Uie callers, said Uiey would 
Support Just the 22.63-mill renewal 
on June 8, while oUlers said Uiey'd 
consider supporUng Uie renewal and 
a smaller increase, Iflt were JusUfied 
and Uie figures Were completely 
disclosed. 

"Just about eveiybiody said they 
would support a renewal, but any­
thing more would have to be ex­
plained in detail," sald Board Mem­
ber Donald Klokkenga.

A l i t t l e o n t h e h i g h s i d e ? 

The way I remember it, it used 
to he pretty tough to graduate 
from NorthviUe High School 
Wlth aperfect 4.0 grade point av­
erage (CPA). The same thlng 
Would probably have been true 
of Novl High School, except 
there Was no Novl High School 
back In the days When I Was a 
student. 

Some Novl kids Went to lilgh 
school ln Walled I ^ e and some 
Went to Farmlngton. but most 
Went to Northville. So, Lf it Was 

hard for a Northville kid to earn a 4.0 It was just as hard for 
a Novl kid. 

In fact, my distinct recollection Was that lt was almost 
lmposslble to graduate With a 4.0 C P A That's not true any 
more. A t least six Northvllle and at least five Novl seniors 
Will graduate With 4.0 C P A s this year. 

The reason I know this Is that I've been Working on our 
second armual Al l -Area Academic Team Which wlll be pub­
lished tl11s Thursday . 

One of my Jobs ls to coordlnate the M - A r e a team for 
HomeTown Newspapers' East Division high schools (Novi, 
Northville, South Lyon. Mllforxl and Lakeland) and West 
Division high schools (Brlghton, Howell. Hartland, Pinc­
kney and Fowlerville). 

Plcldng the All-,Area teams is pretty easy, We ask each 
high school to nominate five seniors and report their CPAs 
and A C T s c o r e s . E q u a l weight is given to tioth the C P A and 
the A C T , and the 10 members ofthe team are determined 
by mathematical calculation. 

At a n y rate, the responsibility for coordlnatlng the Al l -
.Area teams for both the East and West papers has pro­
vided some interesting hisights. 

For one thlng, both Novl a n d Northvllle generally seem 
to feel that their respective districts are about the best 
aiDund. 

B u t guess what? They're not the only ones. People ln at 
least Brlghton, Hart land and Pinckney feel exactly the 
same Way alxiut thelr districts. 

The thing I found most Interestlng, however, was the 
preponderance o f 4.0 C P A s among the Novl/NorthvUle 
nominees. Al l l 1 Novl/Northvll le nominees had 4.0s. B y 
comparison, only two of the 15 nominees from the other 
three East Division (South Lyon, Mllford and Lakeland) 
schools had 4.0 GRAs. 

In other Words. 13 o f the 25 nominees from East Div i ­
sion schools had 4.0 C P A s . .And 11 of them were from Novl 
and Northville. 

The contrast is even greater when you look at the 25 
nominees firom the five West Dhrislon schools (Brighton, 
Howell. Hartland, Plncluiey and FoWlervllle). O f the 25 
nominees from those schools, only one had a perfect 4.0 
C P A . Lending credibility to the Validity of that 4.0 was the 
fact that it Was earned b y a Brighton High School student 
(Ben Wirth) Who had the highest A C T score (35) ever re­
corded in the tWo years We've Ijeen sponsoring All-.Area 
Academic teams. 

One of the nice things atiout these teams ls that equal 
Weight is given to the C P A a n d A C T . And . tiecause most o f 
the nominees have fairly high C P A s , the determining fac­
tor more often than not ls the A C T . Uslng the A C T tends to 
balance out school districts Which grade tougher than 
others. 

Admittedly, none of tills takes into account how h a r d a 
student has to Work to earn a perfect CPA. There's no way 
to measure that. 

But . if you think I'm suggesOng that the Novl and North-
Vllle school districts tend to grade a bit on the high aide, 
you're right

The fourth graders would have to 
re-adapt to Orcliard Hills for a year 
before they head to Novl Meadows 
In two years. 

Trustee Raymond Byers said he 
wants Input from parents. 

