Michigan Bellls still weighing the pros and
cons of splitting Novi by area codes in 1994.
“Frankly, we have learned il’s a done deal
everywhere but Novl and Livonia,” said Joe
O'Connor, head of a citizens’ committee that
has studied the issue for eight months.
Residents who could be shifted into a new
area code are those now in the Farmington
and Walled Lake exchanges. Indicated by the
flrst three diglts of thelr telephone number.
But they may not go without a [ight.
Homeowners [rom Village Oaks, Westmin-
ster and Willowbrook subdivisions, as well
as Applegate Condominiums were organiz-
ing and swapping telephone numbers at the
Thursday public hearing at Orchard Ridge
Elementary School. These neighborhoods
possibly face a streel-by-street, house-by-

house great lelecommunications divide.

Most of Novi is in the Northville exchange
and will keep the 313 area code,

Kaly Angeski, chairperson of the board of
directors of Village Oaks Commons Area As-
soclation, says she plans to survey the area
tolearnwhat residents think about the prop-
osal. Village Gaks has 570 homes. O'Connor
— head of Market Research Analysts, a firm
hired by Bell to work with the citizens’ com-
mittee — volunteered to help.

"Because we have such a large association
with so many members, [ think we can defi-
nitely have impact. There are so many people
in Village Oaks. It sounds like they (Bel)) are
listening,” she said,

If all goes forward, some Vlillage Oaks
streets would have two area codes. The
change will nol impact phone rates, Bell
says.

"I will have to dial a different area code to

call my next-door neighbor, That makes ab-
solutely no sense,” Jim Antosiak, legal liason
for the Village Oaks assoclalion, said.

The citizens commiitee, which includes
government oflicials from Oakland, Macomb
and Wayne counties, 15 expected to give a {l-
nal recommendation to Michigan Bell in
mid-June, The New Jersey-based Bell Corp.,
which assigns area codes, could have the
new code for southeastern Michigan by
August.

Also slated for a split are Livonia, Wixom,
St. Clair Shores and Farmington Hills. Due
to increased technology such as cellular
phenes and population growth, the phone
company says that without the change it will
run out of telephone numbers here by 1995.

“All Novi could be the same code — 313 —
through a techology change, It's expensive,
You must change the seven-digit number,”
O'Connor said.

“The company has normal operating
costs. The committee was very sensitive to
make a recommendatlon that would cost
$17 million. The fact is it's absorbed by the
entire system,”

To shift all of Novi into the Northville ex-
change would require extensive re-wiring, he
added, Those maving into the new exchange
would have to give up their current telephone
numbers,

Angeskl said that during informal talks
with her nefghbors in Village Oaks, those
now in the Farmington exchange said they'd
prefer to be placed in the Northville excharige
with the rest of Novi, even if it meant adjust-
ing to a new telephone number.

“I think most peple realize there’s no Im-
pact on rates now. Many people suspect
there may be a change of rates down the
line,” she said.

“It's a tough call,” O'Connor said, because

Strain takes plea bargain

Former Novl High Schoo! band di-
rector Cralg Straln accepted a plea
bargaln agreement Friday in a crimi-
nal sexual conduct case brought by a
student,

Strain agreed at Detroit's Frank
Murphy Hall of Justice to accept re-
sponsibllity for fourth-degree crim!-
nal sexual conduct charges, a misde-
meanor offense. The original charge
was a sccond-degree, felony offense
carrying a maximum sentence of up
to 15 years (n prison.

Under the proposed agreement,
Stratn will not spend any time In jall
unless the Judge rejects the terms of
the pleabargain agreement at adune
22 sentencing. The fourth-degree
charge carries a penalty of up to two

years in [ail.

The agreement stipulates Strain
wifl continue counseling, which he is

currently seeking, . .
;- Strain also may not have any un-

*gtipérviséd visits with minors, and he

“'muat surrender his teaching icense.
He will remain on probation for flve
yca.m.

Strain entered a plea of nolo con-
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tendere, or no contest, which is en-
tered when a defendant does not plan
tooffera defense but does not wish to
plead guilty. _

Judge Terrance Bayle accepted
the plea. The agreement was ar-
ranged by the Wayne County Prose-
cutor’s child abuse division. Strain
must now sce the court's probation
department before Boyle makes a -
nal ruling on the plea bargain agree-
ment “to make sure (the sentenice} is
right for {Strain) as well as the people
of Michigan.”

The no-contest plea Is not an ad-
mission of guilt, but an acceptance of
responsibility for the charges, Boyle
safd. The defendant retains the op-
tion of denying the charge in later
legal proceeding.

Richard Beemer, Strain's attor-
ney. told Boyle the piea was offered
because of civil lability against
Strain.

