1.ike several of her neighbors. 
Donna Kotl added a sunroom io the 
hiack of her Cedarsprlng Estates 
home so she can enjoy the view of a 
tangle of Woods screening Mui1ro 
Creek from her yard. 

NoW she'sjust learned that some 
of those trees may fall to a new city 
detention basin, part ofNovl's 1983 
voter-approved stormwater man­
agement system. 

Kott says she was shocked When 
the trunlt-tagging began May 6. .Af­
ter she complained to city halJ, she 
said, a letterWas sent May 8 to adja­
cent homeowners. 

"It looked like somebody came 
through and toilet-papered It." Kott 
said. 

"I really love nature. It Wasjust a 
little piece in my World . . . No one 
had any idea tllat the City of NoVi 
Was planning a drainage area here." 

Kott and a contingent of Ce­
darsprlng and Jamestown Green 
residents showed up at the city 
council meeting May l l . E>en more 
attended Monday to voice their 
protests. 

Just the day before, alxiut 100 

homeowners had bianded together 
to fonn Concemed Citizens of Ce-
darspring Estate and Jamestown 
Green. Spokesperson Steve 1.an-
ham asked Monday that the council 
schedule a public hearing on the 
issue within 30 days and tliat all 
city documents on the project hie 
made available to the group imder 
the state Freedom of InfonnaUon 
Act. 

"We are concerned that our 
elected and appointed city ofBcals 
are not fully aware of this Issue or 
have chosen to remain silent in light 
ofthe impending destruction of dils 
natural woodlands and wetlands 
area," I-anham said. 

Heading their concerns are the 
threat to the environment, the pos­
sible negatlVc impact on their prop­
erty values and the public safety 
issue, he explained. 

The city council J1as requested 
that an informational meeUng b>e 
held sometime after J-ane 1.

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1̂ Area businesses 
get lielp with SAD

The Novl City CouncU has agreed 
to front $110,000 to get a special 
assessment district (SAD) for a 
sewer on G i a n d River Avenue 
going. 

Twelve business oWners in die 
area from Beck Itoad east to Ken­
sington Construction say they can't 
expand Without die seWer. Cur-
rendy. the buildings are served by 
individual septic systems. 

"J urge you to approve this Issue. 
We are at our limit." said Joe 
EVange l i s ta . of T o n y Angelo 
Cement. 

Novi may sell reVenue bonds to 
help advance die project. 

"I'm not in faVor of delaying tlils 
at all. WeVe been approached by 
longstanding business-owners in 
die community who say diey want 
to stay here and can't if diey can't 
expand," Mayor Matdiew Quinn 
said. 

"We're only going to benefit When 
these businesses expand. Our tax 
base is going to go up." 

The then-$260.0OO S A D Was ap-
proVed by die city in 1987. But a 
seWer moratorium in the 1980s 
pu11ed the plug on die project. 

Then Kensington Construction 

nied a legal obJecUon to the S A D to 
the state Tax Tribunal . Meanwhile, 
the city had already collected 
$50,000 of die S A D funds. 

Kensington's share ofthe S A D Is 
$1 lO.OOO. The case is now pending 
before tlie Mich igan Court of 
Appeals. 

The court of appeals has a one-
year case backlong. Assistant City 
Attorney Dennis Watson said, but 
die city has died a motion for imme­
diate consideration. 

If Kensington loses its court 
battle, the firm will have to pay die 
city die $110,000. If it Wins, the 
property ls up for sale and Novl 
could adopt an ordinance requiring 
the new owner to pay the $110,000 
if die company Wanted to tap into 
the SeWer line, Watson explained. 

CouncU Membier Nancy Cassis 
suggested the private sector find its 
OWn solution: "It's not imusual for 
property-owners to get togetherand 
say 'it's In our best Interest to buy 
these property-oWners out.'" 

The Grand River businesses are 
represented by former Novl Mayor 
GU Henderson, who Works dirough 
die city's engineering firm J C K & 
Associates and Is paid by the spe­
cial assessment district (SAD) 
fimds.

Novi police patrol cars go 'art deco'

The style has changed, but the colors remain 
the same. 

The flrst of Novi's neWly-designed police cars 
hit the road last Week after the old logos Were re­
moved from one velilcle and replaced with the 
neW. More neWly-deslgned police cars AVUI ap­
pear as the summer progresses and old Vehicles 
are replaced. 

