Supporters of lower taxes, lacrosse, high,
school cholr and band, Japanese language prog-
rams and instrumental strings are wanted.

The Nowi school board hopes the public witl
come and share iis views about a proposed
1.75-mill tax increase. ,

Rather than decreasing the expected school
millage as predicted last week, the proposed Novi
school millage levy Increased by a quarter mill in

budget discussions.

The schoot board voted Thursday to set the
levy increase at 1.75 mills, District administra-
tion recommended a 1.5-mill increase.

The levy was set for purposes of 2 truth-in-
taxation hearing only. Atax increase of some sort
is nearly certain, But board members can lower
the 1.75-mill increase before establishing a final
budget plan—and many said they would not ap-
prove the higher increase.

But members wanted to encourage the public
{o participate in the budget process. Parents

have encourged the board to allocate money for
lacrosse, band and chelr uniferms and Instru-
ment improvements, implementing Japanese
and beginning an instrumental strings program.

Board Trustee Raymond Byers suggested in-
creasing the levy for the truth-in-taxation hear-
ing to the maxdimum allowable by law, about a
3-miil Increase, just to encourage public partici-
pation in the budgeting process. The propased
1.53-mill levy does not allow enough revenue to

But Gatt was not a sergeant when
many of the students knew him in
class. Galt recently was promoted by
the Nowi Police Department, ending

his reign as Officer Bob, Novi's DARE
Instructor.

Also leaving the program !5 Carol
Smith. Smith, a sixth-grade teacher,
has coordinated the program since
its inception. Smith is retiring at the
end of the school year.

But the Friday program was fes-
tive despite the fact that the DARE
program's two malin organizers are
leaving.

Students Brooke Albright and Ju-
lia Dolken told their classmates how
they plan to say no when faced with
pressure o use alcohol or drugs.

Other students gathered to sing *1
Will Dare,” a song about self-esteem
and growing up written by music
teacher Lois Self.

Six boys sang and danced to a rap
song that applauds the DARE prog-
ram and good naturedly teases Gatt
for his lack of hair and height.

Doherty highlighted the event. He

told students about hisdruguse as a
16 year old.

“It's the worst thing 1 ever did."
Doherty sald. *I didn't careabout my-
self. I didn't care about anything.”

But Doherty realized that drugs
were not the answer to his problems.
He werit on to play baseball in high
school and college, although he ad-
mits basketball is his true love, Doh-
erty was later recrulted into the mi-
nor leagues. He began his first year
with the pros this year playing with
the Detroitl Tigers,

Asked if he was ever teased as a
child, Doherty responded that he is
teased and bullied every day right
now as a rockle baseball player.

Subdivision plan approved

Subdivisien developers moved the
entrance 240 feel west of Simmons
Drive toavoid conflicts between resi-
dents entering and exiting both sub-
divisions, said lraffic consultant
Rodney Arroyo.

Arroyo sald the county recom-

mends a 200-foot separation be-
tween such conllicting roads.
Residents of the proposed subdivi-
sion are expected to generate 420
trips in and oul of the development,
Arroyo sald that a center left tum
lane throughthe entire section of Ten

need passing lanes to accommodate
lelt turns into each development,
The issue will be addressed during
a future stage of the review process
by city engineering consultants.

Novi Historical Soclety president
Kathy Mulch, who has been oul pre-
serving the site on film, calls “it a
beautilul work of art™. The bridge is
west of Novi Road betweent Seeley
Road and Whipple Street.

“lt would seem Lo me, just asa lay-
man's opinion, that when [ observe
the bridge something has to happen
because it's really crumbling before
your eyes, 1t hasn't been kepl up all
these years.” Mutch said.

“It would be nice If a modern-day
bridge would be built thal had as
much artistic sensibility. This one

had style.”

The county propases construction
of a $1.6 million replacement bridge
in 1994 — closing Grand River there
for slx months — provided the City of
Nov! is willing to pick up 5 percent of
the cost. Ninety percent of the price
tag might be underwritten by the fed-
eral highway administration and the

remaining 5 percenl would come
from Oakland County.

But Novi has not been
forthcoming.

