Did serial killer
commit Novi rape?

The victim of a March 5 sexual

T assault at Twelve Caks Mall told

Novi police last week she belleves
her attacker may have been con-
fessed serfal killer Leslie Allen
Williams.

Novi Police Detective Frank Bar-

liams sometime this week about the
case.

Willtams has confessed to mur-
dering four area women, raping a
g-year-eld Wixom girl, and a string
of other violent crimes. Among the
deaths Willlams has confessed to
are those of Kamf Villanueva, 18, of
South Lyonand Cindy Jones, 15, of
Milford, whose bodies were uncov-
ered In a wooded area in Millord
Township near Buno and Old Plank
roads last Thursday.

Arson was cause
of apartment fire

A fire that destroyed twobuildings
under construction in The Springs
apartment complex during the early
moming hours of May 18 has been
ruled arson, but a Novi police Investi-
gatlon so far has not turned up a
suspect.

The fre caused an estimated
$300,000 loss, sald Novi Fire Chief
Art Lenaghan,

Novi Detective Frank Barabas sald
there is no question that the fire was
sef on purpose.

“It was deflnitely an arson,” he
sald. “It was not an accidental fire.”

Barabas sald the department is
looking irto some alleged iabor con-
flicts at the construction site as a

possible ciue.

“It's a possibility, but there's no-
thing to zero in on and say yes, it is
(labor related),” he sald. “It's just one
angle we're looking at.”

The fre started shortly before 2:45
a,m. May 18and was extinguished by
7:30 a.m.

The buildings were right next to
each other. The blaze {s believed to
have started in the south end of the
north building, then spread to the
north end of the south building.

One-third of each of the three-
story bulidings were destroyed, Both
bulldings had over seven units. A gas
line at one building ruptured, forcing
the fire department to allow it tobum

*Iwanled to let you guys roam the
floor,” an apologetic state Sen. David
Honigman said to the Lansing press
corps.

But Honigman's effort fell apart
when his proposed rule change was
amended inio oblivion last week
while his attention was diverted on
the Senate floor.

The rule fs that the press corps
must stay off the Senate floor, except
to exit, while the body is In session
and for five minutes afterward. Re-
porters may not talk to senators dur-
ing session unless they leave the
chamber.

Reporters sit in something resem-
bling a jury bax. They may not talk to
senators [rom the box, even f sena-
tors approach them - as Honlgman,
R-West Bloomfleld, frequently does.
Sergeants-at-arms quietly but firmly
enforce it.

Honigman — running for U.S.
Congress in the new 1Ith district,
which includes Novi — sought to ell-
minate therule, in effect giving repor-
ters access to the floor, just like at a
political convention. He ran into
trouble in the Government Opera-
tions Committee.

“They weakened it to let us talk to
you,” said Honlgman, That was still
an improvement, from the press
corps’ point of view. A senator would
be able to walk up to the press bax
and conduct a whispered conversa-
ton as long as it didn't disturb Se-
nate decorum.

The committee also would have
eliminated the rule keeping reporters
off the floor for five minutes following
a sesston.

The rules change went to the full

The Novi school district will raise
taxes this year — that much {5 certain.
The remaining question I8 just how
much more Novi taxpayers will pay next
year. The district's debt levy willincrease
by .5 mills, and district administrators
suggested raising the levy by an addi-
tional 1.5 mills. That proposal does not
allow for the addition of several prog-
rams which have been requested by
parents.

The school board at its last meeting
voted to increase the proposed levy by
1.75 mills, which does not Iinclude an
automatic .5-mill increase in the debt
levy.

As [ recall it, the general tenor of the complaints Jean
had tofield were that Northville students were indeed truly
superior and that it bordered on heresy for anyone to sug-
gest otherwise.

In a qudel revolt, suburban state senators recently up-
set Sen. Dan DeGrow’s applecart, reducing the damage
his school aid bill will do to out-of-formula districts.

*It was a major. major victory for the schools of Oak-
land County,” said Rick Simonson, lobbyis! for the inter-
medlate schoo! district.

“I prepared a large pink sign labeled ‘job termination,’
signifying pink slips,” sald Sen. Michael Bouchard, R-
Birmingham, spreading his arms aboul 5 feet apart. "But
Ididn't have to use it on the [Senate) floor. IU's sUill in my
office.”

The revolt against DeGrow, R-Fort Huron, chair of the
Senate Appropriations subcommittee on school ald,
occurred in the Republican caucus and behind the
scenes Wednesday, May 13.

Instead of taking away $ 107 million: in state aid for re- .

tirement and Social Security, DeGrows bill takes back
$72 milion, the same as last year. The amendment
occurred during general orders when roll calls aren't
recorded.

