School taxes
hiked 2 mills
by Novi board

Novi school district taxpayers
will see more than a 2-mill increase
on thelr summer bills next month.

The school board set the operat-
Ing levy for the 1992-93 school
board at 1.57 mills higher than it
was last year. The debt retirement
levy also will increase by .5 mills
over last year, bringing the total in-
crease to 2.07 mills.

The total levy to be paid by school
district resldents will be 33.023
mills — 29.2 for operations and
3.823 for debt retirement.

Newly re-elected Trustee Ray-
mond Byers was the sole dissenter
for the levy. Byers said hewould not
vote for a budget that increased the
operaling levy more than 1.5 mills.

To the taxpayer, one mill equals
$1 per $1,000 of assessed value on
a home, For example, a $150.000
home would be assessed at
$75,000 state equalized valuation,
At the approved levy, that homeow-

that his proposed levy should cover
all expected changes in the State
School Aid Act.

But school board members
agreed to ralse his proposal an ad-
ditional .07 mllls which will raise
nearly $64,000 for the district.

The board did not mandate spe-
cific uses for the money, but Secret-
ary Craig Foreback and Vice Presi-
dent Robert Schram said they
would like to see $50,000 returned
to capital outlay.

Barr removed the $50,000,
whichwas to have funded one addi-

The split — which could run
through the middle of neighbor-
hoods such as Village Oaks in Novl
—Is proposed for 1954 because the
313 telephone code is expected to
run out of new telephone numbers
by 1995.

“They're looking at a lot of diffe-
rent approaches, This [the Schmid
proposal) isone of the things they've
been censidering,* Fifarek said.

She added that the versions be-
inig mulled by the commitiee are too
preliminary {o specifically list.

Racial slurs lead
to drawn handgun

Novi police arrested a man outside
the Meadowbrook Road 7-Eleven
June 6 after he allegedly peinted a
stolen gun al two other men in the
parking lot.

The man refused to speak to po-
lice, but an officer sald he was over-
heard saying that he got into a con-
frontation with the others because
they were using racial slurs against
him. The suspect is black and the
peopie whowere In the parking lot are
white.

When police arrived at the scene
they questioned the suspect, whore-
portedly said he and the others were
old friends from school and were not
fiphtng.

During the questioning one officer
noticed a silver semi-automatic pis-
tal lylng on the floor In front of the
driver's seal of his vehicle.

The othertwomen Inthe lot, ques-
licned separately, lold police the sus-
pect was arguing with them and
polnted the gunat eachofthem sepa-
rately. A witness reportedly agreed
with their story, saying he polnted

the gun into one man's “gut” and
then pointed it at the other man and
cocked the hammer.

Police questioned the suspect
again, who still denied he and the
cther men were fighting and dened
polnting the gun. He told police he
bought the pun from a “crackhead” in
Pontlac for $50 and only uses it for
show. He said he has never had any
bullels in it.

A computer check by police
showed the gun to have been stolen
in January, 1990.

The suspect was arrested and
transported to the Novi police sta-
tion, where he refused lo answer
questions.

Novi officer Lou Bigliardi wrote in
the police (ncident report that, while
the suspect was making a phone call
from jail, he was heard saying
enough to suggest that he did argue
with the other men in the parking lot.

“There were some guys talidng
s---, lalking black s---, one of them
called me a nigger or some s---, so
slapped him," he allegedly said.

Police said there were warrants
out of Pontiac and Ypsilant for the
suspect’s arrest.

A fund balance is similar to a sav-
ings account tobe used by the school
district in case of emergencies like
the fallure of a furnace. Auditors re-
commend the balance remain be-
tween 5- 10 percent of the school dis-
trict budget.

Byers warned the board not to
make line-item: recommendations to
the administration for allocating the
additional revenue.

*If we're going to do that, let's talk
about lacrosse, let's talk about girls
golf, let's talk about strings,” Byers
sald, namning programs which have
been proposed for implementation in
the past year.

Schram insisted the additional
money did not come with mandates
for use.

*All we're saying is set a millage
levy with no strings attached,” he
sald.

Byers also suggested setting a
lower levy now and raising the levy by

the December tax bill if additional
money is needed.

But the board decided to go with
the full amount now.

