House Speaker Lewis Dodak, D-
Birch Run, sent Ule Senate-passed 
bill to the Housing and Urtian Affairs 
Committee, Where it has a strong 
chance ofdylng. Four ofthe 10 mem­
bers, including chair Nelson Saun­
ders, are from Detroit. 

-1 was shocked," said Uie bill's 
sponsor. Sen. David Honigman, R-
West Bloomlield. 

"I'm veiy concerned. I was left With 
strong assurances," it would be sent 
to the House Towns and Counties 
Committee. Thai panel Is led hy Ro­
land NIederstadt, a Democrat Whose 
district is in die suburbs of Saginaw. 
Most ofthe seven members are from 
townships and small cities. None is 
from Detroit. 

"I spoke to NIederstadt by tele­
phone, and Dodak was there With 
him. I've been trying to call Lew," said 
Honigman. 

"Maybe it can still come out of 
committee," Honigman added. 

Oakland County Drain Commis­
sioner George Kulm and liis deputy, 
Bob Fredericks, also were unliappy. 

"It was sent to Housing and Urban 
Affairs. Bu t i fs not a housing bill, and 
it's not urban affairs," said Freder­
icks. "It didn't seem to us to be 
appropriate. 

"We haven't canvassed tliat com­
mittee and the chair. It's lllcely there 
Won't be any action until after Uie 
Aug. 4 primajy. 

"We're Vefy pleased it got through 
Uie Senate. The bill deserves a 
(House) hearing. We had several peo­
ple contacUng Dodak." 

Both suspected that Detroit Mayor 
Coleman Young influenced Dodak to 
send Uie bill to a hostile. Detroit-
dominated committee. 

Young has h e t n Vehement in his 
opposition to regional control of Uie 
Water and sewerage system tliat 
serves more than lOO neighboring 
communlUes as far north as Flint. 

Kuhn has been flghUng Ule batUe 
for more tlian a dozen years. Rep. 
John BermeU, D-Redford, Sen. Gil­
bert DlNello, D-Clinton Tovmsliip. 
and Sen. Richard Fessler, R-
Commerce, all took cracks at 
sponsorship. 

Honigman's bill Was the first to get 
through one cliamber of Uie Legisla­
ture. If It doesn't get Uirough the 

House, it dies at Uie end of the year. 
And it can't get Uirough the House 
until It gets through Saunders' 
committee. 

Suburbla's case is Uiat Detroit 
overcharges its customers, by load­
ing its own general government costs 
into Water rates; fails to collect from 
its own retail customers, sliifling 
more costs to the suburbs; and gen­
erally mismanages Uie system, by 
giving contracts to political favorites 
rather Uian Uirough compeUUve bid-
ding, and by stonewalling requests 
for information. 

Detroit contends that its leader­
ship and bonding ability made the 
system possible; its willingness to 
deal made suburban growth possible 
since Uie 1950s; and its rates are Uie 
lowest blg-clly rates in the countiy. 

Detroit contends it owns the sys-
tem and would have to be paid bil­
lions for it. Suburbia contends fed­
eral aid and customer charges paid 
for Uie system, not Detroit's tax mo­
ney, and that Detroit's 'Investment" 
is almost nil. 

Honigman exj)ects a House panel 
to hold hearings this summer on his 
revision ofa bill regulating wetlands. 

Senate Bill 522 is in Uie House 
Conservation, Recreation and Envi­
ronment Committee cliaired by Rep. 
Tom Alley, D-West Branch. 

That's Uie bUl designed by Sen. 
Paul Wartner, R-Portage, to prevent 
local units from regulating weUands 
at all. Wartner developed the bill in 
his Senate Natural Resources and 
Environmental .Aflairs Committee. 

In an unusal move, the full Senate 
last Winter sent Uie bUl to Honig­
man's Local Government Committee 
where Uie lakes area senator fash­
ioned a compromise: state control 
over larger WeUands, local control 
under IdenUcal rules over smaller 
wetlands, time limits and simplified 
P1xx:edures. 

All Interest groups agreed to the 
compromise, but Uie acceptance by 
Uie environmentalist coalition. Clean 
Water Actioa was begrudging. 

The so-called "piano teachers" 
bUls are likely to get acUon after Uie 
primary in Niederstadt's Towns and 
Counties Committee. 

