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Plans for Town
Center housing

are in the works

Things may be happening soon
in the vacant southeast swatch of
Novl Road and Grand River Avenue
- targeted as the future Main
Street of this suburb’s own *urban®
core,

Site plans for 10 apartment
bulldings cn 29 of the 55 acres
could be delivered to the city within
the next two months, Community
Developrment Director James Wahl
sald,

A concept plan for a commercial
development on the remaining land
— possibly including a farmer's
market. restaurant and a movie
theater complex — may be unvefled
within a month.

In addition, a revamped Town
Center ordinance could be brought
forward in July as well, perhaps
with boundary changes proposed
for the region. Also expected to be
revealed in the near future are a se-
ries of flnancial proposals for creat-
ing a segment of the town center’s

road there, Wahl said. He ex-
plained that developers are batking
at picking up the tab,

Following a property foreclosure,
the land s in the hands of the
American Federal Bank in Texas.

“l think there are a
significant amount of
people who want to
live in an urban set-
ting, This is the great
experiment we're doing,
Can we have an urban
jsland in the suburbs?

Two developers so far have backed
out of plans to acquire the acreage
and build the downtown.

AtadJdune 22 meeting of the Town
Center Steering Comrnittee, a prop-
osal by the Farmington Hills-based
Beztak Building Company — deve-
lopers of the Royal Crown subdivi-
stons — for 47 townhouses and 227
“garden apartments” on 29 of the
acres met with a mixed reception.

Ploneer matriarch Sally Thorn-
ton might not recognize her modest
clapboard farmhouse, Iif it's finally
moved about two miles away from
its current location, renovated and
enlarged.

Ovmer Blll Garfleld {5 hoping
that he'll catch the spirit of old-time
Novi if he succeeds in placing the
house, which he calls a jewel, in its
proposed new setting at Eleven Mile
and Taft roads,

He unveiled his updated plans

for the home and asked for moral
support at a June 22 city councll
meeting,
The little 1830s-era bullding
made local history — agaln — just
two years ago, when a new group,
*Friends of the Sally Thomton
House,” surfaced to save {t from
possible destruction.

While the group was sniffing ab-
out to find an alternative location
for the structure, now on |-beams
on Nine Mile Road, Garfleld pur-
_chased it for a smallish sum from

Arkin, reluctant to tear down this
plece of local history, had spent sev-
eralyears trying to find a taker sohe
could use the land.

"We feel this house Is a gem of
Novi's history. Way out in the wil-
derness, Sally Thornton had the
thoughtfulness to create abeautifu)
house like this that architecturally
still s remarkable,” Garfield sajd,

Designs by Nerthville architect
Gregory Presley call for enlarging
the house to 3,000 square feet by
extending It out from the rear and
sides, including the addition of a
garage. '

In November 1990, Garfleld had
hoped to create a mini-subdivision:
with an historic ambiance, Old Novi
Village, on six acres on Eleven Mile
Road, east of Taft Road.

His partner withdrew financing
due to a business downtum, Gar-
field told the council. After a suc-
cessfual search for a new partner,
he's talking about placing two
Greek Revival-style homes on just
under four of the acres.

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Schools suffer state cutbacks

I{thelatest versionofthe school ald bill passes
through the House on Tuesday out-of-formula
districts like Novi and Nortlville could share in
the $60 million loss districts across the State
would see next year.

Aconference committee’s report on the school
aid bill released Thursday called for $60 million
in cutbacks to out-of-formula districts along
with plans {o increase Slate recapturing and
tampering with the State’s portion of school em-
ployees socia] security payments,

Rick Simonson, assistant superintendent for
the Oakland Intermediate Schools, said the los-
ses outlined in the committee’s report which was
adopted by the Senate Thursday are insur-
mountable for districts in Oakland County.

"The four senators in QOakland County op-
posed it because 1t increases the Robin Hood
scheme and tampers with the State’s contribu-
tons to.school employees’ soclal security,” he
sald Friday. '

. Simonson sald early estimates suggest that
underneath the legislation Novi schools would
lose $1,112,000 in recaptured funds and
another $369,681 In social security next year.
Northwille stands to lose about $530,000 in so-
cial security and $1,864,000 through the recap-
ture, he projected. :

Sen. Jack Faxon, D-Farmingion Hills, whose
district includes Novi, was a member of the con-
ference committee charged with revising earlier
versions of the House and Senate school aid
bills, He said its impact on local districts would
be devastating,

*It's terrible,” Faxon said Friday. “The commit-
tee Increased recapture by $10 million and
added FICA {payments) to out-of-formula dis-
tricts. It ls devastating to Oakland County

schools. They're going tolose millions of dolars.”

