Novl City Council Member 
Joseph Toth is predicting a fire­
works display in Novi tonl^t, but it 
won't be a belated July 4 
celebration. 

Toth and his colleagues Council 
Members Nancy Cassis, Carol Ma­
son and Rotiert Sclimld, irked ab­
out tlils afternoon's closed study 
session tietween city representa­
tives and the Mlcliigan Department 
ofTiansportatlon's (MDOIl Direc­
tor Î it Nowak. are calling for a sec­
ond — public — meeting Tuesday 
night on the Haggerty Connector 
wetlands mitigation plan. 

As of FViday. Mayor Matthew 
Quinn said he and two council rep­
resentatives Were scheduled to 
meet With MDOT director Pat 
NoWak at the 3 p.m. meeting. They 
Will then report the details to the full 
council tonight. 

Wliile several coimcll members 
and residents had earlier ques­
tioned the behind-closed-door pol­
icy, Quinn said the decision to keep 
the meeting private remained firm. 
The MDOT officials felt ah after­
noon meeting fit thefr schedule bet­
ter than an evening appearance be­
fore the council, he added. 

The four council members July 8 
faxed a letter to Quinn suggesting 
that an "opm discussion" Would be 
the "best approach." The city char­
ter allows speclal meetings When 
they are requested more than 24 
hours in advance l>y tWo or more 
council members. 

To some council members, the 
closed session doesn't comply With 
the spirit of thefr June 22 resolu­
tion. Which called for a meetingWlth 
MDOTs leadership, Novi's state 
representative and state senators 
and the council. 

Toth said he is going to ask the 
council to take acUon to "kill it (the 3 
p.m. meeting then and tliere." 

"I'm going to cllarge Monday it's 
an illegal meeting to start With. It 
does not liave the sanction of the 
council. To the best of my knoW-
ledge, tllis is not the Way We 
planned to have the meeting take 
place," Toth said Friday. 

"I'm going to ask that this tliing 
be disregarded and We set up a 
proper meeUng." 

Council Members Cassis and 
Tim Pope liave turned the mayor 
down for the role of representaUve 
to Uie MDOTmeeUng. Pope says he 
has Job commitments and also ob­
jects to Uie closed session. 

"I feel it is veiy proper to do tlils in 
the publlc eye," Cassis said. "We 
didn't direct the mayor to set up a 
private meeUng wiUi MDOT. I'm go­
ing to do all my negoUating In 
public. 1 don't Uiink the mayor 
Would be Wise to hold that meeUng 

"1 don't think the mayor repre­
sented the other six members of the 
councU fairly or accurately." 

Schmid, a Summit Drive home-
oWner, remained one of tWo rep­
resentatives designated by Qulnn. 
The second Was not yet named. 

The strong reacUon frorli Uie 
council members Was unexpected, 
Qulnn said. 

"1 Was Just folloWlng their dfrec-
Uon from Uie council meeUng With 
Uie 1:30 resoluUon," said Qulnn. "l 
Was quite surprised when people 
started saying this was not What 
they requested. 1 felt tlils Was ex-
acUy What Uiey directed lo be done." 

A representaUve of Uie Haggerty 
Road Connector/M-5 Support 
Group Was originally invited to Uie 
closed study session but the Invlta-
Uon has now been rescinded. 

"The Summit Drive people felt 
Uiat only one group Was going to be 
represented. They felt It was going 
to be unfafr and basically 1 agreed 
With them," Quinn ejqilained. 

Residents of Summit Drive Wlll 
be most adversely Impacted by Ule 
proposed $90 million thoroughfare. 

Martha Hoyer. a founder of the 
Haggerty Connector support group, 
said she liadn't heard thefr rep­
resentative. Ernest Aruffo, no lon­
ger has a seat for tlie private ses­
sion. But Hoyer agreed tliat the 
meeting should be open. 

"EveiyUilng they're talldng about 
lias been discussed publlcally. The 
entire mlUgaUon discussion Was on 
cable. So Why are We now going to a 
dosed meetlng, unless they feel 
they can negotiate more effec-
Uvely?," Hoyer said. 

