Novi wrestled the Michigan Department
of Transportation (MDOT) halfway to the
mat Monday and won an agreement for
local wetlands replacement for the Hag-
gerty Connector.

While concerns were rajsed about the
procedure (see related story on Page 5-A),
the clty council approved In concept a $4
million plan which would mitigate 30 acres
of the wetlands in southwest Novi and 26.6
acres within the boundaries of the project’s
right-of-way. Moreover, an additlonal 29.5
acres’ worth of improvements to the state-
owned St. John's Marsh near Algonac is
planned.

Novi Mayor Matthew Quinn sald MDOT
has not yet chosen a slie in Novi for the
work, but is now negotiating with property

MDOT Directar Pat Nowak and other of-
fAclals met behind closed doors Monday al-
ternoon with a team of Novi representatives
— Quinn, Council Member Robert Schmid,
City Manager Edward Krewall, Depart-
ment of Public Works Director Tony Now-
Ickd and four city englneers.

Novi waa less successful in winning ex-
tensive protection from the road's noise
pollution for Summit Hills subdivision.

But Quinn sald MDOT plans to go “over-
board" in planting trees and shrubs for a
visual buffer, including greenery along
Summit Drive, which will be relocated to
the west to accomodate the new road. The
work could be done by 1996,

A council majority of five, with no-votes
coming from Council Members Joseph
Toth and Carol Mason, approved the agree-
ment in concept. The final document could
be ratifted July 27.

Please leave your name and
number after the beep — and
address.”

The gir} told the suspect she did
not want her picture taken, then
took the magazine and went home,
Her mother and uncle later opened
the still-sealed envelope and dis-
covered the magazine inside.

In addition to recognizing a
photo of the suspect {nside the ma-
gazine, the girl also identified a
photo of another person in the ma-
gazine as a person who attended
class with her at Novi High School,

Zimmer said he has since identi-
fied several young males in the ma-
gazine as local skatehoarders. He
said he spoke with one 17-year-old,
who sald the magazine used tobe a
regular skateboarding magazine
without the sexually-oriented copy.

If the Oakland County Prosecu-
tor's Office decldes that the maga-
Zine can be classed as pornogra-
phy, Zimmer sald. he intends to
charge the suspect with dissemina-

Gilbert questions
Honigman’s books

A Novi City Council member took
personal offense at accusations
leveled by 11th Congressional Dis-
trict candidate Alice Gllbert agalnst
opponent state Sen. David
Honfgman.

Tim Pope, a council member, was
listed In Honigman's campalgn re-
port for a 1990 state Senate race as
receiving several $1,000 payments. A
total of 37 payments were made to
Pope and others doing work for
Honigman.

No payments were made to the In-
ternal Revenue Service, according to
the documents released yesterday by
Gilbert. Pope insists he paid full
taxes, and yesterday issued a signed
statement from his accountant back-
ing him up.

The payments were described in
therecords as “salary,” a term Gllbert
sald has a speciflc legal meaning
used for staffers.

Pope said he was and is an inde-
pendent contractor. He pays addi-
tional taxes to be considered an inde-
pendent contractor, including the
employer's half of payments to the
Social Security fund.

“This as an issue Is a personal at-
tack at me and my family.” Pope sald
yesterday,

A prepared statement from Pope's
accountant, Ronald M. Paradowicz,
reads that as an independent con-
tractor, Pope “was paid without any
taxes being withheld. At year end, he
recelved a Form 1099, showing the
amount paid. This amount was then
reported as income on his tax return,
and he paid both income tax and so-
clal security tax, In full compliance
with the law.*

Pope said he was unsure why the
bookkeeper used the term salary in
filing campaign forms.

Poepe criticized Githert for not
sticking to the Issues.

*The people of this district are wor-
ried about balancing the budget,

they're worrled about a Congress
that has personal bickering and grid-
lock, they're worrled about crime,
and they're worried about their fu-
ture,* Pope said.

“Gllbert doesn’t seern to realize
people don't want personal
bickering.”

Honigman press secretary Phil Gi-
niett! echoed Pope's sentiments yes-
terday aflernoon. "The charges are
totally groundless. Alice Gilbert her-
self Is indepdendent contrac-
tors. She's got independent contrac-
tors on her staff right now, and it's up
tothose peoplc tomake right with the
government,” he said, “Alice knows
that tax law is very complex, and
she's trying to manipulate pubiic
cpinion with an erroneous story . . |
which she knows is dead wrong.*

A Gilbert aide told reporters he
was ipped off by the round numbers
listed as employee salaries, Typically,
employee pay checks are not round
figures like $1,000 after taxes are ta-
ken oul, he said.

Glibert sald Pope has worked for
Honigman for years, and Honigman,
as an attorney, should have known
the difference between the terms
*salary” and "consultant” for the pur-
poses of filing campaign Tecords.

