A contracting company's rerouting of a
city-financed water llne along Novl Road
Into the firm's owm subdivison, Mysuc
Forest, has led City Councit Member Nancy
Cassls to retain an outside municipal attor-
ney to assist her inquiry into the issue.

The 16-inch water main, approved by the
clty councit in the midst of a state-imposed
moratorium on most new water lines, would
have run stralght down Novi Road between
Ten and Nine Mile roads.

South Hill Construction Co. of Wixom,
the contractor whose bid won the city’s ap-
proval for the almost $345,000 job, is also
the developer of Mystic Forest subdivision.

The main that was bullt early this sum-
mer curves into Mystic Forest subdivision.

Cassis sald she plans to discuss the mat-
ter at tonight's city council meeting.

The council’s grounds for approving a
speclal assessment district to finance the
waler main were to improve water pressure
by looping the maln and increase fire safety.

InadJuly 13 letter to the city council, Cas-
sis sald that while driving down Novi Road,
she noticed the water main veered.

“Council had approved only a staight
shot water matn along Novi Road, butin ac-
tuality, a 16-inch water main was re-routed
into an (then) unapproved subdivision. 1
was surprised ard the (city’s) DPW director

was surprised,” she wrote In her letter. .

Cassls, Council Member Tim Pope and

her attomey John Donohue met with Novi
City Manager Edward Kriewall, Director of
Public Services Anthony Nowicki and a ity
attorney over a weeck ago to dlscuss the
matter.

Donochue is a city altorney for Farming-
ton Hills and Walled Lake,

Cassls said Thursday that once a report
on the matter is completed by City Attonr-
ney David Fried, she will raise related
[ssues,

Kriewall confirmed Friday that the water
mainon the west side of Novi Road had been
redesigned to extend west rather than
south. This was done to avoid tearing down
trees along the road and to save on the cost
of purchasing construction easements, he
said.

Council member puzzled by water line route

“They (South Hill) negotlated this with
our engineers and right-of-way people.
These kind of things happen all the time,” he
sald.

Kriewall agreed that with the water main
closer to the subdivision, the developer
would save on the expense of extending wa-
ter lilnes from the houses to the main.

“There’s a cost savings there but our pos-
{tlon s we don't care as long as it doesn't
cost us anything. The savings in trees and
easement costs olfset the relocation of the
main, [t appears to me at this tme that
there is no disadvantage to the community,”
he added.

Cassis questions if the rerouting had a
public beneflt and is calling for the city

council to join her Into looking into the
matter,

*The real Issue is that the rerouling was
not disclosed to the council. We in essence
may have been approving cerlaln maltters
wihout sufficient information being dis-
closed 1o us,” she sald.

“Ifelt theneed to go toan outsidealiomey
te really advise me as 1o the proper way to
preceed.”

She says she also wonders about an In-
crease in engineering services for the pro-
Ject from $94,00 to $131.000.

Sunday Is an enforced day of rest
for development contractors there.

Over one hundred Woodland
Glen residents have already signed
a petition of protest. The move was
triggered by the long hours kept by
some contractors hired by Elbaz
Construction Company, which is
putting in the 32-home Yerkes
Manor Subdivision on Eight Mile
Road.

_ The apartment-dwellers say that
work on the Yerkes development
runs seven days a week, frequently

at 6 a.m. and running
untll 10 p.m. and later.

Novi plans to sell $6 million in revenue bonds to
butld additions to the water and sewer system
a(l;gg Twelve Mtle Road and at Taft and Beck
roads.

The capital and the interest will be pald back by
tap-in fees to the water and sewer system, Clty
Manager Edward Kriewall sald.

One of the projects to be funded ls water and
sewer lines along Twelve Mile Road from Meadow-
brook Read to Haggerty Road.  The city agreed
last year to lay the pipe In retum for road right-of-
way concessions from an Amooe gas station, a
Cooker’s restaurant and a Comnerica Bank under-
going construction on Twelve Mile Road not far
from the Haggerty Connector,

The second job is to extend water and sewer
lines along Novi Road between Tafl and Beck
roads. This Is the city’s half of a bargain madewith
a group of subdivision developers (n the area.

