Reform in Novi's sign ordinance, 
long sought by the Iccal business 
community, has been coming along 
steadUy. 

The d ty coundl recently revised 
the ordinance on wall sigfis and is 

looking at other One tuning of the 
rules. 

Mason says she's been asking for 
relief on open-house signs "for 
years." 

At present, a Realtor may put one 
sign in front of a home for sale. Tatxx) 
is that second sign noting tliat the 
property is open wltlxiut appoint­
ment, as are directional signs leading 
prospects to the house. 

But Realtors do put out "Ulegal" 
open-house signs, on weekends any­
how, Mason said. 

"I don't know if the ordlnanceoffic-
ers don't work on the weekends or 
they Just look the other vray." she 
added. 

To make It all legal tlic Realtor 
would need to make an application 
for a variance to the dty*s Zoning 
Board of Appeals and pay a $ 100 fee, 
the city council memljcr explained. 

Amending the restricUons on waU 
signs was a unanimous council 
decision. 

Previously, these signs had to be 
placed on the same side as a busl-
ness's entrance — even ff that side 
did not face the street — essenUalfy 
Wiping out tlie chance to attract 
drive-by customers. 

The neW regulaUons permit the 
placement of signs for Individual bu ­

sinesses i n a mulUple-business com-
plex on a wal l facing the ma in 
tlioroughfare. 

Now u n d e r considera t ion Is 
another twist to the ordinance which 
w o u l d a l l o w one 5 - f o o t - t a l l , 
24-square-foot, ground pole tempor­
ary sign per each event such as a terU 
sales or sidewalk sales. Seasonal of­
ferings such as pumpkins, Christ­
mas trees and firewood oould also 
qualify for a d t y permit for a tempor­
ary sign.

As much as anytliifig else, the 
automobiles trekking down Grand 
River Avenue changed Novl from an 
isolated farm town to a bustling 
suburb. 

A n d al l those Model T s . T-Blrds, 
Tirans-Ams and Toyotas heading 
west needed fuel Since 1919, a gas 
station lias stood on the northeast 
corner of Grand River and Novl Road, 
cateilng to local and traveling motor­
ists' needs. 

But not for much longer. The exist­
ing Amoco station will soon be gone, 
its building torn down, tlie under-
groumd storage tanks wrenched from 
the ground and tlie environment 
cleaned up — part of a deal the city, 
the landowner and tlie oil company 
worked out last year. 

Local Realtor Leo Hartawood has 
owned the gas station since 1949 — 
and he operated it himself until 1963. 
Current^, the business is run by the 
two Fay Davises, senior and Junior, 
who WUl be starting up operations 
Thursday at a brand new, state-of-
the-art station at TiwelVe Mile and 
Novi roads. 

The old gas station closed olllcially 
last night. 

The doors were kept open Just long 
enough to participate In a final nos­
talgic event. The Michigan '50s Festi­
val's 'Cru i s in ' Grand River" was ex­
pected to bring into town at least a 
1,000 classic cars. Plans called for 
one model from each decade— 1940s 
to 1970s—to line up at the Amoco, i l ­
lustrating the generations of cars 
that used the station, Davis said. 

So many generations. City families 
- heading out to the Walled Lake Am­
usement Park in l950s station wa­
gons with little kids wondering "are 

. we tliere yet?" and whi11ing to use the 
gas station's restrooms. Truckers 
stopping at Harrawood's for a cup of 
coffee after an ear^ morning r u n to 
tlie E:astem Market with a load of 
Novi farm produce or milk. Carloads 
of teens on their way to a sock hop at 
tlie Casino or maybe to catch a 
Chuck D e n y or Paul Revere and The 
Raiders concert. 

In the 1950s, lakeboimd tourists 
. were advised to "Stop. . . Before you 
start y o u r holiday'at Harrawood's. 
Your coiiiplete seiylcie jstatloh." 

T h e g a n g at H a r r a w o o d ' s 1 9 5 0 s - e r a g a s s ta t ion at G r a n d R i v e r A v e n u e a n d Nov l R o a d . 

Actually, the business was a little 
more t l ian complete. Besides the 
Standard gasoline, AAA towing and 
service garage with pick-up arid de­
liveiy of automobiles, it included a 
24-hour restaurant, a Greyhound 
B u s stop, a used car lot and two radio 
d i s p a t c h e d , oxygen -equ ipped 
amliulances. 

Hairawood said it was the first gas 
station in town to be open 24 hours a 
day. when tliat was still a novelty. 

Local and state police Joined the 
locals and the summer crowd perch­
ing on the clirome-plated stools at 
the l imch counter. While waitresses 
i n s l i iny nylon dresses served up 25 
cent liamburgers With a side of 25 
cent french fries or a $1.50 half-
cl i icken dinner. 

Gas was an even better deal — 20 
cents a gallon. 

To lure customers in, local filling 
stations waged "gas war after gas 
war." Harrawood said. 

Often, tlie parade of fun-seekers 
lieaded for the Walled Lake Casino 
and Amusement Park Was so heavy 
tliat Novi Road Was blocked off and 
travelers were re-dlrected towards 
Brighton. Harrawood said. 

