Police say
confiscated
speedboat
was stolen

Ewald Pajor of Novi flled suit in
Oakland County Clrenit Cotut
last week to regain possession of a
boat he says was wrongfully con-
fiscatexd by the Novi Pelice Depart-
ment on Friday, July 24.
. ButNovipolice don't have it. Al-
though it is being stored at the po-
Uee headquarters bullding on Ten
Mile Road, it s actually in the
hands of the Oakland County
Auto Theft unit.
And officers there say the boat
is stolen property.
Police are not yet sure where or
from whom it was stolen, accord-
ing to officer Ron Ry, but the de-
scription of the boat does not
match state reglstration informa-
tlon and bears signs that the hull
{dentification number has been

tampered with.

Officers have not yet sought a
warrant for Pajor, but Roy said he
could face charges of altering and
concealing stolen property, a
4-year felony, or receiving and
concealing, a 5-year felony.

“It's news to me,” Pajor's attor-
ney Ronald McDuffle said when
asked about officers’ allegations
the boat was stolen., “They gave no
reason when they took the boat.
They have given us no
explanation.” '

McDuffte contended the boat is
not stolen property and said he
plans to pursue the court cae
seeking retum the boat,

Acting ona tip, Det. Billy Duffy
— a Farmington Hills officer on
temporary assignment to the
southwest Oakland County Auto
Theft unit —obtained awarrant to
conduct a search of the boat
stored at Pajor's residence at
48725 Eleven Mile Road. Accord-
ingtoRoy, the boat is registeredas
a 16-foot 1971 Tahitd, but the
watercraft found at Pajor's home
bearing that registation was a
20-footer of another make. Police
believe it is a 1978-to-1981
Sleekcraft.

Marks around the hull registra-
tlon number also indicate the or-
iginal number of the boat was
ground off, the hole filled and a
new registration number was in-
scx:lbed back on to the boat, Roy
sald.

Police have also interviewed
another man who says he sold Pa-
Jora 71 Tahitt last year for $300,
Roy called it a“junk boat” with no
motor, which police belleve was
purchased to obtain the reglstra-
tion number,

Roy sald police will continue to
fnvestigate the case in an aftempt
to figure out where the 20-foot
Sleekcraft may have come from.

Candidates meet in Jaycee’s forum

A heated campaign fora seat in the
11th U.S. Congressional District
cooled down dramatically at a can-
didates night forum Friday.

Republican candidates running
in the primary for the 11th District
have been launching attacks at
each other as the race wore on. The
Novi Jaycees-sponsored forum
gave five contenders in the Republi-
can and Democratic primary one
last chance to state thelr views be-
fore the Tuesday, Aug 4 primary
election.

In recent weeks, former Clreuit
Court Judge Alice Gilbert accused
state Sen.

Meyer and Walter Briggs [V have
had no public conflicts leading up
to the Friday night forum.

Each candidate was given three
minutes to intraduce him or herself
when the forum got under way at
around 8:15 p.rn. They summed up
their bellefs close to 10 p.m. with
short statements.

Victims should sue dealers—-Engler

On Engler's behalf, Peterson en-
dorsed the novel Senate Bilt 1034
providing for civil damages regard-
less of whether a drug dealer has
been convicled criminally,

A civil sult could be filed by a drug
user’s parent, child or other relative,
So could an employer whoe funds
drug treatment for an addicted
worker.

A "crack baby,” addicted from the
womb, could sue. So could the hospi-
tal that cares for the crack baby.
*Whole communities could sue,”
Peterson said.

The suit could be filed against not
only the responsible dealer but any-
one in the chain of distrbutlion and
any dealer In the immedi{ate market,
he said.

“You don't have to prove the drug
came from the dealer you're sulng —
Just in the same market,” Peterson

sald.

ages and attorney fees, under Wel-

Qulpped Welborn: “The trial attor-
neys should think I'm a good guy for
opening up a whole new field for
them.” He has been critical of the Mi-
chigan Trial Lawyers Association for
flling suits asking unlimited dam-
ages In medical llabllity cases.

In response toa Welborm question,
Peterson satd only victims — not po-
lice ~ could sue for darnages. Police
could attempt to collect witniess fees,
overtime for law enforcement officers
and damages from thcse who flle
false police reports.

Asked by a New Detroit spokesper-
son Lo explain the mechanics of civil
suits, Peterson said a civil plaintiff
would have a lower threshhold of
proof than a county prosecutor golng
after the same dealer on criminal

charges.

