As Novi Clty Councll requested,
two Michigan Department of Trans-
portation (MDOT) officials will fi-
nally meet in public with the full
house tonight as the city reviews a
wetlands mitigation project con-
tract for the Haggerty Connector.

The proposed agreement also (n-
cludes a nolse reduction and visual
screening plan lor residents in the
immediate M-5 area.

The state Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) notifled MDOT on
July 31 ofts approval ofa prelimin-
ary mitigation plan cailing for 35
acres of new wetlands In west Nowi.
The go-ahead was also given to be-
gin building the stretch of M-5
south of Twelve Mile Road.

The property proposed for the
wetlands mitigation s at Garfield
Road between Nine Mile and Eight
Mile roads. The DNR says the site
must be protected under a conser-
vation easernent from future deve-
loprnent. It may not be subject to
what the DNR terms as the “degra-
dation” of being used as astormwa-
ter detention system.

Approval of the roadwork north
of Twelve Mile remains contingent
upon the DNR and the federal En-
vironmental Protection Agency's
{ okay of the fnal wetlands mitiga-
tion plan; o be submitted for review
by August 31.
In the proposed contract, MDOT
must also coustruct 15 acres of
wetlands within the connector
right-of-way, to function as a
stormwater storage system.

H CSX Rallroad plans fo
tear up and replace several
railroad crossings in Nowi in
the near future, rerouting
traffic on major local
streets; but the dates have
not yet been finalized.

“Take us to court,’ township says

The spokespersen for a group of Novi Town-
ship homeowners says that if the City of Novi
wants stormwater management easements on
their bacloyards, it will have towrest the property
aiong Miller Creek from them in court.

Novi City Council Is scheduled to decide to-
night if they will proceed in an atternpt to con-
demn thelr nelghbors’ land. They could author-
Ize City er Edward Krewall toenter Into a
“declaration of taking” — leading to a lawsuit,

Novi Township Supervisor Ray Schovers, who
is one of the 13 Miller Creek property owners,
sald Thursday he'd like the entire city council to
tour the site and re-consider alternative propos-
als suggested by the township's consultants.
These were earlier rejected by the city englneers.

*Our front deor and our back door are open,”
he said.

The group did not respond to a formal city bid
Induly tobuy the tand. Schovers sald they found
the offer to be “ridiculous.”

The Clty of Novi estimates the total cost of the
land on Miller Creek —which its engineers say/is
needed for flood control purpeses — to be
$52,000. The individual property-owners would
be pald anywhere from $1,000 to $10,000, de-
pending on the size of the easements sought.

For the township, the money s not the issue
somuch as the fear that thelr property willbe de-
valued, and that their septic systems and wells
will be damaged by standing water the detention
basin in their yards will hold.

The dam on Miller Creek is part of the city's
stormwater management plan. Schovers argues

that the City of Novl should solve its “over-
development” problems within {ts own
boundaries.

Novi's Assistant City Attorney Dennis Watson
sald that with councll approval, the intent is to
file one condemnation case, with all the
property-owners as defendents, at the Qakland
County Cireuit Court.

The city delayed the project over a year ago w
give clty engineers time to Jook at Novi Town-
ship's suggestions.

Novi Director of Public Services Anthony Now-
ickd said the extensive proposals were rejected
for a variety of reasons, Including hydraulizs.

Schovers remains unconvinced. He says a
contract proposed by the landowners to allow a
reduced amount of detention en their land was
not given encugh consideration by the city.

Planners back away from rezoning

Home and business owners came out Wed-
nesday night to protest a proposed change In
zoning for land north of Twelve-and-a-Half Mile
and south of Austin on Novi Road.

The Novi Planning Commission heard and
sympathized with their plight before voting to re-
commend that City Council keep the property
zoned for business usage.

The city-initlated rezoning was shot down by
area residents and business owners who
claimed they would sue the city if the land was
rezoned.

Property zoned for business is worth more toa
developer and is taxed higher than property

zoned for resldential. The city proposed to
change the properties’ zonings to bring the land
into cornpliance with the master plan. Although
the land is zoned for business, It is shown on the
city master plan as residential.

Those who spoke at Wednesday's public hear-
ing and wrote to the commission on the issue
had many, varied reasons for opposing the re-
zoning, which the commission ultimately
supported.

B Property owner William Lucas told the city he
bought his land on Novi Road as an investment.
He sald he would sue the city if the land was
rezoned.

M Virgll Jackson, who owns a Novl Road radia-
tor shop, sald cityofficlals wanted 10years agoto
rezone the property for office use. He called the

proposed residential rezoning “arbitrary.”

