Windward crime spree discussed

Minor dlsagreenientS over sudi tl1ings as a 
locked gate, bonfires and grass cutting can com­
bine and multiply Into a nelglihiorliood feud. 

Hiat's wllat seenied to be liappenlng between 
residents of tlie Windward Bay condominium 
complex and longtime homeowners In tlie sur­
rounding area. 

But afler a Thursday, Aug. 13, meeting be­
tween seven representative memtlers of tliat 
neighborhood and Novl Crime Prevention Officer 
Karen Kocster, new hope was Voiced ttiat Novfs 
north end residents might be able to live In 
liarmony. 

The issue arose last month when Windward 
Bay resident Carol Rice Wrote a letter to NoVl 
Mayor Matthew Qulnn, which was shared with 
the City Council In an open meeting. 

In the letter. Rice alleged that she and her fel­
low condo residents were being robbed and van­
dalized by juveniles who live in the sunoundlng 
nel^borhood, and that the Juveniles' parents 
condoned their actions because they didn't want 
the condominium there. 

But according to Koester and Novl Police Chief 
Doug Shaeffer, the histo1y of Incidents at Wind-
Ward Bay does not suggest that residents there 
are being taigeted. 

"The problem Is not necessarily a crime ram­
page that's going tlirough Windward Bay." Koes­
ter said, "it's more a case ofmlsimderstandlngs." 

At Thursday's meeting, most of the parties 
agreed tiiat some of the resentment in the area 
stemmed from wetland destruction involved in 
the original construction of the condominiums, 
and alleged abuse of the remaining wetlands by 
the new condo residents. 

Two representatives from the c i^s engineer­

ing firm, JCKand.Assoclates, attended the meet­
ing to explain the city's wetland ordi1iance and 
discuss some of the resident complaints. 

One complaint by a1Tea homeowne1TS involved 
a natural area on private Windward Bay property 
that they said was originally supposed to be left 
alone. A section ofthe area has heea cut down by 
Windward Bay residents, and conflict has arisen 
over attempts to replant It 

"We do Intend to use that land some day. 
maylje as a playground,' said Carol Rice. "It's not 
going to be cattails." 

.According to Amy Kay, a water resource spe­
cialist, complaints by north end residents about 
Wetlands ordinance violations have been costly 
and extreme. With calls about pieces of shrub-
be1y being cut or uprooted lilllpads.

Credit fraud tied to national ring

A woman arrested at Twelve 
Oaks Mall July 22 for credit card 
fraud lias ti1med out to be a i1iem-
bler of a nationwide theft ring. 

The entire national investigation 
is known as the "FYederlcks of Hol­
lywood case" because tliat Is where 
the credit card thefts related to this 
crime ring were first discovered, 
said Novl Police Detective Jack 
Grubb. 

There have been 70 total arrests 
all over the United States on this 
particular credit card rlng,'he said. 

"WeVe turned the entire investi­
gation over to the Secret Service," 

said Novl PoUce Chief Doug Shaef­
fer. There Was a much larger 
scheme Involved than the local in­
vestigation that took place." 

Novi Police Lt. David Butler said 
a warrant has not yet been issued 
for the woman because she is ci1r-
rently cooperating in the Secret 
Service investigation, although he 
believes she wUl likely be chained in 
the future. 

According to Novl police reports 
the Woitian was shopping at Ullle 
Rubin In Twelve Oaks Mall when an 
en^loyee there told security guards 
that the woman was lxhaving in a 
suspicious manner. 

After she purchased several 
items with a ClUbank VISA card 

and left, a Twelve Oaks security 
guard contacted Citibank to check 
on the card's validity. 

A Citibank operator told the 
guard that the numbers were vaM, 
but decided to contact thc owner 
because he lived In California and 
the call was f1x>m MlchlgaiL 

TT1e owner of the VISA toW QU-
bank tliat he had the card in his 
hand, but tliat he did not know the 
name of the person on the VISA 
card used by the suspect The oper­
ator reported a $3,000 cash ad­
vance as vrell as heavy activity on 
the VISA that day. 

IVvelve Oaks security and Novl 
Police asked the woman, wlu> was 
fay then in tlie mall Arb/s restaur-

ant, for idenUllcatlon and she pro­
vided them with an altered Okla­
homa driver's license. 

On March 27, a driver's lk«nse 
ofilce In Tulsa, Oldahoma was 
robbed. A camera and 308 blank 
driver's license forms were taken. 
The subjects Invohrcd In the Freder­
ick's of Hollywood case have been 
using those driver's licenses plus 
altered credit cards to maJce purch­
ases and cash withdrawals all over 
the countiy. 

Novi Police arrested tlie woman 
and confiscated a total of $4,200 In 
mercliandlse, all purcliased at 
Twetve Oaks Mall with three diffe­
rent fraudulent credit cards.

