Rentrop said Detroit's plans to dig an open 
trenchfor the main seems to dangerous to Ftenk-
l in officials and the village's engineers, who would 
prefer to see the m a i n tunneled-ln.

"All we know is we received this letter, p u t <wi 
our door, tl iat tl ie water was coodenmed,* said 
one resident, who asked t l ia t l ier name not be 
used because she fears eviction. 

" I h q r told us t l iat we had to bol l it and t l i a t we 
had to b i iy water. The wato* does have an odor to 
I t b u t we d idn ' t really know wha t was 
happening." 

She said she and the rest o f her neighbors 
keep wait ing for some k ind of information about 
how king t l i is si tuatkln wi l l craitlnue, but have 
heard nothing. 

ManagementatCoimtjy Cousins could not be 
reafched for comment at presstime. 

Bob Long, administrative assistant for Oak­
land Coimty Environmental Health Services, 
said routine water sampling tests performed 
dur ing tlie week of J u l y 20 turned up a presence 
of coUform, which Is a comptment of sewage. 

"Cdliform itself are not I iarmlul,* Long said. 
"It's natural to al l w a r m blooded animals.* He 
said i t is comhunly found on people's l iands as 
well as In hiunan or animal waste matter. 

"We do not have a n indicatlc»i that the water 

tested positive for fecal bacteria. But coliform. 
w l ien l t ls present usually is veiy abundant Its 
presence Is an indicator of t l ie possibility of less 
abundant and possllily harmful tlacteria or vir­
uses, such as poUo, t l iat are passed on and 
fo imd In sewage." 

Long said t l i a t when routine tests t umupco l -
I formorai iy other bacterlalndrlnldngwater, the 
tests are followed up by a l>atteiy of resampling. 
In thlis case, one of the followup tests also Indi­
cated coliform. so the warning letter was Issued.

Bebeau. a plainc­
lothes loss prevention detective, saw 
the suspect taking merchandise on 
the store's video camera. Bebeau fol­
lowed the man outside the double-
door entrance near the custo1ner ser­
vice desk. Where he apprehended the 

suspect. 
l i i e suspect Rodney Christopher 

Humber. 16. of Detroi t complied 
With Belieau's request to return to 
the store's ofllce for questioning after 
some verbal resistance. On the way 
back inside, Humber, escorted l y 
Bebeau and another store detective, 
exchanged Words with a second male 
Who was apparently reluming mer­
chandise at the customer service 
desk. 

Shortly after that exchange, the 
suspect ti1med Without warning and 
stabtied Bebeau With a steak knife. 
He then Ded the scene to the parking 
lot. 

Township police responded to the 
11:25 p.m. call Within two minutes 
and quickly located tlie suspect. 

T h e citizens did a real good Job by

According to Mlsiak, Bebeau l iad 
apprehended shoplifters i n similar 
sltuatlor13 many times. 

'He was a good associate," said 
Mlslak. "He was veiy well trained. 

Th is was somelliing that you 
can't ever count on. Sad is the only 
way to describe i t " 

Bebeau was single and lived w i th 
i l ls mother. Breslin said. Following 
the incident Meijer owner Flrdcr lc 
Meijer contacted Bebeau's mother to 
offer his condolences. 

"Eveiyone at the store and at the 
headquarters extends to his mother 
our sympatliles, our thoughts and 
our prayers over wliat's liappened," 
Breslin said. 

Breslin said there liad not l ieen 
any funeral arrangements made by 
press time on Friday. Bebeau. who 
served four years i n the U.S. Marine 
Corps, ts survived by his motlier, 
Kathleen Bebeau, a brotlier and a 
sister.

The difficulty in getting this re­
vised plan nailed down is seeing the 
plan's Inlpact and how the number of 
bus riders will fluctilate as the year 
progresses. And that really can't be 
decided on unti l scho(^ starts and 
buses are up and runni l ig and routes 
are i1ionlto1ed, school transportatlon 
officials said. 

Board members Monday nlght ap­

proved a cliange in the district's bus-
frig policy that paves the way for t i l ls 
so-called 1.5 mile magnet plan sub­
mitted to them by David Bolltho, as­
sistant superintendent for admini­
strative services. 

