The {ifth time tumed out o be
untucky Thursday night for an
armed robbery suspect believed to
have repeatedly struck the Speed-
way gas station at Pontiac Trall and
Beck Road.

Anthony Walker, 38, of Detrolt
was arrested shortly before 5 p.m.
Thursday by Novi Police Officers
Ken Meler and Detective Frank Bar-
abas, who were using a videocarm-
era system lo stake out the station
frem & back room.

Walker was arralgned on five
counts of armed robbety late Friday
afternoon in Walled Lake's 52-1
District Court.

Police say Walker robbed the
Speedway station on July 19, Aug.
1, Aug. 10 and Aug. 15. Almost ev-
ery time, he reportedly acted as
though he was buying something,
watted until the cashier opened the
drawer, then pulled a gun and
grabbed money from the drawer.

Walker reportedly used the same
method of operation last Thursday.

The police stakeout at the station
had been geing on for about two
weeks, since the Aug. 15 robbery,
said Novi Police Chief Doug
Shaeffer, -

Harrison sald Speedway's top
corporate managers told him not to
tatk publicly about the rebberies
until the case was completed.

“We got the man, we're going to
prosecute to the fullest, and that's
all I can say,” he sald.

Police are still investigating pos-
sible links between Walker's robbe-
ries and a string of robberles at a
nearby Commerce Township dry
cleaners.

The second of a series of city-initiated rezon-
ings falledt to get off the ground recently, much to
the relief of the Iakes area landowners, who vig-
orously protested the idea.

be the party of high ideals without
lookdng at his (Miltner's} claims.”

Hunting rules are
a good compromise

We've seen what can happen in
other communities when the issue of
hunting is raised and a proposal to ban
the practice from the community is
made. Tempers flare and the debate gets
hot. The two sides engage In name-
calling: "Bunny Hugger!” “Bambi Killer!"

If the issue gets settled at all, it re-
mains the source of lingering hostility
and discontent among residents,

But not in Novi. The City Council
adopted a new set of hunting rules last
week which are essentially a comprom-
ise between those concerned about the
safety of allowing hunting to continue in
a city as well-populated as Novi and
those who believe hunting can continue
here without endangering anyone.

The compromise not only
addressed the concerns of both sides, it
was adopted with a minimum of conster-
nation among city officials or the public.
The compromise was reached as aresult
of meetings in which local hunters
worked with the police chief and the city
ordinance review to talk about thelr vari-
ous concerns and interests.

While the hunting regulations in
Novi previcusly allowed hunting only
with a permit from the police chief, and

with the permission of the landowner of
course, they would have permitted hunt-
ing on as little as five acres. It prohibited
hunters from hunting within 300 feet of
inhabited land.

The new restrictions imit hunting
to hows and arrows and shotguns with
srnaller shot and require hunters to stay
800 feet from inhabited land, That
means theyl need at least 75 acres to go
ahunting,

According to one Novi resident and
hunter Paul Wolfe, the new regulations
will effectively limit sportsmen to hunt-
ing from blinds in three one-square-
mile, unpopulated areas in the south-
west portion of the city.

For the most part, that should ad-

dress the concerns of both sides. There

will not likely be a salety problem as are-
sult of these rules. Residents here won't
have to worty about shooting nearby.
The hunters will still be able to continue
their practice, if on a somewhat lirnited
basis.

And all without need of protests be-
fore city council, rock stars coming in to
rally the residents or activists making a
cause of the issue.

A sad commentary

It's a sad commentary on the state

of our soclety.
‘The Novi Police Department has

- %, announced it'will ldurich- a-program of
| sending underage “decoys” into local lig-

uor stores to see if they can buy. Within
the next fewweeks, the police will launch
into this program in the hopes of pre-
venting or curtailing the selling of booze
to minors. The program will continue
into the forseeable future.

The program itself s laudable. And
we support it wholeheartedly. As Police
Chief Doug Shaeffer explained it, the
program is less aimed at catching viola-
tors than attempting to prevent the sale
of alcohol to minors. The theory being
that if merchants know those underage
decoys are out there, they'lt be more dili-
gent about checking IDs and keeping
kids from buying.

Nonetheless, there are still some
aspects of this program that we feel in-
deed make a sad commentary.

