Offictals of the Nevi Community School Dis-
trict are striving to whip their new high-tech In-
structional Technology Center into shape, and
the process will shortly be completed, they sald.
The technical center Incorporates cutting-
edge technology into the classroom. District offl-
clals are enthuslastic about the benefits the cen-
ter will bring lo the students. Fhase [oftheof the
two-phase implementation project will cost an
estimated $593,000 and will be fully completed
by the end of December.

Chock-full of dozens of computers, printers,
hard drives, scanners and an abundance of re-
lated exquipment, the center will accommodate
the needs of teachers and students, and not just
for computer curriculum. The technology can be
used in such courses as soclal studies, Kosler
sald.

A curreulum lab, computer course labs, a
multi-media center and video studio are the ma-
Jor features of the technical center. The video
studio will include camcorders, microphones
and other recording equipment, as well as edit-
ing equipment.

The center, which connects Novi Middle
Schoal and Novi Meadows Elementary, located
on Taft Road, Is partlally up and running now,

and work continues to bring the remaining sec-
tion up to speed, assistant superintendeni of
business/operations James Koster said.

We're scheduled to
get a good chunk of it by Sept. 28."

Novi Middle School Principal Mlian Obreno-
vich agreed, and said that "the Macs (MacIntosh
computers) are in, the chairs are in, but not the
tables to put themn on, Butt's coming in, a day at
a time off the trucks.

Also on tap is the job of infrastructure wiring
to connect the systems to each other, Koster
said. The district has received seven bids for the
work, and will evaluate them next week, “The
firms tnvolved said it would take them from two
to six weeks, maximum,” Koster said.

Grades five and six from Novi Meadows and
grades seven and elght from Novi Middle School
areusing the center's facllit{es in their classwork
right now, Koster sald. *Ii’s a not a typlcal school,
like we think of it,” he added, referting to those
who attended public school in the largely pre-
computerera.

Calling the technical center “a major change
in the way information is delivered.” Koster de-
scribed the center’s effect as "making learning's
implementation easter.

*Students are no longer relegated to just the
books and the lectures,” Koster continued.
“There are all kinds of ways o learn now.”

Orchard Lake Estates homeow-
ners Laurle and Bob Quay were re-
cently crawling around in their
backyard, counting tree rings.

The rings — 25 deep and more —
were on the stumps left behind
when Detrolt Ediscn cut down over
20 mature trees toward the rear of
thelr Winthrop Drive lol. Three of
the trees were gver a fenice into the
Quays'yard and one was ina nelgh-
bor's. All four are part of a city-
protected woodland,

Thecouplesay they were not not-
ifled in advance of the Sept. 3
choppirg,

“It looks like a total war zone on
my property,” Bob Quay sald.

"Apparently, they are not allowed
to cut any trees in your yard. Appa-
rently, they are doing more than
Just cutting.

E4lson and a contracting com-
pany have acknowledged the mis-
take and are working with Novi City
Forester Chris Pargoff to rectlfy the
situation. The Quays were given
coupons by Edisen for two free low-
growing trees.

In addition, the contracting firm
Is replacing the four trees,
Pargoff temporarily stopped
work on the tree-trimming when
notified of the situation by the
residents.,
“Edison is supposed to notify be-
fore cutting, That's why it's a viola-
tion in Bob's property.” Pargoffsald.
“The contractor and Edison have
both been very cooperative and
have stopped work to do research.
They lost a day and a half to let me
do the investigalion.”
Pargofl said the company needed
and dld not have a city permit to cut
down protected trees, but would
not be issued a violation due to iis
prompt respanse and the replac-
ment trees,
“Three of the trees were noted for
trimming. One was noted for re-
moval. We were not even aware
those four trees were on his prop-
erty,” Edison spokesperson Lorl
Kessler sald.

A Walled Lake towing company which lost Its
contract with the City of Novi earlier this year
amid controversy Is the subject of a lawsuit filed
in the Oakland County Circuft Court Aug. 28.

