Shaw said that afler two parks and re-
creation millages have falled in Novi, that
the voters were nol likely to favor radsing
thelr taxes for an {ce arena. Instead, “a cer-
tiflcate of participation” — a speclalized fi-
nancial arrangement — with an indepen-

ion from council

dent [nvestor is proposed.

The Ice arena commiltee is already In
contact with at least five professional ice
arena construction {lrms, including orga-
nizations from Michigan, New York, Minne-
sola and California.

*“They're speclalists in the fleld. Some
have askerd not to be revealed. One gets in-
volved In government leasing programs,”
Shaw sald Thursday.

City ordinances require that an ice arena
be placed in an industrially-zoned districL.

Sites are being looked at along Twelve
Mile Road, Grand River Avenue, Novi Road
and around Eleven Mile and Meadowbrook
roads.

“The fartheryou get [rom the expressway
then the less attractive it becomes, We'llbe
drawing (skaters) pretty much from the
north and from the west,” Shaw said,

He sald the committee would like to see
the arena up “the sooner, the better,” but if

Plans are belng laid to give the
chance of a lifetime to some Novi
High School students —a trip toJa-
pan as part of an International ex-
change program. And you can help.

Novi Board of Education Vice-
President Stephen Hilchcock is one
of a group of community leaders ar-
ranging a trip lor local students fo
Novi’s “sisler city,” Owand, Japan.
Owanl students and civic leaders
have come to Novi each of the past
two years, Hitcheock said, and now
Novi wants to make its first trip to
the Island chain.

"Once we arrange the funding,”
he said, “we're golng to take appll-
cations and select the 15 students.”
The trip will be 12 total days, begin-
ningJune 22, 1993, Hitchcock sald
that the organizers of the project
. were seeking the community's help.

Owanl {s a resort area, located on
the northern tip of the island of
Honshu, the largest of the four
main Japanese [sles. It Is located
slightly above a latitude of 40 de-
grees. Citles in the United Stateson
about the same latitude as Owanl
include Philadelphia, ndianapolis
and Denver. The town can date oc-
cupation of the area to as far back
as 7000 B.C.

“We're not spending any of the

school district's money on this,”
Hitchcock satd. To cover travel
costs, donations of frequent flyer
miles for the airiine trip to Japan
are being sought.

“Northwest Atrlines has agreed
to et us collect frequent flyer
miles,” he sald, "and has made an
exception to their usual policy. Nor-
mally, you can't collect miles from
more than one person. Northwest
has allowed this for the Novi group.”

It takes approximately 50,000
frequent flyer miles to travel to Asla
at nocosl, Hitchcock added. For the
15 students, as weil as flve adult
chaperones, that comes to about }
milliors miles.

"We've started a malling to
school district parents about the
miles,” he said, "and we're looking
at all ouroptions for collecling them
as well.”

Anyone who would like to donate

frequent flyer miles, he sald, Is wel- .

come, and added that those inter-
ested should contact Dr. Rita Tray-
nor, assistani superintendent of in-
struction, at the Educational
Services Bullding on Taft Road
(344-8330).

“We're talking to businesses as
well,” Hitchcock said, “to see If they
want to sponsor a student for $500,

Historic church saved by council

Stx months of saving grace have been granted
to the imminently endangered old Novi Method-
ist Church, in answer to the prayers of a host of
local historians,

LuAnne Kozrna, chair of the Novi Historie Dis-
trict Study Committee flew Into action when she
leamed that an application to demolish the
117-year-old building — called “one of the rarest
examples of architecture within the city” — was
under review at the Novi bullding department.

~There are a bulldozer and four durmnpsters on
this site right now. Clearly the owmer intends o
act and act fast to destroy this landmark," she
told the City Councii on Sept. 21.

~This church really means more to Novi than
any individual residence might. It is a place
where people came together for a variety of com-
munity activitles, worship, marriages, baptisms,

"It has served a public purpose and all of us in

this community have a slake in ils future”
Kozma was aware of a state law that went into
effect in June — The Local Historic Districts Act

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Plans to be paid for
even if issue fails

The Novi Community Schools Dis-
trict will spend more $100,000
on professional services related to Its
proposed $31,9 milllon bond issue
whether it's approved or rejected by
Novl voters on Dec. 15.

