"WeVe had some Victories bul 
the battle still goes on," Ernest Ar-
ufTo, co-chalr of Novi's District 
Court Citizens Support Committee, 
said Friday. 

It Is now up to "the opposiUon" — 
ofTicials of Walled L.ake and Wixom 
— to rally their troops. 

"I don't know what's going to 
happen Monday. 1 don't know what 
all the i;)eople who want lo change 
tlils are going lo do. f don't Ihiiik 
they're going to sit Idly by,' Oakland 
County Commissioner Kay 
Schmid, R-Novi, said Friday. 

The Judlclaiy committee did not 
move on tile amendment to the Re­
vised Judicature Acl of 1961 be­
cause the rewrite was not requested 
by OaJdand County or six other 
counties in the slale which would 
feel its impact at tills time. 

"Ills uncertain at this point if the 
sef1ate or the house will come back 
in session this year." Novi Council 
Member Tim Pope said. 

Novl is getting harder and 
harder to beat as the site 
of the new 52-1 District 
Court building. "It may in 
fact be too late" to con­
sider rival sites in Walled 
Lake and Wixom, Nov! 
f̂ ayor Matthew Quinn told 
the state Senate Judiciary 
Committee Thursday. The 
story is on page 3A. 

"The senate could go Democrat. 
The house could go Ficpubllcan. 
Then, it's likely that legislature 
would not convene until the new 
members are seated in Jal1ua1y." 

If the legislature reconvenes for a 
"lame duck session," he added, 
then the Issue could come up tiefore 
the -senate judiciary committee 
again.

The number ofstudents enrolled 
in the Novi Community Schools dis­
trict has risen every one ofthe past 
eight years, with a quarter more 
students attending today than in 
1984, 

Assistant Superintendent of Hu -
man Resources Jonathan Swallow 
presented the headcount to Lhe 
Novl Community Schools District 
Board of EducaUon at its Oct. 1 
meeting. The district reports on en­
rollment figures on the fourth Fri­
day of each new school year. 

The board of education voted at 
its Sept. 3 meeting lo ask voters to 
approve a $31.9 million bond issue 
— the largest one ever requested. If 
approved, the money will be used 
for a district-wide renovaUon and 
expansion plan. The rising number 
of students, particularly in district 
elementary schools, board mem­
bers say, is a major motive for the 
expansion. 

Some 4,239 students attend the 
district's four elemenlaries, NoVl 
Meadows, Novi Middle School and 
Novi High School this year. Swallow 

reported. This is an increase of 137 
from last year, he said. In 1984 the 
total student population was 3,204. 
Since then, lhe number of students 
hasjumped 24.4 percent as 1,03.5 
more students attend district 
schools today. 

Each year since 1984 has seen 
an increase in enrollment, the re­
port added: 3,303 students at­
tended in 1985; 3.474 iil 1986; 
3,564 in 1987; 3,664 in 1988; 
3,769 in 1989; 3,930 in 1990; and 
4,101 last year. 

Student distribution amoIig the 
four elemenlaries was fairly even, 
the report said. 456 students at­
tend Novi Woods, 414 go lo Orchard 
HlUs, ['arkyiew has 460 arid Village 
Oaks has a student body of482, for 
a tola! K-4 populaUon of 1,812. 

According lo Lhe report, about 
355 rlflh graders attend Novl Mea­
dows, and aboul 311 sixth graders. 
At Novi Middle School, 337 seventh 
graders and 294 eighth graders 
make up the student body. 

Novi High School has a total po­
pulaUon of 1,130, the report, said. 
Ninth graders total 310, sopho­
mores 301, Juniors 257 alld seniors 
262.

"I'll be candid," said the chainnan. Sen. William 
Van Regenmorter. R-Jen111son. "I feel the Oakland 
County Board of Commissioners has the respwn-
slbilUy to pass a resolution supporting this 
(Dobb's blU). I'm a UtUe puzzled at Uils (the board's 
failure to act). 

"WeVe got to have U1e funding unit (the county) 
get aboard," said Van Rege11morter, adding, "We 
don't have the votes In committee to report It out."

The Walled l-ake and Wlxom prop­

osed courthouse sites were deslg-
11ated by each of the respecUve local 
governments. The Wlxom court­
house would be part ofthe city's new 
civic center. 

While the county asked forbids for 
a 20,000- to 24,000-square-foot 
courthouse, the proposed Wlxom fa­
cility Would have a more Inexpensive 
15,000 square feet, Schmid said, 

Ofllcials In Novl say they Would 
Welcome any site selected by U1e pri­
vate sector. 

