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County trims
list of court
building sites

Two developers who hope to
build a new 52-1 district court in
Novl are now running neck and
neck.

The winner could beselecled by a
subcommittee and recomnended
to the board of cornmission's plan-
ning and building commitiee as
soon as Tuesday.

Three sites yet in the race are a
spot behind West Ooks shapping
cenler at Donelson Drive south of
Twelve Mile Road; vacant land at
Grand River Avenue and Beck
Roads. north of Providence Hospi-
tal; and at the southwest corner of
Taflt Road and Grand River.

However, support s stll being
drummed upat the county level for
anamendment to the Revised Judi-
cature Act of 196! which would
make both Wixom and Walled Lake
viable contenders for the
courthouse.

Thebill, introduced by State Rep.
Barbara Dabb, R-Comunerce Town-
ship. passed the Michigan house of
sepresentatives but the state se-

nate’s judiciary committee Oet. 1
shunned action on the amendinent
until Oakland County and other
impacted counties ask for the prop-
osed new faw.

County Commission G. Willlam
Caddell, R-Walled Lake, said Friday
he recently sent a letter supporting
the bill to Dobb but has no present
plans lo introduce a resolution of
suppert to the board of
commissioners.

“l could put a resolution in. Butl
fel 1t [the letter) was the betier way

lo go. Maybe it will work. Maybe

we'll have to put aresolutionin,” he
sald.

If revised, the law would throw
the selection: of a court site open to
the county's cdiscretion, rather than
automatically placing the building
in the distriet's most populous com-
munity. Under the current statute,
Novi fllis that slot.

According to Novi police reports, an estimaled
$2,100 worth of solid oak and leaded glass doors were
stolen [rom the historic Fuerst home on Taft south of
Ten Mile last Sunday, Oct. 4.

Police received a call after a witness noticed that the
front door to the house was standing open. Upon inves-
tigation, Novi oflicer Paul Nelson discovered that a front
entry door, aset of bookease doors that were next tothe
fireplace, and a set of french doors that divided the liv-
ing room from the dining room were all missing.

Every oneof the missing antique doors was solid cak

Thieves hit Fuerst estate

in the house unul they both died In 1991, They grew up
in lhe home, which was originally part of a larm that
covered the area where Novi High School, the Novi Civic
Center, the Novl Library and the Novi Police Station sit
loday.

Neither of the Fuerst sisters ever married. They sold
Lhe property o the school district in the 1970s, with a
lifetime agreement that they would continue to llve in
the house.

The school district sold part of the land to the city.
but conlinues lo own the property where the Fuerst
home now sits empty.

Adult daycare services In Novi
moved closer to reality last week.
The Novi Planning Commission
voted 5-0 to recommend that the
city zoning law be amended to per-
mit such facililles.

‘The Novi Clty Council will have
the final say on the change. The
amendment came afler menths of
study, prompted by a percelved
need for the daycare centers in the

city.

Adult dayeare Is similiar to child
dayeare, intended for those caring
for an aged loved one that needs
supervistort, A daughter could take
her mother to a daycare center in
the moming, for example, go lo
work and pick her up at the end of
the day.

Its cheaper than a nursing
home, advocates say, and lets
adults in need of superviston stay
with thelr families. City Planning
and Communily Development offl-
cials sald they had “received anum-
ber ofcalls rom people interested in

(opening) such a business™ in the
clty.

Commussioners Eric Schaefer,
Judith Johnson and Secretary Ti-
mothy Gilberg were absent from the
meeling; chairperson Kathleen
McLallen arrived after the vote had
been taken.

Planning Consultant Brandon
Rogers said thal he favored theldea
and recommended approval of the
amendment change.

Novi ranks
8th in SEV
per person

Novi has one of the highest levels
of state equalized valuation (SEV) of
any community in Oakland
County, a new report said.

SEV is a figure fixed by tax offi-
clals when they decide how much a
property Is worth, and hence how
much it should be taxed. SEV Is
equal to one hall of the assessed
value of the home. Ahome assessed
at $150.000, for example, would
have an SEV of $75,000.

