Oct. ISWhenheagreedtodrophls 
claim on the lakeshore site i f the 
city pays h im $70,000. 

Novl City Council tonight is ex­
pected to authorize the dellVeiy of 
the check. 

The 1989 lawsuit, whlch was 
followed by a counter-suit from 
NoVl, was filed by the Milford bu ­
sinessman one day before his de­
velopment agiTeement w i t h the 
city expired. 

It took this long to settle the 
case in Oaldand County Clrcult 
Court, Novl Clty Attorney David 
Fried said, because "they Wanted 
millions of dollars and we Weren't 
going to pay millions of dollars." 

Fried added that the city Was 
prepared to take the case to tr ial l f 
Eldridge had not leduced his 
claims. 

The land is the site of the old 
WaUed Lake Casino. City ofliclals 
had visions of a joint pub l i c / 
private develop111ent which would 
have included £m 100-room hotel, 
a public marina, a banquet 11all, 
four restaurants, a boardwalk, a 
community room and 10.000 
square feet of retail space. 

Eldridge volunteered for the 
project, originally agreeing to be-
gh1 Work by Noverrter 1987. 

Novi bought the shoreline prop­
erty for $504,000 and sold i t to E l ­
dridge for $ 1 . 

But Eldridge was unable to get 
cJear title to the property torn the 
city lmmedlatcty and after a series 
of delays, he retumed to the city 
council with an alternative plan. 
Saying that the local hotel market 
was overbuilt, Eldridge proposed 
to hold off on building the hotel 
and to co11struct first lakeside 
condoml11iu1ns. 

The city council nixed this Idea 
i n the fall of 1989.

Proposals A and C—the ' cu t and 
cap" before voters on the November 
ballot — wi l l hur t school districts 
Michigan, members of the Novl 
Board of Education agreed at their 
Oct 15 meeting. 

At Its O c t 11neetlng. the board 
asked TYustee Robert Schram to 
draft a fon1ial statement of the 
b o ^ s position on cut and cap. 
Most board members have ex­
pressed seriotis reservatlo11s about 
the plan and how it would affect the 
Novi school district. 

Thlstee Dr. Michael Meyer said 

that while cut and cap's backers 
"were motivated by good inten­
tions," the p lan Itself "would have a 
devastating effect on the quality of 
education in the Novl school district 
and in the state." 

Cut and cap is the property tax 
relief plan being pushed by Gov. 
John Engler. I t proposes to cut by 
30 peiTicnt the portion of property 
tax paid for school operations, 
which Is about 65-70 percent of the 
total. The 30 percent cut , which 
would not affect the taxes levied by 
munl(Jpal bodies (such as the city 
of Novi). would be phased i n over 
five years. 

The cap In the plan is a l imi t of 3 

percent on assessment increases 
per year. In other words, the most 
that could be added to your prop­
erty tax bi l l each year when your 
property is reassessed would be 3 
percent of the current amoimt you 
pay. 

Proponents of the plan say t11at 
tax reUef will stimulate investment 
and spur businesses to locate in M i ­
chigan. The resulting growth in 
state revenues wil l more than make 
up for the cut In property taxes. 
Proposal C requires the state to 
make up any lost revenues schools 
incur for general operations from 
the property tax cut. 

The board's resolution said that 

proposals A and C "offer little in the 
way of relief to the majority of otu: 
residents and wi l l even further er­
ode the foimdatlon of fiJnding for 
school districts and mu11lclpali-
tles." Cut and cap, it continued, 
"wil l create i1iadequate and lneqi1lt-
able fijndlng . . . and Increase the 
amount of f«leral and state lnco1ne 
taxes paid l y individuals." 

I f cut and cap passes, Michigan 
residents wil l not tie able to deduct 
as much In property taxes from 
their Income tax forms. One school 
district official pegged the amoimt

Those Who defile the resting place 
of the dead often rile the living as well. 

An anonymous donor has posted a 
$500 reward for the arrest and con­
viction of vandals who recently 
knocked over 15 headstones and 
three urns at Rural Hi l l Cemetery. 
Many ofNovfs early settlers are b'>1r-
led there. 

The damage was done sometime 
between SepL 11 or 12. Datnage esti­
mates range between $1,500 and 
$2,000. 

J im Allen, whose family owns Al­
len Monuments, discovered the 
headstones the morning of SepL 12. 
Many of the stones Were brokal , and 
several cyl indr ical markers had 
rolled into the street. 

Allen Monuments is responsible 
for operating the cemetciy, selU11g 
grave plots and maintal111ng bv1rlal 
records. 

