Bullard: 1 feel mf background, fouryears in local 
government, 10 years as state representative. Is 
the best to continue on the job for another two 
years. I feel l have a record of accomplishment 
and my Voting record is in keeping with What a 
majority- of people in this area Want their rep-
resentatlVes to Vote for or against. 

One of the amendments I authored last year 
eliminated 18,000 small businesses in Michigan 
from having to file a single business tax return, 
saving those businesses $10 mill ion a year plus 
whatever It cost lo prepare the SBT return, which 
might be another $10 miil lon In tax preparation 
fees. 

Just a comment about Mr. Havey's comment 
about (party aflUlations) — It does rnake a differ-
ence.

Plans to award a contract for air 
condltior11ng installation In the Novi 
Community Schools District's new 
Instructional Technology Center 
(rrc) have been put on ice. 

The Board of Education was pre­
pared at its Oct. 15 meeting to give 
the Job to the firm of Long Mecl1ani-
cal. based in Northville. Before the 
vote, however, the owner of another 
company that submitted a bid for the 
work asked the tioard to reconsider. 

Jim Brown, a Redford Tow11ship 
resident. Is president of Detroit 
Temperature Engineers, a UVonla 
heating and cooling firm. Brown said 
that liis company had not tieen given 
a fair examination during the bidding 
process. "Ours was the low bid" of the 
six companies tliat submitted cost 
estimates to the district, said Brown. 

The sealed bids for the project 
were opened and publicly read Sept. 
29. The architectural firm for the pro­
ject, IMP Associates of Bloomfleld 
Hills, reviewed them and interviewed 
the lowest and second lowest bidders 
— Detroit Temperature Engineers 
and Long Mechanical. TMP recom­
mended Long for the Job. 

Detroit Temperature had the low-
estbld,$107,500. Long Mechanical's 
price was $114,500, while the other 
three bidders were $126,000, 
$129,000 and $157,000. One com­
pany did not submit price 
information. 

David Paterson, of TMP, said 
Brown's firm "submitted a base bid 
only." The company, he continued, 
said it would liave to charge an addi­
tional $3,100 for work tliat would 
liave to be done after school hours at 
higher wages, .Also. Paterson said. 

the cost of some needed pipe Insula­
tion was not Included in the bid and 
would come to an extra $2,450. 

All told, that would have made 
Brown's bid $ 114,050 — still $450 
less tlian Ixing Mechanical's. 

Peterson explained lils position. 
"The fact that DTE did not bid per 
plans and specs makes TMP leery of 
other Items that could surface, If thqr 
were selected to accomplish the 
work," Paterson said. 

Brown said tliat he wanted the 
board to either overrule the recom­
mendation and award the bid to De­
troit Temperature, or lo delay award­
ing the contract whUe It checks out 
his firm. 

"We're a good company," said 
Brown. "We're the low bidder, we 
liave references and a good reputa­
tion. We've done all the heating and 
cooling work for the city of Novi since 

1984 — they trust us." 
The arcliltect involved did not give 

his firm all the conslderaUon it de­
serves. Brown continued. "He based 
liis recorrimendatlon on llis (past) ex­
perience with Long Mechanical," he 
said. "If he liad experience with us, it 
may have been different." 

Board Vice-President Stephen 
Hitchcock, presiding at tliat stage of 
the meeting, agreed With board mem-
tjers to pull the vote on the contract 
from the evenings agenda. "We wUl 
discuss It." he told Brown, "and our 
decision may or may not change. We 
don't want to second-guess our 
experts." 

The board wUl hold ajolnt meeting 
with the city council on Thursday 
(Oct. 29). The next regular meeting of 
the board wiU be held Thursday, Nov 
5., at which time the matter may be 
settled and the FTC moves one step 
closer to climate control.

I guess It's be­
cause a lot of these places have hieen 
able to shift to the Income approach 
as a method of evaluaUon," Gibson 
said. 

The city's shortfall In part Is due to 
recession-era econornlcs. Unlike 
homeowners, businesses are able to 
Win property assessment decreases If 
t l ley can prove loss of profits. 

Council Member Carol Mason, a 
former long-term member of Lhe Novi 
Board ofRevleW. said that some large 
firms send attorneys to appeal their 
assessments "year after year." 

Law firms are new taking thLs work 
on a conUngency basis. City Attorney 
David Fried explailled. 

"You have them out there picking 
these up and they aren't costing the 
property owners anything to contest 
It and they are contesting It," Fried 
said. 

A successful appeal In one categ­
ory of business, such as that 
achieved by a major retailer, can have 
a domino effect as other retailers fight 
for the same assessment drop. City 
Assesso r J a m e s K l a u s m e y e r 
e-xplalned. 

The city started out this fiscal year 
with a tax base o f $ l , 164 mil l ion dol­
lars. To provide acushion. the budget 
was prepared as ifNovl had $8.5 11il-
llon fewer dollars. 

The tribunal appeals have brought 
the tax base down to $1.159 mil l ion 
— and dropping. Gibson said. He 
added that the total potenUal loss in 

the tax base over tilree years is $30 
mill ion. 

Along wi th $300,000 Novi wi l l also 
have lo refund about $24,000 In 
interest. 

