Police review ‘mysterious’ withdrawal

Novi pollce are investigatlng a
nysierious withdrawal from the Ser-
vice Center, a banking location that
serves cred!t unions,

The Incldent was discovered in
mid-September when a representa-
tive of Capltal Area School Employ-
¢es Credit Unfon in Lansing called to
report thal a fraudulent withdrawal
was made from the accournt of a wo-
man who lives [n the Lansing area.
Pollce have since been attempling to
track down leads. but with no
SUCCESS.

The Lansing woman told Novi po-
lice that she was only in Novl once
earlier this year to retum an item
purchased at the Audrey Jones store
In Twelve Oaks Mall. She told police
there was no money in her account
untl] she made a recent deposlt just
before the thefl occurred.

A security camera at Service Cen-
ter recorded the suspect, described
as a large black female. making the
withdrawal of an undisclesed
amount of cash, then purchasing
traveller's checks. The Lansing wo-
man is described as a white female.

Further, the Lansing woman sald
she has never been to the Service

Center in Novi and has no idea how
the suspect got her name, address
and accoun! number.

The teller who made the transac-
tion told police Lthe suspect was wear-
ing a white nurse's fype uniform.
Novi officer Mark Stone reported that
he visited all nursing home facilities
in Novi but did not find anyone
maiching the suspect's description.

Stone also checked the Audrey
Jones store, as well as another store
at the mall with a simiar name, but
again found no one matching the
suspect's descripion.

The withdrawal slip, which police
are holding as evidence, lists a driver

license number, However, the driver
license number s listed to a waman
in Parchment, Mich., which Is south
of Kalamazoo. When contacted by
Novi police she sald she has never
been to Novl and, for that matter,
doesn't even know where it is.

The Parchment woman also does
not match the suspect's description,

The traveler's checks the suspect
pur;:hased are not traceable, police
sald.

Bookkeeping error leads to big fine

A 1989 clercial error made by a
bookkeeper at the Tamara Institut
De Beaute in Farmington Hills has
led to a $350 fine against the spa
owner for operating withoul proper
state licenses.

. Spa owner Tamara Friedman was
quoted as the main source in a Noui
News featured front story about per-
thanent mmake-up iast Thursday.

. Friedman admitted she had been
cited for performing cosimetology ser-
vices withoul a current state en-
dorsed cosmetology license.

" According to the complaint {lled
wlth the state's Department of

Licensing and Regulation, a state in-
spector found Friedman and an asso-
clate performing services with ex-
plred licenses during a routine an-
nual inspection of the spa on May 30,
199].

Two violations and a subsequent
fine were leveled agalnst her and the
spa in June, Friedman was clted for
her own expired license and for per-
mitiing Zhenya Kottkovsky, _w%:qse
lcense had also expired, to'fite a
client a facial, -

According to the inspector's re-
port, Friedman's license had expired
on Aug. 31, 1989, and Kottkovsky's
on Aug. 31, 1990, Both licenses were
stillnot current on the state's May 30
visit to the spa.

Friedman sald she learmed her

license had explred only when the
state inspector asked to see it during
the Inspection. Unknowingly, she
showed him the explred license that
hung on her office wall. Friedman
sald Kottkovsky's license had been
maliled to herformer address and had
yet to reach her new address.

She said the entire incident stems
from a clerical error. The spa owner
said her bookkeeper pald for and re-
newed two cstablishment licenses
rather than renewing one estabiish-
ment license and Friedman's own
cosmotology license, She said the er-
ror hadn’t been caught In 1990 be-
cause state inspectors hadn't asked
to see her license then,

Friedman admitted to the com-
plaint at a hearing with the state reg-

ulatory departraent on Oct. 29, 1991,
With her admission, the state [ssued
a final order which wasn't handed
down untll June9 of this year. Fried-
man pald the $350 fine.

“It's Just a clerfcal error and an
oversight, ® Friedman said, “We have
alegitimate place here and since then
we've held department checks toen-
sure that everyone who works here
has a current lcense. WL

"1 was not aware that the license
had expired. I was totally sure my
bookkeeper had pald the fee and re-
newed it

“It's not good but it happened . . .
There's nothing wrong here, it wasn't
a complalnt from the health depart-
ment or anything like that.”

