Koester's suit agal11st the city. 
Wlilcli Was played out In Oakland 
Coiinty Circuit Court Judge Gene 
Schnelz's courtroom last Weelc, 
cliarged tliat she sulfered dlscrlml-
naUon and sexual harassment at 
the liands ofthe NoVl Police Depart­
ment during her two pregnancies as 
a road patrol officer, ln 1988 and 
1990. 

On FVlday, a Jury of four Women 
and two men found no evidence to 
uphold the discrimination cliarge, 
3ut ruled In Koester's favor on U1e 
sexual Jiarassment charge. 

The July aWarded $5,000 to 
Koester. She had sought $99,0001n 
economic losses and $50,000 In 
emotional darnages. 

Koester's attomey, J im Alditar, 

and Novl Assistant City Manager 
Craig Klaver agreed on one tliing— 
tliat the Ju1y wanted to send a 
message, 

"They didn't feel the Issues 
should haVe gone to court. They felt 
It should liaVe been settled pri­
vately,'' Klaver said. 

But Alchtar sald: 'The Jury 
Wanted to send the city a message 
that they disapproved of the 'no 
light duty" policy and the manner In 
Which (Koester) Was treated." 

Both Koester and another Novl 
ofllcer, Deanna Hail, liaVe unsuc­
cessfully sought light duty assign­
ments during their pregnancies 
The c i t y has a policy against such 
assignments. 

Hall Is also suing the city, with 
.Alchtar as her attomey. Her case Is 
expected to come to court early next 
year. 

IQaVer said he Is "not entirely sa­
tisfied because We didn't tielleve

D i s p a t c h e r s l o v e t h a t h i g h - t e c h

Novl Police Dispatchers Barti Williams and 
Donna Cemetanl will never forget the day light­
ning turned the 9-1-1 communications center 
into a fl^ild electrical display. 

It was a few years ago, but thefr eyes still 
Widen at the description. 

"We Were sitting there at 3 a.m. when the 
storm ca1ne," Cerreta1il said. 

"They say tliat the electricity from a storm 
can't come tlirough these receivers, but I'm tell­
ing you. We saw it liappen," Williams added. 

"You could see It arc." 
The equipment, wliich was outdated, was 

never the same again. Constant problems with 
the 9-1 -1 systein, wliich serves not onty Novl but 
Wixom, South Lyon and the Lyon Townsliip fire 
department as well, were dangerous to reslflents 
as well as dispatchers. 

But a new dispatch center, wliich went on-line 
ast month, promises to provide better commu­

nications as well as a tietter Worlc environment. 
The new communications center looks vag-

uety like a scene from the Starshlp Enterprise. 
Atiout twice the size of the old center, it Includes 
all new consoles, rafllo controls and phone 
panels with recorder capability tliat allows dis­
patchers to replay a conversation if necessaiy. 

"It is the most modem equipment available," 
said dispatch director Joe Burchett. 'It does a lot 
ofthe very same things (as the old equipment), 
but the sotmd quality is l » t t e r , the encoders are 
better, there ls Ixtter capability as far as tuning 

m 

Currently the new dispatch center is set up for 
two fully-equipped positions, but there is a spot 
fora tliird position that could be equipped in the 
future as the city and police department con­
tinue to grow. 

Workers in the old dispatch center, who 
Worked 12-hour slillls, complained tliat the 
quarters Were cramped, dingy, and laclced 
necessaiy facilities. However, the new communi­
cations center see11is to liave eliminated those 
problems as weU. 

"I think the environment is better and 
cleaner," Burchett said. "We still liave other pro­
jects to complete on the three-year plan, but tliis 

is a big difference." 
The other projects include such efjulpment as 

an added computerized program Lhat Will Iden­
tify names and locations of callers before dis­
patchers pick up the line. 

Making the new center a reality took about 
two years, tieglnnUig With the funding and plan­
ning stages, Burchett said. Once the equipment 
was purchased and delivered. It took about a 
month to move in. 

"We had to make sure everything Was up and 
rujining before We could shut down the old 
room," he explained. The communlUes were 
never Without 9-1-1 service during the move. 

Once the dispatchers were finally moved in. it 
Was reallyjust a matter ofbecoming accustomed 
to the new equipment, he added. So far there 
have been no major problems With the 
adjustment. 

"The people Were great." he said. They made 
the changes realty great. It's Just been a transi­
tion pcrifxl," 

"It was just a matter of learning Where eveiy­
tlilng was," Cerretanl agreed. The equipment is 
much iiicer, that's for sure."

Issues first raised ln Novl's 
•Watermalngate" liave overflown 
onto another project, as tlie City 
Council Monday witliheld approval 
of $530,000 in engineering fees for 
a Twelve Mile Road water main and 
sanltaiy sewer. 

At the behest ofCotmcil Memljer 
Nancy Cassis, a council majority 
also agreed to table a $43,000 pay­
ment on the project to the city's con-
sultlng engineers JCK & Associ­
ates, "nie action was takenfoJlowl1ig 
questions ralsed by Cassls about 
the percentage fee structure used 
Ijy JCK. 

Cassls said her recent resea1rh 
lndlcated tliat typlcal engineering 
fees on such projects ranged from 
10 to 15 percent of the total cost, 
but tliat JCK projects come ln at 22 
to 30 percent She gathered the In­
formation in telephone calls to Ro­
chester Hills' city hall and two pri­

vate engineering firms, as well as 
through consulting guidelines set 
by the American Society of Civil 
Enghieers. 

It wlll cost an estlmated $1,439 
mllllon to construct the Twelve Mile 
sanitary sewer, wlth a $359,000 
total set aslde for the engineers, or 
24 percent. ConstrucUon costs for 
the Twelve Mile water main are esti­
mated at $565,000, with total engi­
neering accounting for $171,000 or 
30 percent. Novl sold revenue 
bonds ln October to finance the 
work, wlllch ls scheduled to be 
relmbursed by users ofthe system 

The clty has already pald 
$274,000 ln engineering fees on the 
Twelve Mile project, apprciximately 
15 percent of the whole. Cassis 
said. 

"We are at 15 percent If we ac­
cept the estlmated fixed cliarges, 
the whole project would be at 30 
percent" she said.

Afler rejectfrig a1nendments by 
Pollack and a handful of pro-choice 
members, the state Senate Thursday 

took Just one mfriute to pass the bill, 
26-8. 

It repairs a 1990 Voter-passed pa­
rental consent abortion law tliat liad 
been called unenforceable by a Kala­
mazoo drcuit Judge.

The Novl Police Department has 
p u r t ± a s e d l l Gl(x:kseml-automatic 
pistols and trained six officers In the 
first steps of a full conversion from 
six-shot revolvers. 

Police ChleflDoug Shaeffer expects 
lt Will take at least two years to equip 
all 50 of tlle city's officers With the 
new Weapons. 

The a t y Council earlier this year 
gave the department permission to 
purchase semi-automatic Weapons, 
if the department can find the funds 
In its current budget. The cost of the 
new weapons and training may come 
from oVerages found In other areas of 
the police budget, or funded by the of­
ficers themsehfes. 

The council agreed to reimburse 
ofllcers for seml-aulomatlcs that 
they purchase themselves, but only 

when the funds become available. 
Shaeffer said It is "too earfy In the 

budget year" to speculate Whether 
addiuonal funds will be found by the 
department to purchase the 
weapons. 

