It was a real Friday the 13th fof 
City Couricll Meiiibers Nancy Cas­
sis, Carol Mason and Joseph Toth. 

Recall petitions targeting the 
three were subn1itted to Oakland 
County that momlng by Haggerty 
Road resident .Art Cervl. 

"The ln-flghtlr1g (on council) Is 
getting rldiciSous and embarasslng 
. . . If it does nothing (more) than 
shake them up and realize that the 
citizens of NoVl come first and not 
their own persoiial likes and dis­
likes, it will benefit th city," Cervl 
said. 

The documents' language cate­
gorizes Cassis as an "obstruction­
ist" whose behavior is "degrading, 
disruptive and destructive;" Mason 
as a "protestor" who won't work 
with her fellow council members 
and Toth as a seeker of "power by 
intimidation." overstepping his role 
as legislator. 

Toth and Mason said they plan to 
seek the advice of their lawyers. 
Cassis could not be reached for 
comment by press-time. 

"I think we're Just going to take it 
over to the attorneys. I think It's an 
attempt (at) a smear campaign. 

ART CERVI 
There's nothing in there that makes 
any sense," Toth said. 

The county Board of Election 
Commissioners will meet Dec. 2 in 
the courtroom of probate court 
Chief Judge Barry Grant, the 
board's chairman, to rule if the peti­
tion language is worded clearly 
enough for the targeted ofilcials and 
the Voters to "identify the conduct 
which is the basis for the recall." 
The meeting is mandated by Public 
Act 456 of 1982, an amendment to 

the recall section of the slate elec­
tion laws. 

If the petitions are approved, the 
circulators will need to gather 
2,429 signatures to put the recall 
question on the ballot, said Janet 
Slickley, county (ilrector of elec­
tions. This number is equal to 2.5 
percent of the voters who turned 
out for the last governor's election. 

Threats to recall the three coiin-
cll members were first heard In Au­
gust, when supporters of the Hag­
gerty Connector accused them of 
dragging their heels to delay the 
project. 

Cervl said he anticipates that the 
petition drive will be successful. 

Working with Cervi on the recall 
Is Martha Hoyer, a former city 
council member who retired in 
1991. 

Both say there are no political 
motivations or commercial inter­
ests behind the recall, as has b e e n 
charged by some council members. 

"There's constant in-fighting and 
ilame-calling. . .I'd love it if 1 could 
Just get out of everything. For me as 
a former council member, it's em­
barasslng to watch tills council," 
Hoyer said. 

Other participants in the drive, 
who are organized as a committee, 

have not yet been revealed. Cervi 
saj's their names may be in the near 
future. 

There are no developers on the 
commiilee. Il'sjust people like my­
self that are concerned citizens," he 
said. 

Mason said she plailned to take 
the petition straight to her attorney. 

"ri-n not going to play around 
with these people. If they have a 
right to recall, we have a right to 
know who's involved. Maybe there 
might be something Involved with 
MOOT, rrhe Michigan Department 
of Transportation)," she said. 

"We don't know what their part In 
this is. What is Martha's overall in­
terest? What is .Art Cervl's real In­
terest? (Developer) Neil Sosin 
wanted to buy his (Haggerty Road) 
property but it was too small. 
Maybe they're trying to come in 
within the next five years and have 
all that rezoned for business. I think 
they wouldn't want people on the 
council who will say we won't 
rezone." 

Hoyer denied that any special in­
terests were behind the action. 

"l think Art's been veiy clear in 
the motivation.

The recall petition says Joe Toth's "budget terrorism" tias 
turned Into "power by intimidation."

More than glass, plastks and 
newspapers could be recycled in 
Novl. The city might pull out and 
reuse a proposal for citywlde 
Waste Jiauling just tossed away by 
voters. 

In the meantime, the Novl atl-
zens Solid Waste Committee will 
recommend Nov. 23 that the clfy 
council create a new ordinance 
nlandating all disposal firms 
Working in Novl to provide c11rb-
side recycling, spokesperson 
Nancy Schubrî g said Thursday. 

