Council Member Nancy Cassis charged Mon-
day that a move to recall her is an attempt by
powerful people workingbehind the scenes to si-
fencean investigation she spearheaded into a re-

routed Novi Road water main.

*I think that the language is so vague, without
any kind of substance. There are people who are
desperate out there to derail the water main,”

she said.

“It's the timing of this thing. We are getting
very close to looking at the policy and changing
how things are done in the city. We're looking at
reasserting councll's authority over policy.”

Representing a group of as-yet-unnamed cit-
zens, Cervi — the star of the nationally-
syndicated Bozo The Clown Show in the 1960s
and 1970s -- took proposed recall petitions for
Cassis and Council Members Joseph Toth and
Carol Mason to Qakland County en Nov. 13.

On Dec. 2, the county’s board of election com-

Loss estimates high
in Red Timbers fire

The Red Timbers, a landmark
Novt bar and restaurant, was gut-
ted by fire early Tuesday mormning.

The Grand River Avenue eatery
appears tohave fallen prey either to
faulty electrical wiring or cigarettes,
Novi Fire Chlef Arthur Lenaghan
sald.

Much of the peaked roof and in-
terfor of the building were de-
stroyed. Eslimates on the devasta-
tion range from $550,000 to $1
million. )

Co-owner Basil Stavroboulos
said that when he was notified at
2:15 am. that the fire alarm had
gone off, he thought it was another
one of the false warmnings his new
detection system had been kicking
off recently. Te system had had two
false alarms recently and he had
Just left the restaurant at about
midnight.

Stavroboulos said he asked the
alarm company to lsten to the au-
dio system In the restaurant, but
nothing could be heard. He sald he
did not want to incur a fine under
the city's new false alarms ordj-
nance, Stavroboulos drove to the
restaurant to check on his
busliness.

However, the Novi Fire Depart-
ment was notified at 2:18a.m. by a
passer-by who noticed the smoke
and arrtved at 2:22 am.

Stavroboulos showed up at the
Red Timbers as the fire department
was arrivingand unlocked the door.

accidental fire,” Lenaghan said.

Robert Miller, son of co-owner
Chuck Miller and a chef at the eat-
ery, was due in to work at 8 a.m.
Tuesday but was awakened-at 7:15
a.m. with a telephone call telling
him not to bother coming in.

“I freaked. I ran there in niy paja-
mas,” he said early Tuesday
afternoon.

"It's quite devastating. I'm still in
shock.”

Miller started out at the restaur-
ant as a 17-year-old dishwasher
and graduated to a Red Timbers
chef. He said the restaurant was re-
nowned for its seafood, especially
perch, and steak.

His family entered into the busi-
ness in 1979 when the building was
about a monthold, taking over from
the previous owners,

The township hall was eriginally
owned by the historical soclety,
which raised the funds to move it to
its present location, Muich saild.

The sand in the hourglass for the
117-year-old Novi Methodist Church
may not be running out quite as
quickly as once was thought.

A six-month moratarum slapped
on the proposed demolition of the
Grand River Avenue bullding termi-
nates in March.

However, LuAnne Kozma, chair of
the Historle District Study Commit-
tee, said Monday that she under-
stands owner George Keros has no
immediate plans for the site and will
donate the church to anyecne willing
to cart {t away.

This could buy Ume for preserva-
tionists, who would then need to find
a place to resettle this substantal

plece of local history.

Keros could not be reached for
commenit by deadline.

However, in the last weeks of Sep-
tember the city bullding department
was preparing to reach a decislon on
a demolition permit for the church
submitted by Keros. Trash binsanda
bulldozer were at the site when the
Novi City Councll stopped the action.

On her own time, Kozma has or-
ganlzed a commitiee of those Inter-
ested in preserving the church, She
lold the city council Monday that she
and Novi Historical Soclety President
Kathy Mutch recently discussed the
possiblity of hitching up with the
Metropolitan Detrolt Preservation
Link. Perhaps a Nowi chapter of the
activist group could be formed, she
sufgested,

Northville kicks off

If parents didn*t think teens In the
Northville school district teens had a
dnug and alcohol problem then, they
do now. If the resuits of a nationally
recognized drug and alcohol survey
of Northville public school students
didn't convince them, the introduc-
tion of the Safe Homes program
might.

In response to a drug and alcohol
problemn that the Northville Action
Council has always belleved existed
in the community, the clvic group
has launched its Safe Homes
program.

Safe Homes 1s a cornmunity-wide
program that encourages a drug- and
alcohol-free environment and re-
sponsible parenting. As Safe Homes
partcipants, parents agree Lo sign a

agree to provide adult supervision [or
all children visling their homes.
They also agree to provide a secure
place for toxic and hazardous chem-
cals and 1o prohibit minors from us-
ing tobdcco, drugs and alcohol in
their homes or on thelr property.

Middle schoo! and high school pa-
rents In a Safe Home agree 10 sel a
good example for students by not
abusing drugs or alcohol in the
home; nor will they allow teens to use
or consume alcohol in their homnes.
Parents agree to not allow their
teenagers lo host parties in their
homes when they are not home. By
signing the pledge form, parenis also
agree to abide by school and locals
laws regarding the use of drugs and
aleohol.

The preservationdsts will likely find
a friend in Mayor Pro Tem Hugh
Crawford.

The bullding's location near the
southwest carner of Grand River Av-
enue and Novi Road puts it smack in
the center of the Four Cormers, Novi's
historic downtown.

In September 1o put a halt to the de-
molition procedure by citing the pro-
visions of a new state law, the Local
Historic District Act of 1992. This le-

The vacant old church has long
been viewed as a shoe-in for the de-
signation, when the committee
surveylng the city’s noteworthy
pre-1950 sites completes its
research.

The Novl Historical Commission,
which does not have a city charter
mandate to save historic bulldings,
has agreed to provide information ab-
out the church and to channel any
potentlal plans proposed by others to
the city council, Mutch, a commis-
sion member, sald Monday.

“Itook exception tothat. If's a cow-
ardly way out. Some said. ‘Somebody
else out there will come up with a
plan and we'll (the commission} de-
cide what to do’ " she told the
councll.

County road commissioners

The county Road Commission will
take no quick action to replace man-
aging director John L. Grubba, who
Isleaving the post to become a deputy
executive for Oakland County.

“I'd rather be right than fast,” said
Lawrence E. Littman, chairman of
the three-member commission that
will pick a successor to Grubba, the
agency's chiel executive offlcer since
1973,

Grubba and Douglas L. Willlams,
the county’s chiel deputy treasurer,
were named deputies Thursday by
Oakland's newly elected executive L.
Brooks Patterson. Patterson and his
stafl officially take offlce Jan. 1, but
Crubba and Williams are also part of
the new executive's transition team
and will presumably leave their cur-
rent jobs before then.

Littman lauded Pattersan's ap-
peintment of Grubba. “John did a
tremendous fob at the road cornmis-
sfon. He'll be a big asset to the
county.”

The road commission took no ac-
on to begin selecting a replacement
when it met for Its regular meeting
Thursday afternoon.

“We haven't had much discus-
slon,” Littman sald Friday. “We don't
know f we'll go outside, or promote
fromwithin. John did avcry good job
of developlng his staff . . . so there

probably are several qualified pecple
available within,

" personally don't think a nation-
wide search is necessary,” sald Litt-
man who owns Littman Assoclates,
an executive recrulting service [n
Troy. ‘1 think a lmowledge of Mich!-
gan and its inner {(governmental)
workings would be an important
consideration.®

Patlerson has known Willlams
and Grubba for some ume, and he
had high praise for both.

Willlams, whio turns 50 Wednes-

ay,came to the county 19years ago,
after being district supervisor for the
Local Audlt Divislon for the State of
Michigan,

It was as a state auditor that Wil-
llams first became acquainted with
Oakland County government. -1 au-
dited mwost of the county depart-
ments," he sald. "And ['ve audited
many governmental agencies In
Oaldand.”

That's a distinct advantage, he
said, “Audltors see organizations
fromthe bottom up. They also tend to
see the big picture.”

