A Nov 15 performance by The Chlppendale 
Dancers, a natlonaUy famous all-male dance re­
vue, netted a croWd of hundreds for the NoVl 
Hllton. 

It also netted misdemeanor charges against 
NoVl Hllton General Ma11ager Alan CrtstanUello. 

The show was a Violation ofa City of Novl zon­
ing ordlnance against providing "cabaret" type 
entertainment Without a permit. 

CrtstanUello could be fined up to $500 and 
sentenced to not more than 90 days injail for the 
offense. 

NoVl Police Sgt. Tim McNamara retried that 
the 10:30 p.m. show, which was held In the 
hotel's north banquet room included male 
dancers who "strlpFied their clothing down to a 
G-strii1g or thong type of clothing. The entire but­
tocks of the dancers were exposed to the audi­
ence" of several htmdred females. 

The show McNa1nara witnessed was the sec­

ond of the evening. .Alcohol Was served during 
b o t h shows, and audience members paid from 
$15 to $35 apiece for thelr tickets. 

Cristantlello would not comment on the mis­
demeanor citation. 

"1 have no comment" he said. "You can get 
your information from the NoVl Ftollce." 

Neither McNamara nor other police officials 
could be reached at presstime. 

Novl .Assistant City Attornqr Dennis Watson, 
Who has Worked with nume1x)us city zoning com-
1nlttees, said the Hilton violated a section of the 
zoning ordinance that governs "adult uses" of 
property. Including wluit is referred to as a 
"cabaret." 

A cabaret, according to the ordinance, is an 
establlsliment which features topless, go-go, or 
exotic dancers, strippers, male or female imper­
sonators or similar entertatlnment. 

"For that type of use you have to get jsermls-
slon from the city council and a public hearl11g 
must be held." Watson ejqplalned. 'It's like a spe­

cial land use approval process." 
Watson said the Novl Hilton was aware of the 

ordinance. 
"1 think they came to the city to apply, but 

there was not sufficient time to have the public 
hearing," he said. 

He said CristanUello will be required to appear 
In court for arraignment and attempts will likely 
be made to settle the Issue out of court. 

"The catjaret Is not the only thlilg regulated In 
the adult use ordinance," Watson added. "It also 
regulates adult bookstores, adult moVle thea­
ters, adult hotels and adult personal service 
businesses." 

The ordinance was written in an attempt to 
keep "red light districts" from forming In the city. 

"The regulation Is set up to limit those bu­
sinesses and force them to he spread out away 
from each other and a certain distance away 
from residential areas and churches," he said. 

"In a broad sense. It's really an anti-blight 
measure." 

Koester's win may help Hall's case

Novl Police DetecUve Karen 
Koester's Nov. 6 vlctoiy ln a sexual 
harassment suit against the city 
may help the case of Officer Deanna 

That's what Troy attorney Jamil 
Akhtar Is hoping, a11yway. 

Akhtar, who represents both wo­
men, said he intends to use Koes­
ter's verdict In court when Hall's 
case comes up early next year. 

Hall, like Koester, ls suing the 
dty for sexual discrimination and 
harassment based on events that 
she says occilrred while she was 
pr̂ nant on active duty with the 
Novl Police Department 

Earlier this 11ionth, ajuiy of four 
wo111en and two men In OaWand 
County Circuit Court Judge Gene 
Schnebf s courtroom ruled In favor 

of Koester on the sexual harass­
ment charge, but dismissed her 
claims of dlscrii111natlon. 

She sought $99,000 In economic 
losses and $500,000 In emotior1al 
damages. HoWeVer, thejuty chose 
to award only $5,000. 

"1 WlU certainly argue to the Jury 
that the city Was also "found guilty' 
in another case InVolVing sexual 
harassment ofa female officer While 
pregr1ant," Akhtar said. 

He Is currently seeking ajudlclal 
dtelslon to Increase the amoimt of 
the aWard. 

Whether the Juty decision WQl 
lead to a change In the city's light 
duty policy, which Is at the heart of 
the controversy, still remains to be 
seen. 

Both Koester and Hall sought 
light duty assignments during thefr 
pregnancies, but were denied due 
to city policy against such 

assignments. 
Federal and state law require 

that preg11an(y be freated by em­
ployers as a tempora1y disability. 
The city has a policy against light 
duty asslg11ments for any employee 
With such a disability. Waver and 
other city ofllcials argue that to glve 
a preg11ant woman a light duty as-
slgilment would be filegal because It 
woiJld give pregnant women an op­
tion that would not hie open to a 
man who was suffering from some 
other temporaty disability. 

However Eari Benson, an Equal 
Emplo)rment Opportu111ty Com­
mission (EEOC) representative In 
Detroit said laws treating pre­
gnancy as a temporaty dlMblllty 
are designed to protect pregnant 
women fiomlosfrlgthefrjobs, or be­
ing forced to take unpaid leaves of 
absence with no promise that thefr 
Job will be there when they return. 

"When It was ffrst enacted in 
1973. It was because many times a 
woman would become pregnant 
and lose money, or even her Job, 
When she Was capable of Working," 
he said. The guideline that pre­
gnancy must bie freated as a tem­
porary disability Was Written so as 
to be fafr to the person Who Was 
pregnant." 

