Dissension over a hllstorlc survey of Novl has 
led to a fluny of reslg11atlons. 

While the Historic District Study Committee 
Was hoping to break Its contract With architec­
tural lilstorlan Robert Etonohue, the consultant 
pre-empted this hy bioWing out l1imself due to 
"phllosopliical and professional differences," via 
a Nov 12 letter. 

The Novl City Council accepted his resigna­
tion NoV. 23. 

In addition. Assistant City Manager Cralg 
KlaVer Wrote the city council a letter saying he in­
tends to step down as a liaison to the Historic 
District Study Committee based on "conUnued 
ill feelings as a result of the controversies sur­

rounding the Bob Donohue consultant contract 
and tlie proposed publicity on the MacKenzie 
house." 

The study committee's chair LuAnne Kozma. 
questioned why Donohue had prepared a report 
on the home of Judge Brian MacKenzie when he 
Was behind schedule. 

The committee as a whole voted lo oust Do­
nohue due to nllssed deadlines and a dissatis­
faction With his Work to date. 

The new liaison lo the committee will be Novi 
staff planner Mike Csapo. With J i m Wahl, direc­
tor of the community development department 
serving as an alternate. 

When the survey is completed, the city council 
Will have the option of creating a historic district 
and a historic district commission lo monitor 
any proposed changes lo the designated sites. 

A recoriilguratlon of the Novi Historic Com­
mission also look place last Week, as the city 
council appointed Kozma and Margaret Schmidt 
to two vacancies there. Both are newcomers to 
the job. 

Kozma is a folk art curator a l the Michigan 
State University Museum and Schmidt, an edu­
cator specializing in fanning lilstory, is well-
known in town for her work with the Novi 4-H 
Adventurers.

chefs. C h u c k Rachwitz. in the new Rocky's of NorthVllle. 
I attended opening night at Northvllle's newest eatery 

last Monday, and was happy to see that old Muer quality 
was back in town. 

Rachwitz calls the decor "sort of a hunting lodge, but 
nicer." There are plenty of warm Woods and dark greens, 
but a bare wood floor m the t)ar declared the casual natilre 
o f the place. Look closely at the striped awning over the 
bar. The stripes are actually printed fishing rods. 

Muer's wife Betty h a d a hand In the decorating, wll ich 
includes a 40-foot mura l of the Roclqr Mountains, painted 
by local artist Dlane Sybelldon. 

But 1 was there for the food. Here and there the m e n u 
spotlighted some of the old favorites. Mussels M u e r was 
among the appetizers. Muer Cellars wines were listed. 
Che f Larry's name appeared a couple of times (an homage 
to Muer's former executlVe chef Lar iy PagUari). A n d as al­
ways, there was a selection of eight or nine Jet-fi-esh fish 
entrees. 

But Chef ltocky's h a n d was apparent In the m e n u . too. 
His famous Roadkill Cl l l l l was aVailable as an appetizer. 
His signature dish, potato-encrusted wlllteflsh, headlined 
the fish dishes. 

The barbecued baby back ribis beckoned, and I was 
nearly lured by the rack of lamb With sweet potato chips . 
Instead I opted for the mtrlgulng. The complexity of turkey ' ; 
breast au polvre with a DlJon brandy sauce Was too m u c h ! • I 
to resist. 

Chef Rocky didn't disappoint. The turkey was tender, 
not dry. and the sauce luxuriously smooth, yet spicy. Rlce 
with lentils and a small serving of marinated salad made i t . • 
a filling meal — so filling, in fact, that I had to refuse de­
ssert (Which would shock Grandpa if he Were alive today). 

If opening night is any indication, I biet Rocky's of North­

ville coil ld cause a Visitor to stay.

K i d s l e a r n a b o u t j o y o f g i v i n g

"We hope We're teaching the kids 
that there's Joy in giving, not Just La 
receiving." 

That, says Village Oaks Elemen-
ta1y PTO Vice-President Pat Kort-
landt. is the point ofthe Gift ofRead-
ing program in Which the school par­
ticipated recently. 

Five years ago. the DetroU F r e e 
Pr-ess announced a new and innova­
tive project: individuals and groups, 
including schools, could donate new 
bcioks for klds Who don't have the mo­
ney for them. 

