Police Dec. 10 about the calls, which police say
various city employees In different departments
have been flelding.

One city employee told Novi officers Paul Kie-
;ll;iand Lou Bighiardi that the man's calls

le from one subject to the next, never mak-
ing sense. She sald he sometimes asks, “Have
you ever shot a 6-year-old in the back?”

In addition, the man reportedly makes com-
ments about having a “house full of guns® and
tells employees that il city hall “doesn't start do-
ing things right, (he's} coming down there.”

Angry calls worry city e

Kiesling and Bigliardi reported they went to
the suspect's home “to inquire about what his
troubles were with the city” and to tell him his
calls are inappropriate and fllegal.

“He apparently is very displeased with the di-
rection the city Is taking,” Kiesling said. “He ap-
parently dislikes progress and prefers open land
like it used to be in this area.”

The officers reportedly told the man that call-
ing city hall to voice his complaints is well within
hisrights, but making comments about shooting
6-year-olds and having a house full of guns is
“very Inappropriate and could get him into
trouble.”

Kiesling said they asked him about the guns,
but he was evasive in his answers and instead
“rambled” about expressways, Livonia, Canton,
Northville and other toplcs.

Finaily, Bigllardi reportedly asked the man to

show him his guns because he was “sort of a col-
lector and just wanted to see them.”

At that point, the man pulled out a .41 caliber
Ruger handgun, They asked him about other
guns and he said he had some shotguns and
muzzleloaders but they were locked up and he
wouldn't tell them where they were.

Bigliardi then told the man he was going to
confiscate the Ruger for safekeeping and that, in
a few days, he could come into the police station
and talk to Chiel Doug Shaeffer about getting it
back.

The man reportedly did not argue about the
officers taking the gun. Instead, he told them
that calling city hall and scaring the employees
“got his questions answered.”

I think that's
probably golng to be the wave of the
future. It's almost lke a cafeteria-
style cable. It's probably a good way
to go," Crawford sald.

Kriewall says the communities
have been successful in extracting a
number of concessions from the flrm,
including the funding of a second
public access studio, which he calls
"a substantial victory for the cable
commission.”

But Pope categorizes public rela-
tlons between the company, the com-
misslon and the city counclls as
~poor.”

“They've got to do better public re-
latons. In communicating to the In-
dividual policymakers, they have
fafled,” he said.

Another area he suggests the com-

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Groups put the ‘special’ in special education

Although many more elements
make up ihe special education prog-
ram for Northville Public Schools,
there are a few special programs Bob
Somson can't help boasting about.

Two programs in particular, Kids
on the Block and Family Support
Network, are projects of the Parent
Advisory Council (PAC), a small
group of parent volunieers repre-
senting speclal education children
within the district.

Kids on the Block uses puppels Lo
help explain “differences” to elemen-

tary children.

“The puppet demonstration is pri-
marily for the fourth graders,” Sorm-
son sald. "It allows kids lo ask ques-
tions about puppets who are hand-
lcapped. The puppets represent all
sorts of handicaps. The kids really
like it. The teachers really like it, too.”

The Family Support Network is in
Its beginning stages, according to Na-
omi Brandon, who oversees the
project.

The network, which is in Its begin-
ning stages, matches parents who
have special needs children with the
same Impalrments.

“I get calls quite often from parents
who are distressed,” Brandon said.
“All they need s somone to talk to.
Sometlmes they need {nformation.”

Brandorn learned about the Family
Support Network through a frend's
reference and later from some litera-
ture she received through the mail.

“I just found out there is an active
group In Novi,” she sald. “We're hop-
Ing to take our community and put
them together.”

Based in Deiroit, the network
helps disseminate Information and
hos!s seminars.

“They had a serninar last summer

on how we can have the right type of
Insurance,” Brandon stated asan ex-
ample, “It Is a very helpful group.”

Another PAC member, Linda
Clark, also keeps the committee up
an the latest information by serving
as a representative on the Wayne
County PAC,

“Itmeans goingtoameetingonce a
menth and gettinginforrmationonev-
erything that's happening (related to
speclal education) in the county,”
Clark sald. “Sometmes we have dif-
ferent speakers from Individual
school districts. We learn different
things about the way special educa-
ton is mandated.”

What's best for kids isn’t in rules

Bob Somson pointed to an array of
forms stacked neally on several
shelves in his office.

As executive director of special
education for Northville Public
Schoals, Somson admitted he has
leamed to live with the rules and reg-
ulations governing speclal educa-
tion, but sald he can go one siep bet-
ter than just filing forms.

