C o u n c i l a p p r o v e s p h o n e t o w e r

If you're tired of the voice on the other end fad­
ing In and oiit as you chat away on your mobile 
phone while cruising Interstate 96, In^ove-
ments could be on the way. 

The Installation of a 180-foot tower owned by 
Detroit Cellular Telephone Company was recen­
tly i^jproved by the Novl City Council. 

The site selected is five Industrially-zoned 
acres on the south side of Grand River Avenue 
between Beck and Wbcom Road, behind the J . 
Kelly Compaity. 

In applying for a variance for the tower, the 
company noted that customers &«quently com­
plain atout service in this area, with customers 
receiving busy tones and poor quality calls. The 
new tower will aid capacity in central and north-
em Novl, especially along the freeway systenx 

Existing towers serving the area are now well 
over capa^ty. the firm contends. 

Representing Detroit Cellular Telephone 
Coiiq)any, attorney and engineer Jo11athan 
Crane said that the mimanned tower will only be 
service twice a month and will generate no 
smoke, fumes or traffic. 

Crane said that at the request of Novl's Zoillng 
Board of Appeals, the tower will be built to with­
stand wind gusts of up to 100 miles per hour. 

Accordi11g to planning consultant Brandon 
Rogers said the new facility is higher than exist­
ing Amerltech and Celluku: One towers in Novl, 
but that the structure will be painted to blend in 
with the sity and will serve a large area. 

*l f s a service to the community as well as the 
motoring pubUc. This ordinance has been in 
place 10 or 12 years. I think it's out-of-date with 
the state-of-the art" Rogers. 

"If the tower falls, only 40 percent falls and 
then It Implodes." 

The city-approved variance allows the tower to 
be 120 feet higher than what local ordinances. 
Based on city requirements, 180 feet of setback 
would be needed, but only 123 feet is available. 

"It doesn't seem to be near a11y residential area 
It could Impact This seems to be an excellent lo­
cation for this tower," City Manager Edward 
Kriewall said. 

The firm notes that it will be providing addi­
tional service to Novl by through towers planned' 
for Commerce Township and Northvllle. 

Rogers advised that the ordinance review 
committee look at the current requirements for 
towers, which are based on possibly outdated 
building standards which anticipated that tow­
ers would fall over sldeways,rather than collapse 
inwards.

less than It had at the beginning of 
this fiscal year. 

A proposal from the city admi­
nistration to help make good the 
loss—and avoid lay-offs --- by tap-
piilg into m o n ^ set aside In years 
past for park land urchases was 
protested by several parks and re-
careatlon commissioners. The coim-
cll had $144,000 on hold from the 
general fund to finance a purchase 
option and the Q1:st payiaent on 
park land at Napier and Nine Mile 
roads.

Team (NET) and the Novl Police De-

i t found four people at 
e, but only one; is suspected of 

dealing. 
OflBcers discovered and confis­

cated approximately 46 grams of 
marijuana along with a scale and 
associated paraphernalia, as well 
as over $250 cash. 

NET L t Beth Moranty said that 
the amoimt of marijuana and the 
other items led officers to believe 

the suspect was likely selling it out 
of the home. . 

There Is no specific cut-oflf point 
in such a case that would make the 
difference between possession of 
marijuana for personal use or for 
sale. 

"It's based on the prior experi­
ence of narcotics ofScers and prose­
cuting a t tom^," Moranty said. 
"Most ofisn, generally speaking. 46 
grams would indicate the fsuspect Is 
selling i t -

Moranty said only one of the four 
residents of the honle is suspected 
of selllnginarijuana. The others In 
the house may have been children, 
but Moranty was unable to confirm 
i t 

No arrest had been made as of 

FWday, but oflScers were making 
plans to seek atmlnal charges 
through the Oakland County Pro­
secutor's Office. 

"Warrants are pending," said 
Moranty. "WeTe going to the prose­
cutor onMonday and adedslonwlU 
be made then as to whether we wfil 
be making aiiy arrests." 

Moranty would not say what led 
NET officers to suspect the Austin 
Street home, addlrxg that it could 
Jeopardize other Investigations cur­
rently underway. However, she 
said, this irubldent was not con­
nected with any other stlspected 
drug dealings i n the Nov! area. 

A second search warrant led to 
another drug bust that same night 
on Woodland Place in the Country 

Estates mobile home park in Lyon 
Township. 

A separate crew of NET officers, 
assisted by Oakland County Sher­
iffs Deputies, searched the home 
and turned up apjproxlmately '/i 
pound of marijuana as well as 26 
guns. 

Novi Police said the guns In­
cluded two semi-automatic ma­
chine guns, one assault rifle and 
one U21 pistol. The remaining wea­
pons consisted of various semi­
automatic pistols, rifles and 
shotguns. 

Charges in that Incident are also 
bdng Sought through the Oakland 
County Prosecutor's Office.

The Novl Chairlbler of Comment's 
new chaliman of the board, J.R. 
Atlyeh. predicts 1993 will be a good 
year for cominen^ial development 

"1993 will be a slow to moderate 
growth year for the econony," he 
said. "In Novl, that iiieans more com-
nierclal growth, besides the residen­
tial growth. Conlmeiclal growth had 
nearty stopped; it had really slowed 
down." 

Atlyeh, a certified financial plan-
ner, is piiesldent of Ftoanclal Plan­
ning and Investment. 

