Center p1t)nx)lers from the begin­
ning assured residents that the flow 
of cars heading for the new confer­
ence facility would be under con­
trol, that Was before the Spring 
Home and Garden Show opened 
Thursday. 

NoVl Police Chlef Doug Shaeffer 
described the traffic Jam that even­
ing as "Just horrendous" and sald lt 
Was "as bad as Christmas or 
Worse." 

He attributed the huge Influx of 
cars lo a large number of free 
openlng-ni^t passes handed out 
by the builders associations 
through Frank's Nursery and 
Crafts outlets. 

During their drlVe-tl1ne trafBc 
advisories, radio disc Jockos said 
that 1-96 Was backed up 2 miles due 
to the home show at the Novl Expo 
Center. 

ShoWgoers Were parking at the 
Novl Town Center and trudging 
across the street ti1rough bumper-
to-bumper traillc. 

The city had the northbound left 
turn lane into the Expo Center 
Drive blocked off with police cars 
and orange cones. Sevel^ extra of-
flcers Were assigned to direct traffic 
at the Expo Center entrance Tht1rs-
day night-

ShaefTer sald E î̂ xn Center man­
agement arranged for additional 
parking Friday and through the 
Weekend at Novl Town Center as 
Well as another adjacent building. 
Shuttle bus service Was arranged to 
transport pedestrians ftom these 
parking places to the Expo Center. 

"That's good, because {Thurs­
day) We ended up with one officer 
escorting pedestrians across Novl 
Road," Shaeffer sald. 

In addlUon to the extia parking, 
extra slg11age, and a redesigned exit 
pattern that leads cars to Grand 
River, some police officers may be 
able to supplement their earnings. 

"We 11iay have to call in some ad-
dltlonal officers and work them 
overtime," Shaeffer sald. "The Expo 
Center has agreed to pay for tliat"

Friday at noon, Novl Road traffic 
'was bade to its usual busy level. 

Novl's Superintendent of Public 
Works, Bruce Jerome, who repre­
sents the city on the North Central 
Novl Traffic Han11ing Committee, 
sald the group Is continuing to look 
at Ways to further Improve the 
traffic at the Novl Road freeway In­

terchange area, perhaps through 
more signage and slgnallzatlon to 
Improve the flow. 

"The Expo Drive situation, I don't 
know how much Is due to sheer 
traffic volume or that people are un­
sure where the facUlty Is. That 
could add to the congestion," Jer­
ome said. 

Novl Is awaiting Word on a grant 
application from U1e Michigan De­
partment of Transportation's Office 
of Economic Development. This 

Would provide the funiis to build a 
ring road from Nov! Road, passing 
the Expo Center, over to Grand 
River Avenue. Expo Center visitors 
who Will be traveling westbound on 
1-96 could exit at Grand Rhrer and 
head for the Beck Ftoad freeway 
ramp, Jerome said. 

The ring road lias been part of the 
city's plans since 1985. Novl hopes 
that a major ejq)anslon of Progres­
sive Tool Will encotirage the state to 
hand over the money.

It takes education out of the 
textbooks and off of the black-
boards and puts students right in 
the tlilck of things: they set up and 
operate an actual company.

Into beliig a finished product" 

"It was good, seeing eveiybody 
working together," Jennl Reaume 
said, "seel1 [̂ it all get done. It's the 
best kind of class to take." 

And these young people learned 
their lessons. They got the Job done 
veiy Well. 

The group designed and sold 
their own product — clothliig With 
NHS Wildcat logos—made a profit 
and even donated part of tiiat 
amoimt to charily. The class also 
had the support of Jun io r 
Achievement

plalnWhat this semester has tau^t 
thera 

"It's their show, they Just about 
:dldltall,"saldWlxomduringaplzza 
}arty members of the class threw 

for themselves last month — paid 
for With more of their proflts. 

The class is an unusual one be­
cause virtually everything is left to 
the students, unlike most high 
school or even college classes. 

"Thty made their oWndeclslons," 
said Wixom. after hearing his ad­
vice and that of the compaiy's out­
side consultant, Debbie Conrad of 
Credit Counseling Centers. 

The semester-long effort re­
quired them to Work together to 
achieve goals. These included, 
Wixom eiqplalned, election of corn-
par^ officers; activaUng the corpo-
ration's charter; selUng stock; 
selecting the product; market re­
search; pricing and profit projec­
tion: production; a two-week selling 
period; keeping records of sales and 
invoitoiy; m ^ l n g bank deposits 
and issuing financial statements 
and dividends. 

Serving as con^Miiiy officers were 
Koneda, president; Noel Plaskle, 
secretaiy; Jason Everett market­
ing and sales manager; .Aaron 
Thornton, treasurer; and Tara Mer­
chant product control supervisor. 
The remaining students served as 
salespeople or in spedal capacities, 
such as advertising desl^. 

"All the students." Wixom said, 
"became involved in soWlng the 
day-to-day problems that came up. 
such as completing Invoices and 
controlling 111vento1y." 

•I really enjoyed It" Plaskle said. 
"It was even better than I expected."

Novi Forester Chris Pargoff says 
he Isn't sure why people buy 
wooded lots when what they really 
want are open, grassy spaces. 

Homeowners who want to chop 
down city-protected trees are fire-
quent peUUoners at the woodlands 
review board. Pargoff sa)rs the 
board has granted a nuniber of 
these requests fi:x)m Rcyal Crown 
and Chase Farms sudlvlslons In 
particular. 

"The question I have ls Why did 
you buy a wooded lotr That's their 
discretion," Paî goff said. 

Tliees are a rather sensitive sub­
ject in Novi. The public outay was 
Intense several years ago when the 
city cropped the foliage along Nine 
Mile Road and In 1992 When Detroit 
Edison was overly diligent in Its 
llne-clcarlng program. 

