The meetings are another step in
the department's implementation
of problem-oriented policing, a
program designed to identify
causes and sources of crime prob-
lems and nip them in the bud.

Novi Police Chief Doug Shaeller
sald the progam began totake eflect
lagt year when officers were as-
signed o specific neighborhoods on
apermanent basis, but these meet-
ings mark the beginning of a stron-
gereflort to make restdents aware of
the program and “their” officers.
Tomorrow’s meeting, which s
scheduled for 7 pm. in the Novi
Clvic Center, is for Novi residents
who live north of 1-96.

“The rmeetings give us the oppor-
tunity to share with (residents) the
police philosophy, that we are here
to serve them,” Shaefler sald. “And
our whole philosophy 1s to work
with the commuinlty to solve prob-
lems -— not to keep responding to

Tax break may
Spur seniors
developments

A developer has asked Novi lo
adopt a new ordinance which would
provide a financial incentive leo
bulld senifor citizen housing,

The Birmingham-based Singh
Development Company alms to
construct Crescent Pointe Senlor
Housing, a 200-unit project onland
east of Twelve Oaks Mall.

Singh Vice President Michael
Kahm asked the Novi Cily Council
to consider adopting a regulation
Feb. 8 which would allow a pay-
ment of a service charge rather than
property taxes [or that portion of
the housing which was occupled by
low and moderate income seniors.
The state housing development act
gives municipalities the discrelion
to adopt such an ordinance, Kahm
sald.

The council declded to take no
action on the request until a study
is done by the city assessor's office
to caleulate the financial difference
between a four percent user fee and
the traditlonal tax assessment. The
city attorney was also asked o eva-
luate the Singh proposal.

Carol Mason, who sits on a city
committee studying senior housing
sald she needed to see these figures
before making a declson.

“As much as all of us want good,
affordable housing, I would like to
see actual dellars submitted. This
is oo big for me to puton the books
yet,” she said.

Singh's propasal will also be re-
viewed by the city's senlor housing
committee.

Kahm explained that the com-
pany would find it difficult to get fi-
nancling for the project, except from
the federal Housing and Urban De-
velopment department and the Mi-
chigan Stale Housing Development
Authority. This form ol lnancingre-
duces the interest rate if the deve-
loper sets aside 30 percent of the
housing atlow rent ratesand there-
maining 70 percent at market rate.

But Novi would have to have the
proposed ordinance in place before
the firm would qualify for the spe-
cial loans. Singh has already built
this type of sentor housing project
in Rochester.

Thecity would reviewrent rolls to
determine how much of the hous-
ing qualified for the service fees. The
remainder of the housing complex
would be assessed for a standard
property tax.

The fee would be split propor-
Uonately among the city, the school
district and Oakland County, based
on the percentage each gets of total
property taxes collecied, Kahm
sald.

Engler’'s
reforms

clear the
senate

The state Senate passed a bill to
cut school property taxes 20 per-
cent last week after Sen. David
Honlgman was unable to strike a
deal softening the blow for schools.
Honigman, a Lakes area Repu-
blican, floated a compromise plan
that would have raised the property
tax cut to 30 percent if voters re-
placed the lost school revenue by
adding a penny to the sales tax.
"If | went too far one way, I
couldn’t get enough Republicans. If
I went too far the other, no Demo-
crats would back {t,” sald Honig-
man after Wednesday's vote.
Instead the Senate passed Gov.
John Engler’s proposed 20 percent
cut in school operating proprty
taxes over three years. The bill con-
tains an amendment promising to
replace the lost revenue [$1.3 bil-
lion by the third year), but it con-
tains no funding sourceto fulfill the
promise, Lot

Nineteenn Republicans voted yes

districts. 1 don't think
it's realistic to expect
the teachers to negoti-
ate 20 percent reduc-
tions in pay or expect
Consumers Power to
negotiate a 20 percent
reduction in utilities.”

on Senate Bill 146. All 16 Demo-
crats, joined by Republican Fred
Dillingham of Fowlerville, voted no.

Billingham predicted the bill
would fail in the House of Represen-
tatives, which will take up the bill
this week. “You're creating further
gridlock down the road,” he warned
his party.

