A two-inlle foot pursuit tluxiugh 
a wooded area ln Novl, wlilcli In­
cluded tradci11g dogs and at least 
two shiots fired ty state police 
troopers, led to the arrest of a

arrest followed a l1lgl1-

speed chEUK tliat began ln Can-
ton. Police believe tlie suspect 
Cliad Garrison, and his partner 
Relth Sousa, are responsible for 
numejDus area auto thefts and 
break-lns. 

Sousa, 22, and Garrison, botli 
of Farrnlngton Hills, Were tlie sub­
ject of a criminal surveillance op­
eration. The cliasc began shortly 
before 1 p.m. In Canton after the 
surveillance team reported tliat 
they broke into a house and stole 
computer and entertainment 
equipment. 

The chase travelled up 1-275 as 
the suspects threw stolen equip­
ment out the windows of tlie 
speeding Vehicle and ended on 
Novi Road at Twelve MUe. There, 
Ganlsonjumped from the car and 
fled Into the woods, where he was 
arrested. 

Michigan State Police Lt Joe 
Kbenlg conflrmed tliat shots were 
flricd by state police troopers dur­
ing the foot chase.

Once again, a bill which could 
undermine Novl's current legal sta­
tus as the future home of a new 
Oakland County 52-l District 
Court will make the rounds in 
Lansing. 

State Representative Barbara 
Dobb, R-Commerce Township, said 
Friday tliat the proposed legisla­
tion, wliich would give counties tlie 
power to select courthouse sites, 
wfll be reintroduced Tuesday. 

'I have heard there Is quite a lot of 
Interest in the bill and having it 
reintroduced," Dobb said, "I don't 
know if the interest Is there at the 
county level. I will certainly do ev-
eiytliing I can to get It passed." 

The state representative said she 
had requests to revive the blU, 
wliich died last fall, from ofBcals of 
these 52-1 District communities: 
Wixom, Walled Lake, Commerce 
Townslilp. Wolverine Lake, Milford, 
Highland Township and Rose 
Township. 

The existing law calls for the dis­
trict court to be placed in the most 
populous of the communities it 
serves, in tills case, Novl. 

A Site at Grand River Avenue and 
Beck Road Was recommended last 
fall by the county Board of Commis -

sloners Planning and Building 
Committee. 

Walled l.ake hopes to keep the 
district court there, while Wlxom Is 
also lighting to gain custotfy of the 
facility. The courthouse is seen as a 
booster to surrounding businesses. 

In late September, an indentlcal 
Dobb bill Which had already passed 
the state House of Representatives 
expired in the senatejudlciaiy com­
mittee. Committee jnemi>ers said 
the six counUes, Including Oak­
land, Which would be Impacted by 
the proposed amendment to the Re­
vised Judicature .Actof 1961, would 
first have to request the legislation. 

No request has been 
forthcoming. 

•It sUll Is a good bill, regardless of 
whlat happens In Oakland County, 
Unfortunately, to get the bill 
passed, the senate committee 
needs resolutions of support from 
the counties," Dobb Said. 

Meanwhile, the earlier-approved 
recommendation for the Grand 
River Avenue courthouse site was 
brought up for a vote again hi the 
county's planr11ng and buflding 
committee, wliich has had a cl1a1ige 
of membership tlils year. Action 
Was postponed Feb. 11 until next 
month.

—can improve report card and prog-
ress report delivery. 

Special education staff and stu­
dents will receive an expanded set of 
goals, the report continued, and will 
also get mid-year and end-year eva­
luations on tlie program's progress. 

The school will create a committee 
to plan staff meetings on tliree spe­
cial needs teachers and admlnistra-
tors liave ldentlfled: co-tcacl11ng, 
stress mai1agement and the use of 
teclmology. 

The second goal calls for Novl Mea­
dows "to address the wide range of 
abilities evidenced by our students 
and help each clilld be socially and 
academically successful." 

