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Police break up credit card ring

Novi police continue to unravel an ever-
widening scam that involves teenagers stealing
credit cards from their parents — and it includes
teens from one of the wealthiest communities in
the area.

Thecase, which first surfaced in December, 15
one thal becomes larger and more Involved with
every plece of evidence unturned. Novi Police Of-
flcer Vere Wirwille, who is incharge of investigat-
Ing this case, belleves that what he's uncovered
so far may be just a scratch in the surface of a
large operation involving Andover High School
students,

Mos! of the purchases made with stolen credit
caargs occurred in Novi, largely at Twelve Oaks
Mall,

Palice suspect that the word was out among
Andover students that, if anyone provided the
ringleaders in this operation with a stolen credit
card, they would receive merchandise or cash in
returmn.

Once the credit card was in the hands of the
operation, those involved would go on a shop-
ping spree and purchase expensive ilems with

the card. They would continue to use the card
until it was reported stolen. Other mermnbers of
the operation may have held jobs as cashiers at
gas stations or other stores, enabling them to
check the cards to seeifthey'd beenreporied sto-
len yet.

\ghwtlle sald many of the original cardholders
neverrealized their cards were missing untt! they
received a bill for the stolen merchandise.

Police are speculaling that suspects would
sell the stolen ltems, possibly to unscrupulous
retatlers who tuirned around and sold them for a
profit, :

Wirwille became involved Dec. 28 afler two
teens attempted to use a credit card at Merk-
samer Jewelers in Twelve Qaks Mall, The card
turned up stolen, and the suspects escaped, Po-
lice sald an unidentified witness recognized one
of the suspects and gave his name to an officer.

Then, on Jan. 14, the Sony Home Theatre
store in Twelve Oaks reported another stolen
credit card incident. Police arriving on the scene
arrested the suspects outside the store loading
dock.

One suspect was discovered (o have a pipe
bomb In his car, which led police to close off and
evacuate that part of the mall. The Ruby Tues-

day's restaurant, which had just re-opened fol-
lowing a flre, was among the stores shut down
while the bomb was diffused.

Thase two suspects are currently facing
March 8 court arraignments, The suspect with
the pipe bomb (n his car faces seven felony
charges [n connection with the bomb and the
credit card fraud. The other faces a single felony
charge. All are four-year felonles,

Wirwille sald the suspects are 18 and 19years
old, and from very aflluent families, One of the
suspects, he said, lives in Wabeek — a pricey
Bloomfield Hills subdivision behind Pine Lake
where homes start at $500,000. Nelther suspect
Is in custody at this time,

Theentirecase, hesald, has turned into*a big
paper trail. Il's like turning over one rock and
something else pops up, then you tum that up
and there’s something else.”

At this point, he said, it's possible that as
many as 42 different credit card theils can be
traced to this operation. Wirwille Is working with
the Bloornfleld Hiils police to identify stalen cre-
dit card cases and, he said, the investigation is
still goinig on,

N.Y. agency ups city’s bond rating

The bad news is that the city's inability so far
to secure property in west Novi could possibly
Jeopardize a development timetable for playing
fields needed for youth baseball, softball and
soccer programs.

The good news Is that the New York rating
agency Standard & Peor’s was soimpressed with
Novi's fiscal health that they hiked up the city's
bond ratings for the second time In just over two
years,

A recent ratings increase from A to A+ means
that the city will pay approximately $400,000

less in Interest payments on the $9.9 million
park bonds.

The City Councll has scheduled a special
meeting Thursday to award bids on the $6 mil-
lion in bonds rematning from the 1990 voter-
appkr:ved road program, as well as $9 million for

Parks and Recreation Director Dan Davis said
that the clty council will be asked to decide Mon-
day If they will accept an oplion to purchase 105
acres at the southeast comner of Nine Mile and
Napier roads for $745,000, $45,000 more than
an earlier purchase option okayed by the counctl
but not by the property-owner Peter Stanaj sev-
eral months ago. The higher price is Stanaf's

counter-offer.

Feh. 22, City Manager Edward Kriewall an-
nounced that if Novi cannot conclude negotia-
tions soon on the property, the city will begin to
look for other potential park sites. Noviis moving
ahead on purchasing 326 acres near Walled
Lake, but the west site was seen as the future
home of Novi Youth Baseball and parks and re-
creation department soccer and softball flelds.

Aschedule submitted by Davis to the councll
calls for the property to be purchased this month
and an architect to be selected to design the
park. The delay in purchasing a west Novi park

City loses out on ring road grant

While Nowl's application for a

$2.5 million grant to extend Expo
Center Drive to Grand River Avenue
has been nudged outof the running
by the state department of trans-
portation, city officlals hope the
Project can be salvaged. :
- . The proposed ring road, planned
since 1985, would loop through the
northwest corner of Novi Road and
Grand River, connecting the two
busy thoroughfares,

Novi learned Feb. 24 that its re-

quest did not make the first cut for
this round of the Michigan Depart-
ment of Transportation Depart-
ments (MDOT) Office of Economic
Development’s Category A grants,
City Manager Ed Kriewall said
Friday.

