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District enrollment report
shows slight growth trend

Therels justa gaggle o' students in
the Novi Community School District.

That's the Impression one gets af-
ter seeing the results of a report pre-
pared for the Board of Education by
Assistant Superintendent John
Swallow, The administrator pre-
sented the district enrollment fAgures
to the board at its March 4 meeting.

‘The report, required by the state,
breaks down district enrollment fig-
ures by grades and schoo! as well as
teacher-pupil ratios, It paints the pic-
ture of a school district basically un-
changed since the last enrollment re-
port, completed in September of
1992,

The Agures represent the net in-
crease or decrease in enrollment In
all seven of the districi's schools,
counting those coming in and those
who have left it

AsofFeb. 12, some 4,260 students
were enrolled in the district's seven
K-12 schools, That s net galn of 22
students since the September count,
which put enrollment at 4,238, Allin
all, 17 more students are enrolled In
the four K4 facllities as of Feb. 12;
five more in [ifth and six grade; and
one fewer than the September count
in grades seven through 12,

Overall, the K-4 facilities have an
average pupll/teacher ratio of
22.8-10-1. Novi Meadows has a ratle

of 26.8-to- 1; Novi Middle school ara-
tio of 22.2-to-1. Novi High School's
pupll/teacher ratio Is 19.1-to-1
overall.

Figures for the speclfic schools are
as follows:

Orchard Hills Elememtary's stu-
dent body increased by 15 students,
from 413 to 428. By grade, kinder-
garteners Increased from 79 to 88;
first graders remained at 83; second
graders increased from 99 to 100;
third graders increased from 79 to
83; and fourth graders Increased
from 73 to 74. In total, the school has
a pupll/teacher ratic of 22.5-ts-1.

Parkview Elementary, by far the
district’s most crowded K-4 facility,
actually had a net loss of one student
—from 460 to 459, By grade, kinder-
garteners and fourth graders re-
mained steady, with 76 and 77, re-
spectively; first graders decreased
from 119 io 116; second gradem
dropped from 84 to 83; third graders
increased from 104 to 107. In total,
the school has a pupit/teacher ratio
of 24.1-to-1.

Village Oaks Elementary also saw
adrop, from 482 in September to 476
last month. Kindergarteners rose
from 82 to 85; first graders dropped
from 107 to 101; second graders
went up from 105 to 106; third grad-
ers decreased from 81 to 79; and
fourth graders decreased from 107 io
105. In total, the school has a pupil/
teacher ratlo of 22.7-to-1.

Novi Woods Elementary saw a net
gain of nine students, its population
rising from 456 in September to 465
in February. By grade, the numbers
are: idndergarieners Increased from
98 to 104; first graders from 113 lo
115; second graders from 87 to 89;
third grade enrcliment stayed steady
at 86; and fourth graders dimintshed
from 72 to 71. Intotal, the scheol has
a pupll/teacher ratio of 21.1-te-1.

Novl Meadows Increased from 666
students in the fall to 672 [n Febru-
ary. The fifth grade population de-
creased by two, from 355 10 353. The
sixth graders, however, increased
from 311 to 319, Overall, the figures
mean a pupll/teacher ratio of
27.2-to-1 for the Afth grade and
26.6-to-1 for the sixth grade,

Novi Middle School saw a net gain
of one student over the pericd in
question, from 631 to 632 enrollees.
Seventh graders Increased from 337
to 338, and eighth graders remained
steady at 294. The school's pupll/
teacher ratlo ls 22.2-to-1.

Novi High School's total ninth
grade through twelfth grade popula-
tion diminished by two students:
from 1,130 to 1,128.

The freshman class gained four
students, from 310 to 314. The so-
phomores decreased from 301 to
299; juniors increased from 257 to
259, The senlor class decreased from
262 to 256. Overall, the school has a
pupil/teacher ratio of 19.1-to-1.

Lack of city support
is a disappointment

Novi police officers will apparently
get their bullet-proof safety vests . . .
eventually. That's great news, And the
cost, for most, will be borne by the city
budget. That's as it should be.

What is a little disturbing about the
news is that it comes after one Novi citi-
zen, Frank Brennan, went out and came
up with about $3,000 on his own, from
other Novi citizens, to pay for the purch-
ase of those vests In a private fund-
raising effort. The money won't go to
waste, Brennan said last week he would
turmn the money over the Novi Police Of-
ficer's Association, which is expected to
buy teno or a dozen of the vests and turn
them over to the department.

