Michigan State I\)lice have ruled 
that shots flnxi by a t1x)opcr during 
a Feb. 18 foot pursuit of a n un ­
armed bui^glaiy suspect in Novl 
were "Justifiable" because the 
trooper had reason to believe the 
suspect was armed. 

Police that day arrested Chad 
Garrison and Keith Sousa , both of 
whom are suspected i n a chain of 
auto thefts and burglaries around 
the Detroit area, after a high-speed 
chase that began i n Canton. 

The chase ended on Novl Road 
near Twelve Mile when Sousa, the 
driver, lost control of the car. He 
was arrested at the scene while 
Garrison fled into a nearby wooded 
area. 

Police used tracking dogs to lo­
cate Garrison, who was aSnost to 
Meadowbrook Road when he was 
apprehended. At least two shots 
were fired by a state trooper during 
the foot chase. None of the shots 
struck Garrison. 

Although Garrison was later de­
termined to be unarmed, Michigan 
State Police L t Joe Koenlg said an 
internal InvestlgaUon ruled this 
week t h a t the s h o o t i n g was 
Justifiable. 

Apparently, Koenlg said, circum­
stances ca1i1e together In such a 
way that officers believed Garrison 
was shooting at them dur ing the car 
chase on 1-275. 

During that part of the chase, the 
suspects were throwliigstblehnKr-
chandlse out of their ca r windows. 
Koenlg said an unknown object hit 
one of the police cars invohwd In the 
chase, causing the officer 111side to 
believe his car had been shot. 

Moments before the object hit 
the police car, Koenlg said, the 
same officer saw what he believet 
was a weapon in Garrison's hand 

"The passenger i n the car was 
dipping down, and he had some 
items in his hands dur ing the 
chase," he said. "They looked like 
they could have bieen weapons. 

"The officer's car was probably 
hit by flying debris, but at the time it 
was hit he heard a loud 'bang like a 
gu11shot."

For Quick Results

It's a long Way fro111 the streets of 
.Arm Arbor to the battle-scarred a l ­
leys of Belfast, 

The Journey took a Michigan au­
thor six years to complete, aild he 
sha1«l the sto1y of his progress With 
local library supporters last Week. 

James Hynes, Who pemied the 
much-praised novel The Wild Colo­
nial Boy, told the story behind his 
stoiy of Irish RepubUcan Array i n ­
trigue at a recent book and author 
luncheon at the Novl Civic Center. 
The packed March 9 luncheon was 
sponsored by the Friends of Novl, 
Northville. Plymouth and Canton 
llbra11es. 

Unlike his novel, a taut thriller 
that has been compared to the Works 
of Graham Greene, Joseph Conrad 
and Robert Stone, the 37-year-old 
Hynes Is a cheerful, self-mocking 
speaker. He told hls Novl audience 
that he began Writing professionally 
while Wortoig at Aiin.Arbor's Borders 
Book Shop, following his graduation 
from the University of Michigan in 
1977. 

"1 wrote small book reviews for ma­
gazines that tended to go out of busi­
ness shortly after 1 Was published," 
he said. 

In 1982, after years spent Working 
o n a cornlng-of-age novel. Hynes 
broke up with his longtime girlfriend, 
qi i l t his Job as a book clerk and blew 
hls life savings on a three-month 
backpacking trip through the British 
Isles. 

He first hit upon the idea of an IRA 
thriller while in Br i t a in on that trip, 
researching What he now calls ' a re­
al ly stupid Idea for a historical novel." 
He dropped the Idea for a three-
volume work on ancient Britain dur-
111g Roman times w h e n he saw how 
du l l the Roman ru ins were, and real­
ized that a working knowledge of La­
t in would be required to do an adequ­
ate Job. 

The Idea for The Wild CobnSal Boy 
came to Hynes one night while he was 
staying at a youth hostel in Scotland, 
and he worked out the details the 
next morning while walking along the 
ancient Roman ruins of Hadrian's 
Wal l . He made the crossing to North-
e m Ireland shortly thereafter and 
walked the streets of Belfast In the 
shadow of armed Br i t i sh rnllitla and 
graffiti'-stalned walls, "too scared to., 
talk to', anyone for two dayaf

Donovan, the .American student who 
finds himself caught in the middle of 
it. the final version is told from sev­
eral dlfierent perspectives Including 
Donovan's and Involves a rogue IRA 
agent out to send a message to his 
erstwhile superiors. 

"The first couple of drafts were 
little more than a travelogue with a 
bomb i n it," Hynes said, marked by 
"pages and pages of description 
which I couldn't bring myself to cut." 

Another problem early on was the 
work's reliance on Donovan as tile 
sole, speaker. Because the student 
could not bie at al l the story's pivotal 
eVents, many of the key events were 
relayed to him, and by him. after the 
fact. 

"A friend of mine explained that It 
Was like going to see Raiders oj the 
Lost Ark and having the plot ex­
plained to you by a girl at the proces­
sion stand," Hynes said. 

Hynes finally completed the book's 
final version In 1989. after four full 
drafts a n d rejection slips from two 
agents-an*'22- publlshersi | t was«i 

"1 got that from the Hanxxl's bomb­
ing," he said, referring to the 1984 ex­
plosion at the popular London shop­
ping center. T h e day after it hap­
pened, the IRA's A r m y Counc i l 
issued a communique saying that 
this bombing was perjietrated by 
members o f their organization but 
without their permission, which I 
thought was pretty Intrlgiilng." 

The revelation Indicated a split de­
veloping within the IRA. a trend that 
is repeated In nearly every revolt, Hy­
nes said. 

"You name any revolution, and 
sooner or later they begin to kill oIT 
each other," he said. "That's What 
fascinated me about tlie IRA finally. 
Here was an organization that was 
not only will ing to perpetrate violence 
to win Its larger goal of driving the 
British out of Ireland, butwas willing 
to perpetrate Violence even to settle 
fairly picky doctrinal inatters Within 
Its own orgarilzation. 

"You destroy yourself when you 
get into that mindset, The ends get 
l o s t and the means b e c o m e 
everything." 

Hynes said he has had no feed­
back from people within the Irish po­
litical movement since the publica­
tion of his book. "The1«'ve been no 
mysterious phone calls in the middle 
of the night . . . and that, frankly, 
makes me really happy," he said, "I'd 
Just as soon not know what they 
think." ^ 

Now that he has his first novel on 
the shelf, Hynes noted that people ex­
pect more from h im. 

'It k ind of puts a little extra pres­
sure on," he admitted. "Now people 
take me seriously and I'm constantly 
being asked 'How's the book going," 
When's the next one coming out,' the 
sort of questions I never got asked 
before."

"ThcADCIa ld to 
families with dependent children) 
program is d e s i r e d to plxivlde a 
basic minimum of food, clothing a n d 
shelter for families of children In 
poverty. 

"To elevate school attendance to so 
high a level that we Jeopardize food, 
clothing, shelter. Medicaid ellglblllty 
and the e1notlonal security asso-
clated with a 1nlnlmum famlly In­
come — if one of the children hap-
pens to 11iiss more than two days of 
school In any given 1nonth—is so r i -
dlculous as to co11found common 
sense." 

"A veiy poor way to encourage l n -
divlduals to send their children to 
school," added Sen. J ack Faxon, D -
Fannlngton Hills. "It creates an ad­
versarial relationship between the 
parents and the school Itself. If y o u 
have a so-called 'unexcused absence'

• The parent or caretaker could 
contest the school's finding and ap­
peal to the circuit court. 
• Schools would report t ruancy 
cases to the state departmeiits of So­
cial Services and Tteasiuy. 
• T ieasuiy would compute the tax 
gain a n d allocate it to DSS for efforts 
to address attendance problems.

Thie 117-year-old Novi Methodist 
Church Was granted a second re­
prieve Monday by the NoVl City 
Cour1ci1. , 

A six-month bal l on the demolition 
of the building expires Sunday, but 
ansWerlng the prayers of hlstfJric 
(»mnllssioncr I^iAnne Kozma. the 
city council agreed to stretch the 
moratorium another s ix months. 

Kozma actually got more than she 
requested. She only sought an exten­
sion unUl May 15, to give the group 
seeking saWaUon for the church time 
to flag down an alter11atlve site. 

However, Council MemJjer T im 
Pope pointed out Uiat the Michigan 
Local Historic District .Act of 1992 
only allows a moratorium on demoli­
tion to be renewed once. 

"I don't think we can do It In a 
11jonth and a half. 1 understand We're 
puttlflg the owner (George Keros) 
under a tremendous burden," Pope 
said, adding that he would support 
rescinding the ban If the preservation 
pla11s hadn't gelled In two months. 

