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City reviews plan for new parks

The new Rotary Park should be “usable”
sometime this year, Novi Parks and Recreation
Director Dan Davis says.

Every time you buy a ticket for the annual
raflle of a vintage car at the Michigan "30s Fest-
val, the Novi Rotary will be thal much further
along In [ts goal of raising $100,000 for the park
over the next three to four years.

As the flrst step toward “usability,” $75.,000
worth ol trails and a parldng area are expected to
be built at Rotary Park In 1993.

In 1994, $150,000 could be spent to put up
two picnic shelters, playground equipment and
two tennis courts there, This project, like several
others, will rely in part on the ciiy’s abllity towin

grants.

It's also anlicipated that volunteers will tum
out to help build Rotary Park.

Novi's recreation programs are growing at an
average rate of 10 to 15 percent each year,

To help anticipate future needs, on March 15,
the parks and recreation commission's annual
update of Its five-year master plan won Novi Clty
Council approval, with some reservations, The

document is submitted to government agencles
as part of grant applications.

Several city councll members questioned the
lack of soccer and other playing flelds In thermas-
ter plan’'s wish list, while an 18-hole golf course
Is included as a municipal need.

At the request of Nancy Cassis, sofiball and
soccer fields were added to the list. Council
Member Joseph Toth, who spoke out against the
golf course, didn't support the master plan.

“I have serious reservations about the city get-
ting involved in the golf business,” Councll Mem-
ber Tim Pope also said.

Several recreation proposals are expected to
come up for discusslon again this spring.

In April, a citizens committee exploring the
possibility of an indoor and an outdoeor municl-

The board reviewed the new
proposed pollcy, which outlines the
district’s definitfon of sexual har-
assment, the steps that officials will
take in investigating a charge of im-
proper behavior and the possible
penalties for such activity.

The policy states that “students
are entitled to enjoy a school envi-
ronment that is free from sex discri-
mination and sexual insuit, Intimi-
datlon or harassment.”

Sexual harassment can include,
the policy continues, unwelcome
sexual advances or a request for
sexual favors, It also includes pres-
suring a student to submit to such

conduct and linking his or her sub-
misslon or rejection of those re-
quests to educational development,
rights, opportunities and decisions.
Sexual harassment ofa student,
the policy continues, has the effect
of“unreasonably interferringwitha
student’s educational performance
or creating an intimidating, hostlle
or offenslve educational
environment.”
Examples of sexual harassment
may include, the policy says:
¥ unwelcome teasing, Jokes, re-
marks and questions;
B deliberate touching, grabbing,
brushing against the body, con-

stant leering or ogling, fondling,
patting and pinching, kissing, ex-
poslng oneself, whistling or touch-
Ing oneself sexually:

& letters, telephone calls, or mater-
lals of a sexual nature, grafliti or in-
decent propositions;

B pressure and/or requests for
sexual favors;

E sexual assault and rape.

The policy also noles that some
acts of sexual harassment may vio-
Iate state laws prohibiting child ab-
use as well.

Details of contract
released by board

Many teachers in the Novi Com-
munity School District will receive
substantial pay raises over and
above the yearly increases that are
part of thelr new three-year
contract.

Justhowmuch the Increases will
be and which teachers will be eligl-
ble for them s explained (n the con-
tract, which Includes a “salary mat-
rix” for each of the coming three
years, the wording of which was re-
leased to The Nout News last week
by the district.

The Novi Board of Education ap-
proved the new contract, along with
agreements for two other union
groups, by a 6-1 vote at its Feb. 25
meeting. The contracts call for
teachers to recetve a 3.75 percent
increase next year, a 3.9 percentin-
crease in 1999-95 and a 4 pervent
increase in 1995-96.

Those figures, however, do not

Include increases teachers will re-
cetve for additional seniority and
education. Those are covered by an
11-step scale. Salarfes increase
each year a teacher remains with
the district, from flrst to eleventh.
Teachers recelve increases beyond
that for further grad uate educatfon,
as well.

Nonetheless, the cost to the
budget for the new contract will rep-
resent an increase of only 5.47 per-
cent, according to Novi's finance
manager James Koster,

About 55.5 percent of the teach-
ing staff in the district are still on
the 11-year scale. The remaining
44.5 percent receive longevity pay
of an addjtional 3 percent ralse In
their thirteenth year, 6 percent in
year 18 and 9 percent (n year 23,
Teachers beyond their eleventh
year and not inyear 13, 180r 23 re-
ceive only the new 3.75-, 3.9- and
4-percent increases of the contract,

Northville city Fire Chief Jim Allen
said his depariment is not soliciting
funds either, and added that the de-
partment would attemp! to notify re-

sidents first,

"Il we are going todoanything, first
of allwe'll put It in the paper,” he said.
Also, local Arefighters would do the
actual calling.

