All lots abutting
Ten Mile and Beck Roads will have the benefit of
a 15-foot greenbelt easement.

Planning Consultant Brandon Rogers recom-
mended tentative preliminary plat approva] for
the plan.

Singh asks to build
a second complex

Twelve Oaks Townhomes, it
would seem, s doing so well that it's

expanding,

The Singh Development Com-
pany, which controls the Nowl res-
dential development, is looking to
bulild a second tawnhouse develop-
ment called Twelve Oaks Town-
homes II, right next to the existing
complexon Haggerty Road between
Nine and Ten Mile roads. And now
they're one step closer to doing that.

Company representatives
sought and recetved needed per-
mits from the Novi Planning Com-
mission at its March 18 meeting,
The commission held a public hear-
ing to decide If it would grant preli-
minary site plan approval for the
project, as well as a woodlands per-
mit. The commission did so after
the hearing.

Representatives also asked for
and recelved commission approval
of a small office addition to Twelve
Oaks Townhomes 1, which les
north of Stonehenge Boulevard.

The Townhomes II plan calls for

1B attached two and three bedroom
units on a 2.74-acre site. They will
take the form of three six-unit, two-
story 137-foot-long buildings.

“Haggerty Road is intended 1o
constitute the front yard,” sald
Planning Consuitant Brandon Ro-
gers in a report on the subject. The
buildings observe the required
50-foot setback from the road's
right of way, he added.

Access to Stonehenge Boulevard
would be vla a 28-foot paved road-
way. The complex will tap into the
city water system under the plan.
Five-foot sidewalks are proposed in
the Haggerty Road right of way from
218 feet south of Stonehenge
Boulevard to 1,278 feet north of
that thoroughfare. The sidewalks
will traverse both the exsting
Townhomes [ site and the proposed
Townhomes II site.

Currently, 42 parking spaces are
planned for, including two for each
dwelling unit, one of which {3 a gar-
age. Six additional spaces are also
provided for visitors In the revised
site plan, versus only three In the

would be rolled back to a 3-percent
{ncrease. The average state equalized
valuation increase in Novi {s at nine
percent this year.

He added that the sales tax hike is
expected to bring in $1.8 billion
annually.

“I hope people pay attention . . . A
lot of people go to the polla and vote
no because the plan is not the ideal
solutlon, There is no ideal solution,”
said Bullard, a backer of Proposal C,
a tax reform plan nixed by voters in
Novemnber.

“It's up toyou to look at the prop-
osal and say ‘is this better than what
we've got now? "

He added that he expects the
House might pass the plan this week
or next week.

Relying on property owners to {l-
nance education {s unfair and penal-
izes senfor citizens for staying In their
homes, Dobb said,

*1 am committed to the fact that
you can't offer a property tax relief
program that doesn't change how
you fnance the schools . . . It's the
property ownera and the propcrty tax
paying taxpayer who are ready to re-
volt,* she pointed out.

“The quality of a child's education
should not bear a relatlonship to the
value of the home they live in, It Is the

responsiblity of all of us to contribute
to education in the State of Michigan
and we should contribute based on
our ability to pay.”

Both scolded Michigan voters for
not becoming informed on the issues
and staylng away from the polls, es-
peclally durng school elections.

“How many of you vote Int school
electlons? We have less than S or 6
percent of our voters who are a major
influence on cur property taxes. You
should be at every school board
meeting and ask them to cut the
spending. Does anyone remember
when a millage has been defeated n
this community?™ asked Dobb,
whose constituency Includes por-
tions of the Walled Lake scheol
district.

In a December Novi school district
election to raise money for expatl-
sions and improvements to school
buildings, 10 percent of the regis-
tered voters turned out. A total of
1,046 individuals voted yes, pasaing
the .757 mill tax hike. The number of
registered voters is the Novi school
district 1s 17,249

But Fleming, a senior citizen,
wasn't sure the new tax proposal
alone is the answer.

*Both of you haven't hit the main
lasue,” he told the state
representatives,

Reform coming to a head soon

The school finance debate — over
property tax cuts and “equity” be-
tween districts — will come to & head
In Lansing in the coming weeks.

Fowlerville.
B Engler on Friday unveiled his
budget for fiscal 1993-94 after leak-
ing word he would propose guaran-
teeing every district $4,200 per pupil.
Roughly half the state's 265 districts
have less than that.