"I have a real problem telling 
these people in two weeks t111s is 
w11at we're going to do," said T lus-
tee I^ymond Byers. 

Byers suggested the effected pa­
rents be provided a forum tiefore 
the school board. 

Barr said the parents would have 
the opportunity to protest after he 
meets with them, but tiefore the re­
solution Is adopted. 

"If they pack this room to the raf­
ters, so to speak, you might not take 
any action." Barr said. 

Board members discussed plac­
ing relocatable classrooms outside 
F^rkvlew to accommodate the over­
flow of students.

Art and music would 
be taught by teachers traveling 
from room to room. 

But the "art on a cart" plan met 
with some criticism by board mem­
ber Sandra Thornton. Art classes 
would have to be limited to clean 
mediums in the cari)eted Parkview 
classrooms, Thornton said. Paint 
and clay would have the potential of 
rulr11ng the carpet, she said. 

Board member Craig Foreback 
suggested some parents might not 
oppose the redistricting plan. The 
board should hear what parents 
have to say, Foreback said. 

"If redistricting isn't desirable, 
maybe the alternative is less desir­
able," Foreback said. 

Talk of oveipopulation in Park­
view led to concerns about the fu­
ture population stability in Novi 

schools. 
Byers suggested the bioard look 

at acqiilring property in the north 
end of the district. He said a new 
school Will be needed Within five 
years to accommodate students 
coming from proposed housing de­
velopments in the area. 

^ e r s also suggested trading a 
10-acre plot of land owned hy the 
district on Ten Mile Road with Pro­
vidence Hospital's Ten Mile and 
Haggerty Road property. The prop­
erty is currently home to a branch of 
Providence Hospital, but the build­
ing is expected to close When the 
Prcrvldence Park medical facility 
opens at the comer of Beck Road 
and Grand River Avenue. 

Hospital ofllclals liave said they 
Would consider using the facility for 
Novi Youth Assistance activities. 

Barr will contact parents affected 
by the proposed redistricting plan.

Novi schools will make its tax base 
sharing payment — but not happily. 

The district will be the last in its 
eastern Michigan region to make a 
second payment to the state tax base 
sharing plan. The ffrst payment was 
made in Decemljer. The second was 
due March 15. 

Tax base sharing, a plan man­
dated by state law, requires districts 
considered to 1je property wealthy by 
the state fimding formula to share 
half of all new commercial and in­
dustrial taxes with other school dis­
tricts in the state. 

Mld11gan is divided Into two reg­
ions for sharing taxes. Oakland 

County Is in the eastern region, while 
Wayne County is in the westem 
region. 

The plan will cost Novl schools 
close to a half-million dollars this 
year. 

The payment came before the 
school board for approval Thursday 
at the request of Thlstee Robert 
Schram. Some Wayne County dis­
tricts have not paid their share be­
cause a citizens' lawsuit Is under 
way, preventing payment. 

No such lawsuit exists in Oakland 
County, but the constitutionality of 
tax base sharing is in the courts. 

"It's on the agenda." said Superin­
tendent William Banr. "Quite frankly. 
1 think it's on the political agenda." 

Scliram suggested saving the mo­
ney in a district escrow fund until the 
lawsuit Is resolved. But Novi would 
be financially penalized by the state 
forwlthholdinga payment, Barr said. 

And the district would have no­
thing to gain because Its tax base 
sharing payments are being held in 
an interest-bearing, county escrow 
account pending resolution of the 
lawsuit. 

Board Trustee Sandra Thornton 
"begrudgingly" motioned to approve 
the payments to what she called the 
"tax base giving" plan. The motion 
passed 4-3 with Tlustee Raymond 
Byers. Schram and Secretaiy Craig 
Foreback casting protest votes 
against the plan.

The tea tiag Was an accidental find; tea Was 
put in little silk bags as a cheaper method of 
distributing samples. To everyone's amazement, 
people started leaving the tea in the bag rather 
than removing it. When silk Was too expensive 
to use companies switched to gauze, and noW a 
high tensile strength filter paper is used for tea 
bags. 