Strain resigned from his position
as band director and teacher at Novi

which was in Livonia at the time the
September 1989 incident occurred.
The girl, now a Novi High Scheol gra-
duate, was 15 years old and per-
formed in the pep band, which was
under Strain’s direction,

The criminal sexual conduct
occurrzd at Strain’'s home, The victim
sald at a preliminary exam that
Strain was “fmitating a sexual act on
ther} leg.”

The girl sald she and Strain had
their clothes on during the en-
counter. She also sald Strain
touched her breasts, and kissed her
in school on several occasions in
1989,

Boyle satd Friday the evidence was
“clearly sufficlent” to establish a
fourth-degree offense occurred.

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Schools flounder to
set year’s budget

School budgets have never been easy
to establish. Retiring Novi Superinten-
dent Willlam Barr said that in his 20
years ag anassistant superintendent the
state school funding program has never
been consistent. This year marks yet
another ride on the roller coaster.

Alfter a year of gloom-and-doom pre-
dictions from Novi school administra-
tors, some good news finally came last
week., State senate supporters of equity
in school funding hit a wall. Legislators
hoping to equalize the disparity in school
funding have been introducing new
programs each year to take money previ-
ously given to districts like Novi and
pump it into poorer school districts,
There certainly is some justification for
such a policy. Some districts are spend-
ing as little as $2,500 per student while
Novi is spending $6,000 per student.
Other districts go as high as $8,000 per
student.

But the funding inequities have
occurred as the state gradually has ta-
kenmoney away from education, placing
the burden on local schoo! districts.
Trustee Raymond Byers suggested the
school district “turn the bushel of apples
over and repack it.” In other words, the
school district could totally re-examine
the way it does business. Byers sug-
gested looking at the number of custo-
dians, noon-aids and buses used by the
district. He suggested students (gasp!!)
might actually be able to clean up after
themselves in the cafeterias rather than
paying a custodian to do the job.

The way Michigan
funds its schools needs a close look, But
because that is not likely to happen, we
encourage district administrators to
look at some of the creative ways of low-
ering costs suggested by school board
members while continuing to maintain
and even expand programs.

Trustee Michael Meyer suggested im-
proving the energy efficiency of school
buildings. Barr saild a computerized

energy program would pay for itself in
five years — not a bad investment.

Byers suggested discontinuing bus-
ing. School districts are not required by
law to provide transportation, and the
service is expected to cost $678,000 next
year. The transportation suggestion was
made with tongue partially in cheek, ow-
ing to the outcry it undoubtedly would
cause. But it was just one idea of many.

Trustee Sandra Thorton had an idea
for offering Japanese at little cost to the
district. She suggested Novi High School
offer a zero hour. Students could comein
early for instruction in Japanese, The
district already has ateacher whoisnear
certification for teaching the language.
Costs for benefits and a full-time or even
part-time teacher would be unneces-
sary. The teacher need only be compen-
sated for one exira hour per day.

Trustee John Streit suggested la-
crosse could be implemented at no cost
to the district. Based on a proposal of-
fered by a lacrosse organizer, Streit sald
a zero-cost lacrosse proposal should be
considered,. Under, the, plan, students
wishing to participate,would pay. The
fees would cover start up costs.

We don't necessarily support each
plan suggested by school board mem-
bers, but we encourage them to continue
to consider creative methods of funding
school district programs as they prog-
ress through budget discussions. It's a
lean year for most scheol district taxpay-
ers, and the district must demonstrate
its willingness to show continued

flextbility.

In the posseaston of, or
retalned by the department in the
performance of an official function.
These documents are subject to dis-
closure under the FOIA unless a spe-
cific exemption within the act per-
mits such a record to be withheld.
When a public record contalns
both information that is subjeci to
disclosure as well as Information that
{3 exempt from disclosure, the FOIA
permits the deletion of the exempt in-
formaton, but not the entire docu-
ment. The department previously
withheld entire police reparts If any
sectlon was Interpreted as exempt
from releasc under the FOIA
According to policy, release of In-
formation In each document will
welgh a number of departmental
concerns that fall under possible
FOIA exemption — such as whether
it would be an unwarranted invasion
of personal privacy; deprive a person
of the right to a falr tral; interfere or
compromise with law enforcement
proceedings; or endanger the lives or
safety oflawenforcement officers and
thelr familics —agatnat the public's
need and right to be informed. -
Currently, the department {acopy-

tng all reporis and making them
available to local newspapers for
viewing. The coplea made available to
newspapers are being edited by de-
partment personnel, who may black
out sections belleved exempt under
the FOIA.

In general, inforation that the
department is currently blacking out
of reports includes names and iden-
tifying Information of suspects who
have not been charged with a crime;
results of blood-alcohol level tests;
and names and identifying informa-
tion of some crime victims,

Shaeffer sald he is not sure
whether he has seen much difference
in the quantity of police news in The
Noui News since the department be-
gan releasing all reports, but safd he
believes “the quality of police news
has definitely improved.”