The new design—w11ite art deco lettering in a 
black bar diat runs straight across the side of die 
Velilcle doors — is the result ofa group decision 
Involving input from all over die police depart­
ment, said Novl Police Chief Doug Shaeffer. 

'We asked several compa11ies to pome up with 
new designs, but what We Jiave rioW is reaUy a 

Joint effort." Shaeffer said. 
He said City Manager E d KriewaU expressed 

interest in updating the police car designs When 
Shaeffer first arrived last summer, then he and 
the rest ofthe department picked up on the idea. 

T h e city manager was Interested in some-
dilng different, and I was Interested in doing 
somedilng different and the guys (officers and 
other police personnel) were interested in having 
sometliing different, so it all kind of grew," he 
said. 

There were several different ideas and design 
prototypes floating arotmd die department for a 
while, he said, and eveiyone Interested provided 
input. The final design incorporated aspects of 
various prototypes as well as ideas from 
individuals. ' 

The department also experimented with diffe­

rent colors, but "the majority of officers believed 
they should be black and White because after all. 
that's what a police car should be — blac1< and 
white." 

Shaeffer said he likes Uie new design. 
"1 like them," he said. "I tlilnlc When I fu^t saw 

die basic design I wasn't too sure about it — it 
only liad a single black band. We added tlie small 
lines — but when we started maldng the addi­
tions like the 9-1 - 1 InformaUon and the city logo 
il kind of came together." 

The new police cars Will be used in die Memor­
ial Day pal-ade. As oldervehicles are taken out of 
service dley wdl be replaced With new cars hiear-
Ing die new design. 

Shaeffer said he is considering submitting the 
new design for write-up in Law and Order, a po­
lice trade PublicaUon. 

Planners settle on Expo rules

After a two-hour discussion by the public and 
Novl Planning Commlsslon,d1e commission re­
commended approval of changes In a proposed 
Expo Center ordinance. 

The major changes to the ordinance Included 
a provision to allow the Expo Center to revert 
back to its current light Industrial zoning. The 
Novl Expo Center building, located on Expo Cen­
ter Drive west of Novi I?oad, formerly was the 
home of MohoWak Liquor. 

.An attorney for the Adell Clilldren's U^st 
fimd, owners of tlie building, suggested the city 
enter into a restricUve covenant With die trust, 
Which woidd remove the possibility of die facUty 
reverting to a Ught industrial use after lOyearsof 
Expo Center success. 

In odier Words, attorney David Snyder Wants 
to give the Expo Center lOyears to become stable 
as an exposition haU. If it does not, he Wants the 
facility to tie permitted for use as a light Indust­
rial facility. TTie agreement Would not be part of 
the zoning ordinance, but a separate agreement 
between the city and die trust. 

The idea met with a warm recepUon at die 
commission, but the Novl City Council sUU has 
final say on such a n agreement. The ordinance 
faces review by council members, at least one of 
whom has been outspoken against permitting

Blair Bowman, spokesman for the Expo Cen­

The Expo Center wiU not re­
vert back to light industrial use unless it falls, he 
said. 

"I honesdy believe tliis issue Will become 
moot. We are going to be successful," Bowman 
said.

Anodier issue addressed by die commission 

Was parking standards for the facility. 
In the past, die commission has debated hoW 

many parking spaces should be required per 
square foot of usable space in the center. 

At the recommendaUon of consultants, the 
commission voted to require one space per 120 
square feet of useable space. Up to 25 percent of 
the requh-ed parking can be located up lo 3.000 
feet fi-om the center ff a lease agreement is in 
place. Or the center can purciiase land adjoining 
the Expo Center to be developed as parking ff 
needed. The land-tianking option can be used to 
meet up to 25 percent of the parking space 
requirement. 

Commissioner Kathleen McLallen voted 
against the ordinance only because she does not 
support requiring a lease between the Expo Cen­
ter and nearby parking faciliUes. 

The off-site parking opUon is Just that — an 
opUon. Expo Center developers need not take 
advantage of off-site parking. But McLallen said 
the lease requirement is burdensome. 

"The regulations made me crazy. I'm not con­
vinced they're there for posiUve reasons," McLal­
len said. 

The ordinance passed by 7-1 margin wlLh 
McLaUen as die sole dissenter. Tlie next step is 
review by the city council.

The Cedarsprings basin on Munro 
Creek was originally scheduled to be 
buUt in summer 1983. At dlat time, 
dle estimated cost ofthe project Was 
$300,000, No cost estimate is avail­
able for today's project. NoWicki said. 