“We essentially belleve it's a
county responsiblity. It's a county
road. They'd like us to pay seme of it
but there’s no end to {t.” Novi Clty
Manager Edward Kriewall sald.

“It's a maintenance problem. 1
don’t think they maintained {i very
much at all . . . | think there were a
few parties undernealh there.
There's a litUe graffll and some beer
cans and mattresses,”

Fewailerations have beenmade to
the bridge since the 1920s, although
in the 1960s the staircases were
blocked off.

In 1924, following a 1922 design,
the bridge went upover the then-Pere
Marquette Railway, as a safely mea-
stire al what was billed as a danger-
ous crossing. The small rallroad sta-
tion undermeath is still there, now re-
born as an animal feed store. Near

“The viaduet is a massive piece of
concrete work and one of the most
perfect and largest of its kind in the
stale,” the Record said.

Grand River Avenue, at 155 years
old one of the most venerable thor-
oughfares In Michigan, was at one
time part of U.S. Route 16 linking De-
troit with Grand Haven.

In June 1991, the road commis-
sion as a miligative measure prior to
desiroying the bridge had its history

researched by Wayne Slate Univer-
sity history professor Dr. Charles
Hyde.

The documentalion was accepled
last year by the stale historic division
in Heu of preserving the bridge, Ru-
bley said.

Belore a bridge over 50 years old
may be torn down, the county had 1o
prove thal the structure could not be
preserved and repalred.

“You have to ofler it to other people
if they want to tear it down and put it
up somewhere else. That's not physi-
cally possible In Lhis case,” Rubley
said.

One possible plan under consider-
ation by the county road commission
Is to build the new bridge in a styte si-
milar to the original, keeping Lhe
camelback arches and some of the
Art Deco-era sensibllity. The stair-
ways would not be replaced.

Pure-Pak
building

The Walied Lalke Board of Educa-
tion approved the purchase earlier
this month of a 54,000 square-foot
bullding located at the former Tex-
tron site on Ladd Road in Walled
Lake.

The building, which housed Tex-
tron's Pure-Pak Division, will create
housing for scheol services and prog-
rams currently scattered across the
district, some inrented quarters. The
purchase price Is $1,255,000, less
than $25 per square fool. The ex-
pense is expected 1o be offset by as
much as 50 percent with the sale of
unusable district properties such as
the Meadowbrook Road site and the
now abandored bus garage on Ladd
Road,

In recommending the purchase,
Superintendent James R. Gelsler
noted that It was the most efficient
and least expensive of several options
studled in the search for a solution to
the schoo! districl’'s worsening space
shortage. The need to arrive at an
economical solution has been helght-
ened by the planned exetension In
late 1993 or early 1994, of Maple
Road tn Walled Lake which will re-
quire sale and demolition of the cur-
rent adminisration building. These
proceeds will also replace reserves
used to Nnance the purchase,

"We looked at renovating the cur-
rent Walled Lake Middle School on
Pontiac Trall alter students moved to
the new school next fall,” he sald.
“However, at arencvation cost of $65
a square foot, the total cost including
asbestos management would have
been nearly $13 million. And the cost
of new construction is running even
higher, $75 or more per square foot.”

Current office rental rates in the
area range from $8 to $12 per square
foot, acrording to district offictals,
which translates to $432,000 to
$684,000 rent In the first year alone
for a building of this size.

In commenting on the purchase,
Geisler acknowledged that cbservers
may question an expenditure of this
size, given the project reductions the

Novi school board to offer il
tax increase of 1.75 mills |

add additional programs requested
by parenl groups.

But President Stephen Hilchcock
said the publication of a proposed
3-mill (ncrease would upsel taxpay-
ers rather than encourage
discussion.

The board flnally settled on a
1.75-mill increase, wilh Hitchcock
saying he can'l imagine anyone
would be able te convince him to
adopt a 1.75-mlll increase inthe inal
analysis.

But Vice President Robert Schram
suggested the majority of residents
might preler the addition of programs
above a lower tax rate,

“We haven't had a community
member yel tell us to lower the mil-
lage,” Schram sald. Conversely,
many parents have asked the beard

for money to fund programs for the
schools in recent months.

Bul Trustee Michael Meyer said
many citizens who consider them-
selves over-laxed have yet 1o be
heard.