Out-of-formula districts are typlcally suburban areas
with healthy business tax bases. They get no general
state ald but draw “categorical” aid for retirement, special
education and state-mandated programs.

Bouchard circulated memos to his 37 colleagues de-

James
O'NeillJr., D-Saginaw, chair of the House schoo! aid sub-
committee. O'Nelll, like DeGrow,wants to deduct as
muchcategorical ald as possible fromout-of-formula dis-
tricts —mainly in Oakland, western Wayne and Macomb
counties — to help poorer districts,

“Tax base sharing is stilf intact,” satd Bouchard, refer-
ring ta the provision In the 1991 bill requiring out-of-
formula schools to share halfthe growth in theirbusiness
property taxes with the rest of the state.

“But [ have an agreement we'll seek an expedited rul-
Ing from the Supreme Court onboth tax base sharing and
recapture,” he sald. Tax base sharing has been halled by
circuit court order, thoughaffected schools still must put
the money in an escrow account.

® $6.3 million for a dazen districts to operate 200 class
daysa year instead of the required 180. “What's to say the
20 (added} days will yleld results?” said Faxon,

N $2 million for "charter schoals,” under which a school
board would let groups of teachers set up specialized
schools.

But the Senate retained $2 million for training teach-
ers in the Michigan Model for Comprehensive Health
Education, an elementary school program that the politi-
cal right calls anti-religlon and anti-family.

Senators also retained a section taking 1-180th of a
district's school aid for every day lost to a strike. Demo-
crats barely lost on two tle votes.

Don’t be a flake
when it comes
to picking cereal

A stroll down the supermarket breakfast
cereal aisle can be a challenge to the most in-
formed shopper. Health pledges, great taste,
cereal fun, toys and promises of athletic pro-
wess staled on the boxes add Lo the confusion
of secking a nutritious hreakfast for children
and adulls.

Cereal provides several nutritional benefits. It
Is a good source of carbohydrates, which gives
us energy {calories} to start the day. Getting
energy from a carbohydrate source low in fat,
such as cereal, is one way to lower fat In the
diet. If you're concerned about biood cholesterol
levels, focus on the fat in the milk. For anycne
over the age of 2, use skdm or 1 percent milk
rather than whole milk. When a cereal Is forti-
fied, that provides an excellent source of fron,
and many women {requently have diets low in
Iron.

Advertisements have done a good Job confus-
ing the fiber issue In cold cereals. There are
two types of fiber. soluble and insoluble. Oat
bran is a source of soluble fiber. Wheat bran is
a source of Insoluble fiber. We need both
soluble and inscluble fiber in our diets. Infor-
mation is available about the insoluble fiber
content of foods. Unfortunately, scientists have

not developed tables that tell us the amount of -

soluble fiber in foods. However, we do know
generally. cat bran, rice bran, dried beans and
peas, and some frults and vegetables are good
sources of soluble fiber.

Many cereal companies would have us be-
lieve that their cereal products are the key to
lowering cholesterol. Though there is truth to
the clalm that cereals may help lower choles-
terol, the amount we would need to eat to
achleve this s Incredible. If oat bran were your
only source of soluble floer, you would have to
have 100 grams of it each day to lower your
cholesterol by 15 percent.

One serving of a popular cereal that adver-
tises it contains cat bran has only 8 grams of
oat bran per serving. This means you would
.. have to eal.aboul,

100 grams“of oat’
about lowering cholesterol, 1t would be better to

add oat bran to various foods that you cook,
besides a cooked cereal made from oats, rather
than to rely on a cold cereal.

Insoluble fiber in whole grain cereals is im-
portant to help prevent constipation. Some nu-
trition sclentists believe that insoluble fiber may
have a role in helping to decrease risk of colon
cancer. The National Research Council, the
American Cancer Soclety and the National Insti-
tute for Cancer Research recommends that we
obtain between 20 and 30 grams of fiber a day.
Children's cold cereals are generally not a good
source of fiber, desplte what the box claims.
Rather than rely on cold cereal for fiber, give
them high fiber foods such as beans, fresh
fruits and vegetables and whole grain breads
throughout the day to ensure adequate fiber
Intake.

Ancther cereal-related issue 1s the amount of
sugar that cold cereals contain. This may be
especially important when children are eating
several bowls of cereal each day. Try to choose
a cereal that has no more than one to two
teaspoons of sugar {4 to B grams sucrose Indi-
cated on the label per serving).