The board also approved a prop-
osed budget. Byers voted against the
plan.

Barr said the budget shows only
the additional $64,000 reveniue as a
surplus. But administration will
bring a revised budget to the board in
July or August, with recommenda-
tions for use of the money. Themeney
temporarily is shown in the fund
balance.

*It's only going to be parked (in the
fund balance) for a short time. I don't
want it there at the end of the year.
Nobody does,” Schram said.

The $26.5 million budget will be
reviewed by incoming Supernten-
dent Emmett Lippe upon arrival July
1. Lippe may have suggestions for
new programs or the deletion of other

Parents and students who have
been lobbying the school district in
support of the addition of lacrosse
won thelr fight.

The school board voted 6-1 to im-
plement lacrosse at the middle and
high school level at a Thursday meet-
ing. Funding for the program will be
discussed at a future meeting,

Board Vice President Robert
Schram suggested the program be
discussed as a courtesy to the pa-
rents and students who had been
petitioning the board for the sport's
implementation sinee early spring.

*I started out belng adamantly op-
posed to this, but I've been politicked
on this subject more than any other
in 14 years,” Schram said.

Schram said he Is not convinced
he would allocate even a dollar of dis-
trict money for lacrosse, but the
board postponed discussion of fund-
ing for the program.

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1 Novi woman continues

battle with Northville

A Novi homeowner, who has
waged ayear-longbattlewith the City
of Northville and Singh Development
over flooding on her Galway Drive
property that she blames on Singh's
Pheasant Hills subdivision to the
south. has now taken a new tack.

After numerous discussions with
city and Singh officials and several
frultless appearances hefore the
Norlhville councii, Novi resident
Laura Lorenzo Is now seekingan ad-
ministrative review of the develop-
ment and building permits issued for
Pheasant Hllls. She contends that
the subdivision does not comply with
the Northville's own zoning ordi-
nance, specifically Article 19 on flood
hazard zones,

“It 1s my belief that they did not
constder Article 19 one jota when re-
viewing this development,” Lorenzo
said. “It seems that everyone just
overlooked Article 19.7

One of the stated objeclives of Arti-
cle 19 (s “to preserve the abliity of
lloodplains to carry and discharge a
base ftood.”

Abase flood is defined s one “hav-
ing a l-percent chance of being
equalled or exceeded In any given
year.”

Lorenzo has already appealed to
the Northville council for flood relief
several times, and she enlisted the
ald of offices ranging from the Oak-
land County Drain Commissioner to
the Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) to gather evidence
that the construction of Pheasant
Hills may have Increased Rooding In
her backyard. She contends that
culverts installed in Pheasant Hills
restrict the southward flow of water
and cause it to back up onto her
property along the Northville/Novi
border.

The council, after months of inves-
tigating Lorenzo's claims and playing
the mediator between Lorenzo and
Singh officials, called it quits tn April.

Northville's engineering firm,
McNeely & Lincoln, had rung up
more than $8,200 in bills for a series
of surveys, hydraullc and hydrologi-
cal models, correspendence and a
127-page report on the dispute. The
report found that the developer and
city had adhered to “responsible en-
glneering practice™ in the construc-
tion and approval of thedrainage sys-
tem at Pheasant Hills.

A report by City Attorney James
Kohl catne to a similar conclusion.

Lorenzo firsi attributed the . in-

~creased flooding on her property. to

landscaping installed by several

Pheasant Hiils property owners in
the drainage swale, and rajsed the
possibility that the culvert under Milt
Pond Court was undersized,

The Oakland County Draln Com-
mission ordered the property owners
to restore the drainage swale toits or-
{ginal condition last year, and Singh
Development s still coordinating the
restoration on behall of the
homeowners. .

But Singh Is only seeking to re-
store the swale to 10-year-fload ca-
pacity, Lorenzo sald. That will im-
prove the situation, she said, but not
by much,

"It’s not even accommodating a
10-year flood at this point . . . But
that is not goilng to solve my problem
with more intense storms — 50-year
storms or 100-year storms,” Lorenzo
said.