NIederstadt and Honigman said 
Uie Mlcliigan Municipal League now 
supports it, and Uie Michigan Town­
ships Association Is wlUidrawtog 
opposition. 

Sponsored by Honigman, Uie bills 
prevent cities, townsliips and coun- • 
ties fijom prohibiting mu^ic .lessons 
and oUier tutoririg in private'resi­
dences.

Mlcliigan June 17 didn't lilt NoVl WltJi Its full 
brunt, saving the worst for nelghlwrlng Wlxom, 
MUford, Commerce Township and Farmlngton. 

Novl Fire Chief Arthur I.enaghan said the de­
partment made 15 runs from 3 p.m. to nild111ght, 
as compared to their dally average of four. 

The city did suffer power outages. Some were 
caused ijy the up to 40 mile per hour winds which 
Whipped up hours before the rain. The afternoon 
squalls set several wires arcing, Lenaghan sald, ln 
one case leading to a grass fire. 

' B y and large It Wasn't bad. We checked out 
possible llghti11ng strUces that turned out to tie no­
thing." he added. 

Television news accoimts of a tornado touch 
down In Wlxom Were, false, .AlBlashfleld, a police 

ofllcer ln tliat clt/s department said. 
"Those reporters from Cliannel 4 acted like 

theyVe never seen rain biefore," Blashfleld said. 

.As of 2 p.m. Friday, 8,000 Detroit Edison cus­
tomers were still withoutpoWer, according to Scott 
Simons, a spokesperson for the utility company. 
About 2,500 of them were In Oakland County. 

Overall, a total of 220,000 customers lost 
electricity during Wednesday's storm. The hiout of 
bail weather was nowhere near the Intensity of the 
notorious July 1991 mega-storm, when 684,000 
customers were left In the dark.

PoUce said the victim. Dale Shet-
Uer, died Instantly. 

Novl Police Officer David MoUqy 
said Shettler either fell or was pulled 
ljy his clothing Into a grade-all. Which 
Is a giant backhoe that Workers Were 
using to dig and clean ditches. Molloy 
said Shettlei's head and chest were 
crushed In the maclilneiy. 

Novl Fire Lt. Daniel Roy said the 
workers at the scene were employed 
by the Oakland County Road Com­
mission and working on a project to 
Improve county ditches. The acci­
dent occurred Just souUi ofTen Mile, 
on the west side of Haggerty. 

Mollqy said police are treaUng the 
Incident as an Industrial accident, al­
though It is still imder InVestigaUon. 

"It appears the guy Was trying to 
put a tool on the excavating machine, 
like a shovel or a pick. The operator 
turned the turntable on," Roy 
explained. 

Molloy added, "Apparently the op­
erator looked around to see Where 
(Shettler) Was before turning it on, 
and he didn't see him . . . dien he 
Went around to the front to look for 
him and that's when he foimd lilm." 

Molloy said the operator was "Veiy 
remorseful" about the accident. 

"We talked to the guy who oper­
ated the machinery," Roy said. "They 
were pretty good friends. He Was 
pretty bixsken up." 

It took emergency Workers lie­
tween 114 and two hours to free Shet-
tler's body from the machlneiy using

the Jaws of Life. Community EMS 
ran an EKG strip, wlilch showed no 
heart actiVlty, to Bottsford Hospital 
in Fannington Hllls. He was pro-
noimced dead at the scene.

"He was pinned 
between the turntable and the frame. 
Wc liad to use the Jaws ofLife on the 
frame. He either got lils clothing 
hooked on tlie turntable and it pulled 
him In or he got plnned."

retaining a historically valuable 
building an attracUve opUon to deve­
lopers.

RepresentaUve Willis Bullard. R-
Milford. Whose district includes Novl, 
voted yes. 

'Every Ume the state does some­
tliing. It Increases fees." complained 
Rep.