Faxon sald out-of-formula districts aren't the
only ones feeling a financial pinch from the State
as a result of the pending school bill,

“It’s terrible, Every district will lose — even the
In-formula ones," he said. “Ferndale schoals, an
in-formula district, will lose about 20 percent of
their whole budget.”

The proposed school ald bill also calls for the
elimination of adull eduecation funding while
paying for Gov. John Engler's mandated ex-
tended school year programs and forelgn lan-
guage incentives.

The bill shouldn'i fail for lack of support,
Faxon said. Since it contains many of the gover-
nor’s own initiatives, he expects the bill will be-
come law,

“He'll sign it because this is what he wanted,”
anangry Faxon said. “It {the bill) keeps insome of
the governor's initiatives, like the extended
school year for over $6 million and the foreign
language program for $5 million,” Faxon said.

“He's called himself the ‘education governor
but he's done more damage to education than
any other govemor.

“[ think this {s another example of the enorm-
ous breaking of faithn government on the part of
the people of Oakland County by forcing millions
of dollars of expenses on their budgets. It makes
their situation worse cut there and it is an in-
credible insensitivity (toward) the educators.”

Enforcement is key
{o watercraft safety

You can write all the laws you want.
And when those don't work, you can
write more laws. But no amount of Jaw-
making is going to solve a problem if the
laws that are passed aren't enforced.

Novi resident Kenneth Penn is an-
gry over the death of a swan on Walled
Lake a week ago, the result of a collision
between the swan and a jet ski, Penn
said he believes the collision was unin-
tentional, that the swan was just pro-
tecting its nest and got in the way of the
Jet ski. He also said the swan may have
become overly aggressive toward jet skis
because their riders have been bringing
the machines too close to the nesting
area. He further said he is concerned the
swan's mate may not survive the winter,
because swans mate for life and the loss
may weaken the surviving swan.

In any case, Penn wants jet skiers
to abide by the same rules as every other
boater on the lake.

Well, theyre supposed to. Accord-
ing to Lt. Barry Ertkson of the Marine Dj-
vision of the Qakland County Sherifl's
Department, jet skiers are supposed to
follow all the same rules other boaters
do. They must register, They must abide
by speed lmits and boeating hours. And
they must observe no wake zones.

The problem, Erikson contended,
is that jet skis are such a new type of
watercraft, popular for only about the
last six or seven years, that many of their
users are not aware of the rules.

We see another problem — enforce-
ment. Nothing would make Jet skiers
aware of the law faster than a ticket or
two. But enforcement of watercraft laws
on Walled Lake, and almost all lakes in
Oakland County, is sporadic at best.

Responsibility for enforcement falls
to two agencies, the state Department of
Natural Resources and the sheriff's de-
partment marine diviston. DNR resour-
ces are spread so thin that enforcement
in Oakland County is non-existent. The
marine division does a bang up job with
the resources it has, but it is impossible
for its few boats to patrol the hundreds of
Iakes in Oakland County, especially the
way boaters cram on tothe water during
the weekends.

Perhaps it is time the City of Novi
took a bit more interest in the issue,
seeking a solution for better boating en-
forcement on its waterways, mainly
Walled Lake. And here's a few ideas for

Governmen

consideration in trying to find a solution.

B Is there enough activity on Walled
Lake during a typical summer weekend
to warrant having a Novi city police of-
ficer on patrol there? Of course that
would mean the city would have to fund
the purchase and maintenance of a boat.
And there may not be quite enough activ-

ity to justify that expense. But at least it -

is worth thinking about.

W The price would be trimmed if the City
of Novi shared the cost with the City of
Walled Lake. Each community could put
money tothe craft and officers from both
municipalities could be used to run
patrols.

B What about contracting with the sher-
iff's department for increased patrols of
the lake. Many municipalities in Oak-
land County contract for regular road
patrol officers, for overall police cover-
age. It might be possible to get a similar
agreement set up with the county for
more attention to Walled Lake from the
marine division. The sheriff's depart-
ment already has the equipment, It al-
ready has the manpower. A contract in

" which the city gets an additional patrol

officer, or at least more of one officer’s
time, might dothe trick. And perhapsthe
sheriff's department would consider pro-
viding more marine division patrols to
communities if it could be paid for on a
coniractual basis.

The need for more watercraft enfor-
cement is clear. As more and more resi-
dents in Oakland County put more and
more boats on to a Hmited amount of wa-
ter surface area, the waterways are being
over used. And the law enforcement
agencies for those waterways are like-
wise overburdened.

Penn said he intends to goon a cru-
sade to get better enforcement of the
rules with jet skis. We wish him luck.