Hoyer, a former Novl City Council 
Member added that she didn't Uiink 
private negotlaUons Were likely to 
be more efficient Uian public ones: 
"Both sides know where the public 
outcty is. They're both listening to 
the public outay." 

Cassis said she Was disturbed 
Uiat Qulnn earlier refenred to the 
council majority as being 'adam­
antly opposed" to M-5. 

BoUi Toth and Cassis say they 
Want it made clear Uiat Uiey are not 
attempting to lialt Uie Haggerty 
Connector, Just wtn concessions 
from MDOT on Uie weUands mlUga­
Uon and sound polluUon Issues. 

An MDOT report shows thatmiU-
gating 44 acres ofwetlands for the 
project would cost $1.5 million at a 
state-owned site near Algonac and 
up to $7 million if done in Novl. The 
department has also said that 
building sound Walls for Summit 
Drive residents would be too costly. 

Cassis contends that now tliat 
MDOT has already sunk large sums 
of money into Uie project — Inciud-
ing funds for land purchases — the 
balance of power over the weUands 
miUgaUon Issue may have slilfted to 
Novl's favor. She said Friday she 
was hoping Uiat Ule M-5 support 
group Would aid the councU In lob­
bying to get Uie WeUands replace­
ment in Novl.

The Wllcaryasz brothers Were cap­
tured by Novl Police Olllcer Kevin 
Hebert July 1 as they Were allegedly 
fleeing from the Michigan NaUonal 
Bank on Orchard Lake north of 
Twelve Mile ln Farmington Hills. 
They are suspected of stealing a car 
from an elderly Woman at Twelve 
Oaks Mall approximately 45 minutes 
before the robbefy occurred.

unlnsui-ed, 1 Would address that part 
of the deficit through universal 
health Insurance. 

Wouldn't that cost the government 
even more? 

No, It wouldn't. In fact, It Would 
save us money ifyou look at univer­
sal healdi insurance and With It cost 
colltainment progralns, l^ght now 
the unltlsured go to an emergency 
room for care because Ih.ey can't get 
an aoDOintmelit. Those costs are 
passed on lo us. One ofthe cost con­
tainment programs being a more 
standardized mechanism of billing 
Insurance firms to cut out waste. . . 

How would you set up such a 
program? 

First of all, you use the existing In­
surance system. Rather than creat­
ing a new slngle-p.-iyer Insurer, cre­
ate a fund and a buyer at either a 
stale or regional level lhat buys In­
surance from Uie exlsUng private in-
sui-ance coinpanles for all those peo­
ple who are uninsured or underln-
sured. Thatbuyer negoUatesWIth the 
Insurance companies to get the best 
deal, The Insurance companies in 
turn negoUate With the doctors to get 
lhe best deal. . . 

To balance the budget would you 
support Bill Clinton's tax Increase 
plan for those who earn over $200,000 
a year? 

The problem here Is We all feel 
overtaxed. Evely one of us looks at 
the government and says, These 
people have been Wasting our money 
for years." PoliUclans can't seem to 
get their act togedier. 

What we need to do, first and fore­
most. Is get our act together, get the 
government cleaned up, resolve the 
problems of waste and restore die 
trust people have that their poliU-
clans are going to spend Uielr money 
wisely. When that Is done, then and 
only dlen, can we come back to die 
people. 

Do you honestly feel that you, as 
one Congressperson, can clean up 
government waste? 

I diink ifyou look at this year - - It's 
unique. There are over 100 seats that 
are going to be filled by new Con­
gressmen. It's much like 1974 When 
We had a Whole neW class of Con­
gressmen. 1 recognize diat I'm only 
one of 435, but if 1 don't start We'll 
never get the job done. 

Somewhere along the line We liave 
to ask business people and the aver­
age clUzen take the system back from 
the career poll Uclans and get Uie gov­
ernment to be responsive to us again. 

You talked a little about the defense 
budget already. Along those tines, 
how far do you think the U.S. should 
go In Intervening ln conflicts like the 
one under way In lhe former country 
of Yugoslavia? 