“Tim Pope is not unknown to Da-
vid Honigman. He was working with
him as his chief alde, or whatever he
does, in the Senate and the House,
but 's marked here as salary,” she
sald.

Gilbert added she is not making a
charge against Honlgman — only re-
vealing a record. She sald even If the
situation is a slmple error — cal

“salary” what should have been
called an indepedent contractor pay-
ment — then that in jtsell 1s a
problern.

“We have to take him at his word
that Honigman, who is an attorney,

The Ogden Martin incinerator in
Grand Rapids appearstobe clean, ef-
ficlent and acceptable {o residents {n
Kent County, according to Oaklaned
Cotnty commissioners who visited
the facility recently.

“It's a clean, well-run facility that
has no problem with emnissions, " said
commissloner Lawrence R Pernick,
D-Southfleld, one of six county board
members 1o visit the incinerator last
Monday at the Invitation of Ogden
Martin.

The NewJersey-based company, a
publicly held environmental man-
agement services company estab-
lished In 1984, proposed tobuild a si-
milar facliity in Oakland County as
the comerstone of a $500 million
salid waste management program.

In addition to Pernick. other com-
missloners te visit the facility are
RuthA. Johnson, R-Holly, who Is vice
chairwoman of the board of commis-
sioners, Nancy McConnell, R-
Bloomfleld Hills, Dennis Aaron, D-
Oak Park, Kay Schmid. R-Novi, and
Donna R Hunioon. R-Clarkston.

Severa] residents and at least one
representative of the Oakland
County Solld Waste Management
Department also visited the facility.
Several newspapers were also nvited
to send representatives.

Pemick said he was impressed
with the Grand Raplds f(acility.

operating permit.”
The 625-lon waste-to-energy in-

cineralor has been closely monitored
since It opened in January 1990, ac-
cording to Charl G. Oviatt, alr quality
engineer for the Michigan Depart-
ment of Natural Resources,

*Its simply not a problem,” he
said. *Emissions are consistently
lower than allowed under its
permits.”

Ovlatt sald there were a spate of
complaints when the facility began
operating in early 1990, "But mostof
them had nothing to do with he
incinerator.

*Bul now we don't even get com-
plaints. People have just accepted it.”

John Sinkevics, sclence and envir-
onmental writer for The Grund Ra-
pids Press, said he has written
numerous stories about the inciner-
ator and followed it closely since it
opened. “It's never had serious prob-
lems,” he said.

Asked for the name of any group
strongly opposed to the facility, Sink-

ovics sald the incinerator initlally
had eppoenents. "But you wan't find
any now.”

The Western Michigan Environ-
mental Aclion Councll has serious
concerns about the Grand Raplds fa-
cility, but no speciflc complaints ab-
out the Inciherator, sald Julie Stone-
man, natural resourees director.

“The incinerator Is performing
within standards,” she said.
“Whether or not those standards
adequalely protect people is another
questlon.”

Stoneman sald most environmen-
tal groups, including hers, are crili-
cal because Kent County did not im-
plement a comprehensive reduction
and recycling program at the same
time It was planning and construct-
ing the inecinerator.

Kent County currently has an ex-
tenslve drop-oll system for recycling,
she sald, and will Instigalte some
curb-side recycling next year.

~If we had put the same resources

into a recycling program,” Stoneman
sajid, “we'd have a state-of-the-art

system.”

None of Novi's water comes
from that line, So why was 1t in-
cluded in the wamings?

*Somebody goofed up. that'sas
nearas | can figure,” Jerome said,
adding that his department

fielded calls from worrled resi-
dents all day Friday.

A copy of the original press re-
lease from the Detrolt water and
sewer department states that {f
any residents completely lose wa-
ter due {o the repairs, they should
boil any water used for consump-
ton during the next 24-hour
period.

Jerome said his department
monitored Novi's waler pressure
all through the night and found no
problems.

Northville City DPW spokesper-
son Becky Dozler sald Supervisor
Ted Mapes also monitored water
pressure throughout the night
and found no cause for alarm.

*Mr. Mapessat up all night with
his gauge and there was no pres-
sure reduction,” she said.

Nevertheless, the Northville
DPW was flooded with calls from
concerned homeowners wonder-
ing what to do.

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Noise, closed meeting remain issues for city

Amove to Invalidate a closed nego-
tlations meeling between a handful
of Novi and state transportation de-
partment offictals collapsed Monday
after the Novi City Council agreed to
accept Lthe concesslons gained by the
cily on wetlands mitigation for the
Haggerty Connector.

Councill Members Joseph Toth,
Nancy Cassis and Carol Mason last
week asked that the negotiations
with the Michigan Department of
Transportation be held at a public
meeting Tuesday.