The developers — including Beztak Building

Company, Don Bosco and The Selective Group —
have agreed to pay for the $1.6 million paving of
Nine Mile Road along that stretch In return for the
waler and sewer extenslons.

Together, the estimated cost of the work |s $5.2
mitlion.

The clty council July 13 was asked to approve
the sale of $10 miliion in revenue bonds, but at the
urging of Counci] Member Tim Pope reduced the
amount to $6 milllon. Pope sald residents would
wonder where the other $5 miilion were golng.

Unlike the general obligation bonds {ssued by
the city for the $18.8 million road improvment
program, voter approval 1s not required for the sale
of revenue bonds.

“It doean’t make much sense to go through an
election, Typlcally, citles dorevenue bonds for this
kind of thing,” Kriewall sald.

Under state law, voters can have a say in the
matter, however. To force an election on the bond
sales, 10 percent of the voters must sign a petition
and flle it within 45 days of the first advertisement
of the bond sales.

Ifthe petition drive succeeds, a majority vole i3
required to {ssue the revenue bonds.

in the future, the ity may need to {ssue any-
where from $8 milllon to $10 million more in
bonids to finance other utility programs, Kriewall

said, including improvements to the system west
of Novi Road and South Lake Drive.

Last year, In anticipation of the revenue bond
sales, the clty hiked the price of water tapn fees
from $500 to $1,000 and sewer tap-in fees from
51,300 to $2,500.

“We predicted back then we had certatn things
in the system we needed to build down the road.
We needed (o increase tap fees to pay off thebonds
we anticipated,” Kretwall said,

The last time Novi 1ssued revenue bonds was
more than 20 years ago, when the city was still a
township.

Interest rates en the bonds will be determined
at the public sale.

Novi's bond counsel Dennis Neiman told the
council the revenue bonds “in no way pledge or
have the city’s general funds at risk”

The only Democratic primary in the
Novi area next month piis Michael Meyer
of Novi against Walier Briggs IV of Bir-
mingham for their party’s nomination to
represent the new 11th District in the
U.S. House of Representatives.

The contest presents an interesting
diflerence in approaches. On balance,
we think WALTER BRIGGS would best
represent the area in Congress,

Meyer's candidacy isn't abad one or a
weak one — just an unrealistic one. His
standing in this race helps point out the
flaws in the system for elections like
these. Underfunded and not backed by
the power structure, Meyer faces an up-
hill battle just to get his name before the
public.

So while we root for Meyer as the val-
fant underdog, we feel Briggs is a better
choice for a potential member of Con-
gress. The two candidates differ on some
specific issues, but generally Briggs
seems more ready for the job. His back-
ground as an accountant may prove use-
fulif he reaches the House, and his post-
tions are reasonable and well-thought-
out, He also has a history of Interest in
the post, having run in the past against
the retiring William Broomfield.

Briggs does not support a tax in-
crease, and hislack of support is for all of
the right reasons, He understands that
the public has lost faith in government,
and the government must prove l{sell be-
fore asking for more money. We also like
Briggs™ health care plan. He proposes to

Earlier, the state had discussed do-
ing all the mitigation at the publically-
owned site 50 milesaway, apparently be-
cause Novi's administration rightfully
balked at giving Michigan $750,000 tow-
ards replacing the wetlands within the

city.

It's good to see that the upset over
Mayor Matthew Quinn's decision to hold
a July 13 closed negotiations session
with MDOT did not cloud the council's
vision of the real issue.

Yet, more arm-wrestling with
MDOT is worth a try. Although two Novi
representatives at the hush-hush meet-
ing with the state officials, Council Mem-
ber Robert Schmid and City Manager
Edward Kriewall, contend that the state
is unlikely to give further on the sound
abatement issue, the city should press
its point a little further.