"I used to liave a peanut wagon out 
tliere and my kids made more money 
than I did." he said. 

Harrawood's daughter is former 
Novl Parks and Recreation commis­
sioner Diana Canup. 

"When 1 came to town here, it was 
nothing." Harrawood recalls. The 
town was dark. You could go tlirough 
here and liat an eye and wouldn't 
know it. When I built this staUon, It lit 
up the whole town. 

"The old people were all spitting 
out tobacco and saying that g i ^ s go­

ing to go broke." 
Four years earlier, he had arrived 

i n Novi as a 24-year-old World War II 
veteran, temporarily i n a wheel chair 
while recovering fhim serious inju­
ries received overseas as a U.S. .A1Tny 
medic, 

Harrawood could see which way 
Detroit's signs pointed and began 
buying up Novi land. HLs holdings In­
cluded wliat is now Novl Town Center 
shopping mall. 

"You can't go south from Detroit. 
You can't go east, you've got Lake Hu -
ron. You can't go north ljecause 
you've got Bloomfield Hills and Pon­
tiac. You liave to go west," he said. 

The business came under the 
Standard Oil umbrella in 1955, 
swltclil1ig over to Amoco With the 
mammoth oil company. 

.After Ha1Tawood stopped running 
the station himself, he retained own­
ership of the property, leasing It out 
to operators. It Went tlirough a series 
of te11ants before the DaVlses took 
over i n 1980. 

The industry had Just Weathered 
the oil embargo and energy crisis of 
1974. 

"The oil companies allocated you 
so much oil. Wlien you pumped it out 
you Just closed the door and Went 
home," Harrawood said. 

The fuel crunch days put an end to 
gas wars, Davis says. 

"The oil companies don't look fa­
vorably upon them. The margins (of 
profit) are too small to get into price 
wars. The cost of oil is l i lgh. It drives 
the price down too far. It hurts every­
body," he e^qplained.

Their plans to rebuild the facility 
fiom a fi11l-servlce to a self-service 
station with a conver11ence center 
were squashed in the 1nid-1980s, 
when the city rezoned the land to a 
special new categoiy. Town Center 
zo1iing, Davis said. 

Moreover, the Davises* application 
for a variance to raise canopies for a 
self-service station was denied by the 
city, "effectively legislating our busi­
ness out of existence," they say. 

"We didn't want to move. The city 
wouldn't let us rebuild. Tl i i s is the 
best comer in Novi," local Realtor Leo 
Harrawood. the owner of the site, 
said. 

Harrawood is trading his deed to 
the Grand River site for the owner­
ship of the new Amoco site at Novl 
and VweWe Mile roads. The Davises 
l M l d a 10-year lease on the new 
property. 

While Ixith Davis and Harrawood 
agree tliat the c l tys goal to recreate 
its downtown has hieen a t l i om in 

tlielr side as buslnessmea neltlier 
see the city's goal to re-create Its 
downtown as do-able. 

"It's way too late. They missed the 
boat. Tliey're (Rip) V a n Winkle. They 
slept too long," Harrawood said.

A scatlilng new report atiout Oalt-
land County's mental health care 
system apparently comes as no sur­
prise to those Who use the system. 

"Tliey really don't liave any good. 
Well-run programs," said Bill Hayes 
of Blrmlngjiam. whose son has bicen 
part of the county system for 15 
years. 

A n outside evaluaUon concluded 
the county mental health paUents 
spent too much time In hospitals, too 
little ln community-based programs. 

It also concluded too many pa­
tients a r t l)ei1ig "Warehoused" in­
stead of treated. 

"Evcfytlilng that the study con­
cluded — WeVe experienced," Hayes 
said. 

There's a lack of crisis mailage-
ment programs, a lack of housing 
and no lielp for those Who are also 
substance abusers." 

The sltuaUon is bad. not o11ly for 
paUents but for county taxpayers, 
said Sue Carter ofthe Alliance for the 
JVlentally IU. 

"It's been shown tljrle and again 

tliat community-based services are 
the most effectlVe services," Carter 
said. "At the same time, hospital ser-
Vlces are by far more expensive." 

The study found roi1gl11y 70 per­
cent of the county mental health 
budget Was iDeing spent on hospitals; 
30 percent for community programs. 
It argued the figures should bie 
reversed. 

T h e All iance sponsored the 
$15,000 study. It Was compiled h y 
Dr. Leor1ard Stein, a Wlsconsln-
tiased psychiatric care ejqjert. 

The Alliance, a n advocacy group 
for paUents and their relaUves, is su­
ing the county and state over the 
quality of mental health care In Oalc-
land County. 

County ofDcials say tlie problem 
lies with Inadequate state fliliancing. 

'Quite probably. We're going to be 
using tllis report to tiy to get more 
money b o m Lansing," said Richard 
Cooper, director of Oakland Com-
mu11lty Mental Health Services, the 
county mental health care agency. 