“You {ctvil plaintifi] are not going
after them for iliegally dealing drugs.
You're going for damages. That'swhy
the police can't sue. You're going af-

ter themn for putting poison in the
community,” Peterson said, ltkening
drug dealing to toxic pollution.

Peterson sald the idea for civil
suits came from the U.S, attomney in
Hawail. “We're the first state to move
on this. This could be an addition to
the asset forfefture law, which has
brought in $11.8 million in Michi-
gan,” he added.

The thrust of Engler's package is
to go after big dealers instead of mere
“mules” making deliveries,

“We're not making a dent in reduc-
ing this {llegal drug trade,” said Sen.
Nick Smith, R-Addison, sponsor of
part of the package.

“We want to give law enforcement
the tools to compete with an ex-
tremely sophisticated drug trade,”
Smith said, citing people with MBA
degrees tn the drug trade using com-
puters that "are larger and more so-
phisticated than magry multinational

corporations have.”

11th CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT
Republican

As expected, the race for the Repu-
blican nomination for the 11th District
seat In the U.S. House has generated
some fireworks. Advertising budgets are
large and campaigns intense. Most of the
heat has flown between Alice Gilbert, un-
til recently a circuit court judge, and Da-
vid Honigmar, a state senator, Past Re-
publican Party official Joseph Knolien-
berg, to his credit, has managed to stay
out of most of the furor.

All three candidates will find their
supporters come Aug. 4, Butl clearing
aside all the sound and fury, signifying
nothing, DAVID HONIGMAN appears as
clearly the best option for Republicansin
this district, which includes Novi.

In many areas Honigman offers
strong approaches to the issues. His
health care plan is particularly notewor-
thy. Instead of following the typical Re-
publican line that a national health care
plan is simply too burdensome an idea,
Honigman has devised a plan that would
cost the government little while insuring
many of the the currently uninsured.

His position on abortion has been
criticized as fence-straddling, but for the
moderates on the abortion issue, Honlg-
man is a good choice. He believes in re-
stricting abortion, but says it should be
legal in the first five months of
pregnancy.

He also has a proven ability to get
things accomplished, much more so
than almost any politician you'd care to
name. In both the state House and Se-
nate, Honigman is one of, if not the, top

- person in actually shepherding legisla-

tion through the system into law.

Democrat

The only Democratic primary inthe
Noviarea next month pits Michael Meyer
of Novi against Walter Briggs IV of Bir-
mingham for their party’s nomination to
represent the new 11th District in the
U.S. House of Representatives.

The contest presents an interesting
difference in approaches. On balance,
we think WALTER BRIGGS would best
represent the area in Congress.

Briggs does not support a tax in-
crease, and hislack of support isfor all of
the right reasons. He understands that
the public has lost faith in government,
and the government must prove itself be-
fore asking for more money. We also like

Briggs' health care plan. He proposes to
provide insurance for the poor (who al-
ready canreceive emergency room treat-
ment, which, in turn, is subsidized by
everyone who uses the system.) He
makes a good argument that a
government-facilitated, national health
care plan could work while actually sav-
ing money.

Briggs is an outsider in the political
arena. We believe some of his hopes for
balancing the budget and cutting gov-
ernmerit waste may be overly idealistic.
But we also believe that in a time when
change is so desperaicly needed, a little
idealism, combined with the financial
background he could bring, would bene-
fit the country.

38th State House District
Republican

In the Republican primary for the
new 38th District in the state House of
Representatives, we're frankly not ena-
moured with any of the three candidates.
Given the choices, though, we feel in-
cumbent Rep. WILLIS BULLARD pro-
vides the best option, '

For someone with his years of ser-
vice in the state House, Bullard isn't very
well known, certainly niot on a statewide
basis. He's been more visible in the Novi
area recently, and that's good, but we

wouldn't count him as a leader in the
state legislature. If there is one thing
Novi is seriously lacking, it is a strong
voice in Lansing. The most likely person
to provide that voice would be Bullard,
but he hasn't.

We don't think anyone here could
find much fault with-his voting record.

On issues of school funding, he always
votes the “right” way — the way which
would be of benefit to Novi and the rest of
the out-of-formula school districts he
represents. His position on abortion
{pro-choiece with restrictions) and other
state issues probably fairly reflects the
majority opinions of his constituents.

To summarize, Bullard does a good
job of reacting to what's in front of himin
a way that probably falls in line with
most of his constituents. He's not a ma-
jor source of leadership or initiative
within the legislature, but we don't see
the challengers being significantly diffe-
rent in that respect.