*I have a strange feeling my property is gelting
stolen out from under me,” Jackson said.
R Zoning Board of Appeals Chair Laverne
Reinke joined the ranks of several residents who
argued the rezoning did not make sense because
business zoning further north on Novi Road
would be left intact. In fact, several houses cur-
rently sit as non-conforming uses on the
business-zoned property that was not proposed
fora rezoning, Reinke suggested the commission
examine the entire area if it feels a change is
appropriate.

ing anything. No images of the products
offered by the Elias Brother's company
accompany him. He has no prices writ-
ten on him, no store hours, no direc-
tional arrows. In fact, the only verbage
there are the words "Big Boy" wrliten
across his chest, which are part of his
costume. He is not located in a place
where he would be easily seen from the
road to attract customers. He's just a
statue of a chubby cartoonish character
with exaggerated features greeting cus-
tomers with what attorneys for the com-
pany have referred to as his “cherubic

grin.”

He is of course a company logo for
Elias Brothers. The statueis not an origi-
nal, there must be hundreds like it all
across the country. Noris he the product
of any recognized artist. But none of this
would be apparent from just looking at
him. You'd have to have a lot of back-
ground information about the statute to
know that.

Stroll across Novi Road to the Town
Center where, just outside Borders Book
Store, you'll find a statue of a man who
appears to be Juggling. It's a whimsical
statue. The man's features also are exag-

- gerated - slightly. He:seems to-be enter--

taining customers with his antics as he
greets them to the shopping center.

And he would violate the heck out
of the city's sign ordinance if he were
considered a sign. But he isn't. He's art.
The statue was specially commissioned
by the mall from a recognized artist and
it is one of a kind, But you wouldn't know
that either unless you had a lot of back-
ground information about it.

Go to just about any church and
you are likely to find statues of the Virgin
Mary or the saints. If they stand outside,
and if they were considered signs, they
too would violate the ordinance. But
these are religious artworks.

They don’t exaggerate the features
in these statues. They try to keep them

very life-like, But they aren’t likely to
have been produced by a recognized ar-
tist nor are they likely to be originals,
There are likely to be hundreds of copies
across the country. All of which you
wouldn't know, just by looking at them.

So is Big Boy a sign or pop art? We
have absolutely no idea what standards
you can set by which to make that

judgment.

The issue came up recently when
Leonard Berman, attorney for Elias
Brothers, offered to sell the city the road
easement it needs for the Expo Center
road for $1 1f it would reconsider its deci-
sion of whether the Big Boy statue is a
sign under the city’s sign ordinance. In-
stalled in October of 1991, the statue
was the basis of a citation issued to Ellas
Brothers by the city buflding inspector.
Berman says he’ll fight to keep the statue
on the grounds the ordinance is uncon-

stitutionally vague,

“The statue is nothing less than
modern folk art or pop art which, to
those unfamiliar with the Big Boy Re-
staurant chain, is simply a curlous and
quaint statue of a chubby boy. . . Big
Boy has become pop art. This is why we
feel constrained to defend our right to
display our statue, regardless of how
much it may cost to litigate the constitu-
tionality of the sign ordinance,” Berman
stated in a letter to the city.

To us, this {ssue shows the exces-

‘siveriéss of the city's'eitssting sign ordi-

nance and the manner in which it is en-
forced. This is, by all rights, a freeway
service district. It is hard to belleve the
existence of a Big Boy statue there de-
tracts one {ota from the attractiveness of
the area, if you can consider a freeway
service area attractive.

And we can think of many more im-
portant things for the city to be doing
with its money than paying the legal fees
for a court fight to determine a constitu-
tional definition of “pop” or “folk art.”

As long as the city continues in jts
attemptsto regulate aesthetics, through
its sign ordinance and its other ordi-
nances dealing with architectural and
facade conirols, it will be inviting such
constitutional challenges.

First off, accusing us of wanting to sell more newpapers
is like trying to accuse Shirley Cash of wanting tosell more
homes, or Frank Malsano of wanting tosell more pasta.

Crossing repairs delayed by CSX

The CSX Railroad plans totear up
and replace several railroad cross-
ings in Novi within the near future,
rerouling traffic on major local
streets: but the dates have not yet
been finallzed.

The Oakland County Road Com-
mission already gave the nod July 29
for the shut-down of Ten Mile, Novi
and Twelve Mile roads this weelt —
but all that changed when the rall-
road was unable to get the construc-
tion equipment {n time. Only one

crossing would be rebuilt per day,
with rerouting signs provided by the
Oakland County Road Commission.

"The crossings are going to be
worked on In the very near future. A
surfacing gang s moving through the
area,” CSX spokesperson Jay West-
brook sald.

“They will adjust the elevations on
the left and right rails to give the
trains a safe and smooth ride
through your town.”

In town, repair work is eyed for the

crossings at Ten Mile Road between
Novi Read and Meadowbrook Road;

Novl Road between Grand River Av-
enue and Ten Mile Road; and Twelve
Mile Road at Taft Road.

Detour routes will be set up while
the work s on.

Nearby, the rallroad crossing at
Pontiac Trail between Beck Road and
Wixom Road in Wixem will come
under construction. Tracks In Mil-
ford and Highland townships will
also be upgraded. :

“We want the best equipment
avalilable to perform the work so we
can get in and out of there quickly,”
Westbrook sald.