The matter had tieen tabled by the 
city council In Sept. 1991 unUl the 
nelghbiorlng Heritage Acres subdivi­
sion could be platted. 

Neighboring property along Ele­
ven Mile Road Is zoned R-4. The R-4 
peimlts 3.3 dWelllngs per acre. 

Tvardek's representatlve. Realtor 
WUUam Gladden said Uiat the divi­
sion of the site Wo111d allow the owner 
to keep hls existing, house, bam and 
garage on Ule land.

A bed-and-breakfast ordinance, 
tucked in two years ago by the clty, 
may rise and shine again. 

Both Novi's Historic Commission 
and Ule Historic DIsUict Study Com­
mittee have recommended Uiat a 
draft ordinance fmm 1990 be resur­
rected, saying it could possibly assist 
ln saving the city's remaining hand­
ful of older homes. 

Eager to see the city adopt the reg­
ulation are Judy and Russell Ehy, 
who In May 1991 purchased the 
Eight Mile Road home which was 
once part of the Meyer Berry Farm. 
The 1827 blue claptioard house—a 
cliarmer If there ever was one — ls 
surrounded by original outbuildings 
such as a stone mUkhouse, bam, 
guesthouse and stables. 

The Elvys, members of the city's 
historic district study committee, 
plan to turn the complex Into a ftill-
servlce tied-and-breakfast. 

"Our gift Is hospitality. Fve been 
dreaming about this all of niy life — 
making people feel comfortable, wel­
come, helping Uiem enjoy the com­
munity," Judy Elvy said. 

While It Was approved by the plan­
ning commission, the proposed ordi­
nance Was tabled by Uie city council. 

"The councU got into a debate over 
technlcallUes. They finally said, 
'Since Uiere's nobody Interested ln lt. 
Why not put lt on the back shelf,'" 
Novi's Assistant City Ma1iager Craig 
Klaver said. 

The historical co11111iIsslon and the 
historic district study coni11ilttee are 
asking that the ordinance review 
committee take the matter up as 
soon as space Is available on lts 
agenda, he added. 

As written, the 1990 draft would

WlUi an Art Deco theme to take ad­
vantage of U:ie vlntage home's pro­
ximity to the site of the former Walled 
Lake Casino. 

"I feel the laJce area would be feasi­
ble. Someone would be given Ule 
choice ofstayfrig at Uie Novl Sheraton 
or staying on the lake for Uie same 
money," Adams said, 

"I thought It would be something 
neat If my wife and I had kids. II 
Would give her an opportunity to stay 
home and liave Wtis and still l)e an In 
come producer." 

A potential business use might 
make It worthwhile to restore, rather 
than tear down, a bulldlrg rather Lhe 
worse for time and weaUier. 

"Our feeling Is it may add eco­
nomic feasibility to l1Istoric preserva­
tion, where It night not otherwise he 
there," .Adams said. 

"If you had an old home, Ulat 
might encourage someone to save Ihe 
stiucture and use lt as a bed-and-
breakfast" 

WJille a contemporary home can 
serve as a bed-and-breakfast as Elvy 
sees lt a stay ln an historic house can 
be a vacaUon from the 20th century. 

"Ifa house is old enough to get his -
torical designation and the structure 
was also considered a potential bed-
and-breakfast Uiat would certainly 
he anoUier drawing card for a guest 
because of the aura of historical 
sUuctures," she said. 

"There's an old saying, a change Is 
as good as a rest. By coming to some-
Uilng historical, you are coming to 
change bom 1992."

An 18-year-old Novl man probably 
thought a quick rendevous In Hlnes 
Park last week could earn him a few 
easy dollars. 

Drop off an ounce of marijuana to 
an old customer, count up the $250 
and get on out of Northvllle 
Tow113hlp. 

But with the help of a police infor­
mant, those pla11s ca11ic to an abrupt 
halt Wednesday. A township police 
drug sting netted a drug dealer, three 
bags of marijuana, 21 hitsoflysc1^c 
acid diethylamide (I.SD), and a 1989 
Toyota pick-up used to make the 
delivery. 

The Novl man was arrested and re­

leased pending a felony warrant for 
dellVery of a controlled substance, 
township police said. 

A buy-bust arranged by police 
'went down as close to picture perfect 
as you could get it," said townslilp po­
lice oOlcer John Werth. 

Werth said police developed an 
18-year-old lixal man as a source to 
buy marijuana. The Informant repor­
tedly 11ad purchased marijuana by 
the ounce from the suspect on sev­
eral occasions, and police set up an 
Aug. 12 buy outside a township 
business. 

The buy shifted from the business 
to the Northvllle Recreation .Area In 
Hlnes Park Just before 1 p.m. last 
Wednesday. The suspect apparently 
becai11e spooked by heavy traffic at 
the purchase site prior to moving the 

deal to Hlnes Park. 
Police said the Informant pur­

chased between a half-ounce and an 
ounceof marijuana from the suspect, 
in exchange for $250. The two parted 
company, and the buyer exited the 
park north on Northvllle Road near 
the Seven Mile Intersection. 