The policy now states that no stu­
dent llvfrig Wlthfri a 1.5 mile radius 
wi l l be bused. 

This revised magnet plan deviates 
from Bolitho's first plan in that it al-
lowsony student Who can get to a de­
signated bus stop access to the bus. 
Bolltho guessed the plan wl l l bus an 
estlmatMl 361 more students t l ian 
hls first 1.5 mlle plan. 

'It's is Just not an exact science," 

said Superintendent Leonard Re-
zmlerskl.'This is the best way we 
know how to deal w i th plckfrig up 
students who are a stone's throw 
away from a passing bus," he said. 

While l t maybe clear who can ride 
the buses, what remains to be seen is 
where students wil l t>e picked up to 
ride them. Bolltho said Monday the 
designated bus stops wi l l remain 
outskie the state-mandated 1.5 mlle 
radius, but t h ^ have yet to be deter­
mined.

The Sicilians are coming 
S o u t h e r n I t a I y 

l e n d s n e w s t y l e

For the better part o f a decade, Fve been predicting 
tl iat Southern Ital ian food wil l take oflf as an American 
food trend. It hasn't liappened y e t so I suppose the pre­
diction remains good. The day of Sou them Italian food 
wil l come, maiic my words. Just wait and see. And wa i t 
And w a i t 

The pipblem is, as restaurateur Celestlno Drago 
noted recientfy, Sout l iem Italian food — Including the 
dishes of his native Sic i ly—are elt l ier too well-known 
here or scarcely known at all. Most o f the Italian Immi­
grants to ti l ls country who arrived 7 0 and more years 
ago came from the impoverished lands i n Sicily and in 
the southern provinces o f the peninsula. They Were too 
poor to know much alx)ut the grander accomplish­
ments of the cooking they left t)ehllnd. 

Instead, they took Wliat they rememljered and pre­
pared i t wi th the ingredients t h i y fo imd in their new 
homeland. Thus, t l iqr created what came to \x Italian-
American cooking, most typically red sauces made wi th 
more meat t l ian they possibly couki have afforded b i the 
old countiy, served over lx>untious portions of pasta. 
And none of that stuff a lx iut fresh fettucclne either— 
tl i ls pasta came out of a cardboard box. 

The authentic dishes of the region, on the other 
l iand, almost never made the passage to America, at 
least Judging by restaurant menus. 

Drago left Sicilly as a teen-ager, b u t as he remarked, 
his native land has remained i n his h e a r t Encouraged 
l>y the response to a few Skdllan dishes on the menu of 
his Santa Monica, Calif., restuarant, he arranged for a 
visit of a cookingdelegatlon from the ancient city ofMes-
sina. right across the straits from the toe of the Italian 
boot 

They repl-esented tl ie Sicilian branch of the Italian 
chefs' and restaurateurs association, and Induded 
Plppo Riiggerl, head of the Messina chefs association; 
restaurateur NLio Llbro; pastiy mlcer Antonio Arena; 
aj id quite a lew others. They arrived i n town, made the 
obUgatoiy pUgrimage to Disneyland and t l ien cooked a 
meal at Drago before heading off to Las Vegas and San 
Francisco. 

Thqr also brought some food along w i th them. 
"Jlere, t i y tli ls," said one of the Diago waltCTs, mo­

tioning me into the walk- in re&lgerator off the Idtchen. 
There was a plate of Sicl lan tangerines, fruit wi th an 

exceptionally perfumed flavor and a part teular ly julqr 
skin, ful l of the fragrant d t n i s oil. The fruit was for a 
special dr ink. Invented for the occasion, Proftimo dl 
Sidl la.

Asamat tero f lac t Id ldn ' tpar t lcula iy care fo r i t and, 
i n any case, i t requires a rose-flavored Ital ian liqueur 
called "Rosolio" tl iat Is practically unobtainable here. 
But for t l ie record, i t consists of equal parts of Rosolio, 
d iywhi tevermouthand the l i i t terCampri l iqueur, slia-
l u n wi th Ice and poured Into a glass w i t h a twist of 
tangoine peel. 