For instance, we find it a bit dis-
turbing that the police would feel the
need to notify the liquor store owners be-
fore they begin such a campaign. Shaef-
fer said his desire was to be as up-front
as possible with the store owners about
the program. Again, Shaeffer's approach
is quite laudable, but we feel it shouldn’t

be necessary to notify liguor stores be-

fore checking on them, It should be safe
to assume that liquor store owners al-
ready know they aren't supposed to sell

‘ to minors. They are licensed by the state” |

after all, and we would like to believe they
took it serlously when they were in-
formed about the rules during the licens-
ing process. It is kind of like police send-
ing a letter to a crack house before they
raid it.

Another aspect worth noting is
Shaefler's point that notification didn’t
seem to make a difference in other cities
where it has been used. He pointed out
that when Farmington Hills launched
such a program, 70 percent of those
stores tested still viclated the law.

It's very sad commentary indeed,
that (a) so many stores would be selling
alcohol to minors and (b} that s0 many
store owners weren't bright enough to
avoid getting caught even after they had
been warned a crackdown was coming.

Those points should all the more
show the need for the program. Shaefler
and the Novi police deserve credit for
launching into it. And they deserve cre-
dit for the way they are handling it.

But all we can say is that we hope,
what with prior notification and all, lig-
uor store owners here produce a little
better record than did our neighbors to

the east.

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Possibilities
with peaches
get out of hand

Peaches were first grown in China several
thousands of years ago and were regarded as a
symbol of immortality.

Thete s even a story about a French woman
In the 19th century who was gravely ill and
refusing all food. But her life was saved by a
dish of peaches in syrup and cream that re-
stored her appetite and will to live.

This is all hard to believe, since the first
peaches were small, very sour and had a very
fuzzy exterior. They were brought to the Ameri-
cas by Spanish explorers in the 16th century.

Peaches may not be magic, but the nuimner-
ous modern varjeties are certainly larger. swee-
ter and leas fuzzy.

" There is nothing like a ripe peach eaten out

“of hand for breakfast or as a snack. Sliced

peaches can be added to salads, sugared for

shortcake or soaked in white wine or cham-
pagne lor an easy summer dessert.

They can be baked In a cobbler, or pureed
Ior sherbet or ice cream. Grilled peaches served
with grilled chicken adds an interesting twist to
a plenic. To grill, coat all sides of the peaches

with lemon juice and grill until brown (six to
eight minutes).

There are two categorles of peaches, freestone
or clingsione. This refers to how the flesh ad-
heres 1o the pit. Clingstones are not generally
sold In markets, they are used for commerclal
canning.

Michigan peaches are freestone or a semi-
freestone. Popular varfetles available at the local
farmer markets are Redhaven. Cresthaven, Glo-
haven, and Red Kist. These are all versatile and
can be used for haking, canning or eaten fresh.

One pound of peaches is about three me-

- dlum or two cups sliced. If you are interested
in preserving them, a lug weighs 22 pounds,
makes 16-24 pints frozen or 7-11 quarts
canned. A bushel of peaches is 48 pounds and

will yield 32-48 pints frozen or 16-24 quarts

: whne eating peaches ouit of hand, they nesd’
no peeling, however, most peaches are petled

for use in cooked dishes. If the peaches do not
peel easily, dip them In bolling water for about

30 seconds, then plunge into ice water and the

skins will slip right off.

To prevent browning, coat exposed surfaces
with lemon juice or ascorbic acid or vitamin C
tablets. Use one teaspoon pure powdered as-
corbic acld to one gallon water. If you prefer,
use 3,000 milligrams of vitamin C tablets
crushed and dissolved In a gallon of water. The
procedure is easy: Slip the skins, dip into one

- of these solutions, drain them and contlnue to
use,

Canning or freezing peaches ls very simple,
Slip the skins, cut into halves or slices, dip
imto the ant-browning solution, put into jars or
freezer containers.

Peaches can be conned or frozen in a syrup
(sugar) pack, a water pack, a juice pack or a
sugar-free pack. If you're concemed about su-
gar, do them the sugar-free way. To get the
best results for a sugar-free product, put the
cut peaches in a saucepan, add water and heat
slowly on the burner. Don't cook them; just
heat to activate the natural peach sugar.

Dolng them this way you won't have a wat-
ery taste to the end product, just a light
peachy flavor. For exact canning times, call the
Cooperative Extension Service, Food Hotline,
858-0904.

Peaches are a source of Vilamin A and po-
tasslum and have virtually no sodlum. They are
fat free, and If you eat the peel, that's extra
fiber. A medium size peach has about 50
calcries.

Visit your local farmer’s markets and enjoy
-fresh Michigan peaches. Bite into a fresh julcy
Michigan J:ueach Let the juice dribble down
your hand and chin — enjoy this sweet treat

that's good for you.