The forrner owners of Interlakes Towing,
Robert and Deborah Beech, filed the suit against
current owner Michael Liess, owner of Allstate
. of Union Lake, James Austin, attomey
for the plantiffs said that they “wanted to sell the
to Mr. Leiss. On May 1, they turned
over the operation of the company to him, and
‘planned to sell it on July 1. The deal didn't go
thirough, and the owners did not recetve the com-
pany back as given,” Austin sald.
'Lless said he could not comment extensively

Towing firm embroiled

Interlakes, which had provided towing ser-
vices to Novl, lost its contract this spring aimid al-
legations of impropriety. There were clalms
made that the company was using a “double-
bliling’ system on towing calls it made for the
city, charging car owners rates for services well
over what it had to In a contract with the
City of Novi. Cumrently, three towing firms pro-
vide the wrecker service.

“We had an agreement, and he misled me,”
Liess sald, referring to Austin. “There were
things that it required that couldn't be done. The
contract had tobe signed by July 1 and hewasn't
in town. The agreement was void.”

Liess said that he planned to counter-sue
those Involved, but declined to say on what
gund. “There's going to be legal action taken,”

said.

The suit includes seven counts, and alleges
that Liess illegally kept Interlakes equipment de-
spite the fact that the sale did not go through.
The list of equipment includes three wreckers,

eight radios, telephone lines, office equipment
and a towing contract with AAA of Michigan.
Liess, the suit continues, refused to remit mo-
nies paid by the company or return the
equipment.

“Wewant either the assets back or to have the
contract price go through,” Austin said, and said
the suit sought $50,000. The Beeches claim In
the sult that they suflered "emotional distress™
due to the situation.

Liess sald the lawsuit's clalms were not irue,
and expressed concem that the situation would
damage his business. "I have a very good reputa-
tion in the towing industry here,” he said.

Austin said that he will ask Circuit Court
Judge Deborah Tyner to issue an injunction and
demand that Liess give the property back or put
It in the court's care until the matteris decided. A
hearing is scheduled before Tyner on
Wednesday.

American Federal is willing to do-
nate the right-of-way for the ring
road, @Quinn added, and Is also dis-
cussing a land swap with Novl.

The bank might be willing to take
city-owned Aladdin building and the
former Are station on Novi Road, as
wel! as the old clty hall on Sixth Gate
Drtve, for an Interlor chunk of its 55
acres, the mayor said. Nowi could
then creale a park or another public
use on this land.

“That's a premier location belngon
Novi Road. We could obtain more
than two acres of interior land.
They're expressing an inlerest In
talking to us,” he said.

Earller developers, including
Crosswinds Realty and The Selective
Group, were scared off by economics
from the Main Street concept. Afler
an extensive analysis, Mike Horo-
witz, president of The Seleclive
Group, concluded the project was 1-
nancially unfeastble.

However, Mike Kahm, vice-
president of Singh Development Cor-
poration, says the downtown may be
do-able, ifthe city gets the infrastruc-
ture — especially the ring rad —in
place, He {s considering a combina-
tion retall/apartment mix in the
southeast quadrant, a development
1o be modeled afier Singh’s MainCen-
tre in downtown Northville.

*It could be a very nice project if all
the pleces fit together,” he said.

“The main thing is to get the polit{-
cal commitment from the eity council
to endorse the concept and agree to
fund the Main Street Installation.
That would be the maln catal-
yst. . .We feel more confident now
than six months ago.”

For the Novi center, Kahm sald up
t0 130 apartments could go up, aleng
with 40,000 square feet of retall,

In Northville, MainCentre apart-
menits rent from $700 to $1,200 and
attract tenants such as professional
hockey players and local television
personalities. Kahm said his apart-
ments would need a nearby grocery
store to work — which could be diffl-
cult to attract to the nascent
downtown,

Other groups sending out feelers
to the city are the restaurant corpora-
tlon Max & Erma’s and Community
Theaters, a movie chaln.