The district's Board of Education
voted at its Sept. 3 meeting to request
voter permission to Issue the bonds
to pay for an extensive schools
renovation/expansion program. Al-
though the polling date has not yet
been formally approved by the board,
Dec. 15 Is the most [ikely one.

The majority of the costs incurred
are fees to architects for renovatien/
expanslon of district schools. Assis-
tant Superintendent for Business
and Operations James Koster said
that the architectural irm handling
Novi High School, Tower, Pinkster &
Titus Assoclates, will “split the risk
with the district.” The {irm will re-
cefve $150,000 for its work if the
bond issue passes, he said.

“If the hond issue [vote} fails, he
eats $75,000 worth of that,” Koster
sald. The school district will pay the
remaining $75,000 in any case.

The architectural work done
would not be wasted even I the bond

Issue falls, however, Designs could .

be held in reserve, some observers
have pointed out, and used when the
district has the money tofund thead-
ditions and Improvements.

Offictals acknowledged they took a
chance by calling for the bond vote.
“The board has taken a risk on the

bond issue,” said President Ray
Byera. "We can't move ahead without
doing that (the preliminary work). If
the bond 1ssue doean't pass, we're go-
ing to have to take that money out of
ouropcraungbudget. It was a risk we
felt we had to take.”

TMP Associates of Bloomfleld
Hills, the architects who have worked
on the proposed classrcom addition
to Parkview Elementary, will recelve
§20,000, Koster said. All other ar-
chitectural work on district schools
totals $7,000, headded. The $27,000
will be pald whatever the results of
the bond vote.

Koster sald that he had negotiated
with the architects for all the pro-
jects, and got them tolower their fees.
“They o! wanted $60,000 todo
the work on Parkview, for example,”
he sald. “I told them we weren't going
to pay that much, and we got a new
deal.”

Legal fees, which Koster sald
would total $28,000 for the Issuance
" of the bond if it passes, would be min-
imal if the bond fails, Other fees that
will be incurred before the bond vote
are fees charged by the state to apply
for the bonid fssue and the bond qual-
{flcation: (which totaled $4,500), Kos-
ter added. .

The schoal district at its Sept. 17
meeting voted Lo request bond qual-

ification from the state, a legally re-
quired measure. Koster said that as
of yet no decision has been made by
the state superintendent of Instrue-
tion. “Until then, we're stuck,” he
added. “The process can't go any-
where until we get qualification.”

Oakland communities to reap benefit of Proposal C

Michigan property owners would
see the value of their assets rise
under the "Cut and Cap” Proposal C
on the Nov. 3 ballot, says economist
Patrick Anderson,

Anderson’s study puts the value
increase at $19 billion by 1997, the
year the tax cut in Proposal C would
take full effect.

_~This would bedover $2r&l90 for e(\i'
-ery Michigan resident in
able ‘wealth — a further stirulus to

the Michigan economy,” said
Anderson.
The phenomenon is called tax ca-

pltalization. "Whenever the cost of
holding an asset declines, its value
increases, since the owner now will
be Sequlred to pay less eachyear,” he
sald.

Proposal C would cut school prop-
erty taxes 30 percent over ilve years,
requiring the state treasury to relm-

burse school districts for the lost re-
venue. It also would cap assessment
Increases at 3 percent or the rate of
consumer price inflation, whichever
is less.

AndersonIs an assistant vice pres-
ident at Alexander Hamilton Life In-
surance Co. in Farmington Hills. He
also is a senfor policy advisor for the
Mackinac Center, which published
his study. Mackinac Center is a con-
servative, Midland-based think tank
which opposes taxes and favors pri-
vatization of governmental services.