This city's conUngent of suppor­
ters went well-armed to the Lansing 
hearing before the senate Judiciary 
committee. 

White Lake Township Police Chief 
Ron Stephens argued that moving 
the court to Novl would up the drive 
time for police officers there from 20 
minutes to 31 minutes. 

But Novl Police Chief Douglas 
Shaefler said his test proves that a 
Novl site Would be most expedient for 
all of U1e dlsUlct's commu11itles, fol­
lowed by Uie Wlxom site. The Walled 

Lake site Is the most inconvenient, he 
found. 

Shaeffer said he had police officers 
drive from each police staUon, county 
sherllTs subslaUon and Michigan 
slate police post to the sites of the 
proposed Walled Lake, Wlxom and 
Novi courthouses. For Novl, the In­
terstate 96/Beck Road Interchange 
was used for the drive-time 
estimates.

quarters, 

"Novl has 147 percent more cases than any 
other community." Qulim told the panel, "It has 
23 percent of Uie populaUon and 36 percent of Uie 
caseload." 

But outlying communlUes said Uie preferred 
Novl sites — south of 1-96 near Beck and Tall 
roads — are loo far away and on the Wrong side of 
traffic botUenecks. The court also serves the ciUes 
of SouUi Lyon, Walled Lake, Wlxom and Uie town­
ships of Commerce. Highland, Lyon. Milford, Novi, 
Rose and White Lake. 

"It should be located much more centrally Uian 
the city ofNovi," said White Lake Police Chief Ro­
nald Stephens. 

"We call 1-96 and Beck roads U1e IntersecUon 
from Hell," said Wbcom Police ChlefLany Holland. 
"It's hard lo get through Ulere." 

"We said if it Wound up in Novl, We'd have to go 
to coiirt to protect our costs," Ulreatened outgoing 
White Lake Supervisor James Reld. He referred to 
the cost, in mileage and Ume, of sending officers 
from White Lake to PonUac to pick up prisoners 
and transport them to Novi court appearances 
and back, 

"You can't get there (Novl) from here," said 
Wlxom Mayor Wayne Glessner Sr, "We have a fre-
mendous populaUon that can't access the court If 
It's souUi of 1-96." 

Countered Novl Chief Douglas Shaeffer: "We 
cire groWing. Many of the others are not." He said 
traffic Would be eased With compleUon of the M-5 
Haggerty corridor highWay. 

Theodore Smith of GS Development, one of the 
firms bidding with a Novl site, urged no change In 
Uie law, "For us developers, we 1Telied on the law, 
spent a lot of money on proposing sites."

A woman's fllghl with her 
kidnapped child could have ended In 
Novl last month, but an Oakland 
County circuit Judge Issued an un­
common restralnl1ig order against 
her amesL 

The July 31 North Carolina War­
rant against Susan SWanner charges 
her With transporting a child outside 
the state with Intent to violate a cus­
tody order. 

Novl Police Chief IDoug Shaeffer 
said his department bcĉ ne aware 
that Swanner Was In Novl approxi­
mately two Weeks ago. 

"We were preparfS to honor the 
North Carolina arrest warrant for the 
moUier," he said. "Then we recelVed 
an InJuncUon restricting us from ar­
resting her." 

The InJuncUon stated, in part, that 
police were prohibited from carrying 
out the warrant because it would 
cause SWanner to "suffer" arrest by 
Ule Novl Police Department and ex-
fradlUon lo North Carolina. 

"No kidding," Shaeffer said. 
"That's What a Warrant Is for. Of 
course she Would be arrested if We 
carried it out. That's the exact point 
of an arrest Warrant." 

Shaeffer called Uie InJuncUon "ex-
cepUonally unusual," adding that he 
has never seen one like it before. 

"The states generally have great 
respect for each other ln respect lb 
amest Warrants," he said. "We Would 
certainly expect North Carolina to 
honor our arrest wannants, and they 
Would certainly expect us to honor 
theirs." 

Swanner and her ex-husband, 
Don Swanner, are former Novl resi­
dents. Don Swarmer's sister, Joyce 
Swanner, said the two Were divorced 
a year ago and he moved to Alber-
narle. North Carolina. 

AJudge alloWed for shared custody 
of Uiefr 2-year-old son Jake. A sUpu-
laUon In the custody order required 
that the wife also maintain a resi­
dence near Albemarle. Each parent 

Was to have custody of Jake for three 
Week periods. 