One mill Is equal to $1 dollar [or
every $1,000 of SEV on a property.
The $150,000 homeowner would
pay $75 for every mill levied by a

ship. Keeping the court at the same
location {Walled Lake) would serve
the district better,” Caddell said.

But he added that would support
the most sound financial deal for the
county, whether that means a court
in Novi, Walled Lake or Wixom.

*He (Caddell) ls seeking each indi-
vidual cornmissloner's support. |
don't know how sucessful he 18"
Qakland County Commmissioner Kay
Schmid, R-Novi, said.

Schmid said she didn't want thia
to be perceived as a battle between
her and Caddell: “He's doing his job
for his constituencey and I'm going to
domy job for my constituency. I don't
need to make it a contest”

The board of commissioners sev-
eral months ago refused lo pass a
Schmid resolution condemning the
amendment.

The planning and building will
likely hear the subcommittee’s re-
commendations Tuesday, Schmid
said. If that committee passes thison
to the full board of cammissioners,
the next step would be for the board
to pass the proposal on to its finance
committee for a fine-tuning,

Caddell chairs the finance
cammittee,

The subcommitiee s now discuss-
ing the development plans with the
district court judges to determine
their needs. A state report found that
the current bulldingin Walled Lake is
*dangerously” overcrowded.

“The judges are looking at floor
plans and what works and what
doesn’t work,” Schmid said,

Oakland County plans tolease the
courthouse for five years, with possi-
ble extensions. A four courtroom
bullding 1s sought, with possible ex-
pansion to five courtrooms in the
future.

Two finalists are proposing a
courthouse on three sites In Novi.
Compared to the Wixom and Walled
Lake proposals, Novi has the lowest
bids.

John M. Olson Company of St.
Clair Shores has two proposals. One
would bring the court to the land
north of Providence Hosepital and
close to the freeway. The 26,000
square foot buildng woukl rent for
$14.80 per month, with adjustments

for the consumer price tndex {CPI). -
* The county couid expect to spend: -

$385,000 per dyw in rent payments.

The second Olson proposal is to
place the building by West Ouks
shopping center. This would be a
27,000 square foot facility at $15.15
per month, with the same change for
the CPA as the other bid.

Rent for this would be $409,000
annually.

R.G. Dryden Assoclates of Utica
would like to build the facility at the
Talt Road/Grand Rlver spot. Thelr
bid is is for a 24,000 square foot
building at $15.79 per square foot,
plus CPl. The lease would be
$379,000,

Complex
gets nod
from Novi
planners

Discussion of a Novi apartment
complex got “sidetracked” onto the
subject of sidewalks at the Novi Plan-
ning Commission's Oct. 7 meeting,

The commission voted 6-0 to ap-
prove the preliminary site plan for a
proposed manager's office in the
Twelve Qaks Townhouses I apart-
ment comnipex. However, it also voted
to delay final site plan approval untl
plans for sidewalks at the complex
became more concrete. Commission-
ers Judith Johnson, Eric Schaefer
and Secretary Timothy Gilberg were
absent from the meetng.

Twelve Oaks Townhouses I, lo-
cated on the west side of Haggerty
Road between Nine and Ten Mile
Roads, is an B.5-acre site. The prop-
osed office will be 483 square feet,
tacked onto the north end of one of
the buildings. No additional parking,
paving or landscaping will be needed,
Planning Consultant Brandon Ro-

ers sald.
8 Clif Seiber, appcaring on behalf of
Singh Development, sald that the
owner of the property wanted to move
the manager's office, now located in
one of the existing apartments, intoa
separate office. The office would be
built next to one of the existingmulti-
unit apartment bulldings. and would
measure about 20 by 25 feet.

*l recommend you approve it
Planning Consultant Brandon Ro-
gers said to the commissioners. “The
setbacks and landscaping plans are
in accordance with the ordinance.”