"We have not had a lot of vandal-
Ism at Rural Hill Ce11)ete1y, but when 
they go in there and knock over 15 
markers, that's cause for concern," 
M e n said. 

While most of the stones have 
since been repaired, Allen said such 
vandalism is often irreparable. When 
the top part of the headstone—called 
the die — falls over onto the base, a 
permanent stun mark Is often pro­
duced, he said. 

Extremely weathered marb le 
stones arc sometimes left lying on the 
ground after they fall or are pushed 
over, because they are too kagfle to 
be reset, he added. 

Anyone With 111forn1atlon about 
the Vandalism or those responsible Is 
urged to call Northvllle City Police at 
349-1234. Al l Ups wi l l be kept str ict ly 
confidential, and the information can 
be given anoitymot1sly. 

Rural Hi l l Cemetay's origins are 
shrouded in time, though the ccmet-
eiy Is known to be at least 106 years 
old. The Rural Hill Cemetery Associa­
tion transferred ownership of the gra­
veyard to the village, now the city. In 
1947.

The Novi Board of Education at Its 

Oct. 15 meeting took the formal steps 
necessary to hold a distr ict election 
on its proposed $3J.9 mlllton bond 
Issue. 

The board Voted unanimously at 
Its SepL 3 meeting to put the Issue to 
the Voters. It seeks permission to 
Issue $31.9 1111111on in general obllga-
Uon bonds to pay for a program of re­
novations and lmprovcf11ents to dis­
trict schools. 

The boaiid Voted 7-0 to hold the 
clecUon Tuesday. Dec. 15. Polls Will 
be open from 7 a .m to 8 p . m on that 
date. The last day to register to vote 
for the school election is Monday. 
Nov. 16, by 5 p .m Jfyou ane not regis-
lered to Vote in the No^l school dis­
trict, contact your city or to\vnshlp 
clerk to register. 

There are three pjieclncts in the 

school district. Voters In Precinct No. 
1 win cast their ballots at Novl Middle 
School. 25299 Taft Jtoad (between 
Ten and Eleven Mile Roads). Precinct 
2 voters Will go to Orchard Hills 
Elementary. 41900 Quince Road. 
Which is off of Ten Mile between Novl 
and Meadowbrook roads. Village 
Oaks Elementary wi l l be the polling 
place for Precinct 3 voters. Village 
Oaks is located at 23333 Willow-
brook Road, which Is ofTofTen Mile 
between Meadowbrook and Haggerty 
Ftoads. 

District voters should call the 
Educational Services Building at 
344-8330 i f they are uncertain where 
they should Vote. 

Officials say that the net Increase 
in the debt mlllage assessed to dis­
trict property owners wil l be .757 
mill, and that amount Will decrease 
eveiy year for the 25-year life of the 
bonds. The district current levies 
3.823 debt mills cve1y year, and 29.2 

111111s for general operating expenses. 
About$17.5mil l lonof the total will 

be spent on Novl High School If the 
proposal passes. I^kvieW Elemen-
ta1y, which ofQclals and parents say 
Is badly overcrowded, w i l l receive 
$2.2 million for 10 moredassrooins. 
About $ l .4 mil l ion will go to Orchard 
I M s Elemcntaiy. $824,000 to VU-
lagc Oaks Elementary and $106,000 
to Novl Meadows (grades five and six). 

More than $7.8 mill ion of the 
$3 1.9 mill ion is proposed for wiring 
all district buildings and for compu­
ter systems. $1.9 million is budgeted 
for 's i te acquisi t ion' and legal/ 
financial fees. 

The board approved the precise 
wording of the request as well. I t will 
read as follows: 

"Sha l l the NoVl Commun i t y 
Schools District, Oakland CounQr, 
Michigan, borrow the sum of not to 
exceed $31,900,000 and issue its 
general obligation unl imi ted tax 
bonds therefor, for the purpose of: 

A. purchasing and installing tech-
nologjr equlp1ncnt and systems for 
existing school CacUitles; 

B. erectlrlg, furnishing and equip­
ping an addltlcHi or additions to and 
partially remodeling and partially re-
equpping the Novl H i ^ School, Or­
chard Hills Hementaiy School and 
Parkview Elementary School; 

C. partially remodeling and par­
tially re-equlpping the Novl Woods 
Elementaiy School. Village Oaks 
Elemcntaiy School, and Novl Mea­
dows Elementaiy school; 

D. constructing and equlpping im­
provements to outdoor physical edu-
caUon, playground and athleUc facil­
ities, developing and Improving sites, 
and purchasing addlUonal land for a 
future elemcntaiy school s l t e r 

The final decision on the bond 
issue has moved out of the board's 
hands into those of the voters. The fi­
nal act wi l l be played Dec. IS.