New building, primarily residen­
tial. Is expected to jack the tax base 
up this year by $25 million. Histori­
cally. Novi has used its new growth to 
cover the costs of inflation. Kriewall 
said. 

"We're fairly convinced that next 
year's budget is going to he dlfflcult," 
he said. 

The assessor's department is now 
closely checking the assessments of 
agricultural land and apartments. 
"Faim" parcels, which are 13 acres 
and up, may be undervalued, Klaus­
meyer said. 

"We may have to look at the taxes 
and say we've jus t got to raise them. I 
th ink the council Will do that ifyou've 
done eveiythlngyou can do," Council 
Member Rober t Schm ld t o l d 
Kriewall. 

The city manager said Novi's de­
partment heads have been told to 
pul l their budgetary belts in. But the 
majority of the city budget goes to 
personnel costs. Which are "driven" 
by u11ion contracts — and city ofB-
cials aren't eager to begin a round of 
layoffs. 

"Everybody's trying. Even Ifwe can 
generate $100,000 to $200,000, i f s 
probably not enough to do what 
needs to be done," KriewaD said. 

"It's getting down to the po in t 
what are you going to do about af­

fording the bodies we have." 
Shut down small departments and 

merge them With larger ones. Council 
Meiriber Joseph Toth advised, ad­
ding that the ci ty should hike Its fees 
for permits and various progiams. 

" I f this matter Is this bad now, 
there's nothing that says It can't get 
Worse. You liave to be in sliape for 
next year," Toth said. 

He also agreed with KrleWall's Idea 
that the city br ing In an outsider to 
help strea1T11Ine Its opei^allons. 

"You're too close to It and eveiy-
body who Works here Is too close to 
It," Toth said. 

Schmid suggested the city look at 
Ways to cut costs on telephones, 
lights and supplies like paper, as Well 
as do some equipment repairs In-
house. 

Mason Volunteered to help the as­
sessing department prepare a report 
after the March 1993 Board of Re-
Vlew, to glVe the council an preview of 
What maJorTaxTYIbunal appeals are 
likely to happen. 

Kriewall says Novi's budget has 
been kept fat-free. The city recently 
opted not to buy two new pickup 
trucks, a savings of $58,000. 

Most of t i l ls year's budget of 
$12,044 1nlllIon Is spent on the the 
police and fire departnlents. which 
are funded hy a special mlllage. Sup-
port crew and dispatchers for the 
public safety departments are not 
picked up by the voter-approved tax.

About six months ago I was 
alone to the ofBce when a cal l 
came over our police scanner. 

Northvil le Township rescue 
un i ts were respondtog to a car 
accident tovohlng injuries a t 
Six Mi le and Haggerty. Stoce no 
one else was around, I grabbed a 
camera and headed for the 
location. 

T h e scene was a l r e a d y 
clogged With police cars, ambu ­
lances, tow trucks and fire and 

rescue velllcles, l ights ablaze to the dusk. Rush h o u r 
traffic exacerbated what was already a very busy-looktog 
scene. I n the middle Were the tsvo vehicles, a Uncoln and 
an Escort which had h i t a lmost head-on. 

I started shoottag With the camera almost the minute 1 
got out of my car. .As the camera clicked and I toyed With 
&ie llghttog. 1 became veiy focused on what was happentog 
to the v levv^der. Like a b i rd dog to a potot, I was unaware 
of anythtog else gotog on a round me. 

As I photographed flreflighters tendtog to the driver of 
the Escort, I feU a hand on m y shoulder. I t shocked me out 
of my trance and made me j u m p . I t was a firefighter, and a 
pretty young one at that. 

"Hey, you're not supposed to take plctores of those peo­
ple." he said. 

St i l l a litde dazed. 1 said. "Oh, okay " 
B u t then as the firefighter turned away, m y thoughto 

cleared. No, he's wrong, I t h o u g h t I can take pictures o f 
th is accident and the Victims. .As long as the accident 
occurred on a publ ic road and no t on someone's private 
property, I'm entit led to shoot away. 

A n d so I d id . 

1 Was remtoded of that tocldent Thursday w h e n I at­
tended a Journalism conference at Centra l Michigan Uni ­
versity. A panel discussion turned to issues of Invasion of 
privacy, among other thtogs. 

Reporters raised questions about tocidents s imi lar to 
mine, and the panel answered them honestly. O n privacy 
— and other matters, too — the panel agreed tha t news­
papers don't often do a good Job of ejqDlatotog to the i r read­
ers how they Work, and why they do what they do. 

Now's my chance to give you a cursory knowledge o f p r i ­
vacy as i t relates to what we do here at the paper. 

First let me potot out that tovaslon o f privacy Is not a 
crime. A police ofBcer can't throw you to Jail for i t . The po­
lice can only take action itnless If are physically trespass-
tog on private property, o r you can show that y o u Ve been 
harassed or totlmidated. 

If y o u th tokyour privacy has been tovaded by a Journal­
ist or photographer—or anyone else for t l iat m a t t e r — y o u 
and you r lawyer have to take them to court yourselves. 

What you consider privacy and the law considers pr i ­
vacy are probably two qirlte different thtogs. .And for better 
or Worse, the law gives Journalists and photo joumal ls ts a 
lot of lat i tude on what constitutes an tovaslon o f privacy. 
Fortunately, the law is fa i r ly specific on What does consti­
tute such an tovaslon. 