Police dis-
covered a screwdriver on the ground
near the area where one of the men
had been standing, and another
screwdriver was located inside the
suspects' vehicle.

A search of one of the men tumed
up another screwdriver, police said.
Police then reportedly opened theun-
latched trunk of the suspects’ car
and found six car stereos and one

You ought not have tobe rich to live
in Novi. You shouldn't have to be well-to-
do to live in a nice neighborhood, orin a
nice home,

But when you are a person of mod-
est means — blue collar or lower-middle
tomiddle-middle class — living in a com-
munity for which the average per capita
income is almost $21,000. in which the
average price of a home is $130,000,
then you are facing an uphill struggle.

That said, the recenily unveiled
Walled Lake Sector Study produced
some very exciting ideas for northen
Novi, And among the most exciting was a
proposal to apply to the federal Housing
and Urban Development department for
Community Development Block Grants
to assist in the upgrading of some homes
in the Walled Lake area. The study sug-
gested a subcommittee of the Planning
Commission, in combination with the
Lakes Arez Residents Association and
city planners, be set up to direct the pro-
cessing of low interest loan applications
for the owners of those homes.

Mind you, the Walled Lake neigh-
borhood would be more than passable in
most other communities. In fact in many
communities, it would be considered a
superior neighborhood. Nonetheless, it
does have problems.

The study concluded that about 74
percent of the homes in the area were
well-kept, but the remaining quarter
were rated as “deteriorating” or “sub-
standard.” Most of the substandard
homes were found to be rental
properties,

Novivoterslast Tuesday handily re-
jected a proposal to institute a citywide
trash collection service, to couple that
service with curbside recycling and to in-
stall a “mandatory user fee” to pay for it.
On the ballot alongside four state prop-
osals, the solid waste collection proposi-
tion was rejected by 53 percent of voters.

The question city officials need to

programs. So the study's proposal war-
rants strong support {rom the city and
the commmunity.

The five top priorities for the area,
according to LARA, are to install pedest-
rian and bike paths in the area, im-
proved traflic flow on area roads, protec-
tion of wetlands and woodlands when
new development occurs, enforcement
of building codes for rental properties,
and to protect the water quality of Walled
Lake through enforcement of erosion
controls and a ban on the use of fertiliz-
ers within 25 feet of a watercourse.

The last idea on that list s also an
intriguing prospect. The idea of a local
ordinance restricting and controlling the
use of fertilizers has been talked about
before, niot just for the Walled Lake area
but citywide, still no action has been ta-
ken so far, It {s particularly important in
the Walled Lake area, since fertilizersen-
courage weed growth in the lake and
contribute to eutrophication.

Allin all, the study offers a number
of ideas and potential solutions to help
address the lake area’s problems, Our
hope is that the city residents, the admi-
nistration and council will support the
proposals coming out-of the study and
make them a high priority.

side recycling to their services and let the
private sector take care of the city’s trash
disposal.

It would be difficult to enforce a re-
quirement that individual homeowners
recycle, but it would be possible to
license and regulate the trash haulers
themselves, to make sure that they are
complying with a requirement to provide
recycling pick up services.

Another possible alternative would
beto set up a citywide collection system,
but to pay for it on a true user fee basis,
fn which those who do not use it would
not be required to pay. This does, of
course, set up the possibility that com-
peting haulers would be allowed to con-
tinue to serve the city, but such a move
would assure that Noviresidents are get-
ting the lowest possible price.

The city could consider setting up
the system and paying for it through ac-
tual tax dollars. This would make the
system a part of a homeowner's regular
tax bill and eliminate the need to charge
fees. We doubt this would be more palat-
able to Novi voters, but it is one alterna-
tive worth considering.

We think it is quite likely voters re-
ally did understand the question . ..

Northville school officlals aren't
taking any risks In the gray area of
the Michigan Open Meetings Act.

Schiool officials say It's unclear to
them whether the district's five
subcommiitees of the Board of
Education are required by law to
take minutes at thelr meelngs il
there isn't a quorum of the board
present. So rather than risk it,
Superintendent Leonard Re-
7zmierski said the five subcommit-
tees will begin taking minutes.

“Weve had them [minutes} on
and off, " Rezrnterski sald depend-
ing on the complexty of the issue
belng discussed at the subcommiit-
tee meeting, “But now we are mov-
ing to a formal process.”