Some officers have expressed In-
terest in purchasing seml-
autornatics. he said, and some al­
ready own them. However, no officer 
will be allowed to cany them on duty 
until he or she is properly trained. 

"Some officers llave asked abioul 
buying them," he said. "1 have told 
them that if they choose to do tliat, we 
have no idea when they'll be 
relnlbursed." 

The semi-automatics already pur­
cliased were bought as replacements 
for old revolvers. 

"There is replacement money in 
the budget appropriated for re­
volvers." Shaeffer explained. "Instead 
of purchasing revoh'ers. We pur­

chased senil-automatlcs." The seml-
automatlcs. Which cost approxi­
mately $360 apiece, are somewhat 
higher priced than the revolvers. 

One option currently under con­
sideration ls trading in old revolvers 
for semi-automatics to save money. 
Sliaeffer is also considering the fi­
nancial possibilities of selling the old 
revolvers. 

"We don't know at tliis point (What 
We plan to do With the old revolvers)," 
Shaeffer said. "There liave been sev­
eral NoVl citizens tliat have ap­
proached us about buying a Weapon. 
And some officers liave asked to 
purchase their own, for sentimental 
reasons or Wliatever." 

The six officers trained In the use 
of the new revohrers are firearms 
specialists. 

"We sent them to school to leam 
the neW skills involved in using them, 
and they came up With lesson plans 

to teach the others ln the depart­
ment," Shaefler explained. 

The l l Weapons ahieady pur­
cliased came from ftmds allocated for 
replacement Weapons. Six have been 
assigned to the officers Who com­
pleted the training. The other four 
liave not yet been assigned. They Will 
likely go to the officers With the most 
seniority. 

Anew policy In thedepartmentwill 
require each officer to demonstrate 
llls or her flrcanns skills twice a year. 

Sliaefi°er said it is 'exceptionally 
rare" that a Novl officer Will ever tie in 
a situation that will require firing a 
weapon on duty, other tlian during 
training. 

"There ls an old (police) tenet that 
most officers Will never fire a gun 
while on duty," he said. "But lf the 
need arlses. We want them to be 
prepared."

A state Senate commlttoe chair 
lias Joined criUcs of Ule so-called Ml 
cJilgan Model for health educaUon 
attacking state oHlclaJs as being anU 
parent. 

Sen. Gil DiNello, DCllnton Town 
slilp, called for scrapping the State 
Board of EducaUon. selllnjg the pub 
llshlng righU to the Michigan Model 
and passing bills protecting parental 
rights. 

"The social engineers in the Michi­
gan Department of EducaUon are 
Uylng to make public schools surro­
gate parents," said DiNello. 'and oiu-
kids are paying the price for tlils ideo­
logical foray." 

But the report and far-reacliing re-
commendaUons are far from f ^ . 
according toS^n. lSptiert Geake, R-
NorthvUle, a meinber ofthe four-man 
panel. 

"J haVen't had Ume to study It. We 
agreed tliat It's not the Ilnal report, 
said Geake, Who Was In the 011al days 
of a congressional campaign. 

"It's supposed to be circulated to 
the membiershlp. Wliat 1 saW Was a 
Ve1y rough drail marked 'prelliriln-
ary, not for release.' It somehow got 
out. so he (DiNello) released It so no 
one Would say he Was playing faVo-
rites." Geake said. 

The report Was circulated to the 
Capitol press corps and marked "pre-
llniinaiy." It Was also accompanied 
by a tWo-page news release from Di­
Nello. A maverick Who frequenUy 
supports I^epubllcans, DlNeUo ls the 
only Democrat who cliairs a commit­
tee in the GOP-run Senate. 

DiNello's panel held public hear­
ings ln Plymouth, Rochester and se­
Ven other ciUes around the state. 
Olhermembers are Doug Carl, acon-
servaUve Republican from UUca run­
ning for Congress, and Jim Beny-
man, a moderate Democrat from Ad­
rian. DiNello's preliminary report 
and news release (iid not suggest the 
other tliree liad signed or agreed. 

The local hearing Was dominated 
by a handful of criUcs, such as R 
K r a R Bell of Northville. Others had 
heavy input irom the DADS Founda-
Uon of Kalamazoo. 

Defenders of the Michigan Model 
say 95 percent of local dlsUlcts have 
adopted lt Without controversy, call­
ing CriUcs a hiandful of right-wrtng re­
ligious zealots. 

A Department of Education 
spokesman said a State Board com-
mlttoe is Working on revisions to sa-
Usfy some of the criUcs. 

But a DADS FoundaUon leader 
called the Michigan Model "so tainted 
and contaminated, it can't be 
modified." 

The Uirust ofthe Micliigan Model, 
according to the department spokes-
man. is to teach students how to 
make choices — to go beyond telling 
them to Listen to their parents and 
church and help them understand 
Why parents and church gave their 
advice. 

DiNello advocates a law tliat man­
dates schools to teach "al>stlnence 
from pre-marital sexual acUvlty.' 
CriUcs Want "moral absolutes" to be 
taught rather tlian 'personal choice." 

DiNello and the criUcs also Want 
clilldren to be taught that parents — 
not school persormel or peers — are 
the Qrst, and chief, source of informa-
tlon on sex. alcohol, drugs, AIDS, 
birth control, pregnan<y and other 
stressful situations. 

DlNeUo called for a U.S. Justice 
Department probe of the state Edu­
caUon and Public Health depart­
ments, charging ofDdals held train-
ing sesslfxis oh'how to dlscFcdlt Mi­
chigan Model opponents."

Dr. Gary Evans, professor at East­
ern Miclxlgan Unlverslty, developed 
such a strategy.

Don't liy to remnnl)cr every 
last detail; you can get them later if 
you really need them.

Wlille the econoniy may tie chok­
ing and Wheezing. Novfs flnances got 
a sound bill of health trom the audi­
tors Monday. 

"The dty did an outstanding job of 
reacting as the (xiuncll Was going 
through the budget process. The dty 
did an extremely good Job of tighten­
ing Its belt." sald Joseph Heffernan, 
of the accounting Arm Plante & 
Moran. 

Novl finished out fiscal year 1992 
on June 30 With a fund hialance of 
$2.3 million, a sum equal to 22 per-
cent ofthe city's expenditures. Thidl-
tlonally, Novl has aimed for a 10 to l 5 
percent surplus, Heffernan said. 

He didn't offer an opinion as to 
what level of fund balance Is 
necessaiy. 

T m not saying tliat's wrong. T m 
not saying tliat's righL" Heffernan 
said. 

An 11 percent Increase ln tlie gen­
eral fund revenue and an 8.4 percent 
cut ln general government spending 
beefed up tlie fund balance, the audi­
tors explalned. During a property tax 
freeze, Novfs revenues Were up due 
to new building. 

A healthy fund hialance Is needed 
to keep bond ratings lilgh, thereby 
lowering interest rates, he explained. 
The city also has the money to faU 

- baclc on In the case of an e11iergency. 
Jn addition. While expenditures con­

tinue year-round, revenues only 
come In at tax time. The fund bialance 
provides the city With money on liand 
to pay bills. 

That figure Is expected to be 
WhltUed doWn In the 1992-93 fiscal 
year. 

"Even though We're In veiy good 
shape right now. We know in 1993 
We're going to slip," Heffernan 
cautioned. 