"Wedo not want it to bea tax or 
mlll(age). It woi11d be up to the 
people to contact waste haulers 
and get the biest price they can," 
she said. 

On Nov. 23, 53 percent of the 
Voters trounced a proposal for 
clfywlde trash pickup, mandatoiy 
retycllng, composting and ha­
zardous waste disposal. The an 
nual fee for single famity resi­
dences would have been Just 
under $150. 

"In general, I'd say this issue is 
not dead. We're readly convinced 
that the only way to have a com­
plete recycling prograin is to do It 
citywlde," City Manager Edward 
Kriewall said recently. 

"We need to do some reflecting 
for a few weeks." 

Kriewall said the city may not 
have marketed Its proposal as ac­
tively as Its most outspoken oppo­
nent and theorizes that the lone 
local ballot question was "lost in 
confusion and hoopla of general 
clecUon." 

The Ann Arbor-tiased Horn-
beck Sanitation, a smaller flml. 
kicked off a vigorous flyer cam­
paign against the ciys plan. The 
firm's owner, Steve Hombeck, 
said the loss of over2,000custom­
ers In the city would put hlmout of 
business. 

Like the parkla11d proposal, 
waste disposal could become a 
ballot Issue with as matiy lives as 
a cat 

"I think we could have done 
more. Sometimes, lt'U take two or 
three more tl11ies to educate peo­
ple. In the end It will pass," he 
said. 

"There was so1ne bad informa­
tion in those circulars. I talked to 
several people that were confused.

f o r F u e r s t e s t a t e

Novi school ofilcials are paying 
close attention to the status and the 
future of the Fuerst property lo­
cated next to Novi Hi^ School on 
Tafi: and Ten Mile roads. 

The school district owns the land 
on which the home of Iva and Ruby 
Fuerst sits, as well as the house, 
bam and accomparling buildings. 
Board of Education members and 
administration ofilcials are looking 
at what problems may exist at the 
site now and what should eventu­
ally be done with it. 

Iva Fuerst deeded the land to the 
school district in her will. That is 
not in dispute in the current court 
case concerning the will of Ruby 
.Fuerst, who died last year. 

Novi school officials, however, 
are considering what should be 
done with the sisters' homestead it­
self. Assistant Superintendent for 
Business and Operations James 
Koster has prepaid a report on the 
legalities of the issue at the board's 
request. 

The attorney representing the 
City of Novi in the Fuerst case, Da­
vid Fried, added that it will go before 
a Judge in January, with nearly Sl 
million at stake. Fuerst's will origi­
nally gave most of her considerable 
financial holdings to the city, condi­
tioned upon its using the money 
and land it received for certain 
public projects. 

Shortly before she died, Fuerst 
signed a new will which gave the 
lion's share of her wealth to the 
caregiver. The legal battle is over 
which will is Valid.

Novl Schools adml111st1:ators have 
beeil engaged In a Voter education ef­
fort for ^ost two months. In antici­
pation of the Dec. l 5 vote on a prop­
osed Ixjnd Issue. 

District residents go to the polls 29 
days from now to say "yea" or "nay" to 
a $31.9 million bond issue that will 
pay for an expansion, renovation and 
technology program. 

"We think that people need to 
IcnoW about Dec. 15," said Dr. Em-
mett Lippe, superintendent of 
schools. "They need to know what 
this bond is and how it will affect their 
schools." 

Uppe and .Assistant Superinten­
dent for Business and Operations 
James Koster have given a presenta-
Uon on the tiond issue to many dllTe-
rent groups since the Board of Edu­
cation decided to ask for the Iwnd 
issue in September. 

'VVeVe spoken to all of the parents' 
groups." he said, "all of the stalT (at 
district schools), the conlmunity 
education council, the band boosters 
•— a bunch of folks." 