Williams and his wile, Sandra, live
in Troy. They have two children,

Grubba and Patterson have been
friends for nearly two decades. Both
graduated from the University of De-
trolt Law School and both have been

in the inner circles of GOP politics.

Grubba brings to the executive's
ofiice an extensive knowledge of
county roads — and how to finance
their construction and malntenance.

One oft-heard proposal during the
campaign was the call for a reform of
county government, specifically br-
inging the road commission under
direct control of ejther the executive
or board of commissioners.

Patterson never called for making
the road commission answerable to
the county. But he did advocate
closer coordination between the enti-
ties to more efficiently address grid-
lock and other road problems.

In addition to being an expert on
Oakland roads. Grubba is know-
ledgeable about so-called Intelligent
Vehicle-Highway Systems (IVHS), He
masterminded installation of em-
bryonic IVHS network in Troy that
supporters say can be expanded to a
county-wide system.

Besides knowing about IVHS sys-
terns, Grubba knows how o procure
federal dollars to support them. The
system planned for Qakland is fi-
nanced with $2 million in matching
funds from the county and as much
as 90 percent with federal funds.

Grubba, 58, was the county's legi-
slative assistant in Lansing before
Joiring the road commisslon. He is
divorced and lives in Miiford.

What is future for Novi schools?

Voters in the Novl Community
Schocls District are asking one big
question about the proposed $31.9
million bond issue on which they will
cast thelr ballots Dec. 15: how long
will it be before another school — and
another bond issue — is needed In
Novi?

The answer, say school offictals,
fsn't perfectly clear.

“It's hard lo predict just when and
if a new facility will be needed,”
Superintendent of Schools Dr. Em-
mett Lippe sald, "Commen sense tells
you that if things continue as they
are, a new school at some point will
be needed.”

“Were hopefu] that no new con-
struction would be necessary for the
next five years.” said board Vice-
President Stephen Hitchcock. *If the
student population expands faster
than the projections, however,” he
cautioned, “flve years might not be
sufficient. But right now, it's our best
estmate.”

The Board of Education in Sep-
tember opled to go to the voters for
permission to issue $31.9 million In
bonds to pay for a district-wide
expansion/renovation/technology
program. A vote will be held Dec. 15.
The primary reason for the request,
stated board members and admi-
nistration officials, was the increase
in the number of students in Novi
schools, particularly at the elemen-
tary faclitles.

According to administration fig-
ures, the number of students en-
rolled in the district has increased ev-
ery year for the past eight. Twenty-
flve percent more s{udents attend
Novi schools than in 1984,

Current enrollment stands at
4,239 this year. K-4 student popula-
tion is 1,812 of that total. Parkview
Elementary. opened in 1989 to ac-
commeodate the growing demand for
instructional space for younger stu-
dents, s now “packed to the gills,” in
the words of Board President Ray

The

Questlon

Byers. and has grown faster than
expected.

Slated for additional instruction
space in the bond issue are Novi High
School and Parkview Elementary.
The high school will get physical edu-
cation, sclence, and performing arts
additions. Parkview will recefve 10
additional classrooms.

With the City of Novi's population
at buildout projected to be 60,000,
the eventual school district student
body could top 8,000, nearly double
current levels, some observers have
sald.

More than $1.9 million of the
$31.9 million total in the bond prop-
osal covers “site acquisition” and
legal/financial fees.

“The feeling was, Uf we need to do
something,” Lippe sald, when asked
what the money was for, “we’ll have
the money available to buy a site,
With land becoming more and more
scarce (in Novi and more and more
expensive, it's prudent to plan for the
future.”

If the district waits, officlals argue,
the cost of the land, ifit's available at
all, will be much greater.

“We're asking for it now because
property values are escalating,” said
Hitchcock. "If we walt, it will costalot
more than it does today.”

The possibility remains that the
school district and the city might try
to buy a plece of property jointly to
serve the needs ofboth. Oneldeathat

Casterline Funeral Home. Inc.

has come up in brainstorming ses-
sons has been a cooperative purch-
ase of property where a new schiool
could be Jocaled, with enough land
left over for clty recreational uses,
such as ballflelds.

“We've had no discussions as of
yet.” said Lippe, “but it might be in
the best interest of both 1o look
together. We're open to the prospect.”

What sort of a facility will next be
needed, and where?

“It's premature to set down any-
thing,” said Lippe. “but If you look at
the enrollment numbers, the
elementary is the logical cholce.”

Wil the western side of Novi see a
new school when and if one s built?
“That's where the housing is going to
be,” Lippe commented. “It's hard not
to say it's a possibility.

Hitchcock offered his own view
that the 10 acres of land the district
owns near the Gramd River and Beck
Road Providence Hospital facility will
not become the next elementary
school site.

“It’s too commercialized there for a
school,” he sald. “It might be sold at
some polnt, and the money used to
buy another site. But all this is a few
years down the road,” he added.

The “bubble” moving through dis-
trict elementaries is another piece of
the puzzle.

The larger numbers of students
niow enrolled in district elementaries,
Novi Meadows and Novi Middle
School will someday exceed the high
school's current capacity, another
issue for the board to address, pos-
sibly through further additions or
new construction.

Lippe sald the district was in the
process of planning for the future.
“We're working with the city to get
some numbers on how many hous-
Ing developments are going up.” he
sald, “and trying to make some pre-
dictions for the future as lo how
many studenis we can expect.”

Lippe sald that district officials
were shooling for “the first part of
1993" to put together a lo
plan for the future of Novinsigglgse
The forecast, he added. would ad-
dress such Issues as expected growth
in student population and the
amount of new space needed for
those students, along with stafl and
support concerns.

*The plan,” Lippe said, "will be a
long-range one. 1 will address the di-
recton and vision of the schoo! dis-
trict. Everything will have to be
looked at: not only enrollment, but
programs, staffing and the support
stufl. We want {o paint a roadmap for
where we want to go as a school
district.”

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Skeptics doubt proposed tax plan

Fromafar, the Group of 12's prop-
erty tax reform plan looked like a
shiny new car. Up close, it turned out
to have some rust spots and lopsided
wheels, according to witnesses at a
House Taxation Commlitee Tuesday
in lLansing.

“The present system is collapsing
around us,” sald stale Rep. Michael
Nye. R-Litchlleld, one of the biparti-
san plan's authors.

Inthree steps, the plan would wipe
out all §5 billion in school operating
property taxes, replace them with
hefty Increases in the personal in-
come and single business laxes,
place the entire $8 billion burden of
public education on the state, and
guarantee every schoo! district
$4,700 per studenl in revenue.

In 1994 volers could decide
whether lo substilute a 2cent hike in
the sales tax for some of the other
taxes. Locally, volers wanting to
spend more than $4,700 per pupll
could beef up school programs with a
residents-only income tax.

Supporters Include Democrats
Willlam Keith of Garden City, James
Kosteva of Canton, and Wilfred Webb
of Hazel Park, and Republicans Bar-
bara Dobb of Union Lake and Susan
Munsell of Howell.

“Politically impossible,” said Rep,
willis Bullard, R-Milford, a Taxation
Committee member who opposes the
plan. ~This is a revenue-neutral tax
shift. We need a tax cut. Government
can still be downsized.

*Thaven't tatked to (Gov.)JohnEn-
gler about it, but 1 know John Engler,
and he won't sign it,” said Bullard,
whose district has seen assessment
inflation.

“Clearly it's not going this year,"
Rick Simonson, lobhyist for Oakland
Intermedlate School District, said in
the Capitol corridor. “The Senate has
only two days of session this year.”

In Qakland County, with many
well-off districts, Simonson said, “It
will require local Income taxes all
over the place. It would take a 7 per-

cent rate in Lamphere, In Madison
Heights. But I'm glad they're surfac-
ing It now.”

Gerald Dunn, lobbyist for the Mi-
chigan Association for Improved
School Legislation, with members in
western Wayne and Qakland coun-
ties, left the hearing without com-
ment, saying MAISL would discuss
the plan today.