Meanwfille, Novi .Assistant City 
Manager Craig Klaver Is calling 
Akhtar's comments about the case 
"ludicrous." He dlsn1issed an ear­
lier statement by Alchtar that Koes­
ter's award was only $5,000 be­
cause a July memhier was a Novl re­
sident Who didn't Want her taxes to 
go up. 

"That Is Just utterly, absolutely 
ridiculous," Klaver said. "It Is obvi­
ous that the $5,000 was Just a sym­
pathy aWard, a token amount."

NoVl Is likely to relinquish Its 
claim on the 52-1 District Court­
house If the existing building In 
Walled Lake remains In use and Is 
brought up to snuff. City Mai1ager 
Edw^ Kriewall said "Thursday. 

But If a new facility Is built Novl, 
as the largest commimlty in the dis­
trict still wants It, he added. 

In a t11ree-hour session Wednes­
day called by State Sen. David Hon-
Igjnan, R-West Bloomfield, rep­
resentatives from the district's 1 l 
communities appeared to make 
progress on a controversy that has 
been festering for months. Tlie plan 
now Is to split off part of the north­
ern end of the district and refurbish 
the 1960s-era Walled Lake court, 
now housed In a former auto 
dealership. 

"We kind of reached a consensus 
that White Lake and Rose Township 
may be better off moving Into the 
(52-2 district) Clarkston court. .Any 
location In Wixom, Walled Lake or 
NoVl Would hie cumbiersome for 
them." Honlgman said. 

"We'll have to speak to the people 
In the Clarkston court." 

Clarkston would gain a new 
judge If this occured, while Walled 
Lake would remain with three, he 
added. State legislation would be 
needed to break up the district. 

"It's not a big deal If everybody 
agrees to It," Ho11Igman said. 

"The Walled Lake Court would 
need some renovation, That cost 
would be minimal compared to 
building a new courthouse." 

Kriewall said that while he can't 
speak for the Novl City Council. "1 
think We'll have to take a hard look 
at that. . . ff they are going to stay 
In that same building, we probably 
wouldn't Insist on the courthouse 
here."

F>risoner 222386 Will be spending several more months belilnd bars. 
The state Parole Board recently voted against granting a November par­

ole date to Kenneth Loveday, convicted of negligent homicide In the deaths 
of two joggers on Eight Mile Road last year. 

His next scheduled release date Is June 10, 1993. 
The board Judged Loveday a "risk to the public safety," and listed his ad­

justment to prison and the nature of his crime as reasons for continuing 
his sentence. Loveday was seen punching another inmate at the lonla Re-
formatoty this past August. 

Another piece of information the board considered was a sworn affidavit 
from an Investigator who interviewed a former acquaintance of Loveda/s, 
The acquaintance told an investigator In July that Loveday had been a 
heavy marij uana user, and "had smoked as many as twenty to thirty (mari-
Juana) Joints a day." 

The acquaintance also labeled Loveday as "crazy and reckless," and said 
he would often "swerve at walkers. Joggers and bicyclists" while drlVIng. 

The acquaintance, who reportedly refused to sign the affidavit based on 
his parents' advice, added that "Loveday began attempting 360-degree 
turns with his vehicles. He began using road with dirt shoulders to use his 
car to slide sideways down the road for quite a distance. Eight Mile Road 
was used often because It had dirt shoulders and pavement." 

The acquaintance also remembered "sitting around Kenneth's house 
with other guys and eveiyone would talk about the close calls and how the 
walkers would be scared to death." 

Loveday is In prison for driving Into Yusuf Hananla and brother-in-law 
Albert Abdelnour while the two men were Jogging east on the dirt shoulder 
of Eight Mile Readjust cast of Beck Road. A passenger In Loveflay's Jeep 
that morning testified that he and Loveday smoked ajolnt minutes before 
the Incident. 

Loveday testified that he swerved toward the Joggers to avoid a gray 
pickup truck, but other drivers did not see the truck. 

Loveday Was convicted of negligent homicide last December rather Uian 
the much suffer manslaughter sentence he also faced. Judge Francis X. 
O'Brien had barred testimony related to Loveday's prior drug use and driv­
ing habits.

Kids at two local schools Will have 
better places In Which to learn If NoVl 
Voters assent to a proposed bond 
Issue, say school olEclals. 

The Nov1 Community Schools Dis­
trict has seven schools. Two ofthera 
Village Oalcs Elementary and Novl 
Meadows, home to the district's fifth 
and sixtfl graders, Will receive some 
8930,000 in improvenients Ifa prop­
osed $31.9 million bond issue re­
ceives approval. School district Vot­
ers go to the polls on Dec. 15 to grant 
or deny permission for officials to 
conduct the biond issue. 

School officials haVe said that the 
bond issue will cost district taxpay­
ers an additional $75 per year for the 
first two years. The amount wlll de­
crease every year afier that for the en -
Ure 20-year life of the bonds, they 
add. 