"I saw the article on the Gill of 
Reading program." said Kortlandt, 
"and 1 took it to VOICE (the Village 
Oak's PTO). and We all decided to 
adopt it. 

"We're lucky here in Novl," she 
continued, "and We thought that gill 
of reading went right along With our 
lifelong goals of thankfulness and 
giving." 

Since then. Village Oaks parents 
and students have made the school 
the highest-donating one in the 
metro Detroit area. Well over 3,000 
books have tieen given by the elemet-

ary lo me unseen children whose 
need for reading Is veiy real. 

"The first year We got over 700 
books," KorUandt said, "and every 
year has been better and better." 

"Our community has (always) 
been Veiy generous and cooperatiVe 
in the program," said Principal DaVid 
Brown. "Once you start a tratiiUon 
like this, it's hard to stop it." 

Village Oaks children will put a 
special sticker in each book for its re­
cipient, Kortlandt added. "It's a 
nameplate — '1 belong to' and then a 
spot for the name. The children Who 
get a hiook can make It their oWn." 

The kids also make bookmarks to 
accompany the gills, she added. 
"They put slogans or draWings on 
them." she said. The nice part is that 
they 11iake their oWn, and It's fron1 
the heart. It makes them special." 

Some 878 books l1ave tieen do­
nated to the gilt of reading program 
tllls year at VUlage OaJcs, Kortlandt 
said, down a bit fixim last year's re-. v: 
cord donaUon of 1,077. The school f 
keeps hack With a special display in 
its front lobby. A paper tree, tacked 
onto the bulletin board, complete 
Wlth bushels beneath It, Is the 
method. 

"Three books equals one (paper) 
apple in the bushel," Kortlandt ex­
plained. "And foreveiy 100lxx)ks,We 
put up a little bookworm The klds 
are alWays checking out the board, 
seeing hoW they're doing." Past years 
llave seen turkey, train and candy 
cane designs to achieve the purpose. 

The books, Kortlandt said, are of 
the easy-reader variety. "Many of the 
klds that Wlll get the books have more 
limited ability." she said. 

Collection boxes are put in each 
classroom, she added, and children 
put their gifts there. "That Way 
there's no pressure — the Ixix Isjust 
a gill from all the kids ln that room," 
Kortlandt said. 

"We never tlirow out a book," Kort­
landt said of used tjooks people 
sometimes donate. The gift ofreading 
program takes only new IxKiks, but 
there are other agencies that recelve 
the occasional used Work, or they are 
placed in Village Oaks' library, 

While the program. Which lasted 
NOV., 16-20; has wound down, 

irtlandt said, the school Will accept 
dof1atlons of new books tlirough to-
morroW morning. Village Oalcs is lo­
cated on WllloWbrook Road, Which is 
oifTen Mile Road between Meadow­

brook and Haggerty Roads. 
"The klds have a lot of fijn," she 

said. "They'll pick them out carefully. 
One said that 'I picked this one be­
cause 1 love lt.' That's What the shar­
ing Is all about." 

"Klds have the real giving spirit," 
she added. "Some use their alloW-
ance money to buy their gift book." 

The D e t r o i t F r e e P r e s s Will pick up 
the books fi-om \ailage Oaks late this 
Week Kortlandt said. Will distribute 
them to several agencies for distribu­
tion in the tri-countiy area. 

'PTOs can raise money or Whatnot 
for themselves, and tliafs great," she 
said, 'but It's nice to help others. 
Eveiybody - - the P T O , the staff (at 
Village Oaks) — got Into tliis. A lot of 
people Worked Very liard on tlils." 

T h e gift of reading gives not only to 
the needy, Kortlandt said, but to the 
giVers at Village Oalcs as well. 

"We think the kids Will see and 
learn about thankfulness, this 
month's theme at the school," she 
sald, "and alxiut generousity, Wlilch 
is the theme for December. We can 
glVe and sliare With other people." 

"There's so much taking." Brown 
said, "but tills program teaches us all 
U1at We should do some giving too."

HomeoWners In the I^ma Ridge 
and BriarWood subdivisions, Which 
back up to a riature conservancy, say 
the value of their property is hurt by 
the high number ofdylng trees there. 