“Frankly, my goalis tofind away o
humanize that process,” Somson
sald. "Special educalion was set upin
awell-intended way, but in some re-
spects has gone too far in creating oo
many rules, too much of a bureaue-
racy. What's best for the kids doesn't
necessarily run into the rules.”

In February, Sornson will observe
his flrst year on the job at Northville.
Before coming here, he served as a
speclal education supervisor, repre-
senling 11 school distrcts, for the
Jackson County Intermediate School
Bistrict.

“[ ltke my job very well,” Somson
sald. "] like about 85 percent of iL.”
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The 15 percent part he doesn't like
about his job stems from the millage
defeat this year. Sornson said he
didn't Ikke having towatch programs,
which many worked hard lo estab-
lish, being cut. Although almost ev-
ery kindergarten through 12th grade
special education program is man-
dated, the cuts (n general education
did alfect the special education prog-
ram, accoerding o Sornson,

“Todo a good job in special educa-
tlon, you have to do a good job en-
Urely,” he sald. “Most of the special
education students spend up to half
thelr time in general education
classes,”

Since the millage was defeated,
Sornson sald class sizes are bigger,
leaving less Umne for the teacher to
spend on individualized attention.

But the positives of his job ocut-
welgh the negatives, and Somson is
excited about what he calls a “big
transistion” occurring in the area of
education.

“In 10 years, you're going to see a
substantial difference in how things
are structured,” he sald.

For example, schools will see edu-

cation more developmentally-based.
Not everyone will be learning and do-
ing the same thing at the same time,
Sornson predicted. He added stu-
dents will be working more {n groups
and will be taught ways of combining
educational themes, such as mathe-
matics as related to soclal studies.
Sornson referred to the technique as
“learning has meaning”

Some things Northville has al-
ready been looking at include
outcome-based educatlon, mastery
learning and Individual learning
plans for each student.

Somson credited the Special Edu-
cation Parent Advisory Council (PAC)
with enhancing the Northville special
educatlon program.

“They serve in a couple of capaci-
ties,” Sornson explained. “They give
e good feedback information on our
programs and their concems as pa-
rents. In addition to that, we put
themn to work as much as we can with
reviewing plans and proposals.”

Currently, the parent advisory
counci is studylng attention deficit
disorders. Other [temns on the speclal
education agenda include creating

A former maintenance man for
Swan Harbour Apartments was
sentenced to 15-40 years in jail for
raping a Northville Township wo-

Ronald Dale Johnson, 28, was
to Immediately begin serving his
sentence with the Michigan De-
partment of Corrections after
pleading guilty to three counts of
criminal sexual conduct and one
count of burglary before Detrolt
Recorders Court Judge Prentis
Edwards last Tuesday.

Alappraximately 5a.m. April 8,
Johnson reportedly entered the
apartment of a 24-year-old wo-
man at Swan Harbour. Police be-
lieve Johnson used a copy of a
pass key and some type of wire
cutting tool to slice a door chain. It
was reported in April editions of
The Northville Record that he sus-
pectentered the sleeping womnan's
bedroom and jumped on her
waterbed. The woman awakened
and screamed and reportedly a
struggle ensued as the man at-
tempted to cover her mouth.

The woman was bound with
ducttape by her hands and ankles
and repeatedly raped, according
to reporis. A tape-covered pillow
had also been allegedly wrapped
around the woman's face,

The victim told police the man

had threatened to kill her and her
youngchild, whowasin the apart-

ment at the time of the incident, .

and reportedly rubbed a long-
bladed lmnife along her body dur-
ing the assault.

After the assault, Johnson fell
asleep in another apartment. Af-
teracouple hours of sleep, he saw
no police activity near the scene
and left the Northville area with
$20in his pocket. Hedrove toare-
lative’s home in Holland, Mich.,
where he reportedly secured
another $70.

Johnson was arrested April 10
near a Florida rest area in Leon
County by Florida Highway Patrol
officers for driving with a sus-
pended license. It was then John-
sonreportedly confessed toraping
a24-year-old Northville Township
woman. He also reportedly told
police where to find the weapon
used in the attack and officers la-
ter located a large steak knife in
the loilet tank of the victim's
apariment.

The victim told police Johnson
once helped her move furniture in
the apartment. In a tape recorded
911 call 1o police, the victim told a
police dispatcher she thought she
recopnized her attacker, though
during the attack Johnson repor-
tedly wore a white fAshnet-type
stocking over his head.