-Houses are still being built in 
Novl, but It's veiy Important that we 
develop a 50-50 balance of residen­
tial and commercial property." 

That balance, he explained, would 
create a good tax base. It doesn't 
mean a business for eveiy house; 
rather. It means large commercial de­
velopments In addition to smaller 
businesses. 

"Aiiything different than a 50-50 
balance and the residents start pay­
ing too much of the tax base on U1elr 
own," Atlyeh said. 

At this point In Novl's histoiy, resi­
dential development Is exceeding 
business development. But Atlyeh 
foresees change, and expects the city 
plaimers to move toward the 50-50 
balance. 

He used TWelve Oaks Mall as an 
example of l a l ^ commercial deve­
lopment that pays a significant part 
of Novi's tax base. 

"TXvelve Oaks Mall pays a1x)imd a 
half-million (per year) ln taxes," he 
said. Te t lt has its own police and 
rubbish removal. It doesn't use many 
of the city services that residential 
property owners use eve1y day. 

"You hear people say 'no more 
commercial,' but we've got to have It." 

Atlyeh said one of the chambers' 
major functions should be to act as a 
Voice for commercial business In 
Novl. 

"Commercial businesses are not 
allowed to Vote," he said. The guy 
who owns Twelve Oaks Mali doesn't 
get to vote for the Novl City Council. 
We want to be a more active voice for 
the business owners of Novl." 

The chamber has several projects 
currently underway, among which 
are Improvements to the Grand River 
corridor a Convention and Visitors 
Bureau worki11g closely with the Nov! 
Expo Center; and Partnerships in 
Education, which combines busl-
nras with education. 

"The Convention and Visitors Bu­
reau is designed to attract conven­
tion business to the city, which wUl 
help our hotels and restaurants," 
Attyeh said. 

"The first time a convention Was 
held at the Expo Center. Big Boy ran 
out of food two times," he sald. "It Was 
a Monday night. They never run out 
of food on a Monday. .And the Olive 
Garden sold 400 more dinners than 
usual. That Just gives you an idea of 
the Impact of money being spent due 
to the Expo Center." 

Atlyeh said most local residents 
probably don't realize it. but Novl Is 
often a tourist destination on its own. 
Many people from smaller con1mu111-
tles outside the Detroit area have 
been known to travel to Novl to spend 
a weekend shopping. 

"I never thought of it, but it's a big 
deal to come here and shop." he said. 
"You and I, If we want to go to the 
mall. Just hop over there. But people 
in, say, Alirla drive a long Way to shop 
here." 

Improvements to the Grand River 
Corridor are the project of business 
owners on that street who have 
11amed the1nselVes the Grand RlVer 

Avenue Association. 
"Their goal is to cany out a plan 

presented to the city council last 
November," Atiyeh said. "They are 
tryl11g to get better li^tl11g, sidew­
alks, shrubs and maybe an aimual 
clean-up day and some sidewalk 
sales." ' 

One of the upcoming Partnerships 
In Education events is a career day 
scheduled for March, Which the 
cha11to hopes Will expose local high 
school students to some of the reali­
ties of the business world. 

"Our goal Is to put business as 
more of a part of the educational pro­
cess." Attyeh explained. "We want 
kids to have more of an Idea of reality. 
I think there should be a personal fi­
nance class taught at the middle 
school level. 

"Do you know how many mar­
riages would stay together if people 
had a better idea of how to handle 
their finances?" 

A big challenge for 1993, Attyeh 
said, wSl be the development of more 
parking space in Novl, especially ar­
ound the Expo Center as more and 
more conventions move from Detroit 
locations to Novl. ; 

Finances within the cha1nber itself 
are in good sJiape, he said. A ba­
lanced budget amendment is cur-
rentty under discussion for the orga-
111zation, though its deficit is small. 

"We have hmdly any debt," Attyeh 
said. "The onfy debt We have is our 
copy machine, and we'll be havl11g an 
auction in Mai th that will raise extra 
money." 

Fiiiially, he said, he hopes that in 
1993 the cha1nb>er will combine ef­
forts with the city council to help all 
local residents and business owners. 

"We are not here to antago11ize and 
intimidate the city council," he said. 
"We are here to work with them. That 
is so much more important." '.

The Novl Planning Commission 
took a look at Its 1993 workload and 
proposed budget Jan. 20. 

The City Council has the final say 
over the commission's budget, and 
will begin the budgeting process for 
the next fiscal year, which begins 
July I. 

Commissioners have set a number 
of tasks for the coming year, and are 
co11sIderlng accomplishing them 

with a proposed budget of $142,400. 
The commission budgeted 

$35,000 In retainer fees for plannl11g 
consi11tant Biandon Rogers In the 
coming year. The p l a n n ^ constd-
tant firm of Blrchler/Amqyo Associ­
ates will also receive a retainer fee— 
$17,020 — for Its regular woils. as 
well as a $20,000 retainer for a prop­
osed trafiic study. 

The amount budgted for consul­
tant services In the coming year tot­
als some $72,020. 

Administrative commission func­

tions will cost an estimated $15,800. 
These include commissioners' ex­
penses for attending professional 
conferences and workshops ($6,500) 
and work related to amending the 
cltys zoning map ($6,000). Admini­
strative expenses also include 
$2,000 for printing and publishing of 
relevant documents. 