The Novi City Coundl Feb. 1 
e1iacted a series of revisions Its 
Woodlands ordinance which Will 
communicate more clearly to resi­
dents, homebuyers, builders and 
developers exactly What is 
protected. 

The changes. Which are ejqiected 
to fill several gaps in the ruling 
which was adopted in the late 
1980s, will also take more strigent 
measures to preserve trees .

Novi Planning Commission­
ers througti the provisions 
of two new state laws 
wiiidi set limits on liow 
towns in Michigan can reg 
uiate wetlands in their com­
munities.

In the past, some new homebuy 
ers were not aware that certain sen 
slUve areas are under the city's 
purview. 

The revised ordinance requires 
developers to post maps In model 
homes and sales offices to show 
Where the regulated Woodlands an< 
Wetlands are located, so buyers Wll 
be aware from the onset 

In addition, the developer Is re 
quired to put up and maintain signs 
Indicating that the area is a pro­
tected woodland. The signs. Which 
Will Include Pargoffs phone num 
ber, are to remain up until all con 
struction Is done on the lots border 
Ing the woods.

D r i v e r c h a r g e d i n 

f a t a l N o v i c r a s h

The 19-year-old driver who 
struck and killed tow truck opera­
tor James Domln on TWelve Mile 
Road Dec. 15 now faces a negligent 
homicide cliarge. 

Dawn Bauer, of Highland, faces 
misdemeanor negligent homicide 
charges in connection with the accl -
dent If found guilty she could face 
up to two years in prison, a $2,000 
fine or both. She Was arraigned Fri­
day in Walled Lake 52-1 District 
Court and is currently free on per­
sonal bond. 

Domln, who was employed by 
Keford Collision, was in the process 
of cleanl11g up a previous minor ac­
cident shortly after 11:30 p.m. In 
dark, wet conditions when Bauer 
struck him In the road. He died at 
the scene. There was no alcohol In­
volved in the fatality. 

Police Capt Al Rasmussen said a 
number of reports, including a 
medical examiner's report and a 
traffic accident reconstruction, 
were forwarded to the prosecutor's 
office. Which decided to issue the 
Warrant. He would not comment on 
the details in the investlgaUon that 
likely led to the charges. 

Novl Police Chief Doug Shaeffer 
said one of the factors Involved In­
vestigators' detennl11ation that the 

right Iront headlight of Bauer's 
Mazda "had hieen burned out for 
some time" and the left front head­
light was misaligned. 

Shaeffer said an Internal depart­
ment Investigation will still take 
place to examine actions of police 
offlcere at the scene, who did not di­
rect traffic. The vehicles Involved in 
the accident as well as the tow 
tmck and police vehicles with 
emergency lights flashing, were 
parked along the side of eastbound 
Twelve Mile Just west of Donelson 
Drive when Domln was struck. 

A witness who saw the fatality, 
Ga1y Llndenmuth, said shortly af­
ter flie accident that cars Were driv­
ing over la1:ge pieces of debris and it 
was several minutes after Domln 
was hit that police, who Were sitting 
In their patrol cars, called an a1nbu-
lance. He charged that. If police had 
been directing traffic, the fatality 
never would have occiBred. 

However Novl Police Sgt. Herb 
Harbin disputed Undenmuth's 
statements. He said there was no 
debris In the road and that an am­
bulance was summoned within 
seconds. 

"The internal Investigation has 
not yet been completed," Shaeffer 
said. "And the Warrant (against 
Bauer) will not deter us from com­
pleting the internal investigation."

another for a community survey — 
received particular attention. 

The question we're addressl11g to­
night ls not numbers on a page," said 
Chairperson Kathleen McL-allen. 
"That comes later. What's the focus 
and philosophy of this commission 
for this fiscal year? That's the 
question." 

The City Council will begin looking 
at Novl's budget In earnest next 
month. For the moment, the com­
mission Is tiymg to decide on its 
priorities, and get down to dollars 
and cents after that. 

"Let's get all the Ideas out on the 
table tonight," suggested Secretaiy 
Timothy Gllberg, "so We can all digest 
them, and then hash tilings out over 
future meetings. There may be some 
horse tradhig going on." 

Commissioners hope to repeat 
their frugality of the last fiscal year. 
When they returned over $14,000 to 
the city's general fund. A formal com­
mission recommendation to the 
council on its budget could come 
next month. 

The conservative mood even ex­
tended to the cltys planning consul­
tant, Brandon Rogers, and tralllc 
consultant, Itod Arroyo. The special­

ists kept their fee requests at the 
same level for the tlilrd straight year, 
because. Itegers said, they recog­
nized the city's tight economic 
situation. 

The commission's pre1li111na1y 
proposed budget totals $142,420. 
About half of that — $72,020 — pays 
for planning anti traffic consultants' 
services. Some $15,800 covers admi­
nistrative functions. 

The remaining monies In the 
budget — $54,600 — Will pay for 
Work to begin or continue various 
planning studies. It's tlils area that 
saw the most disagreement among 
coi1imlssloners. 

There are six Individual studies In­
volved in the proposed budget: one to 
publish brochures of the city's mas­
ter plan for land use will run $8,850; 
a con1munlty survey is budgeted for 
up to $13,020. 

Commissioner Laura Lorenzo 
proposed a new study, mapping all 
city Wetland areas of tWo acres or less 
that are of sufficient quality to merit 
preservation. Wetland areas greater 
than tWo acres are already mapped. 

McLallen said that another good 
idea would be to study how much of 
the city's as-yet-undeveloped land Is 
developable given physical features 
such as wowllands. Wetlands and 
topography. 

It was the brochure and survey 
plans that most interested the com­
mission, however. 

The master plan expenditure — 
$8,850 — Would pay for piieparlng, 
publislilng and distributing copies of 
a master plan brochure. .An updated 
master plan map, along With con­
densed information about planning 
issues, could be sent to all of the 
12,699 households In Novl for tllat 
a m o u n t . Rogers t o l d the 
commission. 