But the promise in the amend-
ment looked good to Sen. Robert
Geake, R-Northville, whose home
base has five out-of-formula school
districts — including the Northville
school district — that would be
hard-hit by a property tax cut.

Glenda Street homeowners are
hoplng the city will soon throw them
a line, a sewer line that is.

Glnger Barrons, a spokesperson
for the residents, sald several of the
26 homes on the street, which {s on
the north side of Ten Mile Road be-
tween Novi and Taft roads, have de-
terforating seplic systems, increas-
Ing the need for the sewer service,

" The homes use well water.

“The problems are not severe.
They're not finding bacteria in the
soll, but we have a lot of nelghbors
who've had failed septic flelds. That's
not a good sign,” Barrons said.

“It's not so much a health issue for
teday as it 1s for the future.”

Many of the homes on the street
are as much as 35 years old, as are
some of the septic flelds. Wetlands
are located in the north end.

A number of problems have been
pinpointed by the city's consulting
engineers JCK & Assoclates.

Glenda Street is split by the city’s
sewer districts, with the soulh golng
in the Stmmons dlistrict on Ten Mlle
Road. The Simmons sewer, bullt in
1978, Is 2 county sewer which Jacks
the capacily to serve the 16 homes on
the north end of Glenda. These
houses are in the Novi Heights
district,

One option suggested by cily engi-
neers is to reduce the Glenda Street
speclal assessment district to cover
only those lots to the southwhich are
within the Simmons drain sewer
distriet.

Novi Director of Public Works An-
thony Nowicki has also recom-
mended that the Novi Cily Counci
authorize the engineers to study the
north end and come up with a con-
structlon estimate for several
options.

Barrons, who lives on the south
than bulld the new pipe called for in
the sewer master plan.

Glenda Street was left stranded,
she says.

In 1991, Glenda came up on the
city's list of streets scheduled for a

end of the street, said the homeow-
ners have been reluctant (o see the
Glenda split into two districts. She
also charges that the city has not
moved fast enough to solve the
problem.

“We don't know how we got Jost In
the process. Maybe we didn't make
the right connections. No one’s an-
gy, no ene’s upset, we'd just like to
move forward,” she said,

Mayor Matthew Quinn sald last
week that the city councll is expected
1o take aclion on the sewer dllemma
at its Feb. 22 meeting,

“We wanted the cost breakdown,”
he explained.

*] would expect we would make a
decision at that time~

Quinn sald he wasn'i convinced
there had been a delay: “Ii's a litile
more complicated issue than a lot of
other speclal assessment districts. If
therewas any delay, it wasaquestion
of complexity.”

The project Is a costly one. I the
clty were to sell revenue bonds to -
nance the costs of a pipe to link north
Glenda to the Novi Helghts sewer, the
price tag is an estimated $260.000.

The Glenda Street residents first
asked for the sewer speclal assess-
ment district (SAD) eight years ago.
The work would have been paid for by
properly owners, but the residents
decided against it because the price
per family was so high.

“It was going to be too costly, We
were sort of advised that when deve-
lopment came along, because it was
part of the master plan for sewers,
the developer would have to put Ina
plpe. The residents would then pay
less,” Barrons said.

The problem for Glenda Street is
that when new subdivisions were
then built near them, Cedar Springs
and Jamestown Green, the developer
appealed to the city council and was
allowed to hook Into an existing
sewer line along Eleven Mile, rather
routine re-paving. That's when the
sewer {ssue agaln came to the fore-
front. Horneowners want the sewer to
go in first, rather than tearing up the
newly resurfaced street todo the job.

School shopping list
deserves consideration

Before anyone geis offended by the
shopping list of items the Walled Lake
Consolidated School District has asked
the City of Novi to pay for at the new
Hickory Woods Elementary School on
Decker Road, they should consider one
thing ... the students who attend
school there are Novi residents, (oo,

At first blush, it might seem a bit
bold of Walled Lake schools superinten-
dent James Geisler to send a list of re-
quests — or were they demands? — (o
the Novi city administration and City
Council asking for a number of items,
like a traflic light in front of the school,
street lighting and partial payment for
the cost of a school crossing guard. But
there does appear to be justification for
many, perhaps most, of the requests,

We're not suggesting the city give
away the store just because the Walled
Lake school district asked for it. There
may indeed be room for negotiation in
how a nuimber of the items are to be paid
for. Nonetheless, the school serves Novi
students too. And if the city would be re-
quired to pay for it, or would consent to
pay for it were the school a part of the
Novi Community School District, it
should pay for it at the Hickory Woods
site as well.