Curriculum, of course, will be a 
major focus. Teachers will emphasize 
reading objectives, the report says, 
and coordinate those goals with writ­
ing acthlUes, 

Implementing tlie new fifth and 
sixth grade math objectives and test­
ing program Is another facet of tlie 
plan, as well as identifying and ln-
cludlng science objectives ln the 
curr iculunL 

These come on tiie heels of the dls -
trict's ongoing analysis of student 
performance on this yeal's MIcliigan 
Educational Assessment Progiam 
(MEAP) ex:anllnatlons. £>lstrict offi­
cials say they are studying student 
scores to see where Inlprovement is 
needed, and will soon develop a plan 
to improve their performance. 

Another point, the report om-
tlnues, will be to expand special edu­
cation services. Using paraprofes-
sionals. Novl Meadows will offer extra 
support to students and staff in the 
special educaUon department — in­
cluding In the areas of art. forfegn 
language, vocal music, pliyslcal edu­
cation and instrumental music. 

The final step in tlie report calls for 
providing a safe learning environ­
ment for all Meadows students. T h ^ 
will be escorted to and fiomgymdas-
ses and lunch periods, and the 
school will establish a committee to 
review its discipline policy and offo-
recommendations. 

The t}oard thanked each ofthe se­
ven school improvement teams for 
their efforts ln preparing their 
reports.

Î Wrence. Cathy Schroeder and 
Î ancty Stamp In the presentation. 

They began with Novl Middle 
School's mission statement. Which 
reads: The faculty, staff, students 
and community of Novi Middle 
School are devoted to academic ex­
cellence and the cultivation of indivi­
dual strengths and talents in a sup­
portive environment where indivi­
dual differences and repsect for the 
rights of others guide school and 
community beliavlor." 

The report listed four major goals 
and the strategies to achieve them 

The first goal is to investigate the 
matter of adopting outcomes-based 
accreditation status from the North 
Central AssoclaUon of College and 
Schools, as other schools In the dis-
Ulct are doing now as well. 

The accredltaUon would poten-
Ually benefit the school, the commit­
tee felt, but it requires a nurrtoer of 
acUvlUea to be completed by NMS be­
fore It would be granted. The commit­

tee proposed school officials study 
the issue more closely in Its leport. 

Second on the report's goal list Is 
developing student oiganizaUonal 
skills and sense of responsibility. At 
the center of this obJecUve Is U1e NMS 
student assignment book. 

The book Is a daily Ume and work 
plaiiner, and one Will be given to each 
student. They will recoid Ulelr as­
signments each day, and teachers 
will periodically check the books and 
students' progress. ArUcles In the 
school newsletter Will encouiage pa­
rents to participate In the checking 
process as Well. 

The third goal, the report saki, will 
be for school oflBdals and parents to 
review and update Novl Middle 
School's current flve-year plan, 
which began in 1990. 

The school's final goal the report 
continued. Will be to Integrate tech­
nology into its curriculum. Novl 

Middle Sdlool stands next to the 
newly-opened InstrucUonal Technol-
ogy Center, and It—along With eveiy 
one of the disUlct's other six schools 
—wfil soon be computer-linked with 
it. 

Each school Will see new compu­
ters and related equipment In its 
classrooms In the near fijture due to 
the passage of the $31.9millionbond 
issue.

Let's not throw out an entire ordi­
nance. Just because one aspect isn't 
working. Fix what's broke, and let It he. 

The NoVl City Council and Planning 
CoInmlssion take up the issue ofamend-
Ing or rescinding the adjusted lot sized 
ordinance In a special Joint meeUng to­
morrow eVenlng fTuesday.) The ordi­
nance, readers Will remember, was 
adopted a few years back to help pre­
serve environmentally sensitive areas— 
wetlands and woodlands — in newly-
developed subdivisions. 

The idea was that the city would 
trade ofTan allowance for higher houslilg 
density In new subs if the developer 
would set aside, undeVeloped, any of 
these envlroilmentally sensitive lands 
that exist on the land. 

Unfortunately, several subdivi­
sions buUt under the plan haven't 
worked out Just the way city planners 
and council members would have liked. 
Among the problems theyVe noted Is 
that some of the envlronmentalty sensi­
tive lands—laIge wetland areas—used 
under the adjusted lot size ordinance to 
trade for higher density would have been 
preserved anyway under other develop­
ment rules, either state or local. 