“Apparently, the cost of itwas too
high and the iocal participation was
a bit low. Grand River improve-
ments requested by the (Oakland
County) road commmisslon might
have contributed to the problem,”
he added.

Last year, the city won a

$500,000 grant from the Michigan

Department of Transportation De-
partment (MDOT) to improve Fonda
Drive, which has since been re-
named Expo Center Drive because
it leads from Novi Road to that
facllity.

However, staff planner Mike
Csapo satd the city plans to medify
the proposal and will re-submitit to,

MDOT. It is uncertain at this timeff -
" the transportation department has

leftover, unallocated funds.
“We're trying to pull it out of the

flre, ’'m not at liberty to go Into toa

much detall,” Csapo said.

. "We suspect funds are available,

ful we can put it Into place, but we
don’t want to act ltke a bull in the

china shop.”

Csapo sald he hopes to meet with
MDOT staff In the near future: ‘I
wouldn't even speculate what thelr
decision would be. It's all very
touchy-feely”.

Board gives pay
increase In hew
worker contract

The Novi Community School Dis-

trict is one big step closer te inking
" new mulfl-year contracts with fts
employees.

But it didn't come without some
dissent.

The Board of Education at its
Feb, 25 meeting voted 6-1 to ap-
prove the terms of three tentative
unifonz contracts. District officlals
have negotiated three-year agree-
ments with the employee unions
representing teachers, food service
personnel and secretaries and pa-
raprofessionals. A deal remalns
pending for the remaining unions:
custodial, maintenance and trans-
portation personnel.

The contracts call for annual pay
raises that range from3.75to 4 per-
cent for those groups. That Is over
and above increases they will re-
ceive tied to senlority and acquiring
further educational training.

The terms of the contracts were
first made public at the meeting,
and board members formally ap-
proved the deal shortly thereafter.

Although the matter was on the
board's agenda as a discussion
item, board members voted 6-1 to
make It an actlon itern, and shortly
after that voted 6-1 to approve the
coniract terms. Board Vice-
President Stephen Hitcheock was
the lone dissenter on both votes.

He said he was concerned about
signing contracts with salary in-
creases when the district may lose
millions from moves in Lansing to
reform school flnancing, Hitchcock
added that the situation maylead to
the board asking voters fora millage
inerease in the future,

“I can’t support this, * he said, “1
think we have to look at it In the
light of the financial projections for
the district.”

R As it approved a new
three-year contract with
“school district workers, the
Novi Board of Education
criticized a Novi News edi-
torial urging that that action
be delayed. The story is
on page 4A.

Gov. John Engler and the state
legislature are considering a num-
ber of property tax/school finance
reforms, many of which could cost
the district millions, administra-
tors have estimated,

“This contract is not an afford-
able one,” Hitcheock said. "I'm con-
cerned that we'll have to goto the ci-
tizens for a millage,”

“It's not that our stafl doesn't
work hard,” Hitcheock continued,
“They deserve araise and I'd ik to
give themone. But the fact rermnatns
that cutting programs and cutting
staff are strong possibllities (be-
cause of this contract),

“If we have to cut staff and cut
prograrns,” he continued, “{t will af-
fect the quality of education in this
district.”

Other board members disagreed
with Hitchcock, and voiced thelr
opinions that the contracts would
benefit education in the district.

“With this ratification,” sald Sec-
retary John Streit, “the district can
concentrate on forward movement,
forward thinking, We cant spend our
time improving, not maintaining,
our current levels.”

°l think the terms are fair,” said
Treasurer Cralg Foreback. “It al-
lows us to get on with the business
of educaling our ldds.”

“will stimulate economile

Now that President Bill Clinton
has unveiled his tax/defllicit
reduction /economie stimulation
plans for the coming year, we asked
accountant Joan T. Hursey to help
interpret and analyze those plans for
Novi area residents.

Hursey s a staff accountant with
Lee E. Holland and Assoclates (n
Northville, and has been so for six
years, Hursey has 15 years of experi-
ence as a tax consultant, instructor
and office manager, and periodically
leads seminars on financial educa-
tion and retirement for the automa-
tive industry.

Hursey specializes in [fInancial
planning, estate and trust taxation,
as well as personal and small busl-
ness lncome tax planning.

She {s also a frequent lecturer on
tax Issues for communlity and busi-
ness groups. Ameng the organiza-
Hons she has recently addressed are
the Northville and Novi Chambers of
Commerce,

The federal govermument is operat-
Ing with a budget deficlt of over $300
billion per year, and a national debt
of over $3 trllion.

President Bill Clinton, in office for
40 days, has proposed a wide-
ranging serles of proposals he says
growth and
reduce the size of the federal deflcil.