Brennan took it upon himself to
launch the fund-raistng drive because of
hisfriendship with several Novi police of-
ficers, His campaign led to support from
a retired Detroit cop, whose life was
saved by a bullet-proof vest. Novi officers
already receive one Kevlar vest from the
local officer's association when they are
first hired by the city, but of course they
wear out eventually, The city budget
does not pay for replacements. While
most Novl officers wear the vests, they
must spend $400 of their own money for
this protection.

Brennan's now given up the effort
and he'll no longer be raising money. He
seems rather discouraged by the an-
nouncement despite the fact he'smadea
real effort to carry on a good cause for his

P SR

Brennan grouscd about the clty:s

lack of support for his fund-raising ef-

fort. The city administration and city
council had never stated support of his
drive, norhad they encouraged others in
the city to participate or donate.

There was a reason, we now learn.
According to the adrninistration, the city
believed it might incur some lability by
backing the effort, If the city endorsed
the drive, and it managed to get vests for

the officers, and an officer got hurt while
on the job because he or she failed to
wear avest, therecould be some legal lia-
bility for the city.

Now, as tortured as that reasoning
may seem to be, it could well be the case.
There is debate on this point, and it is not
clear why the liability would be lessened
by the fact that the city would buy the
vests itself for the officers out of its gen-
eral fund, Nonetheless, it could well be
true, The judicial system in this country
has produced stranger rulings then that,

Still, if that's the case, why didn't
someone clue Brennan in when he an-
nounced he would launch the effort?
Why didn't someone save him the time
and effort?

It is possible the lack of this infor-
mation is the resuit of past tensions be-
tween Brennan and the city. He was very
active and quite vocal in his opposition to
the placement of an oil well near his sub-
division, Perhaps no one in the city felt
comfortable as a result taking him into
their confidence on this matter. Still, a

~hardlybe considered -a’ controversial -

matter. And there is liitle doubt his effort
was for the betterment of Nowvi.

Asitis, the city haslet a community
activist work on a project for a period of
time, only to be left discouraged. Itis also
possible that Brennan or some other citi-
zen will decide not to take up the drive
and 1work for the city in the future as a
result.

City deserves congratulations

Four point nine percent! Wowl

Had anyone predicted back in Ja-
nuary, at the time of the election, that the
City of Novi would be able to sell its park
bonds at 4.9 percent, they'd probably
have been laughed out of town, The city
was anticipating sornething more akinto
6 percent, which in an of itself is a pretty
good rate. But the City of Novi managed
to pare that figure down to 4.9 percent
when it recentlywent out for a $15.9 mil-
lion parks and road bond issue. The city
will end up paying about $9.9 million
over the 20-year life of the bond. That will
be a savings of about $3 million.

So it's worth a note of
congratulations.

City officlals got that interest rate in
large part because of its recently up-
graded bond rating from Standard &
Poor's. The city's bonds were upgraded
from an A rating to an A+,

Of course, the obvious question is

whether thecity shouldrefinance its ear-
lier bond issues, The city could save, for
example, between $300,000 and
$400,000 by refinancing $13 million in
road bonds it issued back in 1991 and
1992.

Some members of the counell ques-
tioned whether this could hurt the city's
reputation by disappointing those who
invested in the earlier bond issue, be-
cause those earlier bonds would be
called in and paid off.

We, like the majority of council,
conclude the city should indeed go for re-
financing. Efforts to refinance when in-
terest rates drop are getting to be run of
themill, It might fust hurt the city’s fiscal
reputation worse if council missed an
opportunity to save that much money.

Nonetheless, city officials have
good reason to be proud. A rating that
high, and interest figures that low, show

The multi-year millage prop-
osals are not likely to be around
much Ionger, however. And,
more and more, look for taxing
Phil authorities to seck one-year

terms on millage questions.
Jerome Why? The Headlee
Amendment.

In the mail last week I received an article entitled “Time
to Strengthen the Headlee Amendment” from The Mackd-
nac Center for Public Policy, a Midland-based research
and educational organization.

The artlcle was written by Patrick L. Anderson, an ally of
Richard Headlee and an appointee to the Governor's
Headlee Amendment Blue Ribbon Commission. Anderson
1s also a senfor policy analyst with the Mackinac Center.

The Headlee Amendment, you may recall, was approved
by Michigan voters in 1978 as an amendment to the State
Constitution.