Keros alms to use the property this 
spring for an as-yel-undlsclosed new 
development and has asked for the 
moratorium to he lifted. The Detroit 
businessman owns m u c h of the 
southwest comer of Grand I^ver and 
NoVl Foad. where the old building 
stands. 

Kozma said the addlUo11al weeks 
wi l l be devoted to discovering a new 
use for the now Vacant church. Inter­
ested parties include NoVl Youth As­
sistance, which Is considering the 
landmark building as a teen center, 
and Nov! Players, who might take it 
on as a theater. 

Fundralslng wil l be easier, Kozma 
contends. If a purpose for the build­
ing Is found. 

"Southfleld has their community 
theater in a historic chi1rch and it's 
worked out beautifully. It could be a 
building we could have al l to our own 
and We wouldn't have to worry about 
scheduling." the Novi Players' Gene­
vieve Teny said. 

Ter1y added that it would be a 
•^wonderful attraction" If the church 
were moved to the former Fuerst farm 
at Ten Mile and Taft roads. The site 
already Includes a historic home and 
several bams. 

Kozma said she plans to query the 
school board o n this possibility. 
Another site considered is the new 

park land i n west Novi the city hopes 
to. but has not yet. obtained. 

Last week, she asked the Novi 11-
braiy board If the church could be 
moved adjacent to the Old Novl 
Township Hall, which stands on l i ­
brary property. 

The church would have to be posi­
tioned so that it did not block a view of 
the little town hall from Ten Mile 
Road, libraly board chairman Paul 
Black said Monday. The structure 
would then spill over onto school dis­
trict property. 

"We have a UtUe hesitation be­
cause we remember all the hassle 
with the town hall," Black said. 

"If it involves some ofour property, 
we're willing to look at it." 

The township hall was moved to 
Ten Mile from another site and is des-
Uned to be a Novl hlstoiy museum. 

Kozma said that Keros has prom­
ised to donate money to move the 
church, which would cost about 
$20,000. 

"He would like to see It saved. We 
really do want to work wt ih him so he 
can do whatever it is he wants to do 
With his property," she added. 

She plans to form a coalition to 
save the church and has approached 
a nubmer of civic groups. None are 
Willing to take on the project alone, 
Kozma added. 

JoMarie Soszynski. chair of the 
historic conimlssion. said the group 
backs the church rescue but cajinot 
take it on because of its on-going 
work on the township hal l . 

Council Members Joseph Toth 
and Carol Mason came out against 
the extension. Toth said he would ap­
prove 90 days, but the six months 
meant the owner would lose the 
building season. 

But Council Memb>er Nancy Cais-
sis hailed the resoluUon as a "good 
compromise." 

"It gives eve1yone the opportunity 
to come forward plus it does recog­
nize the need of the propertyowner." 
she said. 

The Novl Methodist C h u r c h moved 
out of the old building In 1969. For­
mer Novl Mayor Gi l Henderson and 
h i s wife were members of the 
congregation. 

"There are few people who at­
tended it sUll living in town." Hender­
son said, coming out In qualified sup­
port of the extension. 

"I don't think you should hold the 
owner up or1 the use of h is land very 
long."

She Was allowibd to leave and 
drive to her daughter's home i n Ster­
ling Heights to ca lm dpwn, then an­
swer questions latef. 

Rae's concern Was that any person 
too upset to ar1swer questions waa 

pltibably too upset to drive a car. He 
does not know the victim. 

Shaeffer said police ofllcers had no 
authority ln that situation to detain 
the woman anyway. 

"We're not i n the position to detain 
zmyone (who is not a criminal sus­
pect), especially the victim of a 
crime," he said. 

"But r d like to thank Mr. Rae for 
voicing his concerns. It allows us to 
recheck our procedures."

MaIiy "reform" bills pass one 
chamber of the Mlcl i lgan licgislaturc 
and die in Ihe other. 

That's unlikely to happen With the 
cost-cu tting House B i l l 4156 amend -
lag the no-fault auto Losurarice law. 

"It was Interesting lo see thefn 
(Dcn1oc1-atic leaders) lose control," 
said one Oakland County lawmaker. 

Passage in the House, which Is 
split 55-55 between the parties, was 
assu red When Repub l i cans re­
mained solid and lured In 1 l Demo­
cratic Voles. 

Final passage came on a 6 5 to 43 
Vote. .Area lawmakers followed parly 
ihies. Voting yes Were Republicans 
Willis BuUard of Mllford (whose dis­
trict includes Novl). Susan Grimes 
Milnsel l of Howell. Dan Custafson of 
Haslett and J e n y Vorva of Plymou t>i. 

Voting no was Democrat Kirk Pro-
nt of YpsilanU. 

Essentially, the l09-pagebi11 aims 
to reduce auto insurance rates 16 
percent by reducing required cover­
age, restricting choices in medical 
care and approach of iriandatlng In­
surance rate cuts. 

An average driver paying $635 
Would see insurance rales drop by 
$100. Michigan ranks l7th nation­
ally In Insurance costs. 

The most controversial issue Was 
"ca tas t rophic c l a i m s . " u s u a l l y 
closed-head or spinal injuries that 
cost astronomical sums to treat. In 
less than a decade. $5 million W^orth 
of Insurance on this item has soared 
from $3 to $118.56 a year. 

The reform bill reduces required 
coverage to S1 mlll lon but allows con­
sumers the option of buying up to $5 
million. 

Said co-sponsor Bi l l Mart ln , R-
Baltle Creek: " $ l mlUlon covers 99.7 
percent of the auto accident vlctl1ns. 
That's a good number." Mar t in 
argued that even $ l million is four 
times as high as most other states 
require. 

The bi l l is to be taken up this week 
by the Senate Insurance Committee. 
A n d since Jtepubllcans have 20-16 
control and at least one Democrat 
supports the bill, prompt Senate pas­

sage seems certain. Gov. John En-
gler. a Republican, is looking forward 
to signing It. It would take effect ab­
out April 1, 1994. 

A reform bil l almost passed the 
House in mid-1992, When 10 Dcmo-
cratsjumped ship to vote with the Re­
publicans. But Democratic leaders 
Lew Dodak and Pat Gagllardl halted 
the roll call vole and adjourned Hie 
session. 

That couldn't happen last week 
With Rcpubllcaris presiding. 

Although personal Injury, prop­
erty protection and residual liability 
insurances are required, an esti­
mated one mil l ion Mlchlganlans 
drive uninsured. 

Republicans won a major victory 
In restricting what Juries can decide. 
Democrats offered 30 amendments 
during an eight-hour session and 
lost all but the minor ones. 

Some of the major changes: 
• Currently, lawsiiits for "pain and 
suffering* require that the injured 
person suffer death, pennanent seri­
ous disfigurement or serious impair­
ment of body function. A court ruling 
leaves decisions lo a Jury, which in 
southeastern Michigan have a repu­
tation for generosity. 

The reform bi l l makes lt "a ques­
tion of law for the court" —• a Judge 
rather than a Jury. 
• The new blU prohibits a person 
Who was more than 50 percent at 
fault from suing for darriages. 
• Cunnent law ties suburban rales 
to those In Detroit. The refomi bil l ell-
ml11ates that tie. It prohibits a city 
frombeingchopped into diflerent rat­
ing zones. It requires that any rating 
zone contain at least 60.000 regis­
tered automobiles. 
• AAA Michigan, the state's largest 
auto insurer, charged last year that 
auto i11surancc Was bielng used to 
subsidize hospitals. AAA said auto 
Insilrers were paying 133 percent of 
actual costs while governmental 
plans such as Medicaid and Medi­
care were paylngjust 80 percent. The 
new bill caps payouts to hospitals at 
113 percent of costs. 

• Currently, plaintiffs attorneys col­
lect one-third of the Ju1y award. The 
new bill caps attorneys' shares of 
Jury awards.

Marathon bargaining sessions 
enabled the Walled Lake ConsoU-
datcd School District and Its teach­
ers' union to reach tentative agree 
rnent recently on a new four-year 
contract. 

The two sides wrapped up negotia­
tions at about 6 p.m. Sunday. Feb. 
28, enabling Monday's classes to go 
on as scheduled, said lx>ls Lange. di 
rector of personnel/commidnlty rela­
tions and part of the district's six-
member bargalnlng unit. A six-
month extension of the old contract 
Was to have expired at midnight 
Sunday. 

"We bargained pretty much the 
Whole weekend." [>ange said. "Our 
goal was to settle It (last) weekend 

ai1d we did." 
Before details can be made public, 

the contract — which is retroactive to 
last year and extends through the 
1995-96 school year — must be raU-
fled by the 64 l - njember Walled Lake 
Education Association and, subse­
quently, by the school board, Lange 
sald. 