Allen added that he has heard of
recent donation requests from a
group that labels ftself Michigan
Firefighters.

“There mayvery well be a Michigan
Fireflghters organization, but it's no-
thing that the local department is as-
soclated with or dertves any benefit
from.* he said.

Fundralsing requests for the Vet-
erans of Forelgn Wars may be legiti-
rmate, according to astatespokesper-
son, depending on who is making the
request.

Glenn Carnes, state adjutant for
the Department of Michigan VFW,
sajd the Lansing-based group has

contracted with a telemarketing flrm
operating under the name Velerans
Services, Inc., which is conducting a
phone fundraising campaign and of-
fering Items for sale. The firm is
licensed with the state attorney gen-
eral, he said.

“We've had them under contract
for about four years,” Carnes said.
“They have several products like
flags, fire extinguishers, trash bags
and flrst aid kits.”

While local posts like Northville

The increases on the step scale
can be large ones, especlally when
combined with the contract
increases.

A {lrst year teacher with a bache-
lor's degree in 1992-93 will receive a
10.25-percent Increase next year, as
a result of a contract increase and
moving up to step 2 on the scale.

A current second-year teacher
with a bachelor's degree will recelve
an 9.5 percent increase, as they get
the base increase and move up to
step J.

A third-year teacher with a bache-
lor's degree Lhis year who attains 15
hours of graduate credit by next year
will recejve a 14.8-percent Increase,
the result of base, step and educa-
tional attainment Increases.

A teacher in his or her sixth year
now, with a bachelor's degree and at
least 15 hours of graduate credit, can
recelve a 19.5-percent lncrease next
year i he or she completes a master’s
degree by next year.

A teacher with a master's degree
and In his or her elghth year with the
district now will receive a 10.5-per-
cent raise next year as aresult of step
and base increases.

been a victim of sexual harassrnent,
the policy states, the student should
report It to the school principal. The
principal will then ask for a written
statemment from the student, and the
names of any witnesses to the alleged
event.

If the accused {s another student,
the prineipal will interview that stu-
dent and any witnesses, and review
the records of both the accused and
complaining students for any history
of relevant problems.

The principal, the policy con-
tinues, will decide when it is the best
time to contact the complaining stu-
dent’s parents, and will make a deci-
sion about the complaint. All infor-
mation will be kept strictly
confidential.

If the principal's decislon is that
the complaint isn't valid, the policy
says, the investigation will be closed
and no record will be placed (nthe ac-
cused student's file, The principal
will discuss the matter with the com-
plaining student, the accused and
any other students who might know
about the matter.

If, on the other hand, the principal

finds that an act of sexual harass-
ment has taken place, he or she will
discuss the matter with adminlistra-
tion officials and decide what to do,
including reassigning the offender,
when possihble.

Those involved wili be notified of
what decislon ofllclals reach as to the
disciplinary action to be taken
against the offender.

Ifa student accuses a district em-
ployee of sexual harassment, the pol-
icy says that the buflding principal
involved will consult with admi-
nistration officials immediately. Of-
clals will investigate the charge as
fully as possible, Including interview-
ing the accused and contacting the
complaining student's parents.

If the complaint is found to be
without merit, the policy states that
the matter will be closed and no re-
cord will go into the employee’s file,

If the complaint is found to have
been substantiated by the Investiga-
tion, however, the policy states that
administration officlals will decide
the best course of action, including
possible dismlssal of the employee.

The board may approve the new
policy as early as April 1, the date of
its next meeting.

There have been instances in
nearby communities in which too much
publicity about land negotiations for
parks caused the price to escalate after
voter approval was given. The resuit was
an excessive price paid for the Jand by
the community and its taxpayers.

There will be plenty of time after the
fact to assess council's performance in
these negotiations, to determine
whether the delay was the result of heel-
dragging or just good haggling. For now,
the public pressure may actually be
counterproductive,

It may just be tantamount to that
wide-eyed expression on the face of a
street shopper that betrays to a vendor
he can and will get whatever price he
demands.

Speedier tax collection
barely survives Senate

week in the state Senateona 19-15
vole,

“It's a tax Increase of $9 million
onthe medium and large retatlers of
this state,” objected Sen. Debble
Stabenow, D-Lansing, a probable
candidate for governor. “We are not
balancing the budget without rats-
ing taxes.”