No tax hikes will be proposed to
pay for it. Engler said Soclal Security
and retirement payments for out-of-
formula districts will be cut —
another *Robin Hood™ plan.

R-Port Hu-
ron. DeCrow caontends it's wrong to
give wealthier districts even a dime in
categorical ald when there is such a
massive disparity between districts,

Engler's $4,200 figure is $500 be-
low an equalizing measure proposed
by the Bipartisan Legisiative Team.
BLT wants aflat $4,700 per pupil fig-
ure, with statewide residential tax
base sharing and an increased in-
come tax.

M- The House Taxation Committee

reported out the BLT plan a week ago,

but it is languishing on the House
calendar because backers fear it
lacks a majority to pass.

B A union representing 355 teach-
ers in the well-to-do Grand Repids
suburb of Forest Hills voted 94 per-
cent In favor of a two-year salary
freeze. It sent a message to teachers
in other out-of-formula districts
across Michigan.

The fear: The state will cut their
funds, either through “recapturing”
retirement and categorical pay-
ments, or a property tax cut with no
reimbursements.

Superintendent Michael Wash-
burn, former chief of Garden City
schools, guaranteed the jobs of all ex-
isting faculty. Union president Wil-

lard DaJonge told the Grand Rapids

Press: “We're more concerned about
people keeping their jobs in this eco-
nomy than getting richer.”

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As We See It

The problem with property taxes is
fundamental. They are archaic. Back in
the days when ours was an agricultural
soclety, they made sense, because the
amount of land one owned related di-
rectly to the amount of money that could
be made farming. Today, the relation-
ship between wealth and land ownership
is not so direct.

Nearly all other formns of taxation —
income taxes, sales taxes, even inheri-
tance taxes, and notably capital gains
taxes-—tax at the point of an exchange of
goods or services. They tax at the point of
an exchange of wealth. Even business
property taxes still make sense, because
you must have a place of business io
make money.

But property taxes for residences
tax idle assets. Yes, you can argue that
money is being made when home values
rise, and thus when assessments in-
crease, But the owner won't see that mo-
ney untilhe or shesells. . .and thatmay
not happen for years to come.

In fact, some won't see that money
during their lifetimes. They're the ones
who treat their domiciles like homes,
rather than just investinents, They're
the ones who intend to simply live in
their homes, rather than walting till the
value rises enough so they can reselland
make enough of a down payment to
move up to a bigger, better house.
They're the ones whomn property taxes
treat unfairly. This often describes se-
nior citizens, but it also often describes

Although many don't re:
is it the primary point which has led to
the push for reform over the last 20
years. If the state ever hopes to really re-
form taxes, it must keep this point in
mind.

At the same time, if the Novi Board
of Review is to deal most fairly with the
residents who come before i, it s a point
they too must keep in mind.

Last summerwe did not exceed stan-
dards. That makes us eligible to say,
‘Hey, we may not be a non-
attainment area,’ " sald Chuck
Hersey, staff alr speclalist for the
Southeast Michigan Council of
Governments,

SEMCOG's executive committee
last week agreed to hire Radian
Corp., a natlonwide consuiting firm,
to make its case to the federal Envir-
onmental Protection Agency, EPA
earlier had sald the region would
have to reduce alr emnisslons by 15

percent from 1990 levels.

SEMCOG will use up io $900,000
from the Michigan Department of
Transportation. MDOT director Pat-
rick Nowak, former deputy Oakland
County executive, asked SEMCOG to
coordinate the effort.

Radlan Is doing a similar project,
called the Lake Michigan Ozone
Study, for southwestern Michigan,
Indiana and Wisconsin.

“We have to prove that [t {last year)
wasn't an accldent —a poor econorny
or the weather,” Hersey sald.

“We must provide a 12-year air
quality maintenance plan that fore-
casts economic activity — growth {n
Industty and growth {n travel,

“It could save us the need to do
emission reduction programs,”
Hersey sald.

MDOT liaison Marsha Small told
SEMCOG leaders that “EPA has two
years to respond” to the request for
redesignation. Meanwhile, she ad-
vised SEMCOG to go ahead with
plans in the state Legislature to set
up laws to deal with attalning air

quality.

“You're between a rock — and a
rock,” Small sald.