Asian teas are Widely sold in America. Most 
supermarket tea is blended tea in a disposable 
bag; however. i11a.ny markets do stock loose tea. 
Some of the most popular teas s u c h as English 
breakfast. Irish breakfast and Ear l Grey are 
blends of tea leaves from various sources. Indi­
vidual teas are named for the place of origin; 
Daijeellng. Ceylon, Keemun etc. (Darjeeling Is 
one of the choicest teas and comes from the 
foothills of the Himalayas.) 

The name of a black tea sometimes reflects 
the size of the tea leaves. Souchong denotes 
large leaves. Pekoe is medium sized leaVes and 
Orange Pekoe teas are made from the smallest 

; leaves. I^ekocdoes not refer to.the flavor of the 
tea, only the grade a n d size of a tea leaf. 

B lack tea Is the type most familiar to Wes­
terners. The tea leaves wither In the sun; then 
they are bruised to break the leaf cells and left 
In a Warm place to ferment. Dur ing the fermen­
tation process, the leaf color deepens and the 
flavor develops. They are then fired to stop fer­
mentation and preserve them. B lack teas have 
a rich reddish brown color and fuU aroma and 
flavor. 

Green tea leaves are of course easy to iden­
tify. These leaves are steamed Immediately after 
harvesting to prevent fermentation. The leaves 
are crushed, then fired and dried. Green teas 
have a pale color and less aroma and flavor 
than black tea. Oolong tea is somewhere be­
tween green and black tea in process and in 
color, flavor and body. Tliey are fermented par­
tially and then stearned to stop the fermenta­
tion. Al l teas should be stored in airtight con­
tainers in a cool dry place. If properly stored, 
they Will be good up to a year without loss of 
flavor. Cafleine is also a natural part of a tea 
leaf. The way the tea is brewed will determine 
the amount of caffeine per cup. Herbal teas are 
caffelne-firee. 

A perfect cup of tea begins With fresh Water. 
Fill the teapot With hot Water and let stand 
While fresh cold Water is brought to a full roU-
Ing boil. Empty the teapot, add the tea bags or 
leaves and pour in the boiling Water. 
Immefiiately cover and brew from three to five 
minutes depending on hoW strong you Uke your 
tea. Remove the tea leaves or bags and serve. 
Your guests Will have a Wonderful cup of tea to 
go along With dainty tea sandwiches, cookies, 
cakes or hot buttered scones. Herbal teas are a 
nice change of pace for aftemoon tea. pick a 
vEiriety that will complement foods you are 
serving. 

Here are some Interesting ways to use tea 
either hot or cold. Soak dried fruit In brewed 
tea rather than water. It gives a delicate flavor. 
B lend some low-calorie lemon-flavored tea mix 
wlth plain yogurt to make It really zesty.

Let's lace it. Rlgatoni with radicchio and 
lingi1ine with lobster may be the rage among 
today's trattoria-crazed food mave11s. 

But it's plain old macaroni and cheese -— 
crusty, bubbling and rich — that has been 
Warming the bodies and souls of Americans 
for generations. 

Macaroni and cheese will be the ultimate 
comfort food long after pasta primavera has 
gone the way of all flashes in the pan. 

Nutritionally speaking, it's especially good 
for young people. Older folks probably 
shouldn't make it a staple, but it's still rela­
tively healthy for them, too, according to Syl­
via Trletman of the Oakland County 
Cooperative Extension Service. 

One cup of homemade macaroni and 
cheese has 430 calories. Though it contains 
22.2 grams fat and I.086 mg of sodium, it 
also adds 362 mg calcium, 1.8 mg of Iron. 
322 mg of phosphorus, .20 mg of thiamine, 
.40 mg of riboflavin and 1.8 mg of niacin. It 
also contains 860 lUs (International units) of 
Vitamin A. 

For a girl ages 11-14. a dish of macaroni 
and cheese would give her about a third of 
her recommended dally allowance of cal­
cium, about 43 percent ofher day's protein, 
and about 17 percent ofher needed calories 
for the day. 