Malott agreed. "We have definitely
covered more serlous Incldents,” he
said.

The Spinal Column Newsweekly,
another newspaper that reads Novi
police reports on a regular basis, has
not seen the old or the new media pol-
fcy. said Assistant Editor Debbie
VanDer Ploeg.

VanDer Ploeg sald she was aware
that the policy was being redesigned
because she read about 1t in The Nout
News, but that her newspaper was
not involved in the matter.

*From what I hear, there are more
reports to go through now,” she sald.
“But I don't think the amount of
newsworthy tems has changed.”

Shaefler said response within the
department to the new policy has
been generally posittve, although of-
ficers have voiced concemns.

*There are many people who feel,
Just because they report a crime, it
doesn’t mean they should be subject
to {public release} of that informa-
tion,” he sald. “Police officers cer-
tainly deal withall the coarsest of hu-
man misery and officers want to be
protective of the rights of victims.”

Shaeffer satd confidentiality of in-

lso remains a concemn
“amengpfficers as well as some sensi-
uf;ixgw “thag an officer may do some-
thing wrong or perceived as wrong

and that it will be written up In the
paper.”

However, he polnted out that, for
the most part, the new policy is lead-
ing io positive relations between the
media and the department.

“Those very few negattve concerns
are not the prevailing attitude,” he
sald,
Malott said that, while he appreci-
ates the officers’ concerns, “you have
to look at it on a case-by-case basls,
which iswhat we doand what the po-
lice department does.

“We eertainly don't want toendan-
ger anybody or violate anyone’s pri-
vacy,” hesald. "Butwheneverthere s
a crime occurring there is a clear
publicinterest in knowing about that
crime. Knowledge 1s the best weapon
people have [n protecting
themselves,”

Malott said that, while he is
pleased with the new policy, he still
has some concerns over which the
newspaper and the police depart-
ment “agree to disagree.”

Malott listed several points he be-
leves are of concern.

B Timing of the release of a crimi-
nal defendant's identity: “We feel they.

should be identified upon arrest or
detention. We don't want (identities)
being held on release of awarrant be-

cause on rare occasions a person can
be held by the system beyond 48
hours. We don’t want people disap-
pearing into the system.”

A Interviews with defendants:
“The policy bars interviews with the
media unless the prosecutor agrees
to the interview. We think it should
be a matter between the defendant
and his attorney, not the
prasecutor.”

B Identity of victims of sex crimes,
child abuse and neglect: "We asked
for their identitles not so we can print
their names in the paper but so we
can contact them and give them an
opportunity to talk to us if they want
to,” Malott said,

The Novi Police Department has
agreed to relay such interview re-
quests to the victims.

Give your
pantry a good
spring cleanup

Springlime is the perfect time to start anew,
by disposing of unhealthy eating habits and re-
viving a nutritious regimen. The weather is im-
proving so it's also a perfect time to start an
exercise program to go along with this fresh
start of healthy eaiing even with a harrled
schedule. The nutritional overhaul should start
in the kitchen.

There should be plenty of rice and pasta,
they are naturally low In fat and rich in com-
plex carbohydrates that release plenty of

_ energy. Whole wheat pasta and brown rice will

also add fiber and new interesting flavers to
hot or cold salads. Replace sugar-coated cercals
with unsweetened ready to eat varieties. Read
the label to make sure they contain at least
two grams of fiber, eight grams or less sugar
and less than two grams of fat per serving.

/p ou tCheck out p ou% those snack foods
in your cupboard. Crackers made with lard, co-
conut, palm olls or shortenings have to go. In
there place have high-fiber, low fat versions
such as rice or barley cakes, mefba toast, flat
breads, matzo, rye crisps and whole grain waf-
ers. Chips of all varieties are best avolded or
eaten sparingly because of the fat, calorles and
sodium. Prefzels are low in fat but high in sailt,
so stock up on the unsalted brands, For the
sweet tooth, buy cockles with less fat and su-
gar. Reach for graham crackers, animal crack-
ers, gingersnaps and fig bars. Eat snack foods
with discretion.

Condiments, oils and canned foods may need
to be cleaned out, too. Use fresh or dried herbs
and spices instead of high sodium fiavor en-
hancers like soy or worchestershire sauces and
seasoned salts. For cooking use
polyunsaturated oils, like safflower, sunflower or
corn, or monounsaturated ofls, olive and
canola.

Many canned or dried socups and broths are
high in sodlum so replace with the sodlum re-
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duced or low sodlvim versicns, If you'do nbt wonf o e

salt taste. Our modern grocery stores have -

" fresh frults and vegetables available year round

so there is no real need for lots of canned of
these. Buy the no salt versions of canned veg-
etables and the no sugar cans of frults if you
need to buy the canned varielies.