The basirl was shown on the plat 
maps of the two subdiWsions. Now-
icki said. The city has owned all the 
necessaiy easements since 1984, 

In Api l l , the city CouncU approved 
an arrangement With Tri-Mount 
Land Development Company, deve­
lopers of Walden Woods and dle 
Yorkshire Place subdiWsion at the

In exchange for permission to 
abandon a temporaiy stormwater 
detenUon basin there — and develop 
the site as twoYorksliire Place Num­
ber Three home lots — TYi-Mount 
agreed to pay NoW $100,000 to dis­
charge undeta ined stormwater 
downstream into the city system.

The $100 ,000 exceeds the 
$66,000 the developer would nor­
mally be assessed for stormwater 
discharge tap feess, according to city 
documents, Tri-Mount had granted

But the arrangement wUl be "null 
and Void' if the city is unable to get

Current designs are slUl prelimin-
aiy, Nowickl said. 

But NoW's changed its method of 
buUdlng detenUon basins, moving 
from the pond-type structure buUtat 
Christina Lane to a more natural one 
using the wedands and natural con­
tours of die land to contain t11e run­
off waters, 

"The plan is not to have litUe, tiny 
detenUon basins aU over. That way 
we can make somediing a Utde more 
aestheticaUy pleasing than litUe Uny 
basins," Nowickl said, 

"It's dUUcult to say what we're go­
ing to have diere unUl we get Uie 
survey done," 

Once that is over, he added, die 

proposed meeUng with the adjacent 
homeowners Will explam the plan 
and "if Uiere's anyway, address Uieii-
concerns." 

Novl taxpayers this year will be 
assessed 76 cents per every $ 1,000 of 
state equalized valuaUon of Uieir 
property for the stormwater plan.

An lnvestlgaUon is underway o f a

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As We See It 

Wahl should listen to 
constructive criticism 

Let's face it, no one likes to be cr i l i -
cized. Even if it is fair anfi constructive 
criUclsm. l learing it is never pleasant. 
But none of us are perfect either, and 
there will always be valid crit icisms to be 
had, improvements to be made . . .espe­
cially when it conles an issue like Job 
performance. 

There are two ways of handling 
such cri t icism. One is to hsten to it and 
just plain o ld iashioned try to do better. 

Or we can get totally defensive. This 
usually involves a good deal of denial — 
"there certainly can be nothing wrong 
with us or the way we do tldngs." Any 
valid points have to be discounted as 
purely minor , mere ni tpicking. .And of 
course it works best if we can attribute to 
our critics an ulterior motive, a hidden 
agelida, some nefarious intent. 

Of course the problems don't get 
solved this way. 

For tlle past few months. Novi ofTl-
cialdom has been all atitter With talk of 
how city PlanIdng Department Director 
J im Wahl has become a political target, 
how he is being harped on harrassed by 
those who would do him in . This past 
week, it all came deal" what has been go­
ing on. 

Back i n Februaiy, Planning Com­
missioner J u d y Johnson penned a letter 
detailing what she saw as shortcomings 
in the performance of Wahl and lds de­
partment. The letter was discussed in a 
circumspect manner by the comndssion 
in March, bu t what the letter said exactly 
was not k n o w imt i l the Novi News ob­
tained a copy through the Michigan 
Freedom of InfdrmaiHon Act last week; t 

Some of the crit icisms were minor, 
such as duplicat ion of paperwork, typos 
and out-of-order pages. B u t errors such 
as missing informadon, failing to check 
site plan extensions against existing or­
dinances and a failure to provide maps 
and graphics to the comndssion for 
meetings are not. These are more than 
just clerical irritations, they can slow 
down the work flow for an aheady busy 
planning commission. A n d as the mana­
ger of the p lanning department, it is 
Wahl's responsibility to get those gliches 
ironed out. 

Other points were more Important. 
The p l an r l ing comlniss ioners com­
plained o f a l ack of leadership, poor ad­
ministration a n d a proliferation of com­
mittee work for the planners. 

Now it i s ddBcult from tlds perspec­
tive to determine poLnt-for-point which 

D e v e l o p m e n t 

cridcisms al'e Vadd and wldch are not. 
What is clear is that all the points raised 
appear to be fair items for discussion be­
tween the plailning cOmmlssion and 
planning (director, l f these are indeed 
problems, W a l d should dldeed strive to 
fix them. No need to get defensive about 
it, just fix the problems. 