And Lhe board hopes both sides
will have thelr say.

A iruth-in-laxatlon hearing is
scheduled for the board's June 3
meeling, The meeting begins at 8:15
p.m. in the Educatlonal Services
Building. 25345 Tall Read. The final
budget — and levy — must be
adopted with 10 days of the hearing.

Superintendent Willlarn Barr 1s
expecled to bring a list of what prog-
rams could be added and what prog-
rams would be removed I the levy
was sel at [, 1.25, 1.5 or 1.75 mills
above the currenl levy.

The dislricts operating levy (s set
at27.63 mills this year. A levyof upto

31.36 mills can be levied without
holding an election.

One mill costs a property owner 51
lor every $1,000 of assessed property
value. For example, a 1.75-mill in-
crease would cosl the owner of a
$200,000 home [with a slate equal-
ized valuation of $100,000} $175 a
year in addillonal 1axes.

In addition o the operaling mil-
lage. school distret taxes will in-
crease by .5 mills for the debt retire-
ment {und. So when discusslons ofa
1.5-or 1.75-mill increase are consid-
ered by the board, that does not In-
clude an automatic .5-mill increase
for the debt retirement fund.

The total school levy, including the
proposed 1,75-mill increase and the
debt retirement levy, would be
33.203 mills under the current
proposal.

Developer calls for end to picket

Developers of Weathervane Village
Condominiums and Briarwood Vil-
lage hope to reach a peaceful settle-
ment with union picketers who have
tarpeted the two developments,

The two projects, under develop:
ment by Richter-Rosin Homes, were
targeted by picketers representing
carpentry local 1234 earlier this
month.

Rick Rosin sald Tuesday he has
been worlding with urnion contractors
in an attempt to bring bids into a
competitive range with the non-
union contractors he currently has
working on the projects.

“I'minthe process of trylng towork
something out,” Rosin said.

Rosin sald union carpentry com-
panies submitted bids around 35
percent higher than the non-union

bids for the two projects.

“tcan handle 10-15 percent more
(for union workers). I can't afford to
pay 35 percent more,” Rosin said.

Rosin attempted to work with the
unlon contractors, but said he did
not recelve retim phone calls on sev-
eral accasions.

The conflict began in mid-April
when three men approached Weath-
ervane Village, asking where a picket
line should be drawn, Rosin said.

“They basically sald, ‘We're going
to shulyou guys down,” * Rosin sald.

Rosin asked to meel with union
representatives.

“We do employ unlon carpenters
on other projects,” Rosin sald.

But Rosin could not negotiate a
union bid that could compete with
his non-union contractor.

Rosin said he offered to pay a un-
ion1 contractor the same wage that
Holtzman & Silverman is paying.
Holtzman & Silverman, a competitor

of Richter-Rosen Homes, was com-
mended by picketers in an interview
May 19 for using union workers,

But Rosin said he believes union
carpentry companles offered Holtz-
man & Silverman a lower price inex-
change for a contract that included
more work.

Rosin said he Is willing to pay a
higher wage for union workers, but
only a 10-15 percent higher wage.

Picketers are no longer targeiing
Weathervane Village, and their num-
bers have dwindied at Briarwood.
But Rosln hopes fo end the picket
completelyand work out a dealwitha
union contractor.,

I he does hire a union contractor,
the non-unfon carpentry company
would be kept on the job, too,

Resin said it is worth paying a little
extra for undon workers. Unfon com-
panies have to pay benefits to their
employees that non-unlon compa-

nies may not supply. Rosin also said
securily has become a concemn since
the pickets began.

“I can't prove this, but while they
were pickeling Weathervane a large
boulder was thrown through the win-
dow of one of our units,” Rosin sald.
“We never had a problem before they
were picketing.”

On May 2t the air conditioning
was taken out of a unit in Briarwood
and thrown into a ditch, Rosin said.

“We feel very strongly It was them,”
Reosin sald, adding the wires werede-
tached by someone “who knew what
they were doing. It wasn't just some
Kd."

Union representative Bill Barnwell
said he was aware of the alleged van-
dallsm, but contended that Richler-
Rosin Homes was using the incidents
in an attempt to discredit the union.