If your child likes to add sugar to cereal,
then the lower the sugar in the cereal to begin
with, the better. There [s nothing wrong with a
cereal containing some sugar, but whether and
how much additional sugar you add is
important,

To figure out the amount of sugar in the
product, divide grams of sugar by four to deter-
mine the number of teaspoons per serving. For
example, If one serving provides two grams that

WINE IS FINE

And it’s even better when you
know how to pick a good one

You're having dinner at a nice re-
staurant and the task of selecting a
wine has fallen to you.

You were doing fine up untll this
point, holding your own on world af-
fairs, the election, hot literary proper-
ties, new diseases. But now, you are
about to appear the foal, for, like
mary people who won't admit it, you
know nothing about wine.

What to do?

Until now, the cheap stuffwith the
eolorful label from the grocery store
has served you well, So long as the
cork came out in one plece and the
wine didn't smell like salad dressing,
life was good. But the waiter {s wait-
ing. The decislon Is yours,

And exactly how do you decide if
the offered bottle is a winner or
Mountain Dew in drag?

Ask Elfe.

Elie Boudt manages The Merchant
of Vino on Northwestern Highway in

Southfield. He has studled wine and
its accompanying disciplines — geo-
graphy, geology, farming, poetry,
philosophy and history — for more
than 12of his 30years. The last ejght
ofthoseyears have been spent at The
Mercharnt.

“Wine is ultimately a fanm pro-
duct. The grape has a lot of water
which comes from the ground,”
Boudt said. That's one of the main
reasonis the taste of wine varies from
region -to region,

Even if you know very little about
wine, Boudt suggested several ways
to, at thevery least, make a very intel-
ligent assumption about the wine be-
fore you,

Start with a glance at the label.
“Any label is a reflection of the laws of
that particular region. What is com-
pulsary in one [reglon) perhaps s not
in another,” Boudt said.

The labe] will telt you the level of a!-

cohol (which varles), the quantity the
bottle holds [which may seem simple
but it's important — we’ll get to that
momentarily), the name of the pro-
ducer and the name of the area where
the grape was grown. First rule: the
more Information on the Jabel (and
the more specific that inforinationis),
the greater the chances that you're
looking at a good bottle of wine.

“The name of the area it comes
from indicates the type of wine. It de-
fines the fruit,” Boudt said. “The pro-
ducer defines the style. The viniage
(again} defines the fruit." In an ideal
world where all sugars are the same,
a higher alcohol content means less
sugar.,

Boud! also sald the higher the al-
cohol content, the higher the viscos-
ity, which is the way the wine leelson
the tongue and inside of the mouth.

The tent that housed us for four days
was huge when empty, but as we moved in
paper products and food, the space be-
came limnited. At any particular time, there
were up to 50 people working. Many of the
local culinary schools, Oakland Commun-
ity College, Henry Ford in Dearborn and
Breithaxipt Vocational in Detroit sent stu-
dent volunteers, Many of the teachers
were ont hand to help also.

In return for their work, these students
received a Team Michigan T-shirt and
their membership dues paid for the Michi-
gan Chefs De Cuisine.

They gave up their vacation to help us
raise money for the trip to Germany. They
were a great group of people. Many were
not “typical” students.

“partner” for the duration was fantastic.

The item of food that ] committed to was
buffalo shrimp, tasty shrimp in alight and
splcy tempura batter. We have done thisin
the restaurant on occasion with minimal
effort.

I went into this venture with mixed
emotions. Once again [ was being taken
away from my restaurant, my livelthood.
Luclily Jerrie watched the night shift for
me, and 1wasable to be back in Novi by the
time the evening action began.

On the other hand, I looked at it as an
adventure. Something that I'd never done
before. Well, by the end of the festival, |
knew I never wanted todo it again. I'm not
a carny person and don't have any desire
to be.

My work Is hard and requires many
hours. Carnival people work twice what |
do. They start early and end late. The
stream of “customers" is constant with no

reprieve.

And there Is little pleasure other than
collecting tickets.

Tempers
runs hot by the end of the day. People get

Over 1,600 orders sold in three
days. The last day and a half, we got it
down toa science.

We cleaned up our area and prepared to
close down the window. No such luck,
Someone came up with Spanish rice. Why
not hawk that? What the heck. “Spanish
rice, Spanish rice.

Make your next wine a winner

Remember, however, the bottle {sn't
open. And you don't want Il opened
just yel.

Look at the wine — It should be
clear. *Il you're locking at a cloudy
bottle, that's a problem,” Boudt sald.

While you're looking at the botle,
look at how high the level of wine is;
check to see how far that level is from
the botlom of the cork. Boudt said
this distance, which should be mini-
mal, is called the “fiil."