At Issue is whether the drainage
system should prevent flooding on
upstream properties in the eventofa
10-year or 100-year storm. Lorehzo
has argued that it should meet the
stricter 100-year requirements. -

As part of her new strategy, the
Novi homeowner flled a Freedom of
Information request with Northville
May 26, seeking coples of docurnents
required by Article 19, including ho-
tices to acg:oent communities and
the state’s Department of Natural Re-
saurces that the waterway was gaing
to be altered and a description of the
extent of alterations. :

Northville City Manager Gary
Word wrote Lorenzo that the request
could not be filled within the five-day
period specifled by the Freedom of In-
formation Act, 80 he extended it by
the allowed 10 business days. . -

He also wamed Lorenzo that she
would be charged “reasonable costs
assoclated with the request,” as al-
lowed under the act, L

Lorenzo questioned Word's asser-
tion that the information she re-
quested Is contained in “numercus
documents” and will take some tim
to locate, .

“I'm not looking for redundant jn-
formation; I'm looking for specific an-
swerstospeclficquestions,” she said.

Another new twist to the story is
that Lorenzo's property no longer
falls within a flood hazard arfa.
FEMA's just-revised Flood Insurarce
Study for the City of Novi, unlike its
predecessor, leaves Lorenzo's subdi-
vision out of the designated flood ha-
zard zones. -

Schmid gets credit for
area code split option

Those of us who have not been
happy with Michigan Bell's proposed
areacode split have faced a bit of frustra-
tion. Being non-technical folks mostly, it
has been difflcult to understand the
problems that led Bell and its appointed
citizen's committee to propose splitting
Novi in two, much less to come up with
an aliernative that might address city re-
sidents’ concerns and still be workable
for Bell.

But County Commissioner Kaye
Schmid, R-Novi, has some special skills,
Among them is her understanding of the
demographics of the local area. The
same local map and population know-
ledge that helps a politician run a good
election campaign helped Schmid to de-
vise an alternative split for the area codes
in the Novi and Northville area.

Joe Joachim, head of Oakland
County economic development and a
member of the Bell citizen's committee,
announced last week that Schmid's plan
to keep Novi whole in the new area code
by moving the Northville exchanges of
344, 347, 348, 349 and 380 out of the old
313 area code and into the new was one
of several alternatives now being
censidered.

The solution would address our
major concerns with the area code split,
They have been that the area code
boundary would actually divide in half
old Novi subdivisions like Village Oaks,
forcing neighbors to dial area codes to

call neighbors, and that it would sepa-
rate those subdivisions and the Walled
Lake area in northern Novi from the rest
of the city by moving them into the new
code.

Schmid argues that Novi's popula-
tion 1s higher than that of Northville and
Northville Township, so it makes little
sense to be splitting the City of Novi. At
the same time, shenotes under the origi-
nal plan, Novi would have been included
in the old 313 code with Wayne County.
Her plan would combine Novi in the new
code with the rest of Gakland County.
And she contends that in actuality, more
than half of the population of the City of
Northville lives in the Oakland County
portion, soit only makes senseforit tobe
included with Qakland County, too.

The verdict 15 still out on the so-
called “Schmid Plan,” but it is very posi-
tive indeed to see that Bell is being flexi-
blewithits plan. And it is good to see that
there are viable alternatives that do not
include cutting the City of Novi Into
pieces.

If we run Northville stories n the Novi News to
meet the needs of No-villers, we get crucified by Novi rest-
dents who want only Novi news In their Nowi News.

Conversely, if we leave Northville stuff out of the Nowvi
paper, we inevitably hear from the No-ville folk, peeved
over having to buy two papers to keep up. '

After much thought. a plan is now in the works that
should satisfy all parties, wherever they may Iltve.

But in the meantime, if you see my credibility wander-
ing around, please whistle it home . . . ifonly I could tell
you where to send it.

Don't listen to
critics who pan
aluminum pots

Materals used for cookware play a very Im-
portant role in success or fatlure of a product.

More than half of all cookware sold is made
of aluminum. Researchers are still investigaling
any possible connection between alumtnuin and
Alzheimer's disease. Nothing concrete has been
discovered and untl hard evidence Is
discovered, do not throw away your aluminum
pots and pans. Researchers feel that since alu-
minum Is ubiquitious, it would be difficult to
stay away from It anyhow as it's in the alr, wa-
ter and scll and ultimately in plants and ani-
mals that we eal. Also, many over-the-counter
drugs such as antacids and aspirin contain an-
tacid aluminum.