On the list of applicants are some of 
the best and brightest NoVi has to Offer, 
Wlllle such appointed positions go beg­
ging ln other communities, or the coun­
cil has to settle for the best ofa had Jot, in 
NoVi these seats draw such a crowd of 
liigh-powered minds it would he almOst 
impossible for the mayor and City Coun­
cil to make a bad choice, 

Of course, it could be that the Im­
portance ofthe planning commission in 
a city like NoVi is what draws them out. 
Novl, still less than 40 percent deVe-
loped, will see a great deal of growtli in 
the future. So wlllle much of the com­
munity's direction has been set, the 
planning commission will continue to fill 
a critical role in the shaping ofthe com­
munity weU into the future. 

hi any case, because ofthe field and 
because of the Importance of the plan­
ning commission, we'd like to offer our 
recommendations for who should be ap­
pointed to sit On the panel. Mayor Matt 
Quinn will make his own recommenda­
tions tonight (Monday, June 22) for 
wliich Of the l5 candidates will take 
seats on the nine-member commission. 
The mayor's recommendations will be 
subject to city council approVal. 

For the four seats, we recommend 
the appointment of: 

ERNEST ARUFFO. Perhaps the 
single biggest mistake the council could 
In îjyould t;Me|t decision not to return 
.Aruio? to the Commission for another 
term. 

On the commission for nine years, 
.Aruffo is one Ofthe most knowledgeable 
Ofthe plaimers. He's also shown llimself 
to be a hardworker, immersing himself 
in the issues of deVelopment in Novi. His 
background includes 15 years of resi­
dency in the city, 46 years as the CEO Of 
Custom FJoOrcoVering, and a great deal 
of InVolVement in Volunteer civic organi­
zations in and around the city. 

Perhaps one of Aruflfo's greatest as­
sets is simply lils demeanor. He is a 
pleasant man to deal with. He's not Only 
likeable, he has always shown a willing­
ness to listen to new ideas from IndlVldu-
als and residents of tlle community. We 
thinlc Arulfo helps to put citizens at easy 
when they appear before the commis­
sion to speak. He makes it easy for them 
to get InVolVed. 

LODIA RICHARDS, Jr. By contrast, 
Richards has been on the planning com­
mission Only six months. But we think it 
would be a mistake to fail to reappoint 
l i im now. After all, no one expects you to 
Ught the world on ihe when you flrst take 
a seat on the commission, lt taltes time to 
get your feet wet, to learn the ropes, py-
chards is onlynowgettingtothepoint he 
is famlhar enough with the planning 
issues and processes that he can begin 
to malce a contribution. If the city cotlncll 
does not reappoint llim now, it will lose 
the training It has invested in liim. 

A resident of the city for the past 
S'/s years, Richards also has an Im­
pressive baclcground. He is an engineer, 
graduating from the General Motors In­
stitute in 1970 and from Central Miclli­
gan UnlVersity in l979 with a masters 
degree. He has 10 years of experience in 

G o v e r n m e n t 

manufacturing supervision and 12 
years in engineering design. 

But there Is still a concern with Ri­
chards — attendance. Of 19 meetings 
from the time of his appointment last fall 
to tills month, l?lchards missed tliree. 
You cannot contribute if you are not 
there. 

City coimcil grilled l̂ chards hard 
on that point last week during interviews 
of the applicants. Î chards said the 
problem was temporary due to a newjob 
assignment. He said his attendance at 
future meetings will be regular. 

We think council should have faith 
Idchards will resolVe the problem and re­
turn llim to the commission. .And we 
hope l̂ chards will Indeed improve on 
that attendance record. But if the prob­
lem with attendance does not abate, we 
would urge Richards to realize that and 
resign, letting someone else with more 
time take oVer the seat. 

ROBERT MITZEL. What a bright 
young man Mitzel is. City offlclals will 
surely remember Mitzel, as a Jilgh school 
student, getting InVolVed planning 
issues and worldrig on;i?tention ponds. 
Mltzel's been Off to college — earning a 
bachelor's degree in envfroIunental engi­
neering in 1991 and scheduled to com­
plete a master's in civil engineering tliis 
summer—and now he can spend more 
time in his hometown of Novl, He's a 
member ofthe Michigan Society of Plan­
ning OfDclals, and has been for the past 
tliree years. 

It's great to see a home grown boy in 
the running. We think liis commitment 
to the community — not to mention lils 
envfronmental and engineering exper­
tise — will be useful to the city. We sug­
gest council make use of it. 