But as upsetting as the death of the
swan 1Is, we fear the next accident that
may occur on Walled Lake might take a
human life. And that would be truly

tragic,

Community colleges get no increase

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Hurry-up eating
without giving
up on nutrition

Busy, busy, busy — good intentions to eat
healthy often get pushed aside in the course of a
typical “on the run” kind of day. Eating on the run
doesn't have to be hazardous to your diet or
health. The key is to plan ahead for these kinds of
days.

Some of the tempting pitfalls that can trip you
into attempting to save time is skipping meals.
This usually backiires because it frequently triggers
gorging in the form of one single large meal at the
end of the day, Don't rely solely on frozen dinners
for good nutrition. Most frozen entrees are not
complete meals. They lack vitamins and minerals
such as A and C and are low in fiber. Always in-
clude fresh fruits and vegelables as a part of the
meal.

Staying out of the grocery store will not save
time nor your waistine. Bare cupboards will cause
a quandary over what to eat and cause you to
grab anything.

In the long run having a plan saves time and
money and helps you survive nutritionally, Try to
eat breakfast or a mld-morning snack. Running on
empty causes “brain drain,” and you need energy.
Prolonged hunger creates a one-track mind and
that Is a food track.

No time for breakfast? Well, eating last night's
lefiovers would be better than nothing. Combine
leltover rice. macaronl, stale bread, lowfat milk.
beaten egg white and seasonings of your cholce.
Bake it until set. Refrigerate overnight and in the
morning scoop up a quick dish, microwave to
warm slightly or eat cold. Bake an extra potato in
the evendng, split and fill with leftovers, re-heat in
the morning. A breakfast pizza made from an Engl-
1sh muffin or bagels with mozzarella cheese and
Canadian bacon are always a big hit for a buay
schedule. For those with lttle time in the moming,
stir crunchy, high-fiber cereal right in the lowfat
yogurt or cottage cheese carton and you have a
portable breakfast.

Try “grazing” — eat small nutritous snacks or
mini meals throughout the day. Stockpile your
desk or kitchen cupboards with min{ bagels, boxed
ralsins, pop-top tuna packed {n water, low-fat
crackers, boxed julces and durable frults such as
oranges, grapefruit, apples or canned vegetable
uice.

. Don't rely on vitamin pills or supplements as a
nutritional crutch. No vitamin supplement will re-
solve the problem of too much fat and cholesterol
when you eat. Refrigerator-ready snacks could in-
clude nonfat or lowfat yogurts, lowfat cheeses or
maybe just a carton of low-fat or skim milk.
- When time i$ a premium, use tme-saving cook-
. ing methods such as one-dish reclpes or microwave
+ meals you put together. Use a slow cooker (crock
pot) to let meals simmer all day and be ready to
- eat when you come in the door. Buy prepared
. foods such as grated lowfat cheese, chopped pro-
. duce, plain frozen vegetables and boneless, skinless
* chicken breasts. Needless to say, these conveni-
ences do cost more.
Keep quick staples on hand such as canned
- beans, water-packed tuna, frozen vegetables, turkey
: breast, spaghetti with canned pasta sauce, rice and
© lentils, When time allows you to cook, take advan-
+ tage of that and plan the lefovers. Double or triple
recipes for future use. Stocking your freezer with
homemade frozen dinners or entrees help save
time. To retain crispniess and prevent overcooking
when reheating, undercook dishes slightly. Use ar-
© rowroot or cornstarch rather than flour to thicken
. sauces. This will make the sauces less likely to se-
" parate when frozen.
- For ready-to-go salads, prepare a large batch of
. greens, cover with a paper towel and store In an
. alrtight bow! or plastic bag. It should stay fresh for
three to four days. Use as a dinner salad or add
tuna, crab. leftover meat for a meal. Adding kidney
or garbanzo beans to the salad greens adds addl-
tional fiber.
- Busy days need not mean there is nothing to
. eat nor no time to eat. Long hours and unexpected
meetings can easily cut in healthy eating plans but
by planning ahead and keeping the cupboards
stocked with good food choices, eating on the run
will not be a problem.

Though Joseph's dishes up hot
dogs plain, with cheese, with chill,
with onions, with practically any-
thingyoucare tothrow on them, Dre-
sevic says the secret isn't in the
toppings.

“It'sthe hot dogs,” he satd. “We use
A-1 quality hot dogs.”

And in keeping with the red, white
and blue spirit, Dresevic points out
that the meat in his hot dogs and chill
is all from American farms. Concerns
over the use of meat from farms in
South Ameriea, and the resulting an-

“Hot dogs are notoriously high in
fat, and thai's a concemn,” sald Sylvia
Treitman, home economist with the
Oakland County Cooperative Exten-
sion Service.