What's going on right noW In what 
was Yugoslavia Is a U-agedy. What we 
really need to do is be consistent In 
our policy. For us to have stated we 
were going Into Kuwait for humanita­
rian reasons, and two years later not 
be Willing to go Into Bosnla-
Hercegovlna. Indicates We sold the 
public a bUl of goods and rhetoric. We 
didn't Want to go Into Kuwait for hu­
manitarian reasons. We had a vested 
Interest. 1 opposed that war dlen. I'm 
not sure We solved the problem We 
Were tiying to solve When We went 
there. I tliink we have tobe ve1y care­
ful and cauUous. but, more Impor­
tant, we have to bie consistent . . . 

So, you would have voted agalnst 
authorizing the use of force ln the war 
against lraq? 

At the Ume. 1 would have voted 
against the resoluUon because 1 did 
not feel we had clearly stated our 
goals. 

Do you think the war was 
unsuccessful? 

I do not believe the war was suc­
cessful. Ifyou look at What We're hav­
ing to do now and What we're having 
to deal with, 1 don't tliink We resolved 
the problems. We ended up Installing 
a dictatorship back In Kuwait diat 
has been extremely oppressive 
against Its people. 

There have been rumors President 
George Bush has considered author-

Is lhat 
something you would oppose? 

I'll! not sure at dlls point how 1 
Would vote on diat. I certainly am 
concerned about the people and 
want to see humanitarian aid. Can 
we resolve a conflict that has been go­
ing on for hundreds of years? 1 don't 
know. 

Do you think there are instances 
when we should use force? 

1 tliink When a populaUon lias 
been tlireated tliat has been a friend 
to us and a growing democracy, then 
We should consider it. We have a ves­
ted Interest around die Worid in see­
ing democracy grow . . . 

Do you think a trade treaty with 
Mexico would help or hurt U.S. Indus­
try, particulary the auto Industry? 

We've already seenjobs in America 
go over to Mexico. Fm concerned ab­
out Uie free trade agreement With 
Mexico because I dilnk We are using 
it again pollUcally. 

The problem I have Is We are going 
to send Jobs to a counUy that has ex­
tremely loW wages. It has no environ­
mental standards as We''/e seen Wlth 
the catasbTophy diat occured ln the 
last mondi down In Mexico. (A gas 
line exploded In Mexlcx) Clty.) 

As a result, manufacturers are go­
ing to take advantage of the Work­
force and abuse the environment 
there. Whlchairects ushere..Anddolt 
at a loWer cost, so We're going to have 
a compeUUve problem. UnUl diose 
problems are addressed. We can hold 
Mexico or any odier Uadlng partner 
to die environmental and Wage stan­
dards diat we enjoy In die United 
States. 

1 hielleve ln free and fair U^de. Not 
just giving Jobs away. 

Michigan law requires lhat govern­
ment computer tapes be made avail-
able to the public under the Freedom 
of Information Act.

Tliat's an interesting quesUon be­
cause When I Was in Washington in 
college my Job Was to look at liiforma-
Uon ln government and hoW We dis-
tribute lt to people. There Is U^mend-
ous Waste In the redundancy ofcom-
puter tapes ln goverment. 

There are certain privacy rights 
that We must be aWare of With Infor­
maUon that we maintain on compu­
ter. Peoples' Incomes are reported to 
the government, and it's a private 
matter t>etween oiB-selves and the 
government. That should not be 
released. 

Odler types of InformaUon diat is 
maintained on computer is generally 
pr ivate I think somewhat 
conlldentlal. 

Wltliin the goVemment, sharing 
InformaUon to ensure people Who 
owe us money and are at the same 
Ume getUng money because diey are 
contractors, tliat needs a look. We 
have to be careful die IndlVldual's 
right to privacy Is not Invaded. 

What about in the case of John 
Kennedy's files? 

I tlilrlk In those cases, what We're 
talking about ls resolving a conflict 
amongst the community and 
amongst the naUon and putting an 
issue to rest. 