“We may have come out witha bet-
ter deal if we had MDOT negoliating
in front of the public,” Toth said.

The 3 p.m. Monday non-publicne-
gollations sesslon had already been
scheduled by Mayor Matthew Quinn,
who designated Council Member
Robert Schmid as a council
representative.

The three council members said
they opposed this approach and that
It was not what the councll had in
mind when it passeda June 22 resol-
utlon demanding a solutlon 1o the
wetlands issue more palatable 1o
Nowvi.

However, Quinn said the top
MDOT offlclals. including director
Pat Nowak —who were not present al
the Monday councll meeting —
would not come down for the prop-
osed Tuesday sesslon due to*the late
notice.”

And a filled-to-capacity audlence
full of residents, primarily suppor-
ters of M-5, urged the council to take
Immediate actionrather than hold oflf
another day. )

Country Place resident Eva Dawn
Aruflo, a member of the Haggerty
Road Connector/M-5 Support
Group, sald the private city /state ne-
gotlations were necessary to get
resulls.

“If any of you are golng to run for
mayor, you'd beller pass this to-
night,” she cautioned.

When the Michigan Department of Transpor-
lation (MDOT) first scanned Novi and Commerce
Township io evaluate hew many acres of wet-
lands would be lost to the Haggerty Connector's
bulldevers, it was the long, dry summer of 1988.

Al the time, It seemed as If the five-mile high-
way would gobbie up just short of 21 acres, ac-
cording to documents the department gave the
City of Nowvi.

Then the weather got soggy again,

When stafl members of the state Department
of Natural Resoures (DNR) and MDOT reviewed
the area agaln prior to an October 1991 permit
application, almost 24 more acres of wetlands
were “discovered.” This brought the lotal to be
mitigated up to 44 acres.

Of the 44 acres, 29 are In Novi. None of the
sites {s blgger than two acres.

Wellands are more than a cozy home for frogs
and other wildlife. They are protecled by state
and federal laws due to thelr function: of retaln-
ing, purifying and re-charging groundwaters.
These areas offer protection from floods by hold-
ing and slowly releasing ralnwaters.

Il counting wetlands seems tricky, consider
the path followed until the state and Nov! saw
eye-to-eye on the Issue Monday.

Initially, MDOT asked the DNR [for an okay to
mitigate 4 acres in the projeci's right-of-way,
another 11 acres nearby in Farmington Hills and
29 acres at St. John's Marsh in St. Clair County.
In compliance with state regulations, this would

have replaced each acre lost with one acre in
compensation, al anestitnaled cost of $750,000.

St.John's Marsh, In Clay Township near Algo-
nac, [sa park assembled by the DNRand MDOT,
along with the National Fish and Wildlife Found-
atlony, the Natlonal Waterfowl Alliance and
Ducks Unlimited. The state’s goal there is to cre-
ate 50 acres of wetlands and enhance 243 acres
of existing wetlands, to make up for those lost
earller to development in St. Clair County.

In fall 1991, the Novi City Council asked
MBOTto look again in Novi for possible wetlands
mitigation sites. Up to 60 were suggested by city
engineers.

MDOT had already scouted Nowi for sites and
concluded local land was too expensive, In addi-
tion. the department had looked at state-owned
lands as far afleld as Graveland Township in
northemn Oaldand County and nixed them as
unsuitable.

The transpotiation department already hasa
DNR construction permit for the Connector, Bul
the natural resources department also encour-
aged MDOT to take a last look for sites in Novi.

MDOT renewed their search, coming upwitha
June 8, 1992 proposal asking Novi to share part
of the expenses.

This plan called for 30 acres to be mitigaled in
southwest Novi, almost four acres to be mill-
gated in the M-5 right-of-way and another 30
acres of improvements to St John's Marsh,
MDOT waould have gained DNR credit for replac-
ing weilands at a 1.4-to-1 ratio.

The June 8 proposal would have cost the City
of Novi $750,000 and MDOT $3. 172 million. Se-

M-5 has been a checkered path

ven of the 30 acres 1o be mitlgated In southwest
Novi would have been for wetlands impacted by
the city's road bond program.

The matter was discussed in “Internal me-
mos” between the city and the state, Novi refused
to pay the $750.000, Mayor Matthew Quinn sald
Monday.

This time, the state came in witha back-up of-
fer on Jurnie 18 that didn't seem palatable to the
Novi City Council.

Almost 4 acres were lo be miligated in the
Connectlor's right-of-way and 50 acres would be
improved In St. Clair County, Inaddition, MDOT
proposed to dedicate 23 acres to stormwater de-
tentlon, 17 acres lo deeper than average reten-
tien channels for road run-ofl in Novi and three
acres for the same purpose in Commerce Town-
ship. The cost ol this package was placed at $1.5
milllon,

On June 22, the Novi City Councl] turmed up
thelr noses at the olfer.