Teachers and other employees of
Walled Lake Consolidated Schools
who happen (o smoke have unii] next
June to enfoy thelr cigarettes. Duning

The school board last Thursday
voted unanimously to OK a policy
banning smoking within all district
butldings and grounds, effective July
1, 1993, sald district spokeswoman
Lofs Lange.

“This has been the topic of discus-
sfon at board meetings during the
past year or s0,” Lange said Monday.
"This {smoking ban) is the result of
those discussions™ and findings of a
recent district-wide employee
survey.

Inthe survey, 72 percent of 761 re-
spondents — [ncluding both smok-
ers and non-smokers — stated they
would like the district to enforce a
smoke-free environment, Lange sald.

The decision to implement the ban
fully next July was made by the
school board “so contractual ramlfi-
catlons could be worked out.”

“What we're trying to do is spend
the next year tryingto implement this
plan,” sald trustee Marce Belsky. “But
we have to work through the
teachers.”

Belsky said the current contract
with the Walled Lake Education As-
soclation, set to explre in February,
Includes a clause requiring all build-
ings have a designated lounge. The
next contract, he continued, would
clearly state that smoking not be al-
lowed, either in buildings or on the
surrounding grounds and parking
lots.

Michigan Education Association's
Karen Murray, who represents both
the Walled Lake and West Bloomfleld
teachers, said the Walled Lake smok-
Ing ban would be contingent on fu-
ture negoliations for the teachers'
next contract.

“But it's safe to say It's a fair pro-
jection that {no smoking policy) Is
something we'd benegoliating,” Mur-
ray sald, “l know that's golng to be an
[ssue.”

Murray said she didn't know
whether any other districts have
been successful in deleting contract
language about permitting employ-
ees to smoke In a lounge or desig-
nated area,

Such areas wauid be totally elimi-
nated under the Walled Lake plan.
The main reasons, Belsky said, are
health and image,

“First of all, we fee] we'd have a
healthier working environment (with
the ban),” Belsky sald. “And sec-
ondly, we have extensive fcurricu-
lum) programs in all levels on health
education.

Summer salad
deserves better
than a bow/

Summer salads are much more than lettuce
in a bowl! In the hot days of summer, salads
are easy, satisfying one dish meals that the en-
tire family will enjoy. There ts no end to the
possible combinations for salads, After the
salad 1s made, all you need s a loaf of crusty
bread.

Select and combine greens, choose from
many (lavors and appearances. Romaine and
iceberg lettuces provide crispness. Butter and
cakleaf provide softness and vartety shapes.
Red-leaf or radlechio brighten a salad.
Shredded sorrel leaves add tartness while curly
endive adds texture and bitterness. Spinach
adds Interest. Belglan endive, watercress or ar-
ugula wil] add a sharp bite.

Edible flowers that are free from chemical
sprays add another dimenslon to the salads.
Nasturiiums. chrysanthemums, violas, violets,
alyssum, daylilies, roses and dlanthus can all
enhance salads. Herb flowers can add flavor
and color, however can be Intense in flavor so

use sparingly.

When using Jusl “greens” In a salad, chill
them and mix at the last possible moment. The
cold helps to crisp the greens and numb your -
tastebuds so you'll be satisfied with less salad
dressing. If you wet the greens, the dressing

~will not cling, and the flavors are diluted, so
dry thoroughly after washing. Greens can be
torn ahead and placed in a plastic bag or cov-
ered bowl and refrigerated for several hours be-
fore serving. Greens should be handled gently
fo prevent them from wilting.

Be creative and make interesting salads us-
ing frazen, dried, canned or leftover vegetables.
Frozen corn, peas, dred tomatoes and mu-
shrooms, canned water chestnuts, bottled artl-
chokes or roasted peppers are just a few
optons. Potatoes, onjon, sweel green peppers,
cabbage, camots and celery, of course, are old
stand-bys for salads. Try some different veget-
ables In the salad such as sweet potatoes, yel-
low squash, kohlrabl, green beans and
asparagus.

To enjoy the taste and texture ol the veget-
ables, don't obscure them with an over-
abundance of oll dressing, About one tables-
poon of dressing will coat a cup of salad.