B u t Carter said the money is there. 

it Just isn't being spent properly. 
T l i e / r e putUng the money into 

things Uke an 800 hot line for smok­
ers and substance abuse programs," 
Carter said said. T h e s e are mental 
health issues, but they don't dlrecUy 
involve mental Ulness." 

County and state officials are cur­
rently negoUating a new "full man­
agement" agreement glVlng Oakland 
greater control over mental health 
programs. 

The initial sessioa held Thursday, 
Went "Veiy WeU," Cooper said. 

AU sides agree greater county con­
trol could ease pr5jlems. but it could 
also mean greater coimty spending. 

"The state Is of the opinion that 
Oaldand County is a WealUry county, 
but We're already paying a lot for 

mental health care as it is," said 
County Conunissloner Marilynn Go-
sUng. R-Bloomfleld Hills, a member 
community mental liealth services 
board. 

The state is pajrlng more tlian $56 
miUion for Oakalnd County mental 
liealth programs, the report said. 

Though the state currentty picks 
up 90 percent of the tab, GosUng 
said, the county WUl spend about $7 
miUion on mental health care tliis 
year. 

For Hayes, U1is Issue is services, 
not money. 

"We expect to help, but we can't do 
it alone," Hayes said.

NorthVille. on the other hand. Is far different Sure, 
there are several new subdivlstons In and around North­
Vllle. B u t What makes NorthVllle dramatically dllTerent 
from NoVl is its o H e r homes. . .the older homes In the city 
Itself. 

The portion ofour driving tour ln NorthVllle ljegan in the 
so-called historic district — the homes West of Center 
Street between M a i n and Randolph. It's a nice area, a n d 
What Was particularly ImpresslVe ls the amount of Work 
that's going into landscaping. There arc some absolutely 
l)eautlful city gardens surrounding those older homes. 

The tiling I found moat amazing, however. Was the ex­

I think some people refer to that secUon ofthe city as

In or­
der to tie ticketed for drag racing, you h a d to launch firom a 
standing start. With a 20-roU, the Worst y o u could get was 
a speeding ticket. 

If you grew up a1x)und here tn the l950s , the names and 
the places may have been different, b u t the cruisin' and 
the street racing Were the same. According to J e n y Le-
B l a n c of NoVl. you could ride Northwestern HlghWSQr from 
the Northwestern Drtve-ln to the Holiday tan at Six Mile, or 
Woodward AVenue from tlie Teepee to Tad's.

Tlie NoVl Expo Center sailed 
througli lts first olllclal reVlew last 
Week. 

The Plannhlg Commission on 
Wedriesdayunanlmously approVed a 
rezoning for tlie Expo Center prop­
erty and gave a refximmendation tliat 
council approve the center's prell-
ini11a1y site plan. 

The rezoning came on the lieals of 
a Novl Clty Council approval of a new 
cjqpo ordinance, altliough the Expo 
Center docs not meet the letter of the 
new ordl11ance, according to Expo 
Center President Blair Bowman. 

The iMtiposed site plan shows the 
useable exposition area as less than 
130,000 squalne feet. The ordinance 
reqiilres a n1inimum of 150,000 
square feet of exposition floor space. 

But the full-sized center would 
need more than the 1.165 parking 
spaces Currently provided. Bowman 
will gain enough parking tlirough an 
agreement With Progressive Tool to

increase the useable exposition floor 
space to more than 140,000 square 
feet, Expo Center visitors Will be per­
mitted to park in the I^gresstve Tool 
lot, which Will provide alxiut 300 
parking spaces tlirough a long-term 
lease agreement. 

But Bowman had not flnallzed the 
agreement by Wednesday's meeting. 
So he Was unable to show e n o u ^ 
parking Is available for tlie larger 
center. 

Instead, Bowman wil l continue to 
work toward an agreement for the 

lease or purcliase of ofl"-Site parking. 
When he has the agreement in liand. 
Bowman said he wi l l bring a new site 
plan to the commission showing an 
Increase i n tJie square feet of exposi­
t ion space a n d the necessary 
parking. 

Bowman also must receive a var­
iance from the Zoning Board of Appe­
als (ZBA) due to deficient setbiacks in 
tlie bufldlng's front yard. 

The Expo Center's site plan was 
W e l l r e c e i v e d b y m o s t 
commissioners. 

Commiss ione r Richard C la rk 
Voted for the plan but said the in­
creased trafllc could hurt traffic pat­
terns at the Grand River and NoVi 
Road intersection 

'I t l i ink we're being overly optimis­
tic.- Clark said. 

In response to a question tiy Com­
missioner J o l i n Balagna, Bowman 
said the Expo Center likely Will tie in 
use only 100-110 days each year. 

Balagna said an Impact on rush-
hour trafllc Would be infrequent. 

Director of Planning and Com­
munity Development James Wall! 
urged the commission to support the 
p l ^ . Wal i l said the project has been 
a public/private collaboration. The 
city l ias applied for a grant to Improve 
the road leading to the center. 

"TVJthout meeting those deadlines 
for eveiytliing, the opportunity to re­
ceive the grant . . . could be com­
promised." Wali l said. 

W i t h the commission's recom­
mendation for approval, the grant 
process remains on track.