In one of the less exciting races next
month, it'sa somewhat reluctant nod for
the incumbent.

We regularly
publish every report of drunk driving we can find, and fre-
quently run a column by Charlie Stilec, the high school's
substance abuse calendar.

Candidate Howe is ‘not one of the boys

Her bumper sticker says it all, as
far as Elizabeth P. Howe is con-
cerned. “Not One of the Boys.”

The gender reference Is obvious, of
course. Howe s the only woman —
Republican or Democrat — running
for Oakland County Executive, the
county’s highest elected office, adell-
nite plus in what some political ob-
servers insist 13 the year of the
wornan,

Equally important, Howe said, Is
the phrase “Not one of the Boys.”
Males have deminated Gakland poli-
ties for generations, she said.

Not cnly is she female, Howe sald,
but she 18 outside the loop. She's not
“one of the good ol boys,” who have
made mafjor political and economic
decisions without any concem for
wamen, Republican or Democrat.

“Brooks Patterson is the continua-
tion of the good ol boy network and
philosophy,” said Howe, referring to
the Republican she hapes to face in

Marcuse

By his own admission, Philip R
Marcuse {s a maverick Democrat —
somebody who doesn't necessarily
adhere to the party philosophy.

“I'm more Republican than party
officials want to see,” sald Marcuse,
52, who thinks Democrats have
rightly been criticlzed as the tax and
spend party.

He warits no part of that label, and
fnsists, “I'm a result-oriented
Demaocrat.”

Any distinctions he draws, how-
ever, don't stop Marcuse from seek-
ing the Democratic nomination for
Cakland County Executive. He's
vying with party favorite Elizabeth P.
Howe in the Aug. 4 primary for the
Democratic nomination.

Howe is not qualified to be county
executive, Marcuse says, because
she Is a woman. “Women are not
leaders, they're supporters.”

The winner will face Republican
heavyweight L. Brooks Patterson, the
well-known former Qakland County
prosecutor, In the Nov. 3 general
election, Patterson is unopposed in
the primary.

Marcuse, a clerk for Qakland Cir-
cuft Judge John N. O'Brien, showed
his independence from main-line
Democrats in May by announcing he
would seek the party’s nomination —
necessftating a resource-consuming

the Nov. 3 general election,

The old boy network wants to
anoint Patterson, Howe sald. She
wants to change all that.

Howe's strategy so far {s to ignore
Philp R Marcuse, the Democrat
she’s running against in the Aug, 4
primary, and concentrate on the Re-
publican she presumes she'll face in
November — the old boy she jokingly
refers to as Louis B. Patterson, even
though he's better known as L.
Brooks Patterson.

But Howe doesin't expect to upset
Patterson — an acknowledged GOP
heavyweight —merely because of her
gender or her status as an outsider.
Even Lhe most avid feminist wouldn't
go for that,

She's touting herself as a qualified
woman.

As the former director of the Michi-
gan Department of Labor — and the
most powerful woman in the admi-
nistration of former Gov. James

That primary won't be costly to
him, at least in terms of money, sald
Marcuse, who vows to spend less
than $1,000. But it will help voters
decide who Is the better candidate to
oppose Patterson.

Patterson would be a disaster for
Oakland County, Marcuse Insists,
because he i3 Insincere and inexper-
lenced as an administrator. “When
hewas prosecutor, he hired someone
toruntheoffice while he was off doing
radlo shows and writing newspaper
columns,”

As prosecutor, Patterson worked
with — and had leverage over —
numerous lawyers. “The job of execu-
tive s different,” Marcuse said, "It re-
quires more vision, more leadership.”

Marcuse said he envisions Oak-
land County as the economic, cul-
tural and governmental hub of
southeast Michigan. “Detroit is no
longer the center of the mietroplex.”

Businesses — as well as the “best
and brightest” residents — have
moved from Detrolt to Qakland
County, Marcuse sajd. And that fact
should be recognized by declaring
Oakland as the center of southeast

“[ don't favor reglonal govemn-
ment,” he said. “I'm recogniz-
ing a de facto shift i1 the power base

Blanchard — Howe is ready to com-
pare her administrative and leader-
ship qualities against anyone.

“My budget as director oflabor was
$100 milllon more than the county
executive's budget,” she said.

As head of thedepartment thatad-

Marcuse sald he favors county
government that functions forcefully
behind the scenes, with little or no
fanfare.