No plans have beenmadetoinstall

warning systems with gates at the
local crossings, he added from the
rallroad's Jacksonville, Fla,,
headquarters. :

CSX does not yet have approval
fromthe Qakland County Road Com-
mission for the changed dates, road
cormmission spokesperson John Joy
said.

Each crossing will likely be closed
for less than a full day.

Voters — all 27 of them — cast
thelr ballots Aug, 4 in Mark Zablcki's
living room. Zabickd is the township
clerk, when he's not at his regular job
as a Blue Cross/Blue Shield analyst
in the regulatory and governmental
affairs division.

“When everybody walks In you
know themby name and face. There's
none of this ‘are you a reglstered
voter? It's more like a soclal event
than a political event,” Zabicld said.

He stores the metal frame and can-
vas voting booths in his garage when
they're not in use.

IS no snow job

“The first time I lasted wine was 1967, at a
banquet during the pre-Olympic skl trials in
Europe,” sald Pine Ridge's owner and former
U.S. ski team member Gary Andrus. "I didn't
know anything about wine because 1 was ralsed
as a Mormon and belng a top-flight skier was
more fmportant to me than anything else at
that time. I was completely amazed that wine

wz;sln so commonplace at the Eurcpean dinner
table.”

Now you know the genesls of Andrus’ love
affair with wine. Curloslty elevated quickly to
the passionate level, and by harvest time, An-
drus was In Europe working as a grape picker
for several Bordeaux chateaux Including the re-
nowned Ducru-Beaucaillou and Lynch-Bages.

Future ski travels took Andrus to Switzer-
land, the Rhone Valley and Germany, where he
was fascinated with the steep hillside vineyards.
While his romance with wine was growing, An-
drus’ affection for skling prevalled. Armed with
an MBA, he opened three ski shops in Califor-
nia and became one of the developers of the
Copper Mountain skl area In Colorado. Because
of the seasonal nature of the ski industry, he
_spent the summers of 1975, 1976, and 1977
working in several Bordeaux wine cellars.

"My French winemaking experience taught
me that you have to respect tradiffons,” Andrus
sald. “All the tastings proved to me that to
have consistency from vintage to vintage, it's
vitally necessary to control the source of
grapes. That's the greatest fault in California
today. Many wineries do not have consistent
grape sources to allow deflnition of a recogniz-
able winery style.

*I first came to understand French wines;
now it's a natural focus for me. However, after
my first trip to the Napa Valley in 1969, I be-
came aware of the potential of the reglon. If it
weren't for the Copper Mountain project, I .
would have purchased some Napa Valley land
in 1971. As things evolved, 1 had to postpone
that purchase until 1978."  ~ = -

In addition to the Initial purchase of one of
the oldest chardonnay vineyards in the Napa
Valley, Pine Ridge owns or manages vineyards
in the Stags Leap District and the areas of Oak
Knoll, Rutherford, and Diamond Mountain.

Andrus belfeves that the main focus of the
California wine indusiry In the late 1970s and
early 1980s was trying to figure out how to
rnake clean, quality wine,

“Now, there's a second revolution,” Andrus
contends. “It's in the vineyard. Virtually every
plece of Napa Valley land Is planied. We're not
trying to pioneer new areas and we're taking a
good look at what the French are doing with
chardonnay and cabernet sauvignon and merlot
In their vineyards.”

T had mentioned the class, Training for

Intervention Procedures {TIPS) by Train-
ers of Alcohol that we took in June. Today
it was my delight to receive our “grades.”
We all

Brought to mind were some of the
points stressed. BAC, or blood alcohol
content, is a direct measure of the amount
of alcohol In your system. Most of the
blood’s content — 97 percent — is water.
‘The remaining 3 percent includes all other
necessary chemicals.

When the BAC level is .05, or one part
alcohol to 2,000 parts blood, the persen
feels relaxed. A 150-pound man willreach
this point with two drinks in an hour per-
iod. Four drinks in an hour doubles the
BAC 10 .10 and judgment becomes im-
paired. Coordination begins to lapse.

This number increases proportionally
with the drinks. Butit}s not just the num-
ber of drinks. Alcohol Is unique in the
sense that it can be absorbed into the
bloodstream from the mouth, the stomach

and the small intestine without being di-

gested first. Injust a few minutes much of
the aleohol in a drink will be circulating
throughout the body.

A straight drink will get into the system
much faster than one diluted by water. So-
das and carbonated mixers actually speed
the absorption of aleoho! into the blood.

The size of a person, height and weight,
must also be taken Into consideration.
Women, because they are smaller with
more body fat, will reack higher levels
quicker. And food in the stomach will slow
down the absorption rate.

Mood is also a factor. Stress and ex-
haustion will affect absorption.

And, finally, medications and booze
don't mix.

Along with the above scenario comes
yet anotherview. Americans are becoming
overly concermned about drinking. For cen-
turles other cultures have been partaking
of ltbations with little effect, other than
that they are more relaxed and suffer less

lilness related to stress. Now there are

medical people that advocate a daily sip.

I'd agree. Food tastes better witha glass
of wine and the occasfonal cocktatl has its
place.