Police stopped the suspect at the 
Six Mile/Sheldon Intersection mo­
ments later. 

In addition to the marijuana sold 
to the lr1fonnant. the suspect repor­
tedly was caught In possession of two 
plastic bags of niarljuana. a drug 
pipe, and 21 hits of blotter add. 

The suspect faces more than a 
possible Jail term If convicted ofthe 
crime. Police also seized the Toyota 
pick-up, in accordance with state 
drug foifelture laws. To retrieve the 

truck, the man must file a claim and 
post bond within 20 days of the ar­
rest, as well as win a forfdttire triad. 

Township police have recolded a 
number of drug-related arrests re­
cently. More eSectlve investigative 
techniques — and an Increase ln 
some types of drugs — have boosted 
the tally, Werth said. 

"I thi11k right now, there's a tot of 
marijuana, acid, and (hallucl-
nfjgerUc) mushrooms," Werth said. 
"These are the three big things going 
around Northvllle.' 

I.ast week's a1Test reportedly was 
the suspect's second nm-in with 
local police. Werth said the man was 
arrested as a JuvenUe In 1988 by 
Northvllle dty police for marijuana 
possession.

Time to review Novi 
liquor license policy 

There's been a call, even since last 
September, for a reVlew of NOVl's liquor 
license policy, anti now that the Ameri­
can Civil liberties Union is looking at the 
possibility of suing Novl over the rejec­
tion of a license for Dragon City, it looks 
as though review Is due . . . perhaps 
overdue. 

The calls for review have come from 
former Council Member Martha Hoyer, 
who proposed last September that the 
city Invite each ofthe 20 estimated appl­
icants for liquor licerlses to the same 
meeting, to familiarize them all with 
Novi's approval process and give the 
council a feel for all the applicants. 

Council Member Nancy Cassis re­
cently called for the review, suggesting 
perhaps a rethinking of the criteria by 
which the city grants licenses. She made 
the suggestion when it appeared Dragon 
City's license was Indeed likely to be 
rejected. 

Perhaps it is time to reconsider 
Hoyer's Idea of a meeting. .And it would 
appear those criteria do need to come 
under scrutiny. 

Scott Wang, owner of the Dragon 
City Restaurant In the West Oaks II 
shopping center, has been seeking a liq­
uor license since May 1991. He's come 
before the council a number of times, 
and so far he has been unsuccessful. 

Although the state Liquor Control 
Commission leaves the issuing of 
licenses to the discretion ofthe local gov-
errlment bodies, there are several factors 
in the Dragon City rejection which have 
raised questions for Wang . . . perhaps 
not unjustifiably. 

First,-at the time Wang's license 

^^ridstifijlera contendisd that ontyone of the 
22 licenses allowed for Novl by the LCC 
was still available. Council member 
Carol Mason challenged that figure at 
the time and Novl City Manager Ed 
Kriewall now admits the number of avail­
able licenses was miscounted. Besides 
the one set aside for the NoVI Expo Cen­
ter, there are stUl two more left. 

Secondty, at the time Wang was be­
fore the council, there was the aigument 

G o v e r n m e n t 

that the restaurant did not meet the 
city's "uniqueness" requirement for 
license approval because Novl already 
has one Oriental restaurant with a 
license. Wang and his attorney Liza 
CheukMay Chan argued that his North-
em Mandarin cuisine Is really quite dif­
ferent than the Cantonese menu offered 
at the other restaurant. 

Now Wang believes his ethnic back­
ground may have something to do with 
the denial and Chan has asked the ACLU 
to investigate. Hie ACLU is looking Into 
the matter, but has not yet decided 
whether to pursue the case. 

We do not suspect the Novl City 
Council or Its administration of out-and-
out discrimination. Their longstanding 
stance of tolerance on other Issues 
causes us to give them the benefit ofthe 
doubt. But the question of whether they 
may have been ethnically Insensitive re­
mains to be answered. 

There Is yet another concern. Dra­
gon City, unlike so mar^ other restaur­
ants seeking liquor licenses, did not wine 
and dine the councU. Others have offered 
to host council members for dinner on 
the grounds that this would give mem­
bers a good Idea of what kind of atmo­
sphere and food they intended to pro­
vide. Some council members'have de­
fended such IriVltailons on those 
grounds, while other members have re­
fused to take part In It. 

Considering all this. It is time for 
the council to talre a closer look at how it 
is handling the Issue. It should meet with 
all interested applicants, and compare 
the various projects up for consideration 
before Novl hands out its last two 
licenses.

It was F^day, which means 
that John Redcfy had stopped In 
for his weekly Visit. 