'The food may or may not liave l)een a revelation to the 
assorted restaurateurs, foodies and t rend watchers 
who were invited to t l ie dinner. I l iked i t a l o t bu t then I 
tend to prefer etluik: dishes of almost any k ind to the 
chlc plate-mlllinaiy of today's chefs. Aiiyway, my 
motlier's family is Sk^illan, so Tm entit led. 

Perversely. themealmademet l i inkthatSld l lanfood 
might not be all that well-suited to the contenqx>raiy re­
staurant fiaslilon, \ t M : h decrees a rigidty narrow range 
o f dishra a la minute: gril ls and deglazlng sauces, in 
contrast to tlie "made" dlslies at t l i is diner. 

Al l dlslies liave to be nslde, of course, bu t some re­
quire more maldng t l ian others, and t l ia t applies to the 
more t»roque creations of the Sicilian chef. 

We heard the usual talk about Sicilian food l>elng es­
sentially simple and dependent on the l}eautiful pro­
duce of the island. That's t rue only to a certain extent 
La cudna skOlana also liears witness to centtiries of 
Arab and Botlrbon rule, the former is an often suprislng 
combination of ingredients, the la t ter lnap i l lngonof in-
gredleiits ormulu. 

As things stand now, to t i y Slcfllan dishes, you can 
hope t l iat Drago carries out h is announced intention of 
adding to l i ls menu. 

Or you can make them yourseff, follofwlng these re­
cipes adapted from tlioee of Antonio Sparadno of Rls-
torante Antonio, wl io was a member of vlsitng 
delagcafone. 

We start out sln^lfy w i th a dish not Induded on the 
special menu: Maccu, a much-lielcfved soup, here given 
i n tl ie Messina style. Dried fava beans are carried at al l 
Ital ian markets. 

BfACCU 
(FAVA BEAN SOUP) 

1 pound dried lava l>eans 
1 small onion 
l stalk celeiy 
l or 2 tomatoes 
Salt 
!4 pound pasta (see note) 
Best quality olive oil 

Yields about 8 servings. 
Pick over, rinse and drain heaxis. I n large saucepan 

or soup kettle, cover wi th water to a depth of alxiut 2 i n ­
ches. Bring to a bofl; simmer 3 minutes; cover and allow 
to stand, off hea t for 1 hour. 

Add more water to cover beans by at least l inch. 
Bring to a hoU. Peel and chop onion; chop celeiy; peel 
and chop tomatoes. Add to po t 

Simmer alx>ut 1 hour, or unt i l ljeans are very tender, 
adding more water i f necessaiy. When beans are nearty 
done, add salt to taste. 

Note: You can use any k ind of pasta. 
'Grandma Would advise broken up spaghetti," says 

Sparaclno's redpe. Cook pasta either in soup or 
separately. 

Serve soup and pasta i n bowls, garnished wi th olive 
oil to taste. 

This Is an example of the elaborate b>aked pasta dis­
hes popular In southern Italy and Sicily. The version 
served at Drago contained small chicken meatballs as 
well as l i am, cheese and liard-bolled eggs. 

A good way of making a dish like this is to use a to­
mato sauce fromanother dish, suchas theFarsumagu, 
made on an earlier day. The sauce wil l keep a few days i n 
the fridge, or i t can be frozen. Proportions for t l i ls dish 
don't matter much; the idea is to give the l i t^ression of a 
rich profusion.

(BAKED PASTA) 

Chicken meatballs (redpe follows) 
4 large eggplants 
Salt

Make sauce hy sauteing onion in ollVe oil unti l ten­
der. Add beaf and stir unti l bieef Is no longer pink. T u m 
up heat and rapidly boll away any moisture. Drain any 
excess fa t Add to1natoes, basil, sa l t pepper and sugar. 
Simmer 20 to 30 1nlnute8 unt i l sauce thickens. 

Boil pasta In salted water unt i l al dente. Drain. Mix 
wi th some of sauce until pasta is lightly coated but not 
awash in sauce.

You can set aside the dish for an 
hour or so. if not ready to bake inime-
dlately.