Beztek Bullding Company met
with mixed reviewed from the town
center committee in June when it
proposed 47 townhouse and 227 gar-
den apartrments for 29 of the 55
acres, The firm Is still interested in
Joining in on the project.

An American Federal vice-
president was In town Thursday to
discuss participation in the town
center plans, said Bill Bowman, of
Thompson-Brown Reaitors, real es-
late representatives for the bank.

“They're certainly attempting and

to try to cooperate within the
framework of what they have to work
with,” Bowman sald.

Thompson-Brown's role has been
o take the ideas generated by the
town center committee and see f bu-
sinesses — such as fruit and veget-
able markets and movie theaters —
are wikling to jump Into the game. He
is now working with a theater chain
which may be willing to design a
building with an old-time movie
palace- style marquee, especially for
the new Novi.

“You can put yourselfinto the pos-
ition of any of these prospects. Main
Street Is not there. Everything 1s on
an f-corme basis. Developers usually
are hesitant to do much until we can
answer all the questions for them.”
Bowman sald.

“Nobody's figured out how to pay
for gazebos and other amenities.”

The Town Center Steering Com-

mittee has produced a new town cen-
ter ordinance which Is currently be-
ing iocoked at by the planning
cornmisslon.

“We would certainly hope once the
ordinance is in place that the deve-
lopers will know what they have to
build for,” Wahl said.

It tsm't all going to get built at
once, like Trammell Crow did. It lan't
a single development concept.”

With any luck, Wahl sald Novi
would “hopeflully” have a downtown
within the next five years.

Expansion of the center clty dis-
trict Ls also considered,

The new development in Novi's Town Center would be modsied after the MainCentra in downtown Northville.

The bank’s b5 acres are not tech-
nically within the town center zoning
district, but could be brought in. City
planners are aiso considering Incor-
porating the Industrial Trans-X Drive
lnto the town center district.

Plans for a central city have been
inthe hopper since the 1980s. At one
time, Novi Town Center shopping
mallwas expected (o become adown-
town. Developer Trammell Crow
thought otherwise,

That sort of single use is not likely

to happen in the southeast, Bowman
sald, because the Maln Street will set
the perimeters for development, its
very physical presence centrolling
the size of developable parcels,

Both the private sector and the
pubiic sector will have to be flexdble,
he cautioned.

“There has to be some comprom-
Ises. To make it work, everybody has
to understand there is a function
called economics,” Bowman said.

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Schools expect
smooth contract

While several area school districts,
such as Detrolt's, are having prob-
lems in negotlating contracts with
their teachers, Novl should have a
much easler time, school admi-
nistration officials predict.

“I would project a smooth ride,”
sald Asslstanit Superintendent for
Business/Operations James Koster,

“We've always had good contracts
here," sald Assistant Superintendent
for Human Resources John Swallow.,

The contract for the Novi Com-
munity Schools District, last ratified
In 1991, expires in June. The 286
teachers it covers will begin negotla-
tions sometime around the first of the
yeal, Swallow sald, “There's no hard
and fast rule, but we've generally be-
pun talldng about six months before-
hand,” he added.

“There's always a guestion as to
whether there are such a number of
issues that we'll have to open up the
whole contract,” Swallow sald. “We
think we have a good contract now.”

Detroit’s educators are hotly de-
bating the notion of "empowerment,”
where more responsibility and au-
thority are shifted to Individual
schools. The heat shouldn't make its
way lo Novi, however, "ldon't seeft as
a major issue here for this year’s ne-
gotiations,” sald Swallow.

“We have building and planning
teams here,” hie sald, "and empower-
ment's been dealt with for years and
years.” Swallow sald that admi-
nistration officlals meet regularly
with the bullding and planning com-
missions from each school. *“We dis-
cuss the whole range of Issues — cur-
riculum, budlding policy, all of it. It
becomes a participatory decision-

making body,” he said.