Proposal € is favored by Gov. John
Engler, most Republicans, chambers
of commerceand business. Itis being
fought by nearly all local governmen-
tal associations, teachers' unions,
the AFL-CI0 labor federation and the
League of Women Voters,

For a house with a current market
value of $100,000 and assessed at
half of that value, a homeowmer
might expect to see the value rise be-
tween $4,400 and $7,400 by 1997 —

over and above any normal Increase
due to inflatlon, Anderson said.

“Investors in commerclal proper-
ties, such as apartment and office
buildings, routinely capltalize the ex-
pense and revenue streams pre-
dicted for a property when estimating
its market value,” Anderson says in
an appendix.

For example, if an apartment
bullding returns rents of $12,000 a
month and has expenses of $10,000,
its incorne stream is $2,000 a month
or $24,00D a year. If the market value
Is 10 times annualincome, the build-
ing is worth $24,000 times 10 or
$240,000.

This explains why high-tax com-
munitles such as Oak Park and
Westland would see valuation in-
creases in the $7,400 range while
lower-tax communities would see
smaller valuatlon Increases.

Groups combine to oppose Prop C

Opponents say older and middle-
class homeowners would get little
benefit from Gov, John Engler's *Cut
& Cap” property tax plan, Proposal C
on the ballot.

Proposal C would cap annual
property assessment {ncreases at 3
percent and reduce school operating
property taxes 30 percent if voters
say yes Nov. 3. The state would reim-
burse local school districts,

“The cut would be offset, dollar for
dollar, by a reduction in the home-
stead credil,” objected Jim Hudson of
the American Association of Retired
Persons, AARP {s one of 20 groups In
Advance Michigan, which is ighting
both Proposals A and C.

The homestead credit isa state In-
come tax rebate to familles whose
property taxes exceed 3.5 percent of
household income. Senior citlzens
get 100 percent of the excess prop-
erty tax refunded; others get back 60
percent of the excess from Lansing.

“Among elderly households with
incomes below $75,000 a year, 70
percent would have the same prop-
erty tax bill as before the cut,” Hud-
son sald Monday in a Southfleld

news conference,

gan State University's Institute for
Public Policy and Soclal Research
and a former Treasury official in Gov,
Blanchard’s adminlstration, gave
this example of how “Cut & Cap®
would affect a suburban family:

If 1ts total property taxes are
$3,000, two-thirds gotng (o schools,
its tax bill would be cut by $600 (30
percent of $2,000), but its state in-
come tax rebate would be cut $360,
paring its savings to $240.

The family also would lose on the
federal income tax, said Beler, bring-
ing the beneflt to only $80.

In contrast, businesses and
wealthier homeowners would get the
full 30 percent cut.

Advance Michigan's advertising
calls Proposal C “a shell game” which
fails to benefit middle and lower eco-
nomic classes.

Detroit Councllman David Eber-
hard sald Proposal C would obligate
the state to reimburse school dis-
tricts $1.3 billion a year by 1997.

“Folks, there ain't no free lunch.
Right now the money's not in the
budget,” Eberhard sald.

Beler added, “The state has no
chofce but to raise taxes" to pay for
Cut & Cap.

“The beneflts of an assessment
growth cap accrue mostly to stable
owners in desirable areas. Renters,
transtent movers, young people and
owners of property in less desirable
areas receive less of a benefit.

“However, that is not to say they
receive nio beneflt,” he said, citing the
overall benefit of a more vibrant
economy.

Skill standards to be set for

Business must help educators
and union leaders set skill standards
for students headed for the work
force, says a study prepared for Mi-
chigan leglslatora.

Reason: “There is a growing gap
between what students learn and
what ls expected of them in the work-
place,” according to the key finding of
House Spealter Lewis Dodak's Blue
Ribbon Commission on Career-
Techrical Education,

Although the name of Dodak, D-
Birch Run, tops the report, the com-
misslon was chalred by Rep. Willlam
Keith, D-Garden City. Its recommen-
dation is embodied in Kelth's House
Bill 4165, which would establish a
state Cablnet on Professfonal and
Technical Standarda,

The bill also requires a 200-day
school year beginning In September
1963. Those that contnue to offer the
180-day year, standard since the
1950s, would lose a proportionate
amount of state ald.