Susan SWanner rented a house In 
North Carolina, Joyce SWanner said. 
After her first three Week period en­
ded she Was scheduled to meet her 
ex-husband to exchange custody. 
She never shoWed up, and neiUler 
she nor the chUd have been .seen by 
family members since. 

Shaeffer said Uiat, after his de­
partment recelVed Uie InJuncUon 
agair1st her arrest, he contacted po­
lice in Albemarle, They contacted the 
Michigan Attomey General and Oak­
land County Prosecutor's office. The 
InJuncUon Was reversed shortly after, 

"That pemiilted us lo make Uie ar­
rest," Shaeffer said. 

However, Novl officers Uien went 
to a Farmington Hills business where 
SWanner was believed to be em­
ployed and discovered she had res­
igned the day before. She has not 
been seen since, 

"We missed her by one day," 
Shaeffer said. 

Shaeffer said the Injunction 
against Uie arrest was signed by 
Judge Jessica Cooper, and the later 
reversal was signed by Judge Fred 
Mester. However, a clerk in Cooper's 
chambers said Friday Uiat Cooper 
never had Uie case and Uiat it Was al-
Ways assigned to Judge Mester. 

A clerk in Mesler's office acknow­
ledged that Uie case Went through his 
court, but was imable to give any In­
formaUon about Uie InJuncUon or 
why It was signed in Uie first place. 

Susan Swarmer's attorney, Tom 
Lazar of Farmington HUls. could not 
be reached at pressUme. 

Don Swanner, Uie child's faUier, 
also could not be reached by 
presstime. 

"He's Just a mess," his sister said. 
"I don't Imow What lo do to help him 
Ulrough this. He Just wants hls boy. 

"Itjust doesn't seem right. IfltWere 
U1e other Way around — If the father 
kidnapped Uie child and the moUier 
Was looking for him — this never 
Would have happened. Now she can't 
be found."

If an .iftordable senior citizei1s' 
housliig complex is built on a parcel 
of Novi Civic Center land, the NoVl 
Planning Commission may have to 
re/ijne 11 lo make II 11appen. 

Thmgs are up in the air, however, 
until the City Council makes a deci­
sion about the project and hears the 
fate of a pending legal case. 

The commission al Its Sept. 30 
meeting considered the report sub-
miltcd recently to the City Council by 
the Novi Senior Housing Needs Study 
Conliniltee, which began meeting 111 
April. The committee was formed to 
study the idea of an affordable hous­
ing facility for Novfs se11ior citizens. 
Wsltlg prices in the area have caused 
concern that Novfs older ciLizens 
may be squeezed out of the Novi 
market. 

Tile committee proposed that a 
1 SOunit senior housing complex tie 
bililt on a seven acre parcel ofland on 
the Civic Center property, located on 
Ten Mile Road. The city should own 
the complex in order to keep rental

rates afibrdable for elderly residents 
on a fixed income. Lhe committee 
said. Ii estimated monthly rent per 
unit would be atx)ut $430, plus a S70 
niaintenance fee. 

If the complex, which would cost 
an estimated $9 million to build, goes 
ahead, the commission will have to 
rezone the site, planning consultant 
Brandon Rogers said. "The property 
is zoned R-4 now," he said, "We have 
no veiilcle to permit t11is. not even a 
one-story (facility). The ordinance 
should be brought back in" for 
change If the project goes through. 
Rogers added. 

The projected design is for a two- to 
three-and-a-half stoty facility. Com­
missioner Lodla Richards said. 

He added that "to make it aflord-
able (for tenants), the orlly way is lo 
make the facility city-owned," Vice-
chairperson John Balagna agreed, 
"You can't build those units at that 
price except on public land," he said, 

"Rental units would be available to 
Nov! se11ior citizens and Novi resi­
dents' parents," the committee's re­
port said, Richards added that city 
ownership of the site would allow for 
tills, ensurLig that the housing went 
to Novi seniors. "By being financed by 
Novi, we can have a say in who lives 
there," he said, if federal funds are 
used, he continued, "you can't pre-
determine who's gol11g to live In your 
complex. It's out of your hands." 

Some commissioners expressed 

concern over the project's chances 
with city taxpayers. 

"1 think it's an excellent concept." 
said Richard Clark, "but soon you've 
got the school district asking for $30 
million-plus from its Voters. Then If 
you come back to Voters for a bondhtg 
issue of $9 million, that's a hard sell." 

'You always reach a point of resis­
tance." said Commissioner Judith 
Johnson, "and (at that point) it Won't 
go through." 

"Our demographics say tJlat we 
have about 750 people in this 1ci11ge 
who need them," Richards said, *T111s 
could give them some hope." 