The comrmission then took up the

asked Seiber if sidewalks were going
to be put inat the Twelve Oaks Town-
houses site, saying that “the city is
trying to close up the missing links”
where sidewalks are not yet In place.

“We'd appreciate It if you could
consider it and we could get on it,”
she added. She noted, however, that
the city cannot require Singh to build
sidewalks If no legal right of way for
them exdsts.

Many areas of Novi do not have
sidewalks, and they are referred to as
*missing link" areas. The dream of a
Novl connected by an Integrated net-
wark of pedestrian walkways has yet
to be realized.

Assistant clty attomey Dennis
Watson said that the right-of-way
issue should be investigated and the
sidewalk Issue addressed before any
final site plan for the profect is
approved.

Planning Engineer David Bluhr,
of the city's consulting firm, JCK &
Associates, sald that his department
would discuss the matter with the
developer, and look at “the actual,
practical abillty to put it in at the final
site plan.™ Seiber agreed to check the
matter out with city officials.

There was considerable debate
over what distance the sidewalks
could be installed from the apart-
ments. Most at the meeting favored a
60-foot distance, birt were uncertain
ifthat was feasible. “Ifwe doit, let's do
it right and go with the 60-foot.,” sald
Rogers, “If it can't be done at 60, then
put it in at 33 feet. If it's engineerly
possible.”

Hurricane Iniki

Richard Antunals still basking in
the warm rays of the Aloha sun, days
after he's retumed from Kaual.

The Novi man was one of a
10-member Disaster Medical Assis-
tance Teamn (DMAT] dispatched from
Michigan to help in the relief effort
following Hurricane Inikl.

While Antuna, as a lieutenant in
Novi's paid-on-call Qlrefighter force,
had witnessed the power of nature
unleashed when tornados slammed
Noviin 1987 and 1990, nothinginhis
past experience prepared him for the
havoc in Kaual.

Or the extraordinary generosity
and goodwili of the native Hawatlan
people.

“You just stared and stared to see
that devastation. Telephone poles
broke like toothpicks. What they had
was very little and now they have no-
thing. They're stlll without power
there. They got the waterback onas|
was leaving (Oct. 5)," he said
Thursday.

Hurricane Iniki hit Kauai on Sept.
11 with winds up to 160 miles per
hour. Five people died. About one-
third of the buildings were ripped to
the ground, leaving some 8,000 of the
50,000 {slanders homeless,

The Michigan DMAT, directed by
the Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA), was first placed on
alert after the Florida humricane,

As they go about thelr dally lives at
home, the volunteers take thelr gear
with them. prepared to mobilize at a
moment's notice.

*Boom. We're gone. They drop us
inanywhere in theworld and we have
enough supplies and medicine for
three days,” he sald.

Antuna, a graduate of the NoviFire
Department’s emergency medical
technician program, lefl Sept. 24
with nine other crew members —
three doctors, three paramedics and
three nurses.

Their assignment was to set up a
24-hour clinic at the Kalaheo Com-
munity Center. The island's 35-bed
hospital couldnt handle the volume
of patlents, most suffering from up-
per respiratory infections, spider and
centipedebites and lacerations, often
from the storm’s debris or from the
wark of rebuilding thelr homes. The
water system's breakdown led to
more Llnesses among the children
and senior adults,

Antuna also was part of an army-
chauflered outreach team offering
madical assistance, water and food.

While he was assisting Hawailans
bivouacked on a beach in Kaual, An-
tuna met his namesake, A resident of
the “forbldden {sland” of Nithau —
where visitors are strictly banned —
the man was named Kealoha, or Ri-
chard in Hawallan.

Nihau, 25 miles to the west of
Kaual, had been hard hit by the
storm, but Red Cross and military re-
llef crews arriving at the (sland were
given a cholce of leaving of their own
free will or swirnming back to Kaual.
The 300 native Hawatian residents,
who preserve their 19th century lifes-
lyle by foregoing most modernconve-
nlences, have a strong beliel in a
mystical force called the Aloha sun.