The city, should i t de­
cide to ask for the t iond issue, would 
use the money to buy several 

hundred acres of parkland. 

The district elecUon wi l l be held 
Dec. 15. The city's could be held as 
early as January. Some observers 
have said that the two bond Issue re­
quests might have to compete with 
each other. Voters may decide they 
can afford one or the other bu t not 
both. 

The $31.9 mil l ion Issue, i f passed, 
would cost the owner of a $150,000 
home in the school district about $57 
more next year, and that amount 

would decrease eveiy year over the 
25-year life of the bond, school dis­
t r ict officials say. 

The city's $9.9 million requesL if i t 
goes to the voters and Is passed, 
would cost the owner of a $150,000 
home ln the dty anywhere fixim 
$28-$58 a year for 20 years.

State 
Treasurer Doviglas B. Roberta wil l 
be there to explain Gov. J o h n En-
gler's Cut and Cap concept which is 
masked as Proposal C on the bal lot 
David Olmstead, firom the Detroit 
School Board wi l l also be address­
ing his Olmstead/Keamey Prop­
osal. That proposal Is not on the

Proposal A seeks to l imi t prop­

erty tax assesment increases to 5 
percent per year or the rate of inf la­
t ion, whichever ls less. Under HJR-
H, homes would be re-evaluated to 
reflect their actual market when 
they are sold. 

Proposal C calls for a 30 percent 
cut In school property taxes. The 
cut would be phased over the next 
five years. Under Englci's plan, the 
state would reimburse the schools 
for the tax cut and property assess­
ment increases would be capped at 
3 percent per year or at the rate of 
Inflation, which ever is less. 

According to Lynda Baca, chair­
woman of LAN, each expert w i l l 
have 15 minutes to present and ex­
plain his proposal in detaU.

Oakland's much baUy-hooed no-
plea-bargal111ng approach to crl111e 
fighting is too rigid and results in 
clogging the courts with n11nor cases, 
according to the Democratic challen­
ger for Oakland County prosecutor 
who vows to be more flexible. 

People charged wi th serioi1s felo­
nies languish in jaf l while the incum­
bent prosecutor clogs the courts pur­
suing defendants on charges like car 
theft and other nonviolent crimes, 
claims Steven Kaplan, who has been 
an assistant prosecutor l n Macomb 
Col1nty since 1986. 

' I t 's a waste o f court resources." 
No so, counters incumbent Repu-

;.. b l k a n RtehardThompson who, along 
wi th Kaplan, was praised b y Kaplan's 
boss, Macomb County Prosecutor 
Carl J . Marlliiga. 

"Oakland voters gave me a man­
date to continue the tough no-plea-
bargalning policy," he said, because 
they realize i t deters crime. 

"We have a 95 percent conviction 
rate," said Thompson, w h o was 
elected prosecutor in 1988, after 
nearly 15 years as chief assistant to 
his mentor, L Brooks Patterson. 'My 
office has a record of unparalleled 
success, not promises." 

Kaplan, 39, and Thompson, 55, 
are competing in the Nov. 3 general 
election for a position that has been 
dominated by Republicans for al-
1nost two decades, "niompson is a law 
graduate of Wayn^State University: 
Kaplan, of the Detroit College ofLaw. 

The two heatedly d lsa^eed and 
challenged each other's claims i n a 
recent newspaper Interview, one of 
their few jo in t apparances of the 
campaign. 

Kap lan c la ims f u n d a m e n t a l 
changes are needed in the prosecu-
toj's office, especially in the area of 
plea ba1:galnlng. 

The member and former president 
of the Southfleld Board ofEducaUon 
sald despite being more flexible on 
pleaba1:gal111ng, he would actually be 
tougher on major crime. 

' I would never plea bargain on a 
rape or other violent crime," said Ka­
plan. "But iny opponent would," de­
spite his claims of being t o u ^ on 
crime. 

Thompson Vlslbty bristled at the 
suggestion. His standing no-plea-
bargainlng policy does allow for de­
partures, he said, but only " in rare 
and compelling circumstances." 

His office might allow a reduced 
chai;ge in a rape case, Thompson 
said, ff the victim were unable to tes­
tify, and plea bargaining was the only 
way to go after the perpetrator. 