In m y example ofthe accident, the law gWes me the right 
to gather the news, no matter how horrif ic, as long as I 
don't cross onto private property to do i t . Fur ther , the law 
also says that the people to the photographs w o i l l d have to 
show a loss of stature to thei r communi ty, or perhaps loss 
of wages or work, to prove tha t I had tovaded the i r p r ivacy

The legislature is 
mandated to return to the schools 
that $2 billion, dollar for dollar. And 
since it's in the constitution 1 have no 
(ioubl that that Will be done. 

I know local schcwls helie have 
bome the brunt of some of the recent 
proposals Lhat h a V e passed that I op­
posed: first the tax base sharing, 
then the recapture. 

I opposed those programs but a re­
cent supreme court decision, based 
on the 4-3 opinion of the Justices, is 
that recapture is unconstituUoI1al. 
The legislature and governor couldn't 
use Lhat mechanism Lo take money 
away from local schools buL they 
don't have to, as a state, fund reim-
bursementof social secuilLy. That's a 
$4(X) million item and I understand 
lhat of that $400 million, about $140 
n l i l l ion goes to out -o f - fo rmula 
districts. 

So for people that say "I'm afraid of 
cut and cap because We will get less 
money for our schools," —- thai can 
happen even i fcut and cap falls. The 
legislature has the ability. If Lhey 
want lo do it as they have in the last 
few years, take money away from the 
oul-of-formula districts. 

I don't think Ihe oul-of-formula 
districts will be in any worse position 
if cut and cap passes than they are 
now. The/ re Vulnerable now. They're 
sllbjecl to the annual appropriations 
process, and there's no Way, subject 
lo maybe a further consUlutlonal 
anlendment, that that's going lo 
change. 
Havey: I would like lo say 1 agree w i lh 
him lhat Ihe Robin Hood Iheoiy. this 
taking from one district and giving it 
to another, is not going lo work. I 
think it's pi l l ing one community 
against another. IL's nol a posilive 
thing, We'Ve got Lo bring people back 
logeLher. 

WeVe gol lo find funding for poorer 
districts through Ihe stale. It may in-
Volve the stale iilcome lax. Team 1 l is 
looking at that and eVeiy alternative 
they can. 

If i l involves state income tax. We 
can get the mlllage off the homeow­
ners and bring more people into the 
process. Renters and trailer park re­
sidents Would pay more of a fair 
share for education. 

But With that you've gol to fund 
education at the proper level for all 
school districts. J saw an alarming 
staUstlc the otlier day -— 80 percent 
of people in our prisons are high 
school dropouts. We're spending 
anywhere from $20,000 per prisoner 
and that's got to stop. That's Wasted 
money. 

If We can get t l lat money in early 
stages of development. We can get 
these cl1Ildren educated. Tm a great 
believer t l iat With education comes 
responsibility. If you leam how to do 
sometliing properly you Will continue 
to do It that Way. 

D e m o c r a t i c c h a l l e n g e r R o b e r t Havey faces of f a g a i n s t i n c u m b e n t R e p u b l i c a n W i l l i s B u l l a r d . 

Bullard: I fcu t and cap does not pass l 
ti i ink We are going to be in a terrible 
situation of getting, in this area, 
double-digit assessment increases 
because the legislatiire put a freeze 
on for last year. 

The next assessment notices w i l l 
really be market Value increases for 
two years, so I think i f cut and cap 
Joes not pass We are going lo be in a 
terrible situation as far as assess­
ment InciTcases. 

The other part of cut and cap 1 d id 
not go into Was, i t does cap annual 
assessments on each parcel of prop­
erty to 3 percent or the rale of Infla­
tion. wlilcheVer is less, and I think we 
need lhat reUefbecause we can't keep 
our property taxes automatically i n ­
creasing every year. 

If cut and cap does pass it's 111y 
hope I l iat We can address the equity 
Issue. Once you relieve the pressure 
on the property tax payers then we 
can go on to the next issue, wlilch Is 
how to restore equity among the 
schools. Team 11 is meeting in Lans­
ing and a lot of proposals are out 
there. I'm hoping that once we have 
the property tax issue solved then We 
can go on to the equity issue and 
avoid having the out-of-formula dis­
tricts penalized for being good school 
districts. 

Do you support any particular ac­
tions or havo any suggestions for Im­
proving the quality of education? 

Bullard: We have enacted a number 
o f laws in recent years, school im­
provement programs and student 
portfolios, all sorts of things. Core 
curr iculum. I supported all those 
proposals. I tlilnJt they're good bu t 
we've glVen the local schools a lot o f 
clianges to adjust to. 1 t l i ink We need 
a moratorium or breatll lng space. 

I f somebody comes along With 
some great idea to ImproVe the qual­
i ty of educatlon Tm going to support l t 
b u t I think WeVe done a Jot of tilings 
to Improve the quality o f schools i n 
the last couple of years. I t l i lnk the 
bestwayyou can liave quality educa­
t lon Is to l i l re a good teacher and put 
h i m or her i n a classroom With stu­
dents who Want to leam. 

I think the state has a Ji1nlted abil­
i ty to lihprove educatlon. I t l i lnk the 
local school boards have the respon-
sltlillty to hire a good staff, motivate 
students, and I think In that Way 
you' l l liave quality education. 