The Lssue of the absence of sub-
committee minutes was raised
when The Northuille Record asked to
view minutes of earlier subcommit-
tee meetings and of Rezmlerski's
first performance review. At that re-
quest, Reznlerski's secretary and
he himself told the Record there
were no minules on flle,

Rezmierski sald since subcom-
mittees act solely as advisory com-
mittees to the full board and have
no decision-making autherlly, he
and the distdct’s attomey believe
subcommittees are exempt from
the law that requires public bodies
to take minutes of meetings.

But there are those who dispute
that and believe that the Open
Meelings Act and Michigan's Free-
dom of Information Act leave litlle
room for misinterpreiation in “a
gray area.”

Tim Richard, chairperson of Mi-
chigan’s Freedom of Information
comumittee said subcornmittces —
regardless of whether there [s a
quorum of board members present
— are subject 1o the provisions of
both the Open Meelings Act and the
FOIA. Michigan's Open Meelings
Actrequires that public bodies keep
minutes from meetings that con-
tain the date, time and place of the
meeting and tell who was present
and what decision if any was
reached.

According (o Richard, both the
Open Meetings Act and FOIA were
written in simple language so there
would be no room for misinterpre-
tation of the law.

Paraphrasing the words of David
Hollister, D-Lansing, a member of
the state House of Representatives
committee which authored the
Open Meetings Act, Richard sald
“the act was deliberately written in
layman's language so you don't
need a lawyer to understand il. The
same with Michigan's Freedom of
Information Act.

“We aren't talking about techni-
cal, legal fargon. These aremeant to
be laws the public can read and
understand.”

Richard said Rezmierski's need
to consult with the distriet attorney
sent up a red flag.

“Whenever a public body insists
it needs to talk tolts attorney about
the Open Meetings Act, It's usually
because they want to find a way to
close a meeting.

“You don't need an atlomey to
understand these provisions of the
Open Meetings Act,” Richard said.

The district's flve subcommittees
meet regularly to discuss lssues.
They exdst lo research and study
issues that affect the scheols and
cut down on the lime the full board
would use to review things as
agenda items. Three board of edu-
cation members are appointed by
the board president each year to sil
on subcommittees along with an
administrative lalson. Rezmierski
also sits in on all the subcommittee
meetings. The administrator is the
one responsible for reporting out
any recorrunendations the mem-

bers of the subcommittee may have
reached.

What is unsettling and puts the
district’s subcommittee structure
In question is that more ofien than
not there are more than the three
appointed board members at sub-
committee meetings. Last month at
the curriculum, finance, and pollcy
subcommittee meetings there was
atleastaquorumand inmostcases
six of the seven board members In
attendance at the Oct. 6, 7 and 8
subcommitee meetings, That con-
stitutes more than a quorum and
there are no officfal minutes from
any of those meetings.

Rezmilersid sald since he can't
control which or how many board
members come to subconunittee
meetings beyond who is appointed
to attend, he's requested all sub-
cormmillees lake minules of thelr
oW meetings.

“It's too mind-boggling o frog
with how many board members
show up.” he said. “It's just toohard
to tell whether one, two, three or
more will come and make [t a
quorum,”

Admittedly, subcommmittee
chalrpersons, who are school board
members appointed by the beard
president, haven't keep oflicial mi-
nutes themselves nor do they ask a
sceretary te do il for them

Facililes subcommiltee chalr-
person Jay Dunkerley said he
thought the committee wasn't re-
quired keep minutes if there wasn't
a quorum. He sald his commitiee
usually reviews contracts and
building plans and uses the con-
tractors’ reports as minutes for the
meeting.

“We don't have the kind of mi-
nutes that you are describlng.”
Dunkerley sald Friday. “We have
ournotes and insome cases a sum-
mary of our agenda, but most of the
time we are just going over reports.
In those cases the reports are the
minuies because they are self-
explanatory.

“But, no, we have not had regular
minutes on our regular meetings
because we had less than a
quorum,” he said.

As the adminlstrative ifaison for
the policy subcommitiee, Robert
Somson takes unofficial minutes at
those meetings and then routes
them oul to feliow committee mern-
bers, board members and school
atministrators. Sormson said he's
always done it as a method ofkeep-
ing the lines of communication
open and outsiders 'abrwst!.bfif‘--w
what’s going on with the policy sub-/
commitiee. But even those minutes
are just his notes and what he calls
“working minutes.”