Net expenditures WlU likehr go up 
in 1993 by 9.9 percent Wlille re-
Venues Will lncrease 2.2 percent, the 
auditors say. It is anticipated tliat the 
fund balance Will tie drawn down to 
$1.4 million or 12 percent of the 
expenditures. 

Causes of slippage, t>esldes the 
sluggish economy Include antici­
pated delays ln receiving state sliared 
revenue funds and rumblings from 
state legislators and the public of 
property tax reform. In light oftlie fai­
lure of Proposals A and C, Heffernan 
said. 

One snlflle ln the overall healthy 
picture, pointed out by Carol Mason, 
is the $300,000 Novl will likely have 
to refund over the next tliree years 
following property tax appeals at the 
state Tax Tribunal. 

City Finance Dfrector Les Gibson 
said tllls payback could bring the 
fund tialance down to $930,000. 

"We think our exposure is greater 
than we anticipated." he said. 

Two budget overruns had Council 
Member Joseph Toth raising his eye­

brows. The municipal street fund, 
budgeted at $489,000, actually had 
expenditures of $640,000. The capi­
tal projects fund went over a $2 mil-
Uon budget by $253,000. 

Tllls Is technically a violation of 
state law, Heffernan said. Public Act 
621 of 1978 prohibits governments 
from spending more than tliey 
budget 

Heffernan said that 90 percent of 
city governments violated the act: 
"Unfortunately, the law was written 
ve1y strict." 

"It may not bother you. It does 
bother me," Toth said. 

Overall, however, Heffernan 
praised Novl for keeping the tax rates 
below the allowable levy, its favorable 
mix ofresldentlal and business prop­
erty owners and a top-drawer finan­
cial staff. Building has slowed down 
in neighboring growth communities 
but keeps going strong here, he said. 

"l found It hard to believe 1992Was 
as good as lt Was relative to other 
communities," Heffernan added.

As contractors are scrambling to 
get the roof put on Thornton Creek 
Elementaiy School tiefore the winter, 
while school administrators are 
working on getting the interior ele­
ments together. 

Everything from interior design to 
financing to Identifying wlllch stu­
dents will attend the disUlct's neWest 
school must be decided. The building 
Is scheduled to open in tlie fall of 
1993. 

David Boltho. assistant superin­
tendent for adnilnlsUatlve services, 
s a i d c o n s t r u c t i o n of the 
70.000-square-foot school is about 
tliree Weeks behind schedule tie-
cause of Inclement Weather. But he 
said llls office Is on top of reports that 
fl,rill figure the costs of staffing, supp­
lying, and operating the new school. 

•We should have those figures for 
wliat it would cost to open Thornton 
Creek Elementary In the next two 
weeks," he said. "We'U have them 
broken ou t in to what it's going to cost 
from the general fund and fixim bond 
monies.' he said at Tuesday's facili­
ties subcommittee meeting. 

At tliat meeUng. board President 
Carol J^ahlml and board members 
Jay Dunkerley and Pat Custer spend 
alx)ut an hour reviewing the ar-
rliltrrt's selecUona of Interior and ex­
terior color schen1es and materials. 
Tliey decided on Warm hues of blues, 
peaches, and greens for the common 
areas and bathrooms, and then used 
prlmaiy colors to dot the four corri­
dors ofthe school. Tliere will also be a 
teal brick band around the outside of 
the school tliat Will Wrap into the 
lobby and then fade Into the school's 
corridors. 

With consU^ctlon about 30-per­
cent complete, BoUtho is working at 
draWlng attendance boundaries for 
the school. Which will alleviate over­
crowding conditions at all tliree ofthe 
district's elementarles. 

Thornton Creek is one of the pro­
ducts of the district's flrst Strategic 
planning strategies. In 1989. the 
strategic planning committee saw 
the need for the new school as blue­
prints for resldenUal developments 
were tielng drawn all across the Nine 
Mile corridor, which feeds into the 
Northvllie school system. Voters 
p^sed the two-phase bond lsaue ln 
1&89 and designated about $7.3 mll-
llon to be used to fund the construc-
tlon and startup costs of the new 
school. 

On Bolltho's recommcndaOon. the 
School Board Monday nightagreed to 
hold a public hearing on Jan. 28 to 
get input from the community on the 
attendance boundaries for the 
school, wlllch is located on Nine Mile 
between Beck and Taft Roads. 

; Financing the school Is becoming 
ah issue. At a Moraine PTA meeting 
last month, parent Debbie Faber 
asked Bolltho what lt would cost to 
open tlie school. He said he didn't 
hiive the actual figures compled. but 
estimated the cost of the opening the 
school at about $770,000. If tliat es-
tldiate ls accurate, voters would have 
to; approve l J1illl to open the school. 
Bolltho added Iliat construction cx-
p<»ise3 to date Jiavc come ln wltliln 
budget.

"When we are looking at a 30-percent charge on .in en­
gineering project, rm Wondering if Illal Is not indeed 
excessive." 

But JCK Vice President Carey Foyt said Tuesday tliat 
the 15 percent fee structure, part of a rate curve sug­
gested by a 1983 ediUon ofthe American Society ofCMl 
Engjnens manual, only covers tiaslc and not total engi­
neering costs. Cassis referred to the book In her research 
on the fees, 

Basic engineering costs on the Water line are at lO.42 
percent of the total, slightly above the 8.5 percent recom­
mended by the guidelines, Foyt said. 

"I admit We're above the curve by 2 percent, but We had 
tlu-ee revlslor1s," he said. 

Tlie line's path had to hie fTcconllgured due to cllanges 
In plans for an Intercliange that Is part of the Haggerty 
Connector, Foyt added. 

The basic costs are at 6.88 percent for the sewer line, 
somewhat below the recommended 7.5 percent. 

AddlUonal charges, prlrnarlly for rlght-of-Way negotia­
tions, bring the percentages up. According to the soci­
ety's nlanual. Items such as land acquisition, soils Inves­
tigation, staking of lots and sewer IniUtratlon studies are 
special rather than basic services. 

Gaining easements can be the costliest part of thejob, 
biased on the human factor involved in the negotiations, 
Foyt said. 

Updaled guidelines issued by the engineering society 
say that a 1985 survey Indicates that "the present rela­
tionships hictween englneerlilg costs and construction 
costs for a broad spectrum of projects is so Varied tliat it Is 
no longer valuable as agulde for determining engineering 
costs for a given project." 

The manual further states tliat "depending on the 
magnitude and con^lexlty ofthe project, the total cost for 
all engineering and other supporting activities and ser­
vices can amount to as much as 30 to 50 percent or more 
of the construction cost." 

City Manager EdWard Itrlewall said a survey on the 
charges assessed by engineers In other cities WUl be pre­
sented at a Nov. 23 session on "Watermalngate." which 
focuses on the rerouting of a Novl Road water Une Into 
Mystic Forest subdlVlslon. 

The Monday night action Was nol supported by Mayor 
MattheW Quinn and Mayor Pro Tem Hugh Crawford, but 
Won the approVal of Council Member Ftobeil Schmid. 
However, Schmid rapped Cassis, a veteran council mem­
ber, for not questioning the engineering fees in the past. 

"I expect if 1 called sU engineers I h e / d come in quite 
cheap if they thought they had a chance for the business 

. . . To call a few people up. 1 don't thinlc it's a reasonable 
guess-Umate of what the cost Will be." Sclimid said. " Y o u 
don't try a case in front ofan audience. You Wait until you 
get the facts. The facts are nol In a phone call to Itochester 
Hills," he added 

Crawford said he Was Waiting to see the report lrom the 
administration. 