They've also discussed the matter 
with the Novl City CouncU, local real­
tors and others In the course of busi­
ness meetings, added Uppe. Others 
who came into his office seeking in­
formation got to hear the presenta­
tion as well. 

The presentations tiy to touch 
upon eveiy thing voters want to know 
about, Uppe said. "We cover the dllTe-

Area residents Will see it rising 
from the construcUon rubble: a 
60-foot-high bridge that will span In-
terstates 696, 96 and 275 and be­
come one of the flrst links to the Hag­
gerty Connector in Novi. 

At least that's how Tom MaW, pro­
ject engineer for the Michigan De­
partment of Transportation, de­
scribes the 1000-foot-long bridge 
which will run eastbound on 1-96 to 
the Haggerty Connector, oUierwise 
known as M-5. 

"There are other bridges in U1e 
area close to that size," Maki said. 
"But it's sUU quite a sUucture." 

Another 450-foot-long bridge 
crisscrosses underneath the super-
bridge, creaUng a tri-level sUructure 
of existing roadway and the two 
bridges. 

'It will be interesUng for drivers be­

cause as they drive through and see 
the project during different stages 
over a period of montlls, Uiey'll see 
this structure rise out of Ui1e gixiund," 
Maki said. 

ConsUucUon of U1e Haggerty Con­
nector has already begun. The road 
wUl run five miles north of U1e inter-
change to PonUac Trail, parallel to 
Haggerty Road In Novl. 

ConstrucUon of the Interchange 
should be complete next year, but 
not in use unUl 1995 when the flrst 
segment of M-5, between the inter-
change and TXvelve Mile, is finished. 

Officials say drivers should not be 
inconvenienced by the construcUon. 
MOOT will rely on temporaiy lane 
closures, usually during off-peak 
U^c hours, during construcUon, 
Maki said.

: nle decision came at the request of 
pjunclJ Member Nancy Cassis, who 
questioned a bill from JCK & Associates 
for work done on sewer and water lines 
along Tweh'c MlJe Road. Cassis pointed 
•out that a 1983 manual published by tile 
American Society of CivU Engineers sug-
•gcsts that the fees charged by engineers 
Should be 15 percent of the total cost of 
fhc project. She claimed the amounts be-

billed byJCK would be more than 15 
:̂ crcent, closer to 30 percent. 

Is JCK overcharging the city? It is a 
foir issue to raise. It Is a fair topic for 
tevlew. 

However, we see only two questions 
: kit need be asked about the $43,000: 
^ Are these charges based on rates the 
.city has previously agreed to with JCK? 

Was the work actually done? 
If these two questloils net "yes" an­

swers, the city should simply release the 
•jayment to JCK and cut the check 
Immediately. 

Unless there Is reason to believe — 
not Just vague suspicions but actual e v i ­
d e n c e — t h a t JCK is padding its bill, tile 
jiity should make the payment immedi­
ately. We doubt this Is the problem. 
Council members did not suggest last 
Monday that they thought JCK was pad­
ding the blU. They only questioned the 
fee structure. 

^̂^̂  •^'l^*'^'^''''^?-^^^^^^ that fee •Styt"i^^^d^lt^^ city needs to 
pay its omS; Withholding payment for 
work already done at an agreed to price, 
counts as reneging on the part of the city 
government. It's not good business. Yes, 
we expect the city council and city admi­
nistration to watchdog Novi's consulting 
firms. But we also expect them to be fair. 

Now, it could still be that the City of 
Novl is paying more for engineering ser­
vices than it has to. It could be that the 
city could get the same worlc done for a 
lower price. And that is a fair matter for 
the councU to pursue further. But you 
pay what you owe even If you are going to 
start shopping around. 