While nearly everyone praised the
months of quiet work done by the
Group of 12, some on the outside saw
two groups of flaws:

N A flat $4,700 per student grant
across the state,

‘It assumes equal funding can
provide equal education,” said Mike
Boulus of the Middle Citles Educa-
ton Association. The flat grant fails
to consider varying costs of living be-
tween metropolitan and rural areas.
It also fails to help “disadvantaged"
youth from poar backgrounds. And it
doesn't consider higher transporta-
tion and heating costs in northern
areas,

M A lopsided Impact on business.

Companies in heavy manufactur-
Ing, with high capital costs, would
benefit from slashed property taxes.
But companles with high labor costs
would be socked by the increase in

the single business tax, essentially a
value-added tax that doesn't con-
sider capital or profitability.

“The economicimpact ofa tax shift
is unclear at best,” said Rich Studley,
vice president for governmental al-
fairs for the Michigan State Chamber
of Commerce. “The impact will vary
widely, even in the same district.”

Studley asked panel members to
go stowly, even though many want to
push the 12-bill package through in
the Legislature’s lame-duck sesslon.

“Amway would be a major loser,”
sald Larry Gitsdorf Jr., tax manager
of the Ada-based supplier of cleaning
malterials. Giisdorf sald the net im-
pact on Amway would be morethana
50 percent increase in taxes. “It will
be an accountant's full erployment
act,” he added,

Amway owners also are major
GOP contributors.

Rep. Munsell, a Livingston County
accountant and strong backer of the
plan, asked business spokesmen If
they would consider replacing the
single business tax with a corporate
profits tax.

“No,” said Amway's Gilsdorf,

Studley said the chamber has no
position.

But others said that, evenwith the

flaws, the Group of 12's plan is better
than Michigan's exdsting system —
heavy (70 percent) reliance on regres-
slve property laxes, with double-digit
assessment increases in many desr-
able residential areas.

Marny long-time resldents say they
can't afford to stay in thelr homes be-
cause of property tax inflation. They
retire to Florida, taking thelr pur-
chasing power with them.

. Bob Wilson, from a Rockford-
based group called Now Is The Time,
deplored "the turn-of-the-century
bellefl that land s the best measure of
ability to pay, We must stop patching
the property tax.”

Wilson said results of the Nov, 3
vote on Proposal C (a 30 percent
property tax cut] prove “the public
doesn't want 1o uncouple the issues
of property tax relief and school fi-
nance reform.”

Donna Hendershot, a Cedar
Springs mother, praised the Group of
12's plan although “it will result in a
slight taxincrease for us. I don't care.
Parents want change, and they know
it's going to cost,

“I hope you don't get hung up with
big business and high-paid lob-
byists. I can’t have sympathy for
Amway.”

Ineffect, it would
be an extension of the current bond
s [Malastreet 78) that would
coptinue lo caplure Increases in lax

revenues In the downtown develop-
menl district for the next 20years. All
of that money would be used by the
city for tmprovements to the down-
lown area.

Some taxpayers have also objected
lo the city's plans to extend the cur-
rent Downtown Development Au-
thonty's boundaries to take in addi-
Uonal commerclal properiies to fat-
ten its DDA budgel.

That idea Ism't flying well in a
school year where the distriet has al-
ready lost $2.6 million in property tax
revenues. The schools were on sound
financial footing when the original
verslon of Malnstreet 78 was passed
and backed by the schools.

DDA Member Mike Allen said the
city needs a thriving downtown be-
cause of lts lack of commercial and
industrial lax base to offset residen-
Hal development, which places a high
demand on services like schools.

He added thal Malnsireet '92's enl-
tics ignore the revitalized down-
lown's role in attractng additional
residential tax base ltke St. Lawrence
Estates.

“Idon't think we've ever done any-
thing where we didn't get blamed for
it.” Allen said, no matter how suc-
cessful the program tumed out Inthe
long run.

DDA Member Greg Presley sug-
gested that the authority hold a study
sesslon “where we can sil down and
discuss again why it Is we want to do
what we want to do.” The sesslon
couldresult ina position paper better
explaining the rationale behind
Malnstreet ‘92, he sald,

“I think we could do a better job of
presenting our case,” Presley said.

Business owner Chuck Lapham
noted that many who spoke against
the DDA plan at the Nav. 2 hearing
had moved to Lhe area afler many of
Malnstree! "78's Improvements were
made.

“The ‘78 project brought the town
to its feet, brought businessesin, and
consequently brought developers

The end result was a thriving
downtown that must he maintained
by projects like Mainstreet '92, he
argued. “If we don’t keep it, we're his-
tary. and 1 just hate to see the people
who move In every seven years dic-
tate to us what the town will look like
in 10 years."

Lapham, who owns Lapham's Clo-
thing and Tatloring. also argued that
the city's current parking problem
will only grow worse as the economy
[rmproves.

“When we come out of this thing, |
kmow | car't survive If the deck goes,”
he said. “T'll be the next business to
close on Main Street.”

Mayor Chris Johnson cautioned
thal whatever the reasons behind op-
pasition to the plan, city officlals
must find some consensus,

"One of the things we don't need to
do is divide the community.” he said.

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Road plan raises city eyebrows

Revelations in a Detroft news-
paper about the role private develop-
ment plays ina 12-community, $226
million road improvement package
have Novi officlals wondering how
deeply the clty Is actually committed
to the project,

Monday, Councll Member Tim
Pope asked City Manager Edward
Kriewall if a Novi resolution of sup-
port for the proposal, which was in-
spired by achallenge this spring from
U.S. Rep. Bob Carr, D-East Lansing,
is “hinding on the exact location of
the roads.”

Pope on Sept. 22 blasted the prop-
osal as “pork™ when the council
unanimously gave thelr seal of ap-
proval to (he committee report.

Monday.

Jay Eldridge. The article detalled that
one segment of the proposed Beck/
Benstein Oxbow Lake roads connec-
tor would improve access to two sites
which Eldridge serves as a trustee —
the Huron Valley Hospital and the
Huron Valley YMCA. as well as con-
dominiums built by the developer
and a retirement center he plans to
build. These projects are In Com-

merce Township.

In addition, the Free Press pointed
out that the road would cut across
land owned by Cornmerce Township
Supervisor Robert Long's family.

“There are some pretty legitimate
questions. [don't think we should get
involved with these questions,” Pope
safd.

Kriewall sald he is “under the im-
pression” that Novi only approved the
concept, not the exact location of the
roads, but will report back on the
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Issue at the Nov. 23 city council
meeting,

This fall, when Novi approved the
comumnittee’s report, Carr was up for
re-election and Pope was skeptical in
September about his chances for
success. The congressman kept his
seat and moved up from vice chair to
chair of the transportation subcom-
mittee of the House Appropriations
Committee.

Carr asked local communities to
band togdether to wark on their
growth-related road problems and
promised he'd help them get the
money.

The Detroit Free Press article says
Western Oakland committee mem-
bers from some of the communities
were net aware that Eldridge was a
developer.

His role inrealestate Is nosurprise
to Novi oflicials, as (he city recently
paid Eldridge $70,000 so he would
drop all claims on a Walled Lake
shore parcel formerly known as The

Landing. Novi and Eldridge had a
falling outover plans for ajoint public
sector/private sector hotel and retai!
development on the land.

Eldridge is president of Eldridge
Inc. a real estate development firm in
Milford.

Some of the proposed north/south
roadwork would fall within the north-
ern boundaries of Novi.

Three Rivers, Michigan, is a long
way from Nairobi, but it was the
cholce o take a job there that pald off
for the educator — he taught that
(irst class, and discovered what he
really wanted to do.

*I found meaning in my life. It's in-
side a school,” he said. °I give a lot,
but I get a lot. loo.”

For five years he was a socal stu-
dies instructor, coaching foothall and
later track In the meantime. And
then, another change, and Miiler said
that again he was dcher for it.

“The siren song just beckoned,” he
sald — his boyhood home was call-
Ing. “So 1 came back, and worked in
East Detroit high school for the last
21 years,” he sald, minus a couple of
briefl stints in other paris of the
country.

After serving in a variety of capacl-
ties, Miller became principal of the
schoo] three years ago. Coming to
Novi — another change — repre-
sented new challenges. he said.