•Not having it is limiting the worlt 
that can be done by the students," 
said Village Oaks Principal David 
Brown of the most-anticipated im­
provement to his school — installa­
tion of an air condiUofllng system 

"lilds arejust like adults," he said. 
"Michigan's a very humid stale, and 
(in the wanner months) the kids get 
hot and tired and don't Want to have 
anything to do With studying." 

Other renovations Village Oaks 
WlU see if the bond issue passes in­
clude carpeting in the halls and 
classrooms, repair to the school's en­
closed courtyard and a new roof on 
the building. The total cost for the im­
provements comes lo $824,000.

"Our parents say lts Important to 

have air conditioning in school." said 
Brown. "They see lt going in the 
newer facilities (such as Parkview 
Elementary and the lnstiucUonal 
Technology Center), and say "Why not 
put it in the older schools as Well?'" 

September, May and June are dif­
ficult months. Brown said, "The kids 
get antsy," he said, "and it would only 
get worse Ifwe Went to a year-round 
schedule (without alr condltloi1lng.)' 

The carpeting, he continued. Will 
reduce noise in Village OaJcs class­
rooms. Some classes "have put (split) 
tennis balls on the 1egs of tables and 
chairs to limit the squeaking." BroWn 
added. The carpet would also help 
maintain the scJiool's temperature in 
Warm and cold Weather, he added. 

The need for a new roof at the 
elementary "is evident," BroWn said. 
"We have constant leaks. This build­
ing is 22 years old — it's only going to 
get Worse (without repair)." 

The current roof on Village Oaks 

Jets in water after ston11s, and has 
caused damage In some 1x)oms, 
Brown said. 

Village Oaks will see another re­
curring problem fixed with the pas-
sage ofthe bond issue: drainage from 
its courtyard. The area is completely 
enclosed, placed In the center of the 
school. Rainwater builds up there. 
Brown said. 

"There's not proper runoff," he 
said. "It builds up there due to the 
heavy clay base In the yard. They're 
planning on fixing that problem." 

Novi Meadows, the district's fifth 
and sixth grade facility, will 1TecelVe a 
kitchen renovaUon Worth $106,000 
in the 1»nd issue. The money Will buy 
new food storage facilities and 
caleteria entrances and exits, said 
Dr. Timothy Falls, the school's 
principal. 

"It's a very needed upgrade." Falls 
said. "We have about 665 kids here, 
and We're growing. More and more 
kids are being serVed in the 
lunchroom." 

The problem, he continued, is that 
the cafeteria has only one entrance, 
exit and serving line. "We orlly haVe 
so much time for students to get 
lunch." Falls said, "and it's getting 
harder and harder to get them 
through the line with time to enjoy 
their lunches." 

The renovation under the bond 
proposal would give the school two 
entrance doors, two serVing lines and 
two exit doors, Falls said. Also in­
cluded for Meadows are a series of 
freezers for storage, Which Would be 
for dlstrictwlde storage.

emergency reliabUltatlon funds to 
help low and moderate income resi­
dents repair thelr homes. The money 
is typically used for Items such as a 
new furnace or roof repair. 

For picnic tables, a proposed 
$10,000 has been set aside, park 
land purchase funds could gain 
$20,000 and another $15,000 would 
be allocated to sidewalk safety paths. 

if the city council agrees to DaVis's 
prtaposal. 

lJaVls in a NoV. 5 memo to council 
pointed out the funds helped com­
plete many city projects and activi­
ties that might not have been 
completed.

• $15,000 for sidewalks and safety 
paths to fill gaps within the existing 
pathways. 
• $10,000 to purchase and replace 
picnic tables, park benches, grills 
and other equipment. 
• $3,000 for the administration of 
the community development block 
grant program. 
• $1,300 foracontlngency lund and 
to supplement current block grant 
programs. 

DaVls Is also proposing shifting 
$32,000 in leftover lunds from 1988 
and 1989 In areas like recreation and 
historic preservation to the safety 
path program.

Eager supporters for the 11th Dis­
trict's newly-elected Republican 
Congressman Joseph KnoUenberg 
tied for second-place With fans of 
Rolaert Havey, a Democrat Who lost 
out on his bid for thejob of state rep-
resentaUve ofthe 38th district. Each 
had 19 signs whisked away by the or-
dlrrance officer. 

Next In line Were county treasirrer 

C. Hugh Dohany With 18 signs 
hauled aWay and County Commis­
sioner Kay Schmid. R-NoVl, With 15. 

On a presidential basis, suppor­
ters of George Bush put up 1 l tsiboo 
signs. Ross Perot supporters nine 
and Bill Clinton supporters five. 
Bush also swept away with the race 
— in NoVl. 

Amolsch noted as a footnote in his 
report to Building Ofilcial Don SaVen 
that "one ordinance ofllcer cannot 
keep up With dozens of campaign 
workers Violating the ordinance. In 
my opinion, the city should look to 
banrilng these eyesores and potential 
Utter problems entirely from public 
areas."

For the first time, suburban voters cast the ma­
jority of votes In a l̂ ldentlal election ti1is year. If 
Novl Is any Indication, the growth of Suburbia. 
U.S.A., wlU continue In earnest. 