The land on Which the Woods sit, a 
natural loW spot, is used as a deten­
tion basin as part of the city's storm-
Water management plan. Earlier re­
ports indicated tliat U1e standing Wa­
ter Is suffocating the trees at the 
roots. 

The ordinance iievlcW committee Is 
looking at the issue, Councll Member 
Nancy Cassis said, to see if potential 
home purchasers could be Warned in 
advance if an area is part of the 
stormwater system. That Way, the 
buyer Would not be shocked when a 
woodlands died off. 

In December, city engineers are 
scheduled to report back to the Novl 
City Council on the costs of draining 
the BriarWood site, Including the 
possible lowering of Water channels. 
Final dollar esUmates on tree re­
placement are anUclpated. 

While Mayor MattheW Quinn 
pointed out at the Nov 23 city councll 
meeting that a change of city policy 
Won't help the BriarWood conser­
vancy, perhaps Uie sltuaUon can be 
Improved. 

Roma I?idge resident Glen Bo­
naventura has asked that the city re­
quire tree replacement in situaUons 
like Ulls as part of die Woodlands 
ordinance. 

This summer, U1e city council 
asked for a report on how Uie Woods 
could be restored, 

City Forester Chris Pargoff sug­
gested Ulat as many as 35 of Uie dead 
or dying trees along BrambleWood 
Street need to be cut doWn to keep 
pedestrians on a nearby sldeWallc 
safe. 

The chopped down branches and 
trunks would be lefl. I n place for a 
wildlife habitat An "unusual" Variety 
of birds has been spotted Uiere, the 
city forester said. 

Pargoff has also suggested Uiat 
anywhere fixim 40 to 243 trees be re­
planted at the conservancy, at a price 
ranging fit)m $9,000 to $54,000. He 
advises tliat the replacement trees be 

found In exlsUng wcUands on city 
land, raUier Uian he purcliased fi-om 
a nurseiy, to ensure Uiat they will 
survive the weUands environment. 

But approVal from the state De­
partment of Natural Resources 
would be needed before new growth 
could be added to What is now a 
WeUands. 

The conservanty higlillghts a con­
flict between U1e city's stormwater 
management plan. Which calls for 
the use of WeUands as Water runoff 
storage basins, and Its woodlands 
ordinance. 

"It's alWays going to be a conflict i n 
your ordl11ance. If It's a Wcxxled Wet­
land, there is going to be trees flying. 
Tills is the most dramaUc IVe seen." 
said Deb Gosselln. of JCK & Associ­
ates, the city's consulUng engineers. 

"People Weren't expectl11g U1ls. It 
happens. It's ve1y upsetting." 

The conservancy Was once part of 
the old Simmons farm, where 70 
years ago an old drafii was put ln 
which alloWed trees to flourish In the 
loW area. The stormwater manage­
ment plan noW redirects the water to 
the depression. 

The city engineers say the only Way 
to loWer the Water level in the con-
servency Would be to dredge out the 
channel leading fixim the wetland to 
the double culverts under Bramb­
leWood street. These culverts Would 
liave to be loWered, as Would a clian-
nel doWnsU-eam of them. A DNR per-
r1ilt to drain the WeUands Would be 
needed and the subdivisions would 
lose some of Uie detenUon ability of 
t h e basin. 

"It's a low spot. It was always a low 
spot. What you're seeing is Water is 
sitting there . . . Wliat you're calling 
a problem the DNR tlilnlcs is a won­
derful tliing. Tliat is a 11atural wet­
land area." Gosselln said. 

"You are trying to cliange the na­
tural Water floW." 

If tills Work ls done, Pargoff cau-
tlons. more trees and vegetaUon 
would be destrcjyed by heavy ma-
clilnety. Up to 50 addlUonal trees 
would be lost, postpontog any recov­
ery of the area, he predicts. 

The forester also advised residents 
ofthe two subdivisions not to use the 
conservancy as a dump for yard re­
fuse or for recreaUon.

Should high school prepare stu­
dents for CoUege. careers or botli? 