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Schoolcraft

Something was different here.

Traditional chef's hats and coals had been traded in
for wool caps and slkd jackets.

The occaslon was what one participant called a“road
trip,” for students in Chef Dan Hugeller's {ce-carving
class [rorn Schoolcralt College, About a dozen culinary
students braved plummeting temperatures to fashion
and assemble a crystalline work of art on the front lawn
of Rocky's of Northvllle on Seven Mie Road.

This Is actually the first of two such public displays,
Hugeller sald. The students will also take part in next
month's Plymouth Ice Festival, which draws ice-carving
professionals from around the Midwest,

Theactivity Thursday created aralther peculiar scene
at Rocky’s. In the background a generator clattered
away while floodlights flluminated the scene. The grind-
{ng of chalnsaws, the intense activity and the bolster-
ous laughter of the students appeared in stark contrast
to the sedate diners who ooched and aaahed from just
behind the windows of the restaurant.

The students measured blocks, marked their cuts,
and chipped away with saws and chisels, Then gingerly
they plled the various pleces in place, using slush like
filler putty to fiit the gaps.

Onlockers were left with the impression that what
was going on here was as much carpentry as it was art,

As with any carpentry job, planning is important.
Ome student demonstrated so by pulling out the blue-
prints for the team project. They revealed two platforms
on a table, supported by columns and topped with a
huge, six-plece fan.

Beside the table were antangel perched alop a smaller
platform, On the other side, another platform with
“Merry Christmas® artfully carved into it.

Hugeller, acertliled master chef, is an old hand at ice
carving. His designs have been the centerpiece for food
displays In national and international competition;

competition which has put more silverware In_ hlﬁ_tm-
phy case-

True tothe mission of the American Culinary Federa-
tion, though, he places a high value on passing along
the benefit ofhis knowledge and experiencetostudents,
He jokes with the gathered scholars as he demonstrates
some scroll cuts with a v-shaped chisel,

Tools in this trade don't come cheaply, he polnts out.
The best are imported from Japan.

Chrls Sokolowsld, under Hugeller's [ce-carving tutel-
age for the second year, has started his own ice-carving
business on the side. Opening up a camouilage-painted
former hunting bow case, he reveals about a dozen
chisels, picks and other cutting tools, each with a
sheath to protect carefully honed cutting edges.
“T've only got about $1,000 worth of equipment,” he
says, suggesting that this is a small igure among arti-
sans of his kind. “This is just part of i, the ones I use
most often.”

Taking the cover off one flat-bladed tool, he says,
“That one there cost $95 alone.”

The tools look fairly benign, much like stainless steel
barbecue tools. Appearances are decelving, however. -
The handles are heavy wood, and the blades are razor
sharp. Just brushing bare skin against one could draw
blood.

“You could do skin grafis with these things,” Hugeller
says.

“The colder the Ice is and the sharperyour blade, the
betteritis for carving,” satd Hugeller. "When t gets war-
meroryou useadull blade, you get what we call scaling,
It turns white and chips, and it's just no good for
carving.”

Some tools are tmprovised. In the process of handling
and carving the ice blocks, their surface can become
pitted and opague. To smoothe the surface and restore
the crystal-clear chararter of the ice, students used an
ordinary household steam fron — a sort of impromptu
mind-Zamboni.

Ice, believe.it or not, does not come cheaply either,
though you get a lot [or your money. Twelve blocks of ice
were carved at Rocky’s. Each cost $45 and all together

Sur-[ry remains as one of the most popular
cooring techniques currenily being used. This
method was considered justa trendy fad when in-
troduced tothis country several years ago. But as
more and more Information about foods and
health were discovered, It also became a healthy

style of cooking and eating.

The tradilional meats used for this type of cook-
Ing have been jean and tender. What better choice
{or your sur-fry than fresh American lamb. Lamb,
by lls very nature, is tender soalmost any lambcut
can be used. This type of cooking takes very liltle
actual cooking tims s0 once you prepare your
lamb and vegetables, it only takes a few minutes
before it {s time to call the crew for dinner.

[1is best to stir-fry larnb at a mediom high heat
as {1 cooks so qulckly and has llttle internal mar-
bitng, This keeps it tender and juicy. Remermber
when preparng the lamb and vegetables to keep
Lhe pieces uniform in shape so they cook evenly.
Cholces of culs for your stir-ry could be a shoul-
der chop, sirloin steak or center leg steak.