Also Included Is $700 for member­
ship fees to professloilal organiza­
tions and $600 for subscriptions to 
plarmlng-related magazines and 
other periodicals. 

Some $7,500 will go for a study of 
city traffic patterns and needed road 
improvements. Providing a brochure 
which includes a an updated master 
plan map for distribution to Novl resi­
dents with the annual calendar will 
cost $8,850. 

Ihe commission has budgeted 
$11,000 for town center plalinlng 
this year. Issues consilltants wlll 

. stucty include road design, a prop­
osed "rtvenvalk" and infiastructure 
needs. 

A program of continuing to give 

and receive 111formation to and torn 
city residents is also on the plaimers' 
agenda. Some $12,000 will be spent 
as part of that process for consultant 
fees incurred in preparing such 
things as reports. 

About $2,230 will go for writing 
and printing a natural resources de­
sign plan guidebook. The book will 
help develop policies on how Nfjvl's 
•natural resources will be treated, and 
to continue work on the citys Unear 
greenway path system. 

A commu11ity surv^ — total cost 

$13,020, according to the proposed 
budget—is also on tap for the cojn-
mission this year. Commissioners 
want to use the survey to find out 
what residents think about NoVi's 
planning p1Tocess, and what con­
cerns they have about planning-
related Issues. 

Whatever budget the council eiids 
up approving, one thing Is certain: bf-
flclals will spend a lot of time, energy 
and money in the coming year to ad­
dress Novl planning issues.

preserving envIronmentaUy sensitive 
areas. 

The option plan, which requires 
council approral, must better pre­
serve those areas than a conven­
tional layout plan would, which ben­
efits city residents. The benefit to the 
developer Is that can more smaller-
size lot homes can fit Into a 
subdivision. 

In the Greenwood Oaks case, how­
ever, the number of lots remains the 
same In both plans, but three more 
acres of woodlands and wetlands will 
be preserved. Lot sizes, though, have 
been reduced by as much as 7,100 
square feet 

The convenUonal plan for the 
42.5-acre site Includes 46 lots, each 
at least 21,700 square feet In size. 

The option plan preserves about 
three more acres of woodlands and 
wetlands, but keeps the number of 
lots at 46 total. Lot sizes dlmlr1ish, 
however, to a minimum of 14.625 
square feet. 

Why Is the developer submitting 
the smaller-lot plan? Mike Horowitz 

of The Selective Group said that the 
conyany's motive was environmen­
tal—the plan will save trees. 

He objected to the "Impression of 
broken promises" that he said some 
residents and commissioners had 
Implied. Horowitz defended the com-
paii/s record, saying that it had been 
fair. 

Planning Consultant Brandon Ro­
gers reconmiended approval of the 
option plan. 

"The area saved in the adjusted lot 
size (plan) is the best area of wood­
lands on this site," said Rogers. This 
area has a high wildlife value and 
functions as a buffer and screen to 
the residential lots to the south and 
west of this site." 

Two commissioners felt the bene­
fits of the plan didn't ofliset the price 
n e a ^ residents and the city would 
pay. 

"Oliver Wendell Holmes said that 
the life of the law is not logic but ex­
perience," said Commissioner Ri­
chard Clark. "And experience Is 
teaching us that something's diffe­
rent In reality than In the law.* 

Clark said the homeowners In 
Greenwood Oaks were promised that 

the entire development Would consist 
of lots that were at least half-acre 
size. 

He suggested that the city might 
consider getting legal agreements 
done with developers and that "they 
be held to the requirements. You live 
by your promises." 

Commissioner Robert Taub felt 
the ordinance itself created the 
problem. 

"What we've done is to create a 
strong incentive to not present your 
best conventional layout so it com­
pares poorly with the adjusted lot 
size plan," said Taub. 

When he suggested changing that 
aspect of the adjusted lot size ordi-
1iance, he received a round of ap­
plause from Greenwood Oaks resi­
dents in attendance —• a ve1y un­
usua l event for a p lann ing 
commission meeting. 

But the voices that mattered most 
were those of the commission. In the 
end, the motion to recommend ap­
proval of the plan passed 5-2, with 
Clark and Taub voting no. 

The matter now moves onto the 
City Council, which will have the final 
say.

City Council members Thursday 
praised Novi department heads for 
the reductions each has proposed for 
this year's budget, but Finance Di­
rector Les Gibson cautioned that not 
all of this may bie do-able. 

The council requested the cut­
backs to reduce the $400,000 fewer 
In funds the city Will hold at the start 
of the next fiscal year. 

As of Jan. 13. City Manager Ed­
ward Kriewall canceled all confer­
ences and Workshops and asked em­
ployees Who have registered for these 
in advance to request refunds. About 
$90,000 had been allocated for the 
seminars this year, 

Novi is alxiut half-way through fis­
cal year 1993-93. The city has a $12 
general fimd million budget. 

Departnlent cuts oflcrwl ranged 
firom 26 percent to the city council's 
oWn budget to one percent offered by 
the city manager's office. Six percent 
Was requested. 

The council agreed that the budget 

shaving should be ejqilored. provided 
city services are not impaired, build­
ing maintenance Is kept up, employ­
ees do not lose state certification, the 
city continues to use recycled paper 
and Worn-out capital equlpnlent Is 
replaced. 