The estimated cost for a commi1n-
Ity survey ranges from $9,000 to 
$13,020, depending on whether the 
commission Would use a university 
group or a professional marketing 
firm. The survey Would tiy to get a 
scientific sample of the city's resi­
dents to tell wJiat ihey UiliJc about 
several plan111ng Issues and Where 
Novl Is headed. 

Some on the panel favored both 
ideas, some only one, and at least one 
commissioner said that both Were 
unnecessaiy. 

"I Just Wonder how many will end 
up In trash containers," Commis­
sioner Robert Taub said of the 
'orochure. 

He added that the money for the 
brochure could be spent on more Im­
portant matters, a sentiment echoed 
by Lo1Te1izo. 

"This (brochiIre) could generate 
hiterest and people will raise ques­
tions," said Commissioner Lodla Ri­
chards. "Maybe the community 
survqr could be better used next 
year, after people have Infonmatlon 
and form opinions." 

"This Is a terrific vehicle for 
spreading this information," sald 
McLallen. 'We owe It lo oilr clUzens." 

The survey, an Idea that's been 
floated several times in the past, also 
split commissioners. Some felt it was 
essential to gauge community opin­
ion on where Novl should be moving 
in planning and development. Others 
said that anjone who wanted to get 
involved — and many don't — had 
other ways to get their opinions 
heard. 

Taub opposed the survey for that 
reason. Commission meetings, city 
elections, homeowners association 
meetings and other forums provide 

plenty of opportunity for public In­
put, he said. 

In that vein, Taub suggested that 
citizens who had oplr11ons on the 
survey proposal and other budgeting 
matters should communicate their 
feelhigs to the commission. 

In the end, coInrnlssioners decided 
to mull over the two proposals, as 
Well as the rest of the proposed 
budget. They agreed to take the mat­
ter up again at theh- Feb. l 7 meeting.

It Was legalese made easy at the 
Feb. 3 meeting of the Novi Planning 
Commission . . . or at least easier. 

Assistant City Attorney Dennis 
Watson Walked commissioners 
tiirough the provisions of two new 
state laws which set 1111ilts on how 
towns in Michigan can regulate Wet­
lands in their communities. 

The two statutes, signed bi law 
Dec. 18 by Gov. John Engler, are 
named Public Acts 295 and 296. 
Watson said tliat local communities 
have 18 montlis to change thelr wet­
lands regulation procedures In order 
to conform to the new state require­
ments. This will mean some changes 
in Novl's wetlands ordinances ln the 
near future, he sald. 

Act 296, he said, requires clUes to 
produce an Inventory map of all wet­
lands, hold a public hearing and go 
through formal adoption procedures. 
Once a community adopts the map, 
Watson continued. It has to notify all 
property owners about It so t h ^ can 
learn Whether it affects their land. 
Municipalities can restrict or prohi­
bit development of regulated Wet­
lands and Woodlands. 

The body that revleWs land use 
regulations has to review Wetlands 
regulations as Well, according to Act 
296. This elhnlnates special Wet­
lands review panels tliat some com­
munities in Michigan employ. 

"The idea Is to prevent an owner or 
developer from being whlpsawed be­
tween different bodies," said Watson. 

A new definition of what consti­
tutes wetlands, which local com­
munities must now use as well. Is a 
provision of Act 295. Watson said 
tliat the applications for wetlands 
permits that municipalities offer now 
have to he the same as the state's. 
The Idea is to avoid duplication. 

The act also sets a 90-day time 
limit for local governments to Issue 
an approval or denial of requests for 
wetlands permits. 

ff it de111es a permit, Watson sald. 
It must notify the applicant of it and 
Inform them of the process to chal­
lenge tliat decision. 

.Act 295 defines the conditions tliat 
have to exist to permit a town to regu­
late wetland areas measuring 2 acres 
or less. For example, a small wetland 
might be regulated ff It is determined 
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to be essential for the preservation of 
the environment. 

Watson said the conditions "are 
broadly listed," meaning tliat most 
wetlands areas will fall into them. 

The act retains existing law tliat 
details how thecourtsWlll review per­
mit denials. 

Flnalfy, 295 outlines the options a 
community can take ff a court de­
cides that lt improperly denied a wet­
lands permit to a property owner. "Hie 
community can compensate the 
owner for the value he or she lost in 
not developing the land, purchase 
the entire property outright, or mod­
ify its origI11al decision. 

"We'll be reviewing the wetlands 
ordinances ffor Novl)." Watson told 
conunissloners, "and present any re­
visions to the City Coimcil in a month 
or two." 

Watson Injected a litte humor Into 
the meeUng as Well. Just before Wat­
son began, CommLsslon Chairperson 
Kathleen McLallen told commission­
ers she didn't tlilnk they needed to 
see a habitat video she hadjust seen. 
The reason, she said, was tliat most 
of it was a Massachusetts lawyer dis­
cussing various arcane environmen­
tal issues. 

Not missing a beat, Watson said he 
assumed "that this means you don't 
want to listen to attorneys talld1ig ab­
out wetlands," and got an apprecia­
tive laugh.

One man said that 
5O0-6OO union members would Join 
the picket line on Thui^ay. the 
opening day of the show. 

Thursday and Friday saw no pick­
eters at the center. 

They left Wednesday." said Novl 
Police Capt. Al Rasmussen. That 
Was their last day. We haven't see 
them back there." 

A1nong the unlor1s involved were 
Teamsters locals 299 and 614, Rig­
gers Local 575. Carpenters Local l l8 
and others representing tradespeo­
ple employed for convention and 
show set-up work. 

Union members said they objected 
to the fact that Artcraft, the firm hired 

by the Builders' Association of 
Southeastern Michigan to set up the 
home and garden show, used non­
union labor. 

In a related development, the Oak­
land County Prosecutor's Offlce has 
not decided whether It will Issue a 
warrant for a man that allegedly 
threatened two picketers with a pellet 
gun.