The Hickory Woods Elementary
School opened last year. Located on De-
cker Road, it is the first Walled Lake dis-
trict school to be located in the City of
Novi. Although the.city has a school dis-
trict that bearsits own name, the bound-
aries of the Novi school district are not
the same as the city boundaries. The
Walled Lake system covers a significant
portion of ncrthern Novi. And the Hick-
ory Woods school was built to handle a
rapidly growing population in that por-
tion of the city.

Last month, Geisler penned a letter
to Novi City Manager Ed Kriewall ex-
plaining that his district expects the city
to pick up the tab for a number of items,
including a $30,000 traffic light in front
of the school, a street light at the school’s
entrance, half the cost of the salary of a
school crossing guard, provide snow re-
moval for the sidewalks and bike paths
leading up to the school along Decker
Road, and perhaps even to reduce the

Geisler requested. The City of Novi hasin
the past had a practice of providing the
street lighting in front of schools in the
city. Kriewall said he has protested that
decision in the past, but previous coun-
cils have gone along with it. The traffic
light — if a traflic study shows it 1s war-
ranted — would likely be funded by the
city for a Novi district school.

Still, the city administration and
council need totake a hard look at the re-
quests. As Tony Nowicki, director of the
Novi Department of Public Works,
pointed out, some of these requests
could have implications for the future.
They could set a precedent. Nowicki sug-
gested that agreeing to clear the sidew-
alks around the school could result in
demands to clear other sidewalks ar-
ound the city. And of course that would
count as a major cost for the city.

But one needn't look that far. Two
more schools will likely open in Novi in
the near future, One, the Thornton
Creek Elementary Schoo! in the North-
ville school district is already under con-
struction and scheduled to open this fall.
The Novi school district has said it will
likely add one more elementary school
within the next couple of years. In the
bond issue the Novi school district put
on the ballot in December, there wasmo-
ney for the purchase of land for an addi-
tional elementary school.

And certainly if the ity is going to
pay for any of these items at Hickory
Woods, it wili more or less be committing
itself to paying for them at the other two
new schools as well. So consideration
must be made carefully here, Not only
should the city be concerned with those
areas it has not previously spent money
on, it might want to go back and review
its policy for those items where it has set
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banted the stadium

Keep your baseball stadium, Detroil, but about that ex-
positioncenter . . . it would fil nicely into plans for the Re-
glonal Cenler Area, that property surrounding the Novi
Road/I-96 interchange which already includes three ma-
jor retall centers and several hotels and restaurants.

My guess is that the Novi Expo Center has a good
chance of making it. Blair Bowmnan, president of the cen-
ter, has some major problems to resolve. Access and park-
ing are bad, bad, bad. But, they are problems which can be
resolved,

The reason the expo center has a good shot at making it
is that it's a heck of a lot more convenient for most of us
northwest suburbanites to go {o Novi than it is lo down-
town Detroit.

So why is this happening? Are Michiganders driving
less?

Could it be the crackdown on drunk driving? Now
you're getting warmer.

The compelling conclusion is that we in Michigan are
simply driving better. {(Hard to believe. | know, if you've
ever ridden with me).

Campaigns by MADD, SADD and any
other group you care to mention are keeping drunks. our
biggest accident risks. ofl the roads. Driver's education
programs are alse turning out better new drivers.

The next time someone suggests that a major socielal
problem — drugs, crime, unplanned pregnancies — can
be solved with education and PRblitzes, you might want to
listen. Michigan's improving driving record shows (hat the
syslem works.

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Glasses raised
for rose-colored
bottle of bubbly

Rose (pronounced row-zay) or pink champag-
nes are nol new. The House of Veuve Clicquot
is historically acknowledged as the first to have
produced a plnk champagne in 1777, In the
past, the popularity of plnk champagne has
ebbed and flowed with each generation. Recen-
tly, this has not proven lrue. It's In to stay.