Another complaint that some 
members of council and the planning 
comiIilssIon have put forward is the Idea 
that the higher densities allowed for in 
the ordinance run counter to the laIge lot 
scheme of development they have 
plaimed for the west end of town. That of 
course is where the nlajority of Novi's 
new development will occur in the near 
future, so it also makes sense that is 
where the adjusted lot size ordinance 
will be used most often In the coming 
years. 

l D e v e l o p m e n t 

It makes sense to us to repair the 
oversight in the ordinance about what 
sensitive lands should be counted. 

Clearly, If other laws would already pro­
tect the area from development there Is 
no point to trading density to protect it. 
Leaving it undeVeloped would be re­
quired In airy case. So the ordinance 
should stmpty be reworded to allow for 
that trade olT only when the developer 
would set aside additional sensitive 
land. Simple enough. 

As to the preference for large lots, 
we think it unwise to mandate one stan­
dard for all homes in an area. The ques­
tion of laige Versus small lots is laIgely a 
market decision, and It should also be an 
individual decision for Individual buy­
ers. Not only should the council not at­
tempt to control the market. It should 
not attempt to control Individual buyer's 
tastes. 

Build one kind of home in Novl and 
you will attract onfy one kind of resident 
to the city. The city won't get the strength 
that comes With diversity. 

In the end, we'd like to see the ad­
justed lot size ordiilance stay. .Amend it, 
sure. No reason to give away something 
for nothing. .At the same time, we think 
the ordinance can still be useful. If prop­
erly managed by the city, and should be 
preserved. 

S t u d e n t s n e e d p r o t e c t i o n 

Sexualty harass a Novi school dis­
trict employee and. If you're also a school 
district employee, you are In big trouble. 
It is a violation of district policy and, by 
that policy, you could be sanctioned with 
disciplinary procedures . . . up to and 
including dismissal. You could get 
canned. 

Sexually molest a Nov! student 
and, at least according to school district 
policy, you really haven't done altything 
wrong. You'll probably get. . . well. . . 
early retirement. 

Ludicrous as it sounds, we aren't 
making this up. Last year, when the for­
mer high school band director was up on 
chaiges of second degree criminal sexual 
conduct in an incident Invohdng a stu­
dent — to which he later pled "no con­
test" —the school board quickly bought 
out his contract. The reason for this 
treahnent. school officials claimed, was 
to avoid putting the Victim through the 
tiauma of hearings before the school 
board. Nice as the thought may have 
been, the young lady was peIfectly will­
ing to testify in court against the former 
band director. 

thing to preVent further occurrences. 
The suit claims the coach's supeiVisors 
were Informed when he made sexual ad­
vances to the fenlale student, then age 
15. The suit claims they were told of an 
assault in the high school weight room 
and still did little more than ask the 
coach about it. He denied It and was al­
lowed to continue to work with the stu­
dents alone and unsupervised. Finally, a 
week later, the student was taken in a 
van to a remote area and assaulted 
again. 

The suit hasjust been filed, but it is 
not entirely new. lt mirrors in many re­
spects a lawsuit filed earlier by the young 
lady's parents and still pending in the 
courts. So the claims of the school dis­
trict persoImel's Ijehavior have not been 
tested In court. The school district has 
not yet even had a chance to respond. 
But two things are clear 

• The assault occurred. Timothy McCoy 
Pelfiy, the part-time coach, was con­
victed of third degree crlnllnal sexual 
conduct and sentenced to two to 15 
years. 

Just recently, the board of educa­
tion adopted a strict policy against sex­
ual harassment of school district em­
ployees. No one should have suffer such 
treatment to hold a job, board members 
said. And they did a great deal of self-
backpatUng over taking such a firm step 
to protect their employees. 

Now comes a lawsuit against the 
school district by a former student. Filed 
earlier this month by the victim ofa sex­
ual assault back in 1987, the suit aUeges 
that school district personnel knew of 
sexual Incidents between a part-time di­
ving coach and a student and did no-

• The board has given Its employees no 
direction through written policy that 
prohibits sexual relations between stu­
dents and district employees, sexual 
harassment or even sexual molestation. 

The hypocrisy of having a policy to 
protect adult employees and doing no-
thlIig to protect youtliful students is 
obvious. 