It Is important to remember, how-
ever, that the Constitution gives the
vast mafority of budgeting power to
Congress, The President can propose
{deas, but Congress must pass the
budget and tax laws. Most obsevers
expect the President’s plans to
undergo mafjor revisions in Congres-
slonal committees.

Maor aspects of the Clinton plan
include the following:
B Raising the income tax rate from
31 to0 36 percent for individuals mak-
{ng $140,000 or more per year inad-
Justed gross Income, or couples mak-
ing $180,000 or more.
W Charging a 10-percent surtax on
taxable income over $250,000 per
year.

nistration estimates. The new taxes
will increase the average home's
electric bill by about $2.25 per
Fora family of fourwith $60,0001n
Income, the taxes will add up to ab-
out $133 per year.

The President expects the plan
would bring in about $27.7 billion in
the coming year by increasing the top
bracket income tax, and about $7.7
billion from the corporate tax. Some
$2.7 billlon will come from removing
acap on health insurance taxes this
corning fiscal year as well.

Tax cuts and incentives for the
year would cost the government
$11.3 billion In lost revenue, the ad-
ministration expects.

Spending euts for flscal year 1994
would total 255.2 billion - including
entitlements, defense, farm subsi-
dles, capping health costs and im-
proving federal management.

Increased spending proposed for
the coming year totals $9.8 billion.
All in all, the deflcit will increase to
$331.9billion in fiscalyear 1993, but
will drop to $206.5 billion by fiscal
year 1997 — a 38 percent decrease.

According to U.S. Census figures,
the median family income in the city
of Northville is $62,688 per year; for
Northville Township, $64.876 per
year; for Novi, $54,754 per year.

Some 4 percent of Oakland
County’s residents earn more than
$140,000 per year, while 1 percent of
Wayne County's population does.
For the $30,000 to $140,000 range,
the flgures are 65 percent for Oak-
land County and 47 percent for
Wayne County.

Joan Hursey, accountant for a local firm, takes a fook at what the Clinton financial package means to us.

Now that you've had a chance to re-
view It, how would describe the Clin-
ton plan?

HURSEY: People were wondering If
he was serlous about reducing the
federal defleit. I think that he's shown
that he's very serious about it. He
feels that (to reduce the deficit) it's
very important to expand the eco-
naomy — offering incentives for busi-
ness and trying to develop long-range
investment in the economy. The com-
bination of tax increases and spend-
ing cuts in the plan —they all seemto
revolve around this jdea of economic
development.

" It's not'so much that he's cutting
gavernment spending as he's chang-
ing its direction (to create develop-
ment). In research and development,
for example, he wants to switch it
from civillan rather than defense —
take it (federal spending) out of the
military sector and put it into the civi-
lian sector.

He wanits to provide incentives for
business, but often these incentives
are (only) beneficlal to certain
groups, For Instance, hiaideas seem
to favor capltal-intensive types of in-
dustries, such as steel and chemica),
The betief is that with the proper job
tralning, these people earn higher
wages — as opposed to someone in a
retall or service area, However, these
are the industries that employ fewer
people — replacing them with robots
or machines. Often his programs are
double-edged.

Thelncrease In energy taxes seems to
be the ana thing that everybody will
shara, Is that the case?

HURSEY: & will probably hit all
pecple, but at different levels, Thein-
dustries in this area, as opposed to
Detroit, are more service-oriented,
will certainly be affected, but less so
than Industries that use a lot of
energy. Manufacturing firms, for ex-
ample — which may get an invest-
ment tax credit for new equipment
they buy — may lose the savings in
Increased energy costs. They could
win on one hand and Jose out on the
other.

The Increased cost from the energy
tax —asses sed at the polnt of produc-
tion or import of energy materials —

willbe passed onto consumers, won't

it?

FLOSEY: | would assume so. All
costs of operation a company Incurs
are normally passed onto the
censumer.

Will tha cost of tha Increase In the cor-
porata tax rate also be reflacted in the
prices people pay for goods and
servicea?

HURSEY: Corporate taxes will rise,
but there are changes planned for
what's called the "altemmative mini-
mum tax,” which factors into the
arnount of tax corporations pay as
well.

Any other surprises waiting in the
wings for businesses that we haven't
heard too much about?

HURSEY: Businesses will find that
besides the increases for higher-
earning corporations and the energy
tax, there arecuts in deductions. For
example, the service industries — in-
surance, for instance — are often in-
volved in meals and entertainment.
They're and dining customers
—-et{us mmcy make their con-

tacts. One of the proposals [on the
table) is reducing the meals and en-
tertainment deduction {from 80 per-
cent to 50 percent).

They're also talking about elimi-
nating the deducton businesses
take for country club membership
dues and outright eliminatlon of any
deductions for spouses coming along
on business trips.

We've touched upon what the Presi-
dent wants to do for businesses look-
Ing to Invest. What aboul individuals?