One of the more important provisions of the Amend-
ment was to restrict the allowable increase tn property
taxes to the rate of inflation, excluding new constructior:.
The purpose of that provision was to try to force govern-
ment to live within the inflation rate unless getting voter
approval for more taxes/revenues.

Anderson's essay charges that Headlee provisions have
been implemented poorly or even ignored by successtve le-
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gislators and two governors since it was adopted in 1978.

Anderson also notes that Gov. John Engler last month
created by executive order a 12-member Headlee Amend-
ment Blue Ribbon Commission to evaluate compliance of
state and local governments, and identify where and how
the amendment Is being undermined.

All of ihis leads me to my point. Anderson’s essay goes
ontotalk about several different waysthe Headlee Amend-
ment has been abused. And one of the abuses he cltes s
high on my list of pet .

It's the one that occurs when local officlals place on the
ballot a property tax millage question that would increase
the authorized millage, bul is labled as a millage
“renewal,”

This little scheme has become a common practice ar-
ound the state, claims Anderson. And it's used right here
in Novl and Northville.

Here's how it works. When a millage expires, the same
amount is put back on the ballot as a *renewal.” Fine and
good, except that if the millage had not expired, it would be
subject to the rollback provislons of the Headlee
Amendment.

By limiting millage proposals to one year, wily officials
can effectively circumvent the tax limitation provisions of
Headlee.

Sowhat's the point of all this? Just to point out that vot-
ers need to be particularly careful when they hear that
word ‘renewal.”

Assistant City Manager Cralg
Klaver, who handles personnel
{ssues, said that over last 12 years In
Nowl it has beenatyplcal tohaveaun-
jon contract settled before the prior
contract expires.

Last year, all unions with a con-
tract and all city adminstrators gota
four percent salary increase. Mem-
bers of the Teamsters Union got a 50
centan hour pay fncrease, which, de-
pending on an individual's salary
level, ranged from ore percent to four
percent, Babinchalk said.

The Teamsters say thelr wage
levels are not on par with those for
comparable jobs in other communi-
tles and they'd like to see that
changed.

Any push from the untons for sal-
ary increases comes at a time when
city administrators are arguing that
Novi's millage may need to be
bumped up slightly to avold staff Lay-
offs. The city council majority is so far
halding out for no tax Increases and
no pink slipping.

The Teamsters gave a package of
proposals to the city management
when thelr negotlations began in Ja-
nuary 1993,

Both the city and the union have
the option to endorse or reject what
the mediator propeses.

"We are delighted with the gover-
not’s recent action to criminalize as-
slsted suicide and we fully support
his efforts,” Wykes said. “But legal
action is not enough.”

A two-page “Issues statement” re-
leased by CCA states that the organd-
zation is opposed to divorce, abor-
tlon, euthanasia, fetal Hissue re-
search, artificlal Insemination,
contraception, pornography and
homosexuality.

CCA asserts that ali famllies
should be provided a “family wage" so
that women are not required to work
outside the hoine.

“It should be such that mothers
willnot be obliged towork outside the
home to the detriment of life
and especially of the education of the
children.” The staternent does not
address the possibility of fathers
staylng home to care for children
while mothers work.

Abortion s described as an "un-
speakable crime.” Euthanasfa 1is
called “an act of killing.” Homosexual
acts, CCS asserts, are “intrinsically
disordered and may never be ap-
proved in any way.”

The organization Is opposed to
surrogate motherhood and all forms
of artificial insemination because the
practices utilize sperm and eggs that
are not "Iegltimately united in
martiage.”

CCS states that spouses have the
“Inallenable right” to decide on the
number of and spacing of chiidren,
as long as the decision doesn't in-
volve contracepton, sterilization or
abortion.

And on porography: “Everything
in the modern means of soclal com-
munications which arouses men's
baser passions and encourages low
moral standards, likewise
scenity in the written word and every
form of indecency on the stage and
screen should be condernned.”

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Seeds pack in

benefits, but
waich the fat

Seeds such as sesame, pumpkin, squash and
sunflower provide protein but are high In calo-
ries because of the fat. Even though you need
to be careful about calorles, these seeds are
valuable to your diet when eaten in moderation.

The fats in seeds are mostly unsaturated,
elther potyunsaturated or monounsaturated,
which may help lower blood cholesterol. Since
they are plant food, they do not contain choles-

terol. But do keep in mind the calories.