The figures for possible adjust­
ments to compensation have not 
been released to the public, district 
ofllclals said, pending ratiJlcation la­
ter this week. 

According to a press release Issued 
by the district, teachers are expected 
to O K the contract within two weelts 
w i t h school board ra t i f icat ion 
'shortly thereafter." 

Karen Murray, chief negotiator for 
the teachers' union, could not be 
reached for comment. 

Although Lange couldn't discuss 
terms of the settlement, she said a 
major subject at the table last 
weekend Was how the district could 
improve the quality of education to 
meet changing times. 

"A great deal of tl111e was spent dls -
cussing the chailges ln education 
and how to effectively deliver them to 
the children," Lange said.

"TTiis council has been negoUating 
for one year and a half on the west 
end property. We brought it to you a 
year afid a half ago. You have been 
slfnvlng It down. Now the property is 
going to cost more than It did a year 
and a half ago." Ruyle said Monday, 

"There's still work behind the 
scenes going on." Mayor Matthew 
Qulnn revealed. 

As a "low point" In his upbeat re­
port to the coilncll. Parks and Recre-
aUon Commissioner Robert Phelffer 
referred to "our disappointment in 
not being able to get started on the 
property on the west end." 

Tile cornrnisslon had planned to 
hold public hearings this month on 
how the proposed weslslde park 
would be developed. 

'Hopefully, our concems are be­
hind us. Ifthere's any additional slip­
page. We'd have to look at what we 
could do elsewhere. It doesn't seem 
fitting to put In temporaiy fields at 
Power I'ark or the north end park." 

Parks and IJecreatlon Commis­
sioner Dennis CuUigan asked that 
the city council be more communica­
tive with the commission. 

"I feel very responsible to give back 
and work extremely hard to get going 
on this project. Open minds arc going 
to hie veiy essential in the next year 
and a half." he said. 

"We're really, really ready to go." 
Council Member Robert Schmld 

defended the council's actions, 
Ikcause the Kind negoUaUons are 

Ln a closed, executive session, coun­
cil fnemloers are not free to reveal the 
details, 

"This city council is doing every­
thing possible to purchase parkland 
but we're doing It responsibly. 
Frankly, I'm Ured of hearing the 
(parks and recreaUon) commission's 
and other cit izens' comments," 
Sclunld said. 

"Evejy delay that happens has 
been meaningful and saved the city a 
certain amount of money. I agree the 
comnlunlcalions have to step up, but 
the criUclsm has to step down. We've 
got so much to be prouii of. We should 
strive to get along a little better." 

Joining him was Council Member 
Joseph Toth. who also rapped what 
he said was the parks and recreation 
commission's emphasis on Novl 
Youth Baseball over the city's owri 
sfxrcer program. 

"I seem to see the focus on getting 
ballfields In place. I have a bit of prob­
lem with that. I don't necessarily 
th ink you s h o u l d be Jumping 
through hoops due to one or two indl-
vlduaJs or groups in the city. I under­
stand they are pressuring you," Toth 
told the commission. 

"To say we are not moving fast 
enough, you can't move much faster 
than we have moved. If It takes an ex-
Ua year to six months, so be It," 

The commission's emphasis is on 
all youth sports. Commissioner Nick 
Valenti reassured the council . 

Ruyle leaped to the commission's 
defense. 

"I'm not going to get Into what you 
do in executive session. That (would 
be) illegal. All of a sudden the north 
end became the priority for the admi­
nistration, when we already flagged 
three sites. Now you're going to chew 
us out as a comiTllsslon . . . This 
commission has worked hard. Now 
you're telling us we're not doing our 
Job," he said.

They're also asking the Clty Coun­
cU to add a second board of review 
next year, to handle the burgeo11lng 
case load. Review board members 
must take at least three weeks off 
from their regular employment to do 
the Job. 

Under the new hardship gulde-
Jines. no individual Will receive a zero 
assessment on his or her property 
tax. The min imum property tax 
which vrill be granted a ""hardship 
case" is no less than 4 percent of the 
resident's gross income. 

While each tax reduction will t>e 
based on a case-by-case analysis, the 
board has established working esti­
mates. For example, a two-member 
household with an Income of of 
$l9,88l ,Wou1dpaya4.5percent tax 

of $890 for the year relief Is g i f t e d . A 
family of four With an Income of 
$28,143 Would pay a 5.5 percent 
property tax of $1,548. 

"Hardship cases" Would have a 
three-year limit. 

"If they moved here 30 years ago 
and are on a fbced income and their 
house has gone up four times i n 
value. We don't want them to leave 
Novl," board of review memljer J . R 
Atiych explained. 

' I f somebody's overextended 
themselves and the cconoiny's not 
good, how many years do you have 
the rest of the taxpayers pay for them 
because they bought too big a 
house?" 

Atiyeh added that the a im is not for 
people to m n through their life sav­
ings to pay taxes. 

' f n some cases We have been giving 
hardships for a number of years and 
it has become a dependency prog­
ram," Jenkins said. 

Individuals of all ages can qualify 
for hardship reductions. 

Council Memhier Carol Mason, a 
past member of the board of review, 
said she didn't like the guidelines. 
Which she termed "outdated." 

"Some of our seniors are border­
line poverty level. If their taxes are In­
creased, they'll have to leave the com­
munity," Mason said. 

"We have a middle and upper in ­
come community. A l l of us who are 
able to work don't mind paying taxes 
to enable seniors to stay." 

Consider this scenario. Atiyeh 
said the board heard acase froma se­
nior who Just purchased a $140,000 
home i n "The Maples of Novl and then 
a few months later told the city he 
couldn't pay the taxes. 

"I have a problem With that. Why 
did they buy the house?" he added. 

According to Jenkins, Novl's elder 
residents are the last to ask for hard -
ship tax reduction. 

They are the proudest people we 
see. More people Who are living i n 
$150,000 to $200,000 houses and 
can't afford them come. In some of 
these Instances, they have demon­
strated hardship," she said. 

In Judging a hardship application, 
the board WUl consider a l l revenue 
and revenue-produc ing assets 
owned by the applicant. Only the 
prima1y residence and up to 2 acres 
of land are eligible. 

The applicant must submit the 
previous year's income tax forms for 
all residents of the household, W-2 
forms, senior citizens' homestead 
property tax claims and general 
homestead property tax claims. 

The deadline to file such a hard­
ship appeal this year Was March 12. 

Last year, the review board 
granted re l i e f to 8 5 h a r d s h i p 
applicants. 

But {he/re far from the only ones 
seeking relief at the board of review. 
Nine hundred applicants are ex­
pected to address the review board 
this year and 900 written applica-
Uons Will Ilkety be submitted. 

Many of the people are there "to 
blow off steam," Jenkins sald. 

"Nobody is happy wi th taxes the 
Way they are. The state had one year 
to fix property taxes a n d they didn't. 
Ihey are coming to the board of re­
view and they should be sitting on 
their legislator's steps," she pointed 
out, adding that complaints about 
city services are frequent. 

"I didn't exactfy know What I got 
Into when I got on this board. It's a 
Veiy difllcult position. We are not the 
bad guy. We are citizens t1ying to 
help them." 

C i t y u r g e d n o t t o b a n g e e s e f e e d i n g

Uvonla recently passed an ordi­

nance banning the feeding of wild 
geese to cut back on deposits of geese 
feces. 

"It seems Incredible to us that peo­
ple would purchase a home near Wa­
ter and then be surprised and dis­
turbed when Waterfowl walk across 
their lawns and eat their grass," the 
couple wrote the city council. 

Whether or not the bird feeders are 
there, the geese are attracted to 
grass. Which they eat. Robert Lorenzo 
told the council. He suggested that 

his neighbors shoo the wildfowl off 
their lawns, as he has done on occa­
sion with his neighbors' dogs. 

' A n ordinance prohibit ing the 
feeding of wlldlffe would deprive us 
and other Novl residents of an en-
Joyed pastime," Robert Lorenzo said. 

"For us and many other Novi resi­
dents, that would be a real shai11e 
indeed." 

The Loreilzos in their letter to the 
city said t h ^ volunteered to build a n 
ornamental fence between their 
home and the Hullmai1s' to keep the 
geese from crossing the property line.

M c N a m a r a : g u t s a n d t a l e n t 

St. Patrick's day is this week, 
which got me to thl11klng about 
the I r i sh and all that. 

One o d d thing about the way 
Michigan works is the lack of at­
tention a n d respect given to a 
balding, slightly overweight, Ir­
ish career poll l iclan called E d 
McNamara . 