Sen. Fred Dillingham, R-
Fowlerville, agreed and added, *It
also hurts the small business of this
state.”

Senate Bills 437 and 438, spon-

'sored by Sen. Robert Geake, R-

Northvllle, move up tax collection
dates and eliminale a collection fee
for retailers.

Geake said they were part of Gov.
John Engler's plan to balance the
budget in the face of revenue short-
falls in a lackluster economy.
Spending cuts also are included.
The bills now go to the House.

Sens. Jack Faxon, D-
Famington Hiils, whose disirict in-
cludes Novl, and Gealee voted yes.

Voting no was David Honigman,
R-West Bloomfleld.

Consumers who pay the state’s 4
percent sales tax and use tax will
notice no changes, but retatlers will
be affected.

State Treasurer Doug Roberts
sald the bills will:

M Improve Treasury's cash flow by
$100 million by advancing the due
date for retallers to pay.

These varietals
are enjoyable
and affordable

People who drink wine, as opposed to collect-
ing it, enjoy browsing wine shops in search of
that elusive bargain — a tasty, Inexpensive
pour.

Experience can be a tough teacher, since
quality and price frequently go hand in hand.
As with most things, you soon learm that you
get what you pay for.

If you are open to a suggestion, remember
the name Fortant de France. This brand of vins
de pays (French country wines} is new to the
Detroll metro area and includes five 100 per-
cent varielal wines — cabernet sauvignon, mer-
lot, syrah, chardonnay and sauvignon blanc.

The chardonnay Is priced at $7 while the
others can be purchased for $6 per bottle at
most local wine retailers. Rather than using
French place-names such as Corbleres or
Minervois, familiar varietal {grape) names ap-
pear on the label,

All are solid, warming, generously fruity
wines intended 1o be consumed, not aged. At
these prices, it {3 possible to enjoy wine In the
middle of the week with everyday fare of fish,
chicken, beef stew, ham, sausage or
hamburgers.

We were particularly tmpressed with the
1992 Fortant de France Sauvignon Blanc and
the 1991 Merlot. The sauvignon blanc is fresh
and fruity with aromas of melons and
grapefrult with a delicate touch of grass, the
characteristic smell of fresh sauvignon blanc
grapes. The 1991 Meriot is sofl and velvety
with good length.

“We want our merlot to be a drinkable, ap-
proachable wine for current enjoyment,” said
winemaker Philippe Tolleret,

Qur question for Tollerel was how can you
make these wines In France, ship them to the
United States and charge only $6-$7 per
bottle? He explained that the wines of Fortant
de France are grown in the Languedoc-
Rousstllon where the weather is warm and vin-
eyard Jand is cheap.

The Languedoc-Roussilloen {pronounced LON-
“gwih-doc roo- see-YOHN) Is 250 miles Jong and
60 miles wide extending along the French Me-

diterranean coast from the Spanish border to
the Rhone River. “Within this very large region
there are 800,000 potential vineyard acres, one-
third of the vineyard acreage in all of France,”
sald Tolleret. “This is five times more vineyard
area than in Australia.”

Within the Languedoc-Roussillon there are
three major climates. The hot, humid Mediter-
ranean zone Is planted to chardonnay, merlot
and cabernet sauvignon. Sauvignon blane,
syrah and grenache are planted on chalky,
gravelly slopes In a cooler reglon that benefits
from the warming influence of the sea. Other
varfetals are planted in the foothills of a moun-
tain range known as the Massif Central. Here
there is a warm, summer drought preceded by
cold springs and followed by low autumn
temperatures.

Besides making wine, it has been Tolleret's
responsibility to encourage growers to plant
new varietals and determine the adaptability of
mﬁs vines to the region’s varled climates and
solls,

“We work with 120 growers,” he sald. "We
tell them what grapes to plant and exactly how
to grow them. We reward the growers who fol-

Good cooks know the secret of special dishes is spending the time required fo reduce the sauce.

TAKING STOCK

Take the time to make sauce taste special

Many a cook has had a similar experi-
ence: [ was having dinner in a restaurant
when suddenly I thought of the pasta

- satice [ had been cooking at home, to be

eaten on another night, 1 did tum it off,
didn't 1? Don't worty, I thought, Fmsure I
turmed ofl the flame before we left.

Back home an houror solater, Idiscov-
ered that the sauce was still cocking. A
Little while longer, and I would have had a
bumed mess on my hands.

We had returned at just the right time,
quite literally so, because in its concent-
ration of flavors, that sauce turned out to
be one of the best I had ever made.