SEMCOG's executlve committee
approved the grant receipt and Ra-
dian contract with little discussion
and no dissent. All area delegates
voted yes. Meanwhile, the Big Three
automakers are working on a new
low emission paint system — powder
painting - to reduce hydrocarbons
in the air at assembly plants,

“The consortium's work will im-
pact paint systems at more than 50
Big Three car and light truck as-
sembly plants inthe U.S, alone,” said
Don Walkowicz, executive director of
the United States Council for Auto-
motive Research {USCAR).

“By working together, our three
companies will be able 1o reduce the
overall cost of developlng this Impor-
tant new technology,” sald John
Young, Ford's executive engineer for
paint who s serving as first chair of
the consortlum,

“We also will be able to reduce the
timme required {o develop and intro-
duce new paint systems by two to
three years."

With spring and summer on the way and tempera-
tures rising, the chances are you won't want to heat up
the kitchen to prepare dinner. Roasts, casseroles and
other long-simmering meals are out.

But tggcre Is a way to meals without the
hassle of heat. And it doesn't involve going out for din-
ner every night.

Plan meals that require minimal cooking; uncooked
pasta sauces can be perfect warm-weather food. Home-
grown tomatoes enhance amny recipe that calls for toma-
toes, Pasta cools quickly, so the main course can be
completed in a matter of minutes.

uncooked sauces canbe prepared ahead, then
brought to room temperature while you are cooking the
pasta and setting the table. Try preparing a fresh to-
matocheese sauce hours ahead -—In the cool part of the
day — then serve it over cooked pasta.

Vegetables, canned tuna and cheese don't need
cooking and provide protein, vitamins and minerals.
You can add small chunks of mozzarella or brie cheese
to the tomato sauce. The sauce should be made in the
morning,

Pesto i8 an uncooked sauce for pasta that uses vard-
ous herbes as the main ingredient. Because basil (s not
always available, a recipe follows using parsley, which
is readily available all year. Ifyou can find fresh basil, it
can be used Instead of the parsley — in the same
proportion.

Ifyou need something fast to serve in company with
drinks, try an artichoke dip. Use bread sticks or fresh
vegetables with it.

With a little sprucing up, left-overs can serve as the
basis for an easy meal. A piquant green sauce is very
tasty, especially over left-over fish. It adds a lot of zest
and Interest to fish that isn't usually very tasty the sec-
ond time arotind.

Serve a baked potato garnished with
chopped chives and the lowest fat
cheese you can find or no-fat yogurt.

Salads, for me at least, are the hardest
keep free of calories. Heaven is a mixtue of
greens loaded with chopped eggs, bacon,

uefort then topped with a mix of French
gﬁi bleu cheese dressing. Good bye bikini;
hello one-plece.

After experimenting Ive found that
some pink grapefruit sections, crushed
szechuan pink peppercorns, a dash of
homemade vinegar and touch of flavored
oll do much to dress up an otherwise bor-
ing plle of lettuce.

And then comes dessert. Believe it or
not, there are boads of recipes that cater to

the person searching for a reduction of
fatty ingredients. My favorite lately is a
serving of no-jat frozen chocolate yogurt.
For under 100 calories It kills the sweet
tooth. A simple fruit cup with fresh ground
nutmeg and a fling of cinnamon gives the
added advaniage of fiber.

Remember, it is very important to eat
when your body tells you. Too may people
walt untl they are starved, thinking that
by not eating on a regular basis the weight
melts off. How wrong.

A bite in the moming will do a lot to

stave off the hunger pangs that are sure to
hit later in the day. Qatmeal, cream of
wheat and dry cereals without fat or sugar
are great energy starters. A plop of no-fat
plain yogurt is an alternative to milk.

Keep a plece of crunchy fruit at reach to
avoid the temptation of not-good-for-you
snacks. Biting Into an apple is work. It
satisfles.

Lunch can also pose problems. Pur-
chased sliced meats are loaded with so-
dium and fat. Read the [abels. Better yet,
purchase whole turkey breasts and roast
them. Slice just enough for theday and re-
frigerate the rest for up to three or four
days. Freeze lefiovers in large pieces to
avoid dehydration.

Whole grain breads are better than
Wonder, and mustard preferable to mayo.
Load up sandwiches with lettuce and to-
mato as a filler.