'Macaroni and cheese is good for calcium 
and protein." said TVeltman. T h e y don't 
have any PDAs that Fm aware of specifying 
fat. But as a home economist looking at it. It 
might be a Utile high in fat content. If you're 
eating it on a daily basis that might be a prob­
lem. But fora growingboy or girl I don't seen 
it being a problem." 

For an older person watching their so­
dium Intake, the sodium content is a llltle 
high. But for nearly eveiyone else, careful 
selection of accompaniments could make 
macaroni and cheese an almost Ideal meal, 
according lo TTeltman. 

"Generally speaking, it's a nulIltious 
food." she said. "You could team It up with a 
tossed salad or a green vegetable. Not a star­
chy vegetable like a potato or com. Green 
beans or broccoU would do well to balance 
the heaviness. Add some fruit for dessert and 
according to basic diet needs, you've covered 
all the basic groups." 

Best of all. there are ways to dress up the 
classic and make it an easy alternative to fro­
zen and packaged products. 

Jeffrey Baldwin of Walled Lake is corpo­
rate chef for Norman's Restaurants which 
operates the Salvatore Scalloplnl in Novi 
(along With Norm's Diner in Farmington 
Hills. Salvatore Scallopini In West Bloomfleld 
and Southfield. Norm's Oyster Bar & Grill in 
SouUifleld. Norman's Eton Street StaUon In 
Birmingham and Nifty Norman's in Walled 
Lake). 

He designs menus, decides what the re­
staurants will feature, trains Sitaif, and looks 
after the day-to-day operations of Normans' 
restaurants. 

In his Junior year at Walled Lalce Central 
High Sch(X)l, he enrolled in the culinary arts 
program at Southwest Oakland Vocational 
Education Center in WLxom. He later studied 
at the Culinaiy Institute of America in Hyde 
Park, N.Y. At the time, he was the youngest 
student ever to be accepted into the program. 

As part of his training, he worked in a re­
staurant in CharleVoix. and later moved to 
Lake Tahoe. He opened two popular DeU-oit 
restal1rants. Van Dyke Place in 1981. and 
The Whitney, in 1982. 

Below, he shares with us a recipe that he 
calls 'the macaroni and cheese of the '90s." 
His mostaclolll with smoked turkey uses a 
pungent gorgonzola cheese lo create a flavor­
ful mouthful. 

Brad Ogden also has some ideas about 
macaroni and cheese. Ogden is author of 
B r a d l e y Ogden's B r e a k f a s t , L u n c h a n d D i n ­
ner (Random House), one of this season's 
hottest cookbooks. 

'1 grew up on Kraft macaroni and cheese," 

he said. ".And I guess my kids got an early 
lasle of Kraft at their friends' houses, be­
cause when I made macaroni and cheese 
from scratch for them, and it turned out real 
good, they wouldn't touch it." 

Ogden came up with tliree original re­
cipes. All are quick and easy to make. They 
can be prepared ahead of time and baked 
just before serving, and they're ideal for large 
fainily parties, when both serving ease and 
budget are considerations. 

All three recipes start with a simple white 
cream sauce made with milk or half-and-
half. DUTerent types of shredded cheese can 
be substituted for those Ogden suggests. 
Roasted chiUes can be substituted for 
roasted tomatoes. Grilled ahi can flU in for 
sauteed sabnon. 

The salmon-flecked version is an upscale 
rendition of a decidedly low-key favorite. 

"I got the idea from the old tuna casserole," 
Ogden said. "You remember, the one your 
mother used lo make with canned luna, noo­
dles and peas." 

Ogden gained renown by peddling pot 
roast and mashed potatoes liuring a decade 
when Italian, French and olher Mediterra­
nean cuisines were in vogue. He's stil in love 
with simple, hearty American fare. 

"Things like meat loaf, macarorll and 
cheese, pot roast and corned beef hash," he 
said. "Sure, we revise (the recipes) a Utile, 
make them a Ultle fighter, but it's sllU the 
same famfliar, wholesome, good-tasting 
food. I don't think it wiil ever lose its charm."