The freezer also needs to be checked for un-
healthy food choices. Get rid of any breaded or
fried frozen dinner and buy meals with less
than 1,000 milligrams of sodium, 300 to 400
calories and about three grams fat per 100
calorfes. Premium ice creams need to be re-
placed with lower fat “lite” ice cream, and fat
free frozen yogurts or frozen desserts made
with fat substitutes. Good cholces also Include
frezen fruit or {uice bars with no added sugar,
sorbets and frult ices.

/p ou tOverhauling the p ou% foods In the
refrigerator will be a challenge. To keep calo-
ries, fat and cholesterol in check replace whole
milk with either one percent or skim milkk. Reg-
ular yogurt needs to be replaced with the
low-fat or no fat containing less than 200 calo-
ries per serving, Since milk and yogurt are ex-
cellent sources of calclum and you need them
in your healthy diet just make a couple
changes.

Substitute low-fat cheeses, something with
less than five grams of fat per cunce for the
high fat varieties. Limit the regular packaged
cold cuts and hot dogs which are both high In
fat and sodium.

Margarines made with liquid unsaturated olls
should replace regular butter and margarine.
Liquid, soft and tub margarines are generally
better cholces. Read the labels. More healthy
alternatives for high fat and high calorie salad
dressings are the reduced calorie or low-fat
dressings. A better idea is to stock the refriger-
ator full of fresh produce so there is little room

for anything else.

Nary a day goes by when we are not confronted with
stress on one level or another. '

From the moment we are jangled awake by a ringing
alarm to the moment our heads hit the pillow, many of
us are caught in a downward spiral of stress.

Yet not all stress Is bad, The butterilies we feel before
that first kdss, landinga 20-pound trout or buyinga first
home are all stress-inducers. We may see these experi-
ences as pleasant and positive, yet they may still be ac-
companied by sweaty palns, a flushed face and heart
palpitations — the same reactions we have when faced
with more unpleasant situations.

Unfortunately, there can sometimes seem to be more
unplesant stresses In datly life than positive ones —
what with traffic jams, yelling kids and angry bosses.
Frustrations can build to stich a point that the body
starts giving off warning signs to let you know that you
aren't dealing with the stress effectively.

Physical warning signs include insomnia, shortness
of breath, racing heartbeat, headaches, stiff muscles
and frequent bouts of flu. Psychological troubles may
include indecistveness, forgetfulness, constant anxdety
or anger, recurrent boredom and feeling of hopeless-
ness. Such signs may well be Nature's way of telling you
something's wrong. :

TV commercials may tellyou that caffeine makes you
nervous. Some people think drinking a plass of milk be-

fore bed has a scothing effect and makes them sleep
better, In fact, while cafleine is a stimulant, and certain
elements in milk may have a mild sleep-inducing effect,
experts say most correlation between food and stress is
a case of mind-over-matter. Your overall diet (or per-
haps a better term is "eating lifestyle”) is what really
makes the difference.

“A good balanced diet is important to keep you run-
ning well,” says Sylvia Treitman, home economist at the
Oakland County Cooperative Extension Service. “It's
not one particular food, It's getting a good balance that
helps the most. I wouldn't say there's one food that has

an effect.”

Eating good balanced meals without loading up on
one particular item “Just tends to work,” Treitman says.
Overdolng it with excessive amounts of fat, processed
sugar or alcohol are commeon pitfalls that can cause

stress.

“ ‘Being good' can help your lifestyle,” Trietman says
with a Jaugh. "I know it doesn't sound like fun to most
people. But when you overeat, you gain welght, and
then you start to huff and pufl. It all sort of works
together.,”

Aside from eating a balanced diet, there are ways to
reduce stress. Avolding life's aggravations is impossi-
ble, but being aware of the situations that cause tension
1s the first step inleaming how to better cope with them.

Relaxatlon techniques such as deep breathing and
positive visualization are easy and effective ways to
ward off stress, anud you can practice these techniques
whether alone or In public.

According to Trietran, visualization involving food
may work for some people.

“All people have certain things that make them
happy,™ she says. “There are childhood memories that
make you feel good, like maybe mom’s chicken soup.”

The next timeyou find yourself mentally tacklingone
of life’s problems, take a moment to give your mind a
break and instead concentrate on visualizing some-
thing thatyou thoroughly enjoy. This momentary vaca-

tion from worry helps to break the stress cycle and lets

you see things In a clearer perspective.

Good health s the key to happy living and is your
best defense against negative stress, A regular exercise
program coupled with a balanced diet and a positive
outlook on life are definitely ingredients for success. Itis
also important to adjust your schedule to allow for fun
time and quiet moments alone. '

Your microwave oven can be an ally in your battle
against stress because It lets you prepare meals in a
fraction of the time a conventional oven would require,
Also, with microwave cooking, there is usually less clea-
nup after the meai. )