One ofthe difflculdes Wah l faces is 
that, as a goVemment bureaucrat, he 
has several bosses. City Manager E d 
Krlewall may technically be lds direct 
supervisor, but a primary responsibdity 
for the plaiming director is to support, 
assist and carry out the policies of the 
planning commission. We can thirdc of 
few job duties more important for h im 
than to be responsive to the needs and 
requests of the planning commissioners. 

A n d if he isn't doing that job the 
way they want it done, we beheve com­
missioners would be remiss d'they failed 
to point it out to ldm. 

Yet Wahl has reacted i n a defensive 
maImer. He tossed off the criticisms as 
minor, inaccurate and as being only one 
commissioner's opinion. He stated he 
believed the method of raising these 
complaints was inappropriate. Further­
more, he complained that the plaiming 
commission itself didn't do a good 
enough job at taking up items the plan-
ldng department had prepared for it. 
And f ine ly it appears that a l l the talk of 
Wahl's political VictimLzation appears to 
have started with Wahl himself. 

Nowhere i n all tlds was there an ad­
mission on his part that some of the 
points raised might be Valid, that he 
would fix those problems, or that he 
would even try. 

We think Wald needs to deVelop a 
litUe thicker sk in . He should stop taking 
cridcisms of his performance or lds de­
partment so personally and jus t address 
the issues. 

If he put as much effort into Just re­
solving the problems as he has into de­
fending himself, most of the problems 
would have gone away by now. 

Ed Krlewall, too 
while we are on the topic, we have a 

bit of constructive criUcism for City M a n ­
ager E d I t t ewal l . too. 

We've got a lot of respect for Krlew­
all. He is a good city manager and a good 
administrator. Bu t he and his admi-
rdstration also often seem to have a com­
munications problem. 

Two more incidents occurred this 
past week to raise the point. One came 
Out ofthe revelations about the Planning 
Commission cri t icisms of Planning De­
partment Director J i m Wald . One ofthe 
criticisms was a lack of leadership for the 
town center steering committee. Eriew-
all argued that wasn't true. M u c h , he 
said, was going on "behind the scenes." 
B u t how is the planning commission 
supposed to k n o w that? 

.Another came up i n the Cedar 
Springs Subdivision, where the depart­
ment of public works is preparing to i n ­
stall a retenUon pond first planned for 
back i n 1983. The D P W i s now prepared 
to go ahead wi th the project, but the first 
residents learned of it was when trees 
were tagged there, apparent ly for 
surveying purposes. 

In the meanUme, the city has 

changed its re tenUon p o n d design 

scheme, so residents don't know right 

now what the area is likely to end up 

looking like. 
Is it any surprise Cedar Springs re­

sidents are u p i n arms about it, fearing 
the destrucdon of a natural wooded area 
bordering their subdivision? Were they 
expected to remember back to 1983? 
Were they expected to have read of the 
proposed retention pond on the storm-

water map i f they moved into the city 
later? 

Residents have actually formed an 
advocacy group to protect their natural 
area. They've also asked for a pubhc 
hearing, now scheduled for June . 

B u t al l that cou ld have been 
avoided had the residents been informed 
ahead of time that the city was ready to 
begin the work. 

D P W director Tony Nowicki ex­
plained that the reason for the lack of no­
Uce was that plans are sti l l "too prelimin­
ary." so even the city wasn't sure what it 
was going to do. 

T l l l s is not the flrst time we've heard 
of "behind the scenes" work and plans 
"too preliminaIy" to talk about. We heard 
these hnes during the G r a n d Plan de­
bate. We heard them dur ing the Amoco 
Oil land-for-zordng deal. They were said 
ofthe tax increment financing proposal 
for a parking deck at the Expo Center. 
And we've been hearing it about efforts to 
buy parkland to replace BOscO Field. In 
every case, cOntroversy has resulted. 

Earher communicat ion probably 
would have avoided m u c h of the con­
troversy i n each case. 

We beheve the city admlnlstraUon 
may be trapping Itself on a number of 
these issues, lt is fun to be a "beldnd the 
scenes' mover and shaker, bu t when you 
are running a city, the pubhc Ukes to 
have a say. 

The soluUon Is not complicated — 
we need earlier and better communlca­
Uon from the city manager and lds 
administraUon.