“We believe they did it Lo make the
union look bad,” Bamwell said.

Brighton will join
Bedford and Maumee, Ohlo. and
Nashville, Tenn.. {n bringing the
program to more studernlts.

“The class has made me feel more
camfortable when around others, es-
pecially when speaking to a large
group,” Stine said, prompting
laughter from the nearly 300 educa-
tors. Ford emplayees and parenis
gathered for a May 19 reception.

The Ford Academy of Manufactur-
ing Scicnces [FAMS) was begun by
Ford Motor Co. to make students
more aware of career opportunitles in
manufacturing, Ford Chalrman Har-
oid Poling said at a May 19 receplion
al Ford World Headquarters In
Dearborn.

“We live in these communities. We
are supported by them,” Poling said.
“And we can help the schools give
students the knowledge they need to
deal with the changing requirements
of work and life.”

The [our-semesler program in-
cludes lessons in manufacturing,
siatistics. the science of manufactur-
ing and case studies of the industry.

A pald internship in the manufactur-
ing induslry Is required for students
between their junior and senjor year.

The intemship provided valuable
real-life experience, Stine sald. The
FAMS curriculum also teaches about
the moral and ethical aspects inhe-
rent in every decislon, Stine said.
Stine will graduate next monthwith a
4,0 grade point average, She plans to
attend Michigan State University and
major In engineering.

Novi FAMS teacher Debra Harris
called Novi FAMS students
“ploneers.”

The program taught students tobe
flexible and adjust to change. The
FAMS currculum also will have to
adjust to change as new students
come into lhe program, Harris said.

“It is one that will have to be up-
dated constantly.” Harris sald.

Cheryl Deford, who will coordinate
the FAMS program for Brighton
schools, said the course is developed.

in part, by students.

“The teacher is not Just a sooth-
sayer, bul a facilitator.” Deford said.

Novi's FAMS students have moved
toa “higher level of problem solving,”
Deford said after meeting the exper-
ienced FAMS students at the May 19
reception.

Stine agreed thatl students had
been actively involved in developing
the FAMS curriculum.

“We've seen some of its problems
and also iis good peinls,” Stine said.

Noviwill bring its third group of ju-
nior high school students into the
FAMS program next year,

Fourteen new students have
signed up to begin the program next
year, sald assistant principal at Novi
High School Jennifer Cheal.

Applicants must have completed
algebra and have good reading skills.

Regional planners to meet today

Nosooner had a citizens groupan-
nounced It will ralse fssues of reg-
tonal governance than two veteran
planners warned them to be careful.

“If you say ‘reglonal governiment,”
it's dead,” sald Edward Hustoles, de-
puty director of the Southeast Michi-
gan Counctl of Governments.

“The Metropolitan Fund con-
cluded that {in the late 1970s}, and it
destroyed the organization,” said
Hustoles, the SEMCOG stafler most
closely assoclated with studles of ur-
ban sprawl. SEMCOG 1s a severn-
county veluntary planning agency.

*I don’t think we're anywhere near
it (regional government),” added
Charles Leman, president of Vilican-
Leman & Assoclates, which has dene
land-use planning for some 300 local
units of government, including Novi,

Michigan's problem, sald Leman,
is that “we not only have city home

rule; we have township home rule. In
Indiana, they have city and county
government. A lownship is only away
to measure land.”

Both advised the newly incorpor-
ated Clizens [nitiative [or Southeast
Michigan to loak for Umited projects
—such as reglonal transit, trashcol-
lecon or arls management — in-
stead of a seven-county government.

Metropolitan Fund, to which Hus-
toles referred, was a buslness-
sponsored think tank on reglonal
Issues. it espoused a seven-county
government with a councll of 18
elected from state Senate districts.
So vehement was political reaclion
that the group folded and reorgan-
ized as the Metropolitan Affairs Carp.

Hustoles and Leman were partofa
panel for a day-long meeting of the
East Michigan Environmental Action
Council early this month in Troy.

Earlter in the day, Peggy Johnson,
Rochester resident and executive di-
rector of the Clinton River Watershed

Council, announced the formation of
the Citlzens Inltiative.