“The fill should be as close to the
cork as possible,” Boudt saild. The
more alr there is in Lthe bottle, the
more opportunity for exidation of the
wine. The axdation process gives
wine a vinegary taste; cxddatlon ls the

only reason Boudt could think of to
send back a bottle of wine.

That's why it's lmportant to ob-
serve the quantity istingon the label,
as mentioned above. If the bottle is
said to contain 750 milltliters, yet the
fill is bad, then that might mean the
wine wor't taste as good as it should,

There's one more thing to check,
and one more thing to avoid, before
opening the bottle. Boudt said you
should gently run your thumb across
the top of the cork.

“It shouldn't be pushed out or
pushed In,” Boudt said of the cork.
You're looking for a level, firm clos-
ing. That means the cork's In good
shape.

Avoid “getting hung up” on the vini-
lage, or year the wine was bottled,

Boudt said. The year is more of a
guide when you're considering keep-
ing the bottie ina cellar or drinking it
in the near future.

Boudt said. Now put it down for ab. §g
out 15 seconds, then pick it up and I8
smell it again. That's what the wine B8

really smells like.
By now you should have a ve

good idea of whether or not the wine
will taste good. Keep one thing in §

mind — If you think it tastes bad, re-
think your positlon. The wine, if {t's

passed the tests up to now, probably

tastes exactly as it should, which
simply might be different from what
yout expect.

If, on the other hand, it tastes |ike
vinegar, conjure up your best Holly.
wood face, wave your hand to and fro
and cast it aside like so much toxie
waste, After all, you're an expert,
now.

Peeling shrimp: For fresh or cooked shrimp,
loosen the shell by running your fingers alang the
underside from head totail. Gently pull on the tail
portion of the shell and remove it. To devein the
shrimp, male a shallow slit along its back from
head totail, using a sharp knife. Remove the black
sand veln that runs along the center of the back.

Cooking shrimp: In a three-quart saucepan
bring four cups water and one teaspoon salt lo
botling. Add one pound fresh or frozen shelled or
unshelled shrimp. Return to bolling, Reduce heat
and simmer, uncovered, for onie to three minutes
or until shrimp tum pink, stirring occasionally.
Rinse under cold running water. Drain and chill.
Serve with cocktail sauce or use in a recipe as
cooked shrimp.

Crawiish are freshwater crustaceans that lock
like miniature lobsters. Also known as crayfish,
crawdads, creekcrabs and yabbies, their meat is
similar in texture but sweeter than that of shrimp.

Buying crawfish: Crawfish are sold live, cooked
In the shell, or cooked and frozen in the shell. Fro-
zen cooked tail meat Is also availzble,

For each serving, allow about one pound of live
crawfish. This yields about three to four ounces of
cooked tail meat.

Storing crawfish: Cook live crawfish as soon as
possible. To temporarily store them, rinse them
under cold running water, then place them on top
of wet newspapers in an Insulated cooler that is
half-Blled with ice. Cook within one day.

Cooking crawfish: Rinse four pounds live craw-
fishundercold running water, Ina 12-to 16-quart
kettle combine eight quarts cold water and one-
third cup salt; add crawflsh. Scak for 15 minutes;
rinse. Drain,

In the same kettle bring 8 quarts water and 2
teaspoons salt to bolling. Add crawfish, Retum to
bolling, Reduce heat and simmer, uncovered, ab-
out five minutes-or until shells are a bright reddish
orange. Drain. Serve hot with cocktail sauce or
melted butter and lemon wedges.

Peeling crawfish: Pick up the crawflsh and
gently twist the tail away from the body. Unwrap
the first two or three sections of the shell on the
tail, then pinch the end of the tail while pulling out
the meat. Remove the black sand vein, if desired.

If the claws are as big as your little finger, crack
them. Another treasure awaits you in the body
cavity — a bright yellow butter or fat. If you like,
you can also suck the flavorful juices from the

shell.

-foods with contents and date so that
'the oldest foods can be used up first.
'Here are some tips to make the most
‘of your freezer:

Learn proper wrapping, use
‘freezer bags and containers, not re-

frigerator containers. Avoid using old
margarine tubs to freeze food, these
are not vapor proof and are not good
for freezer use.

Keep your freezer full — it's
cheaper on electricity to run a full
freezer, and in case of power failure, a
full freezer acts as an insulator to
keep food colder longer.

Use the “first in, first oul” system:
put the newer food in back so the
older is used first.

Freeze food you buy within 24
hours. Do riot stack warm packages
on ltop of each other, allow space to
permit air circulation after food s fro-
zen solid, stack packages if desired.