Aluminum Is a superior heat conductor; it
heats evenly and quickly. All aluminum manu-
facturers suggesl that storing highly acidic or
salty foods such as tomate sauce, rhubarb or
sauerkraut in their pols may cause more
aluminum to enter the food. Of course, any un-
dissolved salt or acid will cause “pitting” on the
pot's surface.

Ancdized aluminum has been treated to
harden the metal, making It more scralch resls-
tant. Food will barely stick on this hard smooth
surface, making It easy to clean. This process
makes these pols and pans good cholces for
cooking rhubarb and sauces with tomato, wine,
or lemon juice as they do not leach Into acidic
foods. If necessary, scrub with coarse salt or
mildly abrasive cleanser, rinse immediately. If
darkened from oxidation, flll with water and
vinegar or lemoen julce and boil 15 minutes.

Nonstick coatings were around prior to ano-
dized aluminum. The advantages of these are
the quick, easy cleaning, and the ability to
cock without additional faf. Disadvantages are
that they may be scratched by sharp or rough
edged kitchen utensils. Abrasive scouring pads
or cleansers should not be used to clean them.
It is safe to use scratched non-stlck skillcts.

Stainless still accounts for about 43 percent
of cookware sold today because of its durabil-
fty. The finish is attractive, It won't corrode or
tarnish permanently. It's hard, tough and nen-
porous. Sinee stalnless does not conduct heat
evenly, most is made with copper or aluminum
bottoms. It is not recommended to store acidic
or salty foods In stainless steel for long pericds,
not for health reasons but undissolved salt will
pit the steel surfaces. Wash in hot soapy water,
and scrub with a nylon pad. Clean stubborn
stains with a stalnless steel cleanser.

Copper Is an excellent conductor of heat and
eapectally good for top-of-the-range cooking,
Many cooks prefer copper cookware for delicate
sauces and foods that must be cocked at con-
trolled temperatures.

Cast fron Is the all-time classic in cookware.
You'll need to handle cast iron different than
other cookware, To prevent rust damage, the
inside of cast jron should be coated frequently
with unsalted cooking ofl. To season, rub inside
of pan with vegetable oll, set over medlum heat
untl] oll begins to smoke (about 15 minutes},
Cool completely and wipe off excess oll with
paper towels. Try not to wash cast iron In
strong detergents or scour. Wipe immediately
afler rinsing,

Choose cookware for your kitchen that Bts
your cooking/baking style and do not worry: ab-
out pot and pan safety.

Business lunch arrives in ‘Little Tokyo

‘I there's one Japanese import that doesn't
give the domestic corporations fits, it’s lunch.
Far from the burger and fries or soup and a
salad that Americans lean toward, a Japanese
lunch is bullt around rice or noodles, Guite of-
ten{tincludes sushi, the raw fish unique to the
land of the rising sun.

While sushi might evolte a few squeamish
reactions from we Westerners, its initlates
swear by It. Slightly more attractive te the
Western palate are the noodle dishes: udon, a
thick round noodle, and ramen, the thin
strands of egg dough now finding its way into
the Amerlcan mainstream as an instant
microwaveable lunch.

In Japan's business community, lunch Is
an Important part of the day. The Japanest
tend to take shorter lunches than their Ameri-
can counterparts, though, and give a new
meaning to the concept of fast food.

“They get a bowl of noodles and will slurp it
downin 20 seconds, tops,” says Steve Myers, a
Novi businessman who spent 10 years work-
ing in Japan. “They inhale them and get back
to work. The real trick is to do it so that when
the end of the noodle goes in your mouth, it
doesn't spray everyone around you.*

Further, he says, it's become the norm in
Japanto eatlunchinthe office, Large corpora-
tions will have standing orders with local eate-

rles, which deliver box lunches by moped to
various offices.

If, as Crain's Detroit Business attests, Novi
isbecomingLittle Tokyo, local luncheon lovers
would be smart to Jatch ento the new concept.
Indeed, restaurants In the Japanese tradition
are already springing up in the area.