RICHARD CLARK. An attomey, 
Clark has served on the planning com­
mission before. .And his performance 
then was good. With a bachelor's from 
Michigan State and lils law degree from 
the UnlVerslty of Toledo. Clark is an arti­
culate man. We especially like lils com­
mitment to the proposition of taking ad­
ditional input from city residents and to 
communicating effectively with them. At 
the same time, he shows an understand­
ing the complexities of planning issues 
and the importance of balancing the de­
sires ofthe community against the rights 
ofthe land owner to develop and use liis 
or her property. 

We do not have objections or seri­
ous concerns about the rest ofthe candi­
dates. In fact, we would encourage all to 
continue thefr Involvement in commim-
Ity affairs and to seek other appointive 
positions. .Any one of them would make a 
fine commissioner, now or in the future, 
or a good addition to another appointed 
city panel. 

But we see Arulfo, IRlchards, Mitzel 
and Clark as the best picks for the com­
mission tills time around.

But in 
this case lt Was my roommate 
Bryan, Who also happens to be 
the staff photographer for this 
paper, asking me to forego the 
evening news. 

lt was Wednesday evening, 
and storms were rolling ln t o r n 
the West in a huny. Not your aV­
erage garden Variety thunder 
boomers. We were told. The 

Weatherman sald the clouds Were 17.000 feet tall. That's 3 
1nlles of storm, going straight up. And the clouds Were spit­
ting out tornadoes the waya kid at aplcnlc spits cutwater--
melon pits. This was Mother Nature With PMS. 

Earlier ln the day We'd heard reports that tornadoes had 
Wiped out a sulxllvlslon ln Minnesota, and wreaked de-
structlon from I ^ s a s on east. 

But now Biyan wanted to see where the storms Were on 
the local radar. As he and I sat glued to the Weather Chan­
nel memories of past storms came to mind. 

Tornadoes had liit NoVl tWlce in the last fouryears. Then 
last July, heavy thundertorms rocked the state leaving 
halfa million people Without power for as much as a Week. 

"Before I die I Want a picture ofa tornado," said Bryan. 
Interesting choice of Words, but 1 kneW what he meant. 

Like most Journedlsts we both Want to be there When the 
big story hits. Storms are big stories around here, so We 
Wanted to tie in the eye of the stofrn. both literally and 
figuratively. 

Bryan headed for the NoVl fire statlon. and I Went to the 

ofiice to sit by the pollce scanner. About 8 p.m. traffic on 
the radio started to pick up. The winds preceding the 
storm clouds Were kncx;king down tree Ilmbs and power 
lines. 

Then the clouds rolled in. In the space of 5 mlnutes. 
dovmtoWn NorthVille went dark and all the street lights 
came on. The leading edge ofthe storrn came through br­
inging doAVn sheets of rain and harsh. Whipping Winds. 

Here in the office, the lights flickered on and ofl"on three 
different occasions. 

The radio reported the sighting of two funnel clouds, 
both near Wlxom. Neither touched down. BIyan saw one of 
them fix)m llls post near 1-96. but got no pictures. 

There was also a report ofa tree friUy engulfed In flames. 
There was some confusion over which street It was on, and 
the fire department never did find it. A report ofa house fire 
in the township turned ou t to l)e minor, and there were ab­
out a half-dozen reports of downed or arcing wires. 

As things died down, reporter Steve Kellman and I 
headed for the only Interesting report left, Novi police said 
a tree had fallen on a Vehicle and was blocking West Road.

amd the driver. With no time to react, drove right through 
the limbs, and alinost came out the other side. He Wasn't 
hurt, and even the car looked driveable were It not for the 
leaking gas tank. 

Channel 7 Was already there With a camera crew when 
we arrlVed. Reporter Mike Holfeld was gathering Informa­
tion from the Wlxom police, and we made small talk as We 
waited for a chance to talk to the driver. 

Tou know, as big storms go, this one Was a flop for 
news." he said. This was the biggest thing we had."

Studies are under way for an addl-
Uon onto Novl Hlghl S t±oo l estln1ated 
to cost $10 million. 

Architects for Tower, Pinkster, Ti­
tus and .Associates told the schlool 
bioajTdatitsJune 16 meeting they are 
Working With teachers to determine 
possible locations for additions onto 
the high school. 

One pixiposal has a two-story ad­
dition of classrooms onto the area hie -
tween the high school and its exist­
ing, western parking iot. The addition 
Would not extend into the existing 
parking lot. 