Do breakfast? It’s not for everyone

As the backbone of a new campaign to generate
more revenues at i{s non-mall restaurants, Troy-
based Clga's Kitchen has opened Its doors to the
highly competitive moming crowd.

Olga’s breakfast men is geared to heart-smart
diners: smoked turkey hash, fresh frujt platters,
natural granola cereal, a yogurt cooler with pro-
tein powder and three-egg omeleites prepared
with &8 non-cholesterol alternative,

“Since we were traditionally open for lunch and
dinner, the morning represented idle ime for us,
so it was anatural evolution to open for brealdast,”
said Michael Sadofsky. vice president of market-
Ing and advertising for Olga's, which opened its
first restaurant in 1970 in downtown

"But knowing the level of competilion ot there,
from fast food to sit-down diners, we felt the only
way to compete was to offer something different.
That means fresh ingredients cooked to order in
under flve munutes.”

Still, even healthy food served in a wisp of time
doesn't guarantee success.

Jefl Gabriel, a chef and instructor within the
culinary arts program at Schoolcrafl College in Li-
vonia, sald il given a cholce, he would never go into
the brealkfast market.

*A restaurant which opens for breakfast is basi-
cally breaking even,” sald Gabrlel. "How many dol-
lars can you bring in when the average customer
spends only $3 or $47 I{ you have 100 customers
¢ach morning, that's $300 ta $400.

“H you have six or seven employees making $5
to $6 an hour, you may make a little bit of money.
Personally, | would never go into the breakfast
market. The dinner market is where you make
your money, because there people are spending
$18 to $20 aplece.”

Because Olga's already has an established
lunch and dinner crowd, offering brealdast ism't
likely to make or break the company. Last year,
Olga’s reported $50 million fn revenues from 53
restaurants across the nation, 20 of which are in

Metro Detroit.

What's more, since the moming represents Idle
time at Olga’s, a break-even brealdast campaign
coisld help boost its profit margin (f the new money
coming In {3 enough to pay the respective share of
rent and utilitles, which are costs generated

whether a restaurant is open or not,

But Olga's doesn't plan on breaking even. To
lead the brealkfast campaign, which began in Fe-
bruary, the chain brought aboard Willlam Pickett,
former executive chel and co-founder of the Be-
verly Hills Grill as well as executive chef at the Ri-

chard & Reiss Restaurant in Birmingham.

“We dldn’t want to do just an omelette wrapped
in a plece of Olga bread and call it breakfast,” sald
Pickett, who left the former restaurants last De-
cember due (o time constraints, “"Knowing the
level of competition we were up against, we had to
make a statement and set ourselves apart from
fast food and the $1.99 breakfast served at places
like Denny's.”

Enter the smoked turkey hash, which Pickett
said was a heaithier alternative to corned beef
hash, which is often prepared from the fatty por-
tion of a brisket. The chef also created a cinnamon
coffee, fritters, muflins, french toast, Belgian wal-
fles and a yogurt cooler made with honey, bana: p.m.
nas, orange julce and strawberries,

Still, there are deep pockets to challenge. From
the beginning, fast-food competitors lke McDo-
nald's and Burger King have offered breakfsst
with convenience and taste in mind, with lttle

Corn Grits, Fritters, Pumpkin
Grits, Savory Grits Pe, Spring

anymore,” say authors Blll Neal
and David Peny.

Although to many, grils con-
Jures up a vision of something
bland and white that is served
alongside eggs and ham, in the
lively new tribute, The Geod Old
Grits Cookbook (Workman Pub-
lishing, N.Y., 1991, $6.95). Neal, a
Southern cookbook authoer and
lecturer, and Perry, a longtime
grits devotee, explore the versatil-
ity of grits, for the sophisticated
palate as well as the traditional
one.

Grits give body and subtle fla-
vor to souffles (Spinach and Par-
mesan Souffle, Cheese Soufile),
take on a continental flair {Grits
Polenta, Fragrant Focracta), and
are the centerpiece of a company
dinner {Quail on Liitle Grits
Cakes, Shrimp and Crits, Loui-
slana Meatballs},

Theywelcome Ingredients from
other cultures Jalapeno Crits,
Grils Pirza), add a new dimension
to vegelables, and are an addition
to a plethora of baked goods (High
June Pancakes and Whele-Wheat
and Grits Bread).

As the authors note, many peo-
ple believe grits were America's
first food. The Indians offered grits
io the settlers, who immediately
adopted both the food and its
source, comn, as their own. As the
country expanded, wheat re-

in the South.

“We began this book with a few
questions,” says Neal: “Where do
grits come from and why do
Southerners eat them?"