It's been almost 30 years. There 
can't he any naUonal secrets left. Our 
naUon depends on economic suc­
cess, not military success. We ought 
tojust open those diings up and let 
eveiybody know and be at rest about

Fruits for the Ferrarl-Carano wlnes originate 
from four dlfferent vltlcultural aiTcas Wldlln So­
noma County: Dry Creek Vadey. .Alexander Val­
ley. Knights Valley and Cameros. T h e 500 
acres of wlnery-owned vlneyards are tended by 
Barney Fernandez, one of the hesi Vineyard 
managers ln Caldornla. Who has l>een Instru­
mental In the acqulsltlon and development of 
neW Vlneyard sites. 

The Ferrail-Carano Vlneyards are spread oVer 
a 50-mlle radlus Which encompasses both hill­
sides and Valley floor locations. "Mountain sod 
ls less hospitable, stressing the Vines and pro­
ducing smader crops," Fernandez said. "When 
blendwd Wldl the softer fruit from the Valley 
floor, the result Is a more complex Wine style." 

The first Ferrarl-Carano releases Were White 
Wlnes, chardonnay and ftlme blanc, With tai-
presslVe frult balanced by lhe lndehblc Imprlnt 
of barrel fermentatlon. The Caranos are noW es-
calatlng their efforts to develop thefr red Wine 
program. The core of this effort Is to glve their 
Wlnemaker George Burslck aU the tools he 
needs to produce richly concentrated, 
Bordeaux-style red wlnes. 

The Vlneyards are plalited to cahiemet sauVlg-
non, merlot, calieniet franc, malbec and petite 
Verdot. the five red varletals used ln Bordeaux. 
Burslck has oveiTseen the deslgn and construc­
tton of a state-of-the-art Wlneiy but Is a firm 
IjelleVer that teclmology shouM not be over­
used. 

"The best Wlnes arc grown ln the vlneyard 
and the Wlnemaker must be a good caretaJter," 
he sald. 

Grapes harvested for the red Wine program 
arc fermented and aged ln separate kits to re-
taln the speclal taste Identltles of thefr unique 
orlglns. Each Is treated as an fridlvldual, cap­
able of maklng a special conlrlbutlon When the 
blend ls assembled. The varied supply of fruit 
provides Burslck the palette of flavors and aro­
mas he needs to achieve the multl-dlmenslonal 
Wlne d1at has become the Ferrari-Carano 
signature. 

The most recent addition to the red wfrie 
program Is an 8,400-square-foot, Bordeau-style, 
underground, temperature and humidity con­
trolled, barrel aging cellar hoWfrig 1.500 60-gal-
lon capacity French oak barrels. When a 
flrst-time visitor sees the cellar. With its Vaulted 
ceiling and Wlne-stalned French cooperage, lt 
brings back the sight of the barrel chain at 
Chateau Mouton-Rodischlld. 

The cellar ls situated next to the future site 
of "Villa Fiore" — a 14,500-square-foot Italian-
ate villa designed to Ixcome the new Ferari-
Carano public tasting room and vlsltor's center. 
Thls spectacular property ls fast becomlng 
Sonoma County's destlnatlon wfriciy for the afi­
cionado tourlng Callfomla's Wlne countiy. 

A C h e r r y J u b i l e e 

F o r e m a n ' s O r c h a r d s h a r v e s t s c h e r r i e s

When you tliink ofForeman's Orchards 
ln Northvllle, you probably dilnk of fall 
Weekends, apple cider and doughnuts. 

But (lid you know that the oithard, a 
NorthVille Ibcture since the l930s. also 
takes part In die summer cheny harvest? 
Evety year at diis tlme some 20 to 30 tons 
of shiny, plump cherries in sWeet and tart 
pie varieties. groWn right on the property, 
are soU at the farm's store. 

'We've liad cherries for a number of 
years," said Ralph Foreman, the retiring 
OWner of Foreman's Orclmrds. "We're the 
only orchard ln dils area tliat grows cher­
ries, sweet or sour." 

Harvestlng of the farm's 20 acres of 
cherries began late last Week, and doors 
opened on Saturday. A bountlfiil crop for 
1992 Will last abiout two and a half Weeks. 
In addition to selling the fruit at die farm 
store on Seven Mile Road West of Beck. 
Foreman's cherries WUl bie aVailable at die 
NorthVille and Plymouth farmers' markets 
as Well. 