The accord finally reached Monday calls for 30
acres of replacement wellands in Novi, 27 acres
to be mitigated in the project’s right-of-way and
another 30 in St. John's Marsh. At a cost of al-
most $4 million, the state will replace the wet-
lands at an almost 2-to-1 matio.

The question now, according to Quinn, is tfthe
federal Ervironmental Protection Agency willac-
ceptthe 27 acres to be mitigated in the M-Bright-
of-way as acceplable towards the project's wet-
lands “credit.” If the answer is no, the state may
work agaln on its St, John's Marsh plans.

Toth protested that he only
learned of the meeting through read-
ing The Nouvi News.

Ona copy of the Toth, Masen and
Cassls letter faxed to The Noul News,
Schmlid’s signature was included.
This was a mistake, Toth explained
Monday, as the issue was never dis-
cussed with Schmid,

Mayor Pro Tem Hugh Crawford
also defended the rmayor’s approach.

“It would have been an absolute
nighimare to have several hundred
people and the council here and
MDOT there and trying to come up
with what they came up with this af-
ternoon. All of us would like some-
thingbetter but I bellve thisis as good
as we're going ta get,” he sald.

And former Council Member
Martha Hoyer, a founder of the Hag-
gerty Connector support group, tock
the councll members to task for mak-
ing the mayor “a scapegoat.”

“It would appear to us that the
mayor followed what we percelved to
be the direction of the council. You
people are creating a scapegoat who
doesn't deserve to be one,” she said.

According to Cassis, the council's
got to find ways lo work together.

T'm not in
favor of overhauling the entire sys-
lem and creating additional prob-
lems that do not exist at this time, |
would be more {avorably disposed to
address the problems that currently
exist in the sysiem.

The issues of the health care sys-
tem is affordability and availability of
those health care services. We have a
$700 billion annual health care ex-
pense. At the same time we have 37
million: persons who are not covered
by health care insurance. This issue

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sionals as wellas lay organizations In
trylng to solve this particular di-
lemma . ..

Iraq did atlempt to take over Kuwait

It's the one
actuarily sound fund we have in gov-
emment. Why mess it up? . ..

What aro your feelings about a na-
tional health care plan?

My view s this: everyone Is entitted
to have access to good health care as
a right of citizenship. Tve been very
sick a lot mysell. I spent a lot of time
in hospltals, but I was fortunate
enough to have good insurance
coverage. But 1 can imagine how ter-
rible and desperate a poor person or
even a middle-class person would
feel if they didn't have enough Insur-
ance to cover the enormous medical
bills you can Incur nowadays.

What kind of plan do you support?

Here's what I would propose todo.
No. 1, we donot want the government
to get in the business of directly pro-
viding medical services. The govern-
ment can't really do anything very
well. Look at the only medical ser-
vices provided by the government is
in VA hospitals, and those are the
very worst hospitals . , .

The government should not be in
the business of being an insurer
either because they're not very geod
at that.

Theapproachwe need to take iswe
have to empower people to purchase
thelr own insurance, and here’s how
we do that. For really poor people who

care grant or voucher to empower
them 1o purchase their own health
care in the marketplace.

If you work for a large company,
your union probably bargained for a
pretty good health care plan.

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Culvert gives trickle of flood relief

Consulting engineers cautioned that the rellef
would be minor, but the clty counctl agreed Mon-
day to fund a $12,000 culvert to ease flooding
problems for a group of Taft Road homeowners.

The north Novi area on the Middle Rouge River
was designated a flood hazard reglon in the 1970s
by the Federal Emergency Management Agency.

Several homeowners there have complained
since 1986 of walterlogped septle systems, minl-
lakes [n their basements and standing water 6 in-
ches deep in thelr backyards. An earller plan to
dredpe a partion of the Rouge River there and re-
place a culvert was nixed by the state Depantment
of Natural Resources. But the city does have a per-
mit to replace the culvert.

The drawback, according to Garey Foyt of JCK
& Assoclates, Lhe city's consulting engineers, is
that the new culvert will not offer any rellefduring

large storms and will only create a 2-Inch drop tn
water during smaller ones. The improvement will
only be evident for 500 feet upstream of the
culvert, he added.

During a downpour like the one that hit town
Monday night, the culvert would be of little help,
Foyt sald.

The homeowners' request was nixed earlier this
year by the city's Stormwater Managment Finan-
cial Review Committee.

“The big concern we had was this would not cor-
rectthe problem, It's a $12,500 cost for three prop-
erty owners,” Counctl Member Joseph Toth, a
committee member sald.

*This Is a flood plaln area. There has to be more
correction upstream and downstream.”