Choose an oll with lots of flavor. Extra virgin
oll 1s a great cholce for flavor, while canala oll
has a millder taste. For a stronger flavor, try
peanut or seasame oll.

Take care in choosing a vinegar for a dress-
ing. A malt or distilled white vinegar is too
pungent for salads. Fruit flavored, apple cider,
sherry, balsamic or white wine are good cholces
for mild flavoring.

Chop fresh herba to add to your dressings.
Parsley, basll, cilantro, mint, oregano or tarra-
gon will add an Interesting twist. Horseradish
and dijon mustard in the mixed salad dressing
will add some zest. Don't forget the garlic.

Presentation 1s also very important with a
salad. Garnish with lemon wedges, walnut
halves, toasted seasame seeds, unsalted dry
roasted peanuts, fresh mint leaves or with a
few dilly beans to add & tart, crisp flavor. A
garnish of fresh oranges or grapefruit slices will
add another dimension to a salad. Shave or
make thin ribbon strips of summer squash to
garnish the top when serving. Homemade crou-
tons are much fresher and flavorful and wilt
accent any kind of a salad. Once you make .
your own you'll probably never buy them again.

For a very nutritlous, satisfying, easy one
dish meal, consider a hol or cold salad. Be
creative and imaginative, put your own signa-
ture on a salad and everyone will want you to
bring It to the next picnic or party on those
hot days when only a salad will satisfy.

You don't even have to roll down the car
windows to kmow when you pull off the in-
terstate that you're in the town that calls
itself “The Garlic Captial of the World.”

Your nose knows. The aroma slaps you
Inthe face fasterthan George Foreman can
pummel a challenger.

And every summer Gilroy hosts a garlic
festival. In the festival's Gourmet Alley
Alone — where they serve parlic-laced
pesto and pasta and scampl, garlic bread
and pepper steak rolls — they use up more
than 5,000 pounds of garlic, 7.000 loaves
of French bread, 24,000 rolls, 1,400
pounds of onions, 5,180 pounds of butter,
14 bins of bell peppers, 4,000 pounds of

mushrooms.
And this doesn't include the food served

in dozens of booths, where they sell Greek
and Thal culsine with garlic as well as
noveities, such as garlic ice cream and
chocolate-covered garlic candy.

And when festivalgoers aren't eating,
they're watching the annual Garlic Festi-
val cook-offorary one of a number of cook-
ing demonstrations by celebrity chefs

Gilroy standouts to
public television chefs and cookbook au-
thor Martin Yan,

Here are some winning recipes from
past Gilroy Garlic Festivals.

GRILLED TURKEY TENDERLOINS
IN GARLIC-ANCHO CHILI SAUCE

4 dried Ancho or Pastilla chilies

We all know the pungent smell of
garlic, but in case some of the terms
used to describe it and the type avail-
able are unclear, here's a primer.

Bulb. The name for the usable por-
tion of fresh garlic made up of as many
as 15 or more {ndividual cloves.

Clove, One of the several segments of
a bulb, each of which 1s covered with a
thin, papery skin.

Dehydrated. Any of several forms of
garlic from which the moisture has
been removed. Dehydrated garlic Is
available minced, powdered and
granulated.

Crushed. A term that refers to fresh
garlic that has been smashed by a
broad slde of a knife or cleaver on a

- chopping board or with a relling pin be-

tween several thicknesses of wax
paper.

Fresh. The term used to describe
garlic that has not been dehydrated.
Actually “fresh™ garlic {s allowed to
“cure” in the field before harvesting just
until the papery skin, not the cloves,
becomes dry.

Granulated. A dehydrated form of
garlic that is five times stronger than
raw garlic. Its flavor is released only In
the presence of molsture.