That entails keeping taxes down, pro-
viding good services and promoting a
good climate.

To do that, the executive needs to
form a working relationship with the
County Board of Comunissioners, the
Republican-dominated legislative
arm of county government.

Marcuse said he {s uniquely quall-
fied to do that because of his status
as a nentraditional Democrat.

He sald he shares the Republican
philosophy of promoting business.

In a letter to the city, Elias
Brothers staff attomey Leonard Ber-
man said the corporation {s prepared
to go the full legal yard to challenge
the consttutionality of the controv-
ersial sign ordinance In court — and
prove that the statue is modern folk
art.

“While the City of Novi's enforce-
ment officer may consider the Big
Boy statue, whose cheruble grin
greets customers at most Big Boy re-
staurants, a sign, to Ellas it is some-
thing different . . , The statue Is no-
thing less than modem folk art or pop
art. . . To those familiar with the Big
Boy restaurant chaln and its history,
the statue may symbolize car hops
and school. To children, the
statuels a big chubby doll they love to
hug," Berman wrote.

In the past, Ellas successfully
challenged Troy and other munici-
palities on this issue, he noted.

“Our interpretation Is it is in fact
like a traditional sign orwhateveryou
want to call it.

Guests all love
variations on
food on a stick

Surprise your friends and family at the next
backyard get-logether and serve “food on a
stick.” Fire up the grll, grab your chefs hat,
your skewers and some food. and youre ready
to make kabobs,

Kabobs are a do-ahead meal with finger-food
appeal. | am not just talking about roasting
marshmallows on a stick, but appetizers or the
main entree, the vegetables and desserts, the
entire meal. Think of this as a stir-fry on a
stick or a new twist to fondue, Kabobs are
hands-on fun and healthy for the diet-
consclous.

Grilling is one of the oldest methods of cook-
Ing and by taking the heat out of the kitchen
everyone will enjoy the summertime meal.

Forget the foll for the vegetables; cook them
directly on the grill rack above the coals. Veget-
ables directly on the grill have a wonderful
smoky flavor that enhances their natural taste
so the old standby potato or onion take on new
character,

Make sure the grill rack is clean, and re-
move the grill rack and spray with a vegetable
cooking spray so the food won't stick. Do not
spray rack over hot coals; the spray could
cause a flame.

When grilling small or fragile food such as
sealood, place a wire cake rack parallel to the
grill rods. This will prevent food from faling
through and on the coals.

Choose skewers that are long and sturdy,
that are either square or oval so that when the
food softens during cooking, it will not fall off.
Metal, wood or bamboo skewers work fine.
Soak the bamboo and wood skewers in water
several hours before using so they do not burn.

For a backyard cocktail party, make the ap-
petizers on a stick; they are easy to handle for
guests. These can be all fruit, all vegetables or
a combination with a meat. Choose foods that
cook at the same rate; not some large pleces
and some tiny. Keep them uniform in size.

Try bananas. kiwl fruit, pineapple. waterme-
Jon, strawberries or fresh peaches on a stick.
For a marinade to brush over grilled fruit use
orange juice, lime juice or a maple syrup or
honey glaze. Use just enough so the fruit does
not dry out. Fruilt just needs to be heated, not
cocked mushy.

Sealood appetizers such as one or two
shrimp with frult are fun for dipping in sauce
or meited butter.

On a hot day and you don't want to stand
over the grill, let people thread their own
skewer and cook the kabobs themselves. Set
out fruits, vegetables, meat, seafood and the
skewers; everyone can select what they like.

Vegetables are simple to grill and require
little treatment beyond cleaning. Almost any
vegetable can be cocked on the grill, but you
may need to parboll some vegetables that re-
quire a longer cooking time. Tomatoes and mu-
shrooms skewered together with chunks of
meat cook too quickly and tend to fall off be-
fore the meat is cocked.

Skewer soft vegetables separately and add to
the grill Just a couple of minutes before the
meat is done. Good vegeiables to put on a
stick are zucchini, asparagus, carrots, eggplant,
snow peas, sweet potatoes, green onions,
squash, lecks and bell peppers.

Generously brush the vegetables with melted
margarine, butter or olive oil for flavor and to
prevent sticking. Cook directly over medium hot
coals until fork-tender and stightly charred. (A
little char Is tasty, but a lot of char is nasty).

Place food on the skewers, leaving space be-
tween each piece to allow for heat penetration
and thorough basting.

Meat kabobs are generally marinated to help
tenderize. The aclds In vinegar, wine, frult juice
or commerclal marinades break down the pro-
tein in the meat to make them more tender.