"You have time for lunch?"

Well that settles It — the results of 
our Instant Letter to the Editor opinion 
poll of Novl readers conclusively proves 
that the statue of Big Boy standlIig next 
to the entrance ofthe Ellas Brothers Re­
staurant on Novl Road Is art and not Just 
another sign. 

Eight readers said Big Boy Is art. 
None were willing to put their names on a 

piece of paper claiming that he is merely 
signage. 

Some letter writers put his status 
on par with Santa Claus. Others com­
pared him to the national heros we have 
tatunortahzed In bronze. Writers' actual 
comments will appear In Thursday's 
edIUon. 

The list of business people 
who are Incensed over Novi's 
sign ordinance grows longer ev­
eiy day, it seems. 

Take, for example, Shirley 
Cash and Leo Harrawood, part­
ners in the real estate firm Re­
alty World-Cash & Associates. 
The ordinance, blasted univer­
sally among business people as 
being too restrictive, is causing 
Cash and Harrawood heada­
ches both at their office and at 
the homes they sell. 

"We're not allowed to have a sign on oiir canopy," said 
Cash. "We can't have an open hoilse sign." 

Harrawood, who's lived in Novi since It was Just a wide 
spot in Grand River Avenue, explained that a home for sale 
may only have one sign in front of It. 

Tou can't even put one in the window." he said. 
The problem, the two of them agree, is that business 

people haven't yet gotten serious about fighting the 
ordhiance. 

They cant get a leader," Harrawood said. 
These two know whereof they speak when it cranes to 

fighting local sign ordinances. 
Back in 1977, Harrawood and Cash were Just two 

among many realtors who came up against an Oak Park 
city oiidinance that prohibited all signs of any kind In front 
of a home for sale. 

"Mayor Shepherd had an Idea that you should have no 
signs at all," said Harrawood. "That meant 'Free kittens,' 
"Happy Hanukkah,' and eveiything else." 

It tookneaiiy two years and $50,000of their own money 
to literally fight city hall. Ihough the local and nattonal 
boards of Realtors wouldn't back them, Harrawood and 
Cash did draw a lot of cheerieaders. Atong the way, a New 

Jersey case which got a favorable Verdict In the U.S. Su­
preme Court, fueled their fire. 

The following editorial, broadcast on WWJ radio and 
Channel 4 In Detroit, illustrates well the mood that siIr-
roimded the Issue in July of 1977: 

"Many of us thought the 'For Sale Sign" war In suburban 
Detroit was over. We thought the war ended when the Un­
ited States Supreme Court ruled that a homeowner has the 
right toput 1.1P a sale sign In ftvnt ojhis house. Well Morday 
night, the war broke out agairL The Oak Park City CourwH 
voted to come up with a new ordinance that would get ar-
cundtheSuprerneCourtrultng.TheCouncilislookingfo^a 
new tactic, a new maneuver, after being outgunned and 
outmanred by Washington. There's a lot of ftag-wavtng, a 
lot of slogans on both sides. But like many wars, people are 

forgetting how the whole thing got started. The war got 
started by fear — fear that posted sale s^ns would lead to 
block-busting, 'White FUght,' and the eventual deteriora­
tion of suburban neighborhoods. It's a misguided war. 
Signs don't ruin neighboduxKLs, people do, foolish people. 
Ignorant people, people who don't think. The way to beat 
the problem is to be open and honest People s\vxM talk to 
their neighbors. Talk to foUcs moving in and out of their 
areas. In fact, 'signs' might help get people talking. Hiding 
the sign is hiding the pr^lem And foolish restrictions only 
infriiye on your rights and mine. The Supreme Court sees it 
that way and we agree.' 

Cash and Harrawaid won the war at the State Supreme 
Court, and their signs stood. But it was a long and some­
times lonely naad to vlctoiy. 

If business people In Novl are serious about rewriting or 
rescinding the s l ^ ordinance, It's going to take a coalition 
effort. The Novl Chamber of Commerce already has a com­
mittee working on the ordinance. If you're a Novl business 
owner, and you want the ordinance changed, why not call 
the chamber and see what you can do to get the ball 
rolling?

Votes. Brlnker lives ln NoVi. too. 

.As always, the abortion Issue loomed large in 
the congressloflal race. 

The area's most highly publicized female candi­
date, former Oakland Circuit Judge .Alice Gilbert, 
finished a suiprlslng thl1d In her Congressional 
prlmaiy. 

It was anll-abortlon candidate Joseph Knollen-
berg. not the pro-choice Gilbert or self-styled mod­
erate Dave Honigman, who carried off the GOP 
nominaUon in the 11th District, winning Votes 
from Blm1ingham to UVonla. 