While pay rates are the other ma-
Jor 1ssue in the Detroit teachers’
strike, economics will be an impor-
tant, but not explosive, {ssue In the
process. “It's not one that's over-
looked, that's for sure,” Swallow said.

Following a 1988 medification of
the contract, the district has an
11-step pay schedule for its teachers.
Ateacher on the Jowest step, abache-
lor's degree, earns $27,352 per year,
Swallow indicated, As educators con-
tinue their education, headded, they
mave up on the step scale. The top-
end pay for teachers with a master’s
degree and 30 hours of graduate cre-
dit s $58,579, he sald. There are no
merit pay increases awarded,

Certain teachers are eligible for
“supplernental schedule” pay, Swal-
low added. This would include extra-
curricular activities such as coach-
ing athletic teams, department head
activities, yearbook stafl and coordi-
nating safety patrols al the elemen-
tary school level.

Scheduling concerns are another
potential polnt of discussion In the
tatks. The district's teachers have a
185-day school year (the kids go
181}, ending on June 18, Negotiators
usually address issues such as the
schedule of the school day, when ho-
ii;ije(liys will fall and the like, Swallow

Tenure requirements are set by
state law and not by individual
school districts, Swallow sald, and so
won't be a topic. Teachers statewlde
begln with a two-year probationary
period before being tenured, with the
distrct having the option of a third
year after that, he added, “Teachery
transfering from another Michigan
schoo] district to Novi have to serve a
one-year probabtio riod

Support the proposal
to alter child labor law

Sowe would like to lend our voice of
support for that change. Both Bullard
and Faxon said they would introduce
amendments to the law this fall. And we
would like to see the amendments pass.

So why not? The only obstacle to
your letting yourchild take such employ-
ment is state law. That's right, State law
prohibiis employers from hiring children
under age 14, unless of course they are
to be hired as golf caddies, then they can
start at age 11, or as laborers on a farm,
where they can begin work at age 13.

It Is important that we do not forget
the original purpose of the child labor
laws when they are amended. They were
first enacted to protect children from
overwork in sweatshop-like conditions
and from employers who found they
could pay children a lot less than adults

Somehow, 1t doesnt quite seern and get the same work from them.

right, does {t?

There are few sweatshops these
days, but there are still needs for protec-
tion, For example, it seems to us a
20-hour work weekis probably toomuch
for a youngster 11 years old. They have
school to go to. And they are still children
after all; we want to make sure they have
time in their lives for children's activities.
Maybe the maximum work week for an
11 year old should be about 10 hours.
Whatever the number, there should be a-
limit on the number of hours children
can work.

The problem was pointed out re-
cently by the Novi Parks and Recreation
Department. There, Deanne Adaschik
says she would like to hire youngsters
betweentheagesof 11 and 13toserve as
scorekeepers and referees for rec league
games. She has about 50 youngsters In
such positions now, but they are over 14
and tend to leave for better paying posi-
tions, at places like McDonald's.

Pointing cut that scorekeeping for
less than 20 hours a week would be a lot
less strenuous the either caddying or
farm work, Adaschik has talked to state
senator Jack Faxon and representative
Willis Bullard about amending the law.
She also has the support of Novi Parks
Director Dan Davis, who said the parks
department overall hires a total of about
I 100 youngsters part-time to do various

jobs.

And rather than making exceptions
for specific jobs like caddying and farm
work, perhaps the law should simply
state that those under age 14 can be
hired only for “light work duties.” Finally,
parents should be able to oversee this
process, Their approval should be neces-
sary before these youngsters can be
hired.