The panel noted Japanese stu-
dents are in class 242 daysayearand
41.6 hours a week, and high school
graduates have six years of English.
Some 250 milion Chinese speak
fuent English — "more than the U.S.
population,” the commission said.

The work of Phitip H. Power, board
chalrman of Suburban Communica-
tlons Corp. which owns this news-
paper, is evident In this recornmen-
datlon: “The focus of education must
be on the achievement of ‘competen-
cles’ and 'mastery of skills’ that stu-
dents will need [n the 21st century.
we can no longer afford to graduate
students or adulis based on seat
Ume. The emphasis must be on out-
comes achleved rather than on
courses taken..."

S0 when planning commissioners,
like Lorenzo, and residents say the town
center as it stands does not entirely meet
their expectations, that's
understandable.

But it is also understandable that
the developer didn't produce a down-
town in Novi in the typical sense of the
words. “Downtowns,” like those in Ply-
mouth, Northville, Milford, Rochester
and Birmingham weren't “developed,”
they “evolved” over a long perlod of time.
They are not always what we would think
of today as “well-planned” and traflic —
especially cars but sometimes pedest-
rians as well — doesn't move through
them efficiently. They often also include
older or historic buildings — buildings
which may well be ineflicient by today’s
standards and less than fully utilized by
the businesses which occupy them. To-
day's builders simply cannot put up old
buildings; most building owners
wouldn't want them to if they could.

All that adds up to the charm, look
and atmosphere of a downtown. It is not
reasonable to expect developers to come

up with a completely new “downtown” in
Novi where one did not exist before and
have it look and feel like the downtowns
we are famiiar with,

One thing that is clear to us is that
most Noviresidents like the town center
area and favor its completion, even if
what they have there now is not exactly
what they had in mind. Novi residents
have pretty clearly spelled out inthe past
that they favor the concept and want the
development of the area — now about 40
percent done — to be completed.

So the city should proceed. But it
should do so with care. Rather than
think of it as a “downtown” - which will
merely set residents up for disappoint-
ment — it should be referred to as no-
thing more than a “pedestrian-oriented
town center/shopping district.” And
even though planners may look to down-
towns [or ideas, all should recognize the
final lock will not fully conform to what
we usually think of as a downtown.

The city s working on concepts to

present for the development of the
southern half of the town center area,
south of Grand River. Heavy emphaslis is
being given to residential development
there .as well as shops.

- ~"And while'We can appreciate the |

emphasis on the buildings and major de-
velopments within the town center at
this point, there remains one missing
piece which will nieed to be in place before
the town center can work. '

That is a walkway system that will
not only allow pedestrians to walk from
one building to another, but from one
quadrant of the town center area to
anocther.

At present, it Is virtually imposstble
totraverse by foot from one section of the
town center to another, Crossing Novl
Road or Grand River can be a downright
dangerous undertaking. And the com-
mon, open areas within the town center
development, designed to attract wallc-
ers, are terribly under-utilized. They are
ill-kempt and hold few attractions for
pedestrians,

Sofar, allthe thought has gone into
moving cars in and out of the town cen-
ter. And that system seems to be work-
ing. But unless pedestrian traffic is inte-
grated with the plan, the developments
we'll get will be nothing like what the city
has been calling for there,
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a red-57-right, and. . .

To sway opinion In their favor, MetroVision officials
dangle the carrot of an expanded lineup of channels, from
the current 54 to 79, But MetroViston's offer is as fuzzy as

In truth, we're getting 50 channels: 43 on basic service,
6 by subserption, and one pay-per-view.

Another bone of contention: MetroVision may just have
to give us more channeis and other improvements any-
way, with or without a renegotiation.

City Council Member Tim Pope has pointed out that the
existing contract, negotiated fn 1982 and amended in
1985, stipulated a commitment to state-of-the-art tech-
nology and up to 113 channels. The wording 1s tricky, and
the matter is being reviewed by the city attomey to pin
down just what MetroVision's obligations are.