Nov! has about 7,000 residents 
age 55 or older, studies show. 

Construction costs were esti­
mated to run about $60,000 per unit.

Tlie community room could be 
used by local cor11munlty groups or 
city Parks and Recreation groups as 
well, he added. 

Maintenance of the facility Would 
tie done by a contracted firm, Ri­
chards salid, for at least the first two 
years. The committee "is looking at 
the idea to hire someone as a city em­
ployee (instead)," he added. 

Balagoa said that the site Was 
poorly located in one respect: access 
to shopping centers and 
transportation. 

"On that criteria, it's the worst lo­
cation for senior housl11g," he said, 
citing the lack of waUdng-dlstance 
faciliUes. 

Chairperson JCathleen McLallen 
pointed out tliat the senior citizens' 
activity center in the Civic Center Was 
neaiby. and thiat bus service for se­
niors Was available. 

The committee In Its report said 
that it felt "the City of Novl should 
pursue the construction of a senior 
housing facility inregairdless (sic) of 
the outcome ofthe Ruby Fuerst WlU." 

In her Will Written in 1980, Ruby 
Fuerst left most of$ 1 million estate to 
the city. With a clause that said senior 
housing must be located on her fam-
tiy's old homestead, located on the 
comer of Ten Mile and Taft Roads. 

However, some months before she 
died lastyear, Fuerst signed a second 
Will Which left most of her estate to 
her llVe-in caretaker. City officials are 
trying to contest the second Will in 
the Oakland County probate court. 

"We can't do much as a panel until 
We get some direction from the City 
Council, and the will comes out of 
probate," Richards said. 

Rogers said that "the first thing we 
need to know is If the council is Inter­
ested." He advised that the project's 
site and financing t>e arranged 1̂  the 
council 'before We go through afi the 
legal maneuvering to change the 
ordiance."

Continued from Pa|e I 
dicated lhat most readers Wanted de­
velopment in Novi to slow down, and 
i-noreofit to be residential, less of it to 
be commercial/industrial. The poll, 
however, was unscientific. 

Cornissioner Lodia Richards said 
he thought the commission should 
"put together a futuring plan, create 
a budget lo make it operational and 
pass II along to the City Coimcil." 

A major point of discussion was 
the cost of the project. To hire a pro­
fessional survey firm, print and mall 
the questionaires themselves and ta­

bulate the responses Would slgillflc-
antly increase the cost of the project 
Some commissioners favored having 
city staffers or volunteers Work on 
survey, despite concerns over how 
accurate such a study's results 
Would be, 

The commission has to do better to 
get voter input, said Commissioner 
Judith Johnson. "WeVe become too 
insular. We're Just talking to each 
other." she said. "A survey is better 
than nothing" to leam what Novi ciU-
zens want, she added. 

Johnson noted that the survey, if 
successful. Would help to leam what 

residents wanted to pay for and what 
they didn't. The Novl Commtuilty 
Schools will hold a vote, probably on 
Dec, 15, to ask voter approval for a 
$3 l ,9 million bond issue to pay for a 
renovation and expansion program 
Citizens and ofilcials have been 
studying such improvements In NoVi 
as an ice arena, swimming pool, na­
ture trails, park improVements. 
sidewalk additions and the purchase 
of new parldands, 

"With that laundty list of things 
you want to fijnd," Johnson add ,̂ 
"you need to find out what the com­
munity wants. We're just stabbI11g in 

the dark now." 
A big part ofthe problem, commis­

sioners agreed. Was that they often 
did not have the ctiance to speak With 
the average resident about Issues be­
fore the commission. Most of the 
time, they heard only from develop-
ers, business people and activists, 
Com1Tllssioner Robert Taub pointed 
out. 

Taub. the lone "no" Vote, said that 
the survqr idea Was costly and un­
necessary, however. The elections to 
the City Council are an effective, in-
place mechanism that's already paid 
for" to see what the community wants 

its leaders to do. he said. This method 
Was surer than a siuvey, he added. 

"Candidates mn on platforms, 
take stands on issues and Win or 
lose." he said. He added that given 
the economic climate, the survey idea 
Wasn't a good use of tax n1onles. 

"It gets down to What we can af­
ford." said Cornissioner Richard 
Clark. "Many don't respond to these 
surveys." 

He advocated the Planning and 
Community Development depart­
ment staff making up a short ques-
tionalre, soliciting volunteers and 
conducting a door-to-door effort. 