Aloha, while used asa greeting, is U-
terally translated as love and
ldndness.

"He said ‘Kealoha, the Aloha Sun
will follow you whereever you go.' In
Honolulu, 1 told people about this,
They got goose bumps,” Antuna sald,
adding he that received a standing
invitation to visit Nithau.

*To be honored with that, 1 felt,
Baby! | have nothing else to worry ab-
out. 1 have the Aloha sun”

A network of support back home
keeps DMAT members like Antuna,
an electriclan, going. He had 12
hours to prepare for Kaual, buthe s
expected to be ready to leave in 45mi-
nutes for an in-state ermergency and
intwo to four hours for one anywhere
eise in the U.S.

“You've got lo have a very under-
standing family,” Antuna, the father
of three girls, said.

"The biggest thanks goes to my
wile (Marge), She allows me to get
away with all this stufl.”

He also needed an okay from his
boss to take 13 days off of work with-
oul pay. The Novi Fire Department
adjusted its schedule at Fire Station
No. Three to free up Antuna,

Not only do DMAT members do-
nate their time for the volunteer ef-
fort, but each must spend up to
$1,000 for equipment.

Hawalians the medics aided in-
cluded a thirsty 2-year-old who mis-
took a jar of gasoline forllulce and an
artlst who gashed his leg on shect
metal while attempting to rebuild his
home. The man used Super Glue to
close the wound, Antuna said, and
would have ultimately iost his leg to
gangrene had he not sought help
from the clinfc.

Most of the people the team as-
sisted were workers on 2 vast sugar
cane plantation whe lived incne- and
two-room, company-owned shacks,
They didn't own much to begin with
and many lost what little they had.
The plantation cwner says he will not
rebulld the houses, Antuna said,

‘Mother Nature, she’ll come back
and replenish the [sland but the long-
term eflects, | wonder. We did the
best we could. You sort of felt guilty
when we left, They needed our help
but they have to fend for themselves.
We gave them a buffer zone unti] the
local people could get back on thelr
feet,” he said.

“But where are they going {o live?

“I talked to one lady. She said my
home iIs kind of destroyed. We'll just
block off this part and that part, My
kids are fine. We'll just sleep on the

floor.” . :

Antuna was bowled over by how
the Kaual residents —rather than fo-
cusing on their own survival -— were
eager to share thelr surviving goods
and rations with thelr fellow hurri-
cane victims.,

“A family of eight came in, we gave
them food, medicine and four gallons
of water. The mother sald “I'll just
take two gallons.’ That's their herit-
age. | was totally amazed, They have
sha:icks but they help each other,” he
said.

“They're fantastic. I['I would have
eaten every banana, every canof pop,
every papaya these poor people gave
me, | would have never gotten on the
plane.”

cording to 1990 ecensus data, there
are approximately 5,000 Novi resi-
denls age 55 or clder.

*As baby boomers get older,” stall
planner Michael Csapo sald shortly
before a joint planning commission-
city council meeting in February that
dealt with the issue, "we're going to
see elderly adulls who can't neces-
sarily take care of themselves and re-
quire supervision. Traditionally,
there are alot of services provided for
children with the Increase of the two-
income family.

The language for the amendment
relles on informatton compiled by the
Michigan Association: of Adult Day-
care Centers, "The regulations you
see are based on thelr research, and
the language of the amendents are si-

millar to others passed in other com-
munities,” Csaposald at the meeting.

The ordinance amendment dic-
tates, for example, that any facility
provide at least 40 square feet of
space for each participant. The facil-
ity's location would becarelully regu-
lated as well.

Commission vice-chalrperson
John Balagna at the February meet-
ing said that “a child care and an
adult care {facllity) functions basl-
cally in the same way, so 1 would
think that an adult care facllity

would belocated In thesame location
as a child care facility” from a zoning
standpoint.

The modification to the amend-
rnent was writtent, and adult daycare
will be allowed in areas where child
daycare Is now. Novi does permit a
wide range of zoning districts to be
used for children’s day care busines-
ses, including business, office and

residential districts.