"But that's rare," said ThompsoiL * 
and like reluctantly making a pact 
With the devil. "We send people to j a i l , 
most of time on pleas to the original 
chaige." 

It's a sign of his toughness, the 
prosecutor said, that some defense 
lawyers—and an occaslonaljudge— 
criticize hls rigid no-plea-bargalning 
polky. 

The two candidates have different 
views on the rtde the prosecutor's of­
fice shoukl take In the parole process 
— partlcularlly wi th vtolent felons 
like serial kfller Leslie Allen WllUams. 

Kaplan Insists the prosecutor 
shoukl monitor parole hearings and, 
i f necessary, inteivene to prevent the 
pfemature release of vlolence-j«x>ne 
felons. 

Thonqlson said that would be ex­
tremely difficult wi th the number of 
parolees released each year. Instead, 
last Ju ly his office obtained a consent 
udgement requir ing the parole 
xjard to notify the victims of a crime 

before the person convicted of com­
mit t ing i t ls released.

"It was too late for LesUe Allen Wil­
liams," said Thompson said. "But It 
does require the parole board to no­
tify sometxxly tiefore releasing con­
victed felons." 

More recentfy. last month to be 
spedflc. Tho1npson filed suit against 
the Michigan Department of Conec-
tlons after a child molester, Harold 
ClaytonAnderson, was releasedfrom 
Jackson Prison as a result of the lib­
eral application of so-called good 
time — the policy of reducing sen­
tences as a reward for good behavior. 

Besides putt ing Anderson back ln 
prison, that si11t resulted In an in­
junct ion that blocked the early re­
lease of 5,000 prisoners, Thompson 
said. 

So, the incumbent prosecutor 

said, his office has taken action 
against premature paroles, as Ka­
plan advocates. But in Macomb 
County — where Kaplan works, but 
does not have polky settlngresponsl-
bllitles — the prosecutor does n o t 
Thompson said. 

"My office delivers," said Thomp­
son, Who Is a lnember of Gov John 
Engler's advisory committee on crim­
inal Justice. "We don't promise." 

When i t comes to assisted suicide 
— and the handling of physician 
Jack Kevorkian, the so-called "Dr. 
Eteath"—Kaplan and Thompson are 
worlds apar t 

Kaplan said Michigan shoi11d per­
mi t assisted sutelde once the Legisla­
ture establishes gi11delines. 

Thon^son has repeatedly asked 
the L ^ l a t u r e to address t i le Issue 
of assisted suicide. But he wants 
them to make assisted suicide illegal, 
a feloity wi th appropriate sanctions. 

Kevorkian, of course. Is the Royal 
Oak pathologist who made Interna­
tional news on assisted suicide by 
advising five women on taking their 
own lives. Thon^won, who occaslon-
alty atterids the same Armenian 
church as Kevorkian, pressed three 
first-degree murder charges against 
the pltysidan. 

Al l were dismissed by Judges who 
said M t e h l ^ has no law agaiiist as­
sisted sutelde.

Kevorkian In the first place," said Ka­
plan. "Prosecuting h im was a waste 
ofresources and an abuse o f power." 

T h o n ^ n said he firmly believed 
muir ler c h a i ^ should be brought 
against Kevorkian. Furthermore, he 
had no choice. "My duty as prosecu­
tor is to enforce all the laws. And ex­
ist ing Mk±igan law prohibited as­
sisted suicide." 

Thompson said hls position on as­
sisted sidcide—and the prosecution 
of Kevorkian — was similar to that 
embraced by Kaplan's boss, Macomb 

County Prosecutor Carl Marlinga. 
Kaplan disagreed, and invited re­

porters to check With Marlinga. 
Contacted FHday morning, Mar­

linga said i f Kevorkian had assisted 
the women In committing suicide l n 
Macomb County, 'My approach 
would have been Very close to Dick 
Thompson's. 

"As long as there was any question

Kevorkian should have been prose­
cuted for murder," Marlinga said. 

The Macomb County prosecutor 
spoke hlghty ofKaplan, calling h i m a 
dedicated assistant and a skilled la­
wyer. "He's a workaholic who has 
earned the praise and respect of 
everyone he works with." 

Marlinga said he did not encour­
age —or discourage—Kaplan i n his 
bid to be Oakland's next prosecutor. 
"It's something he (Kaplan) is doing 
outside the office. I f he Is elected, it 
wi l l be Macomb's loss and Oakland's 
gain. 

"But I like Dick Thompson."

Hearing Linda Relha and Shei la 
Goodell talk about recipes is like hearing 
two teenagers at a slumber party talk ab­
out boys. 