Havey: I recently read a blue rlbt ion 
committee i-eport thai examined edu­
cation and came back With sugges­
tions. Some of those suggestioris I 
Wholeheartedly agree with. 

To gel the business commur1ity in ­
volved wi th the schools, addressing 
where the Jobs are going to be. Let the 
educators know what fields (Ihejobs) 
are going lo be in and what is re­
quired of those students when they 
graduate. 

The businesses can say. look, 
we've got these Jobs here. They've got 
lo be strong in math, they've got to be 
strong in this area, they've gol Lo be 
slrong in Lhal area. 

In an idea of cooperation, I would 
like Lo see It Where Lhey can have Job 
Lralnlng programs Where Ihe sLu-
dents can actually go out and Work in 
these Jobs, Example, travel agency — 
the student can come to the travel 
agency and see where these skills are 
needed. YouVe got to know geogra­
phy, you've got to be able to commu­
nicate on the phone, you've got to be 
able to work die terminal to put the 
bookings in. 

That's Just one example.'The Old 
question When 1 Was in school. When 
you Were doing your algebra. Was 
"When £un 1 going to need this?" NoW 
you get the students involved and 
they can see where these skills are 
needed. It Would encourage them 
and I think the cooperation With the 
business community would be a ben­
eficial, hands-on, real-life situation. 

The blue ribbon committee also 
came up With the Idea of. besides 
having the credits necessaly to get 
out of high school, you would also 
have a career plan and a list of the 
courses you would need in the career 
you are interested in . 

What would you do to Improve the 
quality of roads and transportation in 
our area? 

Havay: It's apparent that we haVe to 
Improve our Infrastructure, espe­
cially out here because you can see 
the congestion. YouVe got to alleviate 
that. 

Then the question is. how much 
growth do the people Want? IVe taken 
the approach of a quality growth. IVe 
sat down and talked w i th (commun­
ity leaders) and they agree. We're re­
ally a Jewel out here. We'Ve got the 
lakes area, the open space, and we're 
developing. 

1 would be willing to work with al l 
these leaders and activefy pursue 
new business, but new businesses 
tliat show a track record of filling 
community needs and cooperation. 

Bullard: I don't know. I'd have lo take 
a look. 1 t l i lnk we're looking at a cou­
ple years down the road and We 
would J ust see what our needs are — 
our needs are much In excess of Wliat 
we can fli1ance t l i rough the present 
financing system. 

Traditionally We have financed 
roads through what they used to call 
the weight tax, which i s a registration 
fee tax. It's not based on weight any­
more, it's based on the dollar value of 
your vehicle. In a couple years I 
would consider a small Increase in 
the gas tax l f we could make sure 
that, i n that provision, Oakland 
County gets more of a fair share of 
those additional tax revenues. 

$20,000 a year on an individual (in 
prison). .And one question 1 wOuld like 
to ask Mr. Bill iard is, there was a bi l l 
being considered that. When some­
one Was convicted, that the amount i t 
Would cost to incarcerate h im. on a 
yearly basis. Would he revealed. 

He opposed that bil l and I dont 
understand. I t l i lnk i l should be 
public knowledge and people should 
be aware of what i t is costing them to 
keep (convicts) i n prison. 

The fact is that the prisons aren't 
rehabilitating, If anything, i t is teach­
ing them to comrnlt other crimes. 
That's a system that we have to take a 
long hard look at. 

Havey: I t l i lnk that When Gov. Cl in­
ton gets elected, his main strategy is 
for tafrastructure and 1 t l i lnk there 
will be federal dollars available. 

As far as the growth out here, do 
you believe that urban sprawl should 
be curbed in any way, to preserve 
soiTie of our wildlife areas? 

Havey: When I served as chairman of 
Quality of Life for strategic planning 
that is exactly what We looked at. We 
surveyed ourresidents In Wixom and 
I see, glancing t l i rough the paper 
here, that NoVi has also done some 
surVeys and the people are con­
cerned about the quality of life and 
how fast We are growing. 

And they are for a slower growth, 
for a quality growth, because weVe 
experienced rapid growth here in 
Novl and we have road problems. You 
can't get from point A to point B. 

My feedback from the people in the 
surveys I've looked at is they want a 
slower growth, and I agree wi th t h e m 
That's Why I moved out here, because 
of the open spaces, and once you take 
that away its gone. 

So I am for the slow growth; con­
trolled groWlh; I call i t quality growth 
so that we can have a strong quality 
of life and deal With the growth 
reasonably. 

Bullard: We liave now adopted and 
the governor has signed What's called 
the Bui ld Michigan program. Be­
cause of new federal legislation, M i ­
chigan Is going to get more funds 
than ever before and the Bui ld Michi­
gan program is a way to implement 
funding and a way to get those con­
struction projects underway as soon 
as possible. 

One of the Ways it's going to be 
done is tlirough bonding money so 
We have enough state money to 
match our federal funds to bui ld the 
roads that We need to bui ld. 

There was a ceremony the other 
day commemoraUng Miclilgan fin­
ishing the last phase of the original 
interstate program NoW wliat We 
need to do is go back and improve 
secondary roads and also to redo 
some of those interstate expressWays 
that have come under disrepair 
lately. 