Board secretary Mar, Dobbs
confirmed thalt?hrgre a.rgeg official
minutes on flie frorn any of thesub-
committee meetings. Even though
the form she uses to post all meet-
ing notices, even for subcommit-
tees, says there will be minutes
avallable,

Following the announcement of
all meetings, the notice reads:
“Proposed minutes of sald meeting
will be avaflable or public inspec-
tion during regular business hours,
at the Superintendent's Office,
Board of Education Offices, 501
West Main, not more than cight
business days after said meeting
and approved minutes will be avail-
able for public inspection during
regular business hours, at the
same location, not more than five
business days afler the meeting at
which they are approved.”

Bul what the notice promises,
school officials can't deliver.

Dobbs sald she also couldn't find
milnutes taken at any of the two full
board's study sesslons held earlier
this year.

Harvest criterla are ted to cllmatic condl-
tions. The warmner the growing season, the ear-
ler the harvest. The use of oak barrels, on the
other hand, depends on the intensity of the
harvested fruit. Rich, intensely perfumed fruit
can handle, and in fact requires, a large per-
centage of new oak barrels to tame its aggres-
sive character.

Frult with a milder personality would be
completely dominated by new wood and is bet-
ter aged In barrels that have been used in pre-
vious vintages,

We asked Julla lantosca, winemaker at Wil-
lam Wheeler Winery In Sonoma's Dry Creek .
Valley, to explaln how she selects barrel types
for aging Wheeler's premium chardonnay and
cabemet sauvignon. To answer our query she
prepared a tasting of five experimental lols of
the 1991 Willlam Wheeler Chardonnay, each
aged in barrels made of different oaks by a

- varlety of coopers.

Of the five chardonnay samples, one was
aged In American oak and four in French. Of
the four French barrels, ocne was made in Cog
nac by Tonnellerie Vicard and three in Bur-

: gundy by Damy, Boute and Billon. The names
- of the coopers are not Important. What is im-

portant s how the barrels change the taste of

the wine.
The chardonnay was grown in the Russlan

« ~River -Valley, a very cool growing area in So-

© noma County that is excellent for premium

- chardonnay. Of the first flve wines tasted, each
- was fermented in a different oak with the same
- yeast and none completed malolactic fermenta-

tion (ML).
Several samples showed that the cak domi-

nated the wine's fruit character. This is a nega-

tive for us, since we like the fresh frult aromas
and flavors in chardonnay. Other samples {llus-
trated cak characters that we described as

. coarse, sweet, vanilla, toast, smoke or coffee.

Olive oil is more than just salad dressing

degrees, using an expensive oll for
cooking is a waste of money as

For some people, there's hardly a
day that goes by when they’re not
cooking with olive ofl.

Whether it's sauteeing vegetables
in a pure olive oil for a summer
frittata or mixing an extra virgin
olive oll with vinegar and herbs for
the very best salad dressing, olive
oil is one of the most precious
commodities in the kitchen.

Why refer to an olive oll as a
commodity? Although an everyday,
pure olive oil such as Berlo, Plagni-
nol or Sasso Is relatively mod-
erately priced at $8, or $9 for 1.5
liters, an elite, extra virgin olive oil
such as Badia a Coltibuono costs
about $20 for a % liter bottle,
Twenty dollars for a % lter bottle
may be considered extravagant. Is
it worth it? Well, that's a matter of
taste.

With the new awareness of
healthy food preparation, there has
been a proliferation of olive olls In
the grocery store and gourmet
markets. Choosing an olive oil has
been elevated to an art much like
that of appreciating fine wine, No
doubt, choosing the right one has
probably already begun to bewilder
your mind, as well as your palate.
Understanding how olive oil is pro-

cessed, and the criteria for labeling,

will help you to select the olls

which best suit your needs.

Olive trees thrive mostly in Me-
diterranean countries. About 95
percent of the world crop comes
from the Mediterranean. A small
percentage comes from California.
And although Italy may be syn-
onymous with olive oll to most of
us, Spain actually leads in world
preduction. Yet, to most gourmets
and food professionals, Itallan olive
oil i3 the finest on earth, and we
can't disagree.