"1 can't believe council members sit at tliis table and 
make absurd charges based on their data and then We 
Vote on it. I don't know if 30 percent is correct or not." he 
said. 

Cassis raised her concerns wliile the council Was de-
Lberatlng a construcUon bid for the TWelVe Mile sewer 
and Water lines. Dan's ExcavaUngWon the $1.8 million 
Job. 

City engineers in a series of memoranda on the project 
recommended moving ahead quickly, because the Hag­
gerty Connector's llrst phase is under Way al the site 
Where the lines Will go in. Costs will go up if the lines need 
to be hiored under M-5.

Cooke Middle School Principal Jeff 
RaWanski let his frustraUons about 
the district's pay-to-partlclpate prog­
ram be known at the NorthVUle 
School Board meeUng Monday night. 

RadWanski said he shares the 
fhistraUons other buUdlng princi­
pals feel about Uie Ume and energy 
theyVe had to divert from their regu­
lar Work days to glVe to the cxecuUon 
of Uie district's pay-to-parUclpate 
program He said getUng die program 
up and running at Cooke MlddUe 
School — where some 446 students 
liaVe opted to play sports or bie In-
VolVed in co-curricular aclivlUcs — 
has been a constant drain. 

"This takes time away from doing 
What we should tie doUig." he told 
School Board members and district 
administrators. "It's maJdng us feel 
Uke coUecUon agents . . . .And it's 
personaUy insulting . . . I'm not 
trained to do this klnd of thing, and 
rm Very fiuslrated." 

David BoUUio. assistant superin-
tendent for adrninlstraUve services, 
said oUier building administrators 
echo Radwanskfs concerns. 

"It's been a lot ofWork at the buUd­
lng principals' level," BoUtho con­
curred. "It's really been a significant 
draUi on biUldliig principals' Ume, 
too." 

Radwanskl said he's feeling a 
tighter pinch this year l)ecause of aU 
the cutbaclts In support staff alter 
the defeat of mUlage-lncreasc re­
quests. He said he's liad secretaries 
cut biack to part Ume and tliat lias 
put a real strain on Workloads at the 
middle school ofBce. 

"This Is only a partial picture of die 
Impact it's liad on Uie buUding pincl-
pals." he said. 'WlUi aU the Woid pro­
cessing and Writing memos — the 
tiottom Une Is It's getUng to Woili at 
6:30 a.m., . , and there are only so 
many hours In the day." 

His comments laid the foundaUon 
for the first quarterly report by the 
admlnlstraUon's pay-to-partlclpate 
moiUtoring committee. RadWanski ls 
one of the eight memtiers of the 
committee. 

WliUe admUUstrators agree getUng 
the program up and running lias 
been a drain for them too. they're 
glad to see It's getUng enough parUcI-
paUon in spite of the fees cliaiged to 
students and atlUetes, 

District Business Manager Jotm 
Street said hls department lias spent 
an enormous amount of time pro­
cessing checks and appJlcaUons, 

"WeVe had more tlian 1,300appU-
caUons and checks to process,* 
Street said, "So there's been a lot of 
busy Work asisodated Wlth lt, even 
though we've had part-tlme help.* 

However, the lileh school and both 
middle schools have met, and In 
some cases exceeded, their mliU-
mum enrollment figures for both ath-
leUcs and co-cunrlcular actlvlUes. 
CoUecUvely there arc 1.369 students 
Invoked In school-related acUvIUes

Kozma. assistant curator of foUt 
arts at Uie Michigan State UnlVersity 
Museum has a master's degree in 
foUc studies With a minor in liistoric 
preserVaUon. She lias conducted sl-
mUar historic disfrlct surveys In Mi­
chigan and Kentucky. 

"I'm pretty well regarded In his­
toric preservaUon circles. . .1 Was 
one of the first to attack lUs (Do-
nohue's) Work and I Uilnk that he 
didn't nice Uie message so he's kUfing 
Ule messenger. I do understand Uie 
process and he Just didn't Uve up to 
the expectaUons," Kozma. 

Over $3,000 lias been paid out by 
Ule city for the first phase of the 

study. The committee is expected to 
use Uie material to designate liistoric 
disUlct sites wl Uiln Novi. Which could 
then be monitored by a special 
commission. 

SpecUlc state guldeUnes are avail­
able for everyUUng from conducUng 
Uie IrUUal survey to setUng up a com­
mission. Kozma charges Uiat Do­
nohue did not revleW preUminaiy 
surveys already done by the commit­
tee, as recommended by Uie state bu­
reau of histoiy and that his report 
contains no more than sbc pages of 
original material. 

"All (Donohue is) saying is that 
Ulere are historical buUdlngs In Novl 
Ulat relate to its lilstory. I find it com­
pletely useless." she said Monday. 

"His intent and lils meaning is so 
Vague Uiroughout." 

SeVeral committee members took 
excepUon to Donohue's repeated 
statement In Uie report, after he Was 
advised of Uie mistake, tliat Uic 
survey's focuses on pre-1940 struc­
tures — When the key date is 1950. 

"EveiyUUng in here Indicates he 
did not make a typographical error. 
No homes are there between 1940 
and 195O." committee member Russ 
Elvy said. 

Committee Member Mark Adams 
voted against terminating Uie con­
tract. While Adams couldn't be 
reached for comment by press Ume, 
during Monday's special committee 
meeUng praised the Way Donohue 
categorized local sites by arcliltec-
tural style. 

The city councU Monday put off ac­
Uon on the committee's request to 
move ahead wlUiout Donohue. City 
Attomey David Fried WUl determine ff 
the terms ofthe contract. Which calls 
fora two-phase stuciy. can be Waived. 

The study committee's perspecUVe 
Was mirrored by CouncU Member 
Joseph ToUi. 

"This report is terrible. It's only 
three pages We can use. The rest is 
filler." ToUi said. 

Muteh told the council Uiat Uie 
group Would like to meet WlUi city 
planning consultant Brandon Ro­
gers and Jennifer RadclUfe. presi­
dent of Uie Michigan Historic Preser­
vaUon NetWork, before deciding 
Which step Uiey WUl take next. The 
opUons Include hiring anoUier con­
sultant or compleUng Uie next phase 
themselves.

Call the police to your llouse an<j 
the first tliirlg tlle officer wUi do — re­
gardless of whether the Case is one of 
inurder or an M D O P — is look for evi­
dence that a crlnle has actually been 
committed. All the suspicions in the 
world won't do. Unless the ofllcer at the 
very leasl can point to something that 
proves a crime has (x:curred, he or she 
won't take it any further. He or she prob­
ably won't even take a report. The officer 
certainly can't attempt to figure out who 
did It. And he or she certainly won't send 
the matter to the prosecutor or the 
courts. 

Even if the ofl!lcer did send the case 
to the prosecutor, the prosecutor's first 
step typically is to figure out whether In­
deed a crime has Occurred. No crime, no 
warrant. The case will go no further. 

When you get to court, despite 
these first two reviews, the Judge will 
again look at that question. This time, 
the procedure is formalized. It's called a 
"prellmlnary e-xarrllnatlon." The point of 
the hearing Is to make sure there is in­
deed evidence a crime has occurred and 
to make sure that there is at least some 
reason to believe the defendant did it. 
Proof beyond a reasonable doubt will 
have to wait until later, at trial, but with­
out evidence that a crime has actually 
occurred the case wlll get tossed out at 
the preliminary exam. 