The way to determine whether Novl 
is getting a fair price and whether it is 
getting what it pays for Is to put the con­
tract for engineering services out to bid. 
Council could review JCK's rate struc­
ture, as was proposed in last Monday's 
meeting, but we doubt It will resolve the 
question. Regardless of how J CK sets up 
Us fees, there are sure to be other ways to 
do it. And that will only lead to more 
questions and more arguments about 
which methods of rate settlIIg are most 
fair to the city. 

We fear a review Of JCK's rates will 
orlly lead to an endless, unresolvable de­
bate. The fairness of rates charged Is 
clearly a subjective Issue. 

Putting the contract Out tO bid Is 
the only objective Way Of determining 
whether the city could the service at a 
lower rate. And we favor periodically go­
ing out to bid on all of Novl's contracts. 
Periodic requests forbids should Include 
engineering consultants, attorney ser-
Ivices, planning consultants, trafflc con-
Isultants, labor attorneys, bonding attor-
|neys and financial consultants — what 

G o v e r n m e n t 

you might call the "brainpower services." 
Ot)viously, the bidding process 

would be a bit dilTerent for brainpower 
services than for, say, olllce supplies, 
city automobiles or paper towels. The 
city could not Just take the lowest bid. 
The quality of the services and the com­
petence of the consultant are factors 
which must get a great deal of considera­
tion. The city would reasonably pay a 
little higher price If that means the coun­
cU would have more confidence In the 
work being done. 

For example, the city council might 
take bids on engineering services and It 
might Just find that somebody can give 
Novi a little better price than JCK. If the 
diflerence Is small. It Is probably not 
worth making the change. For one, JCK 
has all the background knowledge of 
Novi's previous engineering work. That's 
a value, and a big one, that is pretty hard 
to put a price on. Keep in mind that there 
would be hidden costs with a new firm, 
such as city staff spending time digging 
up the information the new firm needs 
that JCK would have already had. 

There are still two very good rea­
sons to put th^serconttacts out to bid 
periodically. 
• It is always possible that an equally 
competent firm could submit a bid sig­
nificantly undercutting one of the cur­
rent consultants. Lf Novl can get a con­
sulting service of equal quality or better 
for a significantly lower price, it might 
Just save Ule city a good deal of money in 
the long run. 
• E\'en if no firm can give the city a bet­
ter price, the competitive pressure of a 
periodic bidding process will keep Novi's 
consulting finns at the lowest rates pos­
sible. In almost any business, nothing 
seems to contribute to rapidly rislIIg 
rates like a lack of competition. 

Keep In mind that Nov! already 
does this to a degree now. Every few 
years, and whenever there is a rate In­
crease from a consulting firm, the city 
typically goes out to surrounding com­
munities to take a look at what they are 
paying for the same services. Past re­
views have shown that Novi's consulting 
flnms, and JCK In particular, are well 
within the norm for what they charge, ln 
fact, the review of surrounding com­
munities two years ago found JCK In the 
lower-middle range of the pack, and JCK 
hasn't upped Its rates since. 

Still, it is fair to go shopping. We've 
no problem with that whatsoever, ln fact, 
it Is wise to do so from tinle to time. 

Nonetheless, the city should pay 
what it already owes, what it has already 
agreed to pay, regardless of whether the 
price Is high. 

And the council should not be try­
ing to assess the falIrless of JCK's rate 
structure. That would be a hopelessly 
time consuming and unproductive 
debate.

A planned expansion of a Walled 
Lake school district elementary in 
northern NoVl is under review by city 
ofilcials. No obstacles, however, are 
on the horizon. 

Hickory Woods Elementary, part 
of the Walled Lake Consolidated 
Schools District, is located on Decker 
Road in the City of Novl. The dlsUlct 
has decided to add two new class­
rooms to the facility to accommo<date 
increased eiu-ollment. 

Dr. James Geisler, superinten­
dent of Walled Lake schools, asked 
Novl City Manager Edward Kriewall 
last month 'for an administrative re­
view of a proposed adtUtion to Hick­
ory Woods Elementaly." 