As a principal, does he muss the
hands-on classroom work of In-
structing students? “People on the
sireet ask me what 1 do. 1 tell them
that I'm a teacher,” he said.

The entire school environment is a
place of learning, Miller explained.
Students learn facts and figures and
equations, but also leam about

“Kids are taught by beingin clubs.

Ung. not just the classroom,” he said.

“We want kids to become indepen-
dent thinkers and learners,” he said.
“They nieed to learn how to be motl-
vated, to be responsible, how toman-
age thelr time. 'ma part of that, soin
that sense, I'm still a teacher.”

Currently working on his doclo-
rate in education, Miller said that
someday he would enjoy teaching
history to kids again. "Someday,” he
said with a smile. “Not right now —
['ve got oo much golng on.”

What does he want students lo
lake with them when they leave Novi
High School? "The primary thing this
place Is meant to do Is for kids to
leam the curriculum to their max-
mum potential,” he said, "But they
should also have fun here, fond
memories.

“Your brain Is like a photo album,”
he coniinued. “and I hope that in ev-
ery student’s album there'll be a spot
{n there for Novi High School. I hope
they'll look back and say ‘Hey, Novi
Hlgh was educationally and soclally
beneflcial.” it's our job {o deliver that.

put out seven recordings as well, and
has won numerous musical compos-
tion competitions.

A professor at Eastern Michigan
Univerity in Ypsilanti, lannaconne,
48, teaches composition, orchestra-
tlonand arranging. He started study-
ing the violin and plano at age 5. The
Brooklyn-bornartist is part of a mus-
fcal family; his grandfather was an
amateur violinist, and a cousin is a
violinist in the New York
Philharmonic.

Flaying wasn't enough, lanna-
conne decided. *I didn't like practic-
ing anything except my own music,”
he sald. "Writing music and tmpro-
vising just seemed the natural thing
to do.”

He began his college career at
Fordham University InNewYorkas a
physics major, taking music lessons
in the meantime from two stellar
names: Aaron Copeland and Vittorio
Giannind.,

“I valued both; they made me
aware there was not just one way to
write music,” lannaconne said, The
author of more than 50 works, he
writes pieces for different audiences,
different moods.

After two years at Fordham, lan-
nanconne transferred to theManhat-
tan Schoolof Music, eamingabache-
lor's degree. Then It was on to the
Eastman School of Muslc for his
master's and doctoral degrees.

lannaronne has taught at EMU for
20 years, directing the Colleglum
Muslcum, an “early music” ensem-
ble, and does extensive guest con-
ductng. He is married with two
childrerz.

Night Rivers is a symphony in one
movement, unllke hils multi-
movement earller symphonles. The
evening's program referred to it as “a
work about motion, the slow subtie

motion of changing colors in a statlc
texture or the consplcuous motion of
driving rhythmic motives.”

He uses Images from the poetry of
Walt Whitman to produce the feel of
the symphony - his Insplrations in-
clude Whitman's "The Sleepers,™
“Whispers of Heavenly Death™ and
“Crossing Brooklyn Ferry." Espe-
clally important to the work were
Whitman's melaphors for journiey
and rebirth.

The other featured artist of the
evening, Jack Brokensha, came to
the U.S. from Australia in mid-1950s
as part of the Australian Jazz Quin-
tet. The performer began his career
on the xylophone at age of 6.

Alter his band broke up, he came
to Detrolt, working for WXYZ-TVasa
musician. Brokensha ran his own
Detroit clubduring the 1960s, and s
a former WQRS disc Jockey. He also
worked for Motown Records as a vib-
raphonist for five years.

Brokensha today owns a musical
service company that produces
music for industrial motion pictures
and car shows,

His quartet has performed at Mon-
treaux Detroit Jazz Festival, with var-
lous symphonies, and has recorded
albums under several record labels.

The Plymouth Symphony Or-
chestra’s regular director, Russell
Reed, stepped aside for the perfor-
mance of Rivers. Reed is a former
EMU professor of music and directed
the university's symphony orchestra
for 12 years.

The PSO gets support. financial
and otherwise, from a number of
loecal public and private organiza-
tlons. They include: the Novt Arts
Council, Novipublic schools, the City
Council and Chamber of Commerce.

You could have predicted the reac-
tion o the news that recall petitions had
been flled against three Novi City Coun-
cll mernbers last Friday. It was, well , . .
downright Mason-esque.

“I'm not going to play around with
these people,” council member and re-
call target Carol Mason said. “If they
have a right to recall, we have a right to
know who's involved. Maybe there might
be something Invoived with MDOT. (The
Michigan Department of Transporta-
tion), We don't know what their part in
this {s. What 1s (Martha Hoyer’s) overall
interest? What is Art Cervi's real inter-
est? (Developer) Nell Sosinwanted to buy
his {Haggerty Road) property but it was
too small. Maybe they're trying to come
in within the next five years and have all
that rezoned for business. I think they
wouldn't want people on the council who
will say, ‘We won't rezone." "

Of course, there does not appear to
be any substance to her charges. Not
only is there no reason to believe the
MDOT is involved in a recall against Novi
City Council memnbers, that doesn't even
make sense. Nor is there any evidence
Sosin is involved. In fact, recall sponsor
Art Cervi has denlied that any developers
are involved in the group that put the re-
call petitions together, let alone Sosin,

At the same time, it is exactly that
kind of response — that quick-with-an-
accusation, shoot-from-the-hip, spray-
- and-pray, don't-bother-about-evidence
 style — that has put Mason in political
hot water in the first place.

‘ She did it in response to the filing of
- the recall petitions and she does it ona
- regular basis from the council table.

: As {s typical, council member and
- recall target Nancy Cassis took more
+subtle but simflar tack. She did not
-make guesses about the identities of
- those involved, but she did make gues-
ses about thelr motivations.

‘I think that the language is so
vague, without any kind of substance,
There are people who are desperate out
there to derall the water main,” she said.

“It's the timing of this thing. We are
getting very close to looking at the policy
“and changing how things are done in the
. clty. We're looking at reasserting coun-
-cll's authority over policy. Here's Mr,
. Cervi Bozo-the-clowning with this vague
~recall language. It most certainly is polit-
dcally motivated. Maybe she (Martha
- Hoyer} wants to get back on council . . .
“They're political attacks.”

“Yhe state Constitution says the reasons

right to run a recall based on politics.
And we completely defend that right,
Joe Toth, the third council member
targetted for recall, sald the reasons
stated on the petitions were “not too well
constructed.” Cassis called It vague.
They may be right on that point too,
The wording of the reasons for re-
cali stated on the petitions goes before
the Oakland County Board of Election
Commisstoners for a clarity hearing Dec.
2. Now, the members of that panel can-
not judge the validity of the reasons, only
the clarity of the wording. Under state
law, the wording must be clear enough
so that voters can identify the conduct
which is the basis of the recall.

Sounds simple enough, but how for
instance doyou define what an “obstruc-
tionist™ is. Both Mason and Cassis were
accused of that. How do you decide
whether Mason's “constant demeaning
of city employees contributes to dishar-
mony within the community.” How do
voters debate whether Mason “votes no
with no clear reasoning for rejection,
leaving the impression issues not clearly
understood are rejected rather than
clarified,”

How do you assess whether Cassis

"shows that she has own (sic) agenda
which frequently interferes with the de-
ciston making processes of the City
Council,” How do you decide whether
Toth is really “so obsessed with thoughts
of his own that he makes no effort to
work toward resolution through

compromise.”

Itis not at all clear to us the wording
will pass the test before the board of elec-
tion commissioners.

But one thing is absolutely clear,

the three targeted council members
should have a right to face and confront
their accusers. Even the perpetrators of
heinous crimes are granted that right.
Surely council members rate equal
treatment,

The failure of the group membersto
identify themselves deprives these three
of the ability to defend themseives by as-
sessing the motivations of those running
the recail against them.

It further deprives the public of the
right tornake a fully informed decision —
about voting on the recall or even about
passing and signing the petition forms.
Voters too should have the right to as-
sess the motivations of the recallers, just
as they are being asked to assess the mo-
tives of these three council members.