The Novl Planning Commission at Its Nov. 18 
meeting approved permits for two new subdivi­
sions, both named Andover lAoInte. At Issue were 
grants for prelinllnary plat, woodland and wetland 
plans. Commissioners gave the nod lo all three. 

The two proposed subdivisions will be lixated 
west of Beck Road and south ofTen Mile In the city, 
near Echo Valley Estates. Andover Ftolntc No. 1 
will offer 28 lots; No. 2, a total of eight. The subdivi­
sions wlll occupy some 52 acres. 

Two cul-de-sacs, Andover Drive and Burn-
twood Court are longer than the permitted length 
In city ordinance (600 feet). Andover's developers 
will have to get a special waiver from the Novl City 
Council for the 730 and 620-foot roads. The cul-
de-sacs are proposed to be 32 feet wide, which will 
also require a council waiver. 

Linda Lemke, woodlands specialist, reviewed 
the plan submitted by Selber, Keast & Associates, 
on behaff of the Roriald Licht Investment Co, A 
total of 288 frees under regulation on tiie 52 acres 
In question wlU be saved, w11Ile 103 will be re­
moved. The trees lo be preserved wlU be In a fairly 
contiguous area. Leinke added, and recom­
mended approval. 

Susan Tepatti, water resources specialist for 
the city's consulting firm. JCK & Associates, re­
viewed the wetlands plan submitted by Sieber-
Keast. She recommended approval of the wet­
lands permit. 

Municipal walerwUl be brought to the new sub­
division for ftre protection only, Clff Sleber Indi­
cated. Water lines will be put in place up lo the 
boundaries of the subdivisions, but wells may be 
required for a time. 

Access to the proposed subdivision, said Traffic 
Consultant R o d A r r o y o , will be via Edlnhiorough 
Lane In Hummingbird Estates, to Beck Road, or to 
Ten Mile Road Via Forest Park Lane and Heart-
wood DriVe through Echo Valley. 

Nearby resident Jeny Thornton, who llVes right 

next to Andover No. 1, addressed the commission. 
A public path, extending fri a large circle 

through nearby woodlands, was an Idea Thornton 
said he heard menUoned and thought It would "be 
Vefy nice." 

Ronald Storm, who also lives on the border of 
the .Andover Pointes. said hewasconcemed about 
"the privacy of our subdivision." 

Storm said that he wanted to see more ofa buf­
fer between his home and the proposed subdivi­
sion, which will be located right next to him. 

"Someonemoveslnhere.'Stormsald, "because 
theywantfriget away fromthe noise, the traffic. All 
ofa sudden, then a new subdivision comes along 
and somebody's backyard Is right up by them." 

"There's nothing on the books to make that 
happen." Chairperson Kathleen McJ.̂ en said to 
Storm. 

"It's a shame there Isn't one. There should be In 
the frjlure," Storm replied. Commissioners later 
said they agreed. 

Commissioners granted all three permits by 
unanimous vote. "Welcome to the neighborhood," 
said McLallen afler the vote had been taken.

D e b a t e over s t u d y is 
a q u e s t i o n of c o n t r o l 

It was not a historic debate. Just a 
debate Over history. But it was an iIIlpor-
tant debate, one which pertains to the 
question Of the relatiorlship between tlle 
city's administrators and its Volunteer 
appointees. It also pertains to an ap­
pointed cOmmlttee's ability to control its 
own hired consultants. 

The NoVi Historic District Study 
Corrlmittee recently heated up with cri­
ticism of its consultant Robert Donohue. 
Comnlittee chalIman LuAnne Kozma 
Was fullous when she learned Donohue 
had gone over to District Court Judge 
Brian MacKenzie's house and done a 
full-scale analysis of the buUding's his­
torical significance. This was done with­
out the committee's knowledge, after the 
Historic Commission—a separate orga­
nization — even told Assistant City Man­
ager Craig Klaver they would not fund 
such an analysis of the MacKenzie 
home. 

Some of Kozma's reasons were that 
the consultant was past deadline on the 
first phase of his historic district study, 
that such a full analysis of the buildliIg 
was more appropriately left to phase two 
and that the decision should have been 
left to th e committee—not made behind 
their back. She questioned Klaver's 
motives. 

Now, if IQaver or Donohue had 
come back w i t h some explanation like, 
oh, the message didn't get from Klaver to 
Donohue before he did the analysis. 
Sorry guys, there was some kind of mls-
communicatlon, we'd have been willing 
to accept that. 

What we heard from Klaver was 
that Donohue and Kozma have a person­
ality conflict and that was the cause. We 
heard that Donohue did the work on his 
own time, not on the city's tab. (This is 

G o v e r n m e n t 

the same person who told the committee 
he was too busy to complete the historic 
survey.) And we heard that the problem 
is that there is overlap between the dis­
trict study committee and the city his­
toric commission. 

All that is quite beside the point. 
When a committee tells a consultant to 
do or not to do something, it should be 
able to count on the consultant following 
orders. It's as simple as that. The legisla­
tive bodies set the pohcies; the admi­
nistration, and that includes a hired 
consultant, carries them out. 

In this case, the committee asked 
Donohue to meet his extended deadline 
for the survey. 