That Was the question the Novi 
Board of Education touched upon at 
Its Nov. 19 meeting, held at Village 
Oaks Elementary, it reviewed district 
eflroUment figures for the Oakland 
Technical Center (OTC). Southwest 
Campus, located in Wixom. 

The OTC offers a variety of classes 
for students who are Interested in 
curriculum fcieyond the usual high 
school fare directed at college prepa­
ration. It offers monling and after­
noon sessions to Work around a slii-
dent's other academic needs. The 
southwest campus receives students 
from seven disUicts including Novl. 

Some 29 Novi studenis U k e 
courses at the OTC this year, said As­
sistant Superintendent for Human 
Resources John Swallow. That is an 
increase over last year's figure of 24 
students, but a precipitous (lecline 
from four years ago. In the 1988-89 
school year. 83 Novi students partici­
pated in the OTC program. 

"That's the bad news." said Swal­
low, of the dropoff. T h e good news Is 
that a total of 271 students at NoVl 
High S c h o o l are enrol led i n 
(technically-related) classes this 
year." That figure is a 1 percent In­
crease over the 1991-92 school year. 
Classes of t11is type include subjects 
such as drafting or sma11 engine re­
pair, he added. 

Four N H S students are enrolled in 
OTC classes on visual display/ 

merchandising, SWalloW said in Ills 
report on the subject. Three are 
studying auto body repair, and three 
more in food service classes. l\vo 
Wildcats are pursuing courseWork In 
landscape design. SWalloW said, two 
in floral design, tWo in electronics 
and two more in data processing. 

Cosmetology Is the choice of two 
N l i S / O T C students, and two s t u ^ 
auto technology. Two are enrolled in 
classes on automated oflice prac­
tices, one in architectural drafting 
and one In computer teclinology; one 
apiece are stuctying diesel and weld­
ing tec11nology. 

Board memhiers and admliilstra-
tion ofllcials discussed seVeral exam­
ples of programs across the U11ited 
Stales that offer altematlVes toyoung 
people looking for non-college career 

prepjaration. 
Board President I^aymond Byers 

predicted that programs for those 
students not interested ln pursirlng 
the college setting Would Increase In 
coming years. 

"These VocaUonaf programs — 
and I dislike that Word—people used 
lo say Were for kids Without futures," 
Byers said. "But it's a fact that soon 
only 30 to 35 percent of the Jobs out 
there Will require a four-year degree. 
We need to educate parents as to that 
reality." 

Students can get the skills they 
need to find a go<x1 and stable Job in 
other Ways, he said. Iflds shouldn't 
be strai^t-Jacketed, Byers added, 
"into getting a degree they don't Want 
or need."

NorthvUle school officials Will Im­
plement a separate and focused HN/ 
AIDS cunlculum, complying With a 
state mandate tliat requires them to 
do so. 
. The School Board last Monday 
illght adopted the curriculum Which 
Was Written locally by a team of 
elementajy school teachers, parents 
and staff last spring. 

lt targets students In grades four 
tlirough eight and Will tie ln place 
from l992-97. 
: Dolly McMaster. assistant super­
intendent for lnstructional serVices, 
presented the curriculum Which 
uses a Wealth of materials to teach 
students about human sexuality, 
human immunodeflcleny Virus (HfV) 
and acquired immune deficiency 
syndronle (AIDS), and alxiut related 
drug-abuse prevention. Portions of 
the lesson plans are biorrowed from 

the Michigan Model for Comprehen­
sive School Health Education, While 
Ihe balance was tailored for foiIrth-
ihlrough eighth-grade classes. 

McMaster said a draft ofthe curri­
culum was written under her dlrec­
Uon by a special comn1ittee of teach­
ers and presented to the district's 
Healthy Advisoiy Board earlier tliis 
year. That board made some minor 
revisions to the committee's draft 
and then endorsed it June 10. The 
K-12 Curriculum Council and the 
school board's Curriculum Subcom­
mittee reviewed and approved the 
new curriculum on Nov 18. 

I*rior to Writing the curriculum, 
the committee reviewed all the latest 
related Videos, films and filmslrips on 
the market that dealt with human 
sexuality and growing up. They also 
reviewed the applicable lessons 
plans from the Michigan Model and 
the leaclilng materials and Videos the 
Michigan Model reco111mends., 

Committee members and the 

Health AdVlsoiy Board agreed to re­
place some of the previously used 
ftlmstrips and Videos With updated, 
more comprehenslVe and useful 
teaching tools, McMaster sald. 