Items that Will likely face the coun­
cil's budget-saber are studies and 
surveys. 

Coimcil Member Nancy Cassis, 
Who during the sprlrlg budget ses­
sions asked that department heads 
come up With their own cutbacks, 
said she Was Impressed by the re­
sults to date. 

-Go for it. Go for what's in 
here.What's practical and can be 
done. I'm very pleased," she said. 

Gibson said the proposed changes 
will take time to review. "Some of the 
cuts may b»e unrealistic," he noted in 
a memo, "Forexample, delaying c o i ­
tal (equipment), especially when you 
consider that most of that was re­
placement of worn out equipment" 

"I don't think there's that much 
that can be cut other than laylng-off 
p>eople," he told the council. 

For example. City Cleilc Gerry 
SUpp noted that a six percent reduc­
tion of her $263,000 budget is 
$16,000 — and that she cannot 
achieve that without staff lay-offs. 
Stipp in her memo to cornidl said she 
can cutback $14,000—but may lose 
her clerks certiikation by not at­
tending the necessary workshops. 

The building and grounds depart­
ment suggests $62,000 can be 
Whacked off its $426,000 budget 
$25,000 of that by reducing the Jani­
torial contract from sbc ^ays to 2.5 
days; $3,000 by turning down the 
thermodstat and $11,000 by elimi­
nating building maintenance. 

Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan volun­
teered to decrease his $1.82 million 
budget by 11 percent by not purchas­
ing $210,000 of heavy equipment al­
ready promised the departaient. 

Police Chief Doug Shacffer said his 
department, funded at $4.44 million, 
can holdback expenditures by 
$306,000. His paring down includes 
not fllllrjg a vacant dispatcher Job, a 
savings of $35,000; as approved in 

new union contracts, replacing vehi­
cles at 60,000 instead of 80,000 
miles, saving $49,000; c h a n ^ the 
d1y cleaner used to clean police unl-
fonms. $7,000 less; cheaper car 
washes, an $8,000reducUon and not 
spending $80,000 to replace security 
cameras within the department 

Among the $58,000 in cutbacks 
proposed by the general admlnlstra-
Uon is the $10,000 which could be 
saved by reversing the city's com-
mltt11yent to using recycled paper. 

City Assessor James Wausmqrer 
noted that the $26,000 fewer ejq)en-
ditures for his department which 
has a budget of $442,000, would 
•substantially slow the Installation, 
evaluatkm. verification and testing of 
the con^uterlzed appraisal program 
for residential property. Including 
condominiums." The condomirlium 
portion (^the appraisals accounts for 
one-third of the residential base. 

Klausnxyer added that the skill 
development of staff would be 
' g r e ^ effected" by the elimination 
of conferences. 

N o v i B r i e f s 
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bring the city $400,000 — a $30 tax 
increase for the owner of a $ 150.000 
home — did not win the needed sup­
port of fĥ e coundl members. 

Saying absolutely not to any tax 
hike above TYuth in Taxation Were 
Council Memh>ers Tim Pope, Carol 
Mason and Nancy Cassis. 

"I thi11k We shoidd do this budget 
as hard as We can. This Is not a cli­
mate to go above Truth in Taxation," 
Pope said. 

Council Membwr Robert Schmld 
was absent 

T m not in favor of going above 
Truth In Taxation because wejust got 
hit twice in the two mlllagea (school 
district and parks biond). The resi­
dents Were very generous. To go in 
now and say We're going to raiseyour 
taxes, that's a triple whammy," 
Council Member Joseph Toth said. 

"The assessments have gone up 
seven percent and I know the school 
district isn't going to give any of that 
back." 

Toth said later he'd consider a "re­

sponsible request" to rise above the 
Truth In Taxation, but that he doesn't 
like the idea. 

Mayor Pro Tem Hugh Crawford 
sided With Toth and Mayor Matt 
Qulnn in agreeing to take a look at an 
administration-proposed budget 
above Truth in Taxation. 

"It may very Well Ije Irresporjsible 
of us not to go above Truth in Taxa­
tion. J don't think that's a sacred cow. 
I don't Want to pay more taxes than 
anybody else, but weVe constantly 
eroded our base," he said, adding 
that If in past years the city had gone 
above by two-tenths of a mill, it 
wouldn't be "hurting now." 

City department heads were asked 
to reduce their current budgets this 
year by six percent but some say that 
the o111y way this can be accom­
plished is by staff layoffs. 

'By lookiiig at these cuts, I don't 
think we can come up with $148.000 
but it may be reasonable to say 
maybe we can go into next budget 
year $70,000 less than this year," 
Qtrlnn said. 

"I personaly will look very hard at 

those figures. I don't think there's a 
problem going above TVuth in Taxa­
tion by four-tenth mills If it brings In 
$400,000 to $500,000." 

Inflation is expected to go up about 
three percent and construction fig­
ures this year are not expected to be 
as high as in the previous year, Fl-
nance Director Les Gibson toW the 
council. Novi Is likely to re<allze $50 
million in new growth, leadirlg to a 
$200,000 Increase revenue in 
1993-94. 

"TVhen you say it's a cut it's actu­
ally a decrease in the increase.* Pope 
said. 

Monetarily, Novi is notquite Indlre 
condition. 