Republicans In the state Leglsla-
ture placed a bill curbing unemploy­
ment compensation costs on a fast 
track for passage this month. 

John M. Packer, Novl consultant 
who diallenges unemployment ben­
efit claims for businesses, endorsed 
the bill, saying Michigan's high costs 
are drlvl11g companies south. 

Toledo Is a great place. South 
Bend Is a great place," Packer said, 
citing clients who had moved out of 
Michigan. "Sea Ray Boats went from 
Oakland County to Tennessee. 

"Every section of the (unemploy­
ment) act is unfavorable to employers 
except one," Packer said, declining to 
name the section. 

"Rallroadr shouted Democratic 
Sen. George Z. Hart of Dearborn as 
Republicans on the Se1iate Labor 
Committee Tuesday gave 3 to 2 ap­
proval to the employer-backed bUl. 

"I don't think we're taking 111arch-
Ing orders," replied chairman David 
Honlgman. R-Wcst Bloomfleld. "I in­

troduced this same blfi eight years 
ago When I Was a freshman." 

Supporting the blfi Were three Re-
publlcai1s. including Honlgman and 
Robert Geake of Northvllle. Two 
Democrats voted no. 

GOP Senate leaders Want to pass 
the bill promptly, Honlgman said. 
That Would aUoW prompt action by 
the divided House, Whose commit­
tees in Februaiy are chaired hy 
Republicans. 

Otherwise, said Honlgman, thebUl 
might be delayed untfi April, the next 
month the GOP Is In charge of House 
committees. 

ConstrucUon workers irom the 
AFL-ClO's Building Trades Council 
packed the Famum Building audi­
torium to fight the measure. Senate 
Bill 2. 

Main features of SB 2: 
• -Waiting week" added. Lald-off 
workers would have to wait one week 
before being eligible for benefits, as in 
39 other states. Michigan removed 
the waiting week in the mid-19709. 
• Wage ratio cut. The wage replace­
ment ratio would be cut to 65 percent 

instead of 70 percent of after-tax 
earnings. 
B Benefit "Indexing" out. The Legis­
lature would have to vote changes 111 
benefits rather than indexing them to 
economic statistics. 
• Quafifylnganlount up. Claimants 
Would have to have earned 30 times 
the state 1nlnlmum wage (versus the 
current 20 times) to be eligible for 
benefits. 

Labor spokesmen and Democrats 
fired hardest at the waiting week pro­
vision. Business said it wouldn't re­
duce benefits — Just delay them one 
week—and the maximum still would 
be 26 weeks. 

Sen. Geake challenged labor's and 
the state's figures that SB 2 would 
cut benefits by $1.1 billion over six 
years, but save employers Just $171 
miUlon. "If the program is 100 per­
cent employer-funded. It's not 
possible." 

"Sure it is," said United Auto 
Workers attorney Richard McHugh. 
The $goO mfillon difference would go 
Into the state unemploy1ncnt trust 
fund, he said. 

McHugh argued that consumers 
pump their Jobless benefits back into 
the econoniy. Cutting Ixineflts and 
emplcyers' taxes, he said, would 
drain more out of the economy than It 
would put tiack in. 

Honlgman, who views imemploy-
ment compensation charges as a tax 
on payrolls that Impedes Job crea­
tion, repUed, "You espoused a ve1y 
novel theoiy that taxation creates 
Jobs." 

Under questioning, most labor 
spokesmen said their unions' mem­
berships had declined in the last 
decade.

New rules stiffen tree protection

At Umes, dty ofllcials have caught 
homeowners removing the protected 
trees from their yards. 

"People have claimed they didnt 
know It was a protected area. They 
move in and they want to clrar their 
baclqrards," Pargoff said. 

"It's created sltuaUons where one 
of the neighbors wants to keep the 
trees and the other wants to take 
them down." 

In most cases, the woodlands re­
view board permits tree removal If the 
resident agrees to plant replacement 
irecs. Pargoff said. 

Prior to constmcUon. developers 
were inquired to mark protected 
Ut!es with metal tags. That has been 
changed to orange, white or yeUow 
paint because puncturirig the tree to 
naU the tag into place opens it to dis­
ease and insects, the forester said. 

Other revisions wUl give the city 
greater laUtude In requiring replace­
ment trees from the developers. Par­
goff wUl not determine how many 
trees wUl be replaced unUl the city ac­
cepts the project's final engineering 
plans. 

Residents of Briarwood and Roma 
Ridge have protested the drowning 
death of trees In a protected wood­
land between the subdivisions which 
Is also used as a stormwater deten-
Uon basin. The revamped ordinance 
addresses some of these concerns. 

The forester will now have the au­
thority to determine which trees can 
be reasonably expected to survive en­
croaching development He can re­
quire replacements for trees which 
Were not actually scheduled for re-
moval but which wil l have a 
Uireatened fifespan due to stormwa­
ter deposits, chan ts In land grad­
ing, Infringement of construcUon ac­

tivity on the trees' root structi1re and 
other criteria. Trees which "cannot 
reasonably be expected to survive 
shall be removed," the ordinance 
reads. 

In cases where a wet woodland has 
standing water year-round for a 
stormwater basin, Uie city can re­
quire acreenlng trees along roads to 
block the view of Uie trees which wfil 
Ukefy die imder these condlUoris. 

The dty Is stUI continuing to re­
view its stormwater master plan to 
see ff natural wet woodlands wUl be 
used as basins, Pargoff said. 

"If we don't use Uiem. there's a sl-
tuaUon where we'U create concrete 
bunkers to hold Uiat Water," he 
added. 

This is considered both an unat­
tractive and less environmentaUy 
sound altemattve, because the con­
crete basins-—urifike the weUands-— 
do not filtrate and purify the run-off 
water. 