Pink champagne is in vogue, as much for Its
distinctive color as for ils superior match with
food. Colors range from pale onfon skin to sal-
mon or capper color, and on to cherry red.
This bubbly is fruity, with more robust flavors
and more tannin than golden bottlings, and
works well with appetizers, hearty entrees, fruit
desserts and rich, tangy cheeses.

The major portion of rose champagne Is con-
sumed by the French and the English. Roughly
3 to 4 percent of all champagne imports to the
‘United States are rose. Although quantities are
small, virtually every well-kmown champagne
house has one, and many have two. Some
houses produce rose champagne only in vintage
years.

In an earlier time, the pink cclor became as-
soclated with frivelity and even a symhbal of
wild and dissolute living.

According to one legend. rose champagne
was created for an important wedding when the
bride requested a wine to match the satin slip-
pers and long dresses chesen for her brides-
malds. Another popular version relates that
pink champagne was blended to honor the cor-
onatlon of a young queen. It was loved by the
Victorlans and Edwardians. In the 19th cen-
tuzry, pink champagne was commonly called oeil
de perdrix {eye of the partridge} for its distinc-
tive color, distinguishing it from Its golden-
colored relative.

Most likely, pink champagne was an accident
of nature during an unusually sunny and
warm growing season in the champagne dis-
trict. That year, the red champagne grapes, pi-
not noir and pinot meunter, had darker pig-
mentation. During pressing, this color entered
the julce and a pink Unge resulied in the wine.

‘Rose champagne s 'difficult to produce. By
French law, three methods are permitted, two
of them risky and require skillful winemaking
practices.

The older, more difficult method, allows the
skins of pinot nolr grapes to remain in contact
with the julce after pressing. The second
method employs the addition of stlll red pinot
noir wine from the village of Bouzy of Ambon-
nay to the blend prior to the second fermenta-
tion in the bottle,

The third and least desirable practice in
terms of a lasting pink color. adds a small
amount of red pinot noir wine to the bottle be-
fore it Is corked.

Because color results are unpredictable, pro-
ducers make rose champagne less frequently
than they do golden bottlings. Since quantities
are limited and greater production care Is re-
quired, rose champagne is more expensive than
the golden. You can expect to pay between $40
and $95 for these speclal bottlings.

Always serve champagne well chilled. Place
the boitle in a bucket filled with half ice and
half cold water for about 30 minutes.

Use caution when opening the bottle. Remove
the wire cage with the bottle facing away from
you. Using a towel, slowly rotate the bottle

MacKinnon, locals serve Town Meetmg feast

Some people have it as thelr life’s goal to meet a
president.

To prepare dirner for one would be beyond thelr wil-
dest dreams. But when President Bill Clinton came to
Detroft last week for his nationally televised Tosmn Meet.-
Ing, the one preparing dinner for the gathered VIPs was
Tom MacKinnon, chef/owner of MacKinnon's Restaur-
ant In Nerthville.

While the president flelded guestions from a live au-
dience at WXYZ-TV studios {n Southfield, about 100
dignitaries gathered In an adjacent room lo watch the
event. The room was fllled with heavy hitiers from M-
chigan and the Detroit area: U.S. Sens. Carl Levin and
Don Riegle, Congressmen Sander Levin and John Ding-
ell, former Gov. James Blanchard, Detroit Mayor Cole-
man Young, Detroit Police Chiel Stanley Knox, Attlorney
General Frank Kelley, Secretary of State Richard Aus-
tin, & hosl of judges and chalrmen of companies like
Siroh's, Art Van, K mart, Ford and General Motors.

“This has been the biggest night of my life,” said
MacKinnon as he reclined in a chalr aiter the event.
That's quite a statement coming from a manwho toured
with Paul McCartney and the Wings in 1976, and has
served meals {or numerous Detroit celebrities.

It was on the recommendation of the general mana-
gerfor Channel 7, who frequents MacKinnon's Restaus-
ant, that MacKinnon got the call to prepare dinner for
the presidential party. MacKinnon made no secret of
the fact that he tried to emphasize Michigan elements in
his meal.