And the board's determination to 
Ignore the need for protection for stu­
dents, when there is so obviously a prob­
lem, falls somewhere between disgust­
ing and appalllIlg.

downtowns. lfyou will, and the considerable threats they 
are facing to remain viable. 

We talked about Wal-Mart and Meljer's and strip shop­
ping centers. About how short-sighted planners have per­
mitted them lo spring up on the outskirts of established 
downtown areas; and how established downtowns not 
only in Michigan but across America are fighting for their 
lives. 

We talked about Birmingham. .About how Birmingham 
was one of the first beneficiaries of the flight from down­
town Detroit. And how Birmingham officials are now 
deeply concerned because they are beginning to face the 
same problems Detrojt had when retailers started to leave 
Detroit to move to Birmingham. 

Onfy now the retailers are leaving Birmingham for 
mega-malls In Auburn Hills and points north and west. 

Same thing Is happening In Port Huron. KriewaU said. 
Same thing In downtown Northvllle. I offered. Novi's a 

lltUedlflerent because NoVI with Its regional shopping cen­
ters Is one of the locaUons that's drawing shoppers and re­
tailers away lirom Uie traditional downtowns. 

We never did figure out a solution to the problem, but we 
agreed that the Port Hurons and Northvllles and Ply-
mouths and Blrminghams of southeastem Michigan are 
reaUy a lot like Detroit.. . they're all microcosms of De­
troit, battling to keep retailers and shoppers downtown. 
Battling to preVent them £rom heading for the suburbs, 
whether subilrbs of DetroU or subiatis of their own 
communities.

Have you ever met 
anybo^ that didn't like pizza? I 
never have. IVe known some 
who could take It or leave It. But 
someone who steadfastfy re­
fuses to eat It? No such aiilmal. 

It's a topic that's near and 
dear to my heart. When I was a fiieshman in college, being 
fiom out of state I had no Idea there was such thing as 
Domino's. What a concept. A place where you could order 
a pizza well after midnight and have It delivered to your 
door in 30 minutes or less. 

And Domino's was not alone. There were Dlno's and 
I>J's and Cottage Irm and Little Caesars (But never 
Omega Ichl). I was hooked. 

Nightly pizza deliveries were such a habit with me that I 
became knovm In my dorm as The 'Za Man. Words did not 
even need to be exchanged when I came calling after 10 
p.m. AU my friends knew that Just poking my head in the 
doorandarchingmyeyebrowssald, "Wanna split a pizza?" 
•Arehed eyebrows and a grin said, 'I've got a coupon." 

Despite the &ct that they're not coUege towns. North-
vlUe and Novi have some good pizza options avaUable. 

You can go the traditional route and find some fine pizza 
at places Uke Cottage Inn. Pizza Cutter and Papa Ro­
mano's. And of coilrse there's good ol' Domino's. I hadn't 
had One In a while, and tried a piece recently. I'd forgotten 

that they were that good. 
Shield's is just slightly out of the mainstream, but it's 

still great stuff. Shield's bakes its SIcUlan-style crust and 
cheese wlU1 two racing stripes of sauce on top. 

But for traditionalists, I'd advise you tiy the gooids at the 
NorthviUe Wine Shoppe on Eight Mile at Randolph. I tried 
some while working on a story there, and haven't found 
any better In the area. 1 passed the word to our photogra­
pher Hal Gould, and now he's a regular there. 

I'm branching out into slightly bizarre toppings now, 
though. When I was in coUege, you were a real rad i^ dude 
ff you ordered ham and pineapple pizza. When 1 went to 
work making pizza, we experimented with an ersatz greek 
pizza — feta cheese, black olives, hot peppers. None of us 
that worked there woiUd eat it. though. We were distressed 
at the idea that our feta cheese didn't melt sifter 13 minutes 
In a 600-degree oven. We suspected it was made of tungs­
ten steel. 

But ffyou frequent Edward's Caterer, you'U find garden 
vegetables, sundried tomatoes and artichoke hearts mln-
gUng with aslago cheese and other variations, depending 
on the day of Ule week. On a particular day last week. 1 
tried a crabmeat rustlca that I passed around the office. 