HURSEY: He's reviving some {deas
that have been there before: the en-
terprise zone, capital gains deduc-
ton, investment credits, even charit-
able deductions for people who con-
tribute to community organizations
within an enterprise zone.

Alot of these are aimed at (getting
people to invest In) the smaller bu-
sinesses, say the one that grosses $5
million or less (a year).

Those who enjoy the stock market
are going to feel positive about his
{moves). it golng to increase interest
in technology, innovation — people
will be lookling to put their money into
the new Reebek on the street.

But they're going to have to be
careful {in thelr choices). You have to
take a look at the whole picture,
Someone who Jooks at an airline that
buys new planes, for example, also
has to take the increased fuel costs of
the energy tax into account.

1 also think that people are taking
a look at the old traditionals — IBM
and so on — and re-evaluating their
investments. Currently, the projec-
tions are that there wil] be little fluc-
tuation In the interest rate market.
Hopefully, inflation will remain
stable (as well),

[Higher-income individuals) are
probably going to look for tax shelter-
ing —thetax-exempt areas likemun-
icipal bonds will attract & lot of peo-
ple. As thelr expenses for medical ex-
penses, meals and entertalnment are
no longer allowed for deductions,
they're golng to be looking for ways to
shelter.

But again, the whole package gets
back to stimulating the economy —
through job training, through invest-
ment tax credits, through R& D —
the undergirdings of the econorny, so
to speak. It's about salving problems
— not currently, but for long-term
economic growth and solving the de-
ficit problemn.

Some people have questionad the
value of the stimulus package the
President has put forward lo achieve
that. They say that spending a few bll-
lion dolfars trying to jumpstart a multi-
trillien dollar Amarican sconomy
won’t do much good. Your opinlons?
Wi it get the economy moving?

HURSEY: The deflcit's Increasing
$13,000 every second. It's not how
you're gonna do It — how you're going
to reduce thedeficit-- but that some-
body’s got to do something. In 18992,
the federal deficit was $295 billion.
(Tax) receipts were up 3 percent, but
spending was up 5 percent. Like he
sald, “Ifyou don’t itke my ideas. come
up with some of your own.” We've got
to start doing something.

Will the package have that ecotiomlc
jumpstart etfect, howaver?

HURSEY: In the short term. you
won't see a great change, But I think
that in the fong tern, he's introduc-
ing the idea that we can't go on any

longer, that we have got to start pay-
Ing the bl

We have to change our economy to
make it more competitive in technol-
ogy. He's talking about creating a
super-highway networking of com.
puters, [or eample — bringing the
country up to date,

We have {o re-examine our priori-
tles. Currently, we're spending more
for military pensions, Soclal Security
and senlor citizens’ benefits than we
are for children and education.
That's not tosay that one or the other
should be eliminated — 1t's just that
there are needs all around.

There are an awful lot of porkbar-
rels out there that he has proposed to
attack, Ilike his emphasis on moving
forward. forgetting who's to blame
and stariing some programs to help
the United States move into the 21st

century.

Some 21 percent of the federal budget
goas merely to pay the interast on the
national debt. What's the effect of that
on the gconomy? Doesn'til greatly re-
duce the amount of capital out there
that business and Indlvidual can bor-
row, particularly when tha payments
ge lo non-American lenders?

HURSEY: In terms of general oper-
ation of any business, any money
spent to pay off a defleit drags down
your overall economic condition. It's
really depleting your economic po-
tentlal. Any monies belng sent to a
{{oreign) third party are monies that
can't be invested In the economy.

Lef's shift gears a moment. How does
the Clinton plan affect heaith Insut-
ance, Including any tax hikes?

HURSEY: Onecfltheareasoftaxin-
creases s the Medfcare tax, which s
part of the Social Security tax taken
out of your wages. Instead of ceasing
to take that tax out of your salary at
the $135,000 level and on up, it
might simply go on without limit. If
you drew a wage of $1 million, for ex-
ample, you'd still be paying the Medi-
care tax.

There are a lot of people out there
that make over $135,000 a year. This
{extra revenue) would help to fund
some of his health care package —
{the cost of health care is} another
drain on the econory.

Most of the changes, it should be
said, apply to the Medlicare provider
— the doctors and hospitals — and
not to the beneficlary. It targets mea-
sures such as cost-controls, bureau-
cracy and paperwork reforms.

There are many, many [amilies
who do not have health care cover-
age. (Some 37 milllon Americans, by
most estimates.) A nationa! plan of
health care coverage would certainly
relleve them of those problems.

Do you see some sort of natlonal
health insurance program coming fn
Clinton’s first term?

HURSEY: Not forthe first twoyears
of the first term at least. I think that
there'll be some major proposals in
the first six months, but it will take a
while to get it through Congress. It's
going 1o take a lot of compromises to
get a bill to the President (for him) to
sign, and it1ll probably be pretty
watered-down.