One ounce of sunflower seeds contains 159
calories and one cunce of sesame seed has 164

calores.

Seeds add texture, variety and nutritional ba-
lance to a meal. They are good sources of diet-
ary fiber as well as thiamine, riboflavin, vitamnin
E, caletum, phosphorus and potassjium. Seeds
are rich In tron. For example, an curnce of se-
same seecds contain about three times the iron
n beef liver. Pumpkin, sguash end sunfiower

seeds have even more lron,

Sesame seeds are tiny, oval, off-white or
black seeds that add a sweet. nutty flavor for
toppings on breads, rolls, salads or stir-fries.
‘They are also known by their African name,
benne. The sesame seed Is used as & cooking .
ingredient in the Middle East, India, Chha, Ja- .
pan and Korea. The seeds can be ground into
a paste or used In a sauce or for spreads.

Sesamne serds and honey are the base for
one of the all time favorite candies, halvah, a
rich Turkish candy that is great for a treat.
Dark sesame oil Is a staple for Asfan cooking,
while Tahin{ Is a ground sesame spread that is
known as “the butter of the Middle East."

Crushed sesame seeds combine with chick
peas of course is the base for the ever-popular
hummus recipe. The ofi-white seeds are the
most common, however the black variety are
used in Southern Indian cooking. In India se-
same seeds are added to pilafs, stuffing,

sauces, chutney and eandies.

sesame seeds over bralsed beef ribs, grilled
chicken or add to chicken salad, meatbalis,
noodle dishes and mixed vegetables. They are
even baked into popular snack crackers. Be-
cause of their high fat content, sesame seeds
become rancid very quickly at room tempera-
ture. Refrigerate or freeze them for longer

storage.

Toasting brings out the full flavor. Toast
them by cooking them in a dry skillet over
moderate low heat, shaking the pan constantly
untll they are lightly browned, about three mi-
nutes. They can be used for snacks or for top-

pings after toasting.

Pumpkin seeds and or squash seeds can be
eaten raw or toasted. You can buy them or
scoop them out of your own pumpkin or other
winter squash. After scooping them out, rinse
the seeds, dry them and roast in the oven. One
ounce of pumpkin seeds has about 156 calo-
ries, They're slightly lower in fat than the
others but stil} an excellent source of iron.
Generally pumpkin seeds are eaten as a snack
but they can be used for cooking. These seeds
should be stored in the refrigerator or in the

freezer for longer storage.

Sunflower seeds are probably best known as
bird feed. However they are excellent eaten raw,
toasted or cooked, and a staple for a vegeta-
rlan. These seeds come from the center of a
sunflower and are encased in a hard shell, so
they should be shelled. Most of the sunflower
crop goes into making seed oll {a highly unsa-
turated cooking or salad oill, As their popular-
ity has grown the sunflower seeds are readily
available for snacks or added to granola. Sun-
flower seeds are high In protein, calcium, thia-

mine, vitamin B and folacin.

No cold bowl of Cheerios for the Irish.
Though the climate of the country is med-
erate all year round (days below 30 or
above 80 are extremely rare), it's very
breezy and wet. A large, warm breakfast
helps fend off the chill all day long.

Visitors to the multitudes of small-
town pubs willfind, in addition to an array
of lagers, pilsners, stouts and ales, anar-
ray of light lunches and snacks, many of
them accompanied by soup. Every little
hole-In-the-wall ale house can make a
bang-up chicken liver pate, Some of the

more sophisticated spots feature colcan-
non, 2 flavorfi] mixture of mashed pota-
toes, cabbage, milk and butler.

Don't forget, too, that the Emerald Isle
is indeed an island naton, completely
surrounded by fertlle fishing waters.
Some of her streams In County Kerry are
destinations for salmon fishermen from
all over Europe, The Atlantic waters are
rich with shrimp and other shellfish as
well.

Irish drink does not, as some Amerl-
cans might believe, Include green beer.
The best-selling beer in Ireland Is Harp la-
ger, though Guinness stout s popular
teo. Layer the two In a glass (stout on the
bottom, please) and you've got a black-
and-tamn.

Pity the Irish, theugh, that they don't
celebrate St Patrick's Day the way wedo.
In Ireland, the day Is more sedate and re-
fective, Irish Americans have adopted the
patron saint's day, however, as their day
to affirm thelr status as wild colonial boys
and girls.