He's t l ie elected cl i lef execu­
tive of Wayne County. Wi th C o l ­
eman Y o u n g nowhere to be 
found these days, this makes E d 
the most powerful local official 

ln Michigan. 
But he represents more than j u s t power. He has solid 

managerial and pollt lcal accomplishment. 
When E d McNamara was first elected in 1986. Wayne 

County was broke, imgovemable, without prospect a n d 
without much point. Today It's on solid financial footing, 
with a record of innovation In areas ranging from welfare 
refonn to Job tralrllng. 

That's why 1 wanted to see the text of McNamara 's "Stale 
of the County 1993" speech. It makes Interesting reading. 

He said the choice for the county Is clean "Restore our 
Image as a tough, creative, can-do place — or pack it u p 
and move to Indiana." His choice: Stay a n d Innovate. 

McNamara wants to get state government to "cut us 
some slack and allow us the freedom to experiment." He 
wants to "use Wayne Coun ty as a laboratory for simplify­
ing tax structures" by Junking property taxes altogether 
and replacing them wrtth sales o r Income taxes. 

He wants to Improve the business climate. He's ready 
with a $750 mlUlon bond sale — the largest publ ic works 
project In Michigan his tory — to finance an international 
terminal and new runways at Metro Airport . A n d he wants 

to loosen the death grip the state envlronmenlal laws have 
on developing rundown urban areas. "Urban recycling" is 
the phrase to make used profierties productive again. 

A n d he wants to lake on the (heavity Irish, i n Wayne 
County) Judges and lawyers. Listen to this: 

"We're nationally famous for the size of oi1r Jt11y awrirds 
In liability cases. That brings us plaintiffs from across the 
Uni ted Slates —- like the guy whose M r . Coffee caught lire 
i n northern Michigan. He found a w a y to file sui t i n Wayne 
County , where he was awarded $42 mill ion. That k ind of 
reputation scares off employers, whose insurance compa­
nies tell them they'd be nuts to d o business here." 

That 's pretty tough talk from a n elected poli t ician. 
Bu t It makes sense to me. 11 shows that M c N a m a r a 

understands that the point of holding office Is to get some­
thing done, not merely to get re-elected. 

In thai , he reminds me of another professional poUll-
c ian who talked bluntly and who got things done: H a n y 
ThJman . 

I've recently been reading David McCul lough ' s biogra­
phy of our nation's 33rd presidenL Here was a m a n whose 
career became a monument to the capacities o f the com­
mon m a n In America , who stood for h i s principles a n d who 
made the lough decisions on time. 

A l l t i l ls reminds me of E d M c N a m a r a : his background, 
h i s peiBonallty, his political style a n d his managerial 
ski l l s .

From Shielah {Cast's Vantage point, the Clinton admi­
nistration has been full of surprises for both consti­
tuents and press meml^ers alike. 

The A B C News correspondent spoke to Northville 
Town Hall patrons Monday about Clinton's first 100 
days in office. She said the newly-elected Democratic 
president has broken some campaign promises by 
seeking higher taxes and has Irked the Washi11gton me­
dia by shuni1ing them at eveiy turn. 

Kast, who covered the White House during the latter 
half of lYesldent Reagan's tenure and is currently coV-
erlng economic Issues, said her years as a Washington 
coniespondent haVe shown her some of the sharp con­
trasts and subtle similarities between the two presi­
dents. Those differences and slmilarltles. she said, 
range from the Way the presidents have handled the 
press and theh- consUtuents to the roles of their wives as 
First Ladles. 

She said even though Reagan held fewer formal press 
conferences than George Bush, he still held more than 
reporters have seen during the newly-elected Demo­
crat's first months in office. 

"Bill Clinton tries to work around the press," she 
said. 'Instead of holding formal press conferences he's 
doing tallc shows and holding town meetings because 
he says it gives him an opportunity to talk to the people 
without the press controlling the interview and the 
questioning." 

The conrespondent said her experience on the 
Washington bieat has given her the inside scoop on the 
styles of Ronald Reagan and Bil l Clinton and provided 
her with opportufllties to compare and contrast the two 
leaders. 

There are some similarities between Bill Clinton and 
I^nald Reagan that arc striking to me as a reporter," 
she said. 

"Among those similarities are both presidents' ability 
to work the crowd and win the support of the people by 
simply being powerful, down-to-earth speakers." 

Even though their styles and approaches differ. Kast 
said each in his own Way has ma11aged to court and woo 
the American people. 

"Both B i l l Clinton and Ronald I^eagan recog11izc the 
importance of symlwls In their communclatlon." she 
said. "Each knows the importance of subliminal mes­
sages and the Importance of Vision. 

'Reagan knew the importance of Vision. B i l l Clinton's 

symbols are less visual. For hiim It's more Important 
who he ls with." 

ICast said she believes Clinton earned the support of 
the 1niddle class because every time he was pictured on 
the campaign trail he was seen among them. 

And Clinton's marketing strategy hasn't changed 
since he won the White House last NoVember. Since 
then, he's made good on his campaigji promises to keep 
In touch with middle class America even though he's 
broken his vow to not raise taxes on them. He's con­
tinued to do talk shows and town meetings and he's out 
in public shaking hands and talking with eVe1yday, or-
dlilaiy people. 

Clinton's Interaction with people may be one of the 
chief differences between the two. but It hasn't made 
him any more successful than Reagan. Kast said. 

'Reagan Just needed a 11llcrophone and a script to 
communicate fabulously," Kast said. 

That Isn't the case with Clinton, and his first Oval Of­
fice speech Was proof of that. Kast said. 

"Tliat speech was put together quickly." she said. 
". . .There was Bill Clinton sitting In a chalr that's too 
big for h i m . . . frozen for about three minutes with that 
deer staring Into the headlights look . . . 

But that all changed when Clinton delivered his eco­
nomic plan to Congress In February. 

"That whole setting was something BUI Clinton felt 
really comfortable with," she said. "He ad-llbbed a lot of 
that speech and some of the best lines In It were ad-
libljcd. He was veiy, Ve1y relaxed." 

As a reporter, Kast has also seen simllariUes In the 
personallUes of the First Ladies. Both Hlllaiy Clinton 
and Nancy Reagan seem to take their roles as First La­
dles seriously, although It may seem that Hlllaty Cl in ­
ton Is "marginally more Involved than Nancy Reagan" 
because she's more open about It. 

"Both women have wielded tremendous power In the 
White House and not Just In picking floral arrange­
ments or wallpaper patterns." 

Willie Kast may still h>e pretty green when Stacked up 
next to her A B C News colleagues Sam Donaldson and 
anchor Peter Jennings, she's no stranger to Journalism. 
Prior to her assignment to cover business and the eco­
nomy, she did a four-year reporting sUnt on the U.S. 
Congress. Her coverage of the I^eagan Admtaistratlon 
Included the historic summit meeting with then-Soviet 
leader Mikhai l Gorbachev and she was In Moscow dur­
ing the failed overthrow attempt of Gorbachev. Her 
news reports are carried on most of ABC's television and 
radio programs.

For 33 years legions of college stu­
dents and other cost-consclous 
travelers have sWom by the "Let's Go" 
series of budget-travel guidebooks. 

Written hy Harvard University 
students and published by Let's Go, 
Inc., a subsldlajy of Harvard Student 
Agencies, the books offer advice for 
travelers seeking safe, affordable ac­
commodations and meals. They also 
Include students' oplnloils on tourist 
attractions and cultural actlvIUes. 

' 'Let's Go' is neither a travelogue 
nor a telephone book," says Mark 
Templeton, the 23-year-old Harvard 
senior who ls the pubUshlng dhrector 
of the series. "We try to balance a 
w i t t y p r o s e s ty l e w i t h r e a l 
Information." 

The original "Let's Co" guide, 
printed In 1960. was a 20-page mi ­
meographed pamphlet with tips on 
European travel. 

Today the series has 17 different 
titles covering more than 40 coun­
tries. The tiooks, distributed by St. 
Martin's Press, retail for $11.95 to 
$17.95. 

For many years the "l.et*s Go" se­
ries had no direct competition. 

Then, In November 1992, a series 
of budget-travel Ixioks Written by 
students at the University of Calffor-
nla. Berkeley, was Introduced—and 
an old-fashioned college rivalry 
began. 

The Berkeley Guides' ' O n the 
Loose" series Is published by Fodor's 
In cooperation with the Associated 
Students University of California. 

"Our giildes are aimed at stu­
dents, of course, but we realty are t1y-
Ing to present a philosophy of travel 
that encompasses people of all ages," 
says .Andrew Barbour, 29, executive 
editor of the series, 'We feel we can 
help travelers Integrate with a c111-
ture, not travel in a tourist vacuum." 

The first four guides In the Be1ice-
ley series cover California, Mexico,

Both series cull their writers from 
registered students at their respec­
tive universities, train them during 
the spring and then send them out on 
the road In the sumnKr for about 
eight weeks. 