By happenstance, [ had given: myself a
review of the hardest lesson in cooking:
Satices require strenuous reductions.
You must take the time to allow excess lig-
ulds to boll away to achteve the best
resulta,

This is the hardest lesson not because
It poses a particularly difficult task, After
all, reduction seldom requires more of the
cook than standing there and keeping an
eye on p; . with maybe an occa-
sional stir, It's hard because it's so very
easy to averlook or just to skip,

The coolt often becomnes tmpatient as
the liquid bolls and decids, “Ch, that's
enough.” The result Is a thin and disap-
pointing sauce. Or the cook may hold

bark from sulficient reduction for fear
that the sauce will burn — as, indeed, it
might If you don't pay attention.

But the cook who has the patience and
fortitude to let suilicient reduction take
place will be rewarded with superor
flavor.

Texture will benefit, too, as I learned in
sampling meals by two acclaimed French
chefs. Roger Verge of Mougins, near Can-
nes, and Alain Ducasse of Mente Carlos —
Michelin three-star laureates both. Oneof
the factors that separated their dishes
from the best produced by other chefs was
the rich texture of the sauces, agaln the

restlt of careful reduction.
Of course, toend up witha good reduc-

tion, you have to have something worth
reducing. This Is particularly true for tex-
ture. Many recipes call for stock or broth,
and even careful cooks often resort to
canned produets. (I'm not pointing an ac-
cusing finger; E've done it often enough
mysell, begrudging the time it takes to
prepare a good stock.)

Canned bouillons may have an accept-
able flavor, but, without exception, they
have nio body at all, The gelatin that meat
bones give to a long-simmered stock
clearly has been removed in the commer-
cial products, presurnably to be sold in
some other form. This becomes obvious
when you chill canned stock. Instead of
Jelling, it remains as watery as ever. Such
an element will never reduce down to that

[ine lip-sealing richness that a good meat
sauce should have.

The subject of reduction offers an occa-
sion to urge you to make your own stock.
Although the process takes time, it needs
very litle attention for most of the
duration.

‘Homemade Stock {General Procedure)

Quantities depend onthe size of the
stock pot: Use your largest pot for this,
Making alot is hardly any more trouble
than preparing a little, and stock is
wonderful to bave on hand.
® Meat. You can use scrap chicken parts
{such as backs and necks), beef bones
and/or veal bones, or some of each, The
most prized stock is made with veal, but
the bones are hard to comeby, For best re-
sults, be sure the bones have at least
some meat on them.,

Do not use pork, lamb, or other poul-
try, which will impart offtastes to the
stock (unless, of course, you have a parti-
cular need for such a flavor.)

Put bones in large baking pans and
place Ina 450 F oven for 30to 40 minutes,
until the meat browns. Place bones in
stockpot, arranglng them compactly. Dis-
card fat in baking pans, but add any
browned particles to the pat. Cover with
water by one inch.

The art of making stock requires that
you use no more water than necessary;
even here, we do not want too much dilu-

tion. Bring to a boil and reduce to a very
gentle simmer, skimming any scum that
rises to the surface, for one hour or so,
Then add vegetables and herbs.

& Vegetables, herbs. Vegetables add val-
uable flavor. Primary vegetables would be
ortons, carrots, and celery. Leave the
brown skins on the onlons, these will im-
partka surprising amount of color to the
stock,

You also may add parsnips and well-
washed leeks. A very small amount of to-
mato would be acceptable, but you don't
want to turn it into tomato sauce. Mu-
shroom seraps may be added.

Do not use potatoes or members of the
cabbage family, such as cauliflower or
brussels sprouts, or turnips.

For herbs, use thyme, parsley and bay
leaves, tied in cheesecloth to facilitate Ja-
ter removal.

® Cooking time. Chicken requlres only
an hour or two of simmering, but beel and
veal need at least eight hours for full ex-
traction of flavor and body — some say 12
hours. The stock needs very little atten-
tion during this time; merely maintain a
very slow simmer. You can stop and re-
start the cooking,

When cooking Is complete, remove sollds from
the stock. Using a skimmer or fat-separation de-
vice, remove as much fat as you can, Then, over
high heat, botl down liquid until you end up with
enough to fll a large saucepan. Cool, then chill

t. Remove remaining fat. Bring to a full
boll and reduce further, to a quart or less,

! start out with a 16-gallon stock pot and end up
with a quart or less of concentrate. The concen-
trate may be refrigerated for a few days. For longer
storage, freeze. It's convenient (o [reeze the re-
duced stock in cubes, when solld, place in sealed
plastic bags and return to freezer. To reconstitute,
dissolve in hot waler.