According io legend, the first Wlne glass Was 
fashioned by Aphrodite horn a bubble of sea-
foam she cut in half coming forth from the sea. 
Amusing possibly, except for one point made by 
the myth — Wlne glasses should h>e crystal 
clear. 

The Bohemians a n d Venetians had a secret 
formula for tinting glass, a n d untd the t u m of 
the century, use of colored Wlne glasses Was 
both faslilonable and practlcal. Since Wlnemak-
ing tech111ques had not yet been f>erfected. Wlne 
of that era was cloudy a n d lacked eye appeal. 

A basic ad-purpose Wlne glass should haVe a 
minimum 8-ounce Volume. Tli ls size allows 
placement of 2-3 ounces of Wlne In the glass 
allowing adequate Volume for sWlrllng the Wlne 
to Volatlllze aromatic components. Connoisseurs 
prefer larger sizes, partlcuiarfy for red Wines. 

Sparkling wines haVe the most eye appeal. 
They should be served in a 6-ounce tulip or 
flute. These shapes allow the bubbles to rise 
slowly through die wlne from die stem. Watch­
ing the tlny bubbles and formation of mousse 
(die slight head) is part of the total enjcjyment. 

Pink champagne Is Very popular. Ftoot noh-, 
used In all champagne, except Blanc de blancs, 
is a red grape. If die Wlnemaker allows a per­
iod of skin contact prior to fermentation, or for 
a short period during fermentation, the 
resulting wlne Wdl have a slight blush. A 
holloW-stem flute Is the perfect glass for plnk 
champagne. 

A Wlne carafe ls utdltarian. Some older red 
Wines need decanting.

LUSCIOUS LEMONS 
Citrus puts zest into everytliing it touches

There Was a song diat Was popular a couple of de­
cades back: "Lemon tree, vefy pretty, and the lemon 
floWer Is sweet, but the fml l ofthe poor lemon Is impos­
sible to eat." 

Wl1fle i fs true dial eaUng a raw lemon might make 
your mouth pucker, adding lemon to a recipe can yield 
mouth-Waterlng results. 

The lemon tree is naUVe to Southeastern Asia, but It 
lias rnade lts Way all over die World. NoW, lemons are 
grown commercially In tlie small countries flanking die 
Mediterranean Sea and ln California—Uie World's lead -
lng producer of this versatUe citrus fruit. A n d WhUe 
other fhilts are seasonal, lemo11s are abundant aUyear. 

Suprislngly. commercial growers do not start dieir 
orcliards from lemon seads, as you might expect. In­
stead, dley graft lemon buds to the seedlings of other 
types of citrus trees, like ora11ge and grapefruit. 

Lemons have a long and fascl11atlng history; In­
cluded ln slilpboard suppUes on long sea Voyages, they 
provided Vitamin C that helped prevent saUors from de­
veloping scurvy. 

Lemons even served in die U.S. mUltary ln Worid War 
n. Pectin, a powdery substance derived from lemon 
skins and peals, ws used hy soldiers to stop Wounds 
from bleeding.

Flavorful garlic has its drawbacks 
The ancient Ftomans and Greeks 

referred to garlic as a "stinklng 
rose" Wlth poWerful heallng pow­
ers. In 1550 B . C . . dle E:gypUans 
thought there Were 22 dliferent 
garlic-based formulas to cure ail­
ments fixim bocly Weaknesses, llea-
daches to throat tumors. 

The Romans treated garlic as a 
source of power and proposed 6l 
garlic cures. Garlic could sup­
posedly cure ailments from hemor­
rhoids to snake bites. FYobably the 
most InterTestlng use for garlic Was 
to use it to keep aWay Vampires and 
other evil spirits. 

Is garl ic really an ancient 
Wonder-drug? Today there are 
medical studies suggesting that 
eating garlic may reduce the 
chances o f a heart attack, reduce 
cholesterol and blood pressure. 
These medical studies done in E u r ­
ope used a highly concentrated 
dried garhc poWder. and. according 
to their flncilngs. Veiy feW oVer the 
counter garlic supplements con­
tain die herb's active ingredient, 
allicln. 

Tliese scientists Warn that tak-
- lng garlic is not enough to control 

cholesterol, on its oWn. If you're 
bioixlerllne it may tie useful but not 
for those With seVere cholesterol 
problems. 