Leader is Larry Deck, an Ann Ar-
bor resldent who is taking a year off
from his job in computer softwarede-
velopment. Deck 1s known Lo envir-
onmentallsts as chalr of Rails to
Tralls, a group which sought to con-
vert abandoned rallroad beds to
public hiking, biking and horse trails
in Oakland and Livingston countles.

The next Citizens Intative rneeting
will be May 28 at Schoolcraft College
in Livonfa.

“It's premature to conclude what
form reglonal Institutions ought lo
take. It's an open issue,” said Deck
after the EMEAC meeting.

Deck said the area group will be
modeled afler the Metropolitan
Council in Minneapolis-St. Paul,
Minn. “It will be a citizen.based pro-
cess” rather than a politictan-led pro-
cess. The agenda: “ini-depth study.”

Other incorporators are: Alice
Tomboullan, former state represen-

EMEAC shocked by panel’s

People spend hours commuting to
work, pave meadows for parking lots

they want It that way, a panel of ex-
perts sald.

It was shocking news to members
of East Michigan Environmental Ac-
Uon Counctl, to whom wasting fossll
fuel and sprawling development are
fighting words.

“We're making some terrible, terr-
ble declsions,” sald Edward Hus-
toles, deputy director of the South-
cast Michigan Councll of Govern-
ments. “Some drivers who spend
three hours on the road say it's the
best quality time of lfe.”

“We'll cheat our wives and families
of quality time for that God-glven
right to drive a car,” sald Gloria Jefl,
the Michigan Department of Trans-
pertation‘s deputy director of
planning.

The panelists, speaking at
EMEAC's day-leng sympaosium on
land use in Troy, agreed that “greedy

developers® weren't the prime cause

of urban sprawl — the tendency to
eat up land far faster than warranted
by population growth,

Detroit and suburban govern-
ments merely reflected community
values, they said,

My first answer [to the forces be-
hind urban sprawl} was greedy deve-
lopers,” sald John Gallagher, real ¢s-
tate columnist for the Detroit Free
Press. “Then I sat down and read the
codes, They're planned. They're the
very best product of professional
planners In America.”

“No one thought the freeways
would empty out Detroit,” sald SEM-
COG's Hustoles. “We thought that
the Depression was an aberation
(with two lkids per family instead of
six). We were planning for growth to
eight milllon (tn southeastern Michi-
gan). Detrolt zoned cornmercial land
for 11 million people.

“The individual decisions were
very logical. But it's when you put
them together that they become (llog-
{cal on a broad basis,” Hustoles said.
(The region's population Is about 4.4
million; Detroit’s, barely one million).

“I came from New York 40 years
ago and was with the Detroit Plan-
ning Commission when the (freeway)
system was planned,” said Charles
Leman, president of Vilican Lerman &
Assoclates, which has worked for
300 area governments, including
Nowvl.

"The pressure wasnt from the
suburbs, It was from Detroit and the
suburbs to relieve congestion on De-
trolt streets.”

Defending the role of planning pro-
fessionals, Leman said, “We were lls-
tening to the people.”

Lenders, with *money to burn” in
the '80s, got some blame from Mary
Kramer, editor of Crain’s Detroit Bust-
ness. She noted that Comerica pald
for an Aubumn Hills study that re-
sulted In the use ofa downtown deve-
lopment authority in a greenfleld for
a business development.

EMEAC members and MDOT stop
planner disagreed on the forthcom-

tative from the Rochester area and
EMEAC leader, and Loule Lawton,
West Bloomfleld environimentalist.

Unlike the Metropolitan Fund ef-
fort, which studied political institu-
tions, the Citizens Initiative is con-
centrating on environmental issues
— subsidized suburban sprawl, ur-
ban decline, loss of farmland, over-
burdened roads.

So far the region has only two gov-
ermunental agencles that could be
called reglonal. One is the five-county
Huron-Clinton Metropoiitan Author-
ity, a tax-supported agency which
operates 13 metroparks. The otheris
SMART, the suburban bus agency
that almost went bankrupt in March,

Talk of regionalism surfaced last
year when the state slashed aid o the
Detroit Instilute of Arts and other
cultural institutions. Detroft Mayor
Coleman Young last monthemphati-
cally rejected talk of any governance
change, asking only for more outside
money.