In Novi, both sushi and yakdtori (grilled
mealts) are available at Terlyaki To Go on Novi
Road, and the soon-to-open Cherry Blossom
in the West Oaks shopping plaza. Myers points
out, however, that finding both yakitori and
sushiunderone rooffsa rarity inJdapan. There

~ are sush{ bars and yakitori stands where bu-

sinesspeople will line itp to fork over their yen,
explains Cherry Blossom owmner Shigeru
Yamada.

“In Japan, if you wanted sushi, you would
go {0 a sushi specialist 80 you can get more
ftems,” says Yamada, a Northville resident.

Yamada, former owner of Akasaka restaur-
ant in Livonia, found great success offering
both sushl and yaldtor at his former location,
and drew many customers from the Nissan
Technical Center in Farmington Hills, Native
Japanese transplanted to work here apprec-
ate lJunches that were as speedy as the ones in
thelr native land.

“They can do a lot of relaxation during their
hour break,” he says. “And theymn goout to

the driving range tn the summer.”

1 overheard a
member of the
walt stafl an-
swer “Norwe-
glan” and cr-
inged. There is

o very little sal-
mon that comes from Norway any longer.
The price has become prohibitive.

“The evolution can be likened to im-
POﬂed cars. They cost a lot of money.

So, where does salmon come from? As
Ive mentioned in the past we buy most of
our fish from Foley’s in Boston. So, the
other day I called Mike, our contact at Fo-
ley’s and asked him. "Farm raised Atlantic
salmon" was his answer.

This isn't just any salmon; Foley’s has

“gone to school” to locate the very highest
quality, firmest textured, freshest salmon
produced anywhere. |

Four major factors differentiate one
farm raised salmon from another: gene
pools, farming practices, harvesting and
slaughtering techniques and the packing
and travel time of the finished product.

The fish begin their life in a hatchery in
apure fresh water lake, They are reared for
about 16 monthsand then transferredtoa

grow-out facility. This site Is segregated in
a body of water away from other salmon
farms to prevent disease,

Norwegian personnel with extensive ex-
perience running farms In Norway man-
age the farm. The smolt spend the next 15
months growingto a size of 8 pounds. They
are fed a combination wet and dry feed
that utilizes herring for its omega-3 con-
tent. This feed ylelds an extraordinarily
rich flavored salmon.

Two weeks prior to harvest the {ish are
taken off of feed. The “starving” process al-
lows the fish to rid itself of all waste. The
result is a firm flesh texture and enhanced
shelf life,

When harvested, the fish are pulled

from the water in small amounts. This as-

sures that the fish will be free of bruises
and that the flesh will remain firm, The
fish are stunned in a carbon dioxided
holding tank which renders them dazed,
but still alive.

The next phase is bleeding. After bleed-
ing, they are floated in an iced seawater
solution to maintain a low body tempera-
ture. Again this will preserve flesh quality
and appearance.

The cold salmen are then transported to
a state-of-the-art processing facillty where
they are gutted, washed, chilled, weighed,
inspected, graded and packed on an all-
stalnless-steel processing line designed,
guess where? Norway.

The ride to the Foley's plant is a mere six
hours away. Minimal further processing {s

done. All the salmon are individually ln

spected and packaged for shipment all Z;‘

over the United States.

Salmon is one of the best sellers on our
menu. We have to be sure that the highest
standards are adhered to. I can hones[ly
say that the number of complaints are nil. ;.

When I've had to fill in with salmon from
other purveyors, it just isn't the same. My
waltstaff now knows that we use farm !

Architecture builds food following

Architecture 10 a restaurant can
be compared with spices to food. It
delinitely adds to the flavor, but ex-
actly howmuch Is open to individual
interpretation.

“Arestaurant is like a three-legged
stool,” sald Tom Wilscam, owner of a
Sizzler franchise that recently
opened in Westland. *You have food,
atmosphere and service, All threeare
equally important.”

What role does architecture play
In that tdumwvirate?

“It's diflicult to say.” said Gary
Wright, design project manager for
General Mills Restaurant Inc.

“Ifyou consider Walt Disney World
and the different restaurant designs
there, can you say whether architec-
ture brought people In — the atmo-
sphere created — or were they hun-
gry. a captive audfence and they had
to eal?