•Architect William Garzalone said 
the addlUon could be used for chemi­
stry, biology and physics labs. Exist­
ing science rooms, which are on the 
school's second floor, could be used 
for nlath or English Instruction. Gar­
zalone said. 

Gaizalone was the architect who 
designed the high school nearly 20 
years ago. He was hired to design the 
additions and has been working with 

teachers to gain input on the need for 
certain types of rooms. 

These are Just Irlltlal thoughts." 
he said of 111s proposals for the addi­
tions. "Now we will start to name 
(uses for) the rooms." 

One proposal includes a two-stoiy 
gymnasium complete With an indoor 
track and a full-size baskettiall court. 
Part of the gym would tie below 
ground level with an entrance onto 
the track, Garzalone said. 

No ch.'uiges have been proposed to 
date for the industrial arts Wing of the 
building, Garzalone said. Earlier 
school board discussions suggested 
the industrial arts department may 
be reduced or eliminated to provide 
space for academic instrucUon. 

But Garzalone said the industrial 
arts program may tie meeting an Im­
portant enough need for some stu­
dents tojustlfy Its use of space at the 
high school. Eicpected proposals for 
the industrial arts wing coiild change 
the existing plans, he sald, 

Trustee Michael Meyer asked for 
cost estimates for each ofGarealone's 
proposals. But the architect said he 

will come back to the school board at 
a future meeting with Information on 
the cost of each possible option. 

Trustee Raymond Byers said con-
structlon costs Ukcty will run be­
tween $90 and $100 per squalu! foot. 
A proposals for a 108,000 square-
foot addition Would cost about $10 
million, Byers projected. 

A proposed addlUon at Parkview 
Elementaiy likely would cost about 
$1 million, Byers predicted. Technol­
ogy needs could increase the total 
cost to $14 million, Byers said. 

Superintendent William Barr 
would not provide an estimate on 
110W many mills would be necessary 
to fund a bond sale for the project. 

Barr said the cost to Novl taxpay-
ers Would depend on the bond 
market, which he has not yet re­
searched. A proposal could be befo.-e 
the school board as early as July, 
Barr said. 

A sale of bonds to liind the project 
would require voter approval. Board 
members have suggested an election 
could be scheduled for late this year.

Sellers of Christmas trees and 
summer roadside fruit stands Will 
have an easier time advertising their 
products under an amendment to 
the sign ordinance recommended for 
approval by the NoVl Planning 
Commission. 

City Council must still approve the 
ordinance change which Will allow 
seasonal, temporary signs to be ap­
proved the building department. 

The building department cur­
rently can approve the temporaiy use 
of faclllUes for seasonal sales, But 
signs for the temporary uses must be 
approved by the Zoning Board of Ap­
peals {ZB.A) under the exisUng 
ordinance. 

Often a person wishing to sell 
Christmas trees Would come to the 
city for permission to hang a tempor­
ary sign. But the next 2SA meeting 

would not be until after the season 
ends In January, Watson said. 

The ordinance change, if approved 
by council, would allow the building 
department to approve a temporaiy 
sign up to 24 square feet and 5 feet in 
height. 

AnoUier change tn the sign ordi­
nance also was recommended for ap­
proval by the commission to council. 

The proposed change would allow 
one business in a center to hang a 
sign facing the adjacent street if U1e 
development faces away from the 
street. 

The Peachtree Center, a 
25,200-square-foot strip shopping 
center on the West side of Meadow­
brook Road south ofTen Mile Road, is 
one example of a development that 
could benefit from the change. 

Peachtree sits on Meadowbrook 
but the building is oriented so the 
front entrances to each shop face 
away from the road. 

Under the exlsUng ordinance, 
none of the shops are permitted to 
hang a sign on the Wall of the building 
which faces Meadowbrook Road. 

if the change ls approved by coun­
cil, then the store Which ow1is the 
building closest to Meadowbrook 
Road Will be able to foreflt one of its 
signs on the Jront of a building and 
hang a sign on the Meadowbrook 
Road side of the building. 

The original ordinance did not in­
clude such a provision to prevent the 
"visual clutter," which assistant c l ^ 
attorney Dennis Watson said Would 
result from strip malls hanging a sign 
advertising each of the building's 
tenants. 

"This Is a compromise," Watson 
said. 