In ad(lltlon to cherries, the farm Wlll sell 
locally grown produce. As the seasons al-
loW, Foreman's will offer sweet com. toma­
toes, green beans and green peppers, as 
well as the farm's own apples. 

The Foreman family lfrst farmed its 
80-acre plot In 1905. In 1932 and 1933 it 
was planted into orchanis and the farm 
market was opened. Over die years, ap­
ples, pears, cherries and peaches liaVe 
been grown by three generations of the 
Foreman family. The cider press and 
douglinut making facility Were added in 
1972. 

Tills year, dilngs Wdl be a bit dilTerent, 
hoWeVer, as Ralph Foreman turns over op­
eration of the farm to the Perefra family. 
Jack and Sandra Pereira, Widi thefr child­
ren Jude, Jessica, Justin a1id Jared, will 
box up all the bushels for sale. 

Jude Pereira said the family Intends to 
offer the same line of products tliat has al­
ways been avadable at Foreman's. Having 
Just painted a fresh coat of sealer on the 
salesflooL Pereira points out counters and 
shelves where soon popcorn, preserves, 
honey and syrup Wlll be sold. Seasonal 
produce wlll be the mainstay, right up 
through the Cliristmas Tree season next 
December 

'We'll have the market open now 
dirough the flrst of January," he said. "We 
may even liave fall liayrides." 

The Pereiras, a South Lyon farming 
fa11illy, are longtime friends of the Fore-
mans, according to Ralph. 

"The way we started out Was lils father 
grew a lot of pumpkins," said Foreman. 'I 
sold a lot of l is pumpldns at my place. He 
told me diat lf J wanted to retire, he'd go 
aliead and sell die pumpkins liimself. 

"So lt will run under die same name. 
They Want to cany on the good Will and 
reputation of die family name." 

The rustic environs of the market and 
cider mill are surrounded by dark-paneled 
walls. But diere's an airiness about the 
place, owing to the wide expanses of floor 
space. Walfing around the market. Fore-
man explains diat the place ls "bigger dian 
it looks." 

There's Indoor seating for 30 people, a 
40-by-60-foot room for sorting and pro­
cessing of apples, and another 40-by-60 
refrigerated room for cold storage. 

"We have a storage capacity for 15,000 
bushels of apples," said Foreman. "Tliat's 
about tliree truckloads." 

But the focus now is on the cherries, 
which Foreman says have been a favorite 
in the family down tlirough the years. 

'Here's a Up for you if you Want a litde 
change In your pie-maldng." he said. "Tly 
mixing sweet and tart pie cherries 
together. My modier used to use about lialf 
of each, a1id lt made a great pie."

&ther-ln-Iaw, was the founder of Dia­
mond Jim Brady's restaunuiL It was his 
Idea to associate the two, as Diamond J i m 
was somewhat of a legend in the "208 and 
"SOs. Today, veiy few people coilld tell jpu 
w h o he was. 

He earned hls name as a result of the 
tremendoiis Jewel collection that he ac­
quired during Ids Ufetime. It frlcluded a 
d3-carat scarf pin tllat cost hlm close to $2 
mflllon. When questioned as to the au-
thendclty of the diamond, he would carve 
die frilUals D.J.B. ln dle doubter's win­
dow, one way to assure that they'd never 
forget. 

DlamOnd Jim's other claim to feme was 
the monsUDus amolmts of food that he 
consumed during a day. Astronomical 
portions. It is said that eating was the only 
thing to do for recreation during this tfrne 
frl history. It Is often referred to as the era 
Of the 15-course dlrmer. 

Bracfy was an expert diner. hDnlcallyhe 
was bom the son ofa free-lunch-counter-
and-saloOn operator. His first Job, that of 
hotel bellboy, he ate as much as he 
worked His career was dlat of a salesman 

of raflroad equipment, a profession at 
which he excelled. 

A napkin around his neck would start 
each meal. One on a knee woidd have been 
useless, as Jim's stomach started at his 
neck and swel led into gigantic 
proportions. 

For breakfast, a full gallon Of orange 
Juice, hominy, eggs, combread. mufllns, 
flapjacks, chops, fried potatoes and a bieef-
steak began his day. He did not drink any 
alcohol, but did ingest gallons of orange 
Julce a day. It supposedty extended his Ufe. 