A 400-acre north Novi stormwater detention
basin to be constructed in the mid-1990s 1s de-
scribed as the ultimate solution to the problem.
JCK & Associates president Joseph Kapelczak
sald he'd soon be bringing to the council land ac-

1d River at Haisted. Farmington
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quisition proposals, to be discussed In executive
seaslon.

Tom Stefller, a spokesperson for the Taft Road
homeowners, sald that more than three famllies
are impacted by the looding and that the standing
water [n their yard creales a2 mosquilo breeding
ground.

“It does give us some rellel on small storms.
While the lightning was cracking outside, | was
thinking about whether the water was in my base-
ment yet,” Stefller sald.

The council decided the city would pick up the
Lab for Lhe project, which will be done on privately-
owned land, due to public health concems. Last
year, the council had instructled the city engineers
to research the problem and report back.

Toth was the only counct] member opposed to
the expenditure,

CouncilMember Carol Mason said, “It will solve
a problem to a small extent so they will be able to
do their laundry.”

Area code split leaves Novi intact

Novi residents, prepare to engrave these three
digits in your memory — 810,

This is the new lelephone area code Michigan
Bell announced Tuesday will cover all of Oakland
County — as well as Macomb, Genesee, Lapeer,
5t. Clair and Sanilac counties - beginning Au-
gust 10, 1994.

The good news for Novi residents is that their
city will not be split by area codes, as was earller
proposed. Novl residents itving within the North-
ville telephone exchange will join thelr nelghbors
in the Walled Lake and Farmington exchanges in
the switch to a new area code.

Earller, a cllizens' advisory committee evaluat-
ing the split recommended that the Northville ex-
change portion of Novi remain within the 313 area
code and that the remainder of the city join most of
Oakland County in the new one,

This would have cut subdivisions such as Vil-
lage Oaks and Willowbrook in two by area codes.
Residents of the tmpacted areas told the citizens’
committee they were less than thrilled with the
proposed dlvision during a May publle hearing
held here.

“As was pointed out to us, it made more sense
when all the folks were In Oakiand County,” Mi

Joe O'Connor, chair of the citizens committee
and president of Consumer Market Analysis, said
that the original plan looked good — on paper.

“Residents polnted out — quite rightly — that
having to dlal an area code to complele a local call
within their own communities was an unneces-
sary burden,” he said.

The new, Improved plan was proposed by the ci-
tizens committee and endorsed by Michigan Bell.

The change in codes will not Impact rates, the
company indicates.

Along with Novi, Wixom and Farmington — ear-
lier slated for an area code divide — will insiead be
placed with the rest of Oakland County In 810.

That won'l be the case for parts of Livonla and
Northville Township. While there will be two area
codes in operation in both communities, restdents
will only have to dial a seven- digits telephone
number within thelr own city, Buhl said. Outsid-
erswill have to learn which part of Northville is 810
and which is 313.

Portions of Northville Township within the 420
— or Plymouth — telephone exchange, including
Country Club Estates, will remainin the 313 area
code. The remainder, within the Northville ex-
change, will switch to the 810 code.

The proposal to keep these communities Intact
by dialing patterns was put forth by Livonia Mayor
Robert Bennett,

Along with Oakland and the other counties, the
Bl0area code will apply to small sections of Sagi-
naw, Shiawassee and Livingston counties.

Remaining in area code 313 will be almost all of
Wayne and Washtenaw counties, Motiroe Counly
and small sections of Jackson and Lenawee
counties,

Bell plans a massive public education cam-
paign to get the word out, Buhl sald. This includes
six months of allowing customers to make mis-
takes in dialing area codes.

“We'll sort of be in a permissive state. We'll let
you know you're 1ot dialing properly, but we'll lel
your call go through,” she said.

Adding the new area code will create three mil-
lion new telephone numbers. Numbers within 313
have been gobbled up by population growth and
new technology such as cellular phones and facsi-
mile machines, Bell says.

Available new numbers iInboth810and 313 are
not expected to be exhausted for the next 20 years.

Bullard leads a weak
field of canies

{Editor's Note: The Novi News begins the
process of endorsing candidates running
in primany contests for the August elec-
tion today, We will start with the state
represeniative’s race. Endorsements in -
the other races will follow in coming edi- g it

tions. And just before Aug. 4, we recap

our endorsements for our readers.)

In the Republican primary for the
new 38th District in the staie House of
Representatives, we're frankly not ena-
moured with any of the three candidates.
Given the cholces, though, we feel in-
cumbent Rep. Willis Bullard provides the
best option.