Julee. Garlic fulce maybe purchased

commercially or prepared by squeezing

fresh cloves In a garlic press, being cer-
tain not to include any of the flesh.
Julee biends eastly for uniform flavor,

Minced. This term s used for both
dehydrated and fresh garlic. Generally
called forwhen small pleces of garlicare
desirable as In soups, sauces or salad
dressings. Fresh garlic may be minced
using a sharp knife on a chopping
board. If the recipe calls for salt, add it
to the garlic when mincing, It will pre-
vent the garlic from sticking to the knife
and absorb the julces otherwise lost in
the mincing process. Finally minced
garlle, as called for in most French re-
cipes, tends to disappear into the finest
dish. For a more robust flavor, mince
more coarsely, as called for (n many
Chinese dishes. Large amounts of
garlic can be mineed using a blender or
food processor,

Powdered. Powdered gariic is avall-
able commerclally. When using powder
In recipes with a high acid content, mix
with water (two parts water, toone part
powder} before adding. Powdered garlic
canbe made from fresh by slowly drying
peeled garlic cloves in the oven, When
very dry, pound or crush unt] fine and
powdery. Pass through a sieve and
pound any large pieces, then sieve
again. Store In sealed jars ina dry place.

'50s were revolutionary era in food world

The '50s Fes-
tival is coming
to town. Or
should I say the
Town Center.

are we
so infatuated by
the '50s? The
music, the cars

was the beginning of a new era. The war
was over and extravagance abounded.
Gourmet magazine premiered in 1941 and
was followed by dozens of other publica-

tlons about food. The days of Coke, bur-
gers, TV dinner and ketchup were over,

Gourmets were considered “snobs” who
would have nothing to do with a good hot
dog or casserole. Pate’, whole roasted
garlic cloves, sukiyaki and cassoulets
were the new breed. Beef Wellingtons,
moussaka, fondue and souflles found
their way into American's lives.

Food took on a character of its own.
Cocktail parties became the fashionable
way to entertain. Hors d'oeuvre was just
one of the French wordsto appear. “En
croute” (in: pastry), "auvine” (with winej, "a
l'orange” (with oranges ororange essence),
and “au poivre” [with pepper) ail became
part of the new culinary language.

Mateus and Lancer’s were the wines of

choice and the popularity of napkin rings
abounded. James Beard was the force be-
hind much of the new wave cooking. He
was partial to raw beef, anchovies, strong
cheeses and sweetbreads, all of which, un-
til this time, were not considered the
*usual” bill of fare.

Beard's major complaint was with the
rigidity of American cooking. Strict mea-
surements and inflexible procedures were
not acceptable to him. One of my favorite
quotes of his s as follows, “For so many
years, fun was lacking in our kitchens.
The home economists approach thefr
tasks with somuch solemnity . . . just like
the nutritionists of today. 1 want to say, to
hell with all their rules.”

Enjoyment became Beard's chant and

oneofthevital principles of America’s food
revolution.

Along with their newfound food, gour-
mets’ kitchens filled with new equipment.
In 1949, the first self lowering toaster was
introduced. Mixers, blenders, electrc
grills and automatic bean pots filled the
shelves of department stores. It was hard
to keep these new appliances in stock. De-
mand out-weighed supply.

In 1940 2% million refrigerators were
sold. By 1950 over 6 million. mostly aqua,
boxes adomed kitchens. For the real seri-
ous cooks freezers were available to hold
their lobster talls mail-ordered from the
East.

The '50s were the start of a new revolu-
tion, although much of the food served

then is no longer popular. We have gotten
back tomore simplistic and simple fare. As
a reminder though, and in conjunction
with Kitchen Glamour and the Novi Town
Center, I will give two demonstrations on
'50s food. They will be held on Thursday
and Friday at 2 p.m. at the Novi Kitchen
Glamour. :

Gourmet fare can fit in your budget

Cooking gourmet food doesn't
have to be expensive. Stretching the
“gourmet” food dollar has been over-
locked until recently in Jacques Pe-
pin's “Cuisine Economique.”

Pepln’s 11th published cookbook,

June 1992, $22) is a collection of re-
cipes organized into seasonal menus
that employ affordable ingredients.

Count on basil, mint, tarragon, thyme and rosem-
ary. Willowy dill is particularly attractive. Used
singly, chives tend to flop over graciously, but
nevertheless they've flopped.