Though Paul Kemp bears a striking re-
semblance to a somewhat slimmer James
Beard, its unlikely that the two ever crossed
paths, not even in the kiichen.

While the Master did his cooking in the
great kitchens of the world, the Novi Boy Scout
leader and technical printing consultant has
done most of his in the great outdoors. Now
Kemp and Beard have one more thing In com-
mon: they are both published cookbook
authors.

Kemp's compendium, which was just re-
leased this spring, is titled “Outdoor Cooking
for Enjoyment: The Musings of an Amateur
Chel.” And borrowing an {dea from Jeff Smith,
The Frugal Gourmet, Kemp dubs himself The
Tenderfoot Gourmet.

Though the Boy Scout motto s "Be pre-
pared,” Kemp, once a scout himself was thor-
oughly unprepared for the modern youth's
idea of cooking. When Kemp's son Brian ad-
vanced from Cub Scouts to Boy Scouls in
1983, he was shocked (o discover that the
bays' idea of cooking was adding hot water to
{nstant oatmeal.

Kemp decided that it would be wise — and
atleast more nutritious — if the adults did the
cooking on campouts and passed out sam-
ples. This would helghten the kids’ interest in
cooking.

While the scouts' interest in cooking grew
{so much so that a weekend campout for Troop
407 now usually includes a cooking school on
Saturday afternoon) so did Kemp's reputation.
He drew on years of experlence at home to

The letter reminded us that
nio alcoho! sales are made to und

youths. Also, he assured us that the police
department would be prepared to asslst

the enforcement of these regulations ifwe

'ngeded.

Just over a month ago any of our staff
that handles liquor, or serves ft, was re-
quired to take an alcohol management
class. Dumg this four-hour session we
were iaught technigues for dealing with
different problems that may arise. There
were several things that, I think, stuck in
all of our minds.

One was to check 1.D. if in doubt. Only
“legal” 1.D.s are acceptable. There must be
a pleture and a birth date, A driver's
license 3 the norm. We do not have to
serve anyone who we feel doesn’t have
proper identlfication. The law states that
we are responsible for serving underage
youths even If they present us with fake
L.D.

The serving of an already inebriated
person is another fear. Generally speak-

ing, for an average sized person, one ounce

per hour is the limit. It takes the body that
long to metabolize the alcohol.

Thankfully, we have had minimal prob-
lems with any abuse on either count. My
staff is to be commended for this. They are
very aware of who and how much they are
serving.

The letter went on to warn that within
the next three months the department will
begin decoy liquor enforcement opera-
tions. Youths under 21 will be trying to
purchase alcoholic beverages. They will
not (ry in any way to Influence the estab-
Hshment other than to come in, sit down
and buy a drnk.

I've posted the letter and read it during
our meetings, We are very much behind a
program such as this.

New canola could yield margarine

Ameri-Can Seed Company, a wholly
owned subsidiary of Calgene, recently announced
that theworld's first canola genetically engineered
to produce a modifled ol has advanced to the sec-
ond stage of fleld testing with trials currently
under way in Michigan.

The varieties being tested preduced a novel oil
with dramaticaily increased levels of stearie acid,
aking them suitable for margariné and conifec:

In addition to testing the high stearic acid var-
leties, the company has established in Michigan
the first stage of field tests for new plants engl-
neered to produce lauric acld. Lauric acid is widely
used in the manufacture of detergents, scaps and
sharmpoos and Is contained In coconut and palm
oll, which are imported into the U.5,

The genetically engineerd canola plants are the
Arst comrnerctal temperate zone plants to produce
lauriec acid. While canola plants do not normally

preduce lauric acid, Calgene scientists trans-
ferred a gene responsible for lauric acid produc-
tion Into the canola plants from a nattve California
plant, the Callfornia bay laurel.

“This year's Michigan trials are an important
step along the way in the development and com-
merclalization of these two new products,” says
Eric Rey, General Manager of Ameri-Can,- "We
successfully completed our first set of field tests
for the high-searic-acid plants in Georgla and Ca-
lifornia during the past winter and the current
spring tests in Michlgan will give us additional in-
formation and increased seed quantities,” he said.

“The first fleld tests for high-lauric-acid plants
are bathmportant for the development of this pro-
ductand a strong indicator of the rapid rate of new
product development ingenetically engineered ca-
nola,” Rey added. “For each of these products we
could be in pilot commercial production within the
next year or two,” he said.