"As usual. DaVc Honigman muddled the waters 
and that's too bad." said Carol King of the Michi­

gan Abortion Rights Action League. 
Of three candidates candidates heavily backed 

by MARAL, only Incumbent state House member 
Barbara Dobb was a winner, defeating two other 
female candidates. 

Fellow state House hopeful Patricia "Pam" God-
chaux of Birmingham feU short In her bid to un­
seat first-term Incumbent John Jamlan, R-
Birmingham. 

"She ran a good race, but It's very haiti to un­
seat an incuinbent" King said. 

While King is consoling herself With the Victory 
of Dobb — and of Penny Crlssman in the prlmaiy 
race for a Rochester-area state House seat—antl-
aborUon forces a1Te ecstatic over KnoUenber̂ s 
eyc-openlng Vlcto1y. 

"You hear so much about Oakland Cotmty be­
ing a pro-choice county yet It does have a sizable 
number of pro-life Voters," sakl Jane Muldoon, di­
rector of the Michigan Right to Life PAC. 

One of the prlmaiy's surprising female winners 
was anU-abortlon Megan OT̂ Ielll, who defeated 
three male Republicans In her north Oakland 
Cong-esslonal district for the right to take on In­
cumbent U.S. Rep. Dale Klldee, D-Flint. 111 the fall. 

O'Neill's Vlctoiy, antl-abortlon supporters be­
lieve. Is proof that female caildldates need not be 
pro-choice to succeed. 

The flip side: pro-choice male candidate Jeny 

Vorva ousted moderate Incumbent Georgina Goss 
in a Plymouth-area state Hoi1se race that may 
have turned more on the Incumbent's involvement 
with a controversial local sewer project 

Both races beg the quesUon: Is elecUon of an 
antl-abortlon female a vlctoiy for the women's 
movement? Is election of a pro-choice male? 

No such quesUons need be asked In probate 
and circuit court Judicial races. 

There, female candidates did well. 
Half of Wayne County's six circuit court nomi­

nees are female. Denlse Page Hood, Diane Marie 
Hathaway and Jeanne Sten^len will fight It out 
with Robert Zlolkowskl, Joseph Vincent Brennan 
and John Wlllam Cahalan for three circuit court 
seats. Hood and Hathaway were the two top vote-
getters In the primary. Another female candidate, 
DeborahThomas, came within TOOvotes of edging 
Cahalan for the final spot on the fall ballot 

Two female candidates, Cathie Maher and 
Nancy Dlehl, survived the probate court primary. 

No Oakland County Judges had competition In 
the Aug. 4 primary. 

Then there was the case of Oakland County ex­
ecutive hopeful Philip Marcuse, quoted as saying 
women 'are not leaders."

Roadwork in Farmington Hills ap­
pears to l3e a preview of what Novi has 
In store when its own stretch of 
Twelve Mile Road Is widened In con-
Junctlon with the Haggerty 
Connector. 

This summer, the Inconvenience 
remains greatest in the Farmington 
area. 

Novi, meanwhile, is working on 
purchasing rights-of-way for Its 
stretch of Twelve Mile Road. 

As part of the city's 1990 voter-
approved road bond millage Job list 
Novl will acquire easements from 
Haggerty Road to Novl Road. 

Purchase of the easements is ex­
pected to free up $65 million In state 
and federal money to push further 
west the widening oflVelve Mile fiom 
two lanes to a four- to six-lane boule­
vard which will hook Into the Hag-
gerty Connector freeway 
Interchange. 

The now-in-progress Twelve Mile 
Road refurbishment from Haggerty 
to Hals ted roads Is a continuation of a 
Farmington Hills widening and 
boulevanl project along the thor­
oughfare. Unlike other piDjects, the 
one-mile portion of road Is com­
pletely closed because a drain Is be­
ing replaced. 

By now, most motorists have got­
ten tht hang of the detour around the 
TVelve Mile boulevard project by 
heading toward Hlllstech Drive to 
travel in either direction. 

"They only need to go one mile out 
of their way," Farmington Hills city 
engineer Skip Otwell said. 

"I believe 1notorlsts are doing OK," 
Otwell added, 'If we had been ̂ le to 
plan it all oi1rsehres, we wouldn't 
have had all three projects at the 
same tl11ie." 

Another Twelve Mile Road project 
in Farmington HUls has motorists 
looking for alternative routes. 

At Twelve Mile from Orchard Lake 
to Mlddlebelt roads, work includes 
lowering the hill near Rollcrest three 
feet as well as moving the traffic slg-

Even the author of a proposed 
campaign reform law admits Michi­
gan politics is likely to remain mud-
splattered in the wake of Aug. 4 
primaries. 

State Sen. Phil Arthurhultz, R-
Whitehall, seeks a new law that 
would bring criminal charges against 
candidates and caiapaigp. commit-
tees that knowingly issue false print 
or broadcast ads. 