But as long as the appropriate pro-
tections are built in, why would anyone
object to a youngster workdng this type of
a part-time job? It seems tous the experi-
ence — of holding a job, being responsi-
ble for the work and of having money of
their own to manage — could only be
positive,

E We think that would be a positive
change. The child labor laws which block
industrious youngsters from any kind of
work prior to age 14 are archaic. These
youngsters can fulflll many tasks in to-
day's working world that are neither
dangerous nor overly burdensome, and
yet they are jobs which employers are

Chef gets into
a pickle over
Getzie’s recipe

Anyone who's ever stopped by Geizie's Pub
in beautiful downtown Northville has probably.
at one time or another, sunk their teeth into
one of Dorothy’s Incredible bread and butter
pickles. I've been going to Getzie's now for way
past a dozen years or so, and every year the
fall harvest brings the taste of what | consider
to be the best pickles | have ever tasted.

When asked her secret, diminutive Dorothy
Just blushes a little and says: *It's the same
"I've been doln’ for 25 years, and It's nothing

but a standard pickle recipe.”

Standard recipe, my foot. Dorothy’s pickles
crunch and have just the perfect balance of
what pickle fanclers call “tooth.” I liken it to
the snap, crackle and pop of my favorite break-

fast cereal.

So every year when I ask Dorothy for her
secret pickle recipe, every year I get In retun a
Jar of pickled nirvana. Certainly not a bad
trade-off. So this year, [ checked out everything
I could about the secret to great pickles. The
Ball Blue Book, long the canner's bible, has
more pages on pickling than any other topic.

The Farm Journal's Canning Cookbook lists
secrét upon secret. [ fried them all and have
come up with the following information. Al-
though my pickles have yet to come close to
Dorothy's, I'm right on the fringes of your

apron hem, so watch out!

Both of the canning bibles mentioned above
agree that in order to make great pickles, you
have to start out with great pickles. Consultant
upon consultant say that it's best to grow your

OWTL.

Grow pickles? I ask. Secret number one for
the best pickles start with growing your own
cucumbers. Not that you want to grow cucum-
bers here, folks, but rumor has it that the best
pickles start with the immaturest cucumbers.
Slicing cukes do not make good pickles, as
don't the ones from stores. You need imiature
pickling cukes. Preferably, fresh, immature ‘
pickiing cukes that have been picked no more

than two hours before.

If that sounds like a pain, it is. It meant a
trip down to the Eastern Market at 5 am.
while farmers laughed when [ asked if anyone
had picked the cukes during the full light of

. the moon. 1 finally found an old babushka-clad
lady who assured me her pickling cukes came
in late Friday aflernoon. | trusted and believed.
How could you not? Experts agree that it's a
waste of time pickling after the cukes are more
than 24 hours old. Supposedly, 11 makes them

tough.

Dorothy uses the fresh-pack method for her
bread and butters, and they do require refriger-
ation. The brine cured or fermented pickles are
a bit sofier and have a more pronounced pickle
taste, Whatever method you use, the pros again
say that the cucumbers are equally as impor-

tant the vinegar.

Pros use clear vinegar with a specified (on
the label) acid strength of 5 percent or 50
grains. Some of the clear vinegars from the
grocery store are lighter. White vinegar gives
pickles their best color while cider vinegar gives
off the best aroma and flavor. Yours truly used

a 60-40 blend of white to cider.

Last, but certainly not least, ! searched the
metropolitan area for fresh herbs. It would have
been a Iot easler had 1 purchased the bulbous
ordons and fresh dill and mustard seed from
another bib-clad, Oshkosh-ed farmer just a few
stands down from the cucumber lady, but I
went to an herb farm, paid three times the
price and got a written guarantee that there
were no insecticides on my precious bunch of
herbs. After all. 1 was going to spare nothing in
my quest for an acceptable allernative to Dor-

thelr arabica counlerparts. Sewell
added arablca beans have hall the
caffeinc of robusta beans.

“You'll still get a kick from this
(gourmet coffee), but I's not as
significant.”