As for recouping the cost of the improvements, I think
MetroVision is just blowing smoke. Even If the company
did lose the franchise in 1997 — or whenever — the com-
pany would stilll own the lines and equipment. A new
franchisee would have to negotiate their purchase from
MetroVision.

Most uncanny though is MetroVislon's timing. Right
now there is pending legislation in U.S. Congress that
would allow competition for community cable service.
Rather than MetroVision being the only game in town, you
might get a cholce of two or three suppliers. The blli has
been amended in such a way that it may actually rajse our
rales, so it may not pass.

But the writing Is on the wall. Competitive cable is com-
Ing; maybe not this time, but soon, and probably before
1997. ‘

1think what we have here is a pre-emptive first strike by
MetroViston. By locking in a new long-lerm contract, the
company may be hoping to lock out competition.

Consequently,
Tuscany Is considered by many to be ltaly’s
most innovative wine region, atiracting intema-
tlontal attention to its designer vino da tavolas
known as Super Tuscans.

Super Tuscans are usually aged in small
French barrels. The reds are produced either
from a 100 percent italian varietal of heritage,
or blended with cabernet sauvignon, cabernet
franc or merlot. The white wines generally In-
clude a majority of the non-traditional varietals
such as chardonnay and sauvignon blanc.

Al the La Selva Estate, in the Tuscan region
of Montepulciano, Avignonesi grows non-
traditicnatl varetles including chardonnay, sau-
vignon blane, riesling, merlot, cabemet sauvig-
non and pinot noir.

"It is our intention to follow tradition as long
as we can produce Interesting, well-priced
wines that can be showcased in the great re-
staurants of the world,” said Avignonesl's man-
ager, Alberto Falvo.

*We have departed with tradition because it -
offered us a challenge. Tuscany fs not re-
nowned for white wines, so it is important for
us to demonstrate that we can grow grapes
prized In other regions and make werld-class
wines,”

While this is true, it remains a fact that the
Super Tuscans are very pricey. The better buys

{if you can say this about anything itallan
these days) are the traditional wines. From
Tuscany, you should sample more than chiantl.
" We're giving prices as a guldeline, but do in-
vestigate because some shops have good deals
currently. From Avignonesl at just under $20,
we recommend the 1988 Vino Nobile de Monte-
pulclano and 1990 Rosso de Montepuleiano

. {$14). The Iatter is the younger sibling of the

Vino Nobile, produced from younger vines.

Bottle aging will not however transform it
into a Vino Nobile. It's deliclous now and ready
to drink

At around $3, Castello Banfi's 1989 Centine
Rosso df Montalcing, commonly referred to as a
*Baby Brunello™ Is atop the best buy list. In
the $8 price category, Bolla wines are consis-
tently well made and favorful.

Italy's Pledmont region remains fairly tradi-
tional, Here the great Barolos and Barbarescos
produced from the nebbiolo grape are expen-
stve, but generally excellent. Still available from
the exceptional 1985 viniagde is B.D. Vaira Bar-
olo, Bricco delle Viole Vineyard ($34) with ex-
plosive, powerful palate fnut and rich finish,

Spanna and Gattinara, also produced from
the nebblolo grape, are better priced.

The good news from the Pledmont is that
mainstay wines like Dolcetto and Barbera have
been highly stylized by Individual producers
and provide interesting taste comparisons. To
fllustrate, we suggest pairing the 1991 Cordero
di Montezemolo Dolcetto dAlba ($13.50) and
the 1991 Pio Cesare Dolcetto d'Alba ($18). The
Montezemolo has a soft palate impression with

Soups of all varieties microwave well, Foods that re-
quire dry heal to cook properly — crusty breads, for in-
stance - are simply not candidates for microwaving.
But the molst heat of your microwave oven is just per-
fect for simmering soup

Because flavors mcllaw and blend with standing,
soupis a good choice for make-ahead meals. Especlally
sincerehealingis so easy in yourmicrowave —in indivi-
dual mugs, ramekins or bowls, or in a microwave-safe
casserole,