Chairperson KaLhleen Mcl-allen 
favored the survey Idea. She said the 
project could be affordable, and cited 
the Work done by the Northville 2000 
committee, which conducted a slmU-
lar survey in Northville ToWnship re­
cently. Volimteers donated thefr time 
to make the project work, she said. 
•That 1nay be another altematlve to 
look at (in Novl)," she added. 

Whatever the method, McLallen 
continued, citizen input Was Vital. 
'It's very important to allocate re­
sources to talk to the city," she said.

Hostility directed at Northville 
school district officials marked Wed­
nesday night's first meeting of Advo­
cates for Quality Education. 

"I was surprised at the level ofhos-
Ulity." said Advocates president Mike 
Hasler. "And I'm concemed that 
there's tliat much of It. If I Were a 
school board member I Would be 
;deeply concemed." 

Once AdVocates president Mike 
i Hasler finished his introduction he 
.turned the floor over to the audience 
;lo hear their comments and con-
•cerns. What followed Was a litany of 
iresldents" complaints and fmstra-
jtio1ls about how the school board and 
.the administration have conducted 
;buslness this year. For nea1Iy two 
•hours, residents and Advocates 
members aired their gripes. They 
talked about the focus of thefr group 
and an agenda members hoped 
Would solve the communication di-
!le11ima between themselves and 
school ofilcials. 

After hearing What AdVocates Was 
all about 25 residents paid thefr $10 
tnembership fee and signed on as 
new Advocates. That brings lhe total 
dues-paying membership to 85. Ha­
sler Was encouraged to see the re­
sponse Advocates received. He said It 
just further reinforces the need for 
the group. 
; "Basically what this Is saying is 
'that if wc were satisfied conylletely 
>lth the InformaUon wc Were receiv-
'ing from the board and the admi-
Inistration. Why would We have spent 
|so many hours puttfrig this thing 
ĝetheiT 

Spokesmen for Advocates said the 
group emerged over the summer af­
ter its members felt as though they 
were being cheated out of Informa­
Uon about school finances and other 
educational Issues from school board 
n1en:i)ers and administrators. Advo­
cates claim the hostility and aliger re­
sidents feel noW toward school oill-
clals stems from the defeat of the two 
millage campaigns and the absence 
of credible information available to 
the community from the schools. 

As if to add i11sult to Injiuy, What 
fueled some of the fire Wê esdsty 
Was who was making the comments. 
Speakfrlg out against some of the 
Ixkard members and the administra­
tive actions were Greg Purtdl, a 
member of the stratâ  planning 
committee, Sharon Ferrara, the pres­
ident of the PTA coordl11ating coun­
cil, and others Uke Irene Fleming, 
Who has served on various stuffy 
committees for the district 

Each stood up and admitted there 
have been problems with the diseml-
11atlon ofliiformatlon In the past but 
they all said they were Willing to back 
Advocates' position. 

Purtell said the poliUcs that sur­
rounded the millage campaigns and 
the cuts that followed turned his 
head about school ofBcials. 

"I voted yes for the renewal and for 
the increase," he said. "I did it be­
cause I knew What they woiild do 
without that money, thty did it 
(made budget cuts) and they did it 
even Worse than I thought th^ 
would. 

"I want the board to know that 
when thty come back this sprlngfora 
millage—and thqr will—thty better 
show me irtlattheyVe-dpne to de­

serve It Right now they don't have my 
vote next June. They'll have to earn 
it" 

Purtell's comments were Indica­
tive ofthe crowd's mood at the meet­
ing. Several stood to vent anger and 
frustration. They cited morale prob­
lems and class sizes at the high 
school, adml111strative costs and 
teachers' contracts, budget cuts and 
their impact on the curriculm. and 
the overall attitudes of teachers, ad­
ministrators and students. 

But what was the most prevalent 
Was the uruesponsiveness of school 
ofiQcials to honor their requests for 
lnfon1iaUon. 

'IVe have asked several times for a 
copy ofthe line item budget and have 
tieen refused," said Jack Iwema, a 
township resident "I'm concemed 
about the lack of i11fonnation and 
Why it takes nothing short of a court 
order to get that Infonmation." 

IWema's comments were sup­
ported by a handful of residents Who 
say they've requested a line-item 
budget from the district and have yet 
to receive it. 

Tm here l)ecai1se I can't get Infor­
mation from the school board," said 
Moraine Elementaiy parent Debbie 
Faber. They can't produce It for 
us. .. What you get from them is a 
very condescending attitude." 

Hasler said he expected residents 
to come to the meeting amied with 
thefr concerns, but said he was con­
cemed about all the dissoition. 