“That doesn’t mean that it can go
anywhere In those districts — it's the
same as child daycare,” cautioned
assistant city attorney Dennis Wat-
son. “The site must be in accordance
with the regulations.”

City Council memberJoseph Toth
at the February meeting said that
there were “important considera-
tions to take care of concerming
adult daycare, and that city officals
should take care that the reality of
such facilities lives up to thelr expec-
tations. “We don't want those day-
care centers to become a daytime
dumping ground.”

munictpality. 50 mills would come to

Novi voters will be asked on Dec.

School operating expenses came to
about 62 cents of each dollar, the
cty's about 21 cents, the county ab-
aut 15 cents and the community col-
leges .02 cents.

Novi ranks eighth among the 39

communitles in Oakland County in
terms of per caplta SEV rate. Novi's
SEV totaled $1,112,348,700 in
1991, Withapproximately 33,000 re-
sidents, there is $33,709.60 of SEV
for each ane.

Ranking above Novi countywide
are Bingham Farms, Bloomileld
Hills, Lake Angelus, Orchard Lake,
Franklin, Birmingham and Troy.
Novi is larger than all but Troy in
terms of population,

Wixom is ninth on the list, with
lessthan one-third the total SEV that
Novi has; $279.260.800. Given its

The Policy Comnmittee of the Northville Board of
Education Thursday night recommended to ex-
empt National Honor Soclety students from the
pay-to-parlicipate program.

The School Board will hear and may vote on the
recornmendation at tonight's meeting. A green
light from the board would move the soclety (o the
list of class sponsor activitiea which exist this year
without a fee. That would make iI a self
supporting group Independent of other co-
curricular activities.

Board approval would put to rest a month-long
study of charging students for membership in the
National Honor Soclety. Parent Lonna Lemmon
broached the {ssue and provided the board with
evidence supporting her claim She pointed out
that school ofiicials were violating the soclety's na-
tlonal charter by charging students more than the
$5 maximum membership fee allowed for society
mernbers.

Northville's pay-to-participate program
charges students $100 per student, per tertn for
co-curricular activities. The question was first
ralsed at a Sept. 29 pay-to-participate citizens
commitiee meeting,

Six mwmbers of the citizens advisory group
which originally formulated the pay-to-participate
plan met earlier and unanimously agreed the dis-
trict was in viclation of the nationai charter,

In response, subcommittee members are now
trying to rectify the ssue, Under the class sponsor
category, class treasuries will be tapped to pay the
soclety’s 81,697 shared sponsors’ stipend, The
soclety’s alloted $5 membership fee will be coi-
lected by high school admintstrators and used to
defray the cost of the sponsor's stipend.

“Had we known there was a fee stipulation be-
fore, we would not have the pay-to-
participate fee,” said assistant superintendent
David Bolitho, a key person In the solving the soci-
ety riddle. "What will happen is that the National
Honor Society will pay for thelr own sponsors.”

Bolitho said he met last week withone ofthe two

high school sponsors of the soclety and together
they determinied that If the soclety didn't have
enough money inits own treastury to pay the spon-
sor stipend, there were alternate routes its mem-
bers could take.

“Theycould offerfewer ordowhat-

Good news came out of Novi Cily
Council last week — City Manager Ed-
ward Kriewall announced the city is
ready to move ahead on its effort to
purchase parkland.

The city has a shopping list of sites
and those on the Hst would provide
“pretty much a whole gamut of recrea-
tional potential,” he said. Such a park
would include baseball lields and soccer
fields as weil as “passive recreation,” es-
sentially picnic space and natural areas.
And he sald more information will be
coming out aboul the possible parkland
purchase in the next few weeks.

The good news, however, was tem-
pered with Kriewall's contention that the
city would absolulely have to have a
voler-approved bond issue in order to
purchase the land. “No way”™ could land
be bought for a park without one, he
sald.