It's a serious matter, bu t It's all In good 
fun. 

The two work for Weight Watchers, 
and their specialty is converting recipes 
and menus that people already use a t 
home Into satisfying meals that are 
healthier and more nutri t ionally sound. 

"We adapt recipes so that the whole 
family can eat It and no t feel like they're 
on Weight Watchers,' said Goodell. 

Reiha added, "People shoilld realize 
that Weight Watchers is not a d ie t It's a 
way of life. It's a healthy style of eating." 

Both know firsthaiid the bencQts of 
eating healthier. Uke eveiyone who 
works for Weight Watchers, the two went 
through the W e i ^ t Watchers progiam. 
And they're a couple of success stories. 

"IVe lost 19 pounds and kept it off for 
11 years," said Goodell. 

Reiha said, "I've lost 25 pounds and 
kept i t off for two years. 

Ironically. Reiha's story offers the best 
testimotiy to the benefits of a healthy eat­
ing style. She didn't Join Weight Watch­
ers to lose weight She Just wanted to 
leam how to eat healthy. 

•The weight loss was Just a bonus," 
she said. 

Now she and Goodell have formed a 
kind of happy-go-lucly tag team, travel­
ing from one Weight Watdlers center to 
another, hosting special open sessions 
where t hey d e m o n s t r a t e s m a r t 
substitutions. 

They recently visited the Novi center, 
which is located at41720Ten Mile Road. 

Whfie they emphasized that neither 
has Ijeen trained as a dietitian, most of 
their advice comes from soimies like the 
AmericanHeart Association. Itheips that 
they both love to experiment in the 
kitchen. 

"I t takes a lot of trial and error to get it 
right" said Goodell. "And even then, it 
may not taste the san1e as Mom used to 
make. Bu t our way of cooking encour­
ages healthy eating for the whole family, 
from the k ids on up. My children follow It 
to some extent 

"If you can get them away from jur1k 
food now and sutistltutegood foodnow. It 
wil l help them down the road." 

Their stlggestions don't reqi11re a11y 
complicated techniques either. 

"We're lazy," said Reiha. "We don't like 
a lot of cleanup, and we don't like a lot of 
extra work. But we do like to eat" 

If that soimds like you, break outyour 
recipe box, and see if you can pick up on 
some of their suggestions. Here arejust a 
few; 
• Cut back — perhaps even cut o u t — 
oil and sugar. .According to Relha, you 
can substitute applesauce for oil In some 
recipes and st i l l get the same consistency 
from your food. 

If you can't cut out the oil, switch to 
olive or canola oU. Both are higher in po­
lyunsaturates than com or vegetbable 
oU. 

Goodell points out thatyol i can cut the 
sugar in most of your recipes i n half and 
never notice the difference. Honey and 
molasses make good substitutes for su­
gar as well. 

Sugar substitutes like Equal and Su­

gar Twin are not Just for your morning 
coflee. Read the laiwls. Most brands tell 
you how much will substitute for sugar 
In baking. The only drawback, according 
to Goodell and Relha, Is that the taste of 
the substitute can't be masked. 

Also, aspartame products break 
down, and cannot tie substituted for su­
gar In cooking. 
• When a recipe calls for eggs, subst i ­
tute two egg whltesfor every whole eggfor 
a lower-fat lower-cholesterol alternative. 
Egg substitutes like Egg Beaters and 
Scramblers are also available, bu t these 
areJust egg whites w i t h stabilLzers added 
for freezing. 
• Where wine is called for in a recipe, 
substitute chicken broth for white wine, 
and beef broth for red wine. Alcohol is 
Very h igh In calories, and t h o u ^ the al­
cohol cooks off when food is heated, al l of 
i ts calories remain behind, Relha said. 
• Cut back on the salt content o f your 
food by substituting lemon Juice, vinegar 
or herbs. 
• Groimd chicken and ground turkey 
work fine i n place of groimd beef, expe-
clalfy in things like tacos and sloppy Joes. 
Read the labels careftllly, t h o u ^ , and 
get the lowest fat content possible. 
• Cream cheese is very fatty, b u t you 
can tnakc a great substitute by draiiiilng 
plain yogurt through a cheese cloth over­
night. Be forewarned that yogurt cheese 
wi l l separate when heated unless n11xed 
w i th cornstarch or egg whites. Again, 
tr ial and error may be necessady. 

I f you don't want to go through the 
trlal-and-emor process yourself, br ing 
your favorite recipes to one of GoodeU 
and Reiha's upcoming sessions.