So I think WeVe got some of the dis­
repair under Way In the road area. 
Odier t l ian that the only thlngwe can 
do in the road area to get more money 
is a gasoline tax increase, wl i lch may 
have to be done In the future. I'd like 
to see how .We can adjust the addi­
tional federal money and see hoW 
soon We can get those projects on the 
chawing lxiards and in construction. 

How high of a gas tax would you 
support? 

Bullard: When people say urban 
spi^wl they mean it in a negative con­
notation. But all i t means to me is 
lhat people are moving out to the 
rural areas and small toWns l ike 
Wixom, Milford, Northville, because 
the quality of life here is better than 
most urban areas. 

So I don't Want to discourage peo­
ple from having a free choice of living 
In a nice area. I don't feel as a state le­
gislator that it's my role to tell a local 
community whether It should be 
slowgrowth.fastgrowthorwhatever. 
That's a local decision. A l l we can do 
is give local governments more tools 
to make local decisions that the com­
munity Wants to make on land use 
issues. 

Attorney Jeny Fisher lias, wi lh a 
professioiial pla11ner, come up With a 
series of bills tlirough meethigs and 
they represent a number of commun­
ities in west Oakland County. Some 
of them call for rights where a munic­
ipality would be able to negotiate wi th 
a developer lo build Infrastructure as 
a condition of being able to develop 
the property. 

I tl i lnk that we as legislators can 
give local communities tools, such as 
developers' rights agreements, with 
which to control growth and then it's 
up to the local communities to make 
those decisions. 

What can be done to reduce crime 
and make our communities safer? 

Havey: The state can work With com­
munities to make moneys available 
to certain targeted areas that are 
having difficulty. I t l i lnk we can Work 
With the communities to solve these 
types of problems. 

To me, again, i t is a core problem to 
the education that Is so critically im­
portant. With that, and With the crea­
t ion of jobs. We Would not be exper­
iencing the type ofcrime levels We are 
ejqperlenclng. 

I cannot see Why weVe got to spend 

Bullard: On that last point, Fm not 
sure What bill he's talking about bu t 
no doubt i t Was a minor part of the bi l l 
and there were other t l i i igs that I ob­
jected to so I voted against I t . 

On the general issue of crime, I 
think it's generally acknowledged or 
conceded tliat at least half of our 
murders are drug-related and drugs 
also result in a lot ofbreaklng and en-
terlngs and armed robberies and 
other Violent crimes. 

One of the ways we can get at drug 
conspirators Is through giving Wire­
tap authority to the state police. The 
senate has passed that bi l l a number 
of times and it's always been bottled 
up in the House because the liberal 
Democrats, through Peny Bullard, 
chair o f the Judlclaty committee, 
don't like Wiretapping in any form. 

There are some other things that 
can be done. One minor til ing that I 
Was interested in recently was a bi l l 
in the Senate to eliminate the auto-
malic right of appeal when you enter 
a guilty plea. 

Most people don't know this bu t i f 
you are a defendant in a criminal ac­
tion and you Voluntarily plead guilty, 
thejudges have Lo go Llirough an ela­
borate ritual. They ask, "Doyou real­
ize you're giving up the right to a j u r y 
trial." and the right to a trial by the 
court if you waive aju1y. "Doyou real­
ize you liave the right to an attorney. 
If you don't have the funds for an at-
tomy, we'll hire one for you. Do you 
know you are giving up the right to a 
confront your accusers, the right to 
cross examination," a whole l ist of 
things. 

And they ask, "Are you pleading 
guilty because you are guilty, tell us 
what you did," they make them say 
what they did, indicating the person 
is guilty. 

Those persons sti l l , under the law, 
can automatically appeal to the 
court of appeals and they often do so 
when they don't like the sentence 
that is handed out an;er lhey plead 
guilty. A bil l in the senate would 
change that to eliminate the automa­
tic ri^t of appeal for entering guilty 
please. It passed the senate with 21 
Voles but i l needs two-lhJlds or 26 
Voles to get on the ballot. That is an 
important change in our law that Fd 
like to see happen some day. 

rental co11sent because I think a mi ­
nor under 18 Is st i l l a minor and 
should have either parental consent 
or go to the probate court to make 
sure that decision is made Intell i­
gently w i th good forethought so there 
aren't any regrets later in life. 

The t l i l rd Issue J faced is an issue 
Ihat's stil l unresolved, although I 
guess parental consent is still unre­
solved. We did pass another parental 
consent bil l to remedy a defect t l iat a 
circuitjudge in Kalamazoo found, so I 
think parental consent wil l go back 
on the books. 

The t l i l rd Issue I faced as a legisla­
tor Is the informed consent issue, 
and there were a lot of l i tt le issues but 
it boiled down to two main Issues. I 
voted for the pro choice Version of the 
bill. 

The difference is, to simplify. In the 
bill sponsored by the pro-life organi­
zations, there was a requirement t l iat 
a woman view a picture of a fetus at 
same gestational age as the one in 
her body. The woman was to be given 
Information which I believe any fair 
person would read ar1d say is tilted 
toward encouraging her against 
abortion. 