There are over 60 varleties of
olive trees. The flavor of each of
them varles upon the specific soil
content and climate. Generally, the
olls from Northem Italy are full-
bodied, velvety smooth with a
strong olive flavor which is often
peppery. Olive olls from the south
of France are golden in color,
lighter in welght than the northem
Itallan oils, and often taste fruity.
They're Ideal when blended with a
raspberty vinegar for a salad, and
especially nice when used for a
mayonnaise or mayonnalse-based
sauce. Spanish olls are generally
full-bodied, or heavler than the Ita-
lian olls with an earthy flavor
which is often described as coarse.
One exception is L'Estronell, an
extra-virgin ol from Lerida, in
northemn Spain. It's smooth, has a

good olive flavor, and retails for ab-
out $7 a % liter.

Olive olls not only differ in fla-
vor, quality, color and price, but
also in thelr use. The super pre-
mium, estate bottle olls are hand-
made from the harvesting to the
grinding of the olives between
stones for extraction of the oll,
These are extra-virgin oll with up
to 1 percent acidity, they're some-
times found In grocery stores, but
more often in gourmet food shops
like the Merchant of Vino (Birming-
ham, Troy and Southfield),
Willlams-Sonoma (Somerset Mall,
Troy and Laure] Park Mall, Livonia)
J. Hirt and Rocky Peanut Co.
(Eastern Market, Detroit).

These and other extra virgin
olive ofls should be reserved for sa-
lads, or drizzled over a brushetta

appetizer of toasted, crunchy bread,

fresh sliced tomatoes and fresh ba-
sl leaves or tossed with garlle into
a pot of hot linguine and grated
Parmesan cheese. High heat de-
stroys the delicate flavor of extra-
virgin olls to say the least.

Marc Jonna, manager of Bir-
mingham’s Merchant of Vino, is al-
ways on the lookout for the newest
in top quallty olive olls. For every-
day sauteeing and pan frying,
Joanna suggests cooking with pure

well as of a flne oil." he said. “Al-
though, I do recommend using
extra-virgin oil with some delicate
foods which burn eastly, like
garlic.” Pure olive olls, as with pea-
nut oll, have a smoking range just
over 400 degrees up to 460
degrees.

Basically, there are two types of
quality olive olls to choose from, -
disregarding those labeled as 'ught'
ofls which can describe anything’
from a light colored oil, to an ofl>
light in welght and generally void
of flavor, pure olive oils and extra
virgin ofls,

An extra virgin oll legally cannol
be extracted with the use of heat
or chemicals. Those designated r.x‘,
tra virgin can only be pressed once
elther by hand or mechanically. -
Some are flltered for clarity and.-
some are noi dependent upon the
philesophy of the bottler, ‘

Pure olive ofl, on the other hand.
Is an ofl which consists of a blen#l
of refined olive oil and virgin olive
ofl. The process of reflning the oil
can be either a chemical or a
physical process.

We then sampled five char-
donnays made by exactly the
same method except that all
had completed ML. In every
case, the wine's fruit and oak
flavors were better inlegrated
than before.

We knew that ML reduced a
wine's acidity and added a
smooth texture and buttery fla-
vor. But lantosca's experiments
revealed that ML allows the oak
and fruit to marry in the wine
and provide harmony.

We were also interested in
Wheeler's red wines, so Iantosca
tasted us through the 1985 to
1889 Wheeler Cabernet Sauvig-
nons. Wheeler cabernets have
always had a note of olives in
the nose that distinguishes
them from other cabernets.

The tasting revealed that the
olive character, present in the
cabernets from 1985, 1986, and
1987, was absent in 1988 and
19809, Ity absence allowed an
exuberant black cherry quality
to be showcased.

The 1989 Wheeler Cabernet
‘Sauvignon ($16} is particularly
impresstve. It is highlighted by
intense black cherry aromas
and a full, rich-fruit palate
impression.

Iantosca explained that im-
.proved canopy management in
.fhe vineyard allowed dappled
sunlight through the vines and
-onto the grapes. This change
allowed for improved grape ma-
turity eliminating the olive char-
acter dominating the older vin-
‘tages. A wine's aromas and fla-
vors are born and controlled in
the vineyard.