Watemnaingate 
Compare that to the way Novi City 

C o u n c i l is h a n d l i n g the so-cal led 
•WatermalIlgate" controversy. That's the 
brouhaha that has been going On Over 
the reroutlIlg of a water ma in along Novl 
Road. The South Hill Construction Co. , 
under contl-act with the city to build the 
water Une, rerouted it 200 feet west into 
the Mystic Forest Subdivision, which is 
also being developed by South Hill. The 
reroutlIlg had been approved by J C K & 
Associates, the city's engineerlrlg con­
sulting flrm, but the question of whetller 
the city was adequately noUfled of the 
change has been a source of much 
debate. 

Government 

company and its insurance firm wiU 
coverany actual damages to the city. But 
mistakes do not equate to wrongdoing, 
impropriety or illegality. 

And wrongdoing has been implied. 
Cassis and Mason have clearly indicated 
they believe South Hill got an economic 
benefit from moving the route, which is a 
matter of m u c h debate. The very labell­
ing of the controversy as 'WateImaing-
ate" Implies wrongdoing. 'Watergate," 
the scandal that brought down President 
I^chard Nixon and his adnllnistratlon in 
-1972-73, involved a break-In, brlbeIy 
and political corruption. 

Rather than wrongdoing, we see 
mistakes — two primary mlstalces to be 
exact. 

The first was that the route change 
for the main was based On a pOtentlal 
legal dispute with SOuth Hill over ease-
lIlents. Supposedly, South Hil l had 
threatened to sue to saVe trees tn the 
path ofthe water main. But J C l C s exper­
tise Is In engineering, not law. Such a 
dispute should have been turned back to 
the council and.theicity's attorneys for 
resolution. 1 ' ' , 

The paper trail shows that the In­
formation about the route change was 
actually presented to city council when it 
went out for a second round of bids for 
the project, but the infomiatlon was so 
unclear that no one—not one member of 
colincll , not a single person in the city 
administration — realized it. 

City Council Member Nancy Cassis 
brought It to the attention of council and 
the public, and that ls to her credit. 

But we question the direction city 
counci l is headed. With Cassis and mem­
ber T i m Pope at the lead. 

The Investigation 
So far, the counci l has had the city 

attomey, David FYled, look IntO the mat­
ter. He found a mistake there, worthy ofa 
policy change, but no improprieties. 

Then, the counc i l held several 
meetings—conducted In a fashion remi­
niscent of congressional hearings — In 
which Fried and J C K were put on the hot 
seat to answer for their actions and deci­
sions. Several members have said they 
want to grill Department of Public Works 
Director Tony Nowlcki too, which may 
take place as soon as Nov. 23. 

Now the councU h a s proposed to 
hire a n outside consultant to review the 
matter, look over the engineering work 
and audit the finances. Ci ty Manager E d 
Kriewall Is assigned the task of getting 
some prices for such a consultant. 

Not a shred of evidence 
.All this activity h a s occurred and 

I yet not an lota of evidence has surfaced 
to Indicate there was a n y wrongdoing. 
Not a shred of evidence h a s come to light 
o f a n Illegality. There Is nothing to indi­
cate there was an impropriety. 

Yes. mistakes were made. Fried 
agreed with that. J C K president Joe 
Kapelczak has admitted it. He's even 
gone a step further, assur ing that his 

The second was that J C K should 
not have changed the specifications to 
the project without making it clear to the 
council that the specifications were 
changing and explaining why. It Is de-
bateable whether the counci l should al­
low the consultants to make some minor 
changes in the specs to projects, and 
whether this rerouting would count as a 
major or minor change. Exactly how 
much authority the consultants should 
have Is a matter that s h o u l d be 
addressed In policy, but clearly the 
council should lie Informed and have a 
chance to overrule the decision. It is also 
inlportant that the consultant make It 
clear what is going on with the project. 

Regardless, the counci l appears to 
be headed down the wrong road. It ap­
pears ready to investigate further, when 
no evidence e:!dsts to show that investi­
gation is warranted. 

The negative Impact of that Is 
thredbld: 
• Reputations are being Impugned 
when there Is no basis for It. .And that's 
Just not fair. 
• We are concerned that the search for 
Improprieties Is getting In the way of an 
actual resolution. No one disputes mis-
takes were made. No one is a ^ u l n g that 
a policy change is not in order. Yet little 
Work Is being done devising a policy that 
will actually correct the problem. Cer­
tainly, there has been n o discussion Ijy 
the council of what that policy should 
say. 
• It may be creating a crisis of confi­
dence In city offlcials by residents. .All the 
questloIIIng of J C K would erode confi­
dence In the ability of the consultants to 
do the city's work Or perhaps there Is a 
lack of confidence In the city officials as­
signed to oversee those consultants. 

But there are also those who see the 
coimcll conductlIlg an Investigation and 
turning up no evidence, and are losing 
confidence In the counci l Itself. 

Like the police officer and prosecu­
tor, the council needs to know when It Is 
getting nowhere with Its Investigation. 
A n d It should set the matter aside for 
now. Like the police officer a n d prosecu­
tor, the council can ahvays revive the re­
view should real evidence surface. 

It Is time to get on with the business 
of drafting the policies that everyone 
agrees are needed now to correct the 
problem and avoid a repeat of the mis­
takes made here. 

W h o r e a l l y w o n o f f i c e r s u i t ? 

Novl Officer lCaren Koester's 
lawsuit against the city's police 
department, barring appeals, 
concluded last Frtday . . . and 
both sides are claiming Victory. 

Jim Alchtar, attomey for 
Koester. ls going around saying 
that the city Was "found guilty of 

M ^^^SW Ms sexual harassment." Wliich isn't 
WW^ M M exactly true. "Guilty or "not 

gijllty" Is only pronoi1nced ln 
criminal cases. In cMl cases, 
Which this was, thejury "finds ln 
faVor" of one side or the other. It 

so happens Koester Was the plalnUff and the Jury found In 
favor of the plaintiff. 

Despite this fact, the Ji11y saw fit to award Koester only 
$5,000. That's a pretty small award. It does not come close 
to covering Koester's legal expenses. She spent more than 
$40,000 on attorney's fees to get that Judgment. 

In my humble opinion. It's pjietty hard to claim victory 
When your win ends up costing you $35,000. 

Of course that Is exactly Why the city is also claiming 
Vlctoiy. Technically, the Judgment went against the city, 
and yes, the case also cost the city Its legal fees. But the 
suit doesn't exactly set a precedent either. You Won't see 
bunches of city employees In Novl or anywhere else rush­
ing Into court to challenge the no-llght-duty policy biased 
on tllls laWsiilt. How many people Would be Willlng to 
spend $35,000 to challenge such a policy. 

At the same time, the city has said It Will review Its policy 
in light of the trial outcome. 

Koester ls one ofthe officers who sued the city police de­
partment biecause. when she was pregnant, the depart­
ment did not make certain accommodatlons for her. She 
Was denied a light duty assignment. She clalmed she 
could not get a uniform that fit and was refused other 
accommodations. 

their reactions after the trial, meml>ers Indicated this was 
the kind of case they felt should be settled out ofcourt, that 
never should have gone to trial. The city did offer $2,500 to 
setUe the case prior to trial, but Itoester declined. 