While state law exempts them 
from having to gain city approval for 

the plan, school ofllclals have asked 
Novi officials to review it as a 
courtesy. 

"We haven't received a response 
from them yet," Geisler said. "They 
(recently) received more InfoImation 
on the project. 

•Our rapidly growing enrollment 
necessitates the addition of two 
classrooms," Geisler said. He added 
that school ofilcials expected them to 
be ready for use in August 1993. To 
achieve that, Geisler said constnic-
tion must begin next month. He 
added that he felt that the disUct 
could start seeking preliminary bids 
on schedule in December, 

State statute doesn't demand that 
the district submit their plans for 
Novl approval, the superintendent 
said, 'but we want to maintain cor­
dial relations." 

City ofBcials, however, wanted the 

district to abide by local ordinances 
that protect woodlands in Novi. 
Walled Lake school ofilcials have 
agreed to replace the small number of 
trees that will be cut down. 

The two-classroom addition "will 
impact the woodlands surrounding 
the southeast comer of the proposed 
structure," Geisler said. City of Novi 
Forester Chris F'argoff, who went over 
the site, said about 12 trees would be 
affected. "They're too large to be 
moved," he added, '(so) the/lljust be 
replaced." 

District officials and the city's 
woodlands consultant reached an 
agreement over the tree replacement, 
East Lake Drive residents, whose 
homes abut HIckofy Wood's prop­
erty, had accused the district of cut-
ting down trees and brush it had 
promised to save to build a fence ar­
ound the school. Geisler said that he 

had not received any further com­
plaints from any residents. '1 believe 
they came to an agreement." he said. 

"We've gone through the plans," 
said Novl Stair Planner Michael 
Csapo. They're very early along in 
the project." He added that the city 
will examine the new information 
and respond to the school district in a 
timely fashion. 

There's not a great deal of work 
being done on the site," Csapo said. 
'Not a lot of trees will be disturbed." 

The planner added that his olTlce 
had received no complaints froln re­
sidents about the project. 

Can Walled Lake have the school 
ready for next fall? That's really up to 
them," said Csapo. "It depends on 
how quickly they can gel their bids 
out and make some decisions. 
There's no reason they couldn't."

In a case like that, it Is still the bus­
iness owner who would have to pay 
the fine.

Cutting the fat 
calls for new 
ingredient lists 

If a mulBn weighs heavy ln your hand, and 
has a sticky surface. It ls likely to have as 
many calories and as much fet as a cupcake 
or doughnut. 

Many bakeiy or dell mufllns have more 
hydrogenated oil. sugar and eggs than oat or 
wheat bran. A sign of a hlgh fat content Is a 
dense and moist product. Uke a baked cannot 
cake or banana bî ead. If you change, modify or 
clean up your recipes this need not happen. 
Food can still be delicious If the fat. sugar and 
salt are jieduced in favorite recipes. 

To reduce sodium In your diet or recipes be 
on the look out for baldng powder, baking 
soda, soy sauce, brine, garlic salt, onion salt, 
monosodlum glutamate (MSG), sea salt, sodium 
chloride (table salt), sodium citrate, sodium ni­
trate, sodium phosphate and sodli1m saccharin. 

Read the labels on packaged foods. In most 
home recipes cut the amount of salt ln half, 
the exception would be yeast bread. You will 
soon adjust to the less salty flavor. 

Instead of using salt, substitute herbs, 
spices, lemon or lime Juice or a combination of 
these. Some herbs and spices to consider are 
dill, oregano. basil, roseniary. thyme, cumin, 
chill powder, cuny powder, and paprika. 
Ketchup and mustaixi are virtually fat free but 
are high in sodium. Make your own mustard 
by using dry mustard powder, add milk, vine­
gar or water and mix to desired consistency. 

To decrease saturated lat and cholesterol, 
use vegetable oils Instead of solid fat Use ab­
out one-fourth less oil than the recipe calls for. 
Substitute apple sauce ln equal amoimts for 
the oil In a cake, brownie or mufftn n11x. 