It is also not doing the recail group
any favors. By not revealing their identi-
ties, they are leaving themselves open to
all manner of wild charges, all manner of
speculation about what their true mo-
tives are.

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Bringing city back from exile

Phil cause the real prospect of a
Power change in leadership puts

uarely into focus the issue of
how Michigan’s largest city relates to the rest of the state.

Mayor Young's prickly personaiity, persistent prefer-
ence to cry ‘racism” in response to criticlsm and ant-
suburban orlentation has served to put Detroit into self-
imposed exle from the rest of Michigan.

Just how significant that exdle is became clear tome a
few years agowhen [ had a lock at some poliing data com-
piled during the old Blanchard Administration. The idea
was to survey heavy dectsion-makers in business, the peo-
ple who could decide whether to place a new plant in Ml-
chigan or {0 put on another shift in an existing factory.

To my amazement. Michigan looked just like Illinois or
Minnesota, once you eliminated Detrolt from the land-
scape. But with Detrolt in, Michigan locked like the worst
place in the upper Midwest for business to grow.

Why? The usual. Crime, poor schoeols, poverty, urban
decay. But many respondents cited the fact that Detrolt
was not really a functioning part of whal otherwise was a
prelty attraclive state,

This conclusion has been reinforced in my mind by re-

cent visits to Indianapolts and Cincinnati.

Both are thriving. Indianapolis 1s growing faster than
any big clty in the Midwest, while Cincinnati remains the
economic and cultural center of southern Ohio.

Why?l believe It's because both cities are inextricably
welded Into their reglons rather than suffering from {sola-
tion. Through a system called “unigov.” Indianapolls is
governed jointly with surrounding Marton County. Down-
town Cincinnati is surrounded by a patchwork of neigh-
borhoods, each of which looks for leadership to the core
clty.
t}’I‘hat's not Detroit. Even attempts at something as bene-
fictal as regional planning have been rejected here by both
the city and the suburbs because neither wanted to share
power or lose independernce.

Regional transit, a necessary tool for economic growth
for the entire reglon, Is stalled because Detroit won't con-
sider merging iis system with suburban lines. The Detroit
Insututeof Arts is facing crisis because nobody can square
the circle of clty ownership with suburban patronage.

Although much of Detroit's isolation may have origl-
nated with suburban racism pure and simple, Mayor
Young certainly hasn't helped matters in recent years.

At the end of the day, Michigan communities like Bir-
mingham or Plymouth or Howell or Grand Ledge will be
stronger If and when Detroit returns from exile and gets
healthy.

Political leadership can help bring that about, which s
why Dennis Archer's candidacy should be followed with
Interest by folks all over Michigan.

They are Christlans of several
denominations out to spread
the faith, Their proselytizing has
a politieal side, ioo.

They have a toe-hold in hhe

J Michigan Senate. Gil DiNello,

Richard the ]xﬁaverick Democrat from
Macomb County, has bought most of thelr political attack
on the so-called Michigan Model.

DiNelio chaired a four-member committee which con-
ducted public hearings around the state on the State
Board of Education's health education model, particularly
on sex and family relationships. His preliminary report
blistered it. He released it before fellow Sens. Robert
Geake, R-Northville, Doug Carl, R-Utlca, and Jim Berry-
man, D-Adrdan, could review and approve or reject.

DiNello plays the evangelicals’ game by not identifying
them as a political group, allowing them to hide behind the
bland labels of *concerned parents™ and “thoughtful
parents.”

He accepts thelr “parents’ rights” notion: What any pa-
rent wanis isautomatically right, and nothing else counts.

In Michigan for the last 155 years, education has beena
state responsiblity under the constitution. The Legisla-
ture passes a school code. The State Board of Education
sets policy and hires administrative overseers of some
competence and experience. Employers have a voice be-

cause they hire the graduates. All voters — parents or not
— haveavoice in tax questions and school beard elections.
Nuts to that, say DiNello and the "concemed parents.”
The State Board of Education? Get rid of 1t {p. 7).
Our elected legislators? Don't let ‘em pass curriculum
laws (p. 5}

The administrators who enforce state policies? Get rid

of mid-management bureaucrats (p. 14}. Getthe U.S. Jus-

tice Department to Investigate ‘em {p. 16).

Your local elected board of education members? Don't
trust 'em; they're lackeys of the adminisirators. Get an
ombudsman in Lansing to listen to parents’ concerns (p.
11).
The teachers? “Unwilting pawns" (p. 3) whom parents
distrust {p. 9).

The Michigan Model? Sell it off {p. 6).

State law? Teach "moral absolutes™ and “abstinence
from premarital sexual activity” (p. 13).

Teach kids how to make decisions? Don't do it (p. 11}.
Enforce parental authority (entire report).

In short, abolish the enemy’s jobs. Neuter the state, If
you can't win the card game at the polls, tip over the table
and destroy the deck.

What we're dealing with is a viewpoint that says your
viewpoint is invalid, you're not entitled tohold it, and you'd
better bow low when a concerned parent snaps his or her
fingers.

On only one point does DiNello back away from the
party line. To the charge that "Michigan Model puts stu-
dents in danger of being hypnotized,” he replies, “We did
not see evidence of such a conspiracy.”

And to charges that the Michigan Model is infected with
New Age and occult techniques such as deepbreathing, he
says “it’s easy o see conspiracies that are not there.” He
notes that Christians meditate, and women giving birth
use Lamaze *with its breathing and visualization

techniques.”

Gov. John Engler and the Republican Party chieftains
don't talk about it aloud, but the evangelicals had fully 45
percent of the delegates at last August's state nominating
convention.

They almost upset Engler's applecart for nominating
state and university board posts. Their battle cries were,
*Down with the Michigan Model,” up with creationism,
and get ready to support non-public schools through a
voucher system.

And they have an open ally In the Senate.

“Ifit does nothing {more) than shake themup
and realize that the citizens of Novl come first
and not their own personal likes and dislikes. it
will benefit the city,” recall sponsor Art Cervi
sald last Friday.

I get the feeling Cervi belleves a recall will
teach the three a lesson. 1 think he envisions
they'll say something like, “Oh. gee, I guess I've
been a bad city council person. Sorry guys. I'll
mend my ways,”

It'il never happen. I think Cervi is underesti-
mating their will to fight

You could hear it in the responses of the re-
call targets. “[ think we're just going to take it
over to the attorneys. I think it's an attempt (at)
asmear campaign.” Toth sald Friday. Mason
said, *I'm not going to play around with these
people. If they have a right to recall, we have a
right to know wha's involved.” She fired the first
return volley, raising suspicions about the
identity of those who are working with Cervi on
the recall campaign,

Keep in mind that Toth, Cassls and Mason
all have thelr cwn constituencies; they each
have their own loyal supporters. Toth has been
elected to the counctt over and over. Cassi{s was
the highest vote getter in the 1989 election and
Mason did very well In 1991, running a close
second to the top vote earner.

The recallers obviously believe that support
for this trio has diminished over the course of
the year, that the problems which have cropped
up since the new council took office has eroded
those constituencies, Well. don't count on It.

Even ifa recall were to be successful in oust-
ing these three, the issue will not be over, Those
whoare (hinking recallis final the solution toall
of Novi's troubles should think again. Alla sue-
cessiul recall may do is disenfranchise these
three members’ constituencies, which will then
no longer have representation on the council.
What's the solution to that problem? Why, to
run new candidates in an atlempl to regaln
some control of councll.

The South did not. as predicted, rise again.
But this country has lived with the aftermath of
the Civil War for 150years, and it affects us still.

Attempt a recall against these three council
members and you can expect a political bicod-
letting in Novi that will lead to divisiveness and
attempts at retribution and retaliation foryears
to come,

Now is the time to think about whether that
Is the course you want to set for the City of Novi.
Once the shooting starts, there will be no turn-
ing back.

Packard takes over reins at QU

She began her career as a high
school art teacher. Now she's out to
paint a bright portrait of Oakland
Unlversity — one that will attract
more local attention.

Sandra Packard, 50, who will be
{naugurated as the fourth president
of the Rochester Hills-based univer-
sity Friday, has been surprised to
find that the school's national repu-
tation seems to have bypassed the
local area. “In the region, we're not as
well known.”