Regardless of whether the consul­
tant was charging the city for the MacK-
eiIzie analysis, if he's late with the rest of 
the work, we can certainly undel̂ stand 
the committee's umbrage. 

Both Klaver and Donohue stepped 
down last week from their work with the 
comnlittee. And that's appropriate. The 
corrlmittee now wUl have to come up with 
replacements. 

But Kozma is up for an appoint­
ment to the city Historic Commission on 
Monday, the first time she's applied for 
thejob. We hope her role In the debate 
will not be used against her. It should be 
seen as a plus. 

Let's reassess alarm rule 
For the second time, we hear of a 

buslrless ovmer delaying a call to Novl 
emergency services because of the city's 
new false alarms ordinance. 

When Red Timbers co-owner Basil 
StaVroboulos recelVed the call from his 
alarm company at about 2:15 a.m. Tues­
day, he did not haVe them immediately 
call the NoVi Fire Department. He had 
twice h a d false alarms recently, he said, 
and he asked tJle alarm company to lis­
ten over the audio system to the Inside of 
the restaurant. They heard nothing. 
Then hejumped In his car and headed off 
to the restaurant to see for himself what 
the problem was. 

The Novl Fire Department was 
called at 2:18 a.m. by a passer-by who 
spotted smoke comiIIg from the build­
ing. Novl firefighters arriVed on the scene 
at 2:22 a.m. But as they were setting up 
their equipment and opened the door to 
the buUdmg, flames broke through the 
roof. 

By the time the blaze was out, all 
that was left standing of the old restaur­
ant —• Virtually an Institution in NoVl — 
were the walls. 

Earlier this year, a party store 
owner who had been experiencing prob­
lems with his alarm system balked at 
calling the police when it went off. In­
stead he had the alarm company go 
check it out. The store had indeed been 

burglarized. There is of course no way to 
know if police would haVe arrived in time 
to apprehend the prepetrator even if they 
had been called ItIlmediately. 

Now, you can argue that a business 
owner shouldn't mess around with these 
things. He or she should Just make sure 
the system is operating as best it can and 
then trust it enough to send police or 
firefighters when the thing goes off. 

But that is not altogether realistic. 
You asking business Owners in some 
cases, as with Stavroboulos, to wake up 
from a dead sleep in the middle of the 
night and make a snap decision about 
whether to gamble on a fine of up to $500 
by calling the police or fire departments. 

It is not clear if the clocks were in 
synch and whether there was really a 
three minute gap between the time the 
alarm company knew there was a prob­
lem and the time the flre department was 
called. But is three minutes significant? 
You bet it is. Studies have shown a fire 
can progress from the point ofa smolder­
ing cigarette on a couch to a raging in­
ferno in less than three minutes. 

The city has already quantified the 
savings it has gained in terms of light­
ened demand on manpower since it in­
stituted the new false alarms ordinance. 
Perhaps it is time to assess how much it 
is costing in terms of additional property 
damages.

Northville school administrators" 
contracts remain unsigf1ed flVe 
months after negotiations ended. 

That's a situation the school board 
hopes to rectlly at its meeting tonight 
at 7:30 p.m. al Winchester 
Elementary. 

Twenty contracts employing seven 
cerltral office administrators, 10 
building principals and their assis­
tants, and thĵ ee superVisors Were 
never signed and Validated by the 
School Board president after they 
Were settled last spring. Moreover, 
contracts for the central ofDce staf­
fers have never been formally ap­
proved and adopted by the Board of 
Education. 

They are expected lo be adopted 
tonight. 

David Bolltho, assistant superin­
tendent for administrative services, 
cxinllrrns the contracts Were never 
signed but said It Was Just an over­
sight on his department's part. He 
said it was his mistake that he didn't 
get the building administrators' con­
tracts signed by the school board

Lake courthouse is too inadequate to 
be renovated. 

"For every area, there's Just not 
enough room for What's going on 
there," she said. 

In a Sept. l 5 report to the pla11ning 
and buUding committee, Schmlc. 
said that In an inspection of the court 
she found that "there was no way to 
expand the present building or ad 
dress the parking problems tl1at ex 
ist" and that in "every area of the facll 
Ity. there is inadequate space for the 
functioning of the area, represenUng 
an unsafe and potenUally dangerous 
atmosphere not only to the court em­
ployees, but the public as Well. 
Schmid noted that the court is not 
liandlcapped-accessible and could 
hie considered a fire hazard. 

Even if the district is spUt. three 
courtrooms Would still bie in opera­
Uon in Walled Î e under the new 
proposal. The caseload Would, how­
ever, be reduced by less than 11 
percent. 

According to staUstics provided by 
the district court, Novi accounts for 
23 percent of the caseload. White 
I-ake 11 percent. Rose Township. .03 
percent. 

Police chiefs in the northern com­
muniUes liave contended that travel­
ing to a court in Novi Would take too 
much drive time. A site at Beck Road 
and Grand l̂ lVer AVenue, the prop­
osed Westbrooke ofllce park, Was 
selected by the Oakland County 
board of cominissioners' planning 
and building department after re­
viewing a series of bids. 