"The composition of our Health 
Advisory Board, responsible for deve­
loping this curriculum, represents 
exceptional knowledge, expertise 
and experience in tl11s field." McMas­
ter Wrote in her recommendatlon of 
the curriculum to the board. "The de-
liberations Were open, candid and 
serVed the educational interests of 
students, parents and staff. 

"This document reflects thelr com­
mitment to teaching for respo11slble 
leamlng by our students ln this area 
of great local, state and national 
concem." 

Mcmaster said the curriculum is 
Written and Intended to supplement 
students' sex education at home. She 
also said it's intended to encourage 
parents to talk to their children about 
sex and all the associated choices 

and consequences that surround it. 
In an effort to keep parents InVolVed, 
the committee also recommended 
that the district create a special prog­
ram for parents tliat will involve 
Health AdVlsoiy Board members and 
teachers.

Althougli t l1e fnilt hidustiy has developed 
cold-storage preserving teclinlques, there's no-
tillng like the taste of tree-ripened fruit, lt's a 
taste associated With sunlmer and recalled 
throughout winter. 

Thanks to a centuries-old teclmlque, these 
flavors are available ln Ilquld form year-round 
In spirits bottllngs known coUectlvely as eau de 
vie. 

Translated as "Vater of ilfe." eau de Vle ls a 
generic Î Yench term for brandy or spirits. 

Exact origins of alcohol dlstlllatlon are im-
•• known, but a l 3 t h century French alchemlst 
. Amaud de Vllleneuve ls given the credit for 
, first describing It ln detail. 

Today, many regions of the world make 
brandy by dlstllllng wine or by dlsUlllng grape 
pomace (remains aJter the grapes have been 
pressed), or dlstllllng fruits after the completlon 
of fermentation. 

Eau de Vie. as discussed ln this column, wlll 
refer to frult brandy, usually a clear, unoaked 
spirit carrying the intense aromas of fermented 
fruit from which It ls distilled. 

The most well-known eau de Vle ls produced 
from the Wllllams pear, a relatlve of the U.S. 
Bartlett pear. France and Switzerland produce 
the greatest quantities of this eau de vie, 
simply labieled Poire Wl]lla111s, but a small, 
quality production Is beginning to make Its ap­
pearance from California and Oregon.

To a conflrmed chocoholic, there can h e notlilng to 
equal a soft, stlll-Warm-from-the-oven chocolate clilp 
cookie. Not Ice cream not cheny ple, not even the 
touted better-tlian-sex cake. 

The chocolate clilp cookie can lie the perfect offering 
to a cranlqr child, the supreme appeasement for a 
lover's quarrel, the ideal gift to a special friend or the ul-
tlmate bedtime snack. 

The latter struck the fancy of Chester Soling, owner 
of The Orchards, an lim fri Western Massachusetts. 
GWen Steegc writes ln her book. The Seair h J o r t h e P e r ­

f e c t C h c x o M e C h i p C o o k i e that Sollng offered guests 
fresh-baked chocolate clilp cookles and cold 11111k by 
thefr beds every night. 

In early 1987. he decided to sponsor a nationwide 
contest to find theveiy best chocolate dilpcookie. Some 
2,600 recipes later, a Winner Was picked, and Steege's 
book resulted. The grand-prize Wlimer Was a moist, 
double-chocolate cookie from the Junior League of Las 
Vegas. 

If there's a standard for chocolate clilp cookies, lt's 
the tollhouse recipe on the back of packages of Nestle 
Chocolate marsels. 

The legendaiy tollhouse cookie got its name from a 
lovelyh odl tollhouse on the outskfrts of WJiit1nan. 
Mass., according to Dick Curd ofNestle Foods. Built ln 
l709 at the halfway point Ixtween Boston and New 
IBedford, lt became a Jiaven where weaiy travelers 
stopped for food, drink and rest while they waited for a 
change of hoiBes. 

The tollhouse was purcliased by Ken and Ruth 
Wakefield ln 1930. Stagecoaches stopped at the Wake­
field's restaurant to pay a toll at Uie gates. 