The city's auditing firm. Plante & 
Moran said this fall that the fiscal 
year 1991-92. which ended June 30, 
showed Novl's financial health was 
well-toned. The dty ended that year 
with a fund balance of $2.3 mimon, 
or 22 percent of the revenues. 

Novi typically aims for a 10 to 15 
percent fimd balance. 

Fiscal year 1991-92 saw the city's 
revenues Increase by 11 percent and 

its spending reduced by 8 percent 
The auditors estimated that in fiscal 
year 1992-93, which Novi Is now in, 
expenditures were likely to be up by 
10 percent and the revenues were apt 
to climb by Just over two percent 

They advised that the balance be 
drawn back to 12 percent or $1.4 
million. 

Qulnn pointed out Thursday there 
m l ^ t be no reason not to drain that 
down to eight or nine percent A 
healthy fund balance is considered 
attractive to financial rating agencies 
such as Standard & Poor's and when 
dty bonds are up for sale, high rat-
i n ^ mean low interests. 

The final $6 million in 1990 road 
IsaprammealB bonds and the $9.9 
million in paik land bonds are sche­
duled to be marketed in the near 
future. 

"Once we sell the bonds, we won't 
have to sell any for a long time. Is 
there a real need to maintain a ten 
percmt fund balance? If it's nine per-
cent, so what? Then we have some-
thing to work with," the mayor said.

Shaeffer wants to set up a room In 
the NoVl police department headquar­
ters bullfling that would haVe a l iving 
room quality about it, a room wi th a 
couch, oVerstuffed chairs, lamp-type 
lighting, wallpaper or at least a pleasant 
paint color, and pictures on the walls . 
The room would be separate from the 
rest of the police department offices, wi th 
their desks, straight-backed cha i rs , 
sparse decoration and fluorescent light­
ing. In other words, he wants It to be i n ­
vit ing and relaxing for those who mus t 
use It. 

The room would be an Interview 
r o o m where V i c t i m s o f e spec i a l l y 
traumatic crimes could tell their stories 
to police In relatlVe comfort. 

Reporting such a crime can often be 
as traumatic for the Vict im as the at tack 
Itself. Not onty do they haVe to give re­
peated descriptions of the Incident for 
police InVestlgators, detectives a n d pro­
secutors — even before they face a Judge 
and Jury •-- they w i l l also often haVe to 
undeigo medical examination as weU. 

ShaefTer is 'proposing to locate the 
room off the lobby or to another location 
of the police station where the v ic t im 
would not have to wa lk through the In­
terior work area of the department, 
where the v i c t im would not have to feel 
as If he or she i s being looked at. S u c h a 
room, woul5 help vict ims to feel more 
secure. 

The room could also Include stuff 
animals and teddy bears for ch i ld vic­
t ims and discreet recording equipment 
tha twould not Intimidate thevlc t lm dur-

The cost of such a room would r u n 
around $4.200-$4,500. ShaefTer says 
that If he could raise only a part of Uiat 
sum, he would start by furnishing the 
room for the victim a n d add the record­
ing equipment When the funds become 
available. 

ShaefTer has approached several 
local service oiganlzations, i n the hopes 
of gaining support, a n d the NoviJaycees 
have already started providing teddy 
bears for chi ld vict ims. 

It is not an entirely new idea. Other 
departments have created s imi la r facili­
t ies to take the stress of reporting 
traumatic crimes off the v ic t im. .Among 
the most notable, and one w h i c h has met 
wi th great success. Is a s imi la r program 
now being operated under the auspices 
of the Oakland Coun ty Prosecutor's 
Office. 

It's a worthwhile idea. .And a pretty 
inexpensive one. If the city government 
caimot afford the cost Itself, It seems 
likely that service organizations could 
get being the idea and br ing i t to fruition 
virlth arelativefy sHiall I r i v e ^ e n t of t&ttfe: 
and effort. 

We applaud ShaeflFer a n d the police 
department for proposing the Idea. We 
urge the city government and the com-
munl ty to get behind it. 

By making it easier for victims of 
s u c h crimes to tell their stories, perhaps 
We can encourage more to come forward 
and help minimize th is type of cr iminal 
activltyln the Novl communi ty . -And that, 
no doubt, w i l l help Nov l to become a bet­
ter community overall. 

l A l a r m r u l e s r e v i s e d 

Those who get a sense of securi ty 
I from having a buIglar a l a rm and yet do 
not want to pay out large sums If the sys-

I tem sometimes goes off" accidentally c a n 
i now rest easy. 

The Novi Ci ty Counc i l recently took 
j action to reduce the fines to be charged 
when bu ig l a r a larm systems i n the city 
t u r n i n false alarms to the Novl Pohce 
Department. 

Where prevlousty. a false a l a rm 
would result i n a $50 fine the ve iy first 
t ime, owners of a larm systems can now 
have up to as mairy as three false a larms 

I wi th in a 12 mon th period without tocur-
r lng costs. Under the old version of the 
ordinance, the fines would quickly esca­
late to $500 o n the fourth false a larm, 
bu t now the l aw won't fine owners that 
m u c h u n t i l they've reached the seventh 
false alarm. 

It's a good compromise. O n the one 
hand , the eased restrictions give a bi t 
more leeway to the home a n d bustoess 
owners who mus t rely o n burg la r 
alarms. .At the same, the remaining fines 
s t i l l provide a n incentive to the owners of 
these systems to keep them tn good 

working order so that fewer false alairos 
are turned In to the police department. 