The ordinance revisions, which go 
into effect next week, also will stop 
water flow fix)m backyards into wood 
lands by requiring homes to have 
down spouts and gutters. Pargoff 
said Uiat Uie water wfil now have to 
be directed across backwards into 
catch basins or kept away finom the 
woodlands by drainage tUes. 

"This is reaUy orily finportant 
where there's a major development 
up against the woodlands," he 
explained. 

The makeup of the woodlands re­
view board has also been changed. 
City planning consultants and con­
sulting engfiieers wiU be replaced by 
staff members—the buUdlng official 
and the director of pubUc services, 
along with a rotating me1nber fiom 
the planrfing commission. 

Pargoff Isn't on the board. 
"I don't feel I shoiUd sit as Judge 

and prosecutor at the same Ume," he 
said.

A void overly ambitious 
plans for Novl's parks 

"We want it done right, and we want 
it done right now." 

Contradlctoiy though these state­
ments may seem to he, this Is exactly 
what the Novl Parks and IRecreaUon 
Commission and the P a r l B Department 
are being told by city ofllcials and resi­
dents these days. 

Voters approved a $9.9 nlfillon 
bond Issue in Janua iy . enough to pay for 
the purchase of some 500 acres of land 
and st i l l have about $ l mi l l ion left over to 
do some development of it into city 
parks. ConslderiJig how long the city has 
been short of park space. It should come 
as no surprise that citizens are eager to 
get development roUing and get the 
parks open so they can get out there and 
enjoy themselves. 

A t the same time, both residents 
and ofllcials recognize the need for cit i­
zen input on how those lands should be 
developed to meet recreational needs. 
The city put the parkland purchase 
package together Very rapidly, out of 
necessity, and so It had no time to come 
up wi th a master plan for Its overall 
deVelopment. 

Getthlg that input and developing 
that p l an was the basic idea behind 
CouncU Member Joe Toth's recent sug­
gestion that a citizens committee be 
formed. Toth made that suggestion at 
the most recent city councU meeUng, 
suggesting a l5-meml)er committee to 
look at parks opUons and make recom­
mendations to the parlts commission 
and the city council. 

The idea was not well received, not 
hy the parks commissioners and not hy 
the city councU. l n the end, Toth's sug­
gestion was rejected on the grotmds it 
would tle dupUcative of the parks com­
mission's function and ultimately would 
jus t slow the process down. CouncU 
members and paries commissioners 
alike felt that responslbUlty should fall to 
the parlts commission itseff. 

lt was the right decision, but we are 
not going to criticize Toth for having an 
alternative idea, lt was at least worth 
considering. His Intention was to move 
the process along toward the best parks 
system possible, a goal we a l l share. 

Nor do we see the "do It right; do it 
right now" views as completely incom­
patible. The parks commiss ion and

Cooler heads must prevail 
w h o a guys, slow down. This is not 

the tfiile to be tossing out a very valuable 
project j u s t because of an incidental, 
beside-the-pofiit dispute. 

W h e n it comes to the Lake Property 
Study Committee, cooler heads must 
prevail. 

Members of the Lakes Area ltesl-
dents A s s o c i a t i o n recent ly recom­
mended that Stephen Clpielewski be 
named by the City CouncU as l A R A ' s 
representative to that committee. The 
committee is assigned to the job of plot-
Ung out the future of the old Walled Lake 
Casino site at Thirteen Mile J?oad and 
East Lake Drive, the land where MUford 
developer J a y Eldridge Once was going to 
buUd T h e Landing." 

Clpielewski, however, jus t happens 
to be a resident of the Ci ty of Walled 
Lake, not Novl, so the city councU 
balked. CouncU members sent the name 
back to LAJRA and asked it to come up 
wi th another recommendation, one for a 
person who actually lives Vdthin Novi 
city txlundaries. 

Last week, E d Phelps, speaking for 
l A R A , said the group would p u l l out of 
the committee tfCipIelewski's name was 
not accepted. 

We c a n appreciate the sentiments 
on both sides. CouncU's coIistituents are 
the residents of the City of NoVl. and this 
parcel is city-owned land, located i n 
NoVl. l t seems only natural councU mem­

bers w o u l d haVe a preference for city 
residents. 

O n the other hand, L A R A repre­
sents residents of both cities. WhateVer 
development is put there, it wUl surely 
haVe a n impact o n the residents of l)oth 
cities. 

B u t now the two are at loggerheads. 
A n d it seems to u s that real issue is what, 
exactly, should be done with the old 
Walled l ^ e Cas ino land, not who si ts on 
the committee or who gets to name that 
person. It seems a shame to us this 
simple question might get i n the way of 
the more finportant plannfiig issue. 

We'd like to see both sides, frankly. 
giVe their positions a UtUe more thought. 
.And they should sit down wiUI each 
o t h e r a n d do some g o o d f a i t h 
negotiating. 

We'd lUce to see the city consider 
whether i ts posit ion is that good of an 
idea. Does it want a precedent that only 
city residents can he given city appoint­
ments? We're not sure that's wise. 

O n the other hand, one of the most 
frequently heard complaints from the 
north end i s that councU and the city ad­
ministrat ion ignores WaUed Lalie area 
residents, doesn't Usten to their com­
ments, doesn't talce thefr input. Regard­
less of whether that oVeraU is a fair cri t ic­
ism, here's a chance for those residents 
to give a UtUe input on a Veiy important 
topic to the neighborhood. We would not 
want to see that chance wasted. 

N o ' h i t - a n d - r u n ' a r t i s t s h e r e 

councU can achieVe a degree of success 
at fulfilling both demands if they proceed 
quicldy on some small deVelopment pro­
jects and don't get overly ambitious with 
what they want to accomplish. 