Gracing the buffet table were freshwater favorites
like salmon cakes, salmon and spinach terrine, and
smoked troui and mushroom terrine, Minl Michigan
meat ples with dried cherrles were also on the menu.
Michigan's famous morel mushrooms tumed up in
violin-shaped pufl pastry wrapping. In maintaining the
musical theme, there were miniature saxophones as a
tribute to Clinton,

“The saxophenes are done in pufl pastry, and the
keys are sliced peppercorns,” said MacKinnon. "My bar-
lender helped me with that.”

MacKinnon also indulged his own fancy for game
meats witha conlit of duck in whole wheat phyllo pa-
stry, and apple stufled mallard breasts.

*I get all my game same-day fresh froma placein Chi-
cago,” MacKinnon said. "It's very high quality.”

Anotherbig favorite that kept the crowd coming back
for more was the miniature beef Wellington, with sauce
Bordelaise.

MacKinnon wasn't alone in service to his country,
Master Chel Dan Hugelier, who teaches ice carving
(among other things) at Schoeolcraft College, carved an
American bald eagle out of ice to serve as a centerpiece
for the buflet ltne.

Vassel's catering of Southfleld ran the bar, which was
stocked with Stroh's beer, and Old Detroit beer from
Frankenmuth Brewerles. Michigan wines were show-
cased as well, Leelanau Wine Cellars, Premier Cellars
Winery, Tabor Hil and Bowers Harbor supplied sorne of
thelr most popular bottles. St. Julian's non-alcoholic
sparkling wines also proved popular.

There were a couple of ringers behind the bar,
though. There was one bottle each of a white Chateau
Clinton anda red Clos de Clinton, which wereactuallya
relabeled California chardonnay and a Frenchred table
wine.

MacKinnen also got a big assist from Jim Ankofski
and his staff at the Pastry Palace In Nowi.

“We do quite abit of work with Tom McKinnon,” sald
Karen Ankofski, Jim's sister. “We help on some of his
big jobs, ke for Bob Seeger and some of the newscas-
ters' weddlngs.”

The Ankofskis supplied a variety of small pastrles —
petit fours, minl canells, swan-shaped cream puffs, But
the highlight was a 16-inch torte with the Presidential
Seal on top. Jim himself worked overnight Tuesday to
create it.

Other local merchants chipped in too. Crawford's

Winter veggies have inner appeal

The best thing you can say about winter veget-
ables is that they're unpretentious. The worst
thing you can say is that they're drab and unat-
tractive. Thelr very name prompts a lifted eye-
brow. Who could become enchanted across a
crowded produce aisle with something called “ru-
tabaga?" And doesn't “parsnip” put you in mind of
“Edward Sclssorhands?”

But, like many plain people, winter vegetables
are beautlful inside, and are packed with flber be-
sides. Often, rutabagas, parsnips, celery root and
thetr country cousins are found languishing in an
obscure corner of the produce section, upstaged
by glarmorous Chilean imports.

Look for them — Lheir earthly flavor adds char-
acter to soups, slews and roasts, cornfort foods
that steam kitchen windows and make winter
tolerable.

“A few years ago, winter vegetables sold mainly
to older customers,™ said Nino Salvaggio, owner of
Nino's Strawberry Hllls in Farmington Hills. "But
that's changing. There's more emphasis on tradi-
tional cooking, generally, and the glossy food ma-
gazines have started featuring tumips, parsnips,
and other less trendy vegetables in their pages.”

Throw some parsnips, rutabagas or celery root
in the pot with your potatoes, and mash them
logether wher they're cooked. [t's a simple way to
give potatoes more {lavor and foed value, and a
good way 1o acquaint your taste buds with unfa-
miliar vegelables.

Rutabagas are a very good source of vitamin A,
Cut up some parsnips and rutabaga, and put
them in the roaster with carrots and potatoes
when you roast a chicken.

Root vegetables are much niore a part of the
European cooking tradilon than the American.

“Anybody can make spectacular dishes i they
have a bucketful of fofs gras or a huge black
truflle,” saitl Elwin Greenwald of Elwin's Tu Go in
Royal Oak who teaches French Peasant Cooking
atKitchen Glamor stares, “But for real home cook-
Ing like you find in the little bistros in France, you
can't do without peasant vegetables like turndps or
rutabagas or parsnips.

“1 love to puree these vegetables separately.
along with carrots and beets, and create an artist’s
palelte on a plate, with portions of each vegetables
creating the overall color schemne.”