It prompted qi1Ite a bit of conversation. Steve KeUman 
Uked It. but said It didn't compare to the seafcxxl aibedo 
pizza he'd had In Key West. Tina Ferrier reminisced about 
the aforemenUoned Greek variety. Jan Jeffres Wondered 
aloud at when I was going to make another of my pesto piz­
zas to share. Randy Coble watched us sample the crab-
meat version, arms folded, shaking his head. 

OK. so maybe pizza Is more controversial than I 
thought.

In August 1992, Franklin filed a 
lawsult l n Oakland County Circuit 
Court to block the piTOject. The com-
mu111ty wants to preserve several 
stately plnes at Fourteen MUe and 
Lahser roads and other trees along 
the roadway which would have been 
lost under Det1Tolt's original con­
struction plans. Franklin officials 
contend that the root network of the 
trees keep that segment of Fourteen 
Mile f rom crumbling over a series of 
ravines. 

* "It was determined that 200 trees 
would be pulled up on that street. 
There Was recog111Uon that that ap­
peared to be unreasonable," RenhDp 
said. 

A proposal offered by Detroit on 
Feb. 3 Includes tuimellng under the 
pine trees, removing fewer trees and 
planting extensive landscaplilg to 
compensate for the foliage Which 
would be lost, he added. 

Det ro i t has also offered to use 
smaller sections of pipe in the Four­
teen Mlle area, which would be less 
disruptive. Rentrop said. Addltlonal 
measures to prevent road erosion 
Would be taken as well. 

'' Patrick McCullough, the attorney 
rcpresenUrlg Detroit, said he "re­
mains eteriially hopeful" that an 

agreement Is on the way. 
"At the moment, we're looking at 

landscaping and reconstructing the 
area to return it to i ts exlstlr1g state. 
Hopefully, we'll be able to devise a 
plan to replace anything that might 
be done," he said. 

No financial figures are available, 
McCullough added. 

Franklin continues to evaluate the 
Detroit proposal, Rentrop would not 
say what addltlonal costs Would be 
added to the project If the settlement 
Is reached.

Several new subdivisions i n the 
works i n Novi Will be bui l t w i th wells 
for residents' use and Water lines for 
fire safety. When the moratorium is 
lifted, the homeowners will then have 
the option of paying for their water 
service a second Ume by tapping into 
the Detroit water system. 

Csapo said residential develop­
ment would p1x)bably account for 
most bui lding activity in the city for 
th next few years. 

"The la1^est pieces of undeveloped 
land in Novi are residential. Obvi­
ously, the base o f our continued 
grovjrth ls going to be residential. I 
would th ink partlci11arlly in the ofilce 
market, the driving force there more 
than the availability of water is going 
to be how stro11g the market Is for of­
fice development," he said, adding 
that the office market remains "soft." 
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opponents to the Novl site have 
charged tha t i t Is too far away to be 
conveniently reached from district 
commu11iUes to the north. 

"Thty were ve1y strongly repre­
sented and making snide remarks 
about the City of Novl because of its 
size.

Administrators, staffers and pa­
rents of the Novi school district's 
largest facility have mapped out 
Where Novl High School should go for 
the next half-decade, 

The school's building improve­
ment team recently submitted Its re­
port to the Novl schools Board of 
EducaUon outl ining What goals the 
high school should shoot for in com­
ing school years, as well as the 
methods to achieve them. 

The committee, headed by Princi­
pal Ar thur Miller. Was the last of the 
seven committees—each represent­
ing i ts district school facility—to pre­
sent i ts report to the board at its Feb. 
4 meeting. 

o the r improvement team mem­
bers Included Jennifer Cheal, Wi l ­
l iam Dunbar, Robert Emerson, Linda 
McAleer, James TInsley, Ann Carey. 
Barbara Cllft. June Fox. David Hay­
wood, Paula Jcyner, Galy Kelly, Mar­
i lyn Kiefer, Charles Nanas, John Os­
borne and Meredith Somcrs. 