I'would say that something will go
on the books in his first term,
whether it's additional tax credils for
the self-employed so they can write
off more of their medical expenses or
ifit's glving employers different kinds

of write-offs — it's hard to tell right
How.,

How would we pay for a national
healthinsurance system? Are we talk-
Ing about a tax-credit system, taking
money from other programs or a tax
increase?

HURSEY: Probably a combination
ofaspendingshift and atax increase.

The Ciinton package Is drawing a lot
of altentlon — and a ot of heat — for
Its measures that affect ratirees. What
abaut proposed incraases In taxes on

‘Soelal Securlly bencfita?

HURSEY: More people would be
paylng taxes on their Soclal Security
benefits (under the plan), Currently,
a couple with $32,000 or more {in an-
nual adjusted gross Income), or a
single person with $25,000 or more,
finds that a portion of their Social
Security income becomes taxable.

At this point, no more than half of
your Soclal Securlty is taxable, per-
lod. They may decide to say thatany-
thing over the $32,000 or $25,000
will become taxable — removing the
50-percent llmit. It appears that the
higher-income retirees will be paying
more taxes.

Are there any deflnite figures at this
point?

HURSEY: There are a lot of lob-
bylsts who'll fight this, A lot of people
feel that they've worked all their lives
for this, that they've paid in halfof the
Soclal Security to start with, and no
more than half should be taxable,

The one glitch in that thinking is
that most people recoup their invest-
ment within about three years of re-
tiring, They may get 20 years of bene-
fits with little or no tax being paid.

This will not make senjor citizens
happy, but if you want to be very ob-
Jective about {t, you have income
coming In — wages or dividends on
stock, on interest —you pay taxes on
all that income. But on Social Sec-
urity benefits, after you recoup your
costs you get dollars coming in tax-
free.

What about the plan's effect on
education?

HURSEY: There could be funding
for schools. Such things as techno-
logical funds for vocational schools
are belng considered. He's certainly
Interested in college ald programs,
such as loans in retum for commun-
ity service,

Another one of the proposals in-
volves allowing more people to be n-
volved in buying U.S. savings bonds
for their children’s education, with
less chance of higher-income people
being taxed.

He's also very into having schools
help him develop computer technol-
ogy. Technology is a catalyist for (eco-
nomic) development.

What he's alming at Is developing
commerclally useful technology. He's
working on shifling research dollars
fromdefense to civilian areas by real-
locating spending.

What are somoe other facels of the plan
that impact the average family?

HURSEY: He's proposed giving
farnilies with children a $300 tax cre-
dit. However, that amounts to about
80 cents per day over a year, and
would cost the country $60 billion, so
some people arent't sure the trade-off
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“It will probably hit all
people, but at different
levels.

If you take a loss on selling your
home, they're considering allowing
yout to use that loss [n considering
your investment on the purchase ofa
new home. The first-time homebuyer
credit is back on the table,

They're going to put further restr-
lctions on deductions of moving ex-
penses. This will affect the generally

younger age groups.

Something else that hasn't got a
lot ofattention yet is that they’re con-
sidering ending five-year averaging.
This applies to people who get a
lump-sumdistribution when they re-
tire or leave a company —— they get a
substantlally lower tax rate under
using that averaging on the lump-

Sum.

If they eliminate it, this will prob-
ably aifect those in their mid-50s —
people thinking about taking early
retirement, that they can
roll their money into an IRA or take
the five-year average. Congreéss is go-

+ ~ing to yank it right out from under

them.

On the other hand, they're talking
about bringing back the IRA deduc-
tion and making that more flexible as
{aras whocan do so. They also might
make withdrawals easfer, with less of
a penalty for early withdrawal.

Gambling withholdings have just
been raised from 20 to 28 percent. If
you win more than $5,000, you'll see
even more taken out of your check
before Vegas hands it over.

If you own commercial property,
they're talking about lengthening the
depreciation period — what that does
is reduce the amount of deduction
and you pay more taxes.

They're talking about increasing
low-income housing credits, Right
now, 120,000 homes per year are be-
ing constructed using thase credits,

Right now, Congress has ap-
proved, and I think the President wiit
support, deductions for electric vehi-
cles and clean-burning fuel vehicles.

There are suggestions of Increasing
“sin" taxes on the federal level — to-
bacco products and alcohalic bever-
ages, s that part of the plan?

HURSEY: I'mnot famillar with that
on the lederal level, but (Gov. John)
Engler is proposing those increases
at the state level.

A sum-up quastion. Do you think that
four years from now we'll sit back and
see a battar economy and a substan-
tially lower deficit?

HURSEY: He's serious about re-
ducing the deficit. To do that he has
to rajse taxes, tighten deductions
and re-evaluate the spending. I don't
know if it will be by a substantial
amount.

I think that Perot raised so many
Issues — about being budget-
minded, realistic in spending pat-
terns, being cosl-effective. running
the country like your family budget.