'We send them out the door with 
an advance and then throw more mo­
ney their way eve1y two Weeks." Bar­

bour says. "I suppose If we Just gave 
them a lump sum you'd find ma11y of 
them tying on a beach somewhere." 

Mufih has been made oflhe fact 
that The Berkeley Guides are printed 
w i t h e n v i r o n m e n t a l l y f r iendly 
soybean-tased Ink on recycled paper 
and that Fodor's has promised to 
plant two trees in a denuded area of 
Costa Rica for eveiy tree used In the 
production of the guides. 

Templeton of the "Let's Go" series 
ls not Impressed. 

"We've been usl11g 1'ecycled paper 
for several years and we now use 
soybean-based 111ks ourselves as of 

this year." he says. They're making a 
big deal because, frankty, there's not 
that much to differentiate their guide 
from ours." 

Indeed, the guides are similar In 
tlieir insistence on finding Inoqpen-
slve acco1nmodatlo11s, resta11rants 
and means of travel. 

But The Berkeley Guides make no 
bones about taking a politically cor­
rect slant, accommodating travelers 
who are gay, lesbian or handicapped, 
harpooning old travel myths and be­
ing as irreverent as necessaiy. This is 
travel Writing wi th an attitude. 

T h e o11ty reason for budget travel­

ers to go to Cancun is to catch a plane 
out," according to "On the Loose in 
Mexico." "Plaradlse It 111ay be for yup­
pies and u11adventurous A111erica11s, 
but It has nothing to offer the budget 
traveler." 

"On the I.<oose i n the Pacific North­
west and Alaska" notes that "Ala­
skans wear furs because they're 
functional not fashionable, and 
you're llkety to get a shotgun u p your 
nose i f you run around throwliig fake 
blood on everyone and shouting 
'murderer.'" 

The book of which Barbour i s most 
proud Is "On the Loose i n Eastern 
Europe." 

T h i s Is where we shine," he say?. 
"Eastem Europe is a real Berkeley 
de8tl1iatlon. There's tremendous po­
litical and sofdal change occurring In 
these coimtrles. You have so maiiy 
young people flocking to Prague that 
It's Uke Paris In the 1920s." 

While Templeton concedes that 
Berkeley's guide to Eas tem Europe 
has a nice cover and Inside design, he 
says much of the same Information Is 
covered In "Let's Go: Europe." 

"When you come down to It. 'Let's 
Go: Europe' alreatty contal11s close to 
300 pages on Eas tem Europe and 
Russia," he says. "It's not that m i l c h 
less than Berkeley." 

Templeton says two different 
groups of travelers make u p 'L^t 's 
Go's" faithful audience: 18- to 
34-year-olds, many of whom are 
traveling on their own for the first 
time, and senior citizens. 

"Seniors want to see the world o n a 
budget," Templeton says, ' b u t they 
also want to get value for their dollar." 

Both series can be Invaluable to 
travelers ofaH'feiges because they pro­
vide safe traVel options. 

Jared Klellng, a senior editor atSt . 
Martin's Press who has overseen the 
"Let's Go" series since 1982, put it 
this Way: "Ifyou're i n a foreign coun-
tiy and it's 10p.m. andyou need a re­
liable, safe and cheap place to stay," 
Klellng says, "we can deliver."'

C h i l d a b u s e c a n b e s u b t l e o r c o v e r t 

While reading the 
book C r y Out! by Pe­
ter Q u i n n . as tory ab­
out hls violent c h i l d ­
hood, I started th ink­
ing about how m a n y 
family secrets are be­
h i n d closed doors . 
The violence Q u i n n 
portrays In his auto­
biography Is blatant 
b u t h i d d e n f r o m 
outsiders. 

Because chi ldren 
are sometimes viewed as property, many pa­
rents take imspoken liberties \vl th their ch i ld ­
ren that Violate the chi ld 's sense of self. J o h n 
Bradshaw stated It succinct ly i n h i s book Cneaf-
tng Love. "Violence (xcurs when a more power-
fijl and knowledgeable person destroys the 
freedom of a less powerful person for w h o m he 
or she Is significant." 

Bradshaw suggests that abuse can often be 
covert and subtle. Bradshaw describes violence 
as when parents choose to br ing children Into 
the world and cause them to witness any form 
of physical violence and don't protect them 
from older siblings or school a n d neighborhood 
bullies. Violence Is teasing chi ldren about their 
bodies, demanding unreasonable things, ex-

posing them to any form of sexual behavior, u s ­
ing them as a scapegoat for a parent's anger, 
and shaming them to take away the parent's 
disappointment and sadness. 

Most of a l l , it comes down to parents refusing 
to settle their uflresolved Issues from the past 
and forcing all of their personal hurts onto a n 
unsuspecting bystander — their chi ld . 

In the substance abuse field, we see thou­
sands of people who have hidden most of their 
true feelings throughout their childhoods and 
into adulthood. The substance (work, alcohol, 
prescription drugs, rage, for example) works so 
well because It helps n u m b the uncomfortable 
feelings people won't allow themselves to feeL 

How did It start for them? It started when 
their parents treated them with little respect as 
people. At the time when their parents had l u l l 
control over them, they had no choice but to ac­
cept whatever was done to them and hkle their 
own hur t s , fears, rage or poss ib ly even 
excitement. 

It brings to mind a s i tuat ion I noticed with a 
femlly at a nest area along the expressway last 

si lmmer. Some kids were haVlng a great time, 
climbing on aWooden fence a n d scooting across 
i t Their giggles were playful and excited but 
their fun was Instantly s topped when their dad 
yeUed out to them, "This I sn t a place to clown 
around and have fun. Get off there right now 
you little brats, and get into the car un t i l M o m 
comes out of the restroom." The i r harmless fro­
l icking was quickly thwarted by their father's 
remarks. Snil les turned to firowns as they 
slowly walked back to the car. 

Was this abushre or violent behavior on the 
part of the father? Maybe not outwardly so, but 
natural, f lm, and Joyful p lay was replaced w i t h 
sour, sad looks. The ch i ldren could have been 
told more gently, "Kids, two minutes before we 
take off. Let's hop down a n d see who's going to 
get Into the car flrst." 

Cont inua l pun i shment and demeaning o f a 
child can only help create a person with low-self 
worth and potentially addictive personality. It's 
Important to remember that our children are 
our treasures, not o i l r property.

T h e seed : A n a m a z l l i g 
curiosity that holds the secrets 
of life. Of course, some aspects 
of the seed and Its means of 
surVlVal st i l l remain a myste1y. 
Learning more about the seed 
c a n help y o u ImproVe your 
own germination success. 

When you look at a seed, for 
Instance, y o u are looking at 
the seed coat, a distinct "fin­
gerprint" for the plant species. 
M a n y ga rden seeds c a n be 
Identified by their size, shape 
a n d seed coat . Variat ions of 
the seed c o a t may Inc lude 
some that are hard and thick. 
While others are papery and 
thin . 

L i k e those of us Who wear 
coats for protec t ion against 
harsh weather, seed coats per­
form the Very same task: pro­
tection against entry of para­
sites or mechanical injuly and, 
i n some ca se s , p r o t e c t i o n 
aga ins t unfaVorable h i g h or 
low temperatures. 

Inside the seed coat is the 
embryo, an Immature p lant 
w i t h all the parts of the adult 
p l a n t . A c l o s e peek shows 
leaVes and a roo t not the "true 
leaVes"; the roo t may be a 
m e r e speck , b u t It Is the 
begirmlngofaplant . 

Germina t ion is a finishing 
process . W a t c h i n g that t iny 
seedl ing emerge from a dry. 

G A R D E N I N G 

w r i n k l e d seed, observing its 
growth and transformation, is 
s ee ing the mys te ry of life 
unfold. 

It s t a r t s w i t h "d iges . ion" 
since a growing embiyo uses 
only watersoluble food. The 
first sign of germination is the 
absorption of water, and lots of 
i t ! T h i s ac t iva tes an 
enjynie—the seed is alive and 
g rowing . S o o n , the embryo 
becomes too large for the seed 
coat; i t bu r s t s open and the 
growing p l a n t emerges, first 
with the top of the root That 
young root Is first for a good 
reason. Not only wil l the seed 
be held 111 place securely, but 
also the embryo caimot absorb 
water and materials from sur­
rounding soi l before there is a 
stem. 

I'Ve t a l k e d about the seed 
and how i t comes to life, but 
before It g e r m i n a t e s . It Is 
either i n a state of quiescence 
or dormancy. They both refer 
to a living seed suspended for 
a period of time in a sheltered 
place, w a i t i n g for the proper 
time for the conditions to be 
right to come forth, grow and 
change. 