The undlluted concentrate, kmown as Glace de
Viande, may be added In small spoonfuls to any
sauce that needs more depth of flavor.

Note on flsh stocks: Stocks made with fish and
seafood cannot sustain the sarne degree of reduc-
tion as meat and poultry stocks. They become
acrid if bolled down more than about half,

The best way to achieve a strong fish stock
{called fumetin French cookingj s to use only aml-
nimum amount of water to cook the {Ish or seafood
SCTaps.

Note on safety: It's never a good idea to leave
anything cocking on the stove top unattended.
Stock requires virtually ne action on the cook's
part as It simmers, but someone should be around
1o keep an eye on it, if only casually.

We're golng to review the hardest lesson and de-
monstrate that, really, it isn't that hard at all.
Cooks who show a litlle perseverance will win
thorugh In the end,

This recipe is one of the classics of the tradl-
tional Frenich kitchen, and it tllustrates the reduc-

tion process. Much the same technique can be
used lor any brown sauce, such as that produced
with beel stew.

This dish Is sometimes made with a particular
wine, as in Coq au Chambertin, While use of a fine

vintage may result in a more distinguished dish,
the difference is marginal. Anyway, at today's
prices, you would be crazy to use a fine burgundy
such as Chambertin. Instead, use a drinkable,
well-flavored red wine. such as zinfadel. The dish
also can be made with white wine, though this Is
not characteristic.

1 chicken, about 3 pounds, cut into serving
pleces or the equivalent in chicken parts (see note)

In a large frying pan with lid, brown chicken
pleces in hot oll. Here again, patlence pays off —
glve chicken pleces a good color. Reserve chicken.
Discard excess fat.

Add chopped onion, carrot and garlic to pan
and saute gently unti} tender but nat brown, 5 mi-
nutes or so, Add wine. Now comes the llrst reduc-
tion, Tum heat to high and rapidly boil down lig-
utd untilonlyabout ¥ cupremainds, usilngaspa-
tula to scrape up any browned bits in pan. Liquid
will become syrupy.

Return chicken to pan and quickly add stock.
You want chicken to be mostly but not entlrely im-
mersed. Better to have a bit too little than too
much; excessllquid would be a nuisanceto reduce
later. For this reason, don't add extra waler.

Stir in tomato paste and herbs in thelr cheese-
cloth package. Arrange onlons around chicken.
Bring pan to a full boll, then reduce heat to sim-
mer. Caver pan. As you trim mushrooms, add
trimmings to sauce.

Simmer gently for about 20 minutes, tuming
chicken and onlons partway through cooking.
Chicken is done when it no longer exudes red
Jjuices when punctured with fork. Donot overcook.
Remove chicken to aserving piate and keep warmt.

1f onlons are not tender, let them simmer in
sauce for a few minutes more, then reserve with
chicken.

Now for more reduction: Raise heat tohigh and
quickly boil down sauce until it Is reduced by half
or more. While sauce is boiling, add trimmed mu-
shreoms for about four minutes, until they are
cooked. Reserve mushrooms with chicken. Pro-
ceed with reductlon. Sauce should thicken
slightly,

In informal service, you can Jeave chopped veg-
etables in sauce; for more elegant presentalions,
strain them out. Season sauce with salt and pep-
per as needed. Return to chicken, onlens and mu-
shrooms to pan with sauce; heat through. Gam-

ish with parsley.

low our method and produce ripe fla-
vorful frult that goes into our wines.”

To do this, growers had to be per-
suaded to rip out old, tradidonal var-
leties and plant the grapes that Tol-
[eret requires for his 100 percenl var-
letal wines. He convinced them to

restrict their yleld and stress quality.

Tolleret wants mature grapes flor
the chardonnay which Is 20- o
30-percent barrel fermented and
aged for six months in cak. “We do
not let our chardonnay undergo ma-
lolactic fermentation because It
speeds the aging process,” said Tol-

leret. “We want to retain the fresh
fruit character in our wines.”

To increase the intensity of the
syrah, Tolleret draws off 20 percent of
the juice before fermentation. This
leaves less julce In contact with the
skins and offers greater concentra-
ticn and color.

At Fortant de France, we achieve
easy-drinking red wines by avolding
the harsh tannins we get in the south
of France,” Tolleret sald. “We get fla-
vor and length on the palate by em-
ploying a long maceration in which
the grapes remain in contact with the
Juice for up to 20 days and give the
wines just a touch of barrel age.”