Beware of claims that garllc 
cures athlete's foot hay feVer. ar-
lhritls and many other disorders 
untd more medical evidence ls 
avadable. l ^ g e amounts of garlic 
can cause gas. stomach Irritation, 
biody odor and bad breath. U n t d all 
the evidence ls In, keep the garllc in 
the kitchen cupboard a n d not in 
the medlclne cabinet 

Fresh garllc is avallable all year, 
along With gralluJated garlic, in­
stant itlinced garllc. Instant garlic 
poWder. garlic salt and 1111nced 
garlic in oil. 

F>reservlng garlic Irom the gar­
den can bie very easy. The key to 
keeping lt fi^sh is proper air circu­
lation While lt ls hung to dry. Sev­
eral plants Wlth the leaves stlll at­
tached can lie braided together or 
tied together and then h u n g to diy. 
T h e garllc heads can be easlly bro­
ken off for use ln cooking. 

W h e n purchaslng garlic, select 
heads that are large, p lump, flrm. 
crisp a n d tee of soft spots or 

slirlVeled cloves. B u y heads that 
are sold loose rather than boxed; it 
is an easier way to tell if the head is 
fresh. 

Store garllc hi a cool, dark. Well-
ventUated spot rather than the re­
frigerator. I^efrigeration tends to 
make them sprout. Garlic With 
soft, yellowed cloves or green spr­
outs should be tossed out. 

Don't peel the cloves until you 
are ready to use them. Unpeeled, a 
head of garlic wlll stay fi^sh for 
Weeks or can be fixizen lndeflnltely 
in a n enclosed freezer bag or freezer 
container. 

Peeling die papeiy sltin off the 
garlic clove ls easy. I*ress the clove 
With the flat side o fa broad knde or 
give It a good Whack With dle knife 
handle tmtll it breaks die s ldn. 
Then, It wdl slip right off. 

The pungency of garlic Is deter­
mined by how finely cllopped a n d 
how long its been cooked. T h e 
smaller the pieces, the hotter the 
flavor Wlide the longer die cooking 
time die milder It becomes. 

Baking garlic heads for about an 
hour d r l ^ e d Wlth ollve oil. butter 
and a Utde Water Will make them 

taste veiy sweet With the soft tex­
ture of butter. It can then be used 
as a spread for French bread or 
turned into a garllc sauce for ljeef 
or lamb. 

Whisk some fresh garlic into lef­
tover soups or sauces for a flavor 
boost. Drop a peeled garllc clove 
into French salad dressing and 
leave for about 24 hours, remove 
the clove, you'll enjoy the new fla­
vor treat. 

It has been said that if you rub 
garlic on the heel of your foot, it 
would be absorbed through the 
pores a n d eventually show up on 
your breath, so keep a check on the 
amount of garlic you use in foods. 
Friends may be oflended by the 
odor. 

Use lemon Juice or salt to get rid 
of the garlic odor on your hands, 
utensils and counter tops. For 
garlic breath, you can try eating 
parsley, (lots ofit) the chlorophyll it 
contains acts as a mouthWash, or 
make sure eveiyone around you 
eats lots of garlic dlen maybe no 
one Wdl notice the odor. 

Grains ease dependence on fats 
In today's kitchen, vegetable shortenings have 

• replaced lard. Foods are pan-fried In vegetable oU 
versus butter. .And margarine is dle evetyday 

' spread of choice. 
Many of us have made changes like these in an 

eflbrt to reduce animal fats. Which are primarlty 
saturated and, thus, have the potential to raise 
blood cholesterol, HoWeVer, When Vegetable fats 
are hydrogenated. they also become saturated 
and, thus, have cholesterol-raising potential, says 
Maiy Helen Gui1kler, registered dietlUan and staff 
nutritionist for Total cereal. 

Hydrogenatlon is a process of solidifying veget­
able oils to form fats that are liarder at room temp-

' erature. such as stick margarines and shorten­
ings. Hardness of fat is important in preparing 
many food items, such as baked goods, sauces 
and desserts, because it provides a pleasing taste 
and texture. And a fat, such as margarine, is far 
more appealing than ofl as a spread for toast. At 
the same time, hoWever. fats dlat are hydroge­
nated. or made more solid, become more satur­
ated and act similarly to odier saturated fats In the 

body. 
Hydrogenated vegetable fats Vary in their de­

gree of satijratlon. The softer die margarine or 
shortening, the less hydrogenated it is. For exam­
ple, tub margarines are less hydrogenated than 
stick margarines. Squeeze margarines are eVen 
less hydrogenated.