Council must give
Expo the go-ahead

The Novi City Council gets one
more look at the proposed Expo Center
ordinance Monday night ., . and we
sure do hope they get it right.

Passage is a2 must. The city must
nol miss oul on the opportunity tohave a
unique facilily like the Novi Expo Center
located here,

Granted, Novi City Council seems
likely to approve the ordinance in some
fashion. Although there has been debate
on several topics — some minor, some
not sominor — the council seems to have
a strong majority in faver of the Expo.
And those problems seems to be worked
out, for the most part.

However, supporters of the Expo
Center — and you can count the Noul
News among them — don't want to take
any chances that this deal may fall apart
or fali through at the eleventh hour.

Why is the Expo Center critical?
For one it will act as a spur to develop-
ment in the town center area, but more
importanily perhaps it will set a tone for
development that will help Novi stand
oul as a unique community with yet
anather regional drawing card. It fills a
gap currently exsting in Novi's town
center area — the lack of a major enter-
tainment factlity.

And it will do all this without hav-
ing, In our opinion, any negative impact
on the remainder of the community,

Facilitles with so many positives
and so few negatives rarely come along,
and the city should grab them when they
do.

Let us explain a bit. The town cen-
ter area does need a spur to development
there. The criginal concept of the town
center design was to create a downtown

evpment o

for Novt where one did not previously ex-
ist. And while the city so far has done
very well at attracting the development
needed to institute such a plan, the deve-
lopment is far from complete.

At this point, town center develop-
ment may be stalling. In part, it may be a
function of the economy, or it could be
that the right developments to further
the plan haven't come along. But city
and business officials believe strongly
that the Novi Expo Center could well be
the spark needed to bring the town cen-
ter nearer to completion, There is little
doubt that the additional regional draw
of the Expo Center will shore up com-
mercial businesses and hotels in Novi.

Consider also the tone of develop-
ment. An Expo Center is truely a unique
facility for suburban communities in the
Southeast Michigan area, Thig drawing
card hopefully will spur the kinds of sup-
port development that will make Novi a
nice city to visit, not just to live fn.

The typical draw back to such factl-
ities ig the traflic they generate, But that
is not likely to be a problem for the Novi
Expo Center.

A 1982 Ford Escort was Involved — designed, manufac-
tured and inspected in the Wayne Assembly plant in west-
em Wayne County. Where do you file the lawsult? Two
couples, the Lorenczes and the Grosses, elected Wayne
County and filed separate suits.

Now: Wayne, Oakland and Macomb counties — part-
cularly Wayne — have reputations as producing jurors
generous with defendants they percefve to have deep
pockets, likke Ford Motor Co. Ford asked the circuit judges
— Marvin Stemplen, a local resident, and Marianne Bat-
tani — to change venue to Gratiot County. The judges
agreed and were upheld by the Court of Appeals,

The slate Supreme Court thought otherwise. In a 6-1
decision (Robert Griffin dissenting), the high court said
Wayne County was the right place.

The House rejecied that version. It dropped the priority )
listand said venue shall be the place™ inwhichall ora part
of the cause of action arose.” removing the words limiting -

venue o the site of the injury.

The Senate went along, and Gov. James Blanchard

signed it seven months later.

Blanchard's legal adviser is now a Justice of the Su-
preme Court. Conrad 1. Mallett said the law is clear. “That
acause of action may ariseinmore thanone place, making

venue proper in more than one Jurisdiction. is apparent .

from the clear wording of the statute,” he wrote. The high
court kicked the case back to Wayne County for trial.

I called Ford attorney Gary Hayden, but he had to toss
the issue to a PR man who Issued this bland statement.
“Ford is disappointed by the Supreme Court's ruling. As
Justice Mallett noted in hisopinion, the Legislature clearly
intended to enact a statute that would eliminate forum
shopping and filing of inappropriate cases in Wayne, Oak-
land and Macomb county courts. However, the legislators’
unfortunate choice of words nullifed their intent.”

You've heard it said Michigan has a hostile business cli-
mate. You've heard that the Michigan Association of Trial
Lawyers, the plaintiff's bar, has enommous political influ-
ence, particularly in the House.