“You don't know Hf It's the food, at-
mosphere, service Lo people or loca-
tion,” Wright added. "I think it (ar-
chitecture} plays a substantial part.
For any nationwide restaurant, ini-
tial perceptlon Is recognition of the

bullding.”

Architecture may not be important
at the high-end of haute cuisine or
the low-end, moms-and-poeps where
pecple go strietly for food, sald Ron
Rea, a designer and pariner with
Peterhansrea in Birmingham.

But it does become a factor in the
highly competitive middle ground.

“You're trying to give them a dollar
value — good food, reasonably pr-
lced, in a good atmosphere,” Rea
sald.

“Visuals of the exterior and inter-
for will excite them. They will go in for
the way it (bullding) looks. Then it's
up o the operator (o make sure
they're served well, the food ts good.”

“I never tell my clients design will
make thelr business. It will assist
them have better business,” Rea
said.

General Mills owns and operates
Olive Garden and Red Lobster re-
staurants. An Olive Garden recently
opened in Novi. Another is under
construclion in Canton.

“Our buildings have a certaln
number of square feet, the numberof

seals is constant and so is the
kitchen,” Wright satd. “The exterioris
customized according te the com-
munity you go In. -

“We can take a base footprint and
change the appearance of the foot-
print and the skin to make it look ltke
many different types of bulldings.”

Clay tlles can give a Medlterranean
appearance, vertical parapets and
glazed tiles convey a more modern
look and different kinds of bricks and
awning treatments present other [m-
ages, Wright said,

Many munfcipalities require cer-
tain kinds of appearances as far as
brick work. roofing colors and light-
ing fixtures for conformity within a
business district.

"You start with the bujiding on an
overall impression of restaurants,
The first tmpression is the most last-
ing. or at least sets the tone.”

According to Myers, {t's considered bad
form in Japan to consume alcohol with
lunch.

“The Japanese tend to get very red-faced
onjust alittle alcohol,” he says. “That's usu-
ally reserved for get-logethers between col-
leagues and staff in the evening.”

After work, says Yamada, the Japanese
make up for lost time by carousing at the
local karaoke bar, and entertain themseives
with huge sing-alongs.

"At dinner time, the Japanese are big
drinkers,” says Yamada. “They spend a lot of
lime eating oul. They'll have a dinner meet-
ing, ar a dinner chattering I should say,
where they'll complain about work and work
out complaints. Karacke is the best way to
get that out. They get to sing along and get

‘loud,”

Yamada's new venture at the Cherry Blos-
som will have both sushi and yakitord bars,
as well as a karacke bar. There will also be
the classic tatami rooms, private screened
dining rooms where diners sit on tatami
mats on the floor (though the Cherry Blos-
som will have footwells under the 1able for
Western legs).

Head chef Seifl Ueno has prepared a
lengthy menu for the opening of the new re-
staurant. As in Japan, some vegetables and
fish will be offered on a seasonal basis, He's
haoping to attract adventuresome Western
visitors willing to try food in the true Japan-
ese style.

"It's now popular to try different food,” he
says. “If they're a beginner at sushi, we can
assist them in what to eat. Many people are
still hesitant to try, but once they try, they'll
see the texture and the taste. It's an adven-
ture of eating.”

A lunchtime visit to Akasaka reveals a
lengthy menu featuring sashimi (artisticly sl-
iced fish), tempura (deep fried vegetables or
fish), gyoza (garlicky pan-fried pork dum-
plings). noodies, yakitorl and 21 different
kinds of sushd.

It should be made clear that sushl is never
slimy or fishy smelling. Indeed no raw fish
should ever be slimy or smelly, which would
be an indication that It wasn't fresh. Indeed
thfdsusm Is erisp and somewhat dry, If very
cold.

A thin, virgin white strip of squid atop
cooked rice was tender, not chewy. It's flavor
was that of a flne filet of sole, Sweet raw
shrimp lived up to its name with a pleasant

sweet taste, and again that same crisp, fresh
texture.

Sea urchin roe was hardly as exotic as it
sounds. Made from the tenderest flesh of the
spiny-shelled invertebrate, the roe had the
color and texture of fresh-ground peanut
butter, but tasted like the liqueur cointreau.