Both sign ordinance changes Were 
unanimously recommended for ap­
proval hy the Novl Planning Commis­
sion. City Council must grant ap­
proval before the changes are ofllcial.

Chateau Musar 
was founded In 1930 
by Gaston Hochar, 
Serge's father, In an 
old Moorish castle 
named Mzar. The 
name was changed 
to Musar because of 
the strong French 
presence In Lebanon 
at that Ume. 

War has plundered Lebanon and local de­
mand for Musar wines. Hochar was happy 
to sell most Of his producUon In Lebanon, 
but when circumstances changed, he was 
forced to change his tactics In order to stay 
in business. 

"This all turned out to be a blessing," Ho­
char said optlmistlcalfy. "By entering the 
world nlarkfit. I discovered how good my 
wines were compared to the great wines of 
the world. I showed iny wines for the flrst 
time ln 1979, ln BristoL They Were a hit be-

I cause no one expected to taste such One 
< wines from Lebanon." 

Michael BroadbenL writing In "Decanter," 
the prestigious British wine Jounial, de­
scribed Musar wines as a "full soft — a bit 
of claret and a touch of Burgunciy." 

Others have debated whethier the wines 
are more like those of Saint Emllion or 
Ftomeroi. Let's Just say Chateau Musar Is 
akin to the Middle East's Chateau Lailte. 

Today. Hochar ls lauded gloljally for over­
coming the obstacles of war and producing 
wines that rival some of the worlid's best 
"We made a wine eveiy year except 1976 
and 1984 because the war prevented us 
from trucking the grapes from the vlnqrards 
to the winery," said Hochar. The winery is 
located 15 iniles north of Beirut and the 
Vineyard Is In the Bekaa Valley south of 
Beirut — a distance of 50 miles." 

In 1976, fighting cut off electricity to the 
wlneiy making It Impossible to process the 
haxVest H o c h £ i r has since Installed a Diesel 
generator as insurance.

Moslem farmers also grow apples, pears, 
peaches, cherries, and melons in the Bekaa, 
but because of religious laws they do not 
drink the wines produced.

Strawi)eny fields may be forever ln the 
BeaUes' song, but ln Southeast Michigan 
t h e y r e gettfiig to be fewer and farther 
between. 

That's one reason Lany and Canal 
Meyer are a little overwoiked these days. 
The couple ow11s the Meyer Berry Fairo on 
Eight Mile Road, Northvllle's headquarters 
for picking your own strawberries for over 
20 years. 

This year, however, it's become more 
like a strawbeny Mecca, drawing visitors 
from all over. On June 8, the farm's open­
ing day, cars were lined up out the drive­
way and all the way down Eight Mile to 
Beck Road. 

"We had about 500 cars on Monday," 
said Carol "It was amazing. The fields are 
getting picked pretty dean." 

Several factors have contributed to the 
run on strawberries this season, but per­
haps the biggest is the number of other 

beny farms that have closed. 
"Five farms closed this year," said Carol. 

"We had some people come to us and say 
they drove to this or that strawberry patch, 
an<l now it's all condos. Or they drove to 
another, and theyVe retired." 

Fortunately, beny customers are a pa­
tient and understanding lot. 

"They really are a different breed." Carol 
said. "We have some wonderful custom­
ers. We're doing the best we can. but 
there's no way we're set up to handle 500 
cars." 

Roughly five to six acres of berries are 
planted and ripening now. Said Carol, "I 
wish we had five more acres." 

.Another contributor to the demand is 
the late crop of berries this season. Be­
cause of the frequent early rains and the 
dry, suimy weather that followed, there 
are not only a lot ofberries out there, but 
they came abiout a week or two later than 
usual, thus building the anUclpatlon for 
devotees. 

"There's a time and a season to eve1y-

thlng," said Carol, "and now is strawh)e1Ty 
time for most people." 

Carol's son Tim, who also works at the 
farm, agreed. 

"Strawbenries Just taste good this time 
ofyear, as you can imagine," he said. "We 
get a lot of people, thoiigh, who come out 
from the city andjust like to be in the coim-
t1y. They like to get away." 

Not surprisingly, Carol said the slump 
in the economy may also have added to the 
bushels of customers that have vlslted the 
farm. 

"We sell oiu- berries for 80 cents a 
pound," she said. "That's about half of 
what you pay in the grocery store, and it 
works out to a big savings." 