His mldmoming snack was served at 
11:30 and consisted of two or diree dozen 
clams and oysters. .An hour later Was 
limch: more oysters, clams, cral)s, broiled 
lotisters, a joint of beef, salad and several 
types of pie. Then an afternoon snack, a 
heaping platter of seafcxid. 

Now it was time for a nap, a rest to get 

ready for dinner. Agafri oysters began dle 
meal. Often dlree dozen Lynnhaven oys­
ters each measuring sbc Inches from tip to 
tip. The oysters were specialty picked out 
by Maiyland dealers Who knew about the 
legendaiy eater. 

Followlng would be sbc crabs, two por-
tlons of green turtle soup, a deluge of lob­
sters, six or seven of the monsters, two 
whole ducks, a steak, vegetables and plat­
ters of Ftench pastiy. 

As a conclusion to the meal. Bratty 
would order a two-poimd box of candy. 
"They make die food set better." he dec­
lared. And of course a late nlght snack was 
always ln order. 

Over a 16-hour span. Jim consumed 
immense amounts of food. Once at a din­
ner party, the hostess asked lilm lcfly how 
he knew when hls appeUte was satlated. 

He answered, "Why ma'am. I'U teU you. 

Whenever I slt down to a meal, l always 
make lt a pofrit to leavejust four lnches be­
tween my stomach and die edge of the 
table. And then when I can feel then rub-
bln' together pretty hard, 1 know IVe had 
enough." 

Most of llls eatlng Was done out. One re­
staurateur declared Brady "one ofthe best 
25 customers weVe ever had." 

In dle end, of course, the strain took lts 
toll. At 56, lt was dlscovered that hls sto­
mach Was sbc times larger than a nonnal 
person's. When offered a new stomach, he 
considered it only for a moment. He would 
have to live with care and diet to get 
another 10 years out of his life. 

He opted agafrist it. At 61, five years la­
ter, he died in AdanUc City.

Whenyou pouryour daily bowlful of corn­
flakes or zap up a quick dish of oatmeal, you 
probably think you are preparing a fairly 
pedestrian repast. .Actually, you are about to 

,eat a food named ailer Ceres, goddess of 
.grain. 
• Ancient l^mans held a yearly festival — 
the Cerealia — io honor this (divine Olympian 
and lo seek her aid in gathering a bountiful 
harvest. 

Today, the term "cereal" can refer to one of 
, three things: the edible seeds of certain gras-
• ses. the grasses themselves, or, especially in 
this counlry, to the variety of processed 
breakfast products that come from them. 
These are the cereals you will find In artfully 

' designed boxes tilling the aisles of any groc­
ery store. Most ready-to-eat breakfast cere­
als are made from wheat, com, oats and rice. 

The Ulilted States is one of the few coun-
. tries where cold grain Is eaten as the mor11ing 
. lneal —although cereal is becoming more ac­
cepted elsewhere, even in faraway Japan, 
where a typical breakfast may consist of a 
bowl of noodles In broth served with llsh and 
vegetables (IVe tried It — and It's surprisingly 
delicious, even at 7 a.m.) 

If you're always in a rush In the morning, 
or if you're on a diet, you may find breakfast 
the easiest meal ofthe day to slJp. But don't 
do it. Some researchers liave found tllat 
children who eat breakfast show significant 
improvement In academic funcUonlng. It 
makes sense that adults should function 

better on the Job. too, afier a nourishing 
morning meal. 

A healthy breakfast (of betWeen 300 and 
400 calories) shoi11d supply alxjut one-
quarter ofthe days nutrients. Avoid the trad­
itional fried eggs and bacon biecause of the 
high fat content of these foods. Instead, 
choose foods high in carbohydrates (to get 
you going throughout the morning). 

A good balanced breakfast might Include a 
bowl of diy or cooked cereal With milk, an or­
ange orhianana. and a slice of toasted whole-
grain bread with peanut butter for protein. 
(The Japanese breakfast would also hie a 
good cholcel) 

Cereals, like oatmeal, tliat must be cooked 
are a good source of low-fat complex car­
bohydrates and they generally go through 
little processing, so you get the real tlilng. 