For someone with his years of ser-
vicein the slate House, Bullard isn'i very
well kmown, certainly not on a statewlde
basis. He's been more visibie in the Novi
area recently, and that's good, but we
wouldn't count him as a leader in the
state legislature. If there {s one thing
Nowi is serlously lacking, it is a strong
volce up in Lansing. The most likely per-
son to provide that voice would be Bul-
lard, but he hasn't.

Take for example the recent legisla-
tive action on state law regarding the lo-
cation of local courthouses, the bill toeli-
minate the longstanding rule that dis-
trict court factlities must be constructed
in the municipality within the jurisdic-
tion that has the largest population.

Just as Novi was working to get the
courthouse for the 52-1 District Court
moved here from Walled Lake, when a
fourth judge was to be added, a staterep-
resentative from the Commerce Town-
shipareaintroduced legisiation to getrid
of that old rule. The result would have
been that the county would be allowed to
place the court building anywhere it
" lked. (Of course, all this has now beent
put on hold because of state budget
cuts.)

But Bullard's performance was not
impressive. At first he came out strongly
in opposition to the bill, only tolater ca-
pitulate. Not only was he less able towin
legistative votes to his side of the argu-
ment than the {irst-lerm representaiive
from Commerce, he failed carry Novi's
Interests forward all the way through the
full fight. That's not leadership.

Two years ago he spoke to us of the

Governmen

need for ethical reform in the House.
Where was his proposal? That's not lead-
ership either.

We don't think anyone here could
find much fault with his voting record.
On issues of school funding, he always
votes the “right™ way — the way which
would be of benefit to Novi and the rest of
the out-of-formula school districts he
represents, His position on aborticn
(pro-choice with restrictions} and other
state Issues probably fairly reflects the
majority opinions of his constituents.

Bullard's challengers in the prim-
ary provide some Interesting angles, but
don't seem to be fully realized candi-
dates. Jim Ash is a business owner
whose top priority would be legalized ca-
sino gambling. He makes a decent argu-
ment for its benefits, but we're not sure
Michigan — and this district in particu-
lar — are ready for such a plan. For vot-
ers who may put abortion rights at the
top of their agenda, Ash takes the most
clearly pro-choice stand.

John Riley, a former Milford Village
council member, might make a capable
representative. He's not as fully in-
formed on some state issues as we'd like
to see, however. On abortion, he's the
clear pro-life candidate, for voters who
may consider that the litmus test. Other-
wise, he just doesn't provide a compell-
fng argument fo replace Bullard,

To summarize, Bullard does a good
Jjob of reacting to what'sin front of him in
a way that probably falls in line with
most of his constituennts. He's not ama-
jor source of leadership or initiative
within the legislature, but we don't see
the challengers being significantly diffe-
rent in that respect.

In one of the less exciting races next
month, it's a somewhat reluctant nod for
the incumbent.

Close the loophole

Say what you want to about the
aesthetics of wetlands and woodlands,
when they are combined it's bad news.
Nothing is uglier than a bunch of dead
trees sticking out of a swamp.

Glen Bonaventura and several
other Roma Ridge Subdivision residents
recently pointed out that a “preserved”
woodlot in their subdivision has been In-
nundated with water due to a change in
the drainage system there. The area was
designated as a retention pond In the
1984 Stormwater Management Plan and
the change in the drainage was made as
the subdivision was developed.

Of about 100 trees in the area, they
say five have died so far. Another 15 are
in poor health, Novi's tree experts, Chris
Pargoff and Linda Lemke, say it's the wa-
ter that's doing it. Trees can survive
flooding part of the time, but their roots
have to have a chance to dry out.

In the meantime, Bonaventura

pointed out, developers are getting credit

for saving trees that eventually end up in
the pond area. In return for preserving
trees, they are able to adjust lot sizes
downward. But those trees end up dying
in the end.

We can't believe that s the way Novi
City Council ever Intended things to
work. It is a loophole in the city wood-
lands law, pure and simple.

Now that it has been painted out,
council must quickly take action to close
the loophole, before any more develop-
ments have a chance to drown trees.

Obviously, the law must be
changed to count trees that end up in
walter retention areas as removed trees
which need to be replaced.

And certainly, no trees that end up
underwater should be counted toward
adjusting lot sizes in the future.

Perhaps Roma Ridge's problem
cannot be solved at this point. But the
city can, and should, make sure the
problem does not crop up again.

Nature sure has changed climate

Walled Lake schools needs trustee

Walled Lake Board of Education
trustee Bill Knight resigned Thurs-
day, a decision triggered by the
school board's residency require-
ment but bom out of a dislike for ex-

. tensive commuting.

Knight sald being en the road so
much was beginning to have an im-
pact on how adequately he could
serve the school district, his South-
fleld dental practice and University of
Michigan's School of Denlistry In
Ann Arbor, where he is a professor.