But Arthurhultz admits controv­
ersial ads that recently appeared loc­
ally would probably pass muster 
even If the law had been In effect 

Take Congressional challenger 
David Ho11igman's televlslon ad al-
le0ng fellow challenger Alice Gilbert, 
aformcrjudge, leftacourtroomfullof 
people waiting while she attended an 
opeiiing day baseball game at Tiger 
Stadium. 

•At first blush, I don't think she 
could bring charges," Arthurhultz 
said, "Were there people In the court 
that day? Were court cases sche­
duled and then dismissed? All that 
would come into play." 

Then there was the bare knuckles 
battle for Wayne County Sherlflf. Ra­
dio spots for challenger Kevin Kelley 
used a squeaky-volc«i Impersonator 
to ridicule Incumbent Robert FScano, 
who countered with ads of his own In 
which a UAW official charged Kell^ 
with making "David Duke-like" 
statements. 

"Flcano might be uncomfortable 
but there's probably nothing he 
could do," .Arthuihultz said. "As for 
the David Duke allegations, it's not 
like saying his opponent himself had 
been a monbcr of the Ku Mux Man." 

What, then Is thepolnt of the prop­
osed reform? 

"There's actually two points," Ar­
thuihultz said. 

First, campaign chairpersons and 

treasurers would have to sign affida­
vits stating the print or broadcast ads 
they were presenting were true to the 
best of their knowledge. 

"It's almost impossible to bring ac­
tion against a campaign committee,* 
Arthurhultz said. "Thia at least puts 
a name to the claims.' 

Second, cash payment for cam­
paign advertising would be banned. 
Arhturhultz said he believed this 
would make all ads traceable to their 
authors. 

Infractions would be considered 
misdemeanors. 

'It Is a fine line, but this at least 
would penalize those who step over 
it," Arthurhultz said. 

It's one thing to identify mudslin-
gers, another to bring them to court. 

A third provision, requiring a 
24-hour "cooling off poiod" before an 
ad was printed or broadcast has al­
ready been deleted. 

"We found that would be 111<̂  
imder Federal Comunicatlons Crni-
mission law," said Arthurhtdtz, who 
also acknowledged the provision 
drew howls of protest from First 
-Amendment defenders as unlawful 
prior restraint 

Rrom Its outset American politics 
has been a rough-and-tumble affair. 

Court rulings have steadfastly 
kept it that way, gtvlngpubllcoffidals 
kss protection under libel laws than 
that afforded jatvate citizens. 

Lately, however, many citizens 
have b^un questioning n4at^e ads 
— calling them a tumoff. 

The defeat of Honlngraan and GU-
bert at the hands of non-advertiser 
Joseph Knollenbeig was attributed, 
in part, to voter disatlsfaction with 
the others' name-calling ads. 

While public sentiment can't be le­
gislated, that doesn't mean It can't be 
effective.

An early fall 
draws call for 
comfort foods 

Hot homemade soup, old-fashioned pudding, 
friesh-from-the-oVen bread or biscillts, or any­
thing chocolate are all comfort foods. 

These seem to evoke fond memories of foods 
you loved as a chlld. We never seem to 
outgrow the taste for these delightful comfort 
foods as we think of the simple pleasures ln 
life. Take care making your comfort foods 
memorable. 

In a huny for your pudding comfort? Use 
the i11lcitJwaVe. Microwave cooking of pudding 
occiITs from all skies rather than only the bot­
tom. This eliminates the possibility of sctaxhlng. 
For added ccmvenlence, measure, mix and cook 
pudding in a four-cup glass measure. 

You may have given up on pudding thlilklng 
it is too fattening. Make some changes. Use 
skim milk, egg substitutes, cut down on sugar 
by adding more vanilla and use reduced-calofie 
margarine. The pudding will still be good and 
smeU as 'Bvonderful as you remember. 

The "queen" of old-filshlaned pudding Is 
bread pudding, blending krncm and Vanilla fla­
vors. Okl Davorltes also include ilce. tapioca, 
vanilla or chocolate puddings. (Homemade, of 
course.) Basically, pljdding comes in two ver-
slOns, top of the stove or baked. 

For a top-of-the-stove piiddlng, use a double 
boiler, being careful that the heat Is not too 
high or the egg will toughen. Baked Veraions 
are set in hot water in the oven. Bake imtil 
they are 'set" The water allows for a gentle 
heat to avoid the break or curdling of the 
puckilng. 

When fresh from the oven, steamlng-hot 
bread or biscuits say, "Welcome!" The aroma 
alone gets the memories going. Yeast breads 
are easy to make and now you can use the 
microwave to cut the rising time in half. 

Place the yeast dough In a weU-greased 
mlcrovraye bowl, grease the top and cover 

Sooae^'wiih wax paper. Set the IxiWl In a bak-
îng dish and pour hot water to the depth of 
about one inch in the bottom dish. Microwave 
at medium-low (30 percent powei) two minutes, 
let stand in microwave for five minutes. Repeat 
this procedure three times or until dough is 
doubled In bulk. Give the dish a quarter turn 
after each nlicrowaving period. If the top looks 
diy. carefully turn the dough over in the bowl. 