Meanwhile, long before the beans
show up at the warchouse, Sewell
and his son, Jefl, already would have
tasted small samples Lo make sure
they are top-notch and worthy of be-
ing processed there,

“That’s to ceriify it's the coflee we

think it is,” Sewell said. “That it has
unique characteristics such as body,
taste . . . The Kenya (blend) from Af-
rica is a very heavy coflee.”
@ The coffee beans — which, upon
arrival, are green, niot brown — then
go through the muiti-step roasting
cycle. Bags or barrels are emptied
into a machine that separates beans
from unwanted particles.

The green beans then are put into
the roaster, with the heat turned up
1o between 300-475 degrees Fahren-
helt, the latter temperature for es-
presso, What the intense heat does at
the outset is to remove the actual cof-
fee beans [rom green coverings,
which are lmown as chaf.

The 80 pounds of beans are then
roasted for about eight minutes,
which effectively removes water
welght (15-17 percent) from the
beans, and later put through a cool-
Ing cycle.

@ For flavored coffee blends, a liquid
extract 1s poured onto the beans
while they are still warm, Sewell sald.
The beans then are gently rolled so
that they are adequately coated with
the flavors,

He emphastzed that the most {m-
portant consideration In applying
different flavors is the quality of the
actual product as it s consumed.
“We put it on on the basts of what
makes a good cup of coffee.”

@ Employees then package the
beans in a varlety of ways for home,
office and restaurant use. Most are
packaged in whole-bean fashion, the
best way to keep the coffee until

ready for brewlng,

Two-ounce bags are packaged for
gift-giving purposes, Seweil's com-
pany also is sending the small pack-
ages (not to mention coffee makers) to
ollices as part of Its gourme! coflee
service, which he said is a natural for
Oakland County.

“People who drink gourmet coffee
at home and who go to the office and
drink garbage are looking for this
stuff.”

Also assembled there are other
slzes of packages of heat-sealed foll
and plastic bags, with degassing val-
ves designed to keepaxygen {"coflee’s
biggest enemy”) out and freshness tn
for as long as eight months.

The packages then have labels af-
{ixed and are shipped to their respec-
tive deslnaticns.

The cost factor Is one reason

why gourmet coffee generally is

“This is a hot gourmet colfee
area, obviously,” Sewell said.
“Those in middle-to-upper level
incomes, they're generally the big
buyers.”

Sewell sald he expects to soon
see an explosion of gourmet coffee
shops In Oakland County to meet
the needs of those people. His
company already supplies The
Coffee Exchange, at Maple-
Woodward in Birmingham.

“That's adynarnite location.” he
sald.

Meanwhile, Sewell was asked
to describe who might be the kind
of persen to saunter Into The Cof-
fee Exchange, or slmilar estab-
lishments, to enjoy a cup of
steaming Colombian Cinnamon?

“It's someone who's looking for
the better life, somecne who has

experienced the better life. IUs
probably a wine drinker, who en-
joys fine wines. Someone who en-
tertains more frequently.”

The gourmet coffee drinker also
is more than lkely to own a bean
grinder, which Sewell sells for ab-
out $15.

“People who like gourmet coflee
generally have thelr own grinders
at home,” Sewell said. “That’s re-
ally the best way taenjoy it. Keep it
whole bean as long as you can be-
fore you brew {1, because that
makes it fresher.”

Sewell speaks from conslder-
able experience, having the best of
both worlds as far as colfee lovers
are considered. He can Indulge in
arabica beans all he wants, at
home and at work. He knows and
Joves hls colfee, consuming about

3-4 cups dally.

“You've got to be, o be in this
business,” he said, confirming his
aflinity for the beverage,

According to Sewell, about 7,000
pounds of gourmet collee beans are
processed every week at his busi-
ness. At an estimated yileld of 80
cups-per-pound, that means a yield

of 560,000 cups.

Of course, drinking all of those
cups 1s just about the only job Sewell
doesn't have to worry about in the
gourmet colfee business,