Heat small amounits of soup uncovered, For larger
amounts, cover contalner tightly (with lid or plastic
wrap) to hold in steam and speed heating. Microwave
most soups at High (100 percent power) setting,

Soups containing milk or cream should be heated at
Medium (50 percent power) or Medium-High (70 per-
cent power) setting, (If using a temperature probe, set to
140F.) Besure to heat in an extra-large container, since
milk tends to bubble up rapidly; watch carefully to pre-
vent boil-overs,

Toheat canned condensed soup, dilute with water as
instructed. Place ina 1% -quart microwave-safe casser-
ole, cover and microwave at High setting for five toseven
minutes. To make microwaving canned soups even
speedler, dilute with hot tap water.

When microwaving soups from scratch, take care to
cutvegetables and meats into untiorm shapes and sizes
for even cooking,

chilled, as an elegant appetizer, a hearty maindishor in
a thermos for a satisfying lunch, Accompany with muf-
fins, warm bread, a baked potato, a sandwich, a green
salad — just aboul goes well with soup,

Time lor soup and a sandwich? Don't heat both at the
same time In your microwave. Instead, microwave the
soup first; it will stay hot during the brief time it takes to
heat the sandwich.

So [ started doing my homework about
women in this Industry.

My first step was to contact the Amerl-
can Culinary Federation (ACF} In St. Au-
gustine, Fla. This is the organization that
chefs must belong to in order to become
certifled.

In 1929 a group of chefs met with a
dream to create an assoclation with the
primary goal of upgrading the cooking pro-
fession for American culinarians. To this
point in time we were classified as “domes-
tic help.”

Sixty years later the originat group has
grown to over 200 chapters in citles across
the United States. Today membership is
over 18,000 chefs, cooks, pastry chefsand
culinaty educators, Each year it grows by
leaps and bounds.

There are numerous educational op-
portunities for the professional and stu-
dent alike. The aspiration of making our
occupation a proud one has been met. Ap-

prentice training, culinary program accre-
ditation and chef certification are just a
few of the roles tha the ACF has assumed.

Now for the *woman” part. There are
over 5.4 million people in the food prepara-
tion and food service industry. 3.2 million,
or 59 percent are women. Of 384,000
managers of eating and drinking estab-
lishments 41 percent are women. Not
equal yet, but getting closer.

The ACF has 20,000 members and 10
percent or 2,000 are women. Of those
20,000 members, only 6,052, about 38
percent are certified and only 515 are
women.

The figures are sometimes frightening
tome. Even though there hasbeen a 1 per-
cent increase of certified fernales In the
last year this is not encugh.

Of course, there are many reasons for it.
The hours demanded are not conducive to

any sort of normal family life. Many men
and women alike end up divorced because
of the job. You see it aver and over again. It
is part of the program.

In most instances equal pay is not typl-
cal Generally speaking it is much easier
for a male chef to gain notorlety and be-
come what is dubbed a “celebrity.”

And then there is the misnomer that
women can't do the same job because of
their size or strength. 1 can verify that sn’t
true. My kitchen siaffis 60 percent women
and range In age from 50-something to 19
years old. There isn't one that cant do
whatever is required from them.

Sometimes| think that women are more
"natural” cooks than men, thatitis an in-
born tralt. That isn't to say that they are
better because they are not, The men in
my kitchen are just as capable. We don’t

look at it as a boy-girl thing. We're all part

out.

Flashback to the J.P. show. [ met Joe -
Muer on the way up to the 22nd flocr of the
Fisher Building. What a delightful man.
We were escorted into a broadcasting
booth to wait our turn {o be interviewed.
There were several guests before us that
were extremely interesting and informa-

Harvest season brings finest herbs

Let's hear a big hurrah for herbs.
This Is the dme of the year when
fucky home gardeners are picking
from luxuriant bushes. Even apart-
ment dwellers with pots on the win-
dowslll are snipping away at the ar-
ompatic greens and adding an extra
snap to their cooking.