"One of the concerns We all heard 
was that we had some people who 
thought the meeting was too nega­
tive. We are concemed about tliat 
o111y because we want to tx sure We 
are a positive organization.' Hasler 

said. 
"That doesn't alWays mean We are 

going lo be all posltve or all negative. 
We are going to be objective and ba­
lanced. But there are some things go­
ing on fri this district that are good 
and wc need to address those too." 

Ferrara backed him up and de­
fending her own posIUon as Well. 

"Yes. I'm Involved," she said. "And I 
have been for seven years. I am not 
here to say that eveiythlng Is perfect 
1 Wouldn't be here if that We true. 

"We know there needs to be input. 
But if we keep harping on the nega­
tive and never seeing the positives, 
we'll never be a community again." 

In spite of the sentfrnent ofthe first 
meeting. Hasler said Advocates 
hopes to take a positive approach to 
solve the problems. 

*I do want to make light ofpeoples' 
concerns. Iftheyhave thoseconcerns 
they must be addressed. But We hope 
to address those concen1s in a Ve1y 
positive way. I hope we can proceed 
with a Very balanced, objective 
approach." 

His committment to objectivity 
came under fire from some ofthe au­
dience me11ibers who were question­
ing those past ties while eycfrig the 
group for 1ne1nbershlp. 

011ce again Hasler found himself 
defending the membership as a 
means ofbullding credibility With po­
tential members. He attempted to lay 
to rest the issue of the collective 
membership past and present afillla-
tions with school groups and the now 
defunct Citizens for O âllty 
Education. 

"There is no question that there is 
some overlap." Hasler said about the 
Ues between CQE and Advocates.

Three Detroit men Were arrested 
Tuesday night after they pawned a 
Novl man's stolen $950 golfclub set 
for $40 —Just enough money to buy 
two rocks of crack cocaine. 

The golf clubs, along With thou­
sands ofdollars Worth ofothervalu-
ables. were in the trunk of a 1991 
Mercuty Tracer stolen SepL 28 
from a residence in the Chateau Es­
tates mobile home park. 

Other ite11is in tlie vehicle in­
cluded a checkbook and Une-of-
credlt checks: a radar detector; two 
bowling balls and two leather Jack­
ets. The keys were in the car at the 
Ume of the theft. 

Police began to get a trace on the 
suspect when three of the line-of-
creditchecks were cashed at abank 
in Brightmoor. a neighborhood In 
northwest Detroit. 

Because it was a 1991 Tracer — 
Which is not a high-theft item, 
there's no demand for parts — and 
because Brightmoor is a high crack 
cocaine area and they were cashing 
checks, Wc thought they might still 
be driving the car," said Novi Detec-
Uve Ron Rcy, Who is a member of 
the Oakland County auto theft 
team. 

Roy contacted State Police delec-
Uve Tom McAllen, Who is a member 
ofthe Dearbom Auto Theft Enforce­
ment team (DATE) and. within mi­

nutes. McAllen located the car. Roy 
said he works with Wayne County 
officers and DATE on a regular ba­
sis because auto Uileves often come 
into Oakland County to steal, then 
immediately go back to Wayne 
County. 

"We located it in northwest De­
troit, then we parked down the 
street and Waited. Two men came 
out and went down the street and 
picked up a third man . . . We fol­
lowed them all the way to the east 
side, where they entered a pawn 
shop With the golf clubs. When they 
went back to the car. We arrested all 
three. 

"We found lhey had pawned the 
golf clubs. Which were Worth $950, 
for 40 bucks. That would buy you 
tWo rocks of cocaine." 

Roy said the suspects Were ar 
rested on possession of a stolen car 
and possession of stolen golf clubs. 
The case was turned over to the De­
troit Police 7th Precinct, where it re­
mains under InvestigaUon. 

Ray said that good earty InvesU­
gaUon by NoVl Officer Mike Corbett 
was a key to the case. 

Thanks to his thorough InvesU­
gaUon. We developed some leads In 
northWest Detroit" he said. "It Was 
the initial InVesUgation that really 
got us going. If he Just went oVer 
there and took a theft report then let 
it go. We probably Wouldn't have 
gotten it"

City Manager Ed KriewaU and (.he 
members OfNovl City Council have been 
participating In a cover up since July. , . 
that's right, we said a "cover up." 

And you. Novi Voters and taxpay­
ers, are the vlctfrns. 

We have complained in the past ab­
out the city manager's penchant for 
holding back Information that should be 
made public, and here is another prime 
example. It's classic Kriewall. And it is 
time it came to an end. 