That is not a surprise. The city
manager has been talking about the
bond issue for some time. Volers have
twice rejected tax increases for parkland
purchases, once in 1988 and again in
1990. There has been some talk of fund-
ing a park purchase from existing sour-
ces, but that doesn't seem likely, espe-
cially at the prices land in this town can
comumand,

A bond issue rnight just be an ac-
ceptable solution (o volers. Using a tax,
the eity might have to save for a few years
to build up encugh cash to make the
buy. In a bond issue, the money would be
available and payments could be sche-
duled to make them lower for voters ona
yearly basis.

. .But what really needs to. happen n ..
the near term future is:a hearing, or.per: :

haps even a series of hearings, for the
public on all of the projects pending in
the parks department now. Of course it
would be hest if both the Parks and Re-
creation Commission and the Novi City
Council were present for these sessions.
And in them, officials and the public
could talk about all the projects so far
proposed and how they might be
financed.

Nowi city council will meet in a joint
sessfon with the parks commission to-
night (Monday, Oct. 12} and we would
like to see them walk away with atleast a
firm commitment to a hearing or series of
hearings.

Conduct the survey

Much as we can appreciate the con-

"cerns of the Novi Planning Commission

about costs — and sclentific surveys
conducted by professional polling irms
can be expensive — there is a real need
for a mechanism to gauge the senti-
ments of the community,

The planning commissioners rte-
cently asked their Planning Studies
Committee to look into the idea of con-
ducting a survey of the community and
come back with some options on ways
which it might be accomplished. So far,
the ideas for conducting the study have
ranged from turning the whole matter
over to a professional survey firm and
letting them handle it to having the city
conduct the surveyitsell through the use
of city staffers and volunteers,

As commission chair Kathy McLal-
lenput it, “It is time to ask ifwe're headed
in the right direction.”

Commissioner Robert Taub argued
a survey is unnecessary because elec-
tions, which of course are already in
place, provide amechanism for measur-
ing community sentiment,

Unfortunately, elections do provide
a full view of the public's feelings. Yes,
when voters pull a lever for a candldate,
it means they like that candidate’s plat-
form better than the opponent’s posi-
tions. But it deesn’t mean they agree
with all of the candidate’s positions, nor
does it say which they agree with and
which they don't. Nor should it be seen
as ruling out any and all of the positions
taken by that opponent.

A survey is the one method by
which community sentiment can be
measured in depth and on a variety of

topics all at one time.

Among them are a conghunity pool, an
ice arena, a fieldhouse and a goll course.
There are a variety of funding mechan-
isms under consideration for each of the
projects. For instance, the subcormnmit-
tee which studied the ice arena proposal
suggested a private sector business
might build that facility, thenlease to the
city. For the fieldhouse, Parks Director
Dan Davis has talked {o the school dis-
trict about renting high schoolfactlities ff
the school district’s bonding proposal
passes Dec. 15. That program, already
set for the ballot, might mean the city
would not have to fund construction of a
new facility, if things can be worked out
between the cily and school district,

Still, bonding might end up to be
the funding mechanism for some or all of
these projects. And all that seems like a
lot of development for the city to attempt.
We have our doubtsthe city can aflford all
of this at one time.

So an effort needs to be made to set
the proposals side by side, let the public
look at them and pick those It would like

P rirthappel 10 ik the parikihd”
purchase idea. Novi is short of land for
parks. There has been a public outcry
about a lack of soccer fleld space in the
city and, of course, Novi Youth Baseball
is looking for a new home. The owner of
the land where the organization now
holds its summer youth league games is
privately owned. Owner Paul Bosco has
sald he'llsoon be developing it. An agree-
ment has apparently been reached to let
the teams play there one more year be-
fore they have to find some other site.

Nonetheless, any resources used
up on this will take resources away from
the other projects and vice versa. So
coordination and looking at all the prop-
osals al one Hrne is a must.

The tdea of having the city do the
work itself is jaudable and might just
help to keep the cost down, but some
professional assistance is a good idea.