So I voted for the b i l l sponsored by 
the pro-choice groups l)ecause i t did 
not require a picture. I feel it's a very 
difficult, emotional decision for a wo­
man and her family lo have to make 
and 1 don't t l i ink We should put an 
added burden by making her sit 
across the table from a picture ofa fe­
tus. 1 also voted for the version Which 
gave to the Woman neutral informa­
tion that was provided by the Ameri­
can College of Obstetrics and Gyne­
cology to give her factual Information 
about pregnancy and abortion. 

fessor at University of Virginia Law 
School Who Wrote the first no-fault 
laW l n the country, and then co-wrote 
Miclllgan's laW, lias come out In favor 
of Proposal D and he ls the foremost 
expert on it. He t l i inks that voting for 
Proposal D is ln keeping With the 
spir i t of the original law tliat he co-
wrote. 

Is there any other Issue that I ha­
ven't touched on, that you feel Is a crit­
ical on«? 

Havey: No, I t l i lnk again the educa­
tlon lssue is criUcal. Campaign re­
form ls a criUcal issue, too. WeVe got 
to get the special Interests and PACs 
to be limited and get the people back 
Into the process. 

I t l i lnk Ross Perot brings up a veiy 
good polntwhen he talks about who's 
running the countiy. I t l i lnk We can 
take I t a step further and ask Who's 
ru11ning the state. 

There's money being put into diffe­
rent campaigns, 1i1y opponent lias 
been able to raise $60,000 with the 
help of that PAC money. WeVe got to 
have campign reform and WeVe got to 
set l imits. 

Bullard: Idon't liave any new Issues. I 
t l i lnk l n til ls area particularly, and all 
of Oaldand County, WeVe got to re­
solve the school finance Issue and I 
t l i lnk the Way We can do It is to pass 
Proposal C, cut property taxes, re­
lieve pressure on taxpayers, then 
look a t the overall system and ask 
"HoW can We put n1ore money Into 
education so We don't have to rob the 
rich districts to give to the poor?" I 
tl11nk that's really the most pressing 
challenge We'll haVe ln the next cou­
ple years. 

Campaign fli1ance reform ls also 
an important issue. Both the Senate 
and House liave passed various 'ver­
sions of various bills. 

The bottom line problem Is this: 
Under Supreme Court decisions you 
cannot restrict what a Wealthy per­
son spends on lilmself; you cannot 
restrict a Ross Perot. So therefore, is 
it fair to say We're going to abolish 
PACs and say a poor person cannot 
go out and raise money to compete 
with a r ich person? I th ink that Would 
be an lnequltable type of siluatlon. 

It's really dubious constltutioniLUy 
whether We can abolish PACs or Unilt 
PAC contributions. There still ls free­
dom ofspeech and freedom of associ­
ation i n tlils countiy. It's i n the con-
sUtutloh. Despite the fact that sev­
eral o fn iy Republican leaders Like the 
govemor and President Bush have 
said We'll Just abolish PACs, it's prob-
abfy not a Viable thing that we could 
do constitutionally. 

But one idea tl iat WeVe come up 
with, t l ia t maybe We could by, is to 
limit expenditures so t l iat for every 
dollar you spend from PACs youVe 
got to spend $2 that youVe recleved 
from individuals. 

Where do you stand on Insurance 
reform. Proposal D? 

Havey: I supported the Senate bi l l 
tliat was passed that Gcjv. Engler vet­
oed, SB 691 , tl iat was the insurance 
reform act. I t had the built-in de­
creases that you would receive in i -
tialfy under the AAA proposal. Prop­
osal D, bu t i t also l iad bui l t - in consti­
tutional protections. 

When increases were to be sought, 
there Would be a commission t l iat 
Would oversee these raises. The AAA 
bill, let's p u t It tills Way —you have a 
private company that going out and 
spending $14 million to 16 mill ion. 
NoW IVe heard as a result, i f Iliis bi l l Is 
passed, they wil l receive about $10 
million, $11 mill ion a year, and that 
Will be forever. When a company 
comes across with that kind of a 
tiling you'Ve got to scrutinize the bi l l 
Very carefully. 

Yes, it Would decrease the pre­
miums for a short period of time but I 
Would say you'd see an increase later 
on and the bi l l that Gov. Engler, for 
Whatever reason, vetoed. 

Where do you stand on the abortion 
issue? 

Havey: I'm pro-choice and I believe 
i f s a right to privacy Issue. I agjiee 
With Barbara Bush. I don't think i t 
has any place in politics. It's a right of 
privacy and it's a vety personal, 
tough decision for someone to make. 
It doesn't mean I support abortion, 
but 1 do think it's a privacy issue and 
i t should be taken out of our arena. 

Bullard: In myyears in the state legis­
lature IVe voted on tliree abortion-
related issues. The first vote I cast 
Was to eliminate or ban Medicald-
funded abortions because I don't feel 
govemment should be InvolVed In the 
atxirtlon decision either to encourage 
i t or discourage it, and I don't t l i lnk 
the taxpayers Want to pay for abor­
tions. That Was on the ballot and 50 
percent statewide reafflrmed that we 
shou ld n o t pay for Med ica id 
abortions. 

The second Issue I faced was pa­
rental consent I voted ln favor ofpa-

Bullard: IVe taken the position lhat 
I'm going to reluctantly support D. I 
Will Vote yes. That's probably, of al l 
the propositions, the most difficult 
one for me because i f you look at D 
there are some good things and some 
bad. 

r m Voitng for II because it Is a 20 
percent average cut in auto Insur­
ance premiums and 1 th ink that's 
What people Want. The price that has 
to be paid for reduced premiums is to 
limit the medical benefits and the no-
fault policy to $250,000. 