KlaVer called that "simplistic." But I thlnkthejuiyls try­
ing to send a message — an Important one, 1 think—If the 
attorneys care to listen. 

The message, at least theway I lnterp1-et It, Is that we are 
living In a suit-happy society and this case may be a prime 
example. I see this as thejury's way of saying, "Yeah, tech-
nlcallyyou may lje right Techillcally, the city's wrong, but 
wheit's the damage, Where'd It really hi1rt you? What's the 
big deal?" I see It as the Jury's Way of saying, "Come on 
folks. It Is time We learned to roll with the punches a bit. It's 
time we stopped making a case out of a nllnor slight." 

Now, 1 say this despite the lact 1 tlilnk city's policy needs 
to be changed. 1 Just can't understand why the city can't 
find a way to gIVe officers light duty the last couple months 
of a pregnancy. If not In policy then In practice. 

The city claims that would be sexist unless It also al-
k)wed male officers to take light duty for minor Injuries re-
ceiVed off the Job. 

Maytie that's true, but I guess I would find that another 
example of unreasonableness. Yeah, It might Indeed be a 
bit sexist to lnstall a policy allowing a pregnant officer light 
duty and not give the same option to male officers with mi­
nor off-hours injuries. But again, come on guys, big deal. 

I don't tlilnk attorneys Will listen. Maybe they will In tliis 
case. Maybe not Maybe there will be an appeal of the Ju1y 
ruling. But attorneys in general will not. 

The fact of tlle matter is that attorneys make money 
When people are fighting and feuding. They make money 
When people aren't reasonable. When they Won't settle. 
When Oley refuse to let a mhlor offense roll off their backs. 

Ifyou Want my opinion, neither the Koester nor the city 
won. They both lost. 

The onfy Victors were the attorneys.

Moorhouse. 

Out of camera range, however, were the Un­
ited Auto Workers, Michigan Education Associ­
ation, Michigan Federation of Teachers and a 
wad of school lobbies. Oh, yes, and the Ameri­
can Association of Retired Persons. 

But We all know where the big money came 
from: the unions. 

.Advance Mlclilgan's campaign had the im-
lon label plastered on It It Was the shrill class 
warfare ofthe '303 and '60s all over again. Cor­
porations and the wealthy would get big tax 
cuts, they said.

Connie Blnsfeld, herself a former 
LWV member, said Michign voters should no 
longer rely on the LWV as a source of credible, 
non-partisan Information on elections. Rep. 
Susan Munsell. R-HoWell. spoke my thoughts 
When she added. "I'm surprised and saddened." 

Eingler's decision to close Lafayette Clinic—-
a research, teaclilngand mental health patient 
care lacllity In Detroit — was fought tooth and 
nail by a patient advocacy group and. of course, 
the UAW. 

Few folks realize that the UAW Is one ofthe 
biggest public employee imlons in the state. 
The more I listen to the protestations, the more I 
suspect Mental Health director James Have-
man was right: "This Was essentially a imlon 
dispute over privatization." If patients were up-
set at Lafayette's closing, Havemen sald. It was 
due to U .W agitators telling klds to bairlcade 
themselves In. 

The region has 74 private psychiatric hospi­
tals With 4,500 beds and an occupancy rate of 

60 to 70 percent. Haveman said. They have 
training capacity and patient capacity. Why 
should taxpayers foot the bill for an expensive 
public facility? 

The UAW. that's why. The Union, as It's reve­
rently called ln Democratic caucuses, spent a 
lot to win representation elections. When those 
unlonjobs go. the dues go. too. That, more than 
patient care. Was the rub. 

When the state Court of Appeals reversed a 
lower court order to keep Lafayette open. The 
Union went "Judge shopping." as the barristers 
say. After l l at night, theyfoimd thejudge they 
Were looking for — Cynthia Diane Stephens. 
She provided what The Union was looking for. 

I covered Stephens When she Was a Wayne 
County Charter Commission member. I have a

Well, that's What a lot ofpoUtlcal flaps are ab­
out.

You call out 
and tell him its one of lils himting 
buddies. In a dash he's there to grab 
the receiver. His Voice deepens and 
he becomes hiolsterous and roWdy as 
he yuks It up alwut last year's hunt 
and make Jokes alxiut tliis year's re-
ndezvous. There's laughter and Jok­
ing before the tWo synchronize their 
Watches. He liangs up the phone and 
flashes you tliat goofy giln. 

T h e phone rings again and the an­
nual ritual continues. One by one 
they all check in. Each asldng for him 
and each fired up about the 
Weekend's plan. 

Novfs Sylvia Schuster knows the 
stoiy. She's tieen living lt all of her 
married llfe. Married to Leo and the 
mother of two sons, Eric and Kurt, 
Sylvia's a veteran hunter's Wife. 
Come the fall season, Sylvia knows

"My experiences liave provided me 
With a future," Leo said. "Because of 
Wliat I learned, I tiecame a naturalist 
and a biology teacher. My father 
shoWed me how to hunt In the out-of-
doors. Fl-om lilm l learned survival." 

Schuster says because of the les­
son he learned from lils Dad, he Isn't 
the typical hunter. He admits he Isn't 
always in it for the kill, even though 
he lias a collection of trophies show­
ing offliis markinariship. Despite his 
hunting success, he said thert are 
times When he enjoys the solitude 
and tranquUity ofjust being outside. 

"Shooting the big buck Is not the 
big tliing, "Ihere's so much more to 
It," he said, "l don't Idll a deer every 
time I see one. IVe Watched 1nany 
Walk by—mothers With thefr liables. 
I'm not this guy Who's Just out to 
shoot anytlilng and eveiythlng tliat 
Wallcs by. 

"Sometimes l Just enjoy the soli­
tude of being out-of-doors. Last Sun­
day I spent four hours Just listening 
to the sounds.

1 
can't Walt thai long."" 

Mihaiap said she noUced a roast 
beef under a red serving Ught and de­
cided lo ask the Waiter for a small 
piece to Ude her over. 

"He cut olTa piece of meat the size 
and shape of Tellnessee and put it in 
a roU the size ofa quarter," she said. 
As shewas blUng into 11, herhusband 
WaUced up with a Gennan army col­
onel and began to introduce her lo 
him.

So It's no surprise tliat factory-
outlet malls are one of the fastest 
growing segments of the retail 
business. 

These expansive malls —- often 
housing 50 or more stores—offer the 
seconds, overruns and discontinued 
Items of major designers and brand-
name merchants at discount prices. 

Many of these outlets are so vast 
and interesting that they are good 
destinations for a Weekend getaway. 

The saVlngs can range from 20 
percent to 70 percent, but shoppers 
can plan on an aVerage of40 percent. 
For holiday and year-round shop­
ping, here are eight ofthe best outlets 
around the countiy.

S w e d e n ' s ' K i n g d o m o f C r y s t a l ' w e l c o m e s t o u r i s t s

A Visit to Sweden is not complete 
Without a stop in Lhe area known as 
the "Iflngdom of C1ystal." 

Situated ln Lhe southeastern pro­
vince of Smaland, a rural area with 
deep blue lakes and tlilck pine fore­
sts, the kingdom Is home to 16 major 
glassworks. 

Among them are Kosta Boda and 
Orrefors, names that have become 
synonymous with the acclaimed 
tradition of Swedish craftsmanslilp 
and design. 