Most standard recipes call for more sugar, 
salt and fat than necessary. Use half the 
amount of sugar called for in baked goods and 
desserts. EJveiy one-fourth cup of brown or 
white sugar adds nearly 200 empty calories. 
This lesser amount of sugar ls best for quick 

i breads, cookies, ple filling, custard pudding and" 
fnlit crisps. 

Increase the amoimt of Vanilla or cinnamon 
for recipes that you haVe decreased the sugar. 
This will give the Impression of sweetness. EU-
n1inate adiiltlonal calories by replacing frosting 
with Just a light dusting of powdered sugar. 

Choose and cook meat the low-fat way. The 
leanest beef ls: top round, eye of the roimd, 
round tip. sirloin, top loin and tenderloin. 
These cuts of meat can be made tender by 
marlnatiilg them ln an acid-base llq11ld such as 
Vlnegar. cltrus Juice, tomato Juice or wine. 

Most salad (iresslngs. creamy or oily, get 90 
percent of their calories from fat However they 
may also contain eggs, cream and cheese. Make 
your own dressing to aVold the fat. When mak­
ing a Vinaigrette use less oil and more Vlnegar. 

For a new flavor ln a palatable low-oil dress­
ing, use a flavorful walnut oil and a mlld bal-
samer or rice vinegar, add a little garlic, a few 
herbs, and dljon mustard. You'll be amazed 
over the dell̂ tflil creamy dressing you can 
make from plain non-fat yogurt, onion, dill, ore­
gano or basil and pepper. Mayonnaise ls about 
100 percent fet with little cholesterol. A better 
choice would be to make your own version by 
diluting a low-lat or light mayonnalse with non­
fat yogurt, lemon Jullce or vlnegar. 

For good health reasons, maybe you'd like to 
conslder a semi-vegetarian diet. This ls a diet 
of fresh vegetables, grains, legumes, fi^sh fruit 
and dairy products with an occasional moderate 
serving of beef, poultiy or flsh. Generally four 
ounces of imcooked trimmed meat without 
bone wlll yield three Ounces Of cooked meat. A 
three-oimce cooked serving ls about the size of 
a deck of playing cards. 

Healthy eating does not mean boring or un­
appealing. Clean up your recipes by reducing 
the fat, sugar and salt in them, and reduce the 
fatty foods you choose. You'll feel better and it 
certainly will be better for you.

C o l l e g e ' s r e t a i l s t o r e e m p h a s i z e s q u a l i t y

A lot of people don't know that we have one of 
the finest culinary arts schools in the country 
right here In our midst. 

Schoolcrafl: College conslstentfy Is rated 
among .America's top culinary arts programs. 
But fewer people know that they can put some of 
the best the school has to offer right on their own 
dirmer tables tonight 

They're the ones whoVe never tried to purch­
ase anything from The Professor's Pantiy, the 
retail outlet for the Items created by students in 
Schoolcraft's progranL 

The "professor' behind the Professor's Pantry 
is Chef Sylvia Hayes. She presented the idea 
several years ago when she was about to gradu­
ate from the cullr1a1y arts school herself. She 
was hired soon after, and the Professor's Pantry 
has been hers ever since. 

"In my opinion, it's the best kept secret In 
town," says Chef Hayes. "People who come here 
like the service. The products are prepared 
daily, and there is a variety of items to choose 
from. Of course, the standard of the department 
as a whole Is to provide the finest products we 
can. That's the thlngweemphaslze, is that these 
are quality products." 

Creation of a retail outlet was a natural for 
Schoolcraft's culinary arts department With all 
the work students did In the kitchen, there was 
a lot of fine food being made, and the school 
cafeteria couldn't handle it all. 

On any given day, students turn out products 
from butchering, charcuterie (sausages and 
their like), baking, pastry-making and catering 
classes. 