In recent talks to Qakland County
officials and corporate executives,
she told themabout “what [ regard as
their university. I don'i think we have
done avery good job telling our story.
T'want to open us up and have them
know they can access what we have.”

Her journey from art teacher to
president of a pubiic university of ab-
out 12,500 students seems unlikely,
if judged by traditional academic
progressions. Butin her mind {t's not
startling because “Things I had been
doing were actually administration,
And I bked doing those things.”

Some of those Include perpetua-
Hon of art therapy programs, chalr-
Ing faculty research committees and
beginning a national women in art
organization.

“Even as a 10-year-old, | met a
little boy with cancer who died. 1 or-
ganized a neighborhood carnival and
we raised $124 for cancer research.”

Although she was picked as a pre-
stiglous ACE (American College of
Education) Fellow — considered a
tralning ground for college presi-
dents -— she said she had no long-

range goal to be one.

That became her goal — “the day |

leamned [ was getling this position.”

Packard has put In six days a

week, 16 hours a day in her first
months on the job. That, she ack-
nowledges, has been hard on her
husband, Martin, who is i1 the midst
of setting up his clinical psychology
practice in downtown Rochester.

“Hemisses my company. Ifhe’s got
a cold and needs TLC, I'm not there.”

The up side is that he has had time
to take advantage of Oakland Univer-
sity’s health institute. “He's lost at
least 18 pounds,” she sald.

Packard's first priority has been to
meet people. “I've been spending my
energies getting to know people in the
region and the university as a whole.”

Herofflce dooris opento the public
on Friday afterncons and as she
walks the campus, it's obvious that
both facuily and students know who
she 1s. And they aren’t shy about tell-
ing her their concems, ranging from
a tght campus parking situation to
dormitory food,

In this regard, she counts being a
womap, indeed OUs flrst woman
president, as an asset. "People might
be a little less scared of a woman
president. The title canbe abarrierto
getting the job done and having peo-
ple be honest with you.”

She tumns the traditional rvles of
women as nurturers and homemak-
ers into positives,

“I have a certain nurturing part of
me. Auniversity has (o care about the
people who teach and leamn here,
They have to make sure it {s a hu-

mane and a safe place. I've been a
mother.”

Of her daughters, Dawn, 23, is a
seasonal park ranger in Boulder,
Cole., where she graduated from col-
lege, while Shana, 21, is a senior psy-
chology major at the University of
Kentucky.

A “purebred mutt,” Leo, rounds
out the family, and is “the son my
husband never had.” However, Leo
musl reside in the unheated dog
room attached to Sunset Terrace —
the president’s official residence —
because “I'm allergic.”

She says she's also very sensitive
totheway the campus looks. “We just
painted our welght room. ] lold the
maintenance crew. You have to re-
member I've been a homemaker, I'm
going ta be a nitpicker.”

In fact, the campus at the Univer-
sity of Tennessee-Chattanooga,
where she was pravost and vice
chancellor for academic affairs, looks
somewhat neater, she says. “Our
students In Tennessee come to
school a little dressier . . . there's a
litle more formality in going to
school.”

But, in OU's favar, “We don't have
the same kind of problems with alca-
hol (as U-T)." She is pleased with
OU's “wellness dorm™ which offers
students smoke, alcohol and drug-
free rooming — and where there is
more demand than space.

“College [s a place where students
need to learn their imits. Alcohol is
one of those Issues,” she says.

Another is diversity. “This area is

more segregaled than the south,”
Packard says. “A college campusisa
place to leam to understand each
other. You need diversity to do that.

“We're not a soctal agency,” she

acknowledges. "But we need to edu-
cate students to go out and solve so-
clal problems. 1 think universities
must engage in solving the problems
in this country.”

On the stricly academic side,
“College should be tough. Students
need to be able to test themselves
against a standard of excellence,

“We have a faculty really commit-
ted to our students.”

Under Packard, look for OU to
branch out — nol only in taking Iits
story to more people but perhaps
even taking its classes on the road.

“Weneed tolook at our focus,” she
says. "Arewe good enough totake our
programs ofl campus.”

So far, she hasn't had time to eva-
luate each department's strengths
and weaknesses — and won't gener-
alize until she has that information.
Her decislons, she says, are
“information-based. 1 don't do 1t off
the cufl”

Packard is very conscious of the
fact that OU is 2 public university,
run with taxpayer money — and
needs to be accountable.

“I's too soon because when you're
new, people always tell you the good
things about your university.

“Where we have some weak prog-
rams, Il learn.”

County heads may roll in P

Newly elected county executive L.
Brooks Patterson said he plans to
cooperate fully with Detroft and other
municipalities, but not at the ex-
pense of Oakland Counly.

*1 would never sacrifice the inter-
ests of Qakland County for some reg-
fonal plan,” Patterson said Nov. 5 in
his first press conference since the
election when he won the county's
top political job with 58 percent of the
vote.

The conference was called so Pat-
terson could publicly announce key
stall appolntments. He also, some-
times In response to questions,
talked about his priorities as Oak-
land's chief executive.

He named John L. Grubba, man-

director of the Road Commis-

sion for Oakland County, and Dou-

glas J. Willlams, the county's chief

deputy treasurer, as deputy county

execulives. He also named 10 mem-

- bers of a transition team, including
Crubba and Willlams.

“I'm cleaning house,” sald Patter-
‘son, who takes over the office vacated
by outgoing county Executive Dantel
T. Murphy on Jan. 1. "And T'll draft
the best talent available.”

The former Oakland County pro-
secutor said he is demanding letters
of resignation from each department
head. After some evaluation, he sald
he would reappoint some and let
others go.

. As his management leam takes
shape, Patlerson said he intends to
"flesh out” some of the ideas he
touted in the campaign, namely the
business roundtable and employee
suggestion program.

- As described during the cam-
paign, the business roundiable is a
group of bustness people, possibly as
many as 125, appointed to advise on
policies to enhance the county’s bus-
Iness climate.

The employee suggestion program
offers incentives — the top one being
a trip for two to Hawall — to those
within the county's 4,500 work force
who come up with meaningful ways
to reduce waste orimprove efficiency.
" His priorities, Patterson said, s to
manage the growth projected in Oak-
land, encourage economic growth

-while preserving the economy and
streamlining government,

In response to questions about the
future of SMART {the Suburban Mo-
bility Authority for Regional Trans-

portation), Patterson characterized it -

as a “failing economic systern,” but
pledged to take a close look at it

The Detroit bus system is also a
falled economic system, he said. “If
we combine them (as some propose)
we'll simply have a bigger failed
system.”

Patterson sald he is opposed to a
suggestion, from Wayne County Ex-
ecutive Edward H. McNamara, that
sales taxes be increased to provide
funds for SMART. The amount pald

Marvin smmiled back at him. “With
you,” he said,

Marvin stlll recelves some long-
distance supervision from Commur:-
ity Living Cenlers, but he is mostly
able to live and function on his own.
His soclal worker just checks on him
once a week to make sure everything
is going well and oflers any help he
needs,

Victor keeps Community Living.
Centers informed about Marvin's
progress at work by filling out an oc-
casional questionnaire,

“What ! admire about Marvin Is
that he has learned to work with
others sowell,” Victor sald. “When he
first started doing dishes, ft took a
litle while to get him trained. The

first six months were very
challenging.”

In fact, during those first six
months, Marvin quit six times. He
didn’t like staying in one spot and be-
ing told to do something.

“But he has learned about diseip-
line, cooperation and staying with
the job. When he started, he had
never had any kind of job before, He
has gene from someone who had
never done any work, to someone
who loves to come to work.”

Over the years, as Marvin has
mastered each of his tasks, he has
learned new ones. Today, he lists ar-
ound 10 different things he does at
Victor's, Each Ume he leamns some-
thing new it takes all day to get the
hang of it. Over 18 years, he has

Now “his fellow workers really love
him,” Victor satd. “They tease him

sometimes, and he teases back . . .
He's more of a soctal person how in
terms of interactions. He's grown a
great deal.”