"Maybe tl1isjust moves the prob­
lem around. Wlio knows. We llave a 
district shaped like it should not be 
shaped. Wbcom said they would let it 
stay there (in Walled 1,ake) if they re­
shaped tl1e district." Kriewall said. 

The district consists of the ciUes of 
Novl. South Lyon. Walled Î ake and 
Wlxom and the townsllips of Com­
merce, Highland. Lyon, Milford. Novl, 
i^e and Wlilte Lake. 

A recent request from Novi to the 
other communiUes requesting sup­
port for the courthouse site selected 
by the Oakland County Board of 
Commission's planning and building 
committee Was given a cold shoulder 
In a letter from the Walled Lake C i t y 
Council. Novl officials had invited 
their counterparts to meet With them 
on the topic. 

Walled l^e's Mayor William 
Itoberts and Council Members Linda 
.Ackley, James Clifton and Heather 
Hill, wrote a Nov. 4 letter to Novl say­
ing that a meeting on the topic Would 
be -frulUess, if not ill-advised" and 
reiterated their position that the 
courthouse should not tie removed 
from Walled Lake and that the city of­
ficials "Intend to pursue every re­
course available to us." 

A courthouse is seen as a boon to 
the neighboring business commun­
ity, generating trafflc for restaurants 
and bringing In lawyers to nest ln 
nearby office bulldl11gs. 

Honlgman said he tliinks the solu­
tion re^ed at the Mllford meeting 
Will solve the problem. 

"It's amazing When eveiybody sits 
down and Is nice and reasonable, 
eveiybiody can agree on sometl1ing. I 
guess eveiylXKly wasn't communi­
cating." he said.

"So all that was left was 
the signing of the actual employment 
contract. It was a rouUne item that 
Just never got done, 

"It wasn't a real priority, and as We 
got into the year and got sidestepped 
with transportation and the pay-to-
participate program, il Was Just an 
oversight," he said. 

All of the contracts are two-year 
contracts with the exception of new 
l11res. Which are on a one-year proba-
Uonary period. They all expire June 
30, 1994, 

BoliUio said the seven central of­
fice admlrllslralors' contracts are 
identical to the two-year contracts 
that expired on June 30. 1992, Sal­
ary and benefits remained un­
changed this year for the superinten­
dent and Ills two assistants, tlle busi­
ness manager, the two directors and 

for the executive director of special 
educaUon, Each agreed to lake a sal­
ary freeze in June after the denUse of 
their mlllage increase request. 

"They are no difierent than What 
they were before," he said, "The big 
issue is that the economic package 
had already been decided on and ap­
proved by the board. It really Is Just a 
rouUne matter that ur1forturlalely 
was not acted upon In the proper 
time frame. 

"The salaries have already been 
approved and announced publicly. 
There is nothing new in there. II Just 
needs to be a formal board agenda 
item, and they need to tie signed," 

The only change in the new build­
ing adminlsÛ lors' conU-acts Is the 
addlUon of a benefit opUon, That op-
Uon, Bolltho said, allows Uie 10 
bulldillg principals and their assis­
tants to convert benefits they would 
have taken anyway and use lhem as 
a salary Improvement. Included in 
that opUon ~ which is a $2,350 perk 
for school principals -— are reim­
bursements for tulUon, and physical 
and conference alloUnents. 

In effect what monies the princi­
pals don't expend during the year for 

those tliree qualifying riders is re­
lumed to them in cash. TTie same 
holds true for the two assistant prin­
cipals al the high school and the one 
assistant middle school principal, 
who each have a $2, lOO-a-year bene­
fit option. 

ConUTJcts for supervisors of the 
district's food service program, lis op-
eraUons and U1e Early Childhood 
Cenler also remain unclianged and 
unsigned. Those contracts mirror 
their expired contracts in salary and 
benefit options. 

"It's a formality of sorts," said

CuUnary Olympics refers to the competition 
in Fl̂ nkfurt, Germany. Where chefe h o r n ar­
ound the world compete for the most outstand­
ing recipes. The recipes used at the dinner are 
gold-medal Winners from the Olymplcs, and 
were superbly recreated in O.C.C.'s kitchen by 
staff and students lInder the watchful eye of 
Chef Aidvisor, Jim Stawara. 

Once I arrived at Bi111dlng J. I caught the 
elevator and entered what I thought would bie a 
familiar setting. The doors opened at the third 
floor and to my suprlse I was greeted hy a 
classmate In the livery and was ushered into 
the dining hall. Serenaded by a harp. I strolled 
about in delight, for my classroom had been 
transformed into a land of incomparable ele­
gance. The Illurnnlated ice sculpture echoed the 
shape of the harp and the light it cast en­
hanced the glow of the candles which reflected 
off mirrored centerpieces and golden stars. 
Together, they served as guides to my table 
where I depostled my tielonglngs. 

I ventured Into the next room where the 
hum of words and laughter reflected the enjoy­
able time all were having. With only a few mi­
nutes until dinner, eveiyone finished their tie-
Verages from the bar and slowly made their 
way to the tables. 

My table was already filling up wltll guests 
who were none other than graduate students 
and their husbands. Our salutations were Inter­
rupted by the serving of the appetizer. Wild 
Mushroom Tenrine complemented by a Itoasted 
Red Pepper Coi111s. 