Fame came to the lnn With Ruth's lnventlon of a 
brand-new kind of cookie. Having run out of nuts for a 
favorite Colonial butter cookie recipe called "Butter 
Drop-Dos," Ruth substituted broken bits of NesUe 
semi-sweet chocolate bar, expecting them to swril lnto 
the dough as they baked and melted. Though they 
melted somewhat, they still were definitely little chunks 

^ ,pf soft chocoktSj:^]^ her new ''Chocolate. Qjlfples.'as^; 
she i^ed~~t£em,cq\]i(My became l i " morite "With" 
customers. 

After the recipe Was published In a Boston neWs­
paper, the cookie so caught on With NeW Englanders 
that increased sales of Nestle's semi-sweet chocolate 
bars In the Boston area caused NesUe ofllcials to 
Investigate. 

To make It easier to use their chocolatre In the new 
recipe. Nestle scored the tiars so thqr would break read­
ily a n d even Invented and marketed a special chopper 
for cutting tiie chocolate up, writes Steege. 

In 1939, Nestle began making chocolate In morsel 
form bought the tollhouse najnefimWakefield'sayear 
later and began printing the original recipe on the back 
wrapper of the package. 

It's still a good recipe, but passionate chocolate chilp 
cookie lovers have altered ft slightly. 

Laurie Klein, who ma1iages the chocolate creative 
kitchens for Nestle, says the company stands b y Its or­
iginal tollhouse recipe, one thing Uiat's not likely to ever 
change. 

The recipe on the liack ofthe wrapper has onty lbeen 
changed once -— lialf a teaspoon of Water lias lieen de-
leated. 'ItWas in Mrs. Wakefield's orlgfrial recipe, butwe 
found It made no difference whether the water was 
added or not" 

For those who like oatmeal In thefr cookles, Klein re­
commends adding only 1 cup to the tollhouse recipe. 
Keep the amount of flour the same, she says. 

Nestle recommends only using butter—not maî gar-
ine —- in cookles. 

"Light or tub margarine has a lot of afr whopped in 
that makes a difference," says Kllen. "The same wlth 
Crisco. For tliat traditional toUhouse butter, melt-ln-
your mouth flavor, lt takes butter." 

It isn't necessaiy to take the butter outofthe refriger­
ator In the morning and wait until afternoon to get it soft 
enough to bake cookies. A better method ls mlcroWaVe 
the stick for 10 seconds -—Just so you can squeeze it In 
the middle and it wfll still hold its Shape. Melted butter 
Is a big no-no. 

The butter and sugars should be creamed for two mi­
nutes. Ater five minutes the shortening tends to warm 
up too much says Mien. 

Large eggs should be used right out of the 
refrigerator. 

And then there's the matter of the proper coolcle 
sheet. Nestie recon111ien(ls the old, heavy-gauge coolde

" T h e dark^"tKfe"'sit!Si(::rthe hotter the cookie wlU 
bake, ausing it to thiln and flatten," says Kllen. 

She also offered some Ups for common chocolate chip 
cookie ailments: 
• Cookies are too d1y: It may be because Uie flour is not 
measure properly. Spoon flour into a dry measuring 
cup and level W1U1 Uie sralght edge or a knife or spatula. 
Check the cookies a few minutes tiefore the end of the 
baking time to they do not overbake. 
• Cookies bump into each other di1ring bakfrig: The 
cookels are too large or are not spaced far enough apart 
on Uie baking sheet. It is also possible Uiat the dough Is 
too Uiln, eiUier from using too litUe flour or too much 
liquid. 
• Cookies are too brown: If only the Ixittoms are brown, 
cliances are the bialdiig sheet was too close to the bot­
tom of the oven. If they are entirely overbrowned, either 
Uie oven is too h o t , Uie cookies are s11ialler than the re­
cipe specifies or the baking sheet is touching the sides of 
the oven, 
• Cookies stick to Uie tiaklng sheet: Eltiier tiie bakfrig 
sheets Were not sufHclentiy greased or certain ingre­
dients adhered to the sheets. Remove the cookies from 
Uie baking sheet almost immediately.