The compromise, negotiated be-
tvs^en the Novi police chief a n d the busi­
ness community. Is a testament to what 
c a n be done when two sides of a n Issue 
t ry to work things out rather t h a n simply 
face off". Police Chief D o u g Shaeffer de­
serves credit, as does the Nov! Chambfer 
of Coitlmerce, which lead the cause for 
both business and residential buIglar 
alarms system owners. 

One piece of the solut ion remains 
mIsslIlg however. H i e Novi Fire Depart­
ment conducts a program of periodic 
checking and testing of fire a l a r m sys­
tems In the city, in an '•<:tempt to.detect 
problems ahead of ume a n d wa rd off" 
breakdowns that might lead to false fire 
alarms. 

We'd like to see the police under­
take a slnlffar program wi th the a larm 
systems It Is concerned wi th . Testing 
those systems and for problems ahead of 
t ime m^ght jus t save everyone, police de­
partment and alarm system owners 
alike, a lot of headaches.

1 thought the lead on the lead 
stoiy In last Thursday's edition 
of The Novi News was first rate. 

The lead story, .in case you 
forgot, was about a new require-
nient which takes efi"ect in 1994. 
In essence, the requirement 
states that all graduating stu­
dents must achieve a state-
mandated score on the Michi­
gan Educational Assessment 
Program (MEAP) In order to re­
ceive a state-certlfled diploma. 

It's part of a program to up­
grade the quality of education In this state fay trying to 
make sure h l ^ sch(x)l diplomas mean more than they do 
today. . . t i j ing to make sure h l ^ school diplomas cany 
some Implied guarantees that the graduate has attained 
certifiable skill levels In math, reading and science. 

But back to the lead I liked so much. 
In writing the stoiy about the performance of Novl High 

School students on the 1992 MEAP, Staff Writer Rancty 
Coble wrote the folbwlng lead: ".Almost one-fifth of the 
Novl school district's 11th graders are currentty Ineligible 
to receive a state-endorsed diploma when they graduate 
next jrear." 

Got that, folks? One-fifth. Twenty percent 
Now let's move on to the second paragraph of Randy's 

story: "More than 40 percent of tenth graders — Uie class 
of 1995 - are Ineligible." 

1 don't know about you, but to me those are pretty star­
tling figures. Twenty percent Of this year's Junior class and 
40 percent of this year's sophomore class would not re­
ceive state-certlfled diplomas if those requirements which 
take efl"ect In 1994 were in place today. 

And, quite fitlnkty, the standards that must be reached 

I n p a s s i n g 

to attain a satisfactory score on the MEAP test are not that 
difficult. 

And this Is Novl. Novlt The place where many of you out 
there moved because of the quality of the school district. 
The place which a few years ago was cited In The Wall 
Street Journal as having one of the top 10 public school 
systems i n the nation. 

So why does Rancfy Coble's eye-opening lead on the 
MEAP stoiy make me so happy? Why would 1 call it a "flnst 
rate" lead? 

It's certainly not because I want to belltde or deride tile 
Novl schools. I persorlally believe that Novl does Indeed 
have a very good school district. 

And I aliso believe that our hometown newspaper has a 
certain responsibility to promote those things In the com­
munity which are good. 

But the other side of the coin is that for many years I 
have believed that school districts ---yes, even Novl—have 
been so busy patting themsebes on the back that they 
have failed to look at thenlseWes as critically as they must 
to insure continued Improvement and movement toward 
excellence. 

I believe that school districts have been guilty of paint­
ing far too rosy a plcttlre of themsehres. And I believe that 
newspapers — all newspapers — have been guilty of let­
ting them get avray with i t . . . guilty of looking at school 
districts through rose-colored glasses. 

Does this mean I want TheNoviNews to start emphasiz­
ing the negative In Its reporting on schools? .Absolutely 
not. 

What It does mean is that I want this paper to look at 
thlng3 objectlvety... to avoid the tiap of painting too rosy 
a plctilre. Ontythen, I believe, can we help focus attention 
on how to take something good and make it better.

Bowman, preslilent of the 
Novl Expo Center, was taking 
visitors on a tour of the facility 
two weeks ago. He's proud of the 
place, and has a right to be. He 
showed them all the Expo Cen­
ter had to ofi"er — and then 
some. 

Bowman and one of his 
guests happened upon audi­
tions being held by The Novl 
Players theater troupe. The 

Players were looking for cast members for their new play. 
Exfnemaies.. 

The play deals with the agonizing subject of rape, and 
'how one woman deals with her savage attacker. Bowman 
came into the theaterjust as the director had two audltlon-
ers acting out the rape scene Itself. 

He was understandably caught ofl'-guard, given the 
positions the actor and actress had taken and the script's 
graphic language. He recovered after a moment, though, 
when one person went over to explain what was 
happening. 

Watching it all, I felt for the guy. You could Just see it: 
"Here's the main hall, and over there are our ofilces, and 
through h e r e . . . oh, my. Care to see the water fountain?" 

Although they s t a r ^ orify a couple of minutes, I'll bet he 
hasn't forgotten it — and neither has anyone else there.