For example, regardless of what the 
city decides to do with its parlts, some 
deVelopments are sure to be i n the final 
plans. Entrance mads and parking lots 
are among them. We also can't imagine a 
park without traUs, picnic areas and 
playgrounds. The city has committed to 
the construct ion of some baUfields and 
soccer fields. 

lt also seems to us these are the less 
expensIVe types of developments. The 
only question would be where they 
should go and how they should be de­
signed. GlVen that the city wUl want to 
design its parks in such as a way as to al ­
low for further developments i n the 
parlcs anyway, some Idea of location and 
design should be pretty simple. 

Then, work on these can begin a l ­
most finmedlately. l n a Vety short period 
tfine, the land should at least i n some 
ma imer be made open to pubhc use. 

The more fiitenslVe deVelopments 
— a swfinmlng pool, and an ice arena, 
and a fieldhouse, and a golf course, and a 
softball complex, and a tennis court 
complex — are the types of projects that 
should be held off for further public i n ­
put and discussion atlout whether resi­
dents really do want them, and where 
and how they shoiUd he constructed. 
They are also the kfiids of items which 
cost more and InVolve a bigger city 
commitment. 

The parlts comnlission can i n fact 
meet both demands ff It aVoids grand­
iose, oVerly ambitious schemes of deVe­
lopment. Go for the basic, simple facul­
ties a n d put the parks i n operation as 
quicldy as possible. The bigger pieces of 
the system are the ones that should be 
he ld b a c k for more thought a n d 
discussion. 

The reaUy big boss. Phil 
Power, owner of Suburban 
CommtmlcaUons Corporation, 
was the keynote speaker at the 
Novl Chamber of Commerce's 
armual InstaUaUon dinner last 
week. 

.And the subject of his talk 
was, appropriately enough, 
commurUty joumaUsm. 

Just to put this in perspiec-
tive. The Novi News Is one of six 
papers published biy HomeTown 
Newspapers. And HomeTown is 

a dIVlskjn of Suburban Communications Corporation. 
Now Ilack to Mr. Powe.r's speech. He taUced about the 

dUference between the dafiles and hometown community 
papers. 1 wasn't at Uie dfiiner but I have heard the boss's 
thoughts on this topic t)efore. 

In essence. It breaks down to the fact that the big city 
daiUes show up for the tragedies and scandals and then 
race back to the relative safety of Uiefr desks, not having to 
wony about havfilg to face Uie people they reported on un-
tU the next time Uiere's a scaniial. 

I sometfines caU Uiem "hit-and-run" artists. 
With us community Journalists there's a fundamental 

dUTerence. When we cover a tragedy or report on misdeeds 
In government or blast somebod^ In an editorial, there's no 
place to hide. We have to stick aroimd and face the music. 
We have to meet the person or persons face to face at the 
next Ixiard meeting . . . or when we see them in church 
. . . or at the video rental store. 

Sometimes, we have to caU and talk to Uiem the vety 
same day the sensitive story or editorial appears in the 
paper as we go about the process of coUecting news for the 
next edition. 

This unique aspect of Uie job of a communltyjoumallst 
has created some vety uncomfortable sltuaUons over the 
years. . . not Just for me. For everyone mvoh^ed with The 
Novi News. 

What makes Ule Job even tougher at times is when Uie 
person who is Uie subject of the sensitive stoty or critical 
editorial happens to be a friend. 

I happen to be pretty good friends wlUi Ed KriewaU, Uie 
Novi City Manager. He was a new city employee at the 
same time I was a rookie reporter. M of a sudden one day, 
he was Uie city manager and I was the editor. 

Tllat doesn't mean we're not stiU friends: it means that 
we've had some rather major disagreements over the 
years. He does lils Job; I try to do mine — and sometimes 
they Just don't mesh. 

KriewaU even went to the aforementioned Phfi Power on 
one occasion to complain about the editorials I had been 
writing abiout him. No problem; we're still friends. 1 
thought it was classy of him to teU me In advance that he 
was going to my lioss. 

Not aU the batUes Invohre sensitive stories and tough 
editorials, however. .As community Joumafists, we take it 
fixim aU sides. One of my personal misfortunes is that my 
sister-ln-law is president of the NorthvUle Mothers' Club. 
And she has no comptmcUon whatsoever about telling me 
when she tliinks we (I/the paper) have done something 
wrong. 

And then there's the anonymous person who Identifies 
hlirtseff onty as "another seventysomeUifiig" who has ta­
ken it upon hlmseff to proof i^d the paper every week and 
send me aU Uie cUppfiigs. 

Does It soimd Uke I'm complafiifiig? I'm not 1 love It. I 
Uke the fact that we're right here in the community. . . 
that you have finmedlate access to us, and we to you. To 
my way of thfiiklng, that proxfinlty makes us better, more 
responsible joumafists.

Remember when Uiat was a 

ralfying cry for the Detiolt TI-
gers?Yeah, that was back When 
Uiey stood a chance of whining 
more games than they lost. My 
how Umes do change. 

Nowadays the phrase comes 
to mind every time I'm driving 
down E l ^ t Mfie Road and 1 see 
those constmcUon workers 
braving tile cold to widen and re-
pave our own answer to the Baja 
1000. 

Work is under way fii earnest to smooth the bumps — 
no smaU task—on what most of us wlU agree is the area's 
worst paved thoroughfare. Decay has left a seemfiigly end-
fess stretch of cold patch, shifting road slabs and over-
expanded expansion Joints. Honestly. It's got to be Uie 
worst road IVe ever seen, which is saying a tot. I do. after 
aU, come from New York, where the poUioles double as 
homeless shelters.

Northvllle school's assistant 
superintendent for administrative 
services has recommended the dis­
trict delay any decisions on 1993 
school attendance boundaries — 
Which need to be adjusted because of 
the upcoming opening of the Thorn­
ton Creek Elementary School In Novl 
— for the time being. 

David Bolltho had pla11ned on re­
commending a final plan to the Board 
of Education at toi1ight's nveetlng fol-
loWli1g citizen Input from a public 
hearl1ig held Jan. 28. Issues raised at 
the hearing changed his mind, 
however. 