The report—like each of the other 
six — began With a mission state­
ment. Novl High School's reads as 
follows; 

"The mission of the Novi High 
School Is to assist students In becom-
i11g contributing citizens to a glol}al 
s o c i e t y , w h i l e s e e k i n g sel f-
improvement throughout life by 
study and application of the skills 
learned, in order that the total envl-
1-on1nent will be improved by their 
having been a positive part of it," 

The plan puts forth five major go­
als for the students and staff of Novl 
High School, 

First on the l ist Is "building the 
base for a community of learners," 
the report said. Novl High wi l l use 
this school year, i t continued, "to 
bui ld a foundation for meaningful 
school improvement and curriculum 
study." 

That process wi l l involve reviewing 
the school's program along the lines 
of the North Central Association of 
Colleges and Schools (NCA). The edu -
ca t lona l organizat ion offers an 

outcomes-based accreditation model 
Which the school is considering 
adopting. 

A leade1«hlp team fix)m the h i d i 
school Will be fomled, the report indil-
cated, and they wi l l leam about the 
outcomes-based model requi re­
ments. The general staff WUl then 
leam about the NCA system, and the 
entire school wi l l conduct an NCA-
required self-study and create fhre 
school improvement tai^ets. 

The second goal for Novl High 
School In the report picks up there. 

A vote wi l l be held on Whether the 
school shotl ld seek the new accredi-
taUon, It said. If successful. tJlen a 
committee w i l l collect information 
about the student body as part of the 
selection of school improvement 
targets. 

Third on the list is a call for curr i ­
cu lum real ignment. Department 
chairpersons, the report said, wUl 
study the school's current course of­
ferings and decide l f any changes are 
needed. If any are, they'll then enter 
the plan111ng phase for them. 

"Our main goal wi l l be to describe 
hoW our Jobs WUl benefit the kids at 
Novi H l ^ School," Miller said. 

The fifth and final goal Will involve 
the high school staff, student body 
and community, the report said. I t 
w i l l be coordinating construcUon ac-
Uvlties over the next 20 months, as 
the facility undelgoes major expan­
sion and renovaUon,

In 18th centu ly Venice, he says, the 
celebration lasted on a n d off for s ix monti is, 
and a major i ty of the populat ion adopted the 
habit Of masldng. 

I t appears that compared to the i r Latin 
neighbors, the French got a late star t ln cele­
brat ing c a i m h ^ bu t "they quickly made up for 
lost t ime," LaBorde wr i tes. 

Some early F lench ci lstoms were quite unc i ­
vilized. .As time went o n . they adopted many 
cultural ly civi l t radi t ions stil l practiced today. 

T h e y made masquerading a t bal ls popular 
and they introduced the boeuf gras, a huge 
bu l l , e i ther real or manmade tha t came to sym 
bollze the celebration," LaBorde narrates. "Fat 
Tuesday," a direct t ranslat ion ho rn the French, 
became the French name for carnival day and 
is now known i n eveiy language as Mardi Gras. 

By the late 19th cent iuy , the celebration of 
Mardi Gras waned i n France. Ironical ly, this ia 
the t ime i t began to flovlrlsh In New Orleans 
and it is there that t i le feast is mos t celebrated 
today. 

Hif l toiy lesson over, let 's get down to cele­
brat ing and matching w ine wi th Ca jun and 
Creole cooking. The hear t of Ca lun food I.o 
southern French c o i m t i y cooking. Caj ims use 
the bounty of local crawfish, as wel l as chicken 
and pork, wh ich Is of ten smoked. 

Chil l powder, parsley, bay leaves, cayenne, 
black pepper and ho t peppers are the principal 
seasonings. A l l preparat ions are accompanied 
by rice. 

Rice balances hotness from the seasonings 
and allows sol id wine harmonies. Unl ike Cajun, 
Creole food originated i n New Orleans and is a 
mixture of French, Span ish , I ta l ian, American 
h id lan and Afr ican tradit ions. 

Loli lsiana's renowned chef Paul Prudhomme 
contends that T o d ^ , In homes, there Is stil l a 
dist inct ion between C a j u n and Creole cooking; 
In restaurants, l itt le d ist inct ion remains." That's 
why Prudhomme refers t o the two together as 
Louisiana cooking. 

Wi th Louisiana-style crabmeat, crawfish, 
shr imp Or oysters, champagne or spai id lng 
wine works wel l against well-seasoned prepara­
tions as long as they're n o t too h o t

Rich Wlllerer knows hofw to make a good thing even 
better. 