Nobody is happy to say "OK. and
out of my pocket I will give . . " —
everybody says “that’s a great idea,
but take it out of my friend's pocket.”

Over the next four years, yes — |
think there will be some change. 1
think he's serious about it, and I
think the American people are get-
ting serfous about it, too.

Board blasts contract coverage

Board members voted 6-1 at their
Feb. 25 meeting lo approve the tenita-
tive terms of contracts for three em-
ployee unlon groups. During the dis-
cussion of the issue, many on the

- board took The Novi News to task for
“coverage and editorial postiens they
felt were inappropriate.

Members specifically addressed a

" Feb. 18 Novi News edltorial and a col-

umn by Managing Editor Michael
Malott in the Feb. 21 Issue. The
pletes in question urged the board to
delay a deal on contract terms —
which include salary Increases —
untll it became ciear what would
happen to schaol Anancing and prop-
erty tax reform In the state
legislature.

Moves in that arena could cost the
district mulllons of dollars a year, ad-
ministration officlals have safd.

The editorial and the later column
went on to suggest that the board
might use the state’s moves as anex-
cuse to call for a millage increase in
order to pay for the salary increases.

The entire affair didn’t sit well with
most of the board.

“It seems that The Novi News tried
to create news Inslead of reporting
It," sald Trustee Robert Schram. °1
object to thelr articles and the way
they've handled this.”

Other board members also said
they were displeased with theway the
newspaper treated the negotiations.
It was Board President Raymond
Byers, however, who expressed the
harshest critleism,

Byers sald that he felt the contract
was a good one and the best available
under the circumstances, He added
that he didn't like not knowing what
the state was going to do any more
than anyone else did, but that the

the meeting told the board they
would Indeed do thal.

The board's approval, coupled
with a ratification vote by the union
membership (nvolved — expected
very soon — eflectively complete the
process.

Some 286 district employees are
teachers — nearly {wo-thirds of the
tolal number employed. Teacher sa-

laries range from from $27,300 to
$58,500 per year, not including mo-
nles for extra-curricular duties.
Teachers earn raises on an 1]-step
scale, based on senlority and addi-
tional education they acquire.

Teachers will recetve a 3.75 per-
cent pay increase for the 1993-94
school year, a 3.9 percent increase
for the 1994-85 school year and a 4
percent increase for 1995-96, These
will be given on top of the slep
Increases.

However, the contract terms pro-
vide that during the 1993-94 schoeol
year, the first step will remaln frozen
at the current rate.

Secretaries and paraprofessionals
will see a 3.75 percent raise for
1993-94, 3,95 percent for 1994-95
and 3.95 percent for 1995-96.

Food service employees will re-
ceive 3.75 percent Increases for
1993-94, 3.95 percent for both
1994-95 and 1995-96. The first step
of their wage scale will remain frozen

at its current level during the life of

Show won’t be popular
but should be on air

Let’s just say that it probablywon't ¢l

be a ratings hit.

The Novi City Council is consider-
Ing a propasal by Member Joe Toth that
all of the city's upcoming budget ses-
sions be broadeast on cable television.
Council will hold a dozen or so sessions
throughout March and April, many of
which will ltkely run until 2 or 3 a.m., to
hammer down its financial spending do-
cument before its May 17 deadline for
adopting the budget.

Anyone who has ever attended a
budget work session already knows just
how dull and boring these sessions can
be. They talk about numbers. They talk
about things whether they should
purchase a new office copier, about how
much in office supplies they'll need for
the coming year. Not exciting stuff.

The few moments of controversy
and dealing with public policy issues are
buried amongst hours of numbers-
crunching.

And Toth wants to put all that on
TV.

We think it's a great idea. No it
won't be exciting for residents, but that's
not the point. The point Is making infor-
mation about the budget sessions avail-

pido.those dn. theqpublio-who. care fo .

rows-T1ié point.is-that.in
sessions more accessible, the city might
just encourage the participation of more
of its citizens in their community.

Toth asked forthe cablecasts inlast
week's regular council meeting and re-
ceived a less-than-warm reception to the
idea. A variety of reasons were given for
opposition to cablecasts of these budget
sessions. Perhaps the most valid wasthe
cost involved. Although the council can
actually broadcast free over MetroVi-
sion’s Channel 13, a dedicated local
channel, it is the personnel to run the
equipment that cost money. Council
would have to have folks on hand for
each of the budget sessfons to keep the
carneras rolling.

The council did not actually kill the
{dea, but wanted an idea of the costs be-
fore deciding, By Friday, city Finance Di-
rector Les Gibson said that the added ca-
blecasts likely could be paid for within
the city’s existing budget for broadcasts.

ome

With $20,000 dedicated to the purpose,
council has so far this year spent only
$7,000. Even though the city is now
under budget for cablecasting, it is look-
ing for ways to save money. Not hiking
the costs by adding cablecasts of budget
sessions would be one way to do that.