Q u i e s c e n c e is c a u s e d by 
external condit ions, such as 
l a c k of oxygen or mois ture ,

Whereas dormancy is causetl by internal 
conditions. It protects tlie life of the seed 
from a possibly adverse environment. 

The causes of seed dormancy are varied, 
complex and still being studied by scien­
t is ts and .seed professionals. When you 
buy seeds from reliable seed companies, 
they arc prepared for germination or spc-
clflc instructions are provided.

g . What affects tt1e co lor and flavor of 
carrots? 

A . The c a r r o t is orange due to i t s 
carotene c o n t e n t . The fo rmat ion of 
carotene depends on carbohydrates that 
are supplied by the carrot leaves exposed 
to light. So, carrots with large top foliage 
have the potential for a more orange carrot 
root. .And since that process takes time, 
mature roots have a better color orange 
tilan young ones. 

Other factors that influence the color of 
carrots are located in the soil itself. For 
instance, carrots planted on high-ridged 
rows may have better color becalise the 
soil moisture and oxygen level have been 
reduced and the ridged rows stay Warm 
longer 

The other component of 
flavor is sweetness. A carrot 
root contains 4 percent to 8 

percent sugar when it's mature. WhcIi the 
carrot is young, starch content i s high, 
but with increased age, tile siigar content 
remains constant Therefore, older carrots 
taste sweeter; baby carrots must be sec­
ond best to their eltiers! 

up. T h i s gas reduces the sweetness of 
stored carrots. So, if yoii'rc a carrot lover 
(storing the bumper crop you've grown), 
don't forget to give them an airing once i n 
awhile, or even dally!

Whenyou have an emergency, you 
probably calJ 9-1-1. 

When ad agencies, public rela­
tions groups or publishers have an 
emergency, they call Emergency 
Printing NetWork. 

•TVe are the 9-1-1 of graphic arts." 
said Shelby Fox of Novl, who along 
with brother Lany owns the Far­
mington Hills-based service. 

Emergency Printing Network pro­
vides a toll-free 800 niBnber that's 
1nanned 24 hours a day to connect 
people who need fast printing of 
flyers, catalogs, promotional mater­
ials and the like, With keyllners. 
printers and graphic artists. And 
those huny-up, need-lt-yesterday 
Jobs are all that EPN does. 

"We don't need or Want to be your 
regular supplier," said Fox. "If Joe 
has been your printer for 20 years, 
then by all mea11s keep using him 
We're there for an emergency or an 
overflow, and We're reach^le 24 
hours a day." 

To step Into the Emergency Print­
ing NetWork office, you'd have no Idea 
of the urgency of the Work that comes 
over the phone lines. There's i1o fran­
tic yelling, no running around. Just 
people quietly answering phones, 
That. too. is part of the plan. Fox said. 

"Emergency Is Just a matter of per­
ception," Fox sald. "We try to put the 
customer at eaise. We tell them to rest 
assured that It's going to be done, no 
Ifs, ands or buts. To them It may be a 
unique situation, but to us, we're set 
up to handle it" 

When a call comes In to 
1-800-666-9088, the person at the 

- •o tb«u«nd . ,o f ;t̂ ^ is genuinely 
.i)>i«Iine(d io dlscusis' print and 
graphics, too. That'peiTWni^ talk 
the customer throu^ a Job kom de­
sign, to comprehensive drawings, to 
final artwork—anything at all that's 
printed, embossed or enilroldered. If 
It's after 5 p.nx. you nllght actually 
talk to Shelby himself, as he comes 
armed with a 24-hour pager. 

"You can call us and talk to some­
one who knows what you're talking 
about," sald Fox "You'll talk to some­
one Who's been In the business for 
years. They're not Just a derk, and 
they're not Just a salesperson. 

"We're so vastly different from the 
quick printers like Klnko's or who­
ever, lilty serve a need. But we serve 
a different need.* 

After the Job has been evaluated, 
EPN will arrange to have the work 
picked up from the customer's ofQce, 
and taken direct^ to one of a dozen or 
so suppliers that the firm has re­
tained Just for these specific kirlds of 
Jobs. 

"Each has promised to get the Job 
done, even ff It means getting into 
their plant in the middle of the i^t ." 
said Lany Fox, a 40-year veteran of 
the graphic arts business. 

lhe suppliers each have a non­
competitive specialty. Though 
they're all capable of providing 
emei;gency service Individually, EPN 
can step In and coordinate a Job that 
draws from more than one creative 
specialty. In maity cases, the work 
can be done within 24 hoiuB. 

When the Job is ready, EPN wiU 
have It delivered wherever it's 
needed. 

Just what quahfies as an 
emergency? Shelby Fox tells the 
stoiy of an area candy-maker that 
had printed up 40,000 direct-mail 
brochures, printed on both sides 
with full-color photos, and folded. 
Just when they were ready to be 
mailed, the company decided to 
change Its name. 

Instead of swallowing the loss of 
the brochures that had been printed 
with the old name, someone in the 
firm called Emergency Printing 
Network. 

The compaiw came up with a sup­
plier who would unfold the 40.000 
brochures, i»rlnt the new name and 
logo over the old with an opaque Ink, 
re-fold them and deliver them on 
time. 

Shelby said the Job was done in 
weeks, with a savings of $25,000 

to $30,000 to the customer, "and no-
body could tell the difference on the 
brochures." 

Said Lany. ?Each Job has a stoiy." 
Customers pay a small premlt1m 

fcr EPN*s ijervlce. though no retainer 
or iiJenibaBhIp feie Is needed. When 
c o n q » r e d with the cost of M i n g to 
coiqllete a Job on time, SheK^ said, 
customers find Emogency Printing 
Netwak cost-effective. 
: The feedback we get from people 
in the industry Is, "What a great. 

novel idea. Where were you when I 
had to do . . . bla11k,'" he said. 

Cuirently, there are 512 firms on 
the EPWs customer list. .And that 
number grows all the time, mostly by 
word of mouth. 

"We Just got a call from someone 
who needed our service." Shelby 
said. "He knew a designer who had gi­
ven him our Rolodex card." 

The EPN concept started quite 
simply. Lany Fox had owned and op­
erated Fox Printing In Farmington 
Hills for some 15 years. Then about 
four years ago, Shelby realized there 
was an u11met need for emergency 
work, even though there Was avail­
able technolosr to get the work done 
In time. 

"At the begln111ng. we realized that 
in the "908, people were getting 1nore 
and more Ume poor," said Shelby. 
"We started evaluating that, and 
found there Was a need.

If you are not covered by an em­
ployer's qualified retirement plan, 
you can deduct your entire IRA con­
tribution, no matter how much you 
earn. If you or your spouse are cov­
ered by a company pension plan, 
however, you may lose all or part of 
the deduction. 

The phase-out of the IRA deduc­
tion b e ^ when your adjusted gross 
Income exceeds $25,000 If single or 
$50,000 If married. For every $1,000 
of adjusted gross income above these 
threshholds, you lose $200 in deduc­
tibility. In other words. Ifyour Income 
Is above $35,000 if single or $50,000 
if married, you cannot deduct your 
IRA contribuUon. 

If you qualify under these rules, 
keep In mind that an IRA contribu­
tion Is considered an adjustilicnt to 
Income. You subtract the contribu­
tion about directly from your gross 
Income. You are still eligible for the 
deduction even If you don't Itemize 
your deductlo11s. 

WHEN CAN I 
VITHDRAV MY MONEY? 

You can permanently withdraw 
funds from your IRA any Ume after 
you turn 59'/i. If you tap Into your 
IRA before you reach age 59'/i , you 
will be charged a peiialty tax of 10 
percent of the amount withdrawn, 
except in cases of disability, rollov­

ers, or withdrawals as a life annuity. 
Keep In mind that you are required to 
make withdrawals from your IRA ac­
count shortly after you turn 70'/i. 
And don't forget that the amount vou 
withdraw must be Included in your 
lnco1nc for the year and Is taxed at 
your highest niaiglnal tax rate. 

Despite the risk of pe11alUes on 
early wlthdrawls, IRAs are one of the 
bestways to saveforyour retirement.

In general , under current rules, only the 
parent with physical custody for the maiorty of 
the year is entitled to claim the chiklren as 
dependents. 

A noncustodial .divorced parent can, 
however, claim the children as dependents if he 
or she contributes at least '600 per child in 
support and a pre-1985 divorce decree or other 
written statement gives him or her the 
dependency exemption, even if ttie custodial 
parent provided over half of the chikfs support. 

The only other case In which a noncustodial 
parent may claim the exemption is when the 
custodial parent signs a statement giving the 
exemption to the noncustodial parent. The 
fioncustodial parent wouki have to attach the 
statement to his or her tax retum. 

For these rules lo apply, the divorced 
parents together must provide over half the total 
support of the chiWren. The chiWren must be in 
the custody of one or both parents for more than 
one-half of the year.