When Kim Larson was a little girl, she received a gift from the Lions
Club.

Because one of her eyes did not completely develop at birth, she needed
an artificial eye. The Lions provided it

That was 25 years ago. Two weeks ago, Kim Larson passed on the good
deed and helped provide the gift of sight toapproximately 10,000 poverty-
ridden Panamanian people. She traveled there with 20 fellow LensCraf-
ters employees to give free eye exams and provide used glasses, which
had been donated by area residents to the Lions Club. The mission was
sponsored by LensCraflers and Lions Club International.

Larson is assistant retall manager of the LensCralters store in Twelve
Oaks Mall. She was sclected to join the 20-person mission team from over
150 applicants.

Toapply fora position on the misslon team, she wrote a letter that “ex-
pressed why I wanted togo, and my supervisor wrote a letter saying why |
would be a good candidate,” she said. A co-worker also wrote a letter on
her behall.

In her own letter, Larson wrote of her experfence with a Lions Club
donation.

She was about 2 years old when she received her first artificial eye from
the Lions. She doesn't remember it, but “my parents always reminded me
of it, and I always felt grateful,” she said. “This was my way of helping
others In a slmilar situation.

“'m blind in one eye, and { know that I'li never be able lo correct that, to
see out of both eyes. Butlwanted to dowhat Jeould 1o help other people —
whose sight can be corrected — to see.”

Larson said it was an "amazing” experience to put the glasses on the
faces of people who had never wom them before. When people need glas-
ses, Lhey are usually shocked to discover how much clearer and brighter
everything is when they first put on a new pair.

The people Larson helped in Panama were oftenn adults whose eyes had
progressively worsened since childhood — to the point where they were
probably unable to lunction well — but had never had any glasses.

=QOh, their eyes would just light up,” she sald, smiling at the memory. *{
don't think they realized what they'd been missing. If you don't have, you
don't know."

Larson and the other members of her team went to the clties of San Mi-
Buelito and Changuinola, She described San Miguellio as a community
near Panama City. ‘

- -Ghanguinela, she sald, is more rural. Despite Its title of *banana capi-
tal of the world,” it is much poorer, too. “The roads were Just one pothole
after another.”

In San Miguelito, Larson’s team set up shop in a school gymnasium
where people fllled the bleachers as they waited to receive eye exams and
glasses. In Changuinola, people waited outdoors in hot weather all day,
withnowater. In that city they set up In a *hospital” that was nothing but
a building with no modern facilities,

“While we were there, someone cut himself and we couldn't find a
Band-Ald," she said.

Although the group did the best it could in the time avallable, there
were still some people who had to go home without glasses.

Some people needzd prescriptions that the mission group did not have
on hand. For some of them, especially children, Larson sald her groupwill
make glasses and mall them back. But there were others who they simply
had to turn away because there was no way they could get to them.

“It got to the point where we were just dolng the best we could in the
time frame available,” she said.

1f she ever got the chance, she said, she would go back and try to help
more people. But she lmows that she helped a lot of people while she was
there,

“This gave me a personal knowledge that I've helped not just someone
but a bunch of people that never would have' had a chance.” she said. °]
feel really good about myself."

This trip was the second LensCrafters /Lions Club mission to third-
world areas. Last year a similar group went to Costa Ricz and performed
the same service, and next year there will be another trip to a yet-
unnamed country.

For the Panama misslon, 2,715 pairs of eyeglasses came from the De-
troit area.

Causes of anemia can be varied

blood cells (RBCs),
Since RBCs carry
the axygen in the
blood, It is easy to
predict what a defl-
clency would do.

Red blood cells are produced In the bone
marrow and have a normal life span of 120
days. This production is governed by the gene-
tic “plan” passed on by the parents and by the
availabllity of the necessary bullding blocks
such as iron. In addition, anything that de-
stroys or shortens the life span of RBCs leads to
anemnia. In fact, there are basjcally three types
of anemla based upon what has just been men-
tioned: anernia due to production of a faulty
RBC because of a mistake in the “blueprint,”
anemia due to the lack of the necessary build-
ing blocks and anemia caused by increased loss
of RBCs.