Knives and forks would be useless for cat-
ing the fragile sushi, though it comes in por-
tions that seem toobig for Westerners. Myers
says its perfectly appropriate to pick up the
whole portion with chopsticks — perhaps
seasoning it with a little soy sauce, wasabi (a
ground horseradish mustard), or dried bo-
nito — stuff the whole thing in your mouth,
and start biting.

Noodle dishes at Akasaka come in huge
bowls, and are rerniniscent of Western soups
and stews. Meat, however, appears only
sparsely In Japanese food, due to its high
cost.

Myers explains the differing use of meat in
this fashion: in the West, a typical meal will
feature meat as the main course, and star-
ches and vegetables are viewed as side dis-
hes; [n Japan, rice is the main course, with
the meat and the vegetables served in sepa-
rate bowls as side dishes,

*And they eat pretty much the same things
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Japanese business lunch is culinary adventure

at each meal,” he says. “It's not breakfast,
lunch and dinner as we think of it. It's fust a
stream of snacks all day long.

“The portions are different witheach meal.
Two strips of yakitorl will be an appetizer.
Two more will be a meal. Ten would be a
feast.”

Salaried professionals and middle mana-
gers eat differently than higher level Japan-
ese managers, according to Myers.

“It's very heirarchical, and there’s lttle
mingling among the different levels,” he says.
“When [worked for Amway inJapan, It took a
while for my staff to get comfortable with me
coming to their place to eat.”

High level managers, he says, will go to
quiet, formal restaurants, and unitke their
lower level counterparts, may discuss busi-
ness over the meal.

The meal {tself is a culmination of the Ja-
panese respect for artlstry in cooking. Myers
says appeararice and color are as Important,
if not moreso, than flavor. Locally, an exam-
ple of a Japanese power-broker’s lunch can
be found at the Hotel Baronette.

The Baronette is, infact, Japanese owned,
and according to general manager Tadashi
Nagao, about 30 percent of his guests come
from there. To make them feel at home, he

presents a lavish lunch on authentic dishes,
artfully prepared by chefs Simon Shimodata
and Ken Yamasak.

“This is the city boy's business lunch, not
the countryside lunch,” says Nagao. "There
isat least one hot [tem, a teryald fish or beef,
but rice is the biggest part. Sushi Is always
served with it. We use flounder or tuna, and
Is always fresh.”

The “salad” is more of a mixture of star-
ches like potatoes, pumpkins and tofu as
well as bamboo shoots and shiltake mu-
shrooms. On the side are “pickles,” a Japan-
ese staple of pickled vegetables.

“They're very salty,” Nagao says. “But our
steamed rice has zero salt content, so the
salty flavor is absorbed by the rice.”

“Prevention s
the watchword In food safety,” sald
Schuette. "By following proper cold
storage, sanliation and thorough
cooking rules, you can keep foed safe
anylime you pack it to go”

'PREPARING FOOD FOR THE

Keep everything that touches food
clean. Stop and wash your hands be-
fore preparing food. And wash uten-
sils, bowls and countertops between
'work on each dish. )
. Use a fork — rather than your
-hands — to mix meat, macaroni, egg,
tuna or green salads. Uslng your
‘hands canbe a problem because bac-
terla dig in around the fingemalls
and the creased skin of the hands.

If cooking food ahead of time, cook
it thoroughly so bacteria doesn't
Brow.

* Plastic foam coolers are ideal for
picnics. For hot food, wrap the dishin
several layers of newspaper before
placing in a seperate cooler. For cold
dishes, place the cooler with Ice or
blue gel cold packs.

Freeze Iced tea and lemonade In
plastic containers and freeze small
boxes of juice. They will thaw on your

Cook meats, especlally ground
meats, thoroughly,

It’s best not to set out most foods
until you are ready to eat, but if you
must, consider covering the food with
a net tent made especially for this
purpose. Flies are much more than
pests, They can create serfous prob-
Jlems because they are agents for 50
human diseases and often carry the
edgs that cause pinworm, round-
worm, whipworm, hookworm, and
tapeworm. Nearly every part of a fiy
carries disease-producing
organisims.

AFTER THE PICNIC

Food should sit out for no more
than two hours. After that, the food
should be packed away in a cocler
and placed in a shady spot.

Used paper plates, napkins and
cups should be placed in a garbage
tin. They still have organisms on
them and can attract flys and
animals.