Those in the know can tell you that 
fresh-picked berries t>eat the taste of the 
store-bought variety hands down. Though 
they may be smaller, they pack in more of 
that sweet tingle on the tip of your tongue. 
And the smaller sweeter ones are the tiest 
for Jam, Carol said. 

At the Meyer farm, four different variet­

ies ofberries are available. Though the one 
early variety has already peaked and is 
fafrfy well picked out, oUier Varieties are 
late bloomers and should be available for 
another week or two. 

To accommodate the ripening process 
of the fruit, the Meyer Berry Farm keeps 
varying hours, and on some days doesn't 
open at all. Your best bet is to call the day 
you want to go (349-0289) to see if they are 
open, but remain flexible. 

Even in a well-plcked-over field, a vet­
eran beny picker can come out with a 
trayful. 

Tou've got to know where to look" said 
Carol. "The best place to look is under tjie 
leaves because that's where they grow.-It 
realty is like a treasure hunt. You lift up the 
leaf and there's the little red Jewel."

For those of us that do there Is no­
thing more discouraging than disrespect for food or 
equipment Imagine If everyone In your home put 
dishes or utensils away whereever they pleased. Or 
food was pushed Into the refrigerator wltfi no estab­
lished categorizatton. Eggs in the butter dish or meat 
In the vegetable tray or spills not vriped.

Microwave a boon for defrosting

The convenience of freezing means 
that you can keep a variety of foods 
on hand — and frozen foods are even 
more conveillent when you have a 
microwave oven. 

The power to defrtist frozen foods 
in Just minutes is one of the most 
widely appreciated benefits of own­
ing a microwave oven. With a micro­
wave, even when Ume is short and 
food is still in the freezer, you can get 
dinner on the table without waiting 
hours to defrost. 

Most ovens have a "DEFROST' 
setting, but lfyour oven docs not the 
30 percent power setting is generally 
the best one for dcfrxistlng. You can 
defrost at any level, but ihe 30 per­
cent setting is best because It de­
frosts evenly, so food doesn't start 
cooking on the outside while the cen­
ter is still frozen. 

At lower levels, microwave power 
surges on and off, and it's during the 
"olT cycles tl1at heat has time to 
equalize through food for nvore even 
defrosUng. 

It's important tiiat all food (espe­
cially meats) tie completely defixjsted 
beforehand to ensure even cooking. 
To determine whether foods are com­
pletely defrosted. Insert a knife point 
in center to check for remaining ice 
ctystals. 

Frozen foods should be stored at 
between zero and minus-10 Fal1ren-
heit in your home freezer. Food 
should be properly packaged (in 
dosed containers or tightly wrapped) 
and not stored too long — store no 
food longer than one year. When 
packaging foods for f r e e i n g , wrap as 
Ughtly as possible; freeze In uniform, 
roimd shapes for more even defrost­
ing. Comers will defrost first so 
round is better. (Doughinut shape Is 
best When possible.) 

Divide meat to be frozen into 1 - or 
1 '/i -pound packages, since most re­
cipes call for these aniounts. Freeze 
foods in shallow containers since 
deep containers are hard to defrost 

Breaking up and removing de-
frosted portions means more even 
and quicker defi:o8Ung. Flex plastic 
pouches and bags as soon as possi­
ble when defrosting to break up In­
gredients that caimot be stined. Stfr 
vegetables, sauces and casseroles 
partway through defrxntlng time; 
turn over or rotate other fo<&s that 

caimot be stirred (meats, layered 
casseroles, etc.). 

Separate pieces of meat poultiy or 
seafood as soon as possible to let 
microwaves reach all sides. Arrange 
so that there is space between pieces 
and place tlilcker portions toward 
outside. 

Pay attention to dIrecUons for de­
frosUng and check food frequently so 
tliat vulnerable spots, such as edges 
and thin areas, won't start to cook be­
fore centers or thick areas are de­
frosted. Re111ove thawed portions as 
soon as possible so that microwave 
energy is dfrected at sU11-frozen 
pieces.

It's also a good Idea to wear a 
hat for protecUon from the sun. To 

protect yourself from back soreness, 
crouch when you're picking berries 
Instead of bending over. 