Highly processed cereals (especially the 
ready-to-cat kind Wlth the cute names de­
signed for kids) generally have plenty of 
added sugar and may have added fat. Check 
the Ingredients label on a box of cereal tiefore 
you buy, lfyou Want to avoid these added 
Ingredients. 

Don't store opened dry cereals more tlian 
tliree months on the kitchen shelf. Store 
Whole-grain cereals and Wheat germ hi an 
air-tight container In the refrigerator Where 
they Will keep fresh up to six months after 
opening. Cooked cereal Will keep, refriger­
ated, up to four days. 

If the same old hioWl of oatmeal cve1y 

morning is beginning to lose its appeal, tiy 
zapping a batch of Your Own Cranola—you 
Will get all the goodness of oats, but in a de-
llghtfiilly crunchy form.

"Instant" hot cereals (the kind tliat come 

in a packet and to which you add lxiiling Wa­
ter) are easy to prepare, but expenslVe. you'll 
find It's much cheaper to buy the same cereal 
In bulk and microwave, lt's about as fast as 
"instant" too — a minute or two per serving.

Grilling fish Is a lot easier tlian you 
tlilnk. The posslbillLles are endless. If 
you like steak, consider meaty fish 
like Alaskan halibut or salmon, 
shark tuna or mahi-malil. Scallops 
and slulmp can be paired With Veget­
ables and fruit on a skewer. 

"You can put Little Neck clams on 
the grill in the shell when they open 
they re done, brush with some bar­
becue sauce." said NlckTrlngall. Who 
manages Jack's Seafood Market at 
33224 W. Twelve Mile Itoad in Far­
mington Hills. "Oysters can be put on 
tlie grill too. Shuck them, leave half 
shell. When they start to bubble a 
little the/re done." 

A small whole flsh like trout, sal­
mon, striped bass or bluefish is also 
good grilled. Consider buying a fish 
grilling "basket. They cost about 
$13.95 fora small basket. $20.95 for 
large. "It keeps the Whole fish firm, 
and helps retain moisture," said 
Tringali. 

"YoiJ'W gotta have "a' t i t a n grill, the • 
grate and imdemeath," said Chef 
Chuck (Rocky) Rachwltz of LlVonia. 
corporate executlVe chef for the C.A. 
Muer Corp. "Spray the grill with non­
stick cooking spray." 

Chef Steve Wren ofthe Metropoli­
tan Muslcafe in Farmington Hills re­
commends finishing most seafood 
with a squeeze of lemon or lime as it's 
coming off the grill. "Never salt the 
fish until Just before it goes on the 
grill." said Wren. "Other seasonings 
are OK. Never put salt on the flsh af­
ter It's been put on the grill and 

turned. Salt won't penetrate the 
cooked side of a flsh." 

Here are some more Ups from the 
National Fisheries Institute. 

•Always buy fish and seafood from 
a reputable source. Flsh should liave 
a firm, elastic texture and a bright, 
shiny color. On a Whole flsh, the 
head, tall and backbone should still 
be intact. 

Take a smell. The aroma should be 
mild and fresh, someWliat like a sea 
breeze. If It smells "fishy," It's not as 
fresh as It should be. Check for 
tightly closed shells on clams, oys­
ters and mussels. 

Start the fire about 30 minutes bie­
fore you Want to start cooking. 
Spread cliarcoal evenly to equally 
distribute heat. Adjust the grill to 
four to six Inches alxjve the heat. 
When the flre is moderately hot. It's 
time to cook. 

The general guide for cooking sea­
food steaks Is 10 mlnutes per lnch of 
thickness at 450 degrees. "Every grill 
is different," said RachWltz. "When 
you push the flesh of the flsh With a 
fork and It starts to flake it's done. It's 
better to under-cook tlian over­
cook." When the flsh flalas easily, 
and the Watery, translucent appear­
ance becomes mlllcy and opaque, It's 
done. 

Scallops turn opaque tliroughout 
When done, shrimp ti1ms bright pink 
and the center. When cut open Is 
mlllg' Wlllte.