°It seemed like | was putiing on
100 miles a day, going in a triangle
between my (West Bloomileld) home,
Ann Arbor and my Southfleld office,”
said Knight, appointed In 1989 to fill
a vacancy and then elected to a full
term the following year. “It made
sense to stop commuting so much.”

To do so0, Knight in mid-June sold
his West Bloomfield home of 19years
and has already purchased a new re-
sidence in Ann Arbor, a place he has
long coveted. A portlon of West
Bloomfleld is located within the
Walled Lake school district,

Knowing full well the school board
requirement that members live
within the district, Knjght submitted
his letter of reslgnation before Thurs-
day's board meelng, when It was ofli-
clally announced.

District spokesperson Lols Lange
said the deadline for people to submit

a letter of interest to board secretary
Joel Silberblatt at the administrative
offices (695 N. Ponuac Trail, Walled
lake, 48390] is 4 p.m. today, A re-
placement is expecled to be an-
nounced July 8, the night of the an-
nual school board reorganizational
meeting.

Whoever {s named would serve un-
il June 1993, when an election for
the remalning year of Knight's four-
year term would be held. Lange said.

“I'd want somebody who is know-
ledgeable about the educational en-
vironment,” sald trustee Marc
Belsky, asked about what the board
might want in a replacement. “Some-
one who is supportive of continuing
educational excellence.”

That Is close to the description
Beisky gave to his departing col-
league. He gave Knight high marks
for pushing administrators to pre-
sent challenging curriculum offer-
ings to the board “to show the board
what was being done In the class-
room. He was very kmowledgeable in
education.”

Meanwhile, Lange said It s a prac-
tice of the school board to automati-
cally notify persons who have run in
past elections about a vacancy.

That would include this year's
challengers, Michelle Munro and Tum
Vorce. Munro could not be reached
for comment. But Vorce, Monday,

According to Knight, he and his
wile Judy made the decision to move
to Ann Arbor and not the University
of Michlgan, where he has taught for
11 years.

Alter putting his Westacres home
up for sale in February, Knight men-
tioned to board colleagues he might
soon be moving away from the dis-
trict. But he downplayed the notion
he strategically waited untf] after the
June 8 election to announce his
resignation.

Gagne, who begins July 13, willbe
responsible for labor relations mat-
ters such as negotiations, grievances

He already has experence with
such matters, most recently as ex-
ecutive director of the Saginaw Edu-
cation Assoclzllon’s teachers unlon.

Meanwhile, Lange’s duties will fo-
cus on handling personnel matters
—such as the hiring and allocationof
stalf — in addition to running the
community relations program,

which she has done since 1987.

“In announcing his (Gagne's) hir-
ing, we wanted to explain this Is a re-
conflguration,” Lange sald last week.
*It’s the same number of stafl mem-
bers but different duties.

She was referring to how, In the
past, Roseborough handled the labor
negotlations and personnel matters
while Lange solely ran the commun-
ity relations program.

magine designing a house to accommodate

your mother-in-law and your model traintoo.

That’s just what Northville resident Scott

Kremer did with the house he had built about

10 years ago. Along with an addition above the garage
for his mother-in-law’s apartment, he designed his
basement to go with his idea for a model train layout.

Kremer, 46, stll llves in this house with his wife,
Kitty, and two children, Robb, 14, and Krist, 9.

Kremer's rallroad layout 1s a scale madel of a portion
of the Great Northern Railroad which merged with sev-
eral other railroads to form Burlington Northern Rail-
road in 1970. The Great Northem Raflroad ran be-
tween 5t Paul, Minn. and Seattle, Wash., and was Lthe
northemmost of all transcontinental United States
railroads.

The specific portion that Kremer models begins in
Wenaltchee, on the Columbia River, in the central part
of Washington, and travels westward over Stephen's
Pass to Skyomish. The layout is set ina period between

1935 and 1940. The traln route has about 72 miles of
track between the two towns, Kremer's ratlroad runs
nine scale miles, so he has o squeeze things together,
;}10 create an fllusion, giving the feeling that you're out
ere.”

Part of the unique design for the house includes a
door on the left side of the front of the house. This en-
trance leads directly to the top of the stairs going to the
basement and Kremer's layout, Pictures of trains and
locomotives line the entrance hall and the stairs. Rall-
road memorabilia event spills inio the living room.

The first part of the layout that visitors see are tracks
that “tunnel” through the walls near the stairs, eventu-
ally traveling undemeath them, and finally appearing
again going across the doorway. The part in the wall
canbe seen through clear plasticand the section going
over the doorway has hinges so It can be lifted for easler
access to the other hall of the basement.

It doesn't even look like a basement. The layout itself
is in a backward question mark shape. The curved part
has drywall around the top but the lower haif is cpento
the other end of the basement,

The track runs from the train yard in Wenatchee on
the lower lefl side of the question mark, around the
curved part and back around the other side of Skyom-
ish. It is set up this way to mimic the actual route the
Great Northern Rallroad used.