Fiber-rich whole grains give breads and bis­
cuits a robiIst Qavor. For a light and flal^ bis­
cuit, handle the dough as little as possible. Ibo 
much mixing makes them heavy and tough. 
The most tender biscuits are made with solid 
fat such as shortening or butter. Biscuits 
should be cut close together, leaving as little 
dough as possible to reroIL Do not knead the 
scraps. Simply press together, reroll and cut 
Too fattening for your diet? Tty to serve steam­
ing hot There is no need for additional butter 
and Jam. 

A simmering pot of soup Is a welcome, com-
^ fortlng sight any day. Serve soup In mugs to 
• spark appetites and offer comfiMl The secret to 
- flavorful soup Is the broth or stock. A tasty 
broth can be prepared with Uttfe effort To 
make a great broth let the mixture simmer 
slowly. If the liquid boib the broth will be 
doucfy. 
. .Add Vegetables and herbs for extra Havor. 

Carrots and onion deepen the cobr of the 
broth and add sweetness. Remember to strain 
seveial times and remove fat to make a lighter 
and healthier broth. Chilling helps to degrease 
broth and stock. The solidified fat can be easily 
removed before reheating.

A lot of shoppers don't know what sur­
imi is - • but they know they like i t 

Witness this exchange In super­
market in front of an iced counter 11111 of 
cartons of surimi salad: 

"Doyou like surimi?" a woman asked a 
customer. 

"I don't know what it ls," admitted the 
customer. 

The woman pointed to the siulmi sa­
lad containers. 

"Oh, you mean lake crab," he replied. 
"Yeah, I like i f 

The shopper wasn't the only one who 
didn't know the seafood product surimi 
(plTonounced sIr-REE-ixsee) by Its proper 
name. Yet most were lanaillar with the 
substltes for high-priced seafood, in­
cluding crab, lobster and shrimp. While 
these prlcqr three, when cooked and 
shelled, are $10 and $20 a pound fresh, 
siuljnl pretenders —also fUlly cooked— 
average about $3 to $4 a poimd. 

Part of the reason surimi has an Iden­
tity problem is unclear labeling. Not all 
manufacuters put the word surimi on 
their labels. Instead calling the pnxluct 
imitation crab, (or spelling It krab). Sea 
Legs, seafood salad or other names. 

That's why the Surimi Seafood Edu­
cation Center was formed," said Clare 
Vandeibeek, vice president of comi11i1nl-
catlons for the National Fisheries Insti­
tute, a trade association that oversees 
the education center. 

There's been a lot of misinformation 
as to what the product was and how It 
was made," Vanderbeek added. 

"Now It is a product In its own right 
a11d people are responding to it because 

It's a nutritional seafood at a reasoliable 
price and it's ready to use." 

Although surimi has been a food 
staple In Japan for years. It was only In-
troducedinthlscountiyin 1976byaSan 
Frandsco-based compafiy imder the 
brand name Sea Legs. By the turn of the 
decade, 1980. sales of surimi in the Un­
ited States had reached 6.1 million 
pounds. During the '80s. surimi con-
8i1mptIon here rose to 150 million 
pou11ds—an Increase that made it one of 
the fastest-growing fish categories. 

Today, Alaskan pollock, the primary 
Ingredient for surimi seafood blends, 
ranks fourth In per-capita consumption, 
right after traditional favorites of t1111a, 
shrin^ and cod. Just about ariy white-
fleshed fish can be used for si1riml. 

It's true that ersatz seafood and the 
real thing don't exactly taste alike. But 
mbfled with other Ingriedlents, consum­
ers in the taste tests h v̂e like the seafood 
substitutes. 

Surimi is made by removing the skin 
and bones from the pollock fish, mincing 
a11d then washing and straliling it until It 
is an odoriess, flavraless paste. 

The fish paste is then combined with 
sugar or sorijltol to help it retain mois­
ture and decrease damage from freezing, 
plus salt, starch, binders, flavors, color­
ing and -- by some manufacturers — 
some real shellfish meat. Finally, the 
paste is extruded and pressed into 
shapes. Most companies do notadd MSG 
but a few do, so check the label if you're 
MSG-Intolerant 

The seafood products are fully cooked 
and pasteurized and according to Syhia 
Treltman at the Oakland County 
Cooperative Extension Service, they con­
tain 87 calories in a 3-ou11ce serving. 

"Surlml-Based s«ifoc>ds are ncjt with­
out criticism," she said. "Concern has 
been raised over the production process 
which adds sugar and sodium. Some of 
the vitanli11s and minerals are also 
washed away, leavtag surimi nutrition­
ally Inferior to unprocessed seafood." 