Herbs are at thelr flavorful peak
when fresh. All of the culinary impact
of herbs is stored in the ofls that are
released when crushed or cooked.
There are a few exceptions, like bay
leaves and oregano, that get stronger
when dried.

Now is the time to take full advan-
tage of these marvelous greens, be-
fore autumn’'s chill assaults them.
Before going into the kitchen with
your harvest of herbs, let's look ar-
ound the house and see towhat other
uses they can be put.

These pretty leaves are nature's
own best alr freshener. lf your crop s
abundant, thrust a generous bunch
Into a vase and put at a strategically
busy passageway. Every tire anyone
passes and brushes against the ar-
rangement, the fragrant olls will be
released,

Especially good at perfuming
reoms are mints of all kinds, lemon

balm, lemon verbena, basil, thyme,
bay, rosemnary, and lavender among
the most common varleties. But as
you watk through the garden, crusha
leafor two of other kinds and decide if
its fragrance is to your liking. Mbdng
up a variety s a fine idea. The diffe-
rent characteristics of each will play
together like a complete melody in-
stead of a single note.

Little pots, of herbs also make very
appealing and relevant table center-
pleces, This is especially true if the
same herb has been importantly
used in the food served. One good ex-
ample Is the Steambalked Zucchinl
With Pesto,

Stems that will stay perky are the
best bet. Count on basil, mint, tarra-
gon, thyme and rosemary, Willowy
dlll Is particularly attractive, Used
singly, chives tend to flop over gra-
clously, but nevertheless they've
flopped. Instead, tie together a dozen
or so and place them for splky effect
among other branch herbs.

If you want to really give a good
sudden zing of aroma to the house,
throw a sprig of rosemary, thyme, or
lemon balm in a hot skillet, or the
oven, { it happens to be on.

Once in the kitchen, herbs really

come Into thefr own. If you want to
follow the trendy crowd, make a
selection of herb-infused vinegars.
Just put two large sprigs of tarragon,
chives or basil In a boitle of white
wine vinegar. Put aside for iwo
weeks, then splash onto steamed
vegetables or add to sauces instead of
cream or butter.

But the most fun In using herbs is
to see how their fresh, lively {lavor
changes the characteristics of foods,
Stir snipped chives, basil or tarragon
into scrambled eggs, or sprinkle over
the top of poached or fried eggs.

Chives and dill added to yogurt or
buttermilk makes a snappy and low-
calorle sauce for steamed potatoes.
No wine sauce should be spooned
onto meat, chicken or fish until it has
had a good scattering or parsley, sage
OT rosemary.

To taste the full impact that a
single herb can bring to a simple veg-
etable, try this easy-to-do and deli-
clous palring. Zucchini, alse cur-
rently at its peak in home gardens, is
transformed in this method. The
green squash is not so much baked
as steamed in its own juice, The re-
sulting sweet flavor far surpasses
regular steamning, in which the veget-

able juices fall into the stearning wa-
ter and are lost,

STEAM-BAKED ZUCCHINI

8 medium or 16 small zucchini
2 cups fresh basil leaves
2 tablespoons chopped garlie
1 teaspoon salt
% teaspoon black pepper
uAppdematcly % cup virgin oltve
oil,

Yields 8 servings.

Preheat oven to 350 F. Cut off root
and stem ends, and place zucchinion
large sheet of aluminum foll. Seal
edges of foll, and make an atrtight
package. Place foil package on bak-
ing sheet and bake for about 20 mi-
nutes, or until zucchini are sofi.

Meanwhile, put basi] leaves,
garlic, salt and pepper Into food pro-
cessor or blender. Process in short
bursts to chop leaves and reduce
their volume. With motor running,
slowly add oil in thin stream. Makes
about 1% cups pesto, The sauce can
be made in advance and refrigerated.
Bring back to room temperature be-
fore serving, ‘

Serve steamed zuchini whole;
each guest splits it in half lengthwise
and garnishes with pesto.