We are referring of course to the 
memo Kriewall wrote, then stamped 
"confidential." and passed on to the 
council about the city's commercial tax 
base being in Jeopardy. 

"It seems that Our entire commer­
cial area is in trouble save Twelve Oaks 
Mall and possibly West Oaks." he stated. 
He listed l 3 large commercial properties, 
with a total assessed value of more than 
$120 million, which have recently re­
verted to the lender, filed banlmiptcy or 
been Vacant for some time. Another $32 
million were listed as "suspect 
properties." 

The financial trouble could affect 
assessed Valuations and most of the 
owners haVe already challenged their as­
sessments in the Michigan Tax Tribunal, 
according to the memo. 

As a result Novi could lose as much 
as 25 percent Ofthe assessed Value of all 
those properties "in the near future," ac-
cordlr̂  to Kriewall's conclusion.

decided to take that gamble fOr you. with 
your money, by not giving you informa­
tion they have known since July. There is 
no indication they intended to tell you 
about it before Dec. 15.

tion of a community pool, an ice arena, a 
goff course and eVen a Deldhouse. Many 
members ofthe public haVe gotten on the 
bandwagon to support these projects 
and several committees have been 
studying them Very closely. 

Only a week or so ago, it was prop­
osed that the city go ahead with efforts to 
develop senior citizens housing regard­
less of when or whether the city will even­
tually inherit money from the Ruby 
Fuerst estate. 

Kriewall seems to be tIying to run 
the city on a need-to-know basis. Well, 
this is a city government, not the CIA. In 
a participatory democracy, eveiybody 
needs to know. 

Why confidential? 
Kriewall's explanation for why the 

memo was labeled confidential was that 
the information might be used by those 
commercial properties to support their 
appeals for reductions at the tax 
tribunal. 

Yes, all the information comes from 
documents that are public already, but 
"ff you Just broadcast it, it puts that cre­
dibility on to the other side," he said. 

,; \y;ell,̂ he chances that the attor­
neys for these'commercial properties 
were unaware of this information seems 
pretty slim to us. Tax attorneys are not 
dumb. They know how to build cases for 
their clients. The Novl public may well 
have been the only people who effectively 
did not have this information. 

Who's the leak? 
The questions "who tipped him (or 

her) ofl?" and "who's the leak?" have 
been asked so frequently by the admi-
rlistratlon recently on a variety of topics 
that city hall is starting to sound like the 
Nixon White House. 

Thememo arrived in the JVoi;iNeLDs' 
mailbox in a plain white envelope, sent 
anonymously. If recent trends In city hall 
hold true, this wffl serve as an unfortu­
nate distraction for KriewaU and the 
administration. 

We predict city officials will spend 
more time trying to track down that leak 
than dealing with the other more Impor­
tant questions this issue brings up. 

L«ike whether the city should be ne­
gotiating lower assessments with the 
owners of these conlmercial properties. 
The assessments may have been set to 
an inflated level unintentionally, but ff it 
appears the economy has had such an 
Impact that It may actually drive down 
those assessments, shouldn't the city be 
concemed with adjusting them to a fair 
level? 

A need to know? 
lt is fortunate the information has 

come out. Now, at least voters will go to 
the polls infonned. But withholding of 
Information has ah-eady had an impact 
on a number Of decisions. 

A lot of work by school board mem­
bers, school administrators and citizens 
went into the design ofthe bond proposal 
package. To them, as they worked tow­
ard the Sept. 3 unveiling date, it looked 
hke this would be a good time to put the 
proposal forward. Debt was akeady 
dropping and the district could take care 
of a lot of needs without a major increase 
in the current tax rate. 

Had the committee known the 
city's tax base was in some danger, there 
might have been some adjustments. 
While the school package is spurred by 
the criUcal need to build enough class­
room space to handle its student popula­
tion, not all ofthe $31.9 million is a criU­
cal need. 

There are a number of other pro­
jects pending in the city as weU. The 
Parks and RecreaUon Department has 
been going over plans for the construc-

And why was the memo labeled 
confidential in the flj-st place? Michigan 
law requires all government documents 
to be made public. The Freedom of hffor-
matlon Act says documents can only be 
withheld from the public for certain rea­
sons, ff there is an exemption in that law 
which would apply here, we can't find it. 
We are baffled as to how a document 
comprised of information from other 
public documents can then be labeled 
"confidential." 