The trickiest aspect of conducting a
good survey is to make sure it is designed
scientifically, which takes special train-
ing. The key is to make sure the sampleis
large enough to be representative of all
city residents and to make sure they are
contacted in a manner which ensures
the sampling is indeed random, There is
also a good deal of science that goes into
the drafting of objective questons o en-
sure the survey gets valid answers.

Designing the study is the hardest
part, but it also is likely to be cheapest.
Actually conducting the survey could
surely be done by volunteers or city
workers.

In any case, a survey is in order.
When the Novi News conducted its ad-
mittedly unscientific readership survey
earlier this year, respondents were sur-
prisingly unhappy with the performance
of the planning commission. The plan-
ning commission ranked 24th out of 25
institutions and agencles respondents
were asked to grade in that survey.

We say that is surprising because,
on the whole, Novi is a pretty well-
planned community. It's certainly well
planned when compared to other neigh-
boring communities, and we believe it is
well planned compared to most cities in
the country. No, not all is perfect, but for
the most part it's very good.

So the low grade is bothersome.

And that would indicate the planning
commissionneeds to discover the source
of disaffection. A survey, it séems to us,
would be the most useful tool for that.
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I had an opportunity to see
what newspapers look lke from
a different perspective last
week.

Margaret's suggestion that you talk to the editors and
reporters about the best time to contact them is a good
one, however, and [ recommend it.

As for deadlines, I have one plece of advice. Remember
that deadlines are deadlines — not due dates. The earlier
you get your materials to us, the more time we have to give
them the attention they deserve.

The proposed ofllce
would be located on the northwest
cornter of the existing parking area at
Marty Feldman, and would measure
aboul 14 feet by 63 feet. Feldman
owns a total of 9.42 acres on the sile.

The 832 -square-foat “office would
not require additienal parking
spaces, Hogers sald, The proposed
building will occupy an existing
paved area and wlil not disturb exisl-
ing landscaping, he sald.

Rezoning blocked by city

Three comers of the “hot” Hag-
gerty Road/Fourteen Mile Road in-
tersection may be dedicated lo com-
mercial development, but Novi isn't
prepared {o let the fourth follow its
neighbors’ lead,

Following the advice of planning
consultant Brandon Rogers, the Novi
City Council Oct. 5 unanimously
gave the thumbs down to a bid from
Fortune Four Assaciates to change
the zoning from Ils existing office
category (OS-1).

"It could start commercial strip
zaning at least as far as the Haggerty
Connector. The line has been drawvn
at Twelve Mile to mafnlaln the resi-
dentfal character on the master
plan,” Rogers said, adding that the
oflice zoning provided a “safter trans-
itton™ to the resldential ta the west of
the 9.5 acre site,

The vacant land surtounds a Sec-

March Yire Co.

urity Bank branch oflice, Primarily
vacant properly to the south and
west is zoned for large-lot residential.
The Maples of Novi is also to the west.

The intersecton is where Novi Joins
its neighbors, Commerce Township.
West Bloomfield and Farmminglon
Hills. Strip malls, including a Meifer
store, have been mushrooming ar-
ound the area, which is about aquar-
ter of a mile west of the Haggerty
Connector.

"I's a so-called hot interseclion,”
Ronald Berman, the land owner, told
the council.

“Circumslances dictate that this
should be a commercial plece. It's al-
ready a commercial corner . . . | be-
lieve the council has a liduciary re-
sponsibility to the citizens to increase
thetaxbase. . . by havingsomething
buill on the property.”

Berman sald he has been ap-
proached by many developers eager
lo develop commercial uses on the
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site — including a banguet facility —
but that he cannot convince anyone
to bulld an office on the parcel. The
metro area office market, including
Novi, Is notorlously overbuilt, he
sald,

Fortune Four Assoclates acquired
the land in 1984 and spent
$100,000, he said, In taking a prop-
osed two-story office building
through Novi's site plan process, But
tenants and financing for the project
could not be found, Berman added.