That's going to lake care of99 per­
cent of accidents, but there's going to 
be a small portion of people that Will 
come up against that cap and there 
Won't be any more money. They're go­
ing to have to go against their health 
Insurance policies or public systems 
such as Medicare or Medicaid. 

At $250,000, IVe agonized over 
tli ls part of It, you can say l t should b e ' 
unlimited bu t I don't th ink We can af­
ford u1ili11ilted medical benefits. And 
only one other state has $250,000 ln 
their no fault laW, most other states 
have less, l ike $50,000. 

The other reason t l iat I reluctantly 
decided to vote for D is tha i the pro-

Havey: I Wouldjust l ike to add on the 
campaign reform, as far as limiting 
PACs and so forth, I t l i lnk the solu­
tion there could hie a l imi t set before 
the campaign - - a dollar amoimt fig­
ure for that type of campaign. 

This way, after you've spent it, 
you'Ve got to be out there talking to 
people, talking to the neWspapers, 
gettliig lnVolVed that way to get your 
message across. 

Would you like to make a closing 
statement? 

Bullard: I feel that my record as a legi­
slator Is a good one. I th ink Tm l iard-
Worklng and consclenclous. I go to a 
lot of meetings, talk to a lot of people 
eVety day on the phone and in per­
son, and I feel it's my job to listen to 
the people and tty to represent their 
views on legislation in Lansing. 

And so far 1 haven't heard. With 
maybe a few minor points here and 
there, that Bullard Isn't representing 
What most of the poeple in his area 
believe on the various issues. I feel 
that qualifies me to continue in offlce 
and be re-elected. 

Havey: I n closing, I guess from the ex­
perience Fve had in going out and 
talking to people is lhat people Want 
change. They Want a new direction. 
They Want people to come together. 

We've had separation of tlils group 
here and tli is group here. We don't 
like t l i ls group and We don't like that 
group. We can't afford that any more, 
this idea of hate. 

Like the innerclty situation, where 
we're out here in the subdivisions 
and t h e / r e down there — we've got to 
reach out to them, We'Ve got to begin 
to come together. We can't afford to 
hate any more. WeVe reached that 
pinnacle. WeVe got to Work together, 
come together, and there's got to be 
some change. 

One other short note Is I Was given 
a cofjy of a Milford paper from 1988. 
In that paper, Mr. Bullard said t l iat 
he thought he liad reached his pin­
nacle and tliat he Would like to serve 
another te im or two. 

Well, that Would br ing us up to '92 
and, quite frankly, I'd like to grant 
l i im li is wish. 

Bullard: I'd like to respond. Fd like to 
see t l iat article.

C U T - A N D - D R I E D

Today We're going to pretend to be Sici­
lian grandmas, getting our larders ready 
for the winter to come. Or, if the idea 
makes you happier. We're trendy chefs, 
t l i lnklng up a menu to excite our socially 
exclusive and gustatorlally discerning 
clientele. 

Such is the curious mix of modem cui­
sine that Norma and our hero-artist chef 
might both be t l i inking of dried tomatoes. 

It's an old, old idea In Italy, a bit of native 
rusticity t l iat has attained high-fashion 
status in this countty. Sometlilnig t l iat you 
might find in a tradit ional household over 
there ends up in a trencly kitchen here as 
seeming oposites meet in a k ind ofcul inaiy 
Hegellanism. 

•The l ink may be the crass matter of 
price. Many a tradit ional product origi­
nally developed by a peasant culture as a 
Way of t iding people t l i rough the Winter 
las become startllngly expensive fri the 
modern market economy. 

Thus a Jar of sun-dried tomatoes, 
packed fri olive oi l Uke Norma used to 
make, can set you back $5 to $12 per 8 
ounces, and what's costly stands a good 
chance of being fashionable. 

Of course, it helps t l ia t Italian cooking 
reigns supreme today, encouraging im­
porters to fritroduce us to once-rare pro­
ducts. And We shouldn't overlook the obvi­
ous feet t l iat dried tomatoes—at least the 
kind preserved in olive oi l—real ly do taste 
good: an inte11se tomato flaVor,augmented 
by the richness of the oi l , a qulntessen-
tlally Italian taste raised to another order 
of magnitude. 

Dr i« l tomatoes toilay can be found i n 
two Varieties: the k ind i n oil and the com­
pletely desslcated (and much cheaper) 
type packed In plastic bags. The former 
laVe the superior flavor and can tie used 
right out o f the Jar; the latter need some re-
hydratlng and tend to liave a l iarsh flavor. 

For most people, the cost of the oil-
packed tomatoes 1111iits thefr use to the oc­
casional luxuty categoty. But you can

make your own, allowing you to use them 
With the proflligacy ofthe trendy chef. Dty-
ing is mainly a 111atter of tfrne. 

Ffrst, though, you liave to play the 
Nonna. preparing the tomatoes and ar­
ranging them for them to diy. 

Nonna would use the s im to dty her to­
matoes, and to th is day, travelers i n Sicily 
In August Wfll see red fruit set out l n racks 
on roofs or on strings liangfrig under 
eaves. 