Visitors flock to the area to see 
glassblowers at their craft and to take 
advanta^ of bargains. 

With few exceptions, the local 
Swedish factories offer large selec­
Uon of seconds tliat are far less ex­
pensive than first-choice pieces. 

In many cases It takes an expert's 
eye to distinguish the small flaws 
that mark a piece as a second. 

But it doesn't take an expert to be­
come excited about the prices. They 
are about 50 percent less tlian first-
quality pieces sold In Stockholm and 
70 percent less than those sold In Uie 
United States. 

All Uie factories welcome Visitors. 
This year Kosta, the oldest glass-
work, is celebrating its 250th 
anniversary. 

Kosta was founded In 1742 by two 
noted generals — Anders KoskuO 
and George Bogislaus Stael Von Hols-
teln — at the request ofKing Fredrlk 
I, who was intent upon building a 
crystal trade for the countiy. 

The Kosta factory acquired the 
nearby Boda and Afors glassworks 
more tlian 40 years ago, forming 
Kosta Boda. In 1990 Kosta Boda 
merged with Onefors. But each firm 
retains Its own designers and pro­
duction facillUes. 

Now 900.000 Visitors wander 
tlirough the Kosta glassworks eVeiy 
year. 

"It's rare tliat a piece of glass Is bro­
ken and you'll never see a "don't 
touch' sign here," says Diana 
Hansen, a Kosta spokesperson. 

"About 15 percent of a team's pro­

duction Is seconds," she says, ad­
ding, "firsts Would be enormously ex­
pensive If We couldn't seU seconds." 

Each year the company intro­
duces tWo new collecUons. They dis­
continue others and offer favorites 
for as long as they sell. 

Amid deafening noise and con­
stant heat, workers maintain a 
rhytlimlc pace — blowing, turning 
and sliaplng pieces of glass. A six-
man team can make between 800 
and 900 wineglasses per day. 

Unlike most factories, wliich keep 
Visitors at bay, Kosta lets guests up 
close to watch and talk to the 
workers. 

The shop is a large, well-lit ware­
house with thousands of pieces of 
glassware for sale. .About 95 percent 

of Uie pieces are seconds: the rest are 
discontinued firsts. 

They include art-glass pieces that 
are signed and can be bought for a 
good discount. But finding such 
pieces taKes luck. 

The shop carries all the classic 
Kosta pieces, including the Pippi line 
of glassware, a favorite for 60 years. 
These nanow, heavy Items include 
sherry glasses for about $ 1 6. pilsner 
glasses for about $27 and cham­
pagne glasses for about S18. 

A perennial Kosta favorite is the 
Snowball, a thick, hollowed-out piece 
used as a candleholder. lt's about 
$8.50. 

Among the newest art-glass de­
signs is the Pandora series. It fea­
tures clear-glass with a satin finish. A 

Pandora candlesUck is about $75. 
Whimsical pitchers are atxiut $94. 

Sweden's best-selling glass, 
Kosta's Chateau wineglass, has deli­
cate beveled facets on the bowl and 
costs about $12. 

All these prices Include Sweden's 
whopping 25 percent value-added 
tax (VAT). About 15 percent of that 
tax is returned when the buyer leaves 
the country — under Sweden's Tax 
Free for Tourists plan. 

The price of sliipping glassware — 
especially heavy pieces such as vases 
— to the United States can be as 
much as the amount of value-added 
tax that is refunded. 

Even so, savvy shoppers often fig­
ure it's WorthWliile to buy and ship 

from Sweden. 
The ultimate glass experience is a 

"Hyttsil" evening. In this tradlUonal 
fest, participants have dinner in Uie 
factory -— BalUc herring which are 
cooked In the glass furnaces. 

Dinner is followed by local folk en­
tertainment. Of course, there is time 
for shopping. 

Getting to Kosta involves an over­
night trip from Stockholm. There are 
good accornmodaUons in the nearby 
cities of Vaxjo or Kalmar.

Is a lot 
less rural than It used to be. residents 
can still find places Within easy driv­
ing distance to talce family or friends 
on a hayrlde. Four places tliat are of­
fering hayrides include: Kensington 
H^etropark In Ntllford. Maybury State 
Park in NorthVille. the fteal Ufe Day 
Camp and Farm in Canton, and Su­
gar Bush Farms near Ypsllanti. 

Kensington Metropark's horse-
draWn rides are offered out of the 
FaiTO Center located at the northern 
end of the park lndlVlduals and 
small families can come to the Fann 
Center on Saturdays and Sundays 
tietWeen 12 a.m. and 4 p.m., no reser­
vaUons required. The cost Is $1 per 
adult for a 15 minute ride. 

Large groups need to register for 
day or evening rides in adVance. The 
cost for group rides is $75 per hour or 
$ l 30 for tWo hours. For an addlUonal 
$30. a group can rent a bionflre site 
close to the Water and Uie farm. 

"We run rain or shine," said Cliris 
WUllams, Assistant Manager at Uie 
Kensington Farm Center, "unless 
Uiere ls an electrical storm. I guess 
Uie oUier WeaUier factor is lf the 
tenperature gets aboVe 90 or lf the 
Wind clilll is 20 and bieloW. We try to 
lookout for Uie Welfare of Uic horses." 

And When lt snows, {fcnslngton 
runs sleigh rides for the same cost. 
But Uiere are added atUacUons at the

H a y r i d e s m a k e for a r e l a x i r l g t i l n e for the w h o l e f a m i l y . 

Farm Center instead ofjust liayrides. 
The Farm Center is dedicated to 

providing an exlilblt o fa farm WlUi 
several pens of farm animals -— in­
cluding horses, cows, sWlne. and 
leghorn chickens and more — on 
display. 

Before or after Uie hayrlde. Visitors 
can take a self-guided tour of the 
fann or arrange for a tour guide and 
see farm demonstraUons like sheep 
shearing or milking. 

Closer to NoVl is Maybu1y State 
Park, Which offers tractor-draWn 
liayrides for groups until Dec. 1. The 
rides are offered out of the IVlaybu1y 
Î ldlng Stable. FteservaUons must tie 
made in advance. The cost is $6 per 
person or a minimum charge of$ 120. 

Included in the cost of the ride, 
wlllch lasts 40 to 45 minutes, are 
added U-eats like horse back riding, 
and the use ofthe bonfire pit for two 
hours. 

Manager ICelth Gordon said. "IfWe 
don't need the flreplt afterwards. We'll 
let you use it until Uie park closes at 

11." 
Also aVallable at Maybury are its 

lilking Ualls, playgnDunds and fish­
ing pond. 

The riding stable also offers sunset 
horseback rides WlUi hotdogs, beans 
and chips. 

Canton Township's Real Life 
Camp and Farm offers tractor-drawn 
liayrides wlUi horsetiack riding for 
groups of25 or more, The camp is pri-
Vately owned and runs hayride most 
of Uie year from Monday to Sunday. 

The ride's cost Is $6.50 per child 
and $7.50 per adult and Includes a 
30 to 40 minute hayrlde and a bon­
fire. Groups of 50 or more have free 
use of the Uiree levels of the heated 
bam. Of course, group rides must 
make reservaUons in advance. 

"Groups have rented out our bam 
for square dancing and weddings," 
said Mary Ann Fraser, one of the 
owners. 

Groups liaVe to provide their own 
refresliments but alcoholic txVer-
ages are prohibited.