"This gave the students, staff and the com­
munity a chance to purchase food through the 
culinaiy arts department" says Chef Hayes. 
"We started on the cafeteria line, and then 
moved to our own coimter." 

Nowadays the bulk of the customers oohing 

and aahing over the glass cases at the Î fes-
sor's Pantry come from the adjacent office 
buildings. 

"We use the money we make to buy new 
things." Chef Hayes says. 

You probably shouldn't go to the Professor's 
Pantry expecting to find a bar̂ galn. You won't 
find discount prices here. But then, where else 
can you find exquisitely prepared cakes and 
pies that will make your family and guests want 
to take pictures? 

And we dare say you won't find better tasting 
sausages, smoked meats and pates anywhere in 
Southeast Michigan than the ones at the Profes­
sor's Pantry. They're ground, prepared and 
smoked ri^t in the kitchen under the direction 
of Schoolcraft's chefs and instructors. Fresh 
breads and roUs come fipesh from the oven, too. 

The pricing, sa3rs Chef Hayes, is competitive, 
and most items are actually less expensive than 
you r1ilght pay in a store for gourmet-quality 
products. Sound business and marketing prac­
tices are, after all, part of the lesson that stu­
dents are supposed to learn while working at the 
Professor's Pantiy. And lesson one Is that qual­
ity costs. 

'It's an lr1structlonal aspect of the program," 
Hayes says. It teaches them retail and market­
ing sklUs." 

Jennifer Crist, a student working at the Pro­
fessor's Pantry points out, "It teaches us cus­
tomer relations, too. 

Says Chef Hayes, " T h e y learn to deal with the 
various holidays, running specials and setting 
up platters. They learn which products are 
marketable." 

Crist a second-year student from Uvonla, 
has formed her own opinions on that diB-ing her 
stint behind the counter. 

"We had a barlana torte last week that was 
awesome," she says. "Pastries. That's what I re­
ally Want to go into. But then, that changes ev-

Now it consists of breaking dowil qilar-

ters or parts of the carcass versiis the 
whole thing. There is little specialty work 
reqiIlred. When Is the last time you asked 
your butcher to do something special for 
you? We Just don't anymore. 

Instead, we'll go to a huge, giant market 
that seUs everything from diapers to beer 
and pick up whatever steak or chicken 
happens to be in the counter at the time. 

Our demand forquallfyhas diminished 
drastically. We are much too accepting. 
Granted, time is a factor It Is hard to make 
10 strips Instead of one. So. we'll sacrifice 
quality and taste for convince. It's a 
shame. 

For the last few years niy aimt and 

uncle have struggled to keep the business 
viable. My Aunt Georgia makes the most 
Incredible soups in the world. Really, re­
ally, good, earthy, fatastlc soups. 

Her turkey sausage ls the best I've ever 
tasted. There are no preservatives or ni­
trates. Only fresh ground turkey meet 
sans fat and other body parts that some­
times find their way into the store product 
Her way ls much more expensive but she 
only made what she'd feed to her family. 
That's one of the differences between a 
giant super and a small shop. I'm lucky, 
I've got the recipe and sometime soon will 
venture into sausage making. 

Visiting thefr shop was a treat, one of 
the highlights of a Buffalo trip. "Here t1y 
this." "Take some spaghetti sauce to your 

grandmother." "How much bacon do want 
to Lake home?" and all the while, custom­
ers coming and going. 

Some have been regulars for decades. 
Others are sons, daughters or grandchil­
dren of the forerunners. Names are used. 
There is no need for taking a number. 
These are pafrons they have known for 
eons. There is mutual respect. 

But No longer. Uncle George will go to 
work for a friend. Aunt Georgie will close 
up the shop, getting ready for a new ten­
ant. They will be sad. It Would be impossi­
ble not to be. Thefr lives have been devoted 
to an honorable and respectable profes­
sion. I'm very proud of them and thefr de­
dication and feel sorrow for the end of an 
era that can never return.