Marvin has gone on vacations to
visit relatives In California and Flor-
ida, and each time he sends back
postcards for every employee at
Victor’s.

“DearVictor,” one of the postcards
begins, in Marvin's careful
handwriting,

“How you: deing? It 15 a nice day. ]
miss you very much. [ have a niceday
today.”

Another, lo waitress Laura Halfa-
cre, says "It is a nice day. I miss you
very much, I have a good time today.
I'm getting fatter. I went for lunch,”

Victor has become a kind of “big
brother” to Marvin over the years,

They occasionally do things together
outsideofwork, like attend plenies or
ga to movies,

Ancther waitress, Kitty Warner,
sometimes takes Marvin to her house
to see her parakeet.

*Hehas a great life,” she said. “Lots
of great vacations, a neat boss, and
lots of friends.”

And one of the cooks, Tom Esh,
took Marvin up north with himrecen-
tly. They plan to go again around
Christmas.

“When you take these people and
you bring them to the Job, you give
them that sense of self worth, plus
they become a contributing part of
our soclety,” Victor said,

“Working gives them the freedom
to lake care of themselves, and free-
dom is something we all need.”

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Radio club
gets tower

The former communications tower
at the Providence Medical Center's
Ten Mile and Haggerty building will
go 1o good use in Nowi.

That's because the hospital admi-
nistration has donated it to the Novi
Amateur Radie Club.

Last month, several elub members
worked with a crane operator from
the O'Laughlin Construction Co. to
take down the tower. Once it was re-
moved from the hospital building, it
was moved 10 the club’s radio opera-
tions site on Grand River near Taft
Road.

The radio club plans lo use the
tower for thelr new high-frequency,
high-powered repeater, which isara-
dio recelver-transmitter. The new
system will accept signals from some
members’ radios that are installed in
cars. It will also accept signals from
hand-held radios.

The new system is betler because
it will retransmit radlo signals froma
greater height and with more power,
therefore covering a greater dlstance.

The range of the repeater will be
about 25 miles, allowing stations
with low power radios to communi-
cate over a distance of 50 miles or
more.

Members of the Novi Radio Club
perform numerous public services
for the community. They use thelr
mobile radios to report accldents and
other events that require action al-
most as soon as they occur.

In addition, the clubregularly pro-
vides communications along parade
routes and perform monthly siren
checks. Many members belong to the
Emergency Communication System
and others to a weather alert
network.

The Novi Amateur Radio Club used a crane Wednesday, Oct.
28, to move the communications tower donated by Providence
Medical Center. Members expressed special thanks to Thomas
Wu of the medical center; Mark O’Laughlin of O’Laughlin Con-
struction Company and Joseph Kapelczak of JCK and Assocl-
ates for help in providing and moving the tower.

The famous ‘choo-choo’ is gone

But Chattanooga is loaded with plenty of activities for tourists

Mention Chattancoga and every-
one thinks of one thing, but there's
much more to this surprising city in
the hills of southern Tennessee than
the Chattanooga Choo-Choo.

In fact, the last passenger train
stopped rolling in 1970, and the old
raflroad station has been tumed Into
a rather remarkable hotel and repo-
sitory of raflroad lore.

But from its enormously success-
ful new $45 milllon aquarium to ils
Civil War landmarks to some vener-
able natural attractions in and ar-
ound the city, Chattancoga is becorn-
ing an increasingly popular
destination.

The biggest new draw Is the Ten-
nessee Aquarium, billed as the
world's largest aquarium to focus on
freshwater habilats. On the banks of
the Tennessee River, the aquarium
with its environmentally sensitive
setting has helped draw attention to
thecity's eflortstoclean upits airand
water. The main problem has been
accommodating the crowds, and
peak periods bring lengthy waits.

But fall, when the heat cools down
and the lush hills are covered in daz-
zling colors, 1s always a good time to
visit either the city or the meuntains,
caverns and scenic roads a short
drive away.

SIGHTSEERING

The Tennessee Aquarium, 1 Broad
St., 615-265-0695, has really put
Chattanooga on the map as a tourlst
destination, and with good reason.

Beginning with a soaring re-
creation of the Tennessee River's
source in the Appalachian high
country forest and tracing its path
through the Mississippi Delta, the
130,000-square-foot aquarium in-

cludes 4,000 fish and 300 species in
seven major [reshwater tanks and
two terresirial environments. Open
every day except Thanksgiving and
Christmas from 10a.m. to 6 p.m. Ad-
missionis $8.75; $4.75 for children 3
to 12, and free for children under 3.

Another popular destination s the
Chickamauga and Chattanooga Na-
tional Military Park, 10 miles southof
Chattanooga in Fort Oglethorpe, Ga.,
on U.S. Highway 27, 706-866-9241.

There are 1,400 monuments along
the 7-mile park drve, and in the
summer park rangers give exhibl-
tions and talks. In the visitors center
a truly first-rate film chronicles the
1863 Civil War battle and the men
who fought it. The film costs $2.25 for
adults, $1 for senlor citizens and
children: under 16. Open daily except
Christmas; winter, 8 a.m. to 4:45
p.m.; summer 8a.m. to 5:45 p.m. Ad-
mission is free.

More-dedicated Civil War bufls
might also want to take In the
Confederamna-Hall of History, 3742
Tennessee Ave,, 615-821-2812, a
more modest but still intriguing re-
creation of the local Civil War history.
Like the military park, it sells a large
assortment of Civil War books, docu-
ments and relaied items. Open daily
9a.m. to5p.m.; June 1to Labor Day,
8:30 a.m. to 8:30 p.m. Admission is
$4; $2 for children 6 to 12,

Perhaps the most famous of Chat-
tanooga's scenic attractions is Rock
Clty, 1400 Patten Road on Lookout
Mountain fust outside town,
706-820-2531. The 60-year-old
10-acre attraction features unique
rock formations, exhibits for children
and a lover's leap with adazzling view
that on a clear day 1s sald to look out
over seven states. Openevery day ex-
cept Christmas from 8:30 until sun-
down. Admission is $7.50; $3.75 lor
children 3 to 12 and free for children

under 3.

Not faraway on Lookout Mountain
is Ruby Falls on State Highway 148,
615-821-2544, a remarkable cavern
and 145-foot, multi-colored under-
ground walerfall with lots ol activities
for children. Open dally from 8 a.m.
to 8 p.m. through October; 8a.m. to 6
p.m. from November through March,
Admission is $7.25; $3.25 for child-
ren 6 to 12.

Also nearby {s the Lookout Moun-
taln Incline Railway, 3917 St. Elmo
Ave,, with a ride up Lookout Moun-
tain that's billed as the world's steep-
est passenger rallway — a grade of
72.7 percent near the top). The mile-
long ride up and down the mountain
takes about 10 minutes. Round trip:

Attractions indoors include the
Houston Museurn of Decorative Arts,

and includes furmiture, poreelair,
glass and textile pleces from the 18th
to the 20th centuries.

The city's main art museum s the
Hunter Museurn of Art, 10 Bluff
View, 615-267-0968, part of which s
housed in a lovely mansion once the
home of the Coca-Cola magnate and
philanthropist George Thomas
Hunter.

Medi-
cal offices believe in health promotion, disease
preveniion, early diagnosis and treatment.

Most offices offer evening and Saturday
hours for those patients unable to get away
from work. Since most offices book these ap-
pointments in advance, it helps the office if you
make your appolntment as far ahead as
possible.

Appointment times are kept open each day
for emergencies and urgent care. These ap-
pointments are for people who suddenly be-
come {ll, and for urgent problems.

Medical practices realize their patients have
very busy schedules and try to be on time for
patlent appointments. However, medical
emergencies do arise and may require the pro-
vider to do more tests or spend more Hime with a

stand that if the same emergency happened to
you, extra time would be spent with you. If you
are walting for an extended time. please ask
why. There is usually a good reason for it.