The slightly tangy coiIlls set off the flavoriul 
terrlne as tlils perfect balance of tastes had 
been carefully matched so as not to outshine 
one another. As a good appetizer shoilld, tllls 
dish whetted our appetites and we could hardly 
wait to experience the rest of the meal. 

To our delight, the Mussel Soup came 
quickly, the steam still rising ofi" the top. Ac­
cented by leeks and safiftDn, the soup was re-
tnlniscent of the sea without hieing overpower­
ing. Its creamy texture was pleasently empha­
sized by chunlts of Vegetables, creating a satify-
Ing but not oVer-fllllng second course. Following 
close bellind was the "Intermission," or palate 
cleanser. Key Ume Sorbet. 

Never ljefore has tlils sorljet tieen so wonder-
fuOy made, even in the southern Islands of 
Florida from Which the name of tllls dish de­
rives. Ĵ e&eshlngly light and cool, the taste was 
so pure that I envisioned myself on the bieach. 
picking the fruit off the tree and eating stral̂ t 
from the skin. Biting into the raspberry and 
mint leaf that were served with it snapped me 
out of my daydream and 1 consulted fiie nlenu 
to see what was next. 

The Main Course was Lxiln of Lamb Wyoming 
with Port Wine Sauce. Baby Vegetables and Po­
tatoes au GraUn. l>ovlng lamb, l tjarely allowed 
the waiter to set the plate down before I cut In. 
A butter knife would have bruised this tender 
meat wlilch was by far the best lamb I liave 
ever had. Wrapped with more lamb, pine nuts 
and parsley, the meat was cooked to perfection.

The centerpiece of almost evefy Thanksgiving table Is 
the turkey, roasted golden-bitiwn — a reminder of 
America's Colonial past and that first day of 
Thanksgiving, 

Although turkey is available year-round, tliis is still 
the time of year — the holiday season — when most 
turkeys are sold. 

Turkeys come to market Weighing anywhere from 
four to 24 poionds. Contrary to popular tiellef, larger 
birds do not provide more servings per pound than 
smaller birds. fThe ratio of bone to meat is about the 
same In both large and small birds.) For plentiful por­
tions, pJan on 1 to r/j pounds per person. 

A survey of meat department managers showed the 
most popular size turkey Is the 12- to 16-pound bird be­
cause of the trend toward smaller fa11111y units. 

Here are some rules for buying, storing and using 
turkey and other poultiy: 
• Select a bird that has good coloring. Avoid those with 
grayish flesh or dried areas. 
• Look for U.S. government seals of Inspection. 
• Fresh, tray-Wrapped poultry may t>e stored in the re­
frigerator for about two days in its supermarket 
packaging. 
• Home-frozen poultry may be kept for six months in 
the freezer. 

Once It has been thawed, do not refreeze poultry 
without first cooking it completely. 
• Cooked poultiy may tie stored in the refrigerator for 
up to two days, and may be frozen for up to two months. 
• Poultry has been accused of causing food-borne ill­
nesses. To be safe, wash aU boards, counters and equip­
ment that come in contact With anything that has 
touched raw poultry. 
• PoidtIy that is on sale may be bought in quantity and 
repackaged In recipe-sized portions. For example, 
whole frozen turkey may be cut in half or quartered by 
the supermarket butcher for freezer storage in a size 
that will make a family dinner. 

If your guests all like white meat turkey, look for a 
short-legged turkey, wlilch means a plumper breaset 
tlian birds with long legs, according to experts. 

The most common cooking mistake? Overcooking 
the tiirkey gobbler. But a turkey Without traditional 
side dishes doesn't deserve to be called Thanksgiving 
fare. Tliis list emphasizes stuffings for the big bird. 

CHEESY SPINACH STUFFING 
14 pound biacon, minced 
y< pound mushrooms, chopped 
1 cup chopped onion 
potmd spinach, washed and trimmed 

% cup unsalted butter or margerlne 
1 package (16 ounces) herbed, seasoned stulQng mix 
1 pound ricotta cheese 
'A cup pine nuts 
% cup chopped parsley 
1 teaspoon Ijasil, cruslied 
I teaspoon salt 
'A teaspoon pepper 
3 cups water 
Salt and pepper to taste 

Yields 6 servings 
In large skillet, cook bacon until softened. .Add mu-

slirooms and onion and cook, stirring oiten, untfi mu-
slirooms are browned and onions are tender. 

Add spinach and unsalted butter. Cook 1 minute to 
soilen spinach. Ftemove from heat and combine With 
herb-seasoned stufling mix cheese, nuts, parsley, ba­
sil, salt, pepper, and Water. Blend well. StufTlnto turkey 
and truss.

1 pint oysters 
1 cup finely chopped onion

'A cup parsley 
'A cup margarine or butter 
Water 
1 (8-oi1nce) package com bread stuffing mix 
1 egg, beaten 
1 (8-ounce) can sliced water chestnuts, drained 
1 teaspoon salt 
'A teaspoon thyme 
'/a teaspoon sage 
'A teaspoon pepper 

Yields enough sulUng for a 10 to 12 pound turkey. 
Drain oysters, reserving liquor. In small frypan, 

saute onion, celeiy and parsley in margarine until ten­
der but now brown. Add enough Water to the reserved 
oyster liquor to make 1 cup. 