For golfers Ured of letting those 
putting, driving and clilpplng skllls 
atrophy every winter, a neW local 
business mayjust tie Wliat the doc­
tor ordered. 

Great Golf of Annerlca Indoor 
Training Center, located at 42277 
W. Seven Mlle Road ln NorthvlUe, 
opened lts doors last June With the 
itiea of giving players an opportun­
ity to Work on thelr entire game — 
year-round. More than a place to l11t 
golfballs, the center offers state-of-
the-art training equipment and 
professional advice. 

"Where else can you play out of 
the sand in the Winter?" asks co-
oWner William Smiddy. "It's a 
needed facility. .Any other sport lias 
training facUlUes: golfers don't." 

Smiddy, a Uvonla resident, and 
three friends developed the idea for 
the center a couple ofyears ago. Af­
ter extensive market research and 
testing the concept at golf trade 
shows, the partners decided to 
move ahead. 

OCA'S flrst franclilse, co-owned 
by Smiddy and Canton ToWnshilp 
resident Steve Reno, hiecame a real­
ity last summer. 

"We saW the need for a facility to 
utilize all the training equipment 
available," Smiddy said. 

The 39-year-old said the com­
pany chose Northvl11e for its first 
franchise h>ecause of its excellent 
access to local l1ighWays. Smiddy 
added that Northville is central to 

other communities, such as Novl, 
Farmington Hills, Plymouth and 
Canton, Where interest in golf is 
high. 

"It's an excellent market," he 
said. "(Novl) has a lot of golf 
courses." 

Plans are on the bioard for tliree 
other franclilses, each at a cost of 
between $1OO,000-$ 130,000 for 
potential owners. Farmington, 
Dearborn and Ann Arbor are listed 
as prime areas. 

"The way the golf industiy is ex­
ploding and people are learning the 
game," Smiddy says, "1 don't know if 
We could expand too fast. 

'We Want to Ije the leaders in tliis 
indust1y." 

The NorthvlUe center Ixiasts ab­
out 250 mernliers at present. Mem-
lierships may be purcliased for 
tliree montlis ($175), six montlis 
($225), or a year ($300). Costs for 
eachwUllncreaseby $100 Jan. 1. 
Senior discounts are available. 

For the cost, golfers are treated to 
a variety of training equipment. 

The center has tliree fuU-contact 
hltUng staUs. Just Uke the hitting 
range, golfers can hit a bucket of 
hiaUs, albeit into a net. 

Each staU Is equipped With a 
"distance caddy" tliat teUs how far 
the baU would have traveled in the 
air. The device. Wlilch Works on so­
nar, aUows goUers to program in the 
exact club they are using. 

A 35-foot by 20-foot carpeted 
putting green can be used to work 
out the kinks witli the short sUck. 
The true-roUing surface features 
nine cups to test putting skiUs. 

The 'Swing Analyzer" shows 
each shot's fli^t path and distance 
via computer. A sensor in the tee 
teUs the computer the path your 
club took through the lilttlng area, 
tlie tempo ofthe sWlng and the club 
speed generated. 

The SWlng analyzer, along Wlth a 
videotaped hlttlng session, aUows 
GGA's staff professlonad to Work 
constructively wlth members. 
Smiddy said each new rnemtier ls 
guaranteed a 45-mlnute sesslon 
with the pro upon Jolnlng the 
center. 

Have trouble gettlng out of the 
sand? No problem. GGA lias an in­
door bunker for hackers to pracUce 
to thelr hearts content 

The center also features a 
plethora of other tral i i lng 
equlpment. 

A "SwingTrainer," a large, clrcu-
lar plastic tulje, teaches golfers the 
perfect swing. Players run thelr 
dub along the tube tlirough the 
backswlng and foUow tlirotlgh, 
thereby aiding muscle memory, ac-
cordlng to Reno. 

A Swing Coach also works on the 
correct swing and provides resis­
tance to strengthen muscles. 
Another device teaches proper 
weight distribution. 

The center has plans for expan­
sion to provide clilpplng practlce. 
One tlil11g ls for sure, Smldfiy says, 
the customer gets the most for Ws 
lnvestment. 

"People WlU get thelr money's 
worth." he sald.