Avocaidos are often given a bad rap and fre­
quently put In the "foods to avoid* categojy. 
They are the only other commonly eaten veget­
able besides oilves that are high in calories and 
iat It's true that a half a medium size avocado 
contains approximately 150 calories with 88 
percent of these calories coming from 15 grams 
of iaL Don't panic, more than two-thlrds of the 
fat is monounsaturated, the same type of fat 
that 1s In olive oil. the "good" kind! 

This strange frult contains no less than 11 
Vitamins, 14 minerals and protein. Nutritionally 
the avocado is high In potassium, oimce for 
ounce containing 60 percent more potassium 
than bananas. Avocados are good sources of 
vitamin A and thiamine and fidr sources of vit­
amin C and E , niacin, Iron, phosphorus and 

• fiber. .An avocado is about 75 percent water 
and easy to digest. They are nutrient rich, low 
in sodium and sugar and cholesterol-free (aU 
fruits are anyhow) but this does not mean you 
should eat a v^ole avocado dally. What it does 
mean is that you can enjoy them frequently 
without guilt. 

This strange exotic tuii is a native of Cen­
tral America but now grown In California and 
Florida. California's crop peaks dliring spring 
and summer while Florida's Is from A i l ^ s t 
through October but they are available year 
round. The two Varieties available here have a 
smooth green skin or a thick. leathery, pebbly 
skin that turns dark green to a purple bhck as 
it ripens. 

LUce the banana, the avocado is never al-
towed to mature on the tree, generally you buy 
them under-ripe and ripen them yourself. Plan 
your purchase ahead so there Is time for them 
to ripen for several days. You can hasten the 
ripening process by putting them in a paper 
bag. 

Choose avocados that are heavy, without 
dark, sunken or bruised spots. Take the avo­
cado In your hand and Just apply gentle pres­
sure, if the fruit ylekis slightly, it is ready to 

""eat;; that-day. At home you can use a "toothpick 
to test for ripeness. Poke the toothpick in the 
stem end and If it's eating ripe the tooth pick 
will glide to the core. Ihe lul l distinctive flavor 
of an avocado does not develop tmtll the fruit 
has softened. 

Ripe avocados can be stored in the bottom of 
the refrigerator for several days. Take a sharp 
knife to slice aroimd the outside length of the 
avocado, holding it with both hands, twist in 
Opposite directions for a clean split Remove the 
pit with a small rap of a knife blade against 
the pit and pull it out gently. Once cut in half, 
place the fruit face down in the palm of your 
hand and remove skin. The flesh will discolor , 
rapidly when exposed to the air so sprinkle 
with citrus Juice (kmon or lime) to prevent 
browning. 

Whole, diced or sliced avocados do not freeze 
well, but can be refrigerated a short time. To 
store partialty used avocados, rub the cut sur­
face with lemon juice and cover dghtiy with 
plastic wrap or foil to prevent moisture loss, 
then refritgerate. 

The real appeal of the avocado is its mellow, 
nutty taste and smooth texture. Culinary en­
thusiasts enjty creating and using avocado re­
cipes any time of year. Avocados are generally 
eaten raw but can be added to hot dishes at 
the very end of cooking. Overcooking will make 
an avocado bitter. 

With the popularity of Mexican food avocados 
have come alive, guacamole can be used as a 
dip or a garnish. Mashed seasoned avocado 
(guacamole) is great on the top hamburgers, 
tacos, burritos, and tostados. To make a quick 
version of guacamole use prepared canned 
salsa with the avocado, put it in the blender or

Who ya gonna call?' 
Well, if you live in Novi (east of Novi Road) you can call 

Door 2 Door, the restauirant deltveiy service. 
Door 2 Door has a direct line into I00resta11rants in 

the northern suburbs, and has Just added a portion of 
Novi to lts service area, along with lO area restaurants. 

Maybe you'd like some pastries from Sweet Lor-
raines, or Thai food from the Bangkok Club or the ribs 
from E.G. Nick^s. Whatever the case, you can order frtwn 
Door 2 Door Just by calling the number 288-FOOD. 

The minute you place yotirotder, your dltmer is be­
ing cooked at the restaurant of your choice, ready to be 
pldced up by Door 2 DOCK'S uiilfonned driver and wh­
isked to your home or ofiBce. 

It's one of those ideas that somebody should have 
thou^t up ages ago. For Door 2 Door founder Klilc 
Scott the idea for Door 2 Eloor started with a phone call 
in 1987, said Scott. 

*I called a friend of mine out i n Callfomia," he said. 
"He was a chef in L A and was afiOlliated with a similar 
service. But it was all done by phone and hand-written 
orders, with the drivers corning in the back door. He 
said it would be great if you could computerize it. 

'So I took niy badcground in computers, and Ijeing in 
Domino's backyard, I knew the power of deliveries. I 
founded Door 2 Door in 1988, and started delivering in 
1989. It took me a year to write the software progranL" 

Scott's partner is Noiman Blemaster, a former con­
sultant for Arthur Andersen with 25 years in the 
franchising business. 

Blemaster points out that conqiuterization gives 
Door 2 Door the ability to work in volume. The service 
now offers food from 100 restaurants and covers a 
250-aquare-n1lle dellvoy area. Tiy doing that with 
hand-written notes and operators phoning fri orders. 

The corr^uter eliminates the human element from 
the process. Here's how it works. When a call comes in 
to the 288-FOOD number, an operator is there to take 
the order. The operator works from a craiputer screen 
whteh displays the menu from the restaurant of your 
choice. 