"Prior (to the public hearing) We 
Wanted to decide as carefully and as 
expeditiously as possible to get ready 
for the openl11g of a new school," Bo­
lltho said. "But after presenting a 
packet at the coordinati11g council 
and all the questlo11s they had, I real­
ized there are a lot more questions on 
the opening of Thornton Creek and 
gene1al district finances. 

"At the public hearing, there was a 
lot of positive feedback, a lot of excel­
lent quesUons and a lot of InsighUul 
Input Into the school district There 

was a lot of thlilgs that came up In 
these meetings that made a lot of 
sense." 

So, Bolltho and his team Went 
back to the draWlng board. The first 
step was to confirm demographics •— 
how fast are surrounding subdivi­
sions being consUilcted? What are 
the UmltaUons rcgardl11g WeUands 
and Woodlands in the area? What are 
the projected Water and sewer com-
pleUon dates? 

There's yet so much more to do," 
Bolltho said. "It may take a month or 
five to six weeks. During that Ume rU 
be able to do my homework and the 
community Will have a chance to di­
gest options." 

One change Bolltho already made 
Was in projected building capaclUes. 
He took a parent's suggesUon and 
listed two elementary maximum stu­
dent populaUons, the first denoUng 
students With designated special 
subject classroom spaces (art, health 
and music). The oUier figure refers to 
the ma:xlmum amount of students 
Without designated special subject 
classroom space — in oU1er Words, 
art. music and health teachers would 
111struct from mobile carts. The re­
spective maximum populaUons are: 
• Amerman — 632, 716 
• Moraine — 492, 548 

• Silver Springs — 464, 548 
• Thomton Creek — 660, 884 
• Winchester — 548. 660 

Bolltho said the boundaiy delay 
may give the district more Ume to 
leam how the govenor's tax cut plan, 
or any other school reform plan, 
would affect Northvllle. 

"Some of those cuts may be defrl-
mental to NorUivtlle Public Schools," 
he said. "So maybe We're putUng the 
cart before the horse." 

BoUtho said the boundaries WlU be 
discussed at one 111ore public hearing 
as Well as at several facility sub­
committee meeUngs. No official dates 
have been set for those. 

"This Is a big issue." he said. "What 
school your child goes to Is ve1y 
important" 

Out of the numerous opUons, Bo­
lltho said, ulU11iately, some parents 
Will be unhappy wlU1 new school 
boundaries. 

"We won't be able to please every­
one," he said. 

The admlnlsfrator did urge pa­
rents to give Uieir input however, at 
the upcoming meetings. 

"This process Isn't gol11g to be as 
quick as we Uiought it Was going to 
be," BoUtho said. "We are interested 
i n any thoughts from the 
co111mui11ty.'

Importer finds 
new flavors in 
obscure labels 

Did you ever yeanl to be the first to stumble 
upon something new. different and exciting? If 
so. tlien you'll appreciate the story of Peter and 
Maria Weygandt and their discovery of virtually 
undiscovered wine — imdlscovered, that is, 
imtll they began the business of Importing it to 
the United States four years ago. 

Peter Weygandt caught the wine bug wlllle in 
law school In New York City. He read about 
wine extensively and became a frequent visitor 
to Manllattan's fine wine shops. 

He and llls wife, the fonner Maria Metzler. 
who Is fluent ln Prench, began taking trips to 
FVance's wine regions. They delighted ln discov­
ering wines ttiat were not avallabk in the U.S. 
and decided to obtain an Imjwrt license. They 
formed Weygandt-Metzler Importing Ltd.. a ver­
itable cottage-Industry Importing fkm operating 
Out of their Unlonvllle. Penn., home. 

The soul of Weygandt-Metzler Is Fiance's 
small domalnes. These wines are new entries 
Into the Miclilgan wine scene. So new, in fact, 
that the first shipments arrived last weelt. If 
you've been stuck In a rut with your wlne-
drlnking habits, make a resolution to discover 
new tastes firom some estate producers you've 
probably not heard of before. 

Master Sommeller Fran Kysela, who for his 
tender age of 35 years has a vast knowledge of 
Ftench wines. Is national sales director for 
Weygandt-Metzler. Thls spring, he will become a 
partner with the Weygandts and the company 
name wiU he changed to Include Kysela. 

Kysela. who makes lils home In Vli^glnia, is 
no stranger to Michigan. He did lils Master 
Sommeller IntemsJilp at Detroit's Whitney and 
the now-closed London Chop House. 

"Basically this is wliat we do dlflerentfy bom 
other importers," he said. "We work with pro­
ducers who pracUce green harvesting. We lablel 
all unflltered ctnrees with the phrase 'Non-Flltre' 
and we deal in smaller, more select quantities. 

"We believe the world's finest wines are being 
produced hy small domalnes whose commlt-
merit _to quality exceeds the economic pressures 
to pirodljce the most wine possible. Ovier the 
yeans, these domalnes have had a loyal follow­
ing of private customers. Until now, their small 
size is the only reason the .American market 
was not Introduced to these estates. Some of 
these estates have been shalten by generational 
changes in winemaking leadership and are awa­
kening fiijm a Sleepy HoUow period to become 
zealous winegrowers." 

Both the Weygandts and Kysela are inter­
ested in showcasing wines with fiillt. "We're go­
ing to develop a company motto," Kysela said. 
"It wlQ probably be something like, 'Down with 
oak. up with finlt' So many of today's wines 
liave their beauty rulned by the excessive use 
of oak. Oalty wines don't pleasantly harmonize 
with food and they dont age well." 

One of the elements tllat appealed most to 
us, as we tasted tlirough many of the 
Weygandt-Metzler wines available in our 
market, was the crisp edge of the white wines 
that will pair them especially well with seafood.