Starting With the family bake1y, HeaVenly Bakeiy in 
Northville, this Schoolcraft College graduate has 
created a place where locals can come for a meal that Is 
at once wholesome yet unique. He mingles high quality 
ingredients with some Contlnental i15luences and a 
lltde of hls own Ingeni1lty to create sandwiches and en­
trees that are bl l l ld ing a strong foUowlng. 

Willerei's mother made Heavenly Bake1y a Northville 
staple for years, before he took over seven months ago. 

HeaverJy Bakciy has now become a destination, Sie 
k ind ofplace where you'l l find people who'd drive a half 
hour for a corned beef sandwich. A n d why not? The 
corned beef Is the Boar's Head b1Bnd—among the best 
anywhere, but dlflScult to find around these parts. 

Despite the changes, customers have remained 
loyal. 

•We get clients who come In here QVe days a week," 
Wlllerer said. "Ninety percent ofthe people Who come In 
here, come In regtilarty." 

They come In for the pinwheel lasagna and the m u -
faletta, a sandwich o fham, provolone cheese and mar i ­
nated Vegetables. They also come In for the sandwiches 
which are served on tasty homemade breads made firom 
good European style flours. The store even smc^es its 
own meats on the premises. 

"It 's not a really big deal to do," said Wlllerer. "We 
smoked some of our own turkey last week. People loved 
it." 

Even kids like the chicken pot pies, 1nade w i t h 
Amlsh-style chicken. .Amlsh chickens are raised In the 
Old World way; no growth hormones are used to fatten 
them, and they are raised In less confined housing. 

" I keep things real lean." Wlllerer said. "People are be­
coming more aware of what they put in to their bodies. 
For example, I do a Caesar salad, but I do It without the 
eggs. It's dose to what you are famil iar with, but It's 
tough to get It exact w i thout the yolks." 

It 's a challenge to combat the convenience foods w i th 
something healthy and creaUve. But then Wlllerer Isn't 
one to shy away from a challenge. He performs catering 
service on the side, and has catered I n Such unique lo­
cations as a hot-air balloon and the back ofa limousine, 

" I l i i s gentleman wanted to bring h is wife home fixim 
the hospital i n a limousine. He wanted seven courses 
served in the llmo. wi th a flambeed dessert." said Wl l ­
lerer. " I pulled It ofl"." 

In developing the new style at Heavenly Bake1y. Wl l ­
lerer hasn't abandoned the bakeiy end of the store, 
though. Quite the opposite is true. Heavenly Bakeiy 
boasts a fine tlra nl lsu and iabulous cheesecakes. It 's 
not tmusual to see a customer come I n and order one 
cookie to munch on, then walk back i n the door five m i ­
nutes later and order a whole l:iag to take home. 

For his entrees, Wlllerer stresses the big picture In 
creating a meal. 

"Whatseparates us fromother places Is how the meal 
comes together," he said. "You get a side dish that's 
compatible with the ma in dish. For example. We have a 
souUiwest-st^epasta, witht l iced veggies on thatcreate 
something like a salsa. Then we add some blackened 
chicken in a southwest style, and fli1ish I I with some 
fresh dlantro." 

Much ofWUlerer's Influence comes fixim his Ital ian 
and German heritage. He owes his attention to detail to 
his ancestiy as w d l . 

"If you have an Ital ian mother, you know how de­
manding t h ^ can be,* he said. 

"I use a lot of German influences," he added. "But I

I t was one 
ofthosc 11j1Ique places Wlllerer ferreted out In his many 
travels. 

They're a bimch o f old hippies who got real moti­
vated," he said. "They're Into herbs and aromatherapy 
medicines too. Their coflee, well. It's hard to find some­
thing that's organlcaUy produced. Bu t It's good, honest 
stufl"." 

I f the Idea of gourmet coffee made by Iowa hippies 
sounds a l itt le too far ou t ofthe mainstream for you, rest 
assured that HeaVenly Bakeiy isn't trying to shock any­
one wi th eclectic foods. Most of what's served gets the 
Grandma Test before It's put on the menu.