Still, we think the extra expendi-
ture is worthwhile , . . at least for some
sesslons.

Perhaps a little
extra exposure to being on camera will
help desensitize them and get them to
stop playing to the camera inany council
meeting,

like police, fire and parks, and the ses-

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Police break local credit card ring

He also believes there are probatly
more cases where the owner of the
card believed it to be lost, and never
reported the incldent to police be-
cause the bank "ate” the charges.

To Idenufy those, he and other in-
vestigators have had to contact Indi-
vidual credit card companies to iden-
tify possible unreported stolen cards,
then contart the original cardhol-
ders. That investigation also
continues.

Wirwille suspects that many An-
dover students were persuaded to
participate In this particular seamby
taking their parents' credit cards and
handing them over. Most of the teens

probably participated, he said, be-
cause they were told the bank would
be responsible for any charged items
beyond $50.

Other cards are beileved to have
been stolen from student lockers ar
purses, or from cars.

“The bank is the big loser in these
cases,” Wirwille said. "The cardhol-
ders discovered the cards were miss-
Ing and they reported it to the bank,
then the bank swallowed the
charges. The stores don’t lose out as
long as they have the credit approval,
and the cards usually cleared be-
cause they hadn't been reported slo-
len yet.”

Theblg problem, he sald, Isthat fi-
nanelal institutions often don't con-

tact police to report the fraudulent
activity on the cand.

But It backfired, Wirwille said,
simply because the cards were in-
deed stolen.

“This was an organized ring,” he
sald. “These kids were organized.
They had quite a scam going . . .

“But they were using stolen cards
and relying on them not being re-
ported right away, What got them in
trouble in the Arst place is that the
cards were stolen.”

There has been no new activity re-
lated to this ring since the first ar-
rests in January, Wirwille sald, “but
we just keep finding more and more
and it keeps getling bigger and

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Make snacks
work for your
better health

Snacks are more than Just something to grab
and eat after school or while watching televi-
ston. Snacks can be healthy If we eat foods
that supply our bodies with nutrients. With
careful planning you can make snack food
work for you to replace skipped meals, to con-
trol welght. (o delay hunger, to replace omitted
desserts, to supply quick energy, to quench
thirst or to add missing nutrients.

Although the best-liked, sweet snacks, are

~candy and soft drinks, they supply little else
other than energy {calories) and are really the
“Number One” enemy to healthy teeth and a
trim waistline. Choose gweet snacks only once
in awhile or only eat a srall serving.

Save your breakfast muffin or fruit for a
mid-moming snack Instead of a baked sweet
roll or a doughnut or piece of cake. Choose
snacks that also provide dletary fiber as well as
other nutrients, such as eating an apple or raw
vegetables. If you choose a sticky snack food
such as dried fruits, brush your teeth socn af-
ter eating. Eating sticky sweet foods frequently
without brushing your teeth may lead to tooth
decay.

When you buy a fruit drink, make sure it's -
100 percent pure juice. Look for those with Vit-
amin C added. Boxed Julces are handy —
there's no danger of breakage, and you can
freeze them overnight to pack with lunches,
The Ll;ice will help keep other foods cool, and it
will be thawed by lunch.

Avold a super sweet juice; some fruit-flavored
drinks may contain no fruit juice at all. Twelve
ounces of fruit drink, ade or punch often con-
taln comn syrup and other sugars equal to ab-
out 12 teaspoons of table sugar.

Make your own frozen yogurt by adding [ruit
juice concentrate to plain yogurt and pouring
Into paper cups. Partlally freeze, add popsicle
sticks and freeze hard until ime for a snack. A
canned vegetable drink can be heated and
served In a mug with pretzels on a cold winter
afternoon.

Unsweetened applesauce. dry cereal, fresh
frudts, yogurt, apple butler or peanut butter will
all help to satisfy that sweet tooth.

Poached apples in cider with a dash of cin-
namon, a thin slice of angel food cake, or a
fruit kabob served with cheese are all snacks
that are low in calories but satisfying.

When nothing else will do except a salty
food, make a lightly salty food, such as lightly
salted or special popeomn. Avold the microwave
variety unless It contains less salt and fat.
Toast a spack mix of cereals with a hint of
margarine and seasonings such as garlic onion
or chill powder. This is easy to carry around
and a non-messy treat.

Whole grain crackers piain or spread with
peanut butter or a frult spread; pretzels Instead
of potato chips: saltine crackers instead of Ritz
crackers — these are all good snack choices.

Beware of high fat desserts, you may have
made the right cholces for the snack or meal
but then blow it with the dessert. Buy lower fat
cookies and crackers but keep a mindful eye
on the calories too. Melba toast, crisp bread, fig
bars, graham crackers or gingersnaps are good
cholces. Instead of buylng sweet treats, make
your own cookles, quick breads, muffins or
cupcakes with less sugar and fat.