That's because most of us ignore abundant 
opportunities to save money and still enjoy 
the good life.

• Clip coupons. Bowman says we throw 
away $38 billion dollars in unu.sed coupons 
every year. That's more than $2,000 per fam­
ily, per year. 

Coupons are a great deal, and you can 
make them even better by shopping at stores 
that offer unlimited double coupons. Cull 
through the daily and Sunday papers, as Well

Upscale 
cosmetic manufacturers have long had excel­
lent "gift with purchase" ofTers that make the 
high prices of their, merchandise a lot more 
reasonable. Also ask for free samples when­
ever you buy something at the Cttsmetics 
counteÎ  

limits, look to more contemporary items. Polit­
ical memorabilia is a popular collectible, and 
one that's relatively affordable. Calvin 
Coolidge pins start at about $100. Interesting­
ly, according to Robb Report, objects for los­
ing candidates command more than the win­
ners. 

Keeping an eye on headlines also helps pre­
dict what contemporaiy items will increase in 
value. Smart collectors of political parapherna­
lia saved their Ross Perot pins, posters and 
bumper stickers.

Some economists say the worst of the reces­
sion is over. However, judging from the num­
ber of ripoffs reported to the Better Business 
Bureau, nobody has bothered to tell the .scam 
artists. 

Some swindlers are tailoring tlleir scams to 
people facing financial hardship. Here are 
some ripoffs to watch for: 

• Advance fee loans: If you need to borrow 
money, beware of the company that charges 
you in advance for the promise of easily avail­
able, low-cost loans, often through foreign 
sources. Also, be cautious of advertisements 
offering loans of large amounts regardless of 
your credit history or collateral. Brokers of the 
advance-fee loans are acting as money finders 
for you but your payment usually goes into 
their pockets—and they don't bother to look 
for a loan for you. 

• Bilsiness opportunities: Don't jump hasti­
ly into a business opportunity Without investi­
gating it thoroughly. F^rainid schemes — 
chain recruitment plans that sell a product or 
service to new recruits, who, in turn, recruit 
others—are the kind of fraudulent business 
"opportunity" that leaves investors broke.

Look for legitimate multi­
level marketing businesses that 

emphasize a solid, reliable product or 
service and do not rely exclusively on the 
recruitment of others to gain a profit. 

• Credit repair: If you've filed bankruptcy 
or had problems paying bills and your credit 
record needs 
help, ads for 
quick credit 
relief may 
be tempting. 
Try to resist. 
You can 
save your­
self a hefty 
fee by chal­
lenging your 
credit report 
and having 
inaccurate 
negative infonnation removed from your credit 
record at no cost However, When it comes to 
accurate negative infonnation, only time can 
erase that—usually seven to 10 years. No cred­
it repair clinic, no matter what their promises 
or their price, can help remove your bad credit 
histofy. 

If you are unable to pay bills on time and 
are Worried about your credit record, contact 
your creditors inmlediately. Most Will try to 
work out a payment schedule With you. 

• Job listing services: Beware of these 

employ­
ment services that advertise 
they have "secret" or "unlisted" 
job information they will sell to you 
for several hundred dollars. Often the only 

thing they have 
to sell are stale, 
worthless job 
ads they've 
copied from old 
newspapers and 
trade maga­
zines, you can 
find authentic, 
upto-datejob 
ads and infor­
mation for the 
price of a news­
paper. 

• Work-at-
home schemes: The proinise of hundreds of 
dollars for a few hours at home stuffing 
envelopes, assembling toys or breeding small 
animals may sound like the perfect working 
situation. However, the Better Business 
Bureau has found that too often these offers 
are only come-ons to get you to buy informa­
tion on how to set up a business.

Any time you give your name and address 
— Whether you're subscribing to a publication, 
registering to vote, getting your driver's 
license, placing a credit card order, entering a 
sweepstakes, ordering through the mail, join­
ing an organization or donating to charity — 
you are providing someone with the means to 
solicit you later. 

The good news is you can put an end to the 
paper flood. The bad news is it takes time and 
patience. A new publication, 'The Stop Junk 
Mail Book" by Dorcas S. Miller (Georgetown 
Press), helps speed the process. Miller 's book 
tells readers how to reduce junk mail and out­
lines ways to return mail to the sender or the 
post office. And if offers 32 preprinted post­
cards tailored to removing your name from 
direct mailing lists. 

As a junk-mail recipient. Miller says you 
have two veiy effective tools at your dispos­
al—your buying power and the considerable 
cost of doing business through direct mail.

few ways to do that 
You can reduce national advertising mail by 

at least 75 percent by registering with the Mai l 
Preference Service. This mail-cancellation ser­
vice is offered free by the Direct Marketing 
Association, a trade group representing more 
than 3,500 organizations and businesses, 
including publishers, catalog firms, list bro­
kers, advertising agencies and other groups 
that use direct marketing. 

By registering with this service, your name 
will be removed from major U.S. mailing lists 
for five years. Most national direct-mail firms, 
including giants such as L . L . Bean, Lands' 
End and the National Wildlife Federation, all 
use this service. Registering with this service, 
however, does not affect mail from local or 
regional fundraisers or businesses. 

To register, send your name and address, 
plus all name variations under which you and 
members of your household receive mail, to 
Mail Preference Service, Direct Marketing 
Association, P.O. Box 3861, New York, N Y 
10163-3861. 

Be patient. The service sends an updated 
mailing list to participating businesses and 
organizations only four times a year, so you 
may not see results immediately. 

As long as you are contacting the Direct 
Marketing Association, you also may wailt to 
register with the Telephone Preference Service. 
The association will put your name and phone 
number on a list distributed to participating 

members, so you will not receive unsolicited 
sales calls from them. 

To register, send your name, address, area 
code and telephone number to Telephone Pref­
erence Service, at the Direct Marketing Asso­
ciation address listed above. 

You.are probably on an in-house mailing list 
if you are a member of an organization, have 
bought merchandise from a mail-order compa­
ny or if someone has given you a mail-order 
gift. Contact these companies and tell them to 
remove your name from their in-house list. Be 
sure to specify that either you want all mail­
ings from them stopped or your want to contin­
ue to receive their materials but want your 
name removed from lists they rent or trade. 

First contact national companies and organi­
zations, which give out your name more fre­
quently; then contact regional, state and local 
businesses and groups. 

You can cut down on the number of catalogs 
you get in the mail by specifying how many 
you want per year. A growing number of cata­
log companies are letting consumers set the 
limit. Simply complete and return the card 
inserted in most catalogs. 

If you get mail from a company or organiza­
tion with which you do not do business, the 
group has probably rented or U^ded for your 
name. Write to them or call their toll-free num­
ber and tell them you do not wish to receive 
their mailings. 

Give out your name and address only when 
it is absolutely necessary, and then request that 
it not be given to anyone else.

But how can you spend the 
time investigating investment ideas i f you're 
part of a fast-track, duaicarcer family With 
only enough free time for a couple of 
smooches and howdy-dos? 

Accortiing to tax attomey-turned-invest-
ment-guru-author Mary L . Sprouse, there are 
plenty of Ways, to invest your hard earned 
money Without having to invest your hard 
earned spare time. 

She outlines her invesunent guide for two-
earaers With no time for investing in her book 
"Sprouse's Two-Earner Money Book" 
(Viking). 

And it doesn't take long to breeze through 
the "seven speedy investments" she lists. 

• E E savings bonds. Sprouse says these

But she says that's not the real rea­
son they're a great catch. It's because of 

their safety and simplicity factor. They're 
hacked by the federal government anii are sold 
at 50 percent face value.

The bonds pay a variable interest rate 
adjusted every six months to keep in step with 
infladon. And the interest is exempt from state 
and federal taxes until you cash them in. 

To find out more about the series E E bonds 
contact your bank or credit union. 

• Certificates of deposit This is low-main­
tenance investing. Many institutions offer CDs 
with variable interest rates and lengdi of 
deposit and minimum opening balances. 

When you're notified your C D is about to 
expire, you can simply tell the bank to roll it 
over and you're off investing again. 

• Money market mutual funds. According 
to Sprouse, diis is the spot for your money if 
your interested in yield, liquidity and safety. 

She recommends When shopping for a 
money fund, look at its yield over the past 12 
months. 

The minimum initial investment usually is 
about $1,000. You can add to this at anytime 
without penalty. And you can conduct all 
U-ansactions by mail or phone. 

• U.S. IVeasury Inlnds. Here's another risk-
free investment like tile E E Bonds. With Trea­
sury bonds you can invest $1,000 for bonds 
that will mature from one to 10 years and pay 

interest rate 
twice a year. 