'The best example of anemia caused by a de-
fect in the "blueprint” ts sickel cell anemia. In
this condition the "blueprint® calls for the
wrong amino acid in a particular portion of the

oxXygen-carrying molecule of the RBC. The re-
sult is that in certaln situations the blood cells
lose their normal doughnut shaped disc ap-
pearance and become banana- or sickle-
shaped. This unusual shape makes passage of
the blood through the body more difficult and
shortens the life span of the cells to 10-12 days.
Although treatable, the disease is incurable
since the defect is inherited as a permanent
part of that Indtvidual’s genetic plan for making
blood. Other similar conditions include Thalas-
semia and hereditary spherocytosis.

Forblood tobe produced in an effective man-
ner, the necessary bullding blocks mustbe pre-
sent in sufficient quanity. Three defects of this
type are B12, folic acld or iron deficlency. Iron
deficiency is the most common type. Usually
the amount of iron lost by the body s equal to
the amount taken in every day. In addition,
when RBCs are destroyed by the body after
their life span Is over, iron is reused. In an adult
the most common reason for iron loss is bleed-
ing. I more iron Is lost than is replaced, anemia
occurs, In women, heavy menstrual bleeding Is

‘the most commmon cause. In men, blood loss

through bleeding from ulcers, gastritis, polyps
or gastrointestinal cancer is most common. For

these reasons, anemia in a male will usually
Iead to a complete evaluation of the stornach

and bowel by the physician,

Folicacid isa substance found in Jeafy veget-
ables and 1s essential to RBC formation. Fortu-
nately. in the United States such nutritional de-
fictency is rare. B12 deficiency will lead to
anemia and {s uncommon except in cases such
as pernicious anemia where B12 is not ab-
sorbed because of a lack of the necessary factor
by the stomach. Once fatal, it is now easily
treated,

The last type of anernia is due to bone mar-
row failure. This can be caused by exposure to
specific polsons such as radiation, benzene,
certain yare reactions to antibiotics and many
ofthe drugs used to treat cancer. Inthese sftua-
tlons the bone marrow is destroyed and not able
to produce the cells. Invaslon of the bones by
cancer can also cause anemia by simply replac-
ing the blood-forming cells in the bone marrow.

'In summary, anemia can result from various
causes. It Is important to identify the type since
the therapy may be different. Fortunately the
therapy is usually quite good.

Preserving flowers

The easiest way to dry flow-
ers is by hanging them upside
down. The first step is to find
a spot that Is dark and dry
with good air circulation. An
attic is really best because
your basement may be too

amp.

Harvest before the flowers
are fully open and strip the
follage from the stems, Tie
small flowers in bunches so
that their flower heads don't
touch, then hang upside
down. Within two to three
weeks, they should be dry.

The most popular annual for
drying is the strawflower. They
grow up to 2 Inches tall, with
flowers in ail shades of pink,
gold and red. The showy, siiff
bracts surround and conceal
the tiny flowers inside.

For fuchsia or vivid purple-
colored flowers, try statice or
globe amaranth. The 3/4-inch
round flower heads of globe
amaranth dry quickly and are
long-lasting. Sea lavender and
purple statice (ke florlsts use)
are casily dried at home. Rat-
tailed statice has 18-inch-long
pencil-thin spires of tiny llac-
colored blossoms and should
be cut when the flowers are
fully expanded.

For warm colors—golds, red
and yellows — grow marigolds.

All retain their colors when
dried, but the bright, clear col-
ors of cockscomb or celosia
are unsurpassed. The flowers
come in brilllant shades of
orange, red, yellow and pur-

ple.

Bells of Ireland are delicate
green spikes that enhance any
arrangement. Plck off most of
the leaves so the bells will be
more conspicuous. Dusty
milier dries to a delicate silver
white and compliments solt
pink and lavender flowers.

For a light, airy touch add
dried grasses. Just about any
ornamental grass will do such
as a rabbittall grass, quaking
grass, squirreltail grass and
animated oats.

Air drying is easy and quick.
When the flowers are dry. use
them generously in flower
arrangements, wreaths, etc,
Why not add even more flow-

-ering annuals (just for drying)

in your garden?