Once you've got the berries home, 
resist the temptaUon to Wash them 
right away. It wfll only make them 
spoU faster. Store them in the re­
frigerator, and only wash the ones 

you use. 

Tim said the Meyer family's favo­
rite way ofeaUng berries Is simply sl­
iced over ice cream. But he's also a 
big fan of the strawbeny pie recipe 
Uie farm liands out for free. It's in­
cluded here, along with some other 
ideas for your berry treasure. 

F i r e t h e c o a l s b e f o r e t h e f i r e w o r k s

No doubt about it. fireworks are the centerpiece 
of a11y Fourth of July celebraUon. 

The day can be spent picnicking, playing ball, 
going to the movies or Just plain loUliig about. 
Come sundown, however, excitement runs liigh 
awaiUng Uie stany night. 

People lucky enough to have a good vantage 
point for fireworks watching usually invite friends 
to come share the great view. Other groups gather 
together and go r l^t down to where Uie acUon Is, 
or to some other panoramic seat 

In most communlUes, U1e fireworks explode ar­
ound 9 o'dock, when the sky is an appropriately 
dark background f(iif'= *̂*iilianyHrolb 
conflguraUons. So whatever the viewing plan of 
the evening, food and beverage are needed to fill In 
the walUng time. 

There are several ways to plan the evening, but 
a very logical strategy Is to spUt the food service. 
Serve the main part of flie meal tiefore the fire­
works, and save dessert for later. There is notlilng 
to do alter the fireworks, but everyone is sUfl ex­
cited and In a party mood. How sweet Uien to finish 
off the evening with a dessert buffet. 

Baitiecue g15ls are major to Independence Day 
celebraUons. Some get stoked early in the moming 
for breakfast bacon, conUnue on to lunchUme 
hamburgers or hot dogs, and get a real work-out 
wlU1 evening steaks, chickens, kebobs — boUi 
meat and fish. 

Ifyou have invited veiy good friends, you can 
ask them to bring the food of their choice to be 
griUed. You prepare the fire bed in advance, and aU 
Uie grill chefs have to decide is how well done they 
Uke their food and start cooking accordingly. The 
host and hostess provide the garnishes, side dis­
hes and beverages. But it must be emphasized, 
only very good friends receive such an invltaUon. 

A more usual invltaUon is for a community sup­
per. The hosts plan the meal and provide the 
steaks, filets or diops to be grilled. They then as­
sign particular aU-.American dishes to the guests: 
clam chowder, potato salad, coleslaw, baked 
beans, biscuits or com prepared for the grfll. 

The com is easfly done. PuU down the husks of 
the ears of com, being carefi11 not to detach them. 
Remove all of the com sflk, replace the husks, and 
Ue with suing in two or three places to keep the 
com packages compact 

About 15 minutes before griUlng Uie com. soak 
in cold water to prevent flie husks and sUing from 
catchi11g fire. Grfll U1e com for about 15 minutes, 
turning with tongs occasionally. A bit of butter, a 
sprlnkSng of salt and pepper, and JubflaUon. 

Now tum attenUon to the eagerly awaited de­
ssert buffet. 

The centerpiece could be the brflllanfly colorful 
Summer Beny Bowl from Usa Yockelson's de-
llghUul new book 'Fruit Desserts" (HarperCollins, 
$14.95). This refreslilng dessert Is a snap to do 
since no cooking is involved. Its restrained flavor­

ing lilglilights the succtflence ofthe berries, nowat 
their peak. 

The guest who receives Uils assignment and re­
dpe will tha11k you forever. 

Other celebrants can bring sugar cookies, angel 
food cake, pound cake or any favorite lean past1y. 

Place the mulUcolored Summer Beny Bowl as 
the centerpiece, surround It wlU1 the other sweets 
and, for once, everyone will be anxious for the fire­
works to conclude. 

SUMMER BERRY BOWL 

Va cup honey, or to taste (according to sweet­
ness of berries) 

1 cup Wliite grape juice 
Vi cup apricot nectar or apple Juice 
2 cups cheiiies, stemmed and pitted 
2 cups blueberries, picked over 
1 '/4 cups red or golden raspberrtes, picked over 
VA cups black raspberies, picked over 
1 cup blackberries, picked over 
1 cup small strawberries, huffed 

Yields 6 servings. 
Wliisk honey, grape Juice and apricot nectar in