In the past 10 years, four people have consistently
worked on the Iayout. That includes Kremer himself,
his childhood friend Denny Thomson, and two neigh-

bors, Al Haxon and Jeff Higgins, who started when he
was 14 years old. Several other people have worked on
the layout in some facet or another throughout the
years, mostly spectalists In computers or electronics.

Thomson [s a college professor in North Carolina,
whao {lies his own plane In on weekends and his vaca-
tions. His own collection: of Creat Northern locomotives
and cars, which span the perdad from 1945 to 1970,
has never run anywhere except on Kremer's layout.

Hexten has just now begun towork on a layout of his
own modeling the Boston & Main line. Higgins has
been working on his Chessle System layout in his pa-
rents' basement, waiting until he can have his own
basement to play with.

Kremer refers to the layout not as “mine,” but “ottrs.”
He feeis that it belongs to all four of them: it just hap-
pens to be in his basement.

Kremer has wanted to build such a layout sthee he
was a child. He and Thomson grew up together in De-
troit, sharing a fascination with trains.

“The most common way toget involved in model rall-
roading,” said Kremer, "especially with people of my
generation, was to have a Llonel tratn set when we were
kids.”

He was 14 when he got Into HO scale trains and gra-
dually decided what he wanted to do with them,

Kremer became interested in the Great Northern
Railroad when he was 17 or 18, at first because he liked
the color scheme and design of the locomotives. When
he started reading about it, he found its history fad-
nating, That interest, spurred on through a lot of re-
search, grew to become love by the time he was about
24.

Then his parents told him a remarkable story.

On Aug. 9, 1945, his parents were traveling by train
on the Great Northemn Railroad out to Great Falls,
Mont., to visit his father's parents, They were Ina com-
partment in the next to the last car on a train called the
“Empire Buifider.” It was actually two trains that ran on
the same schedule and number, but were spaced ab-
out 15 minutes apart.

The spacing was supposed to be maintained with
the help of the two workers. Stationmasters are to
make sure that the trains are the required distance
apart, Second, If there Is an unexpected stop, the con-
ductor puts a flare on the tracks far enough behind the
first train so that the second traln has enough stopping
time.

It was early evening and Kremer's parents were sit-
ting in thelr compartment, playing cards. His mother
was three to four months pregnant with him, The por-

What he found was the front
of the second steam locomotive,

1t was the worst wreck in the his-
tory of the Great Northern Railroad,
with 34 people kiiled and 310 in-
Jured.

Kremer has beenout to the area he
models about 15 times. “Kitty and I
drove almost the entire main line in
1973 and we stopped at every Great
Northern facllity . . . from Seattle to
the Rocky Mountains and then about
half of them from the Rocky Moun-
tains to St. Paul.” He took hundreds
of pictures along the way to preserve
some of the history of the Creat
Northern Railroad before it
disappeared.

The layout Is In varlous stages of
completion. Some parts have only
track and bare plaster or wood, while
others are complete with mountain
ranges, underbrush, trees and snow.

The cities have cardboard build-
Ings sel up as models for the actual
ones Kremer will construct later. He
doesn't duplicate every bullding in
town — just certain ones that mark it
as being that town. They are built
from actual blueprints or photos. The
rest of the buildings support the style
of the others, along with cars, figures
and dirt roads that tell you it's 1935.

The scenery is also very important
in terms of what the cities look like.
“The scneery goes from Skyomish
which is on the west side of the sum-
mitand Is very lush and green,” sald
Kremer, “to Wenatchee, which Is on
the Columbla River, on the east side

of the summit, about 70 miles away
and it's on the edge of the desert.”
One of the other things that Kre-
mer coples is the grade profiles of the
Cascade mountains. These moun-
tains are very abrupt, steep and
rugged, and trying to get the trains
across them is extremely difficult,
both In real life and in modeling.
The challenges involved in model
rallroading are what interests Kre-
tmer the most. He likes “mind puz-
zles" — where he has to think of how
todo something, or what will make It
waork, This carries over into his job at
Detroit Edison as a mechanical engj-
neer, where all day he's concemed
withhow to get something done. He's
even brought his rallroad experience
into the office when he had to buy en-
gines and frelght cars for Edison,

The layout is about 55-60 percent
complete. The trackwork is complete
witha few exceptions and the wiring
Is also finished in terms of what Kre-
mer calles “gimmicks” — like the
phone systemn and the electronic
clocks. The major electronic projects
left to be done are the signaling sys-
tem and the dispatching system.

As soon as that is finished, detalls

and scenery will be the focus. The
mountains have to be made and the

modet bulldings set on the layout.