Indeed, one oimce of real raw crab-
meat contal11s 83 milligrams of sodium, 
while the same amount of Surimi packs 
238 milligrams. 

"Nonetheless, foods made with 
surl11il-based seafood products offer a 
low-cost alteniaUVe to seafoixl that Is low 
In fat" said Treltman, "The FDA regu­
lates the labeling of packaged surl11il pro­
ducts for retail sale. Products represent-
111g a specific tyupe of natural seafood 
must be labeled 'imitation,' such as 'Im­
itation crab legs.' But if an item does not 
represent a specific seafood or body part, 
"ImitaUon" is not required."

Among the reninants of the short­
lived nouvelle cuisine era, flavored 
vinegars continue to grow in popular­
ity. As one of the world's oldestflavor-
Ing staples, vinegars are no longer rc-
.served Just for carlnlng. pickling and 
dressing salads. 

Sauteed or grilled poultry, meats 
and vegetables become rejuvenated 
with a splash ofberry or heib flavored 
vinegar. They add a bit of zest and 
leave your palate refreshed without 
addlrig fat or calories to a fruit or veg­
etable salad. 

Berry Vlnega1TS such as straw-
beny. blueberry or black raspbeny 
and herb vinegars made with tarra­
gon, dm or a hiouquet of Provencal 
herbs are simple to prepare. They can 
be packaged In decorative cut glass 
bottles to be given as gills which one 
would assume you slaved over for 
Weeks. 

The process requires veiy little. 
Fresh berries or herbs are Infused 
with heated vinegar. The inluslon is 
then left to steep. A few days later it Is 
strained Into sterilized bottles and 
Voilal 

Diane Schrlll of Birmingham fell ln 
love with homemade Vli1aigrettes and 
flavored Vinegars whfle studying 
classic French cuisine at La Varenne 
cooking school near Paris. 

Every summer she prepares a var­
iety of beny flavored and herb vine­
gars after harvesting wild black and 
red raspberries and herbs from her 
garden. These are great to have on 
hand in the winter when no one has 
access to fresh herbs and fruits," she 
said. 

This summer Schrlft tnlused se­
ven different flavored vinegars to 
keep on her pantiy shelf to use

BflXED HERB VINEGAR 
4 cups white wine vinegar or

When preparing tarragon vinegar, 
she generally uses a cider vinegar as 
the apple cider flavor blends nicely 

wltn tarragon. Her "garden vinegar" 
Is made with white wine Vinegar, ore-
gano, sage, thyme, mustard seed, 
and a few cloVes of garlic. 

Shirley Siegel of Troy has been 
making flavored vinegars for about 
five years and recently taught a class 
In TYoy. Siegel is a stickler when lt 
comes to sterilization equipment and 

follows through with the selection of 
her Ingredients. She stresses usiilg 
fipesh fruit at the peak of perfection. 
"Tou can't use arrything else If you 
want a pure vinegar to last." 

If you don't grow your own fiult, 
Siegel suggests shopping the road­
side stands and top quality fruit 
markets. < 

Helpful hints preserve freshness 
Here are some helpftd tips about 

making flavored vinegars torn Diane 
Schrlft and Shirley Siegel. 

When asked about using cham­
pagne Vinegar as a base, Schrlft an­
swered, 'People get esoteric about 
these. Unless you're tasting these 
straight or In a simple Vlnaigretteyou 
can't tell the difference." 

Schrlft recommends 11llxlng ber­
ries with vinegar in a saucepan untfi 
the mixture simmers. Remove mix­

ture and pour into sterilized jars. 
Cover and allow to sit for three to five 
days on the kitchen counter before 
filtering through a paper coffee filter 
and packiilg Into sterilized glass 
botUes. 

Two of Siegel's favorite flavor com­
binations are strawberries, clnna-
1i1on stick and lemon zest to be used 
in salads, and a versatile tarragon 
vinegar flavored with dried chfll pep­
per, peeled garlic cloVes and a few 

black peppercorns. 
Siegel suggests mixing the berry 

Vinegars with mayonnaise or soi1r 
cream when n1aklng fruit salads or 
using the herb/pepper vinegars in 
vinaigrettes or for marinading meats 
bfore grilling. 

Schrlft and Siegel avoid storing 
their homemade vinegars In bottles 
with cork tops. I'hey prefer those with 
wire spring tops or simply use can­

ning Jars. 
If you'd like to sample a few com­

mercial flavored vinegars before ex­
perimenting on your own, the Roths­
child Beny Farm flavored vinegars 
are hlghty recommended. I>ocated In 
Urbana. Ohio, they began producing 
vinegars in 1985. Their vinegars are 
made in small batches, all by hand 
with a white wine vinegar base. Look 
for them in the pantry shop at 
Hudson's.