It is the city council's role to be the 
watchdog for the administration. Among 
the things it should be watching for is in­
formation that is being withheld impro­
perly from the pubhc. The council failed 
miserably at the task this time. We can 
only hope and urge they do better in the 
future. 

hi the meantime, Kriewall needs to 
work on his Veiy bad habit of holding 
back critical infoirnation. We don't know 
where the habit came from. What we do 
know is that It keeps blowing up in his 
face, creating pohtical nightmares for 
him and the rest ofthe Novl community.

Grebner, 39, is a d(x;ldedly Icono-
clastic Ingham County commis­
sioner Wilh hair down past his shoiil 
ders and a bumper-sUcker sloR.in 
thai goes, "No Worse than the rest.' 

He's also co-owner oflYacUcal I'o-
llUcal Consultillg and earns a Mng 
by selling Voter lists lo candidates. 

"He has a good reputation," said 
stale Sen. Dave Honigman, R-West 
Bloomlleld. "It's nice to see a public 
offlcia] Who doesn't lake hlrrlself too 
seriously." 

The spotlight of controversy fell on 
Grebner's business lasl summer 
when he refused lo sell a voter list lo 
Ihcn-candidale for U.S. Congress 
Alice Gilbert. 

But Why? Doesn't he need the 
money? 

For one thing, the Marketing Re-
source Group (which was in the em­
ploy of Horligman. who opposed Gil­
bert in thecongressioiial district thai 
iilcludes Novl) gave Grebner 35,000 
nol lo deal With Gilbert. 

Gilbert called il unetliical. but 
Grebner compared il lo a developer 
buying an option on property. Tht 
developer may or may nol Want lo 
build on the property, but wilh an op­
Uon he can keep his competitor away 
from 11. 

For another thing, Grebner didn't 
want to work with Gilbert, "She's 
hard lo deal With, and when I talked 
to her she Was bizarre." he said. 

For her part. Gilbert laughed when 
she read the preceding quote, "He's 
just looking for an excuse for his own 
poor conduct," she said. 

Such is life when you mess around 
in the zany World of pollUcs. 

Grebner, a Democrat, has been in 
the voter list business since 1974. It 
t>€gan as a hobby, but grew into a 
full-blown business by 1980. 

He carl supply candidates wilh 
lists tailored lo almost every conceiv­
able need. Sometimes a candidate 
Wants lo know all the voters over the 
age of 60. Grebner can do it. Some­
times they want a list ofall the regis­
tered Voters Who regularly cast Ixil-
lots. Grebner can do it. Typically he 
charges 3 cents per name. 

Joe Itoollenberg. Who won the Re­
publican primaiy in Which Honig-
man and Gilbert metaphorically beat 
each other senseless, Jjought sepa­
rate lists from Grebner for door-to-
door campalgiiing, telephone cam­
paigning and campaign m.ailings. 
said Carol Morlan, hubs campaign 
manager. 

It's also helpful to candidates that 
Grebner's lists don't Include Voters 
Who have moVed or died. Ttils is often 
a plToblem that city or townsliip 
clerks face, and their voter lists are 
supposed to tie continually updated 
to weed out the dead people and 
those who haVe left town. 

But clerks don't always perform 
this function With great accuracy or 
frequency, Grebner said, making his 
service all the more Valuable. 

"Mlchlgan probably has the Worst 
Voter flies In the coimtry," Grebner 
said. -Jfsa hell ofa life, let me tell you, 
living on the kindness of city clerks." 

However, Grebner doesn't include 
Oakland County in his roster of dis­
organized governments. He men­
tioned that Southfleld has "always 
done a good Job," and TYoy, Birming­
ham, Rochester Hills and Pontiac are 
'all pretty Well run." 

Grebner saved his highest acco­
lade for Farmington Hills, which 
"seems to be at the outer edge ofcom-
petence." Hills ofllcials have moved 
their voter lists Into the hard drives of 
desk-top computers, as opposed to 
big mainframe computers or simple 
typeWrlter-produced lists. 

Other communities, mostly out-
state, are "kind of stuck in the 17th 
centuiy,- Grebner said, and some­
times tiy to Withhold information 
that they're required by law to profer 
upon request. But they usualty come 
across with the material once a law­
suit is threatened or Initiated. 

Since the primaries concluded 
Aug. 4, Grebner has begun dealing 
solely with Democrats, as is his pol­
icy leading up to the general elecUon. 
Consequently, he has sold a list to 
Knollenberg's Demociatlc opponent, 
Walter Brlggs. 

So in a sense, because he sold a list 
to Knollenberg in the spring. Grebner 
is helping two candidates fi^t each 
other for the same U.S. Congress 
seat. , 

"It's like being an anns merchant 
and dealing With both sides," he sr.id.