Councll Member Nancy Cassis up-
held Rogers' stand. She suggested
thatl commercial use would not be In
the long-term interest of the city,
which aims to confine strip shopping
malls to jls commercial center,

“Mr. Rogers’ concerns and the pre-
rmises he madereally reflect the plan-
ning process the city in partnership
with the cltizenship has undergone
inthelasteightto 10years,” she said.

Cassis added that the city was un-
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sajd. “There are phones ringlng, ra-
dlos going near residential apart-
ments. The noise goes right into the
home in the Meadowbrook Glens
subdiviston.”

Balagna said he was asking about
the maiter on Commissioner Judith
Johnson's behalf, since she lives in
that area. He wondered ifa nolse bar-
rler could be erected.

Rogersresponded that therewasa
concrete block wall —Td be sur-
prised if it's six feet high™ — to block
noise from the dealership, “but they
{the dealership) do not have to do
anything there.

Assistant city altomey Dennls
Watson noted that local ordinance
requires noise levels at an owner’s
property line to be at or below a cer-
tain level at certain hours, Csapo es-
timated the requirement to be 60 de-
ctbels In the eveninig hours, as mea-
sured from the property line. Since
Feldman owns the whole 9.42-acre
lot, the nalse levels at the property
line are within the limits,

Kowalskl sald Feldman was
checking into the idea of construct-
ing a berm between the dealership
and subd!vision to reduce noise, and
said he would see if a meeting be-
tween Feldman and Johnson was
possible.

willing to change its long-term plan-

Aphid emerges
as scourge of
U.S. vineyards

If you haven't heard about phylloxera, the
microscopic louse that s devouring Callfornia’s
vineyards, you soon will. The devastation re-
sulting from this ancient nemesis may eventu-
ally increase the price you pay for wine.

It may cost up to a billion dollars to replant
vineyards. The good news Is that by the end of
this decade, wine quality should be significantly
improved,

Phylloxera 18 a microscopic vine louse indl-
genous to the United States. It kills vines by
sucking life-giving nutrients from the roots.

" European grape varietles known as Vitis vinli-
era are partlcularly susceplble to this louse,
but native American concord variaties (Vills la-
brusca) are not.

In the mid-19th century, as shipplng be-
tween the United States and Europe improved,
this louse was exported from the U.S. to
France in a sample of experimental vines. By
the 1870s, evidence of phylloxera damage began
to spread through the famous vineyards in Bor-
deaux, Burgundy and throughout Europe.

A vineyard Infected with phyllexera produces
less fruit, unripe grapes and the vines' leaves
yellow and fall prematurely as though the plant
was under stress. Since this pest has no
known predators and Is unaflected by pestl-
cides, the vineyards of Europe were eventually
destroyed.

Two soclutions were suggested through agrd-
cultural research. The first was to develop
phylloxera-resistant varleties by crossing Amerl-
can and French varietals. These crosses, known
as French-American hybrids, eventually found
homes in the eastern U.S., tncluding Michigan,
because in addition to phylioxera resistance,
they also proved to be winter-hardy.

The second solulion was to plant resistant
American grape varietles as rootstock and graft
the preferred Eurcpean varietles onto them.
This is the method that was used to replant

vineyards throughout Europe. [n a sense,

ded the:solution to the-problem-it. | -

t place.

Although rootstock has no effect on grape or
wine taste, some rootstocks are better than
others because of thelr ability to Lmit the
quantity of fruit a vine can prodice,

There's a large variety of rootstocks avallable
for use when planting vineyards. Most of the
vineyards in California, Oregon and Washington
are planited on a rootstock known as AXR No.
1, a cross between a Eurcpean vine and an
American varfetal, And there’s the rub. The
rootstock’s Eurcpean heritage is probably the
reason for the cuzrent problem.

The University of Callfomnia at Davis recom-
mended AxR No. 1 for many years because it
seermned to be a resistant rcofstock with the
added advantage of promoting higher yields. On
the other hand. European academics discour-
aged its use since 1913 because of its Euro-

pean parentage.