Here We recommend use of a home de-
hydrator (available at health-food and 
some speciality houseware shops), a con­
vection oven or a standard oven. The main 
proviso for those Who would use an oven is 
that It have a temperature control t l ia t can 
be set to 200 F or less; most modem types 
qualify. 

Otherwise, flie ma in ingredient in this 
recipe is patience —- lots of i t . D1yfrig a 
batch of tomatoes wf l l take all day, per­
haps longer. The main Work Is concen­
trated i n preparing the tomatoes friitially, a 
matter of a few minutes, and at the end, 
when you have to keep an eye on the toma­
toes and remove those that are ready 
ahead of ofliers. 

You wfl l be astonished at how much the 
tomatoes shrink In t l i ls process. RecenUy I 
started out With flVe pounds and ended up 
with enough to flU a quart Jar. Tl i ls , of 
course, is the Whole idea: You are also con-
centraUng flaVor, and t l ia fs What gives die 
ofl-packed tomatoes thefr special quality. 
Because ofthe reduction fri Volume, drying 
Is a good Way of dealing With an excess of 
home-grown fruit. 

tl irough. You wf l l have to add something to 
prevent this, for example, some clean, 
wlde-mesh screerifrig. 

TomatoesiTlils recipe calls for the pear-
sliaped Roma tomaotes, now Widely avail­
able. The more unusual yelloW type add 
variety and work just as well. Try to select 
smaU frui t (which dry faster), all of the 
same size so t l ia t Uiey wi l l tie finished more 
or less together. 

A l t h o u ^ I haVe never tried them, you vent holes, 
might also use cherry tomatoes, which wash tomatoes; drain. Cut each tomato 
shoulddtyfafr lyrapidly. Iunderstandthat lengthwise almost but not quite In half. 

2 sprigs fresh rosematy or I teaspoon 
dried (opUonal) 

About 2 cups oliVe ofl (you may need 
more, depending on the size of your Jar) 

Yields 1 quart 
I f necessaty, prepare racks to hpld to-

rrlatoes. Do not use cookie sheets or con­
tainers; afr must cfreulate aU around 
tomatoes. 

I f using a standard oVen, place flame­
proof tray on bottom of oven to catch drips 
I rom tomatoes, or use a luminum foil for 
t l i is purpose, making sure not to block 

you can use regular tomatoes cut i n slices 
'A -frich fliick, but I can't vouch for this 
from personal experience. 

Ripeness: The tomatoes you choose for 
d1ylng should be thoroughly ripe. 

T11nI11g: The diyfrig procss takes many 
hours — 1 2 In the case of the last batch I 
made. Once diyfrig starts. It needs only the 
most cursoty attention, bu tyou have to be 
active at the end, taking out the tomatoes 
as they reach the right stage. 

No matter how carefully I select fn11t ofa 
like size, fliey never get done aU at once. I 
generally start a batch around 8 a.m., 
Wliich mea11s that the process should be 
completed before too late at 1ilght. 

Quantity: Because a large quantity 
takes about the sameWork and exactly the 
same time as a l itt le, you may as Well make 
as many as possible. This wi l l depend on 
how many d ly ing racks your apparatus 
Wfll hold. 

As noted, rny convection oven can hold 
about 5 poijnds worth, and so the recipe 
has been set up for that amount. 

PRELraiNARY CONSIDERATIONS 
Equipment: I use a counter-top convec­

tion oven With tWo 12xl8- lnch racks; 
together, these hold about five pounds of 
tomatoes. The tomatoes go directly onto 
the racks. In a standard oven, the gr id is 
too wide to allow this — because they dty 
and shr ink, the tomatoes may fal l

5 pounds Roma tomatoes, preferably

For a dehydrator: Follow manufac­
turer's instructions. In a dehydiator at 
125 F. tomatoes wfll be ready in 16 to 24 
hours. 

In a convection oven: Place racks In 
oven; set temperature to 200 F, at which 
diyfrig process wfl l take perhaps 8 hours. 

Recentfy, I tried using a lower tempera­
ture, but lhat lengthened the tfrne greatty. 
Exchange rack positions once or twice 
during diylng to help the tomatoes come 
out evenly. 

In a regular oven: Place racks at diffe-
renl levels fri oven; set temperature at 200 
F. I h e process may take longer w i th a con­
vection oven. 

When done, tomatoes have shriveled 
and shrunk considerably. They no longer 
are ju i jy when prodded. During the diying 
process, I lighly press tomatoes from time 
to Ume to bringjuice to the surface and, so 
I hope, hasten the dtyfrig. The tomatoes 
should not be completely desslcated and 
leathety; rather, they should have the con­
sistency of dried fruit, such as prunes or 
apricots.

In Salads: Use thinfy sliced dried 
tomatoes in a tossed salad; some of 
the oil may go frito flie dressing. 

Bruschetta: LlghUy pafrit slices of 
French or Italian bread Wifli olive oil. 
Run under a broiler to toast. TopWith 
chopped, drained dried tomatoes 
and some fr^esh herbs. Serve as an 
appeUzer. Or puree dried tomatoes 
and some of thefr oU ina blender or 
food processor; spread mix ture 
fliinly on toast. Sprinkle UghUy Wlfli 
grateid Parmesan or Romano cheese, 
if desfred.