Carol ls describing a recent panlc attack she 
experienced wlllle sliopping in a crowded mall. 

Difficulty breathing, heart palpltaUonS. 
chest pain, a choking sensaUon, hot and cold 
flashes, numbness, dizziness and racing 
thoughts are some of the Intense physical sen-
saUons experienced by panlc attack suflerers. 
In response to these terribly frightening symp­
toms, sufferers tiegln to fear having a heart at­
tack going crazy, clylng, passing out or making 
a fool of themselves. 

They begln to avoid sltuaUons w h e r e a panic 
attack ls possible. Gradually the avoidance be­
havior, known as agoraphobia, spreads to In­
clude traveling far from home, being alone. 

shopping In crowded stores, driving on free­
ways or across bridges and overpasses, and 
other SltuaUons Where sufferers feel trapped 
and unable to escape to their "safety zone." 

Panic disorder and agoraphobia are Very 
common psychological condlUons. .An esU-
mated 2.5 mlUlon Americans avoid crowds for 
fear of having panic attacks. .Another nine mil­
lion people avoid driving. Nearly tliree million 
Americans avoid going to groceiy stores be­
cause of fearful feelings. 

According to Uie NaUonal InsUtute of Mental 
Health. 8.3 percent of the American populaUon 
suffers from panic anxiety, making lt more 
common than depression, alcohol and sub­
stance abuse, and schizophrenia. In fact, panic 
disorder is the most common psychological dis­
order among Women. Though common, panic 
disorder can be devastating to the victim and 
famHv, restricUng life and making everyday ac­
UvlUes lmposslble. 

While It is dllllcult to say what causes panic 
disorder, there are some common denomina­
tors among sufferers. Many panlc vlctlms ex­
perienced unusual anxiety abiout separaUon ln 
chlldh(xxl, perhaps suffering a traumaUc loss 
or possibly a phobic avoidance of school. Ex­
perts noted a high level of alcoholism and pa­
rental crlUclsm ln chtldhood. Panic sufferers 
grow up to be lntelllgent. dependable people 
Who are highly senslUve to criUclsm and 
reJecUon. 

The lntlal panic attack. Which occurs most 
frequently women between 18 and 35 is usually 
triggered by excessive stress, such as marriage, 
having a clilld, divorce or gettlng a new Job. .Af­
ter tllls hilUal attack, the avoidance lwhavlor 
begins, leading to an ever-Increasing cycle of 
panic attacks and avoidance behavior. Which at 
its extreme can cause Uie vlcUm to become 
completely house-bound. 

Fortimately, treatment ls available and has a 
hlgh degree of success. While some paUents 
benefit from medlcaUon, many people can leam 
to cope more effecUvely with short-term 
counseling. 

The U-eatment process for anxiety, panic and 
agoraphobia helps patients change habits of 
thought, belief, atUtude and behavior that have 
led to feelings of anxiety. PaUents are taught re­
laxation skills and leam that the physical sen­
sations experienced during panic are not 
dangerous. 

Gradually, they leam to use newly acquired 
skills to successfully enter previously avoided 
sltuaUons, and with pracUce the panic symp­
toms usually subside.

Janet has drawn 
on her experience as an interior design specialist 
for libraries to produce an environment that is at 
once str iking yet livable. 

lt's a place Where guests can ooh and aah over 
the subtle details like Janet's quilting and the 
clilldren's artWork on the Walls Wlille the family 
dog. Babe, can blunder around Without a care. 

Entering through handcarved hardWood front 
doors, a guest enters Janet's favorite room. It's a 
solarium that Was added on to the front of the 
elght-year-old home about tWo or three years after 
lt Was buil t .

FIRST FLOOR PUN

Q . How do you protect 
plants against the flrst fall 
frost" 

A . I use a thermo coVer. an 
easy-to-tend p roduc t that ' s 
more like a fabric that brings 
a nurse1y-llke atmosphere to 
the garden, lt keeps crops and 
flowers Warm during light firost 
and cool 11ights. Easy to use. It 
installs l n mlnutes. 

A l t h o u g h t h i s coVer does 
i roVlde frost p r o t e c t i o n i n 
ight fi-osts. It is not foolproof, 

so play it by earl Listen to the 
Weather station. 

Jus t be sure that Whatever 
covering you use is fastened 
properly around the plants to 
keep out the c o l d n i g h t a i r 
Remove the coVcr lng i n the 
morning as soon as the tem­
perature rises above 50 F. If 
frost Is forecast, back goes the 
cover to protect the plants i n 
U1e eVenlng. 

Tomatoes aren ' t the on ly 
vegetable to consider covering. 
Watch the other tender var i ­
eties too. such as zuccl i lnl and 
canta loupes , etc. It's rea l ly 
WorthWliUe to cover these and 
other frost-susceptible plants 
In your garden. You'U probably 
be harVestlng de l ic ious pro­
duce for another Week or tWo 
instead of p u l l i n g up plants 
ruined by the flrst nip of fi-ost! 

G A R D E N I N G 

Although vegetables come to 
mind fu-st (after aU, We all love 
to eat!), don't forget to protect 
tender flowers and plants, too. 
Have y o u some f abu lous 
dah11as Just approaching their 
full beauiy? Don't let tiie first 
fi-ost be a kUlJoy! 

Cover the dahlias the same 
Way y o u W o u l d tomatoes . 
Marigolds, z innias and other 
floWers can also be saved for 
fa l l en joymen t by cover ing 
them for a night or tWo When 
the mercuiy flrst dips. 

W h e n a fo recas t of p r o ­
longed f r eez ing Weather 
tlireatens to end your garden­
ing season, the best thing to 
do is pick as many floWers and 
vege tab les as y o u can for 
enjoyment. 

Gather large green tomatoes 
and spread them out indoors 
i n a single layer i n a box or 
basket i n an airy place (tem­
perature range 55 F to 60 F). 

9. Can you give me some 
advice on bow to plan a 
perennial garden? 

A . P e r e n n i a l s are floWers 
that, if properly cared for. can 
b l o o m for y e a r s W i t h o u t 
replanting. They can be plant­
ed In the spring, but I think

• Protect crops and flowers from early frost with a thermal cover 
• Be sure the cover is fastened properly to protect plants from cool 
night air. 
• Remove covering in the morning when temperatures reach 50°F. 
• If prolonged freezing weather is forecast, pick as many 
vegetables and flowers as possible before the frost hits. 
• In addition to tomatoes, zucchini and cantaloupes are 
susceptible to frost.

Owners should spruce up the 
appearance of their home, giving It 
posltlVe "curb appeal" and a Visu­
ally warm and Inviting atmosphere 
inside. 
' This does not need to involve a 

major outlay of money, but it Wlll 
t ake t ime and effort to m a k e 
things appear splffy and all oper­
ating elerilents working properly. 
That Includes everything down to 
doorknobs , b l inds and cab ine t 
doors. 

Mos t prospective buyers today 
don't have time to fix up a home 
after a purchase. Typically, hus­
band and wife both work full time 
While raising the kids. That leaves 
no time for fix-up chores, so they 
pass by any house that may need 
It.

A good, consistently active team 
effort by home seller and broker 
can expedite sale significantly -— 
even In today's slow market. There 
are still homes that sell within a 
couple of weeks of being l isted. 
Some attract two or three offers at 
a time. That's a situation coveted 
by many sellers who have been 
waiting, waiting, waiting.