Appointments are scheduled for a specific
time. Please try to be on Hme. Arriving 10 mi-
nutes late for a 15-20 minute appointment s
unfair to you, the doctor and other patients
walting to be seen that day. If you cannot keep
your appointment, please cancel it so that
someone else who is sick can be scheduled at
that time,

The office staff loves small children. How-
ever, it's not possible for the staff to handle the
phones, help patlents and baby-sit at the same
time. It's much better for you and your child if
you can get a babysitter.

Please be aware that urgent care is just that
—urgent care. Most offices cannot see you im-
mediately for things such as athlete’s foot or an
on-goling problem you have had formonths. Ur-
gent care means that you just got sick, are run-
ning a fever and cannot wait to see a provider.

The focus of the office Is teamnwork. Everyone
from the clerical staff to the doctors are impor-
tant toyour health care, All stafTmermbers try to
make your visit as comfortable and efficient as
posstble. You should leave the office with posi-
tive feelings. If you have had any problems or
concerns about your health care or if anything
made you feel uncomfortable or dissallsfied,
please speak to someone in charge of the office.

Be a careful ohserver of your body and gen-
eral health. Note syumptoms and when they oc-
cur and write down questions to ask. Bring a
Hst of your current medications with you so a
complete and accurate chart may be made.

Don't assume your provider knows every-
thing about you. Be open with your provider.
View your visit as a positive experience and you
will inevitably galn from it.

Disclosure laws aid
prospective home buyers

Fuli disclosure, or lack of 11, (3 a
particularly tmportant and sensi-
tive factor in today's real estate
transactons.

Prospective huyers now receive
more {nformation about the prop-
erty they are considertng for pur-
chase than ever belore, Yel Jaw-
suits claimtng “lack of required
information disclosure™ are still
keeping the courts busy.

For example, litigallon Is pend-
Ing In one case {nvolving zening.
The buyer of a commercial proper-
ty was not advised of a conflict in
city and counly zoning designa-
tions. This, clalms the buyer,
adversely affects the property's
value.

Other zoning-refated cases often
relate to down-zoning actions by
city and county governments.

“There have been many cases
where zoning has changed and
become more restrictive,” sald
Harriett Clune, manager of a
major multioffice brokerage firm.

“This can affect a properly’'s
value and should be disclosed to
prospective buyers,” she said. “It's
important to research each prop-
erty carefully. Things can change
rapldly.”

Most problems that surface after

a sale relale to the property itself,
One Realtor firm, The Jon Douglas
Co. In Callfornia, tries to avold dis-
closure problems by educating
thelr sales assoclales and owners
of listed propertles.

The firm has produced a video-
tape for sellers that stresses the
importance of disclosure and
serves as a gulde for filling out the
“Real Estate Transfer Disclosute
Statement,” required by state law.

The first portion of the lwopage
disclosure document must be
completed by the seller. A section
on page two s fllled out by the
lisUng broker.

For their agents, the brokerage
firm provides delailed instructions
in thelr operations manual regard-
ing the inspectton of Usted proper-
tles and disclosing pertinent infor-
mation to buyers. A portion of
these Instructions read as follows:

*Enter the newly listed home by
the {ront door. Visually inspect the
home by locking up, down and all
around each area or reoom. Pro-
ceed around each area o your
right, then leave that room and do
the same for each room or area
thereafter, Take notes on any
cracks, broken glass or screens,
uneven walls, floors, stalning on
celling which may indicate leaks,

Undercover crops

Extend your growing season
and harvest your crops after
the first frost by taking them
“undercover.”

For those who live in cold
areas, extending your season
Is possible, even easy, with a
little help from cloches, row
covers and cold frames.

These devices make it possi-
ble to ralse the temperature of
your undercover crops 5 h 15
degrees or more. Using them,
you can ex the production of
tomatoes, peppers and other
frost-sensitive plants at least
two to four weeks.

The technology isn't compli-
cated—there are lots of handy
devices avallable for you to
buy— or you can use materi-
als you have lying around to
construct simple protectors.
Just keep In mind that the
main feature of anything you
decide to use is portability.
When the forecast calls for
frost, you want to be able to
get your equipment In place
Immediately.

* Cloches: A cloche s any-
thing placed over plants for
protection that lets the sun-
light in. The purpose of a
cloche is to trap the heat.
There are many types of
cloches. Some cover just one
plant, others entire rows of

_ GARDENING

plants.

Use a cone-shape hot-cap
cloche for Individual planis.
Cut a semicircle out of rigld,
transparent material; cut a
smaller semicircle at the cen-
ter of the straight edge (for
ventllation and air movement);
fasten the straight edges
together to form a cone.

Other inexpensive, easy sin-
gle-plant cloches can be made
by Inverting a wide-mouth jar
or cutting the bottoms off
plastic gallon jugs.

» Tunnel cloche: | think the
easlest protection to use is a
tunnel cloche that covers an
entire row or bed. Collect
heavy-gauge wire and bend it
inte “U” shapes. Invert them
and stick them into the
ground at 1- to 3- intervals,
straddling the row or bed.
Then stretch plastic lim over
the frame and secure it with
soll or boards at the base.

Varlations on the tunnel
cloche can be made by arching
clear acrylic or fiberglass over
a row and keeping it in place
with stakes. A simple tunnel
cloche can be made by prop-
ping two old window sashes
against each other in tent
fashion.

indicate problems. '
“Leave the home by the from
door and proceed ta your right
around the exterlor of the house,
looking up, dewn and all around
the exterfor walls, eaves, founda-
tton, walks. etc. Note any possile
problem areas.

and diligent visua) inspection and
reveal any material facts that
might affect the value or desirabilt-
ty of the property.”

After making thelr tnspection,
the sales assoclates are lold to
note significant ohservations en
the required disclosure statement
formi. The same basle tnspection
procedure might also be followed
by a cautlous buyer,

[n recent years. 1he responstblli-
ty for disclosing Information lo
prospecttve buyers has shifted, to
a degree, from the broker 1o the
property seller. The trend has been
pushed by the Natlonal Asso cta-

ton of Realtors and reglonal Real-
tor groups.,

An Increasing number of states
have enacted laws that require
sellers 1o disclose to buyers, prior
lo purchase, any defects known to
the seller and are not readily
observable to the buyer.

A few states now require this
disclosed mformation to be in writ-
Ing. In other states, It is left to the
buyer and seller to determine
whether the seller's disclosure of
defecls 1s 1o be communicated in
wrilten or oral form.

Many progressive Realtor firms
go far beyond the leglslated

requiremenls In disclosing infor-
mation about listed properties to
prospeciive buyers, For example,
the natlonal Coldwell Banker Resi-
dentlal Brokerage firm, as of Aprll,
developed 1ts own disclosure form
that addresses 18 different aspects
of the property such as the roof,
structural items and plumbing-
related items. It covers consider-
ably more areas than required by
maost state-mandaled disclosure
forms.

‘We feel that when buyers have
complete Information about a
properiy they can be assured they
are making the most inform'ed
decision on this majer Invest-

ment.” sald Carol Beekman, of
Coldwell Banker, “And It's impor-
tant to put the informatien in writ-
ing.”

©. Why is it such & hassle to
obtain ell the permits needed to
build or remodel a home?

A, Typlcally, 1t takes flve or six
separate stops and approvals
before an applicant receives all
permits needed to proceed with a
building project. That takes con-
slderable time and money, and a
numker of city and county govern-
menls are now making changes to
streamiine and simplify the pro-
cess.

In ane county, a one-stop permit
process is now hbeing planned. The
proposed new plan would make it
possible to obtain all needed
approvals at one time at a reorga-
nized serles of stops at the coun-
ty's administration bullding, The
change could save the county up
to $200.000 per year In cosls. And
the acton could potentially cut 10
percent off permit fees, it was
reported.

Simple solutions for care of outdoor plants in winter

* Blanket coverage: Gather up your old blankets
and throw them over your plants in the evening (Just
ke tucking them in) and take them off in the morn-

Ing. when things warm up.

The trick here 1s to keep the planis as close lo the
ground as possible since that decreases the chance of

cold air penetraling the space under the blankets.

The couple sald their dream of
owning a historle house developed
after buying a treasured plece of
furniture,

“Our siory really begins about 10
years ago when we bought an
antique dining reom sel thal was
too large for our home,” sald
Charles.