In bowl, combine stufling mix. egg and oyster liquor. 
Toss lightly to blend. Stir in sauteed vegeUble mix. oys­
ters, water chestnuts and seasonings. Spoon stuffing 

loosely into the cavity of ready-to-cook turkey, Bake 
turkey as directed. 

Stufling may also be baked in a lightly greased 
2-quart shallow baking dish. Bake at 350 F for 15 lo 20 
minutes, or imtll heated tlirough.

'/i cup chopped fi-esh parsley 
5 medium celery ribs, chopped 
1 medium green pepper, chopped 
1 stick butter 
4 cups coarse com bread crumbs 
3 cups cream-style com 
4 eggs, beaten 
'A teaspoon thyme 
'/a teaspoon freshly ground pepper 

Yields 10 to 12 servings. 
In heavy skillet, saute onions, parsley, celery and 

green pepper in butter until onions are transparent. 
Meanwhile, spread corn bread crumbs on baking sheet 
and toast very lightly at 325 F about 10 minutes (not 
necessary with packaged com bread stuffing crumbs.) 

In ml̂ dng bowl, lightly nrlix aU ingredients Just before 
ready to bake. Season with salt and pepper, as desired. 
Padtage crumbs are drier than homemade com bread, 
crumbled and toasted, so additional Water might be 
necessary, but stufling shouldn't be soupy. Tliis may be 
stuffed into the turkey, but it's easier to pile It Into 
greased 2-quart baking dish and bake at 325 to 350 F 
for about 40 minutes, or until surface is nicely browned,

I can remember a time, ln an earlier life,

clillls. That was before I realized tliat a 

clean kitchen doesn't necessarily mean a 
safe kitchen with regards to food. Calvin ls 
quick to point out that spoUess Is great 
but correct storage of food In the accurate 
temperature ranges is much, much more 
Important. 

Usualfy health Inspections take place 
on a seini-annual Isasls. There is no fore­
warning that the examiner will be Visiting. 
This. I suppose, Is meant to keep restaur­
ants on their toes. Personally, each and ev­
eryday, all day, we could be inspected and 
pass with a Very respectable score. 

The "Food Service Establishment Re­
port" is a list of 44 components that cover 
every aspect of dealing with food. Any 
items that are checked off are in Violation 
of the law. A perfect score Is l 00. The more 
serious the offense the lilgher the points 
associated with lt. 

For Instance, clean or soiled lfrlen not 
stored properly means the deduction of 

one point, wlille improper food protection, 
meaning that potentialy hazardous food 
does not meet temperature requirements 
during storage, preparation, display, ser­
vice or transportation, brings a whopping 
5 points off the bottom line. 

.AU refrigerators and freezers must have 
hanging thermometers. At a glance we can 
tell if there are fluctuations. These tiier-
mometers have a nasty habit of seff de-
structing. We check constantly to be sure 
they are replaced as needed. The lilgher 
the temp In a "box" (slang for refrigerator) 
the quicker food spoUs and bacteria grows. 

There are strict regulations as to where 
specific foods may be stored. Ĵ w pro­
ducts must be below cooked food. As an 
example, ff raw clilcken liquid drips on a 
cook&d roast that is to be sliced for sandwi­
ches, there Is a very good chance for sal­
monella poisoning to occur. The roast is 
already cooked so heat will not be a factor 

In the ldlllng of any bacteria. 
Moreover, imagme that the roast, with 

drippings from raw chicken is brought out 
by the prep cook to cut on the slicer. He 
gets distracted and lets It sit on the 
coimter for an hour. During this Ume the 
bacteria has been exposed to room temp­
erature. Its favorite, for the promoton of ra­
pid growth. 

The plot can thicken even more. He 
slices the roast on the slicer and places the 
meat in the walk-fri then brings out a ham 
and slices IL Then a turkey. .Another dras­
tic error has been made. The slicer was not 
cleaned and sanitized after each use. All of 
the meat has been contamfriated. 

It is gofrig onto a tray that wfil again sit 
at room temperature on the buffet table. 
Those fitUe bacteria are thrilled. More heat 
to encourage brisk development 

And then . . . we eat the meat and be­
come violently ill. "Going from both ends." 

Most of the time We will Just assume that 
we "have the flu." It is always going around 
you know. Tlils cross contamlnaUon sce­
nario is not hard to have happen if man­
agement and staff are not educated and 
devoted to the precise handlmg of food. 

l^t week Calvin was In for liis routine 
inspection. This is the third time, l always 
walk through the kitchen with him as he 
follows the Ust. Each meeting is a learning 
experience. Every time our kitchen gets 
better. He and l are a team working toward 
the same goal—wholesome food and a sa­
nitary kitchen. 

Our score was 92. An "A" in his estima­
tion. Each member of my staff is an integ­
ral part to the success of the fight against 
food borne diseases and a clean work 
place. They all received the "A" with me.