You get to see the menu. too. Door 2 Door distributes 
aquai^xfyMcnu Guide free at eachoftherestaurants it 
serves. The Guide lists the menus of each of the 100 re­
staurants the company serves. 

The operator then types in your order, calctdates a 
price which frldudes the dellvoy charge and gives you 
an estimated time of arrival. The operator's computer 
has a direct modem line into each restaurant By the 
time you hang upyour phale. your order is aheady be-
tag printed out on a special lax machine in the restaur­
ant's kitchen. 

'Wbenlflrststarted this business, nygoalwas to de­
liver every order within 45 minutes,'said Scott addirlg 
that the majority of his orders take 45 minutes to an 
hour.'Now we've grown so much that we can't a l w ^ 
do that If it's rush hour, l&l be different And if there's 
five inches of snow on the ground, we won't tiy to kid 
them. We'll tell them two houra right off the bat 

"The funny thing is. people don't seem to mfrid. Til 
lo3eonlyaboutlOoutof200ojdersthatwsty.Mostpeo-
ple will wait two hours for a good meal rather than go out 
in the snow. I think people know that they're not fust 
calling Domino's, towhipoutaplzzaandflyonemileto 
deliver i t* 

Door2 Doctt'sdeliveiy system works Very similar toa 
radio-dispatched taxi service. Drivers are sent to cer­
tain segnoents of the conq>ar^s dellveiy area, and will 
wait for a call on the two-way radio. Between runs, the 
driver will wait fr1 his car in that area, like a taxi at a cab 
stand. Each car also has an on-board thremal carrier to 
keep orders warm. 

"Hie minimum dellveiy charge is $2, plus 75cents per 
mile bom the restaurant to your door. The average de-
livery charge is about$3.50 because, as Scott s ^ .peo -
fle tend to dine within their own commiInities, and will

order mainly from restaurants they're familiar with. 
But there is no limit on how far a driver will travel 

within Door 2 Door's service area. If a customer in Novi 
wants to order from Mon J i n Lau in TYoy, they're more 
than wekx>me to, though the delivery charge may run 
around $10. 

The ddiveiy charge remains the same no matter how 
large your order. There's no minimum order either, 
whk:h makes Door 2 Door popular with singles. 

T o u can order$1.000worth offood, andlt'sstill a$2 
delivery dvatge. It's like instant catering," said Scott 

T h e difference is that caterers cater fiiom their kitch-
ens, and they're an urrknown. With us, you have 100 
kltehens Working for you. A hundred well-known 
kitchens." 

"And it's a lot less expensive," Blemaster added. "And -
a lot of people don't know that if you eat your lunch In 
the ofHce, you can write off 100 percent on your taxes. If 
you eat out you can't"

H i e first step 
in most c o o i n g of tlUs type is to sear the 
main Item. This would not be the case In. 
say, chicken pot pie. Searing functicms as 
a seakr for the meat's Juices. As the pro­
tein touches the hot pan thesur&ce Is sea­
red or cbsed. preventing any of the won-
derfuljulcra with all the flavor from eacap-
ihg. When scaring, always have a very hot 
pan and use a little bit of fat Be careful of 
this splattering of fat that will pop out at 
you. 

When braising, the Item is then cooked 
in a Uquld medium. &aista)g is used for 
the cuts of more exxrcised pcations of an 

animal or okler. mature bfrxls and fish. 
The mafri benefit is that the less tender 
cuts become tender, as the liqukl pene­
trates the tough connecthre tissues. Arela-
lively small amount of liquid Is needed in 
relatton to the size of the main item. 
Stocks, vegetable Juices and wine are ex­
amples of good braising liquids. Mixing 
and matching is pennl^able. 

A b e d ofvegetahles. called amirepoix. is 
.placed on the bottom of the pan first This 
provides additicHiai flavor and moisture to 
the iHtxluct Although braising has been a 
traditional cooking method for t o u ^ cuts, 
chefs today are using braising on delicate 
seafood and fish. It is Important in this 
case, to reduce the oven temperature, 
cook for a shorter period of time and de­
crease the amount of Ikiuld. 

Braising is a nice kntr-caforle cooking 

technique. The steps to follow are: 
• Sear the meat remove frt)m the pot and 
sweat a mlrepoix of carrots, onion and cel­
ery at least Add others as you see fit add 
the cooking liquid, cover the pot and place 
it hi a moderate oven until tender. The ton-
ger the item will need to cooked tlie larger 
Bie cut of the vegetable should be. Toma­
toes are often included in braises as they 
act as natrual tenderlzer.

Stewing is similar to braising and uses 
the same cuts of meat but cut into bite 
size pieces. The technique is nearly identi­

cal also, with differences mainly apparent. 
with the origin of the stew. For instance, a 
blanquette is a white stew made fix)m 
white meat, veal or chicken, and is garn­
ished with mushrooms and pearl onfons. 
The sauce is thickened with egg yolks and 
heavy cream. 

BouUlabalsse is a Mediterranean style 
fish stew. Fricassee is a white stew often 
boasting dumplings and goulash is a hun-
garian stew seasoned and colored with pa­
prika. Ragout, a French term for stew, l i ­
terally translates as ' restores the 
appetite."