OverlookI11g the innovative architecture 
of the campus, tills window-lined dining 
room Is flll«i with tables topped with crisp 
linens and blossoming flowers. At the en­
trance stands the professionally dressed 
host whose warm smile welcomes eveiy 
guest. Throughout the room, the waltstaff 
graciously takes orders, fills coffee cups 
and serves food worthy of a five-star 
restaurant. 

Scents from the adjacent cafeteria and 
retail bakeshop start the mouth watering 
as guests can hardly wait for a basket of 
fi-eshly baked rolls. 

Menus printed daily run the gamut of 
heavenly gourmet delights at earthly 
prices. A choice of four dinner entrees, one 

soup du Jour, one featured salad and a sa­
lad bar, one specialty sandwich and a full 
sandwich board are yours to choose irom. 

A meal might start With Cream of Potato 
and Leek Soup ($1). followed by Coq Au 
Vln with Duchesse Potatoes ($4), and fin­
ished with Undzer Torte ($ l). For a lighter 
fare. Grilled Caesar Salad ($3.80) or Sal­
mon topped with Shrimp and Mussels ($4) 
might be your fanty. 

Dots tills sound like a typical coUege 
campus to you? It shouldn't Students not 
only perpare and serve this food, they run 
the entire business of the restaurant. The 
Ridgewood Cafe Is a product of the Hospi­
tality Departments' students and stalT. 
The Department offers .Associates degrees 
in the Cultnaiy Arts, Restaurant Manage­
ment Hotel/Motel Majiagement and also 
runs a Culinaiy Internship Program. 

The progam Is one of only 35 In America 
to tie accredited by the American Culinaiy 
Federation Education Institute Accredit­
ing Commission. Not mariy campuses can 
claim to have a department diverse 
enough to accomodate all of these dlflerent 
areas while maintaining such elaborate 
facfilUes. 

For ISyears, the restaurant has been In 
business, Monday-Thursday, 11 a.m. to l 
p.m., during the school year. The restaur­
ant Is a c t u ^ a classroom With first and 
second semester students starring as the 

staff". The food Is prepared by students in 
the Culinaiy Arts programs In the kitchen 
on the first floor. 

First and second semester students 
prepare the four entrees, salads, sandwi­
ches and taked goods, whfie third semes­
ter students In the Advanced Pastiy class 
lay claim to the Intricate, sweet delicacies 
made dalfy. FoiB-th semester students In 
the Classical Cooking class prepare the 
entree enUtled "Health Special." which 
provides a leaner choice or ethnic special. 

First and second semester students In 
the CuUnaiy Arts program attend six clas­
ses per semester. Each class lasts 10 
school days, then students move on to the 
next area of concentration. Those areas of 
concentration Include bake shops, garde 
manger, storerooms, hot foods, demon­
stration lab and the dining room. Each 
skill learned Is applied and honed tlirough 
the hands-on curriculum, as the aim of the 
classes is to replicate a private 
establishment. 

The goal of the dining room class Is to 
expose future managers and chefs alike to 
all aspects of the Industry. Each student 
gets a turn as a Waltperson, host busser 
and expediter/manager. Second semester 
students receive training In table-side 
ccxiklng and pouring of non-alcoholic 
Wines. 

The class is taught by Darlene Levin-

son, herself a former manager. For 12 
years she Worked In the Industry, opting 
eventually to instruct aspiring students, 
Returning to her alma mater (she has an: 
associate's degree from OCC in business), 
she runs the restaurant without a hitch 
wJifie teaching students the 1ns and outs of 
the business. From acxx)untlng to table ar­
rangement Levlnson molds the once-
rough s tudents Into seasoned 
professionals, 

'Many students in the program are 
studying to become chefs and have never 
had experience working with guests In a 
dining r(»m setting. For those students to 
become successfiil In the kitchen, they 
must leam to Interact With the guests for 
whom they are cooking," Levl11son said. 
"Keeping in touch with guests and co-
workers is one of the most Important skills 
a chef can leam," she adds. 

Third semester Culinary Arts student 
and cook at The Townsend Hotel, Stephen 
Dunne, reiterates the benefits of the 
course. 

"Serving In the dining room helped me 
get the whole picture," he said. "Teamwork 
in the industiy is imperative for survival 
and that is emphasized in this class. Dl-. 
nlng room helped eveiyone understand; 
the position the Waltstaff and the manage-

"Winter Winds and cooling snowflakes may In­
spire you to cook up a large pot of homemade 
soup," says Silvia Trtltman, home economist for 
Uie Oakland County CooperaUVe Extension Ser­
vice. "But improper cooling can be a potenUal 
source of food poisoning." adds SyMa. 

An old wtve's tale that has been passed from one 
generaUon to Uie other has made marly people be­
lieve that It Is not a good idea to pu t hot food In die 
refrigerator tmUl It Is thorouglily cooled, for fear of 
It turning "sour." This myth Is confusing and 
dangerous. Leaving food out for longer than two 
hours Is a real no-no. 

"We get lots of calls from dlsUrssed cooks who 
have accldentlally fallen asleep and left their large 
pot of cooked food sitUng out all night because 
they were afraid to put it Into the refrigerator too 
soon." adds Sylvia. 

Here are some quick ways to cool foods safely 
• Take large pot off burner When food Is cooked. 
SUr enUre contents with a laî ge utensil Irequentty 
during first 10 minutes of cooling. 
• Set large pot ofcooked food In a .sink or large pan 
of Ice Water to hasten cooling. 
• Divide contents of pot Into several smaller con­
tainers no deeper tJian alxiut 2 Inches in depUi. 

• Refrigerate U1e smaller containers quickly al­
lowing plenty of space In the refrigerator for air clr-
culaUon. If food Is to t)e imzen, cllVlde Into freezer 
containers and allow ample space In fireezer. Food 
should tie refrigerated promptly. 
• Do not leaVe cooked food out unUl It cools com­
pletely Itself. It may take many hours for a large 
pot of soup to cool and by this time it may have 
grown bacteria Wlilch can cause food poisoning.