Use whole grain flours and oatmeal, add
shredded vegetables or chopped dried fruit for a
nutrient and fiber bonus. Adding applesauce
will help sweeten many of these products,

Poor snacking can sabotage even the best of
intentions of cutting down on calories. Since
many times snacking is done out of boredom,
plan some more activitles you enjoy and that
will get your mind off food. Be creattve. Plan

With that In mind, we've compiled this
list of helpful hints to help speed your
time In the kitchen, improve the quality
ofyour cooking, and maybe even lmprove
the quality of your life:

@ Place a slice of bread in cookle tins for
storage to keep cookles [rom drying out
and getting too hard.

@ Piace a pan of water in the oven while
baking cookies and other things, The hu-
midity keeps the baked goods fromrising
too high in the center.

@ Pepper polnter; the larger the pepper,
the milder the flavor; the smaller the pep-
per, the sharper the taste.

@ Asolutionofequalamounts ofvinegar
and water can be used to take salt stains
off shoes and boots.

@ [t takes an excess of 3,500 calories in
the diet to gain a pound.

® For moist, succulent poached
chicken, simmer very gently and remove
the bird when the breast and legs are
firm. Do not cook until the meat can be
easily pulled away from the bone,

® When seasoning ground beef or
turkey for loaves or burgers, lightly mix
In seasonings with two forks and gently
shape. Too much handling toughens the
meat.

@ When grilling turkey or hamburgers,
sear them and cook over medium-hot co-
als, To guarantee a nicely browned crust
and juicy inslde, tum several times dur-
ing cooking,

@ Tokeeprolls hotterlonger, puta plece
of aluminum foil in the basket under the

napkin.

® Adding water, rather than mitk, to
beaten eggs, will make for a more tender
omelet.

@ Ifyou entertain, or just have frequent
guests, keep your refrigerator stocked
with favorite cheeses. Two or more varfet-
{es served with fruut and crackers make
an easy and sophisticated offering.

@ Foraquick and easy for house guests,
set up a yogurt buffet. Offer a selection of
yogurt flavors and let guests help them-
selves to stir-ins ke fresh fruit, raisins,
wheat germ, cereals and/or coconut.
Serve breads and muflins too, as well as
coffee, milk and juice.

@ Add an extra touch 1o dinner with fla-
vored butter, For several savory to sweet
butter blends, simply combine softened
butter with fresh herbs, jams or jellies,
cinnamon and sugar, maple syrup, or
honey, Stir in a small amount at a time
untll butter 1s flavored as desired.

® Because salt acts as a preservative,
salted butter has a longer shelf life than
unsalted butter. Unopened, wrapped
salted butter may be kept in the refriger-
ator several weeks or several months in
the freezer. Unsalted butter {s best kept
in the freezer until ready to use, They are
interchangeable In recipes, although
many cooks prefer the unsalted type for
baking.
@ Half-and-half contains between 10
and 12 percent milk fat — more than
milk and less than cream. It can be sub-
stituted in recipes calling for light cream,
which has at least 18 percent milk fat,
but not for heavy cream, which contains
at least 36 percent milk fat.

® Buy ingredients in the form you need
for a recipe, For example, buy cut-up
chicken, chopped nuts and prepared ple
crusts. Some of these foods may cost a
few more pennles but could be worth the
time you save. Other examples: brocolll,
carrots, cauliflower, celery, tomato, or
bell pepper; bottled ginger and garlic;
canned soups and sauces; refrigerated
doughs,

® Except for cakes, breads, cookies and
souffles, omit the step of preheating the
oven.

® When preparing biscuits, roll out the
dough all at once and cut it into squares
Instead of using a round cutter. There
will be no rerolling and less waste,

® Avold using extra dishes whenever
possible. For example, mix the milk, egg
and oil for muflins in the cup you use for
measuring the milk, or carefully mix a
casseroleIn ltsbaking dish. Use a sauce-
pan as a mixing bow! and for cooking.

® To separate frozen vegetables quickly,
place them in acolander and run hot wa-
ter over them. Add the partially thawed
vegetables to casseroles or rangetop dis-

@ Use your microwave oven for small
tasks, such as melting butter or choco-
late, softening fruit, cooking bacon,
toasting nuts, precooking vegetables and
heating sauces. Not only do these foods
heat faster, but you'll also save on clea-
niup lime because the food doesn't stick
to the pan.

@ For clear iced tea, boll the water and
let it cool to room temperature before
pouring it over ice cubes,

@ Hard bolled eggs may be easjer to peel
Ifyou plerce the large end with a thumb-
taclc before cooking. Don't do this with
dyed Easter eggs, however.

® Do not leave cold items, like milk,
lunch meat, hard-cooked eggs, or yogurt
out on the counter at room ternperature,
Put these foods back in the refrigerator
as soon as you've flxed your snack,