The length of maturity 
determines the interest rate. The 

longer the maturity, the higher the inter­
est rate. 

• Blue-chip stocks. Sprouse calls these the 
"aristocracy of stocks." 

The reputation comes from their trustworthi­
ness and proven earnings records. But they 
aren't cheap to get into. 

Some of the more notable companies are 
Coca-Cola, AT&T, Bristol-Myers and General 
Motors. What makes them good catches is that 
they pay high dividends consistentiy. 

If you have the cash these are great long-
term buys. You receive good dividends quar­
terly and die chances are better than average 
that the price of the stock will go up. 

However, you are playing the stock market, 
wilich takes time in the beginning to fmd the 
right stock. But once you've chosen, you can 
sit back and reap die divies. 

• Stock mutual funds. Investing in tills 
mode allows you to play tile stock market but 
in a passive manner. 

When you invest in one of these funds you 
place your money in a company that pools 
money from tilousands of investors to buy and 
sell securities. 

Sprouse says these are clear Winners over 
individual stocks because of tiie diversification 
and minimum of effort required on your part 
outside of tile investment. 

She recommends holding tile fund for at 
least five years to allow for rebounds and 
downturns. 

• Single-premium life and universal life II 
insurance. Sprouse says tiiese allow busy 
investors to build up tax-defened earnings. 
Because these two are primarily investment 
vehicles, she advises you don't buy tiiem to 
meet your life insurance needs. 

They may be good, but she says the only 
real appeal is tax benefits because returns tend 

to be lower than witil other invest­
ments. 

I N V E S T M E N T T E C H N I Q U E S 
In addition to her "seven speedy 

investments" she also includes "seven 
quick investing techniques." 

Sprouse says these techniques are 
to saving and investing What fast 
food is to eating out 

• Automatic payrcdl deduction 
plans. This one is easy and pain­
less. Money is deducted out of 
your check before you even knew 
you had it. You decide the 
amount and how often you want 
it deducted. This can be 
ananged through your employer, 

bank or credit union. 
• Deferred pay (401 )k plans. This is a 

non-taxable way to insure savings tilrough 
your company. Also, your savings grow taxde-
ferred and most employers wi l l put in a match­
ing amount to your contributions. 

' Company profit-sharing plans. Earnings 
are tax-deferred, but don't invest until you 
know for sure how well the company is doing, 
has done and is predicting to do, advises 
Sprouse. 

• Employee stock purchase plans. You can 
easily invest in your own company's stock by 
having it deducted from your paycheck. And 
you are not taxed on any gain or loss until you 
sell tile stock. 

• Company savings plans. Opting for this 
plan, Sprouse says, you give authorization to 
your employer to invest part of your salary in a 
stock or bond fund. Your employer may make 
matching contributions, each company has dif­
ferent mles on tiiis plan, so check with your 
employer 

• Dollar-cost averaging. This technique 
works best with no-load mutual funds. 

According to Sprouse, you invest a fixed 
amount like $100 a month. She says tile best 
way to do this is to arrange an automatic tians-
fer between your bank and a mutual fund. 

Over tile long term, she says, you end up 
buying stocks at a median rather than high or 
low price. But you have to go with a fund, 
because tiie commission on small purchases of 
stocks would take most of your money. 

• Dividend reinvestment plans. Sprouse 
calls tills tiie laziest way to increase a portfo-
lio. A l l you do is have tile company you've 
invested in reinvest your dividends in addition­
al shares. 

Most of Sprouse's easy to do investments 
and techniques make good financial sense in 
tiiese higher-tiian-average tax times. 

The best ones, and tiie easiest ones, are 
those that allow automatic deductions from 
your paycheck, since you save on the taxes. 
And if you hold out long enough, you will be 
able to take advantage of the tax breaks when 
you're of retirement age.

S a v v y s t r a t e g i e s f o r t a x i n g t i m e s

Despite all claims to tile contrary, it's more 
complicated than ever to file an income tax 
return. "Simplified" forms notwitiistanding, 
tax time means it's time to stock up not only 
on scratch paper and calculator batteries, but 
also aspirin. 

While folks with a mind for figures and rel­
atively simple financial situations probably can 
complete the forms on tiieir own, few people 
today actually plan and manage tiieir tax situa­
tion alone. 

People witil any doubts Whatsoever about 
tiieir return—or ways to minimize tiieir 
taxes—would be wise to seek die assistance of 
a qualified fmancial expert. A ta~ adviser can 
help maximize tax savings for last year, a 
financial planner can help plan for tax-saving 
opportiinities in tile future. 

What follows are additional suggestions for 
taming the annual taxing ritual. 

F I L I N G F I N E S S E 
• File as early as possible if you expect a 

refund. The earlier you send in your tax return, 
tiie sooner you'll get your money out of the 
government's coffers—wheie it earns nothing 
— and into your own savings account or 
investinents. 

• Consider taking tiie standard deduction 
occasionally if you have only modest write­
offs. That way, you can bunch payment of 
deductible expenses into a subsequent year 
when it will be more to your advantage to 
itemize. 

• If you're married, consider filing separate 
returns. Joint filers typically pay less 
tax, however, separate filing 
can save i f one spouse 
has a much 
lower adjusted 
gross income tiian 
tiie other and a rel­
atively large sum of 
deductions based on 
tiie size of the A G l , 
such as medical. 

• If you're sin­
gle or divorced 
aild contribute 
to tile support 
of a child 
who lives 
witil the 

otiier parent, consider filing as head of house­
hold. You' l l get a higher standard deduction 
and pay at a lower tax rate. 

• File a retum even if you owe no tax. The 
IRS cannot be sure whether taxes are due or 
not until the retum has been prepared and 
filed. Also, a parent may be eligible for earned 
income credit, which means he actually may 
receive money even i f no taxes are owed. 

• Double check forms before mailing to tiie 
IRS—even fomis prepared by a pro frequently 
contain costly enors. Also, check all docu­
ments, such as W-2 and lCt99 forms, against 
your year-end pay stub and otiier records for 
accuracy. 

T R O U B L E S H O O T I N G T O P I C S 
• If you can't pay in full tiie amount of taxes 

due, don't ignore tiie filing deadline. Double-
search for ways to raise the funds, making sure 
you don't overtook assets such as savings 
bonds.stocks or loans taken out on a cash-
value insurance policy, 401(k) plan or home-
equity line of credit 

If you still come up short, pay what you can 
and the IRS will bill you for tiie rest Penalties 
for failing to file are worse tiian for fail­
ing to pay, and borrowing to cover a 
tax shortfall will cost less tiian 
paying tiie IRS penalties. 

• If you have a 
frusti'ation to 
vent witil 
the 
govern­
ment, 
tiiink 

twice before using your tax retum to make 
your point. The law imposes suict penalties for 
filing a frivolous retum. 

• Not all tax preparers are honest Red flags 
indicating that a tax preparer could be setting 
you up for an audit or ripping off your refund: 
asking you to sign eitiier a blank form or a 
retum filled out in pencil; requesting tiiat the 
refund be sent directiy to the preparer, promis­
ing a refund without having seen your finan­
cial information; taking as his fee a percentage 
of what he saves you by preparing your retum. 

• If, after filing your retum, you find a mis­
take, file an amended retum. 

Y E A R - R O U N D S T R A T E G I E S 
While most folks wait until year-end—or 

even April 14—to tiiink about taxes, tilere is 
plenty that the tax-savvy can do yearround to 
ease tiie tax burden. 

• Adjust withholding. If you regularly 
receive a refund, you're making interest-free 
loans to tiie government. To 
increase your take-
home pay and 

put some of tiiat money to work earning for 
you year-round, ask your company payroll 
office for a W-4 form. Complete the form's 
worksheets to calculate the correct number of 
witiiholding allowances so tiiat tiie amount 
witiiheld Will more closely match your tax lia­
bility. 

• Contribute to a 401 (k) plan. These plans 
not only allow you to save for retirement, they 
also help reduce current taxes since the money 
contributed is added on a pretax basis. 

• Many people save money all year in tax­
able savings accounts in order to make one 
lump-sum contribution to tileir IRA at yearend. 
They're missing out on montiis of tax-deferred 
earnings that could be realized by making sev­
eral deposits throughout tile course of tiie year. 

• Pay child care with pretax dollars tiirough 
an employer-sponsored dependent-care reim­
bursement account Under such programs, 
employees can set aside up to $5,000 pretax 
dollars each year to pay for child care. 

• Organize a tax record-keeping system. One 
simple system: Label envelopes With tiie vari­
ous categories of deductions recommended by 
your tax consultant. Each montii when you 
reconcile your checkbook, place your montii's 
receipts in tiie respective envelopes until tiie 
end of tiie year when you tally them and bring 
tile totals to your accountant

what you need for
